NEW GAS RATE GRANTED

The Railroad Commission
granted Lo-Vaca Gathering
Company, which sells natural
gas to many Texas cities, a
fluctuating interim rate of about
29.55 cents per 1,000 cubic feet
of gas.

The increase is five cents
above the present weighted
average cost of gas to the
company as of last June.

A commission order also
provides that the weighted
average cost of gas be adjusted
up or down each month to
reflect the current cost Lo-Vaca
is paying.

Lo-Vaca sought an interim
rate of 34.9 cents per mcf. The
commission said the interim
rate was designed to allow the
company to purchase gas and
recoup operating, but that it
does not provide a rate of return
on investment. Granting the
temporary rate may prevent or
mitigate gas shortages to the
public during winter heating
months, the Commission order
said.

COURTS SPEAK

A Dallas man sentenced to
death for murder during armed
robbery won a reversal of his
conviction in the Court of
Criminal Appeals on grounds
his arrest was not based on
sufficient information and
conflicted with court-set stand-
ards

The Court of Criminal
Appeals reversed the 3S-year
prison sentence assessed a
Houston man for rape, because
arresting officers illegally seized
negatives showing the man
having sex relations with a
child.

The Texas Supreme Court
refused to hear the appeal of a

military captain's ex-wife that
she was entitled to part of his
future retirement benefits.

The High Court also denied a
motion for rehearing by
Houstonian Candace Mossler in
her court suit to avoid paying a
$250,000 legal fee to famed
Houston Attorney Percy Fore-
man successfully defended her
and a nephew seven years ago
on charges of murdering her
husband.

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“Reasonable Wear
and Tear”

Because the rent for his apart-
ment was high, Henderson fig-
ured he could do pretty much as
he pleased with the elegant fur-
nishings. During his occupancy
he broke two valuable lamps, }os(
a costly pitcher and a painting,
and spattered the antique furni
ture with unremovable stains.

When the landlord demanded
reimbursement for the damage,
Henderson said he could not be
held liable for “reasonable wear
and tear.” But a court saw things
the landlord’s way and ordered
Henderson to make good.

If you are renting a house or
an apartment, chances are that
somewhere in vour lease there is
a clause about reasonable wear
and tear. This puts common-
sense limits on the use you can
make of the premises. In other
cases, courts have held it wrong-
ful when

1) a man chopped wood in-
doors, ripping the wallpaper,
splintering the woodwork, and
punching holes in the plaster;

2) a woman let her bathtub
overflow, causing extensive water
damage;

3) a man, trying to chisel open

a stuck window, gouged great
holes in the sill;
4) a couple permitted their

pet poodle to soil the living room
rug at will.

On the other hand, the law
recognizes that a certain amount
of deterioration—scuffed floors,
worn carpets, nicked chairs—
can come from normal, everyday
use.

Nor is the tenant usually liable
for harm done by the elements.
Accordingly, in another case, the

Dorothy Day,
Friend of the Poor

In the depths of the Great
Depression, a young woman
named Dorothy Day and a
middle-aged French peasant
named Peter Maruin opened a
soup kitchen for homeless men
on New York's Lower East Side.
They saw this as @ literal
carrying out of Jesus’ words: 'l
was hungry and you gave Me to
eat.”’

The two also distributed
cast-off clothing to men and
women who would otherwise
have had to spend the winter
barefoot and coatless. Around
the same time, they and a
handful of volunteers began
distributing a newspaper called
“* The Catholic Worker.” The
message of that paper was that
to be a follower of Christ
requires that we work to meet
the human needs He spoke of in
the Gospels.

The group that formed around
them came to be known as the
Catholic Worker Movement,
The soup kitchen is still open
daily. Cast-off clothing is still
distributed. ‘‘The Catholic
Worker'' continues to call for
voluntary poverty, to urge
radical change in the capitalistic
system, to oppose war and to
plead for the settlement of

weathering and weakening of
porch railings and outside shut-
ters were held not the tenant’s
responsibility.

“Reasonable wear and tear
contemplates that deterioration
will occur by reason of time and
use despite ordinary care.

historical markers in Foard
County Thursday afternoon,
Sept. 27, for the Home
Demonstration Club members.

Members of the Westside H.
D. Club, the Gambleville H. D.
Club and their guests gathered
at the home of Mrs. Milburn
Carroll, then journeyed to the
marker at the site that was once
Pease City. Mrs. Johnson gave
a brief history of the post office
that was located there. The mail
was brought from Harrold to
this post office and the door
was never locked and the
cowboys would come in, go
through the mail to see if there
was anything for them.

The group continued to the
marker at the site of Old
Margaret. This marker was
erected in 1936. Mrs. Johnson
gave a brief history of the town.
It was typical of the wild west
10 a.m. Monday at St. Joseph's
in their saioons, aere  uiele
were shootings. The Wesley and
Dunn families were the first
permanent settlers and there
are descendants of these
families still living in the
county. One, Mrs. Melvin
Moore, was on the tour. When
the battle for the county seat of
Hardeman County started, this
was part of Hardeman County at
the time. The people this side of
the river wanted the county seat
here and the people across the
river wanted Quanah to be the
county seat. From this dispute,
Foard County was organized.

The next place of interest
visited was the marker at the
site of the Pease River
Battlefield. The history of the
re-capture of Cynthia Ann
Parker, wife of Peta Nocona,
famous Comanche Indian_chief,
was given. This story is the most
touching of the county’s history.

Here, Mrs. Carroll served
refreshments to eleven club
members and six visitors. The
tour then continued to the home
of George T. Crowell for whom

when she /

Crowell was named. It was built *
in 1908 and presently is owned
by Mr. and Mrs. Loraine Carter.
Mrs. Carter and Mrs. Walter
Ramsey conducted a tour
through the home. This house is
one of the best examples of
architecture of the early 1900’s.
Mrs. Johnson said. She said the
Crowell family came to this area
in 1886 and their first home was
a dugout on a lot three blocks
west of the southwest corner of
the courthouse square. The
town organizers met in this
home and it was here the new
town was named Crowell and
after much discussion it became
the county seat of Foard County.

The tour ended here in
Crowell with 20 present for the
first county-wide meeting of the
H. D. Clubs' new year.

TURKEY production should

show some goou

increases in the coming year, according to figures released
by the Texas Crop and Livestock Reporting Service.

Texas turkey breeders’ intentions to market as of
Sept. 1 increased 26 per cent from the January 1973

inventory for all breeds.
Turkey breeder

flock owners

in the 26 major

turkey-producing states report at the beginning of the 1974
hatching season they expected to keep 15 per cent more
breeder hens than the previous year. Flock owners also
expect to increase heavy breed flocks by 15 per cent and
plan to increase light breeds 18 per cent.

A word ot ~aution, however:

these are intentions

only and can change due to feed, supply and price of
hatchina eggs and poults as well as prices received for
turkeys during the next few months.

MILK production in Texas during August is one per
cent below the 1972 production and three per cent less
than the previous month’s production. Nationwide, milk
production is four per cent less than a year earlier.

One of the reasons for the decline in production can
be seen in the milk-feed price ratio. It was down 34 per
cent from a year ago and is the lowest since August 1947,
Last year's ratio was the highest since 1968, pointing up the
increased costs of production for dairy producers.

During August, the number of milk cows nationwide
dropped three per cent. Some dairy groups are warning that
a definite shortage of milk will be felt by the consumers as

early as November.

SALES of cattle, calves, and sheep in Texas were
above levels of a year earlier while sales of goats and hogs

declined.

Cattle marketed through auction in the state were 33
per cent above a year ago and calves 52 per cent more than

a year ago.

Sheep sales were up 49 per cent above a year ago and
64 per cent above a month ago.

Hog sales were six per cent below a year ago, but 18
per cent above a month ago. Goat sales were 17 per cent
below last year, but.more than double those of last month.

LUBBOCK, Tex.--The Mata-
dor Office Building, which once
was the business office for a
ranch grazing its cattle over
more than one-and-a-half mil-
lion acres, will be dedicated at
the Ranch Headquarters out-
door exhibit of the Museum of
Texas Tech University in
Lubbock Oct. 6 during the
annual meeting of the Ranch
Headquarters Association.

Two men who had business
and personal associations with
the famous Matador will
participate in the dedication.
Chas A. Guy, former editor of
the *‘Lubbock Avalanche Journ-
al,”” will introduce Douglas
Meador, editor of the ‘*Matador
Tribune,’”” who will make
dedicatory remarks.

The Matador began with
foreign capital, and the original
boldings have shifted owners,
but the Matador Cattle Co. of
1973 operates ranches in six
states, still making cattle history
in the United States. It is this
company which gave the
Matador Office to the Ranch
Headquarters to add to other
buildings on the site, each
authentically depicting some
phase of ranching history.

The office, a small and
sparsely furnished two-room
frame house, will stand
restored at the Ranch Head-
quarters to tell the success story
of a venture in ranching which
began in 1879, during the free
range era when H. H. Campbell
and four others established the
original Matador Cattle Co.

In reconstructing Texas the
only source of capital for
expansion was foreign money,
and in 1882 the Matador was
sold to a Scottish syndicate. The
headquarters was transferred
from the half-dugout at Ballard
Springs, Tex., to Dundee,
Scotland. Campbell reamined as
manager. When the foreign
owners visited the Matador,
they stayed in a guest house
built for them, called the
Scotsmen’s Dive'' by the
Matador cowboys. This was the
building that later became the
office.

The success story of the
Matador continued when wind-
mills and tank dams and barbed
wire changed the free range to
the fenced range era. In the
early 1900's the Matador name
symbolized the range cattle
industry in America and its
herds represented the best in
beef throughout the west.
MATADOR OFFICE

The canny business ways of
the Scottish owneers and the
successful breeding programs of
the early managers -- Campbell
and Murdo MacKenzie -- paid
off in blue ribbons won by
Matador steers at many major
livestock shows from 1902 to
1910 and the top prices brought*
by Matador cattle during the
same time

Unlike other foreign-owned
cattle companies, the Matador
survived and prospered to the
middle of the Twentieth
Century. When it was sold to
investment bankers in 1951,
there were 15 corporations
formed to dispose of its 808,000
acres, In tracts of land of
\ur\mg S1zes.

During the

1950's these

corporations were puivhased by
individuals or groups of
individuals. The headquarters
of the Alamositas Division was
the large tract purchased by R.
H. Fulton of Lubbock.

Fred Chase Koch purchased
the brand and 110,000 acres of
the ranch, including the original
headquarters at  Ballard
Springs. and his matador Cattle
Co. gave the Matador Office in
honor of this founder of the
current company.

Today's Matador Cattle
Company produces Hereford
breeder cattle of national
reputation and operates feed-
lots. In addition to the Matador
Division, the company owns and
leases other ranches in Texas,
Montanna, Wyoming, Kansas,
Nevada and New Mexico.
Offices are in Wichita, Kan.,
where the parent company,
Koch Industries, is located, and
in Plainview, Tex., with John
Lincoln as general manager.

Charles, Bill and David Koch,
sons of Fred Chase Koch are
hoard members for the company
which, inheriting the proud
tradition, moves the cattle
industry into the future.

The whole story of the
Matador depicts western history
after the cattle industry
exploded dramatically into the
free range era. The break-up of
the original Matador into
smaller ranches and farms
marked the end of an era, and
the end of a way of life for scores
of people, including the
cowbovs who took pride in
claiming they ‘‘rode for the
Matador.”

Armyworms
Damage Small
Grain Plants

Seedling stands of small
grains are extremely susceptible
to the damage caused by the fall
armyworm and vyellow-striped
armyworm. As fall temper-
atures begin to drop, the foliage
f other hosts such as grasses,
grain sorghum, alfalfa, peas,
beans and cotton becomes less
attractive and increased damage
by these armyworms to stands
of small grains can be expected,
according to Joe Burkett, county
agent

The larval stages of these
armyworms lasts about 20 days
and their pupal stages are
in the soil. Both moths
lay masses on the
foliage of host plants.

When large numbers of these
armyworms are present, small
grains stands can be severely
damaged in a period of a few

Report Given on
Winter Wheat
Situation

I'he October issue of Santa Fe
Crop Report and Other
Agricultural Data had the
following comments about the
winter wheat situation in this
section

With planting of the 1974
winter wheat crop under way in
many areas of Texas, Okla
homa, New Mexico, Colorado
and Kansas since mid-August
where moisture was available,
the beneficial rains of early
September should provide
adequate moisture for planting
most of the intended acreage
While some reports of a
shortage of moisture are still
coming in, these are generally
from areas where planting is
usually delayed until about
mid-October for control of
Hessian fly, and can usually
expect adequate moisture in
time for planting.

Farly seeded acreage 1s
showing good growth and with
additional moisture to assure
proper root development a
considerable acreage of wheat
should be available for pasture
by livestock, beginning between
October 1S and November 1

Most farmers are expected to
increase their acreage of wheat
for 1974, but expansion of wheat
acreage will depend on
availability of suitable land,
moisture conditions during the
next few weeks, availability of
fertilizers and an adequate
supply of seed of adapted
varieties. Many farmers who
went through the drought vears
of the 1930’s and the 1950's are
reluctant to expand their
acreage of winter wheat to land
which may be subject to severe
damage from wind erosion
should the weather be drier than
normal during the next six to
seven months. Many are more
inclined to leave a vegetative
cover on fields with sandy soils
and plant this acreage to
sorghums for 1974 and ensuing
years, as there are no
restrictions on acreage that can
be planted to either wheat,
sorghums or cotton for 1974.

Taking God at His Word

Because of a failure to
understand God's purposes as
outlined in the Scriptures, some
have felt it necessary to alter
many of the plainest statements
of Holy Writ. Supposing that
God could not have meant
exactly what He said, they have
concluded that these things
must be interpreted in a
“spiritual’’ sense.

Actually, there is nothing
“‘spiritual’’ about failing to take
God at His Word, or seeking to
explain away difficulties by
arbitrarily altering what He has
plainly said.

First, this would leave us at
the mercy of theologians. If the
Scriptures do not mean what
they say, who has the authority
to decide what they do mean?
And how can we turn to the
Word of God for light if it does
not mean what it says and only
trained theologians can tell us
what 1t does mean?

Second, this altering of the
Scriptures affects the veracity of
God. It is a thrust at His very
honor. If the obvious, natural
meaning of the Old Testament
promises are not to be depended
upon, how can we depend upon
any promise of God? Then,
when He says: ‘*Whosoever
shall call upon the name of the
Lord shall be saved'” (Romans
10:13), He may also mean
something else instead of what
He actually says.

Third, this *‘spiritualizing’” of
Scripture endorses apostasy, for
it allows men to alter the
meaning of God's Word
according to their will.

The path to a true
understanding and enjoyment of
the Bible is not in altering but in
“'rightly dividing' it. (Il Tim.
2:15).
