At Rotary Meeting

Drug Treatment Center 
Director Speaks Here

Ken Coleman, director of the 
drug treatment center sched­
uled to open at Vernon in 
March, told members of the 
Rotary Club of Crowell at their 
Wednesday, January 23, meet­
ing some interesting things 
about the new center and what 
is hoped will be accomplished 
with the patients who will be 
lodged there.

The new center will house a 
total of 272 persons at one time, 
and will be co-educational for 
young people ages 13 through 
20. Only those youths with 
“ hard”  narcotic addiction, such 
as heroin, will be treated. They 
will come to the center from all 
parts of Texas and they can be 
committed to the center by 
either court order or by 
voluntary action of the person, 
who wants help in overcoming a 
drug addiction.

The particular type center

being developed at Vernon is a 
pilot project and if it is 
successful in treating the addict, 
others will be built across Texas 
and the nation.

Mr. Coleman said young 
people are eligible for admit­
tance to the center only after all 
local efforts to help the 
individual have failed. He said 
there is no problem to get the 
addict o ff drugs; the big 
problem is keeping them off. To 
aggravate the problem of 
keeping them off drugs, must 
young addicts when dismissed 
trom the center, will return 
home to probably the same 
environment which caused them 
difficulty in the past.

He said the problem of drugs 
is not new; however, it is only in 
recent years that drugs, 
common to ghetto areas for 
years, have become more 
prevalent among the middle and 
upper class section o f the 
nation’s population. He added 
that as long as the problem 
remained in the ghetto, most 
people never gave it a thought, 
and it is only since it has 
affected the lives of people 
outside the ghettos that serious 
work is being done to help the

drug addict.
In speaking of some of the 

causes of drug addiction, Mr. 
Coleman cited first breakdown 
of the family unit as a major 
cause, and he added that some 
problem usually causes the first 
use of drugs by an individual. 
Although much is said about 
drug pushers, most young 
people are introduced to drugs

RC&D Coordinator

by their peers, and not pushers.
He was introduced by 

Rotarian Gordon Erwin. Other 
visitors were Rotarians Bruce 
Gibson and Ross Hendricks, 
also of Vernon.

Von Kleibrink. a District Soil 
Conservation Service technician 
from Snyder has been named 
coordinator for the new Four 
Winds Resource Conservation 
and Development Program 
iRCdiD) and plans have been 
made to get the project 
underway immediately. This 
announcement was made last 
week by Marvin Daniel of 
Vernon at a meeting of the Four 
Winds RCAD Committee in 
Quanah.

Kleibrink will maintain his 
office in Quanah at either the 
city hall or with other 
agricultural agencies.

The Four Winds RCiicD is the 
sixth of its kind approved within 
Texas to date and the first in 
this general vicinity. Daniel 
pointed out that the project has 
been approved for planning with 
funds available for the coordi­
nator and necessary secretarial 
help.

The comprehensive federal 
self-help program will get 
underway next month with 
meetings to acquaint people in 
the Four Winds area with the 
program and organization of an 
area technical committee to 
help formulate a program of 
action.

Daniel said the next six to 12 
months will be spent in public 
meetings to draw up a program 
of work.

“ And the program will be no 
better than the input of the Icxral 
people." he pointed out. "Tbe 
only limitation will be the 
imagination and initiative of the 
people in the Four Winds."

Kleibrink's first job on taking

over the new office will be to 
visit other RCiVD projects in 
Texas. One project in East 
Texas has been active for some 
ten years.

Daniel pointed out that RCifD 
designation gives top priority to 
area projects and helps clear 
away federal red tape in 
implementing them.

Other area federal agencies 
have been notified o f the 
approval of the Four Winds 
project and Daniel said he has 
already received numerous 
pledges of support.

A native of Clifton. Kleibrink 
attended Tarlcton College and 
graduated in 1961 from Texas 
AdcM with a degree in range 
management. He joined the 
SCS in 1%2. His wife is the 
former Nancy Driver of 
Cleburne, and the couple has 
four children.

Henry Black of Crowell is 
chairman o f the RCAD 
committee. J.A. Marr. also of 
Crowell, attended the meeting 
in Quanah last week.

Son of Crowell Couple to Present 
Papers at Symposium In Germany

(Editor's note: The following 
article concerning Dr. Robert F. 
Davis, a Crowell native and son 
of Mr. and Mrs. Foster Davis of 
Crowell, appeared in a recent 
issue o f The Observer, a 
newspaper published on the 
Newark. N.J. campus o f 
Rutgers University.)

In recognition of his pioneer­
ing research in the field of plant 
physiology. Dr. Robert F. Davis 
ot the NCAS Botany Dept, has 
been invited to deliver two key 
papers at an international 
symposium in Germany this 
February.

Davis' invitation is one of 
eight sent to botanists in the 
United States. He will join 84 
other scientists at the nuclear 
Research Center in Juelich, 
Germany on February 4-8. The 
symposium is designed to 
permit the participating schol­
ars to compare their latest 
findings.

"M r. Davis’ invitation is a 
singular honor, not only for 
himself, but for the entire 
Botany Department here at 
Rutgers-Newark,”  remarked 
Dr. John Crow, the department 
chairman.

Dr. Davis' work involves a 
detailed study of the develop­
ment of energy in plant cells. 
Using tiny micro-electrodes to 
measure both the electrical 
properties and hydrogen ion 
concentration (ph) of chloro- 
plasts in plant cells. Davis has 
been able to provide important 
data to support a hypothesis 
regarding the creation of energy- 
utilized in the growth of cells, 
(otherwise known as A TP ). 
Davis is the first botanist to 
successfully record such data.

The Assistant Professor of 
Botany modestly describes his 
work as “ tedious” . With 
surgeon-like precision, he has 
been able to insert micro-elec­
trodes into plant cell mem­
branes without damaging the 
cells. In order to do this, he has 
confined his studies to a 
primitive land plant called the 
hornwart, which is unique in 
that it has one large chloroplast 
per cell.

Chloroplasts are the globular 
bodies, found in plant cells, in

which photosynthesis takes 
place. They are accompanied bv 
mitochondria, which are found 
in animals as well as plants. An 
English botanist has theorized 
that the electrical potential 
across the membrane of 
mitochondria and chloroplasts 
in conjunction with hydrogen 
concentration results in the 
production of cellular ATP. Dr. 
Davis' research has provided a 
solid basis for further study of 
the behavior of cells, a field that 
has broad applications.

“ If we know how cells react 
normally, then we can find out 
more easily how they become 
abnormal,”  states Davis. Thus 
the work of a plant physiologist 
may be of interest to a biologist 
searching for a cancer cure.

In addition to the results of 
his experiments involving 
chloroplasts. Dr. Davis will 
deliver a paper in Germany 
outlining a discovery he has 
made with regards to move­
ments in certain plant parts. 
The Rutgers professor has 
found that electrical events 
similar to nerve impulses 
govern such movements.

Confining his study to plant 
roots. Davis has dispelled the 
traditional thought that regula­
tion of the flow of materials 
entering the plant takes place at 
the surface of the root, and not 
within the vessels (or xylem 
tubes) which transverse the 
plant. Making use of the 
electron microscope and elec­
trical resistance studies. Davis 
has revealed that vessels in 
young root tips have cytoplasm 
(cellular material) which con­
trols what enters them. This 
knowledge is an important step

in agricultural research, partic­
ularly when applied to the 
intake of nutrient elements by 
plant, which is also a facet of Dr. 
Davis' work.

Dr. Davis has been involved 
with this latter project since 
l% b. when he was engaged in 
doctoral studies at Washington 
State University. Davis came to 
Rutgers-Newark from the Dept, 
of Neuro-Physiology at Colum­
bia University in 1%9. He has 
received post-doctoral fellow­
ships from the National Institute 
of Health, and he attended an 
international symposium in 
Liverpool, England in 1972. He 
teaches plant physiology and 
botany seminar at Rutgers.

The German government is 
adequately impressed with 
Davis' work to grant his money 
to make the trip to this year’s 
symposium. According to Dr. 
Crow. Davis is one o f six 
scientists know n to be research­
ing the electrical properties of 
higher plants. Most o f the 
others are Russians, w ith whom 
Davis maintains a correspon­
dence through the auspices of 
Leningrad University.

"A  world-reknown botanist 
named Dr. W. P. Anderson of 
the University o f Liverpool 
stated this summer that, in his 
opinion. Dr. Davis will be the 
top plant psychologist in the 
United States within five 
years,”  commented Dr. Crow. 
“ He's really putting Rutgers- 
Newark on the map.”

Brucellosis Program 
Started January 15

Livestock producers in Foard 
Countv will have a definite 
interest in the 14~4 Texas 
Brucellosis Eradication Pro­
gram. which officially began 
January 15. believes Joe 
Burkett county agent for the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service.

Brucellosis, commonly called 
Bang's. IS a costly, contagious 
disease of livestiKk that may 
also affect human beings.

The disease in humans is 
known as undulant fever.

A:l intected and exposed 
catt'e are quarantined and their 
movement is limited to 
slaughter onlv Blood testing 
procedures are used to assist 
ow ners of infected herds to free 
their cattle of the disease.

Burkett outlines the new 
Brucellosis Eradication Pro­
gram.

All cattle, except steers, 
spaved heifers and vaccinated 
animals under two vears old. 
must be tested within ,30 davs of 
anv change of ownership.

A relativelv simple "card" 
lesi has been developed that 
gives quick results— an im- 
nrovement over the old system 
of sending hlixid samples to a 
labi'ratorv. The cost of this 
initial lest bv a practicing 
vciermanan or other authorized 
person must be paid by the

cattleman.
If a brucellos'is reactor is 

found at a sale yard or 
slaghterhouse, federal or state 
personnel trace the animal back 
to its herd of origin. Traceback 
tiwls include registered back 
tags or ear tags that many sale 
facilities are routinely putting 
on consigned animals. Ear tags 
are required for interstate 
shipment of most cattle.

Other animals in consignment 
where the reactor was found can 
be handled any o f three 
ways— sold immediately for 
slaughter, sent to a quarantined 
feedlot. or returned to the ranch 
for quarantine.

All members of the herd of 
origin are considered exposed to 
the disease and must be tested 
at ,30 and 120 days after the first 
reactor is found.

Government agencies conduct 
these additional tests and pay 
the direct costs. All reactor 
animals must be branded with a 
" B "  on the jaw and sold 
immediately for slaughter. Meat 
from these animals is not 
tainted.

Final clearance on a state 
basis can be granted when no 
more than 1 per cent of the 
herds in any one county and not 
more than 2 per cent of the 
cattle in that county are 
confirmed reactors during an 
18-month testing period.
