Eggs arc a staple food that 
many homemakers find in* 
dispensable in preparing family 
meals. Eggs contain protein, 
vitamins A.D. and B-complei; 
the egg yolk holds a rich store of 
iron and phosphorus.

In food preparation eggs 
serve as leaveners. emulsifiers, 
thickeners, binders, and coating 
agents.

Eggs and leaveners provide in 
the beaten whites a structure 
which expands and gives 
lightness and fine grain to 
omelets, souffles, meringues, 
angel and sponge cakes.

Eggs as emulsifiers cause a 
liguid to mix with a fat. This 
emulsifying property is used as 
a basis for making mayonnaise 
and salad dressing.

Eggs and thickeners are used 
in baked and soft custards, 
cream fillings, and sauces

where the egg protein coagu­
lates during heating and causes 
thickening.

Eggs and binders exert action 
in cakes, meat and croquette.

Eggs as coating agents are 
used to coat meats and 
vegetables for breading. A 
brush of egg white may be used 
to coat certain breads and 
cookies for a shiny brown finish.

Eggs as eggs are nutritious, 
easy to prepare, quick to cook, 
combine well with other foods 
and are versatile in use for any 
meal.

Here are some "egg-tras" 
with eggs. To beat egg whites, 
let the whites stand a while, 
they whip best when at room 
temperature. For a larger foam 
add a pinch of salt before 
beating.

To stretch whipped cream, 
fold in a meringue made of I 
egg w hite and 2 Tblsp. sugar to 
1 c. whipped cream.

because of the grisly discovery 
of the bodies of 27 young men in 
the Houston area. Hundreds of 
concerned parents from all over 
the United States were calling 
Houston to see if one of the 
corpses was that of their 
runaway child. Originally, the 
operation’s costs were defrayed 
by private contributions with a 
recent assist by a Criminal 
Justice Division grant of 
$ 21.000.

Governor Briscoe opened the 
volunteer staffed service with 
the idea that if runaways called 
and their message that they 
w’cre alive and well was relayed 
to their parents, then they 
would have that wanted peace of 
mind. At that time, no one 
dreamed how the idea would 
grow and develop to the status it 
has received throughout the 
country.

Over 4,000 runaways from 47 
states have called Peace of Mind 
since last September to let 
someone they care about know 
that they are safe. Many calls 
have resulted in the runaways 
returning to their homes and 
families.

The national impetus of the 
service began to grow when the 
Florida legislature, in an 
u n p re c e d e n te d  a c t ion , 
appropriated $20,000 in funds to 
publicize the Texas hotline 
number throughout that recrea­
tion state, which ranks high in 
runaways.

With the expected increase of 
publicity on the national hotline 
number (1-800-231-6946) and of 
the Texas WATS number

Supplemental Income 
Provisions
The new Supplemental 

Security Income (SSI) program 
administered by the Social 
S e c u r ity  A d m in is t r a t io n  
requires reports from recipients 
that are not required from 
people receiving only security 
benefits, according to Kenneth 
R. King, manager of the Vernon 
Social Security O ffice. It is 
important that people receiving 
the SSI payments be aware of 
their obligations.

“ For example,”  King said, 
“ a person receiving social 
security may not have to report 
if he is working, unless he is 
disabled, if he does not expect 
to make over $2400 in a year. A 
person receiving Supplemental 
Security Income must report any

work he or she does. Also, any | 
other income that a social 
security beneficiary would not 
normally report— such as 
prizes, gifts, increases in other 
pensions, interest payments, 
etc.— must be reported by 
those receiving SSI payments.
