office of the Economic
Development Administra-
tion, Thomas S. Francis,
Director. In a letter
addressed to Foard County
Judge Seth Halbert,...
*‘Foard County is designated
by official order,
enclosed, as a Title IV
redevelopment area under
the Public Works and
Economic Development Act
of 1965, as amended.”’ The
areas designated by the
order are as follows:
California, Glenn County;
South Dakota, Clark County;
and Texas, Foard County.

The participation of each
OEDP Committee member is
urged in seeking and
obtaining the maximum
grant potential under the law
for his individually
sponsored project. Each
Committee member, as well
as interested citizens, is
urged to pick up the finished
and approved copy of Foard
County's OEDP at either the
County Judge's office or the
Crowell E.O.A.C. office.
Judge Halbert emphasized
that each sponsor should act
promptly on his project.

loans to build public facilities
essential to long-range
economic growth, money to
encourage private enterprise
to expand and create new
jobs and planning and
technical assistance to assist
in solving problems blocking
growth.

FRUIT ROT IN
VEGETABLES

Fruit rot in certain
vegetables is a common
disorder in home gardens
this time of the year,
according to a vegetable
specialist for the Texas
Agricultural Extension
Service. Called ‘‘blossom-
end rot,”" the problem is
especially prevalent in
tomatoes, squash and
peppers. The disorder is
identified by water-soaked
areas near the base of the
fruit which rapidly turn dark
and eventually rot. The
problem results from either
too much moisture or not
enough. Therefore, proper
watering is important,
mulching can help to
equalize mositure around
plants. Applying lime or
gypsum before planting may
also be of some help.

Weather Hampers Little

Foard County Little
League baseball, in addition
to having action postponed a
week because of harvest, has
been getting some bad time
from the weather and for the
second week, only one night
of action took place during
the past week.

Seed Law. A number of
Senator Farabee's bills
dealt with matters of local
concerns such as new water
or hospital districts. For
example, one of the bills
Senator Farabee sponsored
made it possible for the
Greenbelt Water Authority
to obtain additional funding.

Farabee, serving his first
term in the Legislature,
spent much of his time in the
Senate Finance Committee.
The Finance Committee
helps draft the Appropria-
tions bill which funds state
agencies and programs.
Senator Farabee also served
on the Natural Resources
Committee, Jurisprudence
Committee, and the Com-
mittee on the Texas
Constitution.

Benefits Wildlife

Doves and quail have been
furnishing a great deal of
hunting pleasure in Foard
County the past few years
Most hunters obtain bag
limits within a short period of
time and others have had
little difficulty. Some of the
birds are transet doves which
have nested in northern
states and migrate through
this area

Doves are usually
associated with cropland
because of their liking for
weed seeds and grain. One
can also see a lot of doves
along roadsides and weedy
pastures where they can find
the preferred foods. Doves
also depend upon our local
ponds and troughs for water.
Their twice daily excursions

Statistics Tell
Story of Dangers
of Death by Fire

Fire outdoors can be
dangerous. Barbecuing,
camping, and boating trigger
thoughts of recreational fun
that good weather and
leisure time bring. But any
one of these good times can
become a fiery catastrophe.
Take out-door (\H\klng.
Flammable liquids (the use
of which happens to be
forbidden to the Boyv Scouts)
can be used safely as long as
you remember that they can
cause explosions, serious
burns and even death
because the vapors explode
near heat or flame

For outdoor safety, flam-
mable liquids rank well
behind other charcoal
starters. Safest of all are
chemicals in cake form or a
charcoal igniter which is
labeled by a nationally-
recognized testing laboratory
such as Underwriters'
Laboratories.

Using gasoline to start a
fire is asking for explosive
trouble. Trying to get more
pep into a charcoal fire by
dumping any flammable
liquid onto hot coals is asking
the fire to reach right out and
burn you. If a slow fire needs

chopped tomatoes, one cup
each of sweet red and green
peppers chopped, five cupt
chopped cabbage and one
third cup of salt. Mix and let
stand overnight. Drain and
press in a clean, thin, white
cloth to remove all of the
liquid that 1s possible.

Then combine three cups
vinegar and two cups of
firmly packed brown sugar.
Place two tablespoons whole
mixed pickling spice loosely
in a clean cloth and tie vwnh a
string. Add to the vinegar
mixture and bring to a boil.

Add the vegetables and
bring it to a boil and simmer
about thirty minutes or until
there is just enough liquid to
moisten the vegetables.
Remove the spice bag and
pack the hot relish into clean,
hot, pint, jars. Fill the jars to
14 inch of top and close with
lids according to the
manufacturer's directions.

Process the piccalilli in
boiling water for five
minutes. Start to count
processing time as soon as
the water in the canner
returns to boiling.

Remove the jars and set
upright on a wire rack to
cool.
