Brucellosis Still a Problem 
Hearing Set for New Rules

AUSTIN--A minim al 
increase in brucellosis 
in fec tions was reported 
during June for Texas, 
records from the Texas 
Animal Health Commission 
reveal.

Cow Herd Proflu Tied To Re­

productive Performance
The number of calves 

weaned from all breeding 
cows in the herd at the stan 
of the breeding season is 
more important today than 
ever as cattlemen try to stay 
in business. Increasing the 
per cent calf crop is second 
only to increasing market 
prices when considering 
ways to improve profits.

Calf crops vary from 60 per 
cent to 90 per cent and over 
in today’s herds. The 60 per 
cent may be due to 
inadequate nutrition, limited 
genetic capability, semen 
infertility or disease. 
Whatever the cause, it must 
be identified and corrected. 
Some producers feel that the 
depressed market will not 
justify feeding cows as well 
as when prices are good. 
This is not true when 
nutrition is limited enough to 
delay the cow s heat cycle 
and conception.

It is estimated that $7.80 is 
the cost per cow of each 
21-day heat cycle delay; 
considering a 26-cent per 
pound market price, a 1.6 
pound daily gain, a 90 per 
cent calf crop and all calves 
being weaned the same time. 
A rancher who cannot 
adequately feed cows so they 
return to estrus shortlv after 
calving can not afford to 
keep them.

Another way to look at the 
expense of low per cent calf 
crops is by figuring the 
production cost per pound at 
different calf crops. For 
exam ple , ou t-o f-pocket 
pasture, livestock and labor 
expenses of maintaining a 
cow a year in South Central 
Texas approach $125. 
Considering a 450-pound 
weaning weight, the produc­
tion cost per pound would be 
31 cents with a 90 per cent 
calf crop but 46 cents with a 
60 per cent calf crop. Adding 
the annual fixed cost to the 
$125 out-of-piKket cost will 
increase the production cost 
per pound even more.

After correcting the 
ironmcntal limitations of 

reproduction, such as 
nutrition and diseases, beef 
producers should consider 
the 'cnctie reproductive 
capability of the cow. Herd 
records are useful in 
identifying the breeding 
regularity of each cow. Such 
records frequently indicate 
that a cow identified as a 
slow breeder will continually 
be a slow breeder. Eliminat­
ing such cows from the herd 
can increase the herd’s 
reproductive performance 
and provide better replace­
ment heifers.

Palpating cows 45 days 
after removing bulls is 
helpful in eliminating non- 
breeders or slow breeders. 
As calves are weaned, the 
unbred cows can be sold. 
This eliminates the feeding 
expenses of keeping the cow s 
until the next calving season.

ItsWASHINGTON—Will the United States 
abundant focxl basket as an international weapon'.’

That is a question being asked more and more as Ameri­
can supremacy in military and industrial strength continues 
to slip.

No one doubts .American supremacy in food prinluction. 
According to an otficial government study, the whole world 
has become dependent upon America for grain. The U.S. 
now supplies nearly three fourths of the net global exports. 
Trends in population, food pnxluction ar.J climate indicate 
that American supremacy in fiHxd prinluction will become 
even greater in years to come.

What should U.S. policy toward the rest of the world be 
when our country becomes the sole exporter of fixxi? One 
alternative is to use fi'Kxl as .i weaps'n for political black­
mail of other countries. But this is 'omething we should 
not do.

First, any decision to withhold fixid probably would 
stimulate production in other countries which could poten­
tially cut into our own export markets. Other countries 
could produce more food if they were willing to pay the 
price.

Second, if the U.S. chooses to withhold food as a tool of 
national policy, what happens when the “needy” countries 
become the .Siovict Union. ( hina, or other, developed, but 
fiHtd-scarce nations? As long as the U.S, is dealing with 
clearly inferior military pciwers. it would perhaps he possible 
to use food as a “weapon” to exact diplomatic concessions. 
But it could be very dangerous to use such tactics against 
a nation that is as strong militarily as ourselves.

If foixd becomes so scarce that the major military and 
industrial powers arc threatened, the world could see a 
forced migration to food producing .areas, hacked by mili- 
tarx force and nuclear threats. The instability and resultant 
chaos in urban centers would make traditional civilized 
methods of problem-solving unworkable.

.Another reason for rejection of a policy that would turn 
food into a tool of international diplomacy is moral. We 
would be turning our back on the proud record we have 
set of selfless aid to other nations which desperately need it.

in the event of world food shortages of such magnitude 
that the U.S. has a life-or-death power over the neediest 
countries, we would be false to ourselves to withhold the 
bread of life from starving peoples. Í cannot think of any 
political advantage we could gain that would compensate 
for the sacrifice of our best impulses as a people and as a 
nation.

MEASURING HAIL 
DAMAGE

It 
also provides a permanent 
record of each hail period. To 
merely measure the extent of 
hail damage will not 
minimize economic loss, but 
it will provide valuable 
climatological data to econ­
omists and scientists. Crop 
losses in the U. S. from hail 
are about 100 million dollars 
a year. Advances in 
technology may result in the 
development of a hail 
suppression technique. If 
this occurs then data 
obtained from m easuring 
hail damage could provide a 
basis for evaluating results of 
the hail suppression experi­
ments.

AUSTIN-Texas farmers 
are expected to harvest the 
third largest com crop on 
record this year, Agriculture 
Commissioner John C. White 
reported.

A 111.1 million bushles 
yield is estimated by the 
Texas Crop and Livestock 
Reporting Service for Texas 
This will be the largest since 
the 111.2 million bushels 
produced in 1919. Texas' 
record crop of 117 milhon 
was harvested in 1910.

“ In 1910, It took five 
million acres to produce 
those 117 million bushels,” 
White noted. “This year, our 
farmers are going to produce

Yields were reported about 
fair in some sections, but 
were extremely low in East 
Texas due to heavy rains. 
Harvest is underway in 
northern portions of the 
state.

Cucumber harvest is also 
continuing in the slate. Some 
acreage had to be replanted 
due to hail and heavy rains. 
Some growers will plant 
cucumbers on onion land as 
soon as th a t crop is 
harvested, but harvest of 
these fields will not get 
underway until September.

S u m m e r  o n i o n  
production in the state will 
be down as will yields. 
Harvest is underway on the 
High Plains.

S u m m e r  p o t a t o  
production on the High 
Plains will be down 20 per 
cent from a year ago Harvest 
is underway, and supplies are 
expected to be available 
through November Heavy- 
rains in East Texas resulted 
in some fields not being 
planted, however, existing 
stands are in good condition.

Texas ranked first in 1974 
in the nation in production 
of cabbages, watermelons, 
and spinach. It was second in 
onion, cantaloup, and carrot 
p roduction. Texas rated 
third in total fresh market 
vegetable production and is 
fifth in the nation in total 
vegetable production.

COW PROFITS AND Rt-
PRODUCnVE
PERFORMANCE

Cattlemen must give close 
attention to the reproductive 
performance of their cow 
herds if they are to survive at 
today’s low market prices, 
contends an economist for 
the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service. Increas­
ing the per cent calf crop is 
second only to increasing 
market prices when 
considering ways to improve 
profits. Cows must receive 
adequate nutrition so they 
will return to estrus shortly 
after calving. Herds must 
also be protected from 
diseases, and records must 
be maintained to determine 
the breeding regularity of 
each cow. Slow breeders 
must be eliminated from the 
herd.

Curfman added that a 
guideline used by his agency 
is that for every $10,000 
spent by EDA, one new 
permanent job should be 
created.

He said the EDA was 
formed in 19b5 by the 
Congress to help low income 
families across the country. 
He said Foard County 
qualified for the program by 
having less employment in 
WO than in 19b0. Recently, 
through efforts of county and 
Econom ic O p p o rtu n itie s  
Advancement Corporation 
officials. the county 
subm itted an overall 
economic development
program, submitted it to the 
EDA and the program has 
been approved. Through the 
overall program, wishes of 
the county’s residents were 
expressed to the EDA, and 
the county is now ready for 
funding.

He said the EDA is not a 
give-away program , and 
only makes matching grants 
for programs which will be 
partially funded by local 
governments. No school 
programs can be included in 
EDA grants, and the only 
road and bridge programs 
would be to get workers from 
the country to factory jobs in 
town.

If a vocational school was 
funded for Foard County, a 
Uxial industry would have to 
agree to hire all the school’s 
graduates. EDA would 
provide buildings only, and 
does not provide either 
working capital or inventory 
funds.

Another program excluded 
by EDA is housing.

Following a long period of 
explanation and questions 
and answers. Mr. Curfman 
suggested that enlarging and 
remodeling the community 
center, funds for the new 
museum, and funds for 
special equipment for the 
local hospital be submitted 
for possible funding.
