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Commissioners Hear About 
Possibility of New Ambulance

Track Teams Enter 
Meets Last Week End

The pi>ssibility of Foard 
County securing a new 
ambulance, a hospital base 
radio station, mobile radio 
and other equipment was 
voiced Monday morning 
when two representatives of 
Nortex Regional Planning 
Commission in Wichita Falls 
met with the commissioners 
court. Also attending the 
session were local ambulance 
operator Recie Womack and 
Bill Klepper.

Randall Hempling and 
Mike McMurtrey, both from 
Nortex, explained that for 
the past five months. Nortex 
has been developing a plan 
for improvements of emer­
gency medical services in the 
region.

That plan has been 
completed and for Foard 
County, the proposal calls for 
a new Sib.800 ambulance, a 
hospital base radio station to 
cost S5.800. an ambulance 
mobile radio at $1.400. and 
various other equipment 
totaling some $26.054.20. 
The money w ould be secured 
th.oq^h a hoped-for federal 
grant with the county to be 
required to provide $650.00.

Nortex stated that two 
emergency carrier attend­
ants and two emergency- 
medical technicians are 
presently needed in the 
county. An emergency 
carrier attendant is a person 
trained in emergency care of 
injured or critically ill 
patients while thev are in an 
ambulance en route to 
hospital. An emergency 
medical technician is a 
person that has more 
training for emergency care 
than the emergency carrier 
attendant. Nortex suggests 
that this training be provided 
through a con'inuous hospi­

tal emergency training pro­
gram. Since law enforce­
ment personnel are usually 
the first to arrive at accident 
scenes. Nortex says they 
should receive EC A training.

In the matter of commun­
ications, ambulance-hospital 
and hospital-hospital radio 
communications are needed 
and suggested that the base 
radio station be placed at the 
local hospital.

It was pointed out that 
much of this work, including 
ambulance drivers, must be 
of a voluntary nature in a 
county as small as Foard 
because the cost of full-time 
medical emergency person­
nel would be prohibitive.

Mr Womack, operator of 
the ambulance service here

for many years, expressed 
the hope that the ambulance 
can be secured, and 
personnel trained to treat the 
injured as he cannot continue 
to provide these services to 
Foard County residents 
indefinitely.

The court, through Judge 
Seth Halbert, advised the 
Nortex representatives that 
they will take the matter up 
w ith City of Crowell officials, 
and let Nortex know as soon 
as possible as to whether 
Foard County cares to 
participate in the program.

The Nortex officials stres­
sed that there is no absolute 
certainty the federal grant 
will be received, but they are 
hopeful that it will be.

SALES TAX NEEDED

The residents of Crowell have an 
opportunity on Saturday, April 3, to vote in 
an election which would, if passed, provide 
the City of Crowell with additional funds 
for improvement. That election is the city 
sales tax. It is a tax of one per cent and is 
collected along with the 4 per cent state 
sales tax.

There are 837 cities and towns in Texas 
that currently collect the city sales tax, and 
that includes all the towns in our area, from 
the smallest to the largest.

The sales tax is one of the most equitable 
forms of taxation as it affects everyone who 
makes a purchase. It is not limited to 
property owners alone, but gives every 
resident his fair share of paying for local 
government.

If the city sales tax is not passed. City of 
Crowell officials are emphasizing the fact 
that ad valorem taxes will have to be raised 
to pay for increased costs of government 
caused by inflation.

So, let’s all go to the polls Saturday, 
April 3, and vote for a city sales tax to help 
improve our town.
