He is a queer creature is Blaine, of

aine. He is a decided original, and
as full of tricks as any monkey that
syer appeared in the only greatest show
on earth—or in any other show on any
other earth. Neither politicians or peo-
ple know where to have him or what to
lo with him. 1t begins to now look
very much as if one of the places to
have him is to be the place of Repub-
lican candidate for the Presidency; but
appearances may be deceptive, as they
often are in Blaine's case. Even if he
should be acandidate the question what
to do with him will be as diflicult as ever.

Starting out with the most pro-
nounced determination not to be a can-
didate, Mr. Blaine apparently betook
himself to his book and hammered
away at it as diligently as if he were a
space writer dependent for his daily
bread upon the performance of a stated
amount of daily labor. The booms of
the boomers went. thundering through
the land, bvt he kept his ears closed
and heard them not.

lowing. There are brave words
innumerable about ‘‘tainted candi-
dutes’” and “rotten records’’ and ‘‘tat-
tooed men’’ to be eaten before Blaine
can be shouted for with anything like
unanimity. But the swallow of the
party of moral ideas is capacious, and
praciice has made it very expert. Like
the savages who eat only tainted meat,
the “proud old party’ rather likes can-
didates that have been left too long out-
side the refrigerator. They will take
Mr. Blaine with Phelps® very flimsy cer-
tificate of character and the assurance
of the New York 7'ribune, *the party
will have to rob the cradle amr the
grave to find a candidate of whom no
evil can be said.” And they will leave
the task of defeating him, and of pro-
tecting the Republic from the dishonor
his election would entail, to the Dem-
ocracy. .

The balance of power held by the
minor candidates is not likely to be
thrown solidly in favor of either Arthur
or Blaine. It is quite certain that the
former can get but little if any of that
strength unless, indeed, the final
struggle should be between him and
Blaine. In that event nearly all

of the Edmunds, Sherman and
Hawley vote would be cast for
Arthur. The talk of an understand-

ing between Blaine and Logan is re-
newed and if it be true that an agree-
ment between these two has been en-
tered into, it is quite likely that Blaine
will receive the 58 votes of Logan which
would bring him so close to a nomina-
tion that his opponent would find it
difficult to defeat him. If the more
san{;uine of Blaine's supporters figure
with any degree of accuracy the vote
controlied by Logan will be quite suffi-
cient to give the nomination to the
* Plumed Knight."”

Both Arthur and Blaine are shrewd
politicians. They understand most
thoroughly the art of manipulating po-

Defeat of Revenue Reform.

It has been often said by the Republican
that the fate of the bill repo by the
Committee on Ways and Means for the
reduction of war taxes, known as the
Morrison bill, depended on a small mar-
gin of votes. That itwould be sustained
or defeated by a very small majority
has been apparent for several weeks to
every one who gave close attention to
the subject. The final trial of strength
between the protectionists and revenue
reformers came yesterday, and the bill
was defeated on a motion made by a
protectionist to strike out the enacting
clause by a vote of 156 in the aflirma-
tive to 151 in the negative. This, it is
entirely probable, ends all effort on the
part of the Democrats to reduce taxa-
tion and the svrplus revenues during
the present Congress. There woul
seem to be no use in spending further
time after the long and able, but unsuc-
cessful, battle for so reasonable and
conservative a measure as that which
has just been killed. No doubt there
will be feints made to . reduce internal
revenue taxation or remove it entirely
from whisky and tobacco; but these
will be of little consequence. The puo-
ple do not want free whisky and tobac-
co, and their representatives will hardly
persevere in an effort to do what is so
manifestly against the popular inclina-
tion.

The struggle which has ended has not
been without value. It has done much
to educate the people and to inculcate
wise opinions on the uppermost ques-
tion in American politics. It has also
done much to define the position of

arties. The Democrats, though un-
ortunately not solid for revenue re-
form, have shown that the weight and
authority of the party is on that side of
the question not only in their party
platforms but in the halls of legislation.
On the other hand, the Republican par-
ty stands for a continuationa of needless
taxation and the imposition of duties
which bring a vast and demoralizing
surplus into the Federal ‘[reasury.
Those Democrats who have chosen to
act against their party and to become
the aliies of the Republicans are but a
fragment of the organization whose
National triumph thev imperil and
whose opinions on the most vital ques-
tion before the people they do not share.

Greatest Good to the Greatest Number.

We will not be accused of lack of ap-
preciation of breeds of animals with
special adaptation for some one pur-
pose when we insist that it is a great
mistake to ignore the wants of the large
class whose circumstances are such that
they cannot well choose such animals.
There is room enough for the heavy
draft horse, for the trotter, for the fine
saddle horse; but we must not forget
that the largest number of horses in the
country and in the towns are owned by
men who require fair excellence in two
or more directions, rather than special
merit in any one.  Great size, even if
accompanied with great strength, isa
disadvantage to the average farm or
town team. Great speed would be little,
if any recommendation, -

There is a growing demand for cows
that are of excellence for the dai-
r'y, with little rd for their qualifica-
tions as beef makers.  There is a capi-
tal market for first-class beef cattle,
very many purchasers caring little
whether or not cows are anything more
than fair milkers. But there are hun-
dreds of thousands of farms on which
are some millions of cattle, where a

ood degree of merit, both for milk and

ef, is important—more important than
remarkable merit in either direction.
And so there is increasing demand for
sheep which combine the ability to pro-
duce a good fleece and a good carcass
of mutton.

Just in so far as it can be proyed, by
friend or foe, that any bmedp of cattle
has good merit for both beef and milk,
that breed will be commended to the
largest number of farmers. If it can
be shown that a breed of sheep produces
a fleece not very far behind that of any
other in value, and is somewhat near
the top for mutton production, that
breed will be more popular with very
many farmers than will a breed confess-
edly superior for either " purpose, but
inferior for the other.—Breeder's Ga-
zelte.

Why the Wart is There, -

Those who have studied the map of
Massachusetts eannot but have noticed

the peculiar appearance of a portion of |

the Connecticut boundary line just
southeast of Springfield. The point re-
ferred to is a small square block at the
town of Southwick, extending from this
State into that of Connecticut. Al-
though the peculiar jog on the map has
often been noticed and commented
upon, it is not generally known that
this very point was for years the founda~
tion for a most bitter controversy be-
tween the two States. From 1774 to
15804 the question of division came sev-
eral times before special committees and
commissioners from Massachusetts, and
town meetings were frequently held to
settle the matter. In 1774 Connecticut
attached a portion of land to Southwick,
south of the original colony line. Ten
years afterward, in 1784, a committee
{rom Connecticut was appointed for the
purpose of establishing the bounds at
this point, but so tenacious was each
colony of every inch of territory that it
took more than a score of years to settle
this very trifling matter.

‘Two Boards of Commissioners were
appointed by Massachusetts and Con-
necticut in 1793 to ascertain and report
the exact boundaries of Southwick,
Sandisfield, New Marlboro, and farther
west to the New York State line, and
four years later, in 1797, joint commis-
sioners were appointed to establish the
line east of the Connecticut River.
The Connecticut commissioners re-
ported that the line was nearly all
correct except the tract of land in
questfon, a block about two and one-
half miles square at Southwick, which
Massachusetts thought she should have
to compensate her for the town she had
lost.  This the commissioners refused to
grant in 1801; but this State was willing,
in 1803, to compromise, so one year
later it was arranged that Connecticut
should keep a slice of Southwick and
Massachusetts should hold the land west
of the ponds in that place, the same in-
dentation into the Nutmeg State which
she now holds to-day. In May, 1810,
Connecticut appointed another commit-
tee to examine the line east of the Con-
necticut River, but of the result no re-
port can be found among the records of
that State. In May, 1822, however, the
reports show that the commissieners
agreed in all points, as in 1713, with
the exception of the gore at Union. As
the southeast corner of Woodstock had
extended into Massachusetts 120 rods,
and the northwest corner forty-eight
rods, a jog had been left in the colony
line between Woodstock and Union.
This was the only jogged point at issue
in the report presented in 1822. This
jog was corrected in 1826, when the
commissioners’ report was agreed to by
both States, and the long and tedious
boundary line controversy between Mas-
sachusetts and her sister came to an
end. The line of the New Haven &
Northampton Railroad now  runs
directly through the jog connecting the
two States, and Southwick Ponds, cele-
brated locally as a summer resort, lie
partly in this State and partly in Con-
necticut.— Boston Globe.

The Newest in Hats and Bonnets.

It is not known how much of the im-
ported millinery comes now from Eng-
land, and is not infrequently sold as
French. The English styles are credited
with being more practical—less fussy
and more specialized. The coaching hat
is distinctively English. It is large, of
line, split straw, with moderately high
crown and straight brim, which is faced
with velvet, olive or bronze. The ex-
terior trimming is a mass of soft lace
and feathers with enameled flies or
bugs nestling in their folds, the insects
being real, of the most brilliant tints,
and riveted upon perforated gold plates
to which the pin is attached, which fast-
ens them and renders them eligible for
dress decoration. The walking hat is
more round and less boat-shaped than
formerly. Itis always in colored straw,
dark or gray blue, brown or rock gray,
or ecru. The trimming is velvet in two
colors or shades, and a large wing,
birds or a group of mushrooms.

The EngTish nnets are small and
cottage shaped. A favorite trimmin
upon straw is two narrow ronleaux o
velvet, gray black or ruby, wound about
closely with twisted silver cord. Bunches
of white lilacs, buttercups and daisies
mingled with real meadow grass or
natural white clover are the principal
feature in the decoration; and to these
is generally added coquilles of soft white
lace, and white lace strings which are
tied in alarge bow under the chin. In-
stead of the small ﬁold pins used last
year, long slender darning needles are
employed to fasten ribbons or lace,
many of the briliant little flies and
butterflies having no pin attachment.
The French hats and bonnets are more
striking and sensational. They have
the tall, narrow crowns and often a lace
cap plaited on and headed with a band
of satin ribbon. High up against this
sugar loaf rests a mass of lace and flow-
ers, and soft gauze crepe, the silver-
leafed geranium or mustard and cress
in guantities being found very eflective.

Feathers are disappearing, and it is
time, for they have been literally trail-
in% in the dust.

'he new gauze crepe is a lovely ma-
terial for millinery purposes and much
used in white, pale pink and blue for
bonnets for evening wear. For this
purpose it is embroidered or brocaded
in dots or leaves and the crown is shirred
so as to form upright cords. The
brim is closely puffed and sometimes
sgeck]ed with fine gold or silver but
the dotted crepe effect is mere refined,
particularly as the marabout feathers
which constitute the principal pact of
the ornamentation are powdered with

1d and fall in a shower over the front.

hese bonnets are exquisitely light, soft
and delicate—much prettier with a
liiht toilet than the gold braided crowns
which everyone is tired of seeing.—Jen-
nie June, in Chicago Journal.

Instinct.

Members of the bhuman family are
supposed to be goverened or controlled
by reason, whilst other animals are said
to be governed by instinct. What is
meant by instinet? It has many defini-
tions. A fair one may be an unreason-
ing impulse to do certain actions. The
infant acts from this impulse. It seeks
its food instinctively. Chickens, when

oung, instinctively run away from the
f;awk. They seem to know instinctively
that the hawk has a natural impulse to
do it harm. Instinet compels a bird to
build a nest without knowing in what
its usefulness consists.

Instinet is a force that nature has
placed in every animal, hewever, large
or small. Ttis a living force that aids
in secking and obtaining its means of
growth. Tnstinct is a blind impulse
that controls every animal in many
ways. It acts, it knows not why. Ani-
mals may reason to some extent, but
instinet supplies the place of reason.
Some years ago we observed a young
deer attempting to cure a sick and suf-
fering ki«}. She began her mediecal
treatment by champooing her infant's
belly, by her nose. She rubbed it up
and down its body and then crosswise,
until its bowels moved freely and the
kid was entirely relieved.” This suffer-
ing kid was its mother’s first child. She
could know nothing of curing diseasc
from experience. Who told the young
mother what to do, how to relieve her
suffering child; we say nature, or the
Creator. Animal mothers are usually
affectionate, but some seem to have no
germ of love. The mother sheep hears
the ery of anxiety uttered by her wan-
dering lamb, and at once seeks and
finds it—offers it its proper food. How
did she know, when she heard the cry,
that it was her lamb who was uttering
cries of hunger and distress? Instinet
taught her. We have often seen a sheep
recognizing her infant in a flock of
many hundred mother sheep. So all
animals, with a few exceptions, are
moved to act under the guidance of in-
stinct nearly always in the same way
under the same conditions. Instinect is
uniform in its aetions. If a change
oceurs it is for a special purpose. This
uniformity of instinet gives uniformity
of action to some species of animals in
all parts of the known world, and so we
find that all the members of any species
of animals act alike under the same
conditions.

Animals may be educated by habit.
In the East, sheep may be made to
recognize the shepherd's voice and
know at once when he calls. Some
years ago a missionary visited mission-
ary settlements in the East. The keeper
of a flock told him that he would give
him the names of several of the sheep
and told him he might call them. The
‘raveler repeated those names in a strong
and full voice, but the sheep did not
zome to him. The shepherd t.{':en called
them, and they came to him at once:
why is this, says the traveler? “You
are a stranger to them and my sheep do
not know the voice of strangers, but
they do the voice of their keeper. He
calls them and they follow him.”

We see instinet guiding the chickens
when they hear the voice of a hawk
flying high in air. The hawk’s voice is
hardly heard when the little chicks, just
hatched, perhaps, hie quickly to their
mother and conceal themselves beneath
her wings. They had never seen a
hawk, nor heard its voice before. In-
stinet taught them. The Creator tanght
them to run at the first appearance of
the murderer of other birds. Like
Cain, nature put a mark upon him.
Those chickens were never taught by
any one but their Creator. He put a
mark upon the hawk, so that other birds
might know him and flee at once as

soon as they heard his voice.
Even little chickens knew  him.
Nature, the Creator, inspired them

and taught them how to avoid him.

The partridge of our woods affords an
interesting illustration of what is meant
by instinct. The mother partridge has
just come from her warm nest, leading
from their birth-place a brood of her in-
fants. As she struts along as proud of
her young as any mother can be, she
suddenly hears a noise, perhaps of a
dog, hastening on his way. She utters
a warning note, and instantly her chil-
dren conceal themselves beneath the
leaves. Instinct prompts her to cover
her nest when the leaves are abundant.
The very next moment she flies, or runs
to some distant spot, and makes a fuss
or noise so as to attract the attention of
the dog and allure him from her trem-
bling brood. She withdraws more and
more from the place in which they are
concealed and mounts upon a tree and
bids defiance to the dog and lets him
bark to his heart’s content. This bark-
ing protects her dear ones, because it
keeps them still. Ultimately she re-
tires, and in due time she calls her
young to come to her. In this way they
all meet again and are glad to see eac
other once more. Now who taught the
mother to make a home, a nest, where
the leaves are thick enough to protect
her young? Who taught them what
her notes meant? Who taught them to
keep still and quiet, until she called
them? We say “instinet,”” a power the
Creator gave them when He made them.
Why did the mother build a soft, warm
nest, place a definite number of her
eggs within it? Why did she then
warm them with her body heat until it
changed the contents of her eggs to in-
fant chickens? We say ‘‘instinet,”” or
the Creator did it all. He implanted in
their minds this saving knowledge. He
inclined them to do just what they did.
Sparrows are cheap birds and nearly
valueless, and yet not one falls to the
ground without the Father’s and Crea-
tor's care.—C. H. Allen, M. D., in
Western Rural.

A Great Day in History.

Even before the death of Lord Bea-
consfield the 19th of April was a day to
be remembered in the history both of
England and of the world. The origin
of the name of Protestant is due as
every one knows, to the famous protest
of that day, in 1529, against a decree of
the diet of Spires. Another series of
events, of a widely different but scarcely
less important character, were to date
from the 19th of April, 1775, when the
first shot was fired in the American
Revolutionary war at Lexington. The
day has also been illustrated by the
death of several notable personages—
e. g., of Byron (of whom Disraeli's
“Lord Cadurcis” is perhaps the most
appreciative sketch ever conceived) in
1824; of Christian of Sweden, 1689; of
Melanchthon, 1560. Nor should Thomas
Sackville, Earl of Dorset and Lord
Treasurer of England, be forgotton.
Like Lord Beaconsfield, he first dis-
tinguished himself (and in youth) as an
author; was elected a member of the
House of Commons; was raised to the
peerage; became the first Minister of
a great Queen, and died on the 19th of
April (1608). The prayer book further
reminds us that the day is sacred to the
memory of St. Alphege, Archbishop of
Canterbury, murdered by the Danes in
1012, after the capture of the metro-
politan city. It was on the Saturday
after FEaster, the Central calendar
having fallen on the same day in 1012
as in 1884, The Danes, ‘‘who had
dined,” pelted the hapless prelate with
bones. **At last. one Thrum, whom
Alfheah had converted, and whom he
had confirmed the day before, out of a
feeling of pity clave his head with his
battle ax.”  Adlfheah, it need hardly be
observed, is Prof. Freeman's gay of
spelling the saint’s name.—SL James
Gazelle.
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" Plant Lice.

Although there are several species of
these troublesome little pests, known by
the technical term of aphides, their de-
struction is similar. In light stony soils
they will fasten on the roots of apple
trees, and in a short time cause a mass
of ungainly excrescences and knobs, so
as to injure the vitality of the tree and
eventually cause its death.  Wood ashes
scattered over the surface of the soil
close to its trunk will often effect a cure;
but in bad cases the tree should be dug,
then wash the roots clean, dust with
wood ashes, or air-slacked lime, and re-
plant.

The annoying green fly is very readily
eradicated, but if not taken in time will
permanently injure many plants. Under
glass, the smoke from tobacco stems
quickly destroys them, and on roses in
the open air, a little pyreturum powder
or white hellebore is sure death to the
unwelcome visitors.  The black species
thatdisfigure the tips of chrysanthemums
in Summer are more diflicult to get rid
of, but a frequent dusting with snuff' isa
partial cure at least, and if persisted in
will finally eradicate them. Occasion-
ally German asters will assume a stunt-
ed, sickly appearance, and if taken out
of the ground the roots will be found
covered with little apbides. They should
be washed in tepid water and sprinkled
with wood ashes, Indeed, wood ashes
on the soil, or a little weak lime water,
will often work a cure without digging
up the plants. -—Josiah Hoopes, in N. Y.
Tribune.
