Turner Is Speaker 
At Rotary Club
Rev. Jim  Turner, pastor of

Use the treezer as often as 
possible. It is all too easy 
to “ loose’ ’ packages of frozen 
foods in the back or bottom of 
the irpezer. Food thrown away 
because it was stored too long 
soon makes the food freezer an
expensive kitchen item.

The Wheel

Triple trouble may befall the 
person who suffers a heart ailuck 
while driving his car. His woes 
may include not only the heart 
attack itself, nol only Ihc accident 
that might follow, but even legal 
liability for any injuries he hap- 
j*ns to inflict upon somebody 
else

When will the law impose li­
ability on such a person? Gener­
ally speaking, when he had rea­
son lo foresee the likelihood of 
a heart attack (or some other 
sudden disability). Anyone who 
lakes the wheel under these cir­
cumstances is committing an af­
firmative act of negligence.

On the other hand, courts usu­
ally say that a first-time d is­
ability. coming ‘ out of the blue."

Thus, in another case, a court 
refused to impose liability for an 
accident on a driver who had 
blacked out for the first time in 
his life One court even classified 
as unavoidable .in accident caused 
by a sneeze when the man didn't 
have the slightest warning that 
the sneeze was coming.

In one unusual case, a man 
headed down a steep hill in spite 
of the fact that he knew his 
brakes were in had condition. 
When the car began to roll out 
of control, he became so frighten­
ed that he fainted

Did his sudden fainting excuse 
him front responsibility for the 
collision that took place at the 
bottom of the hill?

No. ruled a court, holding him 
liable. The court pointed oot that 
while the man could not he 
blamed for fainting, he could in­
deed he blamed for starting 
downhill with had brakes. It was 
that original act of negligence, 
said the judge, that set the stage 
for disaster.

Gone are the davs when a cot­
ton producer could follows pro­
gram of regularly scheduled ap­
plications of any one of sev- 
e ra l Insecticides with good re­
su lts . Because of insect rests- 
tance to Insecticides, the eco- 
nomlcs of cotton production and 
other factors, today’s cotton 
producer m jst base control de. 
cisions on a whole new book 
of ru les.

F ir s t , the producer must 
know the insects which normally 
are destructive in his area. 
Then he must learn to read the 
danger signs; namely, when 
are populations high enough to 
warrant control , when should
the firs t Insecticide application 
be made and what insecticide 
would be used-1 Weather con­
ditions and Insect populations 
vary from year to year and 
from farm to farm ; therefore, 
In order to keep control costs 
to a minimum , each grower 
must know the situation on
his farm .

At least 10 species of Insects 
and mîtes have developed re­
sistance to one of more of the 
organic insecticides. The boll- 
worm-bjdworm situation is one 
ol the toughest problems to 
solve.

Early  season pest con. 
trol should lie practiced on the 
basis of infestation rather than 
as a routine measure. In areas 
where trips perennially cause 
damage, system ic insecticides 
can tie used to good advantage.

As the plants begin to square, 
heavy Infestations of flea- 
hoppers can cut yields. When 
populations reach the damaging 
stage, they must tie controlled. 
The choice of Insecticide is 
very Importnat since lieneflcial 
Insects may lie working tn the 
field and they w ill tie needed 
later In the fight against boll- 
worms and tobacco budworms.

Cotton insect control is  not 
longer simple and easy and 
how well It Is done will have 
a strong bearing on yields and 
jiro flts .
