Prevented By Law Officers =~ -

Law enforcement officers
arrested three heayily arm-
ed men disguised in the-
atrical makeup Tuesday
morning when what was
believed to be a plot to rob
the Wilson State Bank went
awry.

Arrested on charges of
conspiring to rob the bank were
Herschel Hiram McKnight, 42,
of 319 53rd St.; Jimmy Huel
Young, 33, of 511 56th St.; and
Mearl Dwayne Sormrude, 29, of
Waco. Bonds were set at
$100,000 each

Several Banks Watched

The drama unfolded Monday
night when officers were alerted
by a telephone call that a bank
robbery was planned Tuesday
morning in the Lubbock area.

A team of officers — including
the FBI, the Texas Rangers and
the Department of Public Safety
— assembled.

A spokesman for the federal
agency said ‘“‘several banks"
were under surveillance. Other
sources said guards were
watching banks in Wilson,
Tahoka and Slaton.

Officers Staked Out

In Wilson, lighway Patrolmen
Wayne Kirkpatrick, Mike Stark
and an FBI agent huddled in the
back of a camper on
Kirkpatrick’s pickup truck
parked across the street from
the Wilson State Bank.

Texas Rangers, including
Capt. James Rogers, Sgt. S. H
Denson, Frank Horger and Jim
Singleton were parked down the
street.

A Department of Public Safety
helicopter manned by Carl
Mullins, Bill Meador and Sgt. O
C. Guthrie hovered in the air
nearby

Trio Wore Makeup

Lynn County Sheriff Norvell
(Booger) Redwine was stationed
on Farm Road 400 between
Wilson and Tahoka.

At 9:35 a.m., officers said, a
blue Buick drove past the bank

circled the block, and then
parked in front of it.
The three men inside the

vehicle wore “Navy-type”
toboggans, mustaches and had

rouged faces, investigators said,
and the officers triggered their
operation with walkie-talkie
radios.

“It parked there for what
seemed like 20 minutes,” an
officer said, ‘‘although it must
have been only 20 seconds.”

No one got out of the car, and
it drove away.

The helicopter crew spotted a
white “X"” marked with
adhesive tape across the roof of
the vehicle and followed it to a
point on a dirt road about 8
miles southeast of Wilson where
it rendezvoused with a single-
engine aircraft,

Other officers arrived by car
and nabbed the trio.

The DPS helicopter swooped
down and hovered above the
airplane as the three men in the
car tried to board it.

‘““Local Farmers Make Lakes
Productive."”
By Richard L. Christie

Many people are always try.
ing to make these old playa
lakes productive. Jim Bot
Porterfield and R.L.
can tell you the best way t
make a good cropinthese lakes.
It is no real secret. R,L., Hag
ler is farming a place where he

was raised and he doesn’'t re-
membar ever having made
crop in the lake. It has been

at least 23 vears since he has
harvested a c¢roo in the lake
but he will harvest one this
year.

Parallel terraces around the
lake is the answer to drying
up these lakes and making the
land productive. It is it the
water that falls in the lake that
irowns the crop but the water
that falls on the slopes and
runs into the lake that drowns
the crop. If a farmer can
hold the water on the land
where it falls then no water
runs into the lake. This makes
the land more productive be-
cause excessive water thatnor

mally would run into the lake
is utilized by the land and
crops where it falls and the
lake will then be more produc-
tive because it is no longer a
lake. The water is being held
ut of it.

In 1969 on 20 acres of land
that Jim Bob Porterfield con.
sidered a lake cotton was plant.
ed and it drowned out. He
terraced the land on this quar.
ter section after the crop was
harvested.

Although he got a lot of
rain about planting time, this
yvear he was able to plant a
cotton crop in the previously
condisered lake at the same
time he planted his other land.
Now Porterfield considers this
a low area of the farm but not
a lake any more.
