February 1 while the other 72
reported their feedlots as emp~
ty.

Your attitude toward money
is likely to influence the at-
titude of your small child.

Boys and girls develop their
attitudes concerning making and
receiving money and its use at
an early age. Parental values
and goals are most often the
ones children will adopt.

Young people must acquire a
philosophy and a pattern of
spending from experience. They
need money for necessities as
well as for extras, By mak-
ing choices in the way money
is used, children grow in their
ability to manage it.

If your childe has an al.
lowance or a job that pays some
money, he will have the op-
portunity to learn. Even if you
dole money out to your child
as he requests it, he should have
some freedom in the way it
is spent in order to learn to
make wise choices.

When a child first begins to
handle money, limits should be
set on the amount. If he faces
situations with not enough mon-
ey, he will realize when he
makes a mistake in judgement.

A child will make many mis-
takes, but these are learning
experiences. The lessons are
necessary early in life to avoid
wrong decisions later that could
become disasters.

Help your child learn that
there are some expenditures he
must make, and that he has ob-
ligations to himself and others.
If you let your child learn
through experience, he will
grow up to be happy about his
money management skills.

Forage

Testing

Knowing the nutritive value
of forage being fed is impor-
tant anytime, but under the pre-
vailing conditions it is doubly
so, advises A. C. Novosad,
Extension pasture specialist,

Feeding of livestock, because
of the lack of moistureand gra-
zing, is heavy over most of the

state, The forage portion of a
dairy or beef cattle feeding
program is a significant partof
the ration, and the wide dif-
ferences in forage nutritive
values makes the balancing of
rations a very difficult task,
explains Novosad, The feed-
ing of unbalanced rations can
result in lower milk and beef
production, and lower profits,
warns the specialist,

Last summer the Texas A&M
University Forage Testing Ser=-
vice put into use new analyti-
cal techniques which givemore
reliable and accurate informa=
tion. Novosad says theanalysis
now being made includes per-
centage values for crude pro=
tein, cell walls and moisture,
Calculated values are given for
digestible energy, net energy,
TDN (total digestiblenutrients)
and digestible protein,

Results of the analysis are
sent to the producer and his
county agent so they can con-
sult with each other if prob-
lems arise, Extension beefand
dairy specialists will also make
recommendations when re-
quested to do so,

Analyses can be made by the
testing service on samples of
four basic types of forage; baled
hay, loose or chopped hay, pas-
ture forage and pelleted forage,
Tests are also made on silage,

For
example, the Commission found
sex discrimination in  another
company that gave half-hour
lunch periods to its women em-
plovees but only 20 minutes to

Nevertheless, Title Seven does
not apply to hardship situations
that are not based on discrimina-
tion between the sexes. Take this
case

A saleswoman accused her de-
partment manager of violating
Title Seven by deliberately mak-
ing her life miserable. She said
he made fun of her, gave her hard
assignments, and bawled her out
viciously.

It turned out, however, that her
fellow men in the same depart-
ment had the same tale of woe.
Since male and female employ-
ees were being treated with equal
harshness, the Commission decid-
ed to turn down the woman's
complaint.

This is the law's usual attitude
toward natural growth that hap-
pens to be located on a boundary
line. Based on simple practical-
ity, the rule generally applies not

only to trees but to hedges as well

property

Still, the rule may bend with
circumstances. Take this situa-
ton:

A boundary line hedge between
two homes began to get top-
heavy. One of the home owners
rented an electric shear and cut
the hedge down low. His neigh-
bor promptly filed suit for dam-
ages, accusing him of cutting
away part of their jointly-owned
property without permission

But the court, unable to discern
any damage, turned down the
neighbor's claim. The court point-
ed out that the hedge, trimmed
down, was actually in better con-
dition than it had been before

Occasionally even a total de-
struction by one of the co-owners
may be justified. In another case,
the roots of an old poplar had
split the foundation of one of the
adjacent houses. Overhead, the
branches had grown dangerously
brittle, Lopping off the roots and
branches, according to a tree ex-
pert, could well cause the whole
tree to topple over,

This time, a court ruled that
the tree could be destroyed alto-
gether. The court said the victim
of a nuisance has the right to
abate it—and this tree could
fairly be classified as a nuisance.
