A Varnished Intrigue,

Minister Sargent's friends say he has
a story to tell. They declare that the
late effort of the Arthur Administration
to kick him up-stairs to Russia, was
meant, to get his silence about what he
is bound to reveal. The assertion is
made that Mr. Sargent would not have
been unpopular in Germany at all if the
American department of State kad
done by him what it ought to have
done, and what one gentleman ought to
do by another.

Of course, that requires explanation
and it is this: A Minister abroad
writes two sets of letters to the Secreta-
ry of State, one for publication and the
other confidential. 1Inthe latter kind,
he is expected to write very critically,
and to give his *‘way dowa' impres-
sions, as well as the facts which he has
gathered from secret agents and society
sources, touching the action of the Gov-
ernment, to which he is accredited.

| These letters are never expected to be

oublished. They are regarded as fami-
y matters. Secure under the guise of
secresy, Ministers who have a fondness
for ‘smart’’ writing, to whom composi-
tion comes with fatal facility, write
with much freedom. minuteness, hu-
mor, wit and sarcasm and in colloquial
form.

Mr. Sargent wrote in this way about
that sacred subject, the American plg.
an animal eminently superior to the
white elephant, inasmuch as the Ameri-
can pig can not get out of his own coun-
try and the white elephant can. Either
because of blundering, or, as Mr. Sar-
gent's friends claim, to punish him for
his friendshir for Blaine, the State De-
partment published the very *‘best’’ of
Mr. Sargent's private letters, which,
for purposes of publication aud of mak-
ing things pleasant for Mr. Sargent in
Berlin, was easily the very **worst’’ one
that could be Eut forth. It contained

ersonal remarks about the court, the
{aiser, the Empress, Bismarck and the
Reichstag, and it intimated that the o]
position to and misrepresentation of the
American pig were but a pretext to
spite America, because this country
drew off so many able-bodied emigrants
from Europe.

The imp of the perverse farther led to
this article, when translated into Ger-
man, being described as a volunteer
contribution by the American Minister
to a popular American magazine. Of
course, every imperial influence at once
sent Mr. Sargent to Coventry—all
because of his own Government's act of
mistake or malignity against him. Of-
fice has been made an intolerable pil-
lory to him in consequence. Mr. Sar-
gent's friends claim that the Adminis-
tration has never done a thing to apol-
ogize to him, or to explain to the Ger-
man Government that he had been
made the victim of misplaced confi-

dence. It would be dilicult to do the
iiattm-. The former could have been
one.

Accepting these representations as
true, one can understand readily how the
Administration was willing to make of
the Lasker business and of the death of
Mr. Hunt, at St. Petersburg, a bridge
to pass Mr. Sargent over to Russia—-
under circumstances which would make
of his acceptanceé a cancellation of the

rievance he had against his own State

epartment. Mr. Sargent's late nom-
ination, his unanimous confirmation,
and the neat telegram to him from Sec-
retary Frelinghuysen, all, in this light,
wear the aspect of a tactical experi-
ment. Mr. Sargent's declination of
the Russian mission, preceding his re-
turn home, ‘‘to take the people into his
confidence,”” wears a very Biainey look,
and the Blaine papers are accenting
the matter against the Arthur Admin-
istration.

The Administration is either un-
fortunate or characteristic, in publish-
ing from the writings of its ministers
what emphatically ought not to be pub-
lished. It has given to the world the
strictly personal and private matters,
communicated to it in presumably the
closest possible confidence, by our es-
teemed townsman, Mr. John Meredith
Read, while he was voluntarily repre-
senting his country, without pay. at the
court of Greece.

And far from Mr. Sargent's experi-
ence being a novel action by the ad-
miinistration, it is a fact that on a pre-
vious occasion it did the same thing.
In February, 1882, William Henrz Tres-
cott and Walker Blaine were in Chili as
envoys from the United States, to en-
deavor to secure peace between Chili
and Perun. They went there under in-
structions fron Secretary Blaine, which,
after he left the department, were modi-
fied in every important particular by
Secretary Frelinghuysen. Instead of
notifying the representatives of the
United States, by telegraph, of this
change of instructions, r. ‘Walker
Blaine and Mr. Trescott were humili-
ated, during an interview with Balma
Ceda, the Chilian secretary of foreign
affairs, by being informed by him that
both the original instructions and the
instructions modifying them had been
published, and to receive from the
Chilian, official information which
should have been communicated by the
State Department. Mr. Trescott has
not hesitated to say, since his return to
this country, that the object of the mis-
sion was wholly defeated by the con-
duct of the Department, in publishin,
matters which should have MKJ
secret. .

The desire or necessity of the Arthur
administration to defnze th Gar.
field accounted for the toward
Mr. Trescott. The like pu now of
the Administration to break down Mr.
Blaine is attributable to the alleged en-
deavor to degrade his friend, Minister
Sargent. Judged by its Republicsn
enemies, the Administration seems like
n pudded and vurnished intrigue. But

Is not the attention of the pork raiser
devoted too much to quantity? We fear
this is the case. All aims seem to be tc
attain size. And owing to the intense
desire in this direction many of the other
important rex‘l‘uisitea in the production
of pork are either lost sight of
entirely, oralmost buried up in the one
of growth.

any are the inducements thrown out
to encourage bulk. Premiums are
awarded at the fairs to the pig that is
the fattest. The sleek, soft, fine-haired
l:llg receives the honor. Judges decide

favor of looks. Merit is always
thrown out of competition. The ques-
tion is, can you produce a monstrosity*
If you can, then you will have the grati-
fication of possessing a ‘‘ribbon.”  You
will be honored and known as the great
*'swine breeder.”” The hogs you have,
though they may be of an inferior stock,
will, after you have taken a premium,
be worth more money than they were
before, and, besides, any small advice
you can then give on the hog will be
considered valuable. The pork packer
also encourages fatness. As he thinks
of the lard barrel, his inquiry to the one
wishing to sell is about fat. Perhaps
there is money in lard. The profit is
what the pork merchant wants. He
cares not whether the meat is good eat-
ing or not. Some of it always is good,
while much of it is poor in quality. All
of the pork is sold at the same price, il
it is properly cured. This is so now,
but a time is coming when a difference
will be made. Quality will rule the
market in this article of trade as it does
the price of corn or wheat. The fine
texture and juiciness of meat will then
be sought for. A demand for the best
pork will increasé its value, and to meet
this want the hog-raiser will have tc
ul_:{t his plans to its production.

e present plan of raising the hog
for fat almost exclusively will be dis-
placed. Instead of being fed meal and
mush and corn from farrowing time
until the day of sale, a greater variety
than this bill of fare wiil come in con:
tact with the hog’s digestive apparatus.
Corn is a fattener. It is suited to pro
duce the weak, helpless and fat animals
for show. It may give a more rapid
gain per day than other feeds, but it is
not just the material to produce muscle
and frame.

Development of the body should be
the first aim in raising hogs. Lay the
foundation and then build. To get-a
frame don’t pen the pig up and give it
corn or you will not succeed. 'Ighe pig
likes corn, but corn is too rich for its
tenderness. It is too stimulating for
yonnf pigs. Man likes whisky, but
whisky, as corn is with hogs, is too

The Mites, or Acarl.

These are insects of a low order,
closely allied to the common spider,
having eight legs, or appendages answer-
ing the same purpose, while the higher,
or what some entomologists term the
“‘true insect,” have only six. The acari
proper, or mites, are very small, many
of the species being microscopic. Some
are parasitic on living plants or animals,
while others infest only decaying ani-
mal or vegetable matter. The species
are very numerous, and comparatively
few have been described by naturalists.

Those that have been described and
named are separated into several
genera, The acarus telarius of Lin-

naus, which has been placed in the
genus ‘Tetranychus, is the well-known
red spider that is frequently a great
pest in the conservatories of cool cli-
mates, as well as in gardens during
long dry seasons. It is also found in
nearly all parts of the inhabited globe.
In attacking plants it confines itself to
the under side of the leaves, sucking
the juices and covering their surfaces
with a fine web. This species is so
wminute as to be almost invisible to the
eye, but theiv presence is soon made
known by the sickly vellow color of the
leaves. They are especially injurious
to evergreen trees, and difficult to erad-
icate from large specimens, except by
syringing the leaves with some alkaline
solution, or dusting them with flowers
of sulphur. Emulsions of kerosene and
soap are also excellent, and may be
used with safety if properly prepared.

The sugar mite (T. sacchari) is com-
mon in raw cane sugar, but not in re-
fined, either loaf, crushed, or granu-
lated. Prof. Cameron, of Dublin, found
them living in sixty-nine out of seventy-
two specimens he examined. In an in-
ferior sample tive hundred mites were
found in ten grains, or at the rate of
one hundred thousand in a pound.
Sugar mites are found in raw sugar in
all countries, and it is claimed by
scientists, who have made the subject a
special study, that this species, like the
true itch mite, causes what is called
grocer's itch. Newly made cheese is
frequently infested with mites that are
closely allied to the sugar mite.  Other
species are found infesting fruit, living
ander ti:e skin ; the Typhlodromus pyﬁ
is found on the leaves of the comumon
pear tree, and in a similar manner to
the itch mite, which burrows in the skin
of animals.

There are scores of species which in-
fest birds and especially domestic fowels
that are kept in close continement. T'he
mites, when working their way into the
skin, cause ernptions that loosen the
hair or feathers and cause them to drop
out. Mange in horses is caused by one
of these mites.  Another species live on
cattle ; another causes what is called
“scab’ in sheep, and the same disease
in other animals is the resuits of attacks
of some species of acari. Minute as
these insects are and sluggish as they
appear in their movements, they never-
theless readily !pass from one animal to
another when opportunity presents.

In addition to the species that infest
the larger animals are those that live
upon other insects. Many of the com-
mon ground beetles or bugs are preyed
upon by mites, and one of the most in-
veterate foes of the Colorado potate
beetle is & small brown mite.  Flour,
corn meal, and mixed ground feed used
for cattle frequently become filled with
mites during warm weather.  We have

examined specimens  of middlings,
shorts, and mixed feed from the feed

stores in this city that were so full of
scari (T-farinw) that when viewed
under a microscope one might readily
conclude that the entire mass was little
else than mites.

The means of destroying mites are
both abundant and simple, although in
some instances the application of de-
structive agents may, as in the case aof
large trees, or sheep carrying a heavy,
thick fleece, be a troublesome and
| tedious process. Almost any soap or
| greasy substance will destroy those in
| festing plant leaves or the skins of ani.
mats, but earbolic soap and sulphur are
most commonly used.  Tobacco is
usually added to solutions for dippin
sheep affected with scab, and this sRuul(
be done soon after shearing. The
fumes of melting (not burning) sulphut
will destroy the red spider in conserva.
tories, but care should be taken in its
use for should the sulphur take fire the
fumes will destroy the plants also.
Sulphur may also be safely employed iv
ridgincr pou{tr_\' houses of acari, either
by bur?ing it in the closed building or
scattering it freely about the floors,
roosts, and sides of the building.

Sulpbhur ointments are used for
mange, which, if thoroughly applied,
will destroy all kinds of parasites infest-
ing the skin. In fact, sulphuris s
L»owm'ful insecticide, while it is quite

armless to the larger animals, unless
used in very large quantities. Acari in
flonr and meal may be destroyed by
heating to a temperature of 175 degrees
Fah. i(nuwing that such minute pests
exist, and are likely to appear at any
time, owing to the rapidity of their
multiplication under favorable condi-
tions, as well as abundant means of
transportation from one place to an
other, it would be well for all persons,
no matter in what pursuit they are en.
gaFed. to be on the alert lest these in-
sidiout pests should establish themselves
where they can do much damage anc
cause a great deal of annoyance,—N.
Y. Sun.

fAorseshoes and Their Uses.

A display line in & lporting newspms

r reads: *‘Rolling motion horseshoe,

oof expander and toe weight.”

This led to asking a famous horsemar
whether shoes had much to do with im
proviug a horse’s speed.

“More than most persons can imag-
ine. If Maud 8., that has made the
fastest time to harness, and Edwin For-
rest, the best to wagon, had not been
trained to toe weights, they would never
have been worth $500."

“Will you kindly impart information
as to the different varieties of shoes and
their uses?"’

“L am hardly prepared to do so at
present, but [ gan direct you to a man
who ean give you more points of general
interest about them than any other per
son 1 ever knew or heard of.”

The man referred to was found in a
large blacksmith shop up town. Several
forges were in full blast. Each spark
from the myriads that flew from red-hot
iron that was being beaten into shape,
pointed to horseshoes that studded the
walls as thickly as links in a coat of
mail. Five workmen and four horses
were in the shop.  The horses stood with
their tails toward the pyrotechnic show-
ers. The men paid no more attention
to the flying sparks than they would
have done to fire flies.

The boss horseshoer lead the way into
an office partitioned off from the main
shop. Shoes hung on all sides of the
office, they prou'mTcd from beneath the
covers of boxes used as seats, and many
of unique pattern were spread on the
desk.

**How many kinds of shoes are there?"

“That is impossible to say. We never
shoe two horses precisely alike.”

*Have you the first shoe ever made?"’

“I hardly believe T have; but here is
8 pattern of it [producing a wide, flat
shoe of the same thickness all the way
around, without toe or heel corks].
Horses are not much better shod now,
in principle or effect, than formerly.”

“When and where were shoes first
made?"

“That is difficult to say. Ancient
shoes have been found in and adjacent
to the valley of the Nile. 1 believe that
is the first ground occupied by man and
his friend, the horse, on the face of the
earth. While one wild tribe shod their
horses, others near at hand never pro-
tected the hoofs of their coursers.”

“They must have had a great number
of lame horses."

“Not so many in proportion asin
these days of hard and stony roads, 1
honestly believe that ninety-nine cases
of lameness out of one hundred are due
to wrong shoeing.™

“What is the lightest shoe made?”

“Plates for young racers. They
weigh from three to four ounces, and
are from three-eighths to half an inch
wide. They are titted on level, with
the sole a short distance inside the wall
of the hoof. For young trotters the
l)l:\tcs are not set in. They are from a
wmlf to an inch in width, and weigh
about six ounces. The heaviest shoes,
including toe weights, run from two up
to four pounds each. Weight regulates
the speed for many. A difference in
weight has converted a pacing into a
trotting gait. Some horses gain in

| weight after a change in shoes.

“‘Here i3 a saucer shoe, covering the
whole hoof. On a dry and hard track
certain horses that have lost their speed
have recovered it with this peculiar
shoe,

*T'his is the grab shoe for track pur-
poses, and this four-cork shoe gives a
transverse, central bearing.

*‘In the rolling-motion shoe there are
several modifications.

“These spring-heel shoes are a Cali-
fornia invention. They are supposed to
lesson the concussion. The purpose of
these shoes with bars across the heels is
to better sustain the weight of the
horse.”

Taking up a shoe with a powerful -
side spring, he said: *This is one of
the most ingenious inventions yet made
to counteract the contraction of feet at
the frog. This contraction often causes
lameness, and sometimes entirely dis-
ables a horse.

*Here are shoes for cavalry horses,
shoes for forging horses, shoes for
foundered horses, shoes for horses that
interfere and cut themselves, shoes with
joints to ease parts of the foot, shoes
for horses with pumiced feet, shoes with
an elevation to compel a horses to stand
in a position that will cure a lame foot
and bring it into use again, and shoes
with rings for the same purpose, shoes
for horses with corns, and shoes to teach
horses to use their feet without stum-
bling.

“I will show you an illustration of
what shoeing will do,” continued the
shoer, as he led the way to a large horse
in the far corner of the shop. He raised
one of the horse's hind feet, showing ap
immense shoe buiit with an inner par
tition an inch from the outside rim. The
shoe was at least twoinches high.

“Tom, come and lead this horse
around,” shouted the boss to a workman.
The animal started on a slow walk,
without hobbling.

“When that horse was brought here
three days ago he could not touch his
foot to the ground.”

Noticing that the shoer spoke with a
foreign accent at times, and had the ap-
pearance of a man who had seen some-
thing of the world, he was asked how
our smith work compared with other
places. He replied, **America leads.” —
N. Y. Mail and Express.
