Aa it iaraining to-day, I  thought 

I  would wiite you a few linen, giv­
ing you a abort account of our 
weather and climate. We have a 
very mild climate here in the val­
ley; but a few milaa north of t;S 
thero has been an abundance ot 
anow on the mountaina since last 
October, and it iooka aa though it 
m ight remain all summer. It 
■b o w s  there when it rains here.

We had thirty-two rainy days in 
February and March, and fifty-two 
inches of rain fall, and it is still 
raining. In  February we had 
three light frosts; on the morning 
of the 14th we had the only ice 
saw during the winter, except 
what is manufactured at Les An 
geleo, and it was about the thick­
ness of a thin pane of window 
glass. Tbo heavy rains are injur­
ing the crops. Corn looks quite 
yellow; and some fields of wheat 
and barley loek the same way. 
The farmers are very much behind 
with their work; they can aot get 
into their fields to plow or make 
hay. If it keeps raining, soon the 
hay crop will bo very short; the 
same with wheat and barley. The 
old settlers say we have had more 
rain this wintor than has fallen in 
the last six years altogether. While 
we have had so much rain here 
along tho foot-lulls, a t Los An 
gelos, five m ilts south, they have 
had but th irty  eight inches; and 
seven miles south of there, at Flor­
ence, but twenty seven inches.

North and east of us, in the 
mountains, they say there ie more 
snow than was ever known before, 
since the country was settled. We 
look tor a cool summer. We will 
be home in June.

FARM AND HOUSEHOLD.

—Hops should be kept in bags and 
hung up. They are not good after a year  
old.—Cincinnati Times.

—It may not be known to every per­
son that is troubled with hiccough, that a 
lump of sugar saturated with vinegar 
will stop it almost instantly.—.Mew York 
Times.

—Artistic wall racks for the display of 
photograpUs, family albums being out 
of date, are among the novelties of the 
day, and are advertised as the “ fash­
ionable craze.”—New York Q.aphic.

—To relieve heartburn, mix a little 
corn meal in water ; allow the meal to 
settle, and drink the water. Or eat a 
bit of powdered charcoal. These will 
often relieve when magnesia or chalk 
fail.—Exchange.

—There is no use in cleaning your 
poultry houses unless you burn the old 
nests. They will harbor more of the 
various kinds of poultry parasites than 
you can ever exterminate with a white­
wash brush.—Troy Times.

—An Ohio farmer says he cured his 
horses of coughing by using oil of tar 
and camphor gum. lie puts in all the 
camphor gum the tar would cut and 
gave a teaspoouful on the tongue three 
times a day after feeding.

.sprinkle tine sugar and powdered cin­
namon over it, then cut it in strips two 
inches wide; roll it up just ns you do 
jellv roll; put a little lump of butter on 
each roll after it is put in the tin or 
dripping-pan; a little juice will drain 
from the apples if they are good ones; 
keep this to put into the sauce; flavor 
this with brandy or wine if you like it, 
otherwise make a plaiu sour pudding 
sauce. — Chicago Journal.

—Although it may require some ex­
tra work, it will pay well, and be a de­
cided convenience, to have a pasture 
field just largo enough, and located com 
veniently to the stable, for the worE 
horses. Horses that work during the 
day, and seldom are allowed the privil­
ege of -the pasture field except at night, 
will relish the grass more and thrive 
better on it than if all kinds of stock 
are allowed to run through itduringthe 
day.

The most skillful and intelligent 
veterinary surgeons are opposed ta 
docking and nicking, as both cruel and 
unnecessary. Moreover, these disfigure 
the horse, for what more hcautifHl point 
is to be seen in him than a long, flow ini' 
tail?

The only benefit claimed for shorten­
ing the tail is that it prevents the horse, 
when driven in harness, from catching 

'the reins under. The writers in the 
Veterinary Journal say that a short tail 
is more readily thrown over the reins 
than a long one, as the former is more 
horizontal than the latter. As to the 
danger of a long tail getting ovep the 
reins, if a horse is properly broken no 
accident or inj ury can happen from it, 
as it can bo easily and quickly re­
leased. As evidence of this, fifteen 
hundred long-tailed American horses 
were used for years in London city 
street cars, where the drivers sat below 
the level of their horse’s hind quarters, 
and yet no accident ever occurred from 
the reins getting entangled about or 
under their tails. These horses were as 
spirited and impulsive as well-bred 
English horses usually are.

Lock-jaw and death occasionally hap­
pen from docking, and much pain and 
suflering always from cutting and sear­
ing the stump with a hot iron; and what 
is more repulsive to a feeling mind 
than the sight of a sloughing stump and 
carious bones? I shall expect to see 
this followed up by the cropping of ears 
for that years ago was also in fashion, 
as it was contended it improved the ap- 
nenrunce of the horse. To what piti­
less cruelty of many kinds lias this most 
noble and useful of all animals been 
ever subjected, and this still continues 
in various ways.

When horses are turned out to pas­
ture, a long tail is very necessary foi 
them to brush oft flies and other tor­
menting insects, and if they have not 
this protection, it is almost impossibh 
for them to keep in fair condition.

T have found an easier ureventativc 
of the harnessed horse getting the reins 
under his tail. This is iloue uy fasten­
ing ail iron post to each end of the dash 
board with an iron roil stretching across 
from one post to the other.. Place these 
as high nearly as the root’ of the tail 
rnn the reins over the rod, then the; 
cannot bo caught by the switching 
These posts and rod may be made an 
ornamental part of the carriage. 1 
fervently trust that the, cruel and un 
necessnry practice of docking and nick­
ing will not be introduced again into 
America I even dislike cutting off tin 
hair just below the end of the dock 
and a bang tail I can only tolerate in a 
race horse, aa for him it may some 
times be necessary, to prevent eritangli 
meat and give him a perfectly free us< 
of his hind legs when on the' coursc.-

dresses. The basque is without lining, 
and is fitted in the back by a short side 
form, and may have darts in front, or 
be gathered into shape at the nock and 
throat by rows of shirring. Sometimes 
this full vest is made of the scalloped 
flounces, witli the seullops meeting 
down tiio middle, and this is also car­
ried along tlie hips like full paniers. In 
the back these flounces may be placed 
lengthwise, and the -figures made to 
meet in the middle forms with nice ef­
fect. If a plain front is preferred, a 
narrow, smooth vest is placed under­
neath, and the scalloped embroidery 
edged with lace comes down from the 
shoulders upon the vest. The full vest 
may extend only to the waist line, and 
disappear under a bell, or it may fall 
below in a soft puli'. Deep apron over­
skirts of muslin have one or two 
rutiles of embroidery around them, 
and these appear to be tightened 
or drawn on the apron, hold­
ing it in at the lower part more 
closely than in the many folils or wrin­
kles above. Wide embroideries that 
almost cover the front and sides of the 
skirt are put on slightly full, and fall 
free to the foot, and the drapery is con­
fined to the back. Mull dresses' with 
drawn-work or hem-stitching are made 
lip with belted waist and soft drapery 
for morning wear. For some very 
dressy toilettes embroidered white net 
flounces aro mounted over pink silk 
surah skirts, and worn with a,basqiie of 
embroidered muslin. The durable In­
dia linen fabrics aro made up in pretty 
guimpe dresses for young girls; the 
skirt is full and tucked, and entirely 
without drapery. To Introduce color a 
collar and cuffs of red and blue velvet 
arc added to many white muslin 
dresses; these may bo the standing 
offleer’s collar, or eise they are turned 
down collars witli rounded corners—n 
Byron collar with the square corners 
cut oft'. White lace or open embroid­
ery falls over such a collar, or else nar­
row lace edges it at top and at bottom. 
The half girdle of satin or velvet ribbon 
is also worn with full vest basques; this 
is of red, yellow, or blue ribbon, about 
three inches wide, folded and sewed in 
the iiiider-nrm seams, and meeting in 
front as a straight belt, or pointed below 
the waist line, where it is fastened with 
drooping loops and ends. Kosettes, 
cockade bows, and chains of loops of 
velvet ribbon trim the sides of dresses 
that have an embroidered front, or else 
they secure the drapery on the sides i( 
tb“re is an over-skirt. Embroidered 
flounces are very scantily gutliered, and 
nre made to lap. The upper one has 
an erect frill or a puff of the muslin for 
a heading, and colored ribbon may be 
run in this p u ff  Lace flounces, on the 
contrary, are gathered very full, and 
sometimes have forked ends, loops, or 
very small bows of velvet or satin rib­
bon drooping in their fullness.

White nuns’ veiling dresses will 
again be worn both in simple 
and in very dressv styles. In 
t  le shops partly made dresses o 
sheer wool of the varied qualities 
that are now all called veiling are shown 
with the skirt completed, and material 
for the overdress. This skirt is usually 
in fan pleats folded closely with the 
edges allowing like the folded pleats of 
a Japanese fan ; this is also called the 
accordion skirt. The purchaser can 
a Id rows of Oriental lace across the foot 
if trimming is desired, and the waist 
should be made up as a punier polonaise, 
with thi; full front held in place by a 
velvet belt. A collar and cull's of velvet 
add to the beauty of such a dress. F’or 
still simpler dresses of veiling there are 
blouse waists gathered to a belt, and 
worn with a skirt that has no drapery, 
and may be merely full nnd gathered to 
a belt, or else it is laid iu wide kilt 
pleats that appear to hang loose, t hough 
they are secured on the wrong side. 
Sometimes a box-pleated skirt is pre­
ferred, and this has very wide triple 
box pleats, that look like panels, and 
each panel is enriched with the new 
cord passementeries in linked rings 
near the foot only, or else extending up 
nearly to the waist. The white em­
broideries or net are placed over satin, 
and used as trimmings of very dressy 
nuns’ veiling toilettes. The sheerest 
veiling is used for these, nnd there are 
small embroidered figures on the parte 
used for the basque and drapery. The 
most elegant white dresses for spring 
weddings will be made of white Chinn 
crape trimmed with flounces of Valen­
ciennes lace, and plastrons of crystal 
beaded net, with also draperies of 
net.—H(tr}>cr's Bazar.

Easter Engs.
There are but few Americans who, 

upon the approach of Easter, can tell 
why in many of the larger confectionery 
stores eggs are seen surmounted by a 
rabbit. Tlie legend is thus: On the 
Continent, especially in Germany, the 
patron saint, as it were, of the Easter 
eggs, is the rabbit. Children aro taught 
to believe that these lively little animals 
lay the vari-colored eggs, just as they 
are told tlie story of Santa Clause at 
Christmas time. The evening before 
Easter Sunday they are sent to bed 
early, when the older people make nests 
around the ground near the house, aud 
in the morning the youngsters hunt for 
tlie beautiful eggs laid by the rabbits 
the night previous.

With every recurring Eastor the con­
ceits in egg decoration increase, and so 
does the demand for them. (Confection­
ers wore the first to introduce tlie Easter 
egg iu this country, and this was fol­
lowed by the Easter card. The 
Varieties in tlie market are really too 
numerous to mention. Eggs cost front 
one cent up to twenty dollars apiece. 
They are in all conceivable shapes, 
fancies and designs, and novel­
ties are continually appearing. 
The larger quantity are imported 
from Germany and France, hut 
the work of designing is growing 
rapidly in the United States. They are 
made of sugar, gum paste, papier macho, 
chocolate, bronzo, gold, silver, glass, 
wood, wicker, etc. Natural eggs di%ora- 
ted are wortli from livo cents to one 
dollar apiece, and the reporter who 
asked how it was possible to sell such 
beautifully hand-painted eggs for so lit­
tle was answered that the work was 
done in Europe, where such labor was 
very cheap. There are eggs from which 
may be seen coming through the shell 
birds, mice, pigs, elephants, frogs and 
children. Then there are feathered im­
itations of chickens from Japan, and 
from China an ordinary-sized egg con­
taining a dozen others which run down 
to the size of a pea. Dresden and French 
China figure largely in some of the most 
beautiful designs. Some of the eggs are 
large enough to hold a pound of candy,

Juice of the Saputa Tree.
In the basement of a substantial four- 

story brick building in Murray street a 
Times reporter was shown tlie other day 
a great heap of what seemed to be 
broken pieces of putty. Barrels and 
boxes around tlie room were filled with 
the substance. "That,” said the pro­
prietor of tlie establishment, “is chicle. 
It is the dried juice of tlie sapota tree, 
of Mexico. Seventeen years ago, when 
General Santa Anna was in this coun­
try, his secretary had with him a piece 
of this chicle. I saw the shift aud be­
lieved 1 could use it as a substitute for 
caoutchouc, or india-rubber. I spent 
$30,000 trying to vulcanize it, and then 
gave it up. Meanwhile, I had learned 
that the natives chewed the gum. I 
concluded that I would begin tlie manu­
facture of chewing-gum. We have 
built up a large business—probably the 
largest of its kind in the world. We 
call the manufactured article ‘rubber 
chewing-gum,’ or rather that name was 
promptly given it as soon as we put it 
on the market. It won't wear out like 
spruce or paraffine gum. It tastes like 
rubber, and to people who want tochew 
gum it is just as satisfactory as any other 
kind. A great many persons chew euro— 
adults as well as children. We import 
KOO.OOO pounds of chicle every year.”

"How is this gum made?”
“It is a simple process. The ‘chicle’ 

is thoroughly steamed, so tlint all the 
impurities aro worked out of it. Then, 
when in a semi-liquid state, it is run 
into molds.”

"Then rubber chewing-gum is pure 
‘chicle’ and nothing more?”

"Nothing more. We put up a kind 
which we recommend for colds. That 
contaius a little licorice. When tiiat 
U extrated pure chicle alone remains.”
