T he Chair laid before the Senate, on the 
fth, a bill to provide a uniform system of 
bankruptcy throughout the United States. 
Mr. Hulestated that Mr. Hoar, who introduced 
the bill, aid not wish to pros? it this tiuje, und 
lie (Halei would therefore move to take up 
instead the Naval Appropriation bill. Tho 
Senate agreed to lake up the bill. Many of 
the amendments proposed by the Senate Com­
mittee were agreed to. Alter executive ses­
sion the Senate adjourned.....The Horn* went
into Committee of the Whole on bills relating 
to territories. The first bill taken up 
was one to authorize the appointment 
ot a commission by the President to 
run and mark tho boundary lines between a 
porno* of the Indian Territory and the Mato 
°*.Wsxas, in connection with a similar com- 
mr sion to lie appointed by the State of Texas. 
r*fterdebate the committee rose and the bill 
passed--ayes, 138; nays, tJ7. The next bill 
passed wua one declaring that the Supreme 
Court of every Territory shall consist of a 
Chief Justice and throe Associate Justices, 
und providing that every Territory shall tie 
divided into four Judicial Districts, und Iils- 
triet Court shall be held in each by one of the 
Justices of the Supreme Court. A bill requir­
ing the Governor of a Territory to be a resl- 
titifit of the Territory to which he is appointed 
»t least two years preceding his appointment 
was also pasted.

I n  tlu Senate, on the 9tb, Mr. Hill, from 
the Committee on Post-offices and Post-roads, 
reported favorably the original bill to estab­
lish the postal telegraph system. The Senate 
resumed consideration of the Naval Ap­
propriation bill, which was debated until 
©kecutive session, when the Senate adjourned. 
—  In the House, Mr. Hopkins, of Pennsyl­
vania, ottered a preamble and resolutions 
relating to the present method of transporting 
uve stock by rail, which were referred to the 
Committee on Commerce. Then a struggle 
siro.se as to which of the many pending 
apodal orders should obtain precedence 
J>f consideration. Mr. Bingley essayed to 
• •ring up the Shipping bill, but the 
effort was unsuccessful, the motion bcimr do 
featcd—-yeas, 7ti; nays, led. Mr. Reagan met 
with a like fate on his motion to consider the 
luter-stato Commerce bill, it being voted 
down—yeas, ltd: nays. 120. The8peuker ruled 
that the unfinished business was tho Oregon 
Central land Grant bill. Mr. StockBtager, 
under an order made Monday, asked the 
House to consider the public building bills, 
and moved to go into Committee Of the Whole 
for the consideration of such bills. The an­
tagonists of these measures and the more 
prominent advocates of the Oregon Contra! 
hill united in opposition to the motion, but 
they were unsuccessful, and the House, by a 
vote of IttO to 61, went into Committee of the 
Whole, as indicated. Much tedious voting 
took place on the bills for various public 
buildiujis until the committee arose and the 
House adjournod.

T he Chair laid before tho Senate, on the 
!0th, a communication from the Secretary of 
the Treasury urging tho necessity frit a now 
revenue cruiser for Alaskan waters, and 
recommended an appropriation or *75,€00 for 
the purpose*. Mr. Miller, of California, pre­
sented a memorial joint resolution from the 
Legislature of California urging the adoption 
by Congress o f the bill introduced by Mr. 
Sumner in the House relating to postal tele­
graph. Tho Senate resumed the considera­
tion of tho Naval Appropriation bill. Pend­
ing tim, debate on the amendment providing 
for the construction of steel cruis- 

the Senate went into executive 
pw.Mslon, When the doors wen* ro-
tmened it adjourned until Monday.....Tho
House met at eleven o ’clock ip continuation 
of Wednesday's session. Mr. Eaton, from the 
C ommittee on Laws relative to the election of 
President and Vice President, reported back 
the Senate bill on that subject with an amend­
ment in the nature of a substitute. Then the 
contest over public building measures was re- 
tnitned in Committee of the Whole. The con­
troversy continued some time, when the de­
bate closed by limitation. The bill having 
Ixien laid asiye favorably, it, together with 
those previously considered, was reported to 
the House.

T he Senate was not in session on the
Hth..... In the House, Mr.JEllis/from the Com
mittee cm Appropriations, reported back the 
Senate blU authorizing the Secretary of the 
Navy to offer a reward of $25,000 for rescuing 
or ascertaining the fate of the Gree.y expedi­
tion. After brief debate tho bill passed. Mr. 
Hopkins as a privileged matter culled up the 
Resolution declaring that charges against H. 
v.UOynton were not sustained by the evi­
dence and that there was no ground for uny 
Urtlon by tho House. The resolution was 
adopted. Mr. McMillan, from the Committee 
on the Revision of Laws, reported a bill 
limiting to two years’ time within 
which prosecutions may be instituted 
against persons charged with violat­
ing the internal revenue laws. Mr. Henley, 
from the Committee on Public Lands, ro-

Iiorted a bill forfeiting the Northern Pacific 
and grant. The House went into Committee 

o f the Whole on the Pendleton Appropriation 
bill. The bill appropriates $2U,t5K4,4t)0 and re- 
appronriates au amount estimated at $06,000,- 
0U0. Tho appropriations for the current year 
are $128,000,000, of which only $26,673,000 is to 
bo expended the first half of the year. The 
Speaker laid before the House a message from 
the President submitting a special estimate 
from the Chief of Ordnance for a permanent 
annual appropriation of $1,500,000 to provide 
for the necessary armament of ecu coast for­
tifications.

C a p t a i n  It. M . A n d r e w s , a well-to-do 

farmer of Sumter County, 8. C., ninety- 
four years old, proposes to walk from 
Sumter to Boston on a wager, over the 
same route he used to make the trip in the 
years before railroads were constructed.

C a p t a i n  J o e  S h e e l y , commanding a 
company of Texas Rangers, reports from 
the Lower Rio Grande the wholesale steal 
mg by Mexicans of horses on both sides of 
the river. He captured several hundred 
bead and turned them over to the authori­
ties. Fence-cutting has ceased in the terri­
tory of his command.

The excitement over the alleged gold 
discoveries near Hot Springs, Ark., is now 
much milder than ten days since.

The work of recovering the bodies of the 
miners killed and buried in the Pocahontas 
mines was being pushed forward rapidly. 
Out of sixteen bodies recovered only six 
were identified.

D r . J a m e s  M. R a m s e y , the distinguished 
physician and author, died at Knoxville, 
Tenn., the other night, aged eighty-seven.

THE LOST STEAMSHIP.
Description of tho Wreck by Some o f the 

Survivors—A yuick Passnee to Eternity 
Ily the Ill-Fated Pusseugers and Crow -  
Bodies Coining Ashore.

Halifax , N. 8., April 7. 
The three surviving passengers o f the 

lost steamer Daniel Stcinmann, who 
are now in the city, tell graphic stories ol 
the wreck. They say when the vessel 
first struck, the Captain ordered all hands 
on deck. One boat was launched, and 
immediately all hands made a rush for it, 
but before the lines could be cut the 
vessel sank, carrying the boat with it. 
The cries and screams of the women and 
children as the stern of the vessel sank 
were heartrending and pitiful. Captain Voc 
Schoonhonen and two men climbed up In­
to the rigging. One of them was washed 
off, aud the Captain and the other ntmec 
Neiderman held on until rescued in tbc 
morning. The Captain was so numb auc 
cokl that Neiderman had to use force tc 
pull him from the mast. As the persons 
who were landed in the boat were pullinp 
away from the vessel, an Italian graspec 
the stern and begged to ho drawn in, 
Three of the four drowning persons 
were clinging to his legs. The crew 
in the boat refused to take him, for feai 
the others would swamp them. The Ital- 
lau at once dived, shook off those holding 
his legs, and coming up again seized the 
boat, when he was hauled in. A lad named 
Niekolas jumped from the bridge into tilt 
boat just as it was leaving, ile  landed 
on his head, but was uninjured. Lates. 
reports from the wreck state that tht 
vessel is in about the same positiou. A 
dead-house has been established on tire 
shore, and all bodies washed ashore art 
put there temporarily. Eleven bodies 
have so far been recovered. Tbret 
schooners with diving crews w ill go to 
work as soon as the weather is favorable.

As a gentleman turned away from tht 

jail screen a few days ago he turned to a 
friend and rather warmly said: "Oh.
they are a couple of -----  liars.”  From
the opposite side of the screen Prentict 
T iller and George H. McFadden, the Pa­
cific Express thieves, turned to go tc 
their cells. As they started across the 
floor McFadden rolled his tongue in his 
check and, winking slyly at Ids accom­
plice; said nothing but conveyed the idea 
Intended. With a chuckle they retired. 
Of late these meetings have been very 
frequent, and, as far as the Express Com­
pany is concerned, very unsatisfactory 
The company's officers have been unu­
sually kind to the two prisoners, furnish­
ing'them with towels anil scented soap, 
and tending to their comfort in many 
ways. The object of all this kindness 
was to induce the pair to talk freely. Tbc 
Express Company has concluded the ex­
amination of the books and compiled a 
liut o f the money consignments made tc 
this city for several days previous to the 
robbery. It  has been positively ascer­
tained that between $15,000 and $20,000 
is still missing.

The object of the numerous interviews 
has been to induce the prisoners to reveal 
the accomplice holding this amount, or 
the place where It is hidden. McFadden 
has won for himself the name of being an 
expert liar, and is losing favor with the 
Express Company. Since his Incarcera­
tion he has sent the company’s agents on 
several wild goose chases, and calmly ad­
mitted the hoax when charged with it. 
An understanding, however, has been ar­
rived at during the past week on McFad- 
den’ s suggestion. He said that he had 
no Intention of pleading guilty to the rob­
bery, and that he proposed to do what he 
could to keep himself out of the Peniten­
tiary. In furtherance of the defensive 
plan It was necessary for him to have an 
attorney, and he has retained Mr. J. J. 
McBride.

A  scientific gentleman, an editor oi 
an agricultural journal, makes the re­
markable statement in an article under 
his name, to the effect that rust in wheat 
is caused by the barberry, from which 
the spores of the fungus known as rust 
pread to the wheat. And he

this supposed origin of it. The writer, 
unfortunately, cannot have any practi­
cal experience of what he has' written 
about, and misleads farmers egregiously 
into a state of false security, supposing, 
in the absence of tho barberry bushes 
from their farms, the wheat will be safe 
from rust. What a delusion this is may 
be perceived when we recall the fact 
that in the largest wheat-growing lo­
calities hi America one barberry bush 
could not be found in a thousand square 
miles, if indeed there is one to be found 
anywhere near one single wheat iield 
in ten thousand or ten times as many. 
The truth is that this supposed origin of 
the wheat rust is quite a gratuitous as­
sumption of the fungologists of England, 
published in English books and papers, 
and has no'foundation here, where tlie 
barberry, is quite a rare plant in the 
farmers’ fields or gardens. No doubt 
there may be a very close resemblance 
between the barberry and the wheat 
rusts, and they may be identical, in 
which case it may be a question if the 
wheat infeots the barberry or the bar­
berry the wheat, and one is as likely as 
the other. But the wild blackberry is 
also infected with rust, and there'are 
more and better reasons for believing 
that this rust is related to wheat rust 
than that wheat can be infected from 
barberry which never was within a 
thousand miles of it. The fact is that 
there is no rcAson to search for any 
origin of wheat rust outside of the 
wheat itself, for this grain is universally 
affected by it more or less according to 
season, and it is wiser to take the com­
monly used precautions to prevent it, 
vir,., steeping the wheat in a blue vitrol 
solution than to blame an absent plant 
for it.—AC. Y. Times.

Shyness and Timidity.

In common “ horse language,”  these 
propensities are confounded one with 
the other or else*no proper and right 
distinction is made between them. 
A horse may be timid without being 
shy. though he can hardly be said to be 
shy without being timid. Young horses 
in their breaking are timid, frightened 
at every fresh or strange object they 

They stand gazing andsee. gazing and staring
at objects they have not seen before^ 
fearful to approach them; but they do 
not run away from, or shy at, them; on 
the contrary, the moment they are con­
vinced there is nothing hurtful 
in them, they refuse not to approach 
or even trample upon them. This the 
sby horse will not do. He can not be 
persuaded to tarn toward or even to 
look at the object be shiee at, much less 
to approach it

Timid horses, through usage and ex­
perience, get the better of then* timidity, 
and In tame become very opposite to 
fearful; but thy horses, unless worked 
down to fatgue or broken-sptritedoese, 
rarely forget their old sins. The best 
way to treat them is to work them, day 
by day, moderately for hours together, 
taking no notice whatever of their shy­
ing tricks, neither caressing nor chas­
tising them, and on no account what­
ever endeavoring to turn their heads 
either towards or away from the objects 
shied at.—Prairie Farmer.

They have bean promised of­
fices of emolument and trust ih the Ter­
ritories, and in return they are to be­
tray their districts by secretly produc­
ing the election of delegates who will 
vote for Arthur at Chicago.”  It is as­
serted that the popular Republican feel­
ing in New York is against the Presi­
dent; that the Stalwarts aro in a major­
ity and have been over sinco tho sum­
mer of 1881; that the Half-breeds will 
control the districts; that “ downright 

I thievery alone can procure Arthur votes 
I from them at Chicago;”  and therefore 
; the friends of the President are atterapt- 
i ing to bribe the leading Half-breeds 
with offers of Federal patronage. I f  
this sketch, drawn bv a Republican for 
a Republican paper, is a fair picture of 
what is going on in the party, now, 
wiiat may we not expect when tne crisis 
of the struggle is reached.— St. Louis 
Republican.

Yihj Blaine Cannot Win.
It is now conceded that Blaine is in 

the race for the Chicago nomination, 
and is working day and night to capture
the convention.

This is ne surprise to uj.
Weeks ago we pointed out that the 

contest had narrowed down to Arthur 
‘and Blaine, and now the Blaine 
“ boom ”  has begun in earnest, those 
who refused to believe in the Mulligan's 
candidacy can disbelieve no longer.

As a candidate, it would be madness 
in Arthur's friends to look upon Blaine’s 
candidacy as a thing to be described by 
any other word than formidable.

In 1876,. at Cincinnati, Blaine liad a 
strength of 291 votes.

Four years later, at Chicago, his 
strength was 285 votes.

Tilts strength was entirely his own, 
for ho has what no other Republican 
can boast, a large and enthusiastic per­
sonal following. His sins do not rob 
tho sinner of tho support of the saints. 
His sunstroke in 1876 would havo 
proved tho political death of any other 
man. His policy during the few months 
ho was “ P rem ier" under Garfield 
would have been fatal to any other 
statesman than Blaine. In spite of 
everything that can be said against 
him, his strength to-dav is unimpaired; 
and when noses are counted in Chicago 
in June it will be found that, as in 1876 
and 1880, he is the real competitor of 
tho earn! date tho Republican party 
ought to nominate.

The question then is—is Ulnine tho 
coming man?

Truth thinks not.
Twice before ho entered a National 

Convention with the same strength he 
will have this year.

Twice before he was beaten while his 
white plume waved in tlie front of the 
battle.

It is with him a fatality to he very 
strong, but not quite strong enough.

The trouble with him is that he is a 
political gambler who tries bluff when 
hi* hand is as well known to his an­
tagonists as to himseif. And, like the 
celebrated Ah Sing, ho is inclined to 
resort to his sleeve for assistance in ob­
taining a Hush. Like the Chinaman, 
too, in tho game lie did no) under.*-and, 
Blaine is apt to overdo the tiling.

He did it in 1876, and the nomination 
went to an Ohio nobody named Hayes.

He did it in 1880, and Garfield capt­
ured the prize he was compelled to 
yield to prevent it from going to Gen­
eral Grant.

This time he is no better off.
Tlie faet is that as before he has 

played his game too adroitly.
Experience has shown that Blainccan 

not bo nominated unless he is able to 
detach a part of the stalwart, strength. 
This he tried to do this year by a pre­
tended support of Sonator Logan, but 
as is apt to be the caso with him he 
went lo ids sleeve too soon -in throw­
ing off all disguise at this early day ho 
has show to Logan's lriends that his 
only purpose from the beginning was to 
play l.ogan “ for asueker."

This treachery in itself is sufficient to 
defeat him.

Already tho mutterings of the storm 
are heard.

When it bursts Blaine’s fato will be 
settled for t he third and last time. It 
will then bo found that by his treachery 
to Logan he dealt, himself his death 
blow. Adroit as he is, his adroitness 
generally is like tho ambition which 
o ’ erleaps itself, and it was fortunate for 
Arthur that his treachery was first felt 
by Logan, for by this nienn« he is not an­
tagonized as Grant was four years ago.

No, Blaine is not tho coming man.— 
K. Y. Truth.

A Touching Statement.

"  President Arthur secures the vote 
of Lou siana in the Juno convention," 
says a guileless innocent of the Repub­
lican persuas on, “ because his policy 
has been so honest, wise and moderate 
as to conciliate ‘ the discordant elements 
which distracted the country during the 
carlv part of his term.’ "

This is indeed touching. The thought 
of the Louisiana Republicans rallying 
spontaneously io testify to tho r admira­
tion for Arthur and lus “ honest, wise 
and moderate policy”  is calculated to 
stir the deepest emotions of the trusling 
partisan heart and irradiate the politi­
cal horizon with a golden gleam of hope 
and trust in a coming millennium.

Unfortunately, however, there is no 
excuse for indulgence in so entrancing 
a vision. President Arthur's attain­
ment of the 1 ouisiann vote bears no 
such golden-tinted, rainbow-hued sig­
nificance. It is duo wholly and solely 
to the •* machine,”  and is really about 
as disreputable a piece of business a* 
the President has ever permitted his 
name to lie mixed up with.

At the head of the list of delegates is 
William Pitt Kellogg, who is under in­
dictment for alleged complicity in tho 
Star-route frauds, and whose immunity 
from prosecution is widely attributed to 
the unwillingness of Arthur’s Adminis­
tration to go to tlie bottom of those 
frauds. His three associates as dele- 
gates-at-largj arc Federal office-hold­
ers, indebted to Arthur for their posi- 
tions as Collector, Surveyor and Naval 
Officer of the port of New Orleans. 
And of the other delegates, twelve in 
number, it is currently stated that all 
but two are also F'edcral office-holders.

A delegation so constituted does not 
mean intelligent unsought approval of 
President Arthur or o f  bis policy. It 
means a convention manipulated in his 
interests and carried by tlie same dis­
reputable means to which the “ ma­
chine”  lias always resorted in such 
cases.

It means something more. It  means 
a flagrant disregard in President 
Arthur s interest, by men officially re­
sponsible to him as the Executive head 
of the Government, of the Executive 
order which forbids Federal ofiioers to 
take part in the management of political 
organization or caucuses. That order 
was undoubtedly violated In the organi­
zation of the Louisiana convention. It 
will bo violated again if the Federal 
officials chosen bv that convention sit 
as delegates at Chicago. It is Presi­
dent Arthur’s duty to punish the dis­
obedience already shown. It is hi* 
duty to prevent any further disobedi­
ence. But there is not the slightest 
reason (o believe he will do either.— De­
troit Free Press.

The Heroine o f  ‘ •lvnnhoe.’ ’

Rebecca Gratz died many years ago. 
In her youngpr days, she resided with 
her parents In Philadelphia. She had a 
warm friend, Miss Hoffman, of N ew  
York, anil the two g irls  were in  the 
habit of paying periodical visits to each 
other in their respective cities. Miss 
Hoffman was the betrothed of Washing­
ton Irv ing, but before the marriage 
could take place consumption claim cd 
the fair Now  York g irl, and she suc­
cumbed to the disease, tenderly nursed 
on her death-bed by her friend, Rebecca 
Gratz. Irv ing, who never recovered 
from the loss o f his first and only love, 
naturally formed a warm  friendship for 
his late sweethearts other self, Rebecca. 
Miss Gratz was a Womau o f singularly 
pure thought and higlit o f mind. She 
felt keenly the slight cast upon her race 
and creed, for in those days the JeWslsh 
disability laws still existed in England, 
and verv few  o f the “ chosen people”  
were admitted into the best American 
society. D in ing Washington Irv in g ’ s 
travels in Europe, Miss Gratz and he 
were in constant correspondence. The 
American author was warm ly received 
by English writers. With W alter Scott 
he sojourned several weeks. A t that 
time Scott had not avowed the author­
ship o f the W averley series of novels, 
but to Irv in g  lie confided hissecrct, 
and also told him that he (Scott) was at 
work on a new book, “ lvnnhoe.”  The 
two authors discussed the plot of 
"Ivanhoe”  together and particularly 
the character of the Jewess Scott was 
introducing. “ W imt shall I call h er?" 
asked Scott. “ Call her 'Rebecca, ”  re­
plied Irving, his thoughts wandering to 
the Rebecca of his friendship. Irv ing 
dwelt on the noble traits in Miss Gratz’ s 
character to las friend, and especially 
drew attention to her steadfastness of 
creed and the grandeur but melancholy 
ef her thoughts. Scott was filled with 
sympathy for her character. When 
"Invanhoe”  was eventually published 
Sir W alter sent one of the first copies to 
his American friend, with a long and 
tffectionate letter. A  line in it read: 
“ How does my ‘Rebecca’ lit in with 
your ‘Rebecca?’ ” — Philadelphia Tble- 
graph.
