WASH-LINK AND WHISKY.
This is the way a coroner’s jury put it 

in the case of Gustav Dahls, who hanged 
himself: “ That he came to his death at 
No. 159 West Krie street from strangula­
tion caused by tying a wash-line about his 
neck and hanging himself, he having been 
at the time suffering from delirium tre­
mens, caused by excessive drink. Peter 
Goudolf, driver of a beer wagon, testified 
that he discovered deceased liangiug 
from a knob on the ice-box in a taloou 
kept by Bahls at the place above men­
tioned, and cut him down. The wife of 
Bahls testified that lie had beeu drinking 
constantly since the 14th ult., and be­
coming delirious, had killed himself while 
in that condition, lie had been married 
over nine years, and leaves two children 

w iu s k y . a n d  w a t e r .
A verdict of suicide by drowning was 

returned by a Coroner’s Jury in the case 
of Otto l'hllo, a German bar-tender, 
whose strange freaks were related bv 
Louis Sewing, steward of the County 
Democratic Club. The latter said he had 
know'n Philo for two years, and he had 
been latterly employed by Charles Booster 
at No. 49 South Clark stri et. He was 
twenty-six years old. Sewing knew of 
his receiving some mouey from Germany 
about three or four months ago, ami he 
began to drink to excess. He talked of 
having a high old time generally, and then 
destroying himself. After spending all 
his money he pawned his clothing and 
jewelry. On Jauuary 13 he went to Mr. 
Hertz to borrow a pistol for the purpose 
of shooting himself, but Hertz would not 
let him have it. He said it made no dif­
ference, as he was determined to kill 
himself anyway. He took off his under­
coat, suspenders and necktie and walked 
to the lake at the foot of Harrison street 
and deliberately jumped In and drowned. 
His body was found at tbe foot of Twenty- 
seventh street on Saturday last.

ONLY WATKK
The Inquest held on the body of the un­

known man found on Sunday morning at 
the foot of Delaware place, in the lake, 
resulted in a verdict of death by drown­
ing, but whether with suicidal intent or 
not the jury were unable to determine.

HEMP AND WHISKY.
Another suicid# occurred at 5:30 a. m. 

yesterday. Deltrich Netman, a German, 
also about sixty-three years of age, who 
boards ut 397 South Canal street, hanged 
himself in his room with a rope. Thomas 
Fraizer, a room-mate, discovered the sus­
pended body. Tiie cause of the act was 
supposed to be, as in the other suicide, 
excessive drinking.

Tiie mast 
is now visible from the shore. Consider­
able of the cargo was for here, the balance 
was for New York. Tiie owners have gone 
to the wreck. The tugs which left here for 
the scene of the wreck have returned with­
out being able to reach the neighborhood 
of the steamer, owing to rough sea. An 
attempt will be made this morming to reach 
the wrdhk if \lie weather moderates. Tiie 
Daniel Steintnann had five bulkheads. 
Her engines were eighteen horse power.

Three passengers from tiie steamer Daniel 
Stcinmann were saved wlththe captalu aml 
five of tiie crew, tiie names of whom were 
not ascertained. They are on Sambro Light 
Island, the only communication with which 
is by signals, in rough weather. The very 
latest regarding tiie wrecked steamer, 
Daniel Steinmann, is that of a crew of thirty- 
nine and captain and ninety passengers, 
only nine reached tiie shore, the captain, 
five of the crew and three passengers 
These are still on Sambro Island, 
or a short distance from mainland. 
Owing to a heavy sea prevailing in 
the neighborhood of tiie island the survivors 
are not likely to reach tiie main land until 
the sea becomes calmer. No particulars 
can therefore be learned in regard to the 
disaster at present. Tiie Government 
steamer Nowfield left the city* for the wreck, 
but the fog was so thick that it was impossi­
ble to reaclt the fatal spot, the Captain 
considering it was not safe to launch the 
surf boat on account of tiie roughness of the 
sea amt imprudent to go nearer than five 
miles of the wreck because of tiie dense fog. 
Another effort will lie made by theNewfield 
to reach the spot where the unfor­
tunate vessel was lost. Three steam tugs 
also endeavored to make their way to the 
sunken steamer, buL were compelled to 
turn back, being unable to get further than 
Herring cave, some ten miles from tbe 
wrecked ship. A wrecking schooner with 
a well equipped crew of divers will leave 
for the wreck to recover the bodies of the 
drowned ami whatever portion of tiie cargo 
can be saved. A number of reports are in 
circulation in regard to what the ves­
sel struck, the most plausible being she 
must have struck on the White Horse 
shoal, within a short distance of 
Sambro Island. The exceeding roughness 
of the sea will probably cause a rapid break­
ing up of the wrecked vessel. Tiie captain 
of the Steinmann, having only been in this 
port three times, it may be he was unaware 
of tiie dangerous coast around Sambro, or of 
the awful peril he was in until too late to 
avoid the disaster.

WHAT THE CONSIGNEES SAY.
N ew  Y'ork, April 5.—At the office of the 

consignee, Funch, Kdge A Co., regarding the 
loss of the steamer Dauiel Steinmann, it was 
learned that they thus far only had a brief 
dispatch saying that the DanieJ Steinmann 
had been lost off Sambro, and that Captain 
Schoonhaven and five of the crew had 
been saved.

How tiie People Pay for an Administration 
o f Justice That Bears No Fruit-

Washington, D. C., April 3.
George Bliss continued his testimony

“ No sir; l have not gone Into the In­

surance bnsiness.”
“ Would you charge for Sunday?”  Mr. 

Springer inquired.
“ 1 think my bills will show that I 

charged for Sunday. I know 1 worked 
on Sundays.”

“ That Is probably why you did not 
succeed?”  said Mr. Springer.

“ Whose fault do you think it was that 
there was no conviction,”  asked Mr. 
Fyan.

“ I think It was the fault of the jury,”  
Continuing Mr. Bliss said: “ I say dis­
tinctly I never charged more than $100 a 
day, except possibly when the trial was 
being conducted. I consider it a mighty 
poor day iu New York when I don’t get 
$100. Dorman B. Eaton said to me the 
other day: -They are finding fault with 
your fee. For years before I gave up 
practice in New York I did not think of 
leaving the city without charging $100 a 
tlkv.1 ”

We give belqtv thg Oopstiliittbn and 
By-Laws of the Chase county htock 
Growers’ Association as promised last 
week: " *

I -—The officers of tills association
shall consist'of a President, Secretary, 
Treasurer, and a Vice President for 
Cadi township in which there shall be
members of this association.

2 It shall be the duty of the Presi­
dent to preside at all meetings and to 
generally attend to tho interests of the 
association, mid to cull special meetings 
of tho association as circumstances 
may require.

3.—-It shall be the duty of the secret­
ary 4o keep a record of all transactions 
of the association, and to receive all 
money and transfer tho same to the 
Treasurer and take his receipt for tho 
•same, and to perform the duties incident 
to such oflice. It  shall also be the duty 
of the Secretary, upon reoeipt by him 
from any Vice President, as herein after 
provided by article 5, forthwith to 
notify all the members of the executive 
committee of the receipt of such report 
auJ nature thereof.

1. - It shall bo the duty of the Trea­
surer to receive and safely keep the 
funds of the association, and to per­
form duties incident to his office, pro­
vided Unit no funds of Lite association 
shall be used or paid out by the Trea- 
siuer except upon written order of the 
Secretary and countersigned liy the 
President, and before entering upon 
his duties lie shall execute a proper 
bond in the penal sum of one thousand 
dollars to be approved by the Executive 
Committee.

5.—It shall he the duty of the sever­
al Vice Presidents, in each of their 
respective townships, to carefully ob­
serve the management of the stock 
interests in such townships and to 
report from time to time to the secret­
ary of the association any contagious 
or other diseases that may be of interest 
to the association or exportation of any 
animal or animals brought from an in­
fected district 01 locality, giving the 
place from whence imported or where 
exported, as near as possible, and if dis­
eased, the nature and extent thereof, 
and to perform such other duties as 
may from time to time be required of 
them by the executive committee.

(I.—The management and control of 
the affairs of the association shall be 
under the supervision of. an executive 
committee which shall consist of the 
President, Secretary and Treasurer .pro­
vided however that the Vice President 
shall he ex-officio members of such ex­
ecutive committee.

7.—The annual meeting of this as­
sociation shall be held on the third Sat­
urday of March of each year hereafter 
at such hour and place as may be des­
ignated by the executive committee and 
at which annual meeting the officers 
shall be elected for the ensuing year, 
provided however that all officers shall 
hold their respective offices until their 
successors are duly elected and quali- 
fidc.

scribing to the laws of the association 
as sot forth herein, and said persons 
hereby agree to abide by the said rules, 
and such stock as listed shall lie subject 
to au assesment pro rata from time to 
time as tlie necessities of tire associa­
tion may require, provided however tlie 
executive committee shall make such 
per capital assessment upon the mem­
bers of the association as may from 
time to time be deemed necessary and 
equitable.

The Republican Newspaper Campaign.

The readers of Republican newspapers 
now-a-days appreciate the fact, well 
known to journalists, that reporters can 
find what they are sent to look for. The 
New York Times' correspondents see 
nothing but anti-Arthur feeling. The 
New York Tribune and the Philadelphia 
Press are gifted with men who encounter 
an almost unanimous Blaine feeling. 
The Springfield Republican, which can 
not only, in its own opinion, discern the 
face of the sky. but also read the signs 
of the times, can discover (or divine) a 
general yearning for Edmunds. The 
Chicago Tribune and the hyphenated 
Inter-Ocean, of that city, the apostle of 
truly El Mahdi Republicanism in the 
Northwest, perceive that the mountains 
liame and the prairies flush and the 
valleys gleam, while all the little hills 
do olap their hands, for John A. Logan. 
The Cincinnati Commercial Uazetle 
which now unites the Napoleonic might 
of Field Marshal Halste id with the es­
sential ethics of that truly good man. 
Deacon Richard Smith, is able only to 
size and sehe the claims of Honest John 
Sherman. The Indiana papers of radi­
calism are certain that either Senator 
Ben. Harrison or Postmaster-General 
Gresham should be the “  the coming 
man.”  And so it is. There are as 
many preferences among the people as 
there are desires in editorial b casts. 
Republican journalism has simply be­
come a mechanism, or ascribing ttie 
wisher and antipathies of editors to 
general readers. The sole value of the 
prevailing practice of printing Presid 11- 
tial poiuters, in such newspapers, lies 
In the presumption that the newspapers 
reflect a local or a larger sentiment and 
make themselves the mediums of it.

The impartial Democrat who reads 
with judicial mind the medley of im­
pressions in Republican papers linds 
certain facts or characteristics running 
through them. The first thing that 
•trikes the attention is that there is not 
very much about the Pres denev in that 
party at all. Indifferentisii is more 
the rule than interest. The “ booms”  
for various aspirants have their init al 
impulse in the ambition of the would- 
be candidates themselves. The rest is 
the work of not unseltish or unthrifty 
friends of theirs, who know how to ply 
the arts of mentiuu, interview, gossip, 
advocacy, report, suggestive avowal 
and safe disclaimer. The notable in­
ertness of the Republican rank and file 
encourage these efforts. They are 
neither resented nor ratified. They are 
s mply unopposed. Continued little by 
little, the efforts have a tendency, be­
ing neither antagonized nor indorsed, 
to create a sort of passive acceptance 
for themselves. The sheer effect ot 
iteration can be predicated of them — 
but not more. Still that has enabled 
the candidates in sporting parlance, to 
be entered for the race. They are now 
taking their exercise on the track; but 
the jockeys and the stable boys number 
more than those on the grand stand 
and the pool-sellers have not begun 
business at all.

Another consideration which the 
ante-convention “ booms”  among the 
Republicans impress is the varied 
character of the reasons or “ ela ms”  
put forth. A  qualification forUvr.Presi­
dency is hardly urged at all, if at all 
urged, it is made second to the asser­
tion of “ availability.”  This “ availa­
bility”  does not signify that the candi­
date hM special points of favor to auv 
condition of public opinion; but it sig­
nifies that his friends claim for him 
some desirable special strength which 
makes him a little stronger than the 
Republican vote itself. Mr. Edmunds 
is urged because it is asserted that “ the 
Independents" would support him. 
That, assertion has nowhere been tested 
by evidence- -but it may be regarded as 
on offset to the known fact that the 
Vermont Senator is unpopular with the 
working masses of his party. As plain 
people are wont to dwell on the beauties 
of the mind, so are those Republicans 
who have not commended themselves 
to the manlv and active forces in poli­
tics addicted to reJerenoes to “ the In­
dependent vote,”  “ the better olement,” 
etc. As a fact, politicians man Repub­
lican conventions, make Republican 
nominations and conduct Republican 
campaigns. They may not be able al­
ways to Dominate whom they would; 
but they aro invariably able, in the Re­
publican party, to dc.eat the nomina­
tion of those for whom they have “ no 
use.”  They have “ no use" for those 
whose vocation it is to profess to be bet­
ter than other people, and their aversion 
to Pharisees is not to their discredit.

The special claims urged for the others 
can lie stated In a word. Mr. Blaine’s 
strength with the cornorat ons is urged 
for him. General Logan's friends In­
sist thrttbe entire “ soldier vote ’ would 
lx; for him. Mr. Sherman is advocated 
on the ground that “ the monied men 
would put up for him.”  Mr. Harrison 
and Mr. Gresham arc hailed as those 
who could “ insure Indiana.”  It is true 
that a genuine desire for Mr. Blaine ex­
ists among some Republiuans. It is as 
true that he is hated by other Repub­
licans and distrusted by independent 
men. The bald and bold question of 
his strength with corporations accounts 
for that distrust, ns well as the shifty 
conduct of the mau in public positions. 
Corporations and Mr Blaine arc not 
benefited by this kind of talk for him. 
Corporations have become expert in 
politics-- not by showing their hand. 
There is a great sentiment against 
them. Mr. Blaine’s enemies could well 
advertise his corporation alliances. His 
friends are not wise in doing so. The 
assumption that General Logan carries 
the soldier vote or any otherolassifia ile 
vote in his pocket, is' not a justice or a 
compliment to that vole. Soldiers are 
citizens; they arc Democrats or Repub­
licans, according to convictions. They 
are not men who sink principle, on 
an office so large as the Presidency, 
even In oomradeship. The claim for Mr. 
Sherman is based on the policy and po­
tentiality of corruption solely. The 
light which history has cast on Dorsey s 
methods makes the avowal of a pur­
pose to renew them only the hardihood 
of desperation, and the American peo-

Sle can be trusted to deal with it, if it 
i attempted. The ability to “ insure 

Indiana," claimed bv Mr. Harrison and 
H r  Gresham is worthy of consideration. 
Neither has ever run successfully before 
the people of that State. The claim is 
rood only to draw attention to them, 
lor a while.—Albany Argus.

Ornamental at Least.

The New York Times praises Presi­
dent Arthur’s dinners, receptions and 
other forms of liosvitality as the finest 
of the kind since Buchanan's day and 
equaled only by those of tin* early Pres­
idents, who huil only the etiquette of the 
Old World to guide them.

“  The usages of polite society,”  says 
Ihc Times, “ have a right in the White 
House. I f  we are willing to consider 
the mere pecuniary aspect of the mat­
ter, we must see that the handsome sal­
ary of the President is partly estimated 
on the presumpt on that lie is expected 
to entertaih many people handsomely. 
He .is given a lino house, furuituro, fuel, 
a portion of a household force and 
other tilings, in order that lie liiav till 
his high office with the dignity and ele- 
ganee befitting the Chief Magistrate of 
a great, generous and good-living Re­
public. A stingy President is cordial­
ly disliked. What we may call tho of­
ficial hospitality bf l ’residont Arthur's 
Administration is with mt a Haw.”

But. referring to the abuse which the 
Germans aro heaping u on United 
States Minister Sargent at Berlin for 
doinglii- duty and warning h s fellow- 
citizens that "Bismarck’s prohibition ot 
the American hog was made in the in­
terests of “ proteot’on”  and not ol 
health, the Times says that it will prob­
ably hasten the day when all our diplo­
matic service wii. be overhauled and 
the missions to foreign powers, Leing 
superduous and mere relies of a time 
when dipl miaoy had a moaning, will 
be abolished.

But if ministers and missions are be­
coming superduous because it is no 
longer necessary to the good under­
standing of two nations that they 
should cultivate social relations at one 
another’ s capitals, then, for the same 
reason, “  White lb  tee hospitality”  is 
becoming superfluous.

Missions and ministers mean that 
two nations can not deal witli one 
another unless their representatives cat. 
drink, parley, dance together and call 
ceremoniously upon on ; another. So 
in order to keep up this I us'ness an 
ambassador is sent to “ entertain”  and 
be entertained at the European capitals, 
and the President is expected to “ en­
tertain”  European ambassadors at 
\\ oshlngton. This is the basis of 
“ White House hospitality.”  It is true, 
it includes others besides foreign min­
isters, but this originated it, and this 
is its central notion.

The relations of this Nation witli 
others are mainly business relations 
and not political; hence, as the Times 
says, Consuls-Gencral can attend to 
them. For the same reason, “ White 
House hospitality,”  so far as the Inter­
ests of the people are concerned, is a 
more ornament. The people are not 
interested in it except as curiosity 
mongers. Their dignity and hospitai- 
ity aro not representative, because tlio 
only use they have for a President is to 
execute the laws and administer the 
Government.

There is a certain romantic notion 
that because the President stuffs h ni­
sei t and his guests with elegant viands, 
and drinks seven kinds of w no, and 
covers his table with flowers, and knows 
how to use napkins and finger-bowls 
and is accomplished in the litany of tlio 
dinner service generally, the people aro 
somehow greatly honored. So far, of 
course, as they have a gentleman in­
stead of a boor ora  skin.int in the of­
fice they ar> honored; but there is a 
vast deal of humbug in thinking that, 
his gormandizing and Ids inviting oth­
ers to eat and drink with him in tlio 
highest style of art reflects glory upon 
the people who elected him.

As a matter of fact, the White House, 
i as the social center of the Nation,
! should be abolished. It should be used 
| merely as a business office, where the 
i President is expected to do his duty and 
serve his fellow-ciliz mis. For the rest, 
lie should go ids way like any private 
person; give dinners, receive company, 
or rest in family retirement, according 
to li s tastes. There is no reason for his 
giving a dinner ns part of his official 
duty, or even of his important station, 
than there is for his going to the choic­
est kind of plays and tos e the very best 
of actors at the theater. But for the tra­
dition in the matter, a newspaper would 
as soon think of praising him for the 
one ns for the other.— Detroit Free 
Press,

Logan’s Bnneomtie.

The smallest appropriation that evet 
received the attcmion of Congress was 
that of fifteen dollars for which the hill 
was' called lip in tlio Senate by Senator 
Logan. The object was to refund that 
amount to a party who had paid it to 
tlio Government under a misappiclien- 
sioa in a patent case.

Upon its being intimated by some of 
tlio Senators that the bill tv as too tri­
fling for the consideration of the Senate 
which lias a preference for larger 
game, something thut has millions in 
it, the reply of Logan showed that al­
though tim appropriation lie asked for 
was small there was nothing small 
about Logan. He sa d that people who 
were poor were just as much entitled to 
their just dues as those who were rich.

It is not certain that this idea is origin­
al With the Illinois Senator, Something 
of that kind may have been thought ot 
before, but it struck the Scuate as a 
novelty, for it has been a long time 
since the ma ority of that body thought 
it worth while to attend to interests 
lower down in the pecuniary scale tbau 
those of millionaires and great cor­
porations. The intrusion of such a doc­
trine must have been a surprise to the 
more than a score of millionaires in the 
Senate to whom the suggestion that 
there was an\ thing due to poor in«u 
was certainly a new fangled sort of rev­
elation.

But it took the Senator from Illinois 
to bring them up to a proper sense of 
their duty to the poor man. Senator 
Logan is not much on grammar, and 
there aro people who have the advant­
age of him in the correct use of tiurdif­
ferent, parts of speech, but when it 
comes to devotion to the poor man’ s in­
terests he won’ t allow any body to dust 
bim on the road. As a PreVdential 
election in which ho is going to be a 
candidate is approaching, he is particu­
lar in having it understood that he is 
the poor man's friend.— Harrisburq 
(F a .) Patriot.

The Gambling flubs of Paris.

Clubs are quite a modem institution 
in Paris. The oldest Is the Cercle de 
I'Union, founded in 1828; then comes 
the Jockey, founded in 1883, and the 
Cercle Agricole, founded about the 
same time. The Union is the most aris­
tocratic and exclusive of all the Paris 
clubs, aud the only club where a game 
of cards is a rarity. Out of the SCO 
members of this club 289 have titles, 
varying from Royal Highness down to 
Baron. The dinner is exquisite and 
costs only seven francs without wine, 
which, together with the wages of the 
cook, implies for the club a loss of some 
$3,000 a year. The entrance fee at the 
Union is $100 anil the annual subscrip­
tion $70. At the Jockey Club the num­
ber of members is about 790, of whom 
about 630 are men of title; the eutranco 
fee is $210; annual subscription, #90; 
dinner, seven francs without wine; rent 
of rooms, $26,136; lighting. #7,390; ser­
vice, #12,000. Cerelo Agrieole, en­
trance. $ 10 0 ; subscription, $60. Cercle 
de la Rue Royale, entrance, $70; sub­
scription, #76; rent. $18,000. Cercle de 
I’ Union Aristique, entrance, $50; sub­
scription, #50; rent, $14,000. These 
figures may be. taken as typical. The 
entrance fees and subscriptions of the 
Paris clubs are, moderate. The dinuer 
varies from seven to four francs. The 
expen.-es are very heavy; tlio rent often 
enormous (the Cercle du. Champs 
Elysees pays more than # 10,000 a year 
rent). How, then, do the majority ot 
the clubs exist? Mainly by the profits 
of gambling—by the caguotte. 1 do not 
say that this is ihe case with every club 
in Paris, but out of (he sixty-four clubs 
now existing you could not name more 
than half a dozen where the cagnqtte is 
not the nerve and sinew of the whole 
Institution. They ure simply gambling 
houses, where you aro induced by a 
certain amount of material comfort and 
an excellent dinner to try all the other 
facilities for ruining yourself that the 
place offers.—Paris Cor. Philadelphia 
Times.

Too Much Wheat.

The low price of Wheat which is ruling 
I at the present time is attributed bv 
those who are best informed, to the vast 
increase in tiie acreage planted through­
out the world.

The monopoly at one time enjoyed by 
the fnrmers of the Western and Middle 
States in the foreign markets in this 
cereal has been taken axvav from them 
by the development of the iireat North­
west, the improvement in machinery for 
milling Spring Wheat, and especially 
by the stimulus given by England to her 
colonies in raising Wheat, fri order to 
make herself independent of this country 
and Russia.

Farmers should turn their attention 
more to crops in wbicli they have 
special advantages. In this latitude the 
lands are peculiarly adnpted to Corn 
and Castor Beans, and the area for suc­
cessful cultivation of the latter is smaller 
than for Corn.

Castor Beans arc only raised for com­
mercial purposes in India and the 
United States, and the farmer is pro­
tected by a heavy duty against the Iu- 
itia Bean, and the.home demand for 
several years has exceeded the supply. 
The cultivation of the Castor Bean is 
no wore difficult—in fact, is about the 
same as that of Corn. It is not ex­
hausting but fertilizing to the soil, aud 
for farmers situated some distance from 
the railroads, the Bean is a much more 
profitable crop, as more money is real- 
zed for one bushel of Beaus than five 
bushels of Corn. It may also lie said 
In its favor that the Bean will keep lu a 
dry place without injury for au inde­
finite period.—Farmers''Friend, April, 
1884.
