11 Accidents In 
Lynn County

The Texas Highway Patrol 
investigated 11 accidents on 
rural highways in Lynn coun­
ty during the month of Dec­
ember according to Sergeant 
Plrtle, Highway Patrol super­
visor of this area-

These crashes resulted In 
no persons killed and four per­
sons Injured.

T h e  rural accident sum­
mary for this county during the 
calendar year of 1971 shows 
a total of 81 accidents re­
sulting In one persons killed 
and 79 persons Injured.

The rural traffic accident 
summary for the 00 counties 
of the Lubbock Department of 
Public Safety Region during 
the calendar year of 1971, 
shows a total of 6,509 acci­
dents resulting in 264 persons 
killed and 3,594 persons In­
jured. This was 142 less 
accidents, 21 less fatalities 
and 185 more Injured than 
during the calendar year of 
1970.

The 12 traffic deaths for the 
60 counties of the Lubbock 
DPS during the month of Dec­
ember, 1971, occured In the 
following counties: Sherman
three; Lubbock and Wilbarger, 
t w o  each; Stonewall, Wise, 
Lipscomb, Motley, and Potter, 
one each.

Lynn G)unty Files Chaises 
In Food Stamp Crackdown

A new crackdown statewide 
o n persons fraudulently ob­
taining f o o d  stamps was 
initiated In Lynn County last 
week through a joint prosecu­
tion effort of the Texas Wel­
fare Department and County 
Attorney Gerald Huffaker.

Nine complaints - seven mis 
demeanors and two felonies - 
were filed by Huffaker against 
migrant g i n  workers from 
South Texas, They are now 
employed by the Wells Coop 
Gin southwest of Tahoka.

Huffaker stated t h a t  all 
seven misdemeanor cases, the 
defendants pleaded guilty and 
paid the maximum $100 fine, 
plus $47 court costs for giv­
ing false Information and theft. 
The felony suspects were ar­
rested and later were released 
on bond.

Some 1,500 persons are re- 
p o r t e d 1 y receiving food 
stamps In Lynn County. Three 
other South Plains counties - 
Garza, Dickens and Borden . 
also have food stamp pro­
grams. T h e  remainder of 
counties in the region have a 
commodity program adminis­
tered by the U. S. Depart mnet 
of Agriculture.

Huffaker said that nine cas­
es he decided to prosecute in­
volved persons who intentional* 
ly misrepresented their finan­
cial conditions In applying for 
food stamps with the local wel­
fare department case work­
ers. The charges named hus­
bands and wives as co-defen- 
dents.

AH stated they had no in­
come due to the rainy fall 
weather which virtually halted 
ginning operations 1 n the 
county. The gin’s financial 
records, however, showed that 
the men had been working and 
receiving wages prior to the 
time of this statements of fin­
ancial conditions.

When the recipients applied 
for additional food stamps the 
following month they stated 
their salaries were roughly 
one - third the salaries being 
paid them by gin.

At the request of the Texas 
Welfare Department,Huffaker 
filed t h e  complalnsts last 
week.

A department s|X3kesman In 
Austin revealed Friday that 
the action Is Intended to “ In­
tensify efforts in validating 
welfare cases.’ ’

“ A complete Investigation 
Is under way for additional 
cases that need to be filed, 
Huffaker stated, adding that 
the two felony cases will be 
presented to the grand jury 
here.

The county attorney warned 
that future cases of this kind 
will be prosecuted even more 
severely than those who piald 
fines last week.

South Plains Cotton 
Harvest Passes One 
Million Bale Mark

The South Plains cotton har­
vest [>assed the one million 
bale mark this week accord­
ing to W. K. Palmer, In charge 
of the Lubbock Cotton Class­
ing Office of the U.S.D.A.

Samples from 1,012,000 
bales of cotton had been re­
ceived by the Lubbock, Brown­
field, Lamesa and Levelland 
offices through Friday, Jan­
uary 21st.

Samples receipts began a 
gradual decline as the harvest 
neared completion. Because 
of this decline In sample re- 
cel|}ts the seasonal office at 
Levelland closed on Friday, 
January 21st. The remain­
ing cotton from the Levelland 
area will be classed In Lub­
bock.

Estimates Indicate that 90 to 
95 per cent of the South Plains 
crop Is now out of the fields.

Samples from 118,000bales 
were classed at the four area 
U.S.D.A. classing offices dur­
ing the week ending Friday, 
January 21st. This brought 
the total classed this season 
to 987,000 compared to 1,620, 
000 at this time last year.

Low Middling Light Spot, 
ted was the predominant grade 
at Lubbock last week with 41 
per cent of all cotton classed. 
Strict Low Middling Light 
Spotted made up 13 per cent. 
Strict Low Middling Spotted 
6 per cent and Low Middling 
Spotted 20 per cent.

Staples were predominantly 
29 to 31. Twenty-seven per 
cent had a staple length of 29, 
55 per cent stapled 30 and 11 
per cent was 31.

Only two per cent ofthe cot­
ton “ miked”  In the Lubbock 
office was In the premium 
range of 3.5 to 4.9, 5 per cent 
“ miked”  3.3 and 3.4, 26 per 
cent 3.0 through 3.2, 42 per 
cent was 2.7 through 2.9 and 
25 per cent was 2.6 and be­
low.

The Consumer and Market­
ing Service of the U.S.D.A. 
reported a decline In trading 
on the Lubbock market as 
the harvest neared comple- 
t 1 o n. Cotton prices were 
stehdy. Prices ranged from 
28 to 32 cents with most cot­
ton selling between 29 and 31 
cents.

Today we buy 
fortified bread, cereal pro- 
ducts, milk and other foods to 
prevent vitamin and mineral 
deficiencies.

Preservatives that retard 
mold and bacterial spoilage 
are another group of additives. 
For example, salt Is used as 
a curing agent In meat pre­
servation. And sugar Is used 
In preparing Jams and Jellies 
f o r canning and freezing 
fruits. (Of course, you may 
also can or freeze fruits with­
out sugar.)

Don’t 
let any food faddist tell you 
there’ s a difference between 
vitamin C in an orange and 
that made in a chemical fac­
tory and added to grape or 
apple Juice.

Federal assistance in main­
taining the income of farmers 
selling their commodities on 
the open market for less than 
the cost of productlondepends, 
and will continue to dejjend.to 
a large extent on communi­
cations •• communications tie- 
tween agriculture and thepute 
lie, and particularly on com- 
munlcatlons between agrlcul- 
t u r e  and the nation’ s law­
makers a n d  major opinion 
makers.

Farm programs must lie 
passed through Congress by 
Congressmen, most of them 
from non - agricultural areas, 
who vote on such measures In 
accordance with the wishes of 
their constituents. So [>ass. 
age of legislation lieneflclal 
to agriculture becomes easy 
or difficult In direct propor­
tion to agriculture's success 
or failure In building a favor­
able Image with "the folks 
back home.’ ’ A n d  agrlcul. 
lure’ s record In this regard 
Is none too good.

Now, a significant move is 
underway which could go far 
toward correcting the dearth 
0 f effective communication 
from the farmer to his city 
cousins.

A top level study commit, 
tee -• the first of Its kind ever 
formed — will conduct a com ­
prehensive study of communi­
cations problems confronting 
agriculture, the nation’ s larg­
est industry. The committee, 
formed at the suggestion of 
Representative George Mahon 
(D-Tex) and Senator CarlCur- 
tls (R.Neb), will seek within 
the next six weeks to (1) 
Identify what Is wrong with 
public opinion toward agricul­
ture and (2) recommend ways 
In which existing mlsconcep- 
lions can he changed.

The work of the group will 
be coordinated by the National 
Agricultural Institute, a non. 
partisan, non ■ profit organiza­
tion formed In 1970. N.4I re­
ceives financial support from 
producers of wheat, cotton, su­
gar, feed grains, peanuts and 
soybeans. Donnell Echols of 
Lamesa, Board Chairman of 
Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., 
Lubbock, Is one ofthelncor- 
poratlng directors of N.\I.

Serving on the study com. 
mlttee w i l l  be people from 
farming, government a n din- 
dustry. The Industry repre­
sentatives Include top com­
pany a n d  association execu­
tives 1 n petroleum, farm 
equipment, chemicals, fertl-

llzer and feed products. A 
first session of the group was 
held In Washington, D. C. Jan- 
uary 10, at which subcom­
mittees were formed to deal 
with specific areas of study.

One of the sulicommlttees, 
assigned the task of analyz* 
Inp present attitudes toward 
agriculture, will meet January 
31. A suficommlttee on goal* 
and objectives will meet Feb­
ruary 15. Both meetings will 
be held In Chicago.

Senator Curtis Is qucked a* 
saving "W e are extremely 
pleased and encouraged that 
such a study will lie under­
taken. To our knowledge It 
will be the first such compre­
hensive attempt to analyze how 
the public -• especially the ur­
ban public -• thinks about agri­
culture. The objective Is not 
to create sympathy for farm- 
ers or any other group In agri­
culture. The objective Is to 
gain greater understanding of 
the fact that a sound and stable 
agriculture Is absolutely es­
sential to the future of our 
country.”

Congressman Mahon stated 
“ W’e would hope that the real 
role of American agriculture 
can be explained more accur­
ately and In greater detail to 
those from urban areas, which 
Is a matter of paramount con­
cern to many of us In Con­
gress who encounter Increas­
ing misunderstanding on agri­
cultural Issues.”

Fchols believes there Is 
more rea-son to hope for suc­
cess from this approach than 
from any similar effort made 
In the Past. "Thanks largely 
to Congressman Mahon and 
Senator Curtis we now have 
the highest (xasslble caliber of 
people and companies com­
mitted to the e f'ort,"  he said, 
"and the approach Is far more 
systematic and businesslike 
t h a n  would have otherwise 
been possible.”

1 package active dry yeast
1 cup milk
2 tablespoons shortening 
1 egg-

used for years. These are 
spices, pectin, sugar, gelatin, 
and salt, which are used to 
Jlavor and preserve food.

Iodine was the first com­
mercial food additive when It 
was added to salt to prevent 
simple goiter. Today we buy 
fortified bread, cereal pro. 
ducts, milk and other foods to 
prevent vitamin and mineral 
deficiencies.

Preservatives that retard 
mold and bacterial spoilage 
are another group of additives. 
For example, salt Is used as 
a curing agent In meat pre­
servation, And sugar Is used 
In preparing Jams and Jellies 
f o r  Canning and freezing 
fruits. (Of course, you may 
also can or freeze fruits with­
out sugar.)

Another additive Is pectin, 
a natural thickener. Since 
m a n y  fruits don’ t contain 
enough natural pectin to form 
a g e l ,  additional pectin Is 
needed to make certain Jams 
and Jellies.

F o o d  manufacturers add 
synthetic o r  natural food 
colors t o processed foods 
when unwanted color changes 
occur. Many food colors are 
made from natural food sub. 
stances. For Instance, caro­
tene, a source of vitamin A 
found In yellow vegetables, 
may be used to color dairy 
products such as margarine.

Although an  additive may 
come from food or other sub. 
stances. It’ s chemical by na­
ture. The word "chem ical”  
doesn’ t mean something un­
natural or dangerous. Don’t 
let any food faddist tell you 
there’ s a difference between 
vitamin C In an orange and 
that made In a chemical fac­
tory and added to grape or 
apple Juice. They’ re both good 
for you.

Federal assistance In main­
taining the income of farmers 
selling their commodities on 
the open market for less than 
the cost of prfjductlon depends, 
and will continue to depend, to 
a large extent on communl- 
cations -  communications lie- 
tween agriculture and thepuli- 
11c, and particularly on com- 
municatlons tietween agrlcul- 
t u r e and the nation’s law­
makers a n d  major opinion 
makers.

Farm programs must t»e 
passed through Congress by 
Congressmen, most of them 
from non - agricultural areas, 
who vote on such measures In 
accordance with the wishes of 
their constituents. So pass­
age of legislation beneficial 
to agriculture becomes easy 
or difficult In direct propor­
tion to agriculture’ s success 
or failure In building a favor­
able Image with "the folks 
back home.’ ’ A n d  agricul­
ture’ s record In this regard 
Is none too good.

Now, a significant move Is 
underway which could go far 
toward correcting the dearth 
o f effective communication 
from the farmer to his city 
cousins.

A top level study commit- 
tee -■ the first of Its kind ever 
formed -• will conduct a com­
prehensive study of communi­
cations problems confronting 
agriculture, the nation’ s larg­
est Industry. The committee, 
formed at the suggestion of 
Representative George Mahon 
(D.Tex) and Senator Carl Cur­
tis (R-Neb), will seek within 
the next six weeks to ( l )  
Identify what Is wrong with 
public opinion toward agricul­
ture and (2) recommend ways 
In which existing misconcep­
tions can he changed.

The work of the group will 
be coordinated by the National 
Agricultural Institute, a non- 
partisan, non - profit organiza­
tion formed In 1970. N.AI re- 
celves financial support from 
producers of wheat, cotton, su­
gar, feed grains, peanuts and 
soybeans. Donnell Echols of 
Lamesa, Board Chairman of 
Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., 
Lubbock, Is one of the Incor­
porating directors of N.AI.

Serving on the study com­
mittee w 1 1 1 be people from 
farming, government a n dln- 
dustry. The Industry repre­
sentatives Include top com­
pany a n d  association execu­
tives 1 n petroleum, farm 
equipment, chemicals, fertl-

llzer and feed products. A 
first session of the group was 
held In Washington, D. C. Jan­
uary 1(1, at whlrh subcom­
mittees were formed to deal 
with specific aieas of study.

One of the sut>commlttees, 
assigned the task of analyz* 
Inj present attitudes toward 
agriculture, will meet January 
31. A suticommlttee on goal* 
and objectives will meet Felv 
ruary 15. Both meetings will 
be held In Chicago.

Senator Curtis Is quoted as 
ss '.int ‘ ‘ We are extremely 
pleased and encouraged that 
such a study will tie under­
taken. To our knowledge It 
will be the first such compre­
hensive attempt to analyze how 
the public -- especially the ur­
ban public -- thinks about agri­
culture. The objective Is not 
to. create sympathy for farm­
ers or any other group In agri­
culture. The objective Is to 
gain greater understanding of 
the fact that a sound and stable 
agriculture Is absolutely e s ­
sential to the future of our 
countr\.’ ’

Congressman Mahon stated 
"W e would hope that the real 
role of American agriculture 
can be explained more accur­
ately and In greater detail to 
those from urban areas, which 
Is a matter of paramount con­
cern to many of us In Con- 
gress who encounter Increas­
ing misunderstanding on agri­
cultural Issues.”

Fchols believes there Is 
more reason to hope for suc­
cess from this approach than 
from any similar effort made 
In the past. "Thanks largely 
to Congressman .Mahon and 
Senator Curtis we now have 
the highest possible caliber of 
people and companies com ­
mitted to the e f'ort,’ ' he said, 
"and the approach Is far more 
systematic and businesslike 
t h a n  would have otherwise 
been possible.”

OIL a l l o w a b l e  DFLAYED.

Secretary of State Bob Bul­
lock said he would not Issue 
a certificate of appointment 
as a commissioner to Orr un- 
til he resigned his SDEC place 
because election duties of the 
two offices may prove Incom- 
patlble.

Orr was quoted as saying 
he would resign, then that he 
wouldn’ t, then that he might 
In 30 days and again that he 
wouldn’ t.

Meanwhile, Gov. Smith ask­
ed William R. Anderson Jr. 
of Corpus Chrlstl to seek the 
chairmanship. Anderson said 
he would agree to be a can­
didate, If and when Orr vacated 
the job.
RETROACTIVE P A Y  Ap. 
PROVED .- State employees 
and school teachers will re­
ceive retroactive p a y  In­
creases for the September 1- 
November 13 period In mid- 
February.

The extra money represents 
pay raises approved by the 
62nd legislature but stalled 
during the presidential wage- 
price freeze.

State officials have notified 
the federal pay board of Inten­
tions to go through with the 
raises that would have been 
granted September 1 had the 
freeze not been In effect. Since 
the pay board has until Feb­
ruary 1 to challenge payments. 
Comptroller Roberts. Calvert 
said he would not accept retro- 
active payrolls until February 
2.

H O G  CHOLERA ATTACK 
PLANNFD.-State and federal 
animal health officers plan to 
send a task force of Inspec­
tors IntoSouth Texas totry and 
destroy t h e  virus which 
causes cholera In hogs.

Texas Animal Health Com­
mission drafted stringent qua­
rantine rules to restrict move­
ment of breeder and feeder 
hogs In 54 counties to stop 
spread of the disease.

Success of the operation, 
according to Dr. E. S. Cox 
of the U. S. Department of 
Agriculture animal and plant 
health services division, could 
mean complete elimination of 
the virus In the U. S. Dr. 
Cox said the virus Is not known 
to exist In this country out­
side South Texas.

Thank you very much for 

your assistance In the matter 
we discussed on the telephone 
concerning your patrolman In 
Tahoka, Mr. Wallace Teaff, 
Jr.

There has been good cooper­
ation from Major Bell and Cap­
tain Carpenter on this matter. 
A number of our citizens got 
personally Involved In assist­
ing In the reinstatement of Mr. 
Teaff. To name a few: our 
Sheriff has talked to the Ser­
geant and our Mayor called the 
Governor. The Governor was 
very concerned because he 
called a second time and re­
ferred the Mayor to one of 
the Commissioners.

I realize the Department 
owes the general public noth­
ing In the way of an explan­
ation, but the people of this 
community think otherwise.

The quarantine or­
der was Issued by George W. 
Apple, Sr., Chairman of the 
Texas AnimalHealthCommls. 
Sion.

QUARANTINE ORDER
WHEREAS, there has been 

an Increase In the number of 
c a s e s  of Hog Cholera di­
agnosed recently In the State 
of Texas, but

WHERE.-IS, potential Cases 
of cholera In swine continue 
to be a threat to the Industry,

WHERE.AS, unless n e w  
Cases are Immediately con­
tained, cholera will continue 
to spread to uninfected an­
imals and may reach epidemic 
proportions.

N O W THEREFORE, pur 
suant to the authority vested 
In me by law there Is hereby 
Imposed a quarantine on all 
swine for 30 days at the pre­
mise of destination following 
any movement and no move­
ment from such premise ex- 
cept for slaughter shall be 
allowed for the period of the 
quarantine. T h i s  premise 
quarantine will automatically 
expire after the 30th day.

Exception: Show swine will 
be allowed to move from show 
to show provided:

1, Swine move from pre­
mise to show or shows un­
der same ownership and do 
not return to a premise until 
after the last show.

2. Health certificate tie 
issued on the swine within 48 
hours prior to the animal en. 
ter Ing each show, showing 
herd of origin inspection (oa 
Initial movement) and the tern- 
perature of the swine being 
moved.

This quarantine order will 
go Into effect at 12:01 a.m. 
January 6, 1972, and will re­
main In effect until further 
notice.

Notice Is hereby given that 
under Texas law any person, 
firm, partnership, or corpor- 
atlon who shall violate any 
quarantine provisions estab­
lished by the Chairman of the 
Commission shall be guilty of 
a misdemeanor punishable In 
accordnace w i t h  Article 
1525b, 'Vernon’s Penal Code.

The main purpose of this 
newsletter Is to Inform you of 
one of the most Important Is­
sues that has ever faced any 
Texas Legislature; namely, 
CI\TL .ACTION NO. 68 - 175 - 
S.A. This Is the federal court’ s 
ruling t h a t  rules unconsti­
tutional o u r  procedures on 
funding the public schools of 
Texas. Ever\1hlng you find In 
this newsletter Is quotation 
marks Is a direct quote of the 
United States District Court’ s 
findings. In San Antonio “ ten 
districts with a market value 
of taxable property per pupil 
above $100,000 enjoyed a n 
equalized tax rate per $100 
of only 31c, the poorest 4 
districts, w i t h  less then 
SlOjOOO In property per pupil 
were burdened with a rate of 
70c.’ ’ “ The low rate of the 
rich districts yielded $585 
per pupil. The poor districts 
yielded only $60 per pupil.”  
“ Market value of property per 
student varied from a low of 
$5j4?9 In Edgewcxid, to a high 
of $45,095 In AlamoHelghts.”  
“ Some districts will spend low 
(with high taxes) while others 
w i l l  spend high (with low 
taxes).”

“ Now It Is Incumbent upon 
the defendants and the Texas 
Legislature to determine wliat 
new form of financing should 
be utilized to support public 
education. The selection may 
be made from a wide variety 
of financing plans so long as 

i-the program adopted does not 
make the quality of public ed- 
ucatlon a function of wealth 
other than the wealth of the 
state as a whole.”

John Newman of the State 
Auditor’ s Office reports that 
the lowest assessment InTex- 
as Is $1,018 per pupil In a 
Hunt County district with 147 
pupils. The highest Is a Kle- 
burg County district with 24 
pupils and an assessment of 
$973,905 per pupil.

There are many ways the 
Legislature can tax the people 
and appropriate the $1 billion 
If we are required to pay off 
the bonded Indebtedness too. 
A combination of a wide var­
iety of taxation can be used. 
I shall list a few for your 
observation: raise the sales
tax; broaden the sales tax 
(to Include food, medicine, 
services, and repairs); cor­
porate Income tax; personal 
Income tax; use some of the 
money accumulated in our per­
manent school fund; or possi­
bly continue the ad valorem tax 
on properties with the state 
as the collecting agency and

distribute equally among the 
various schools.

In the outset I might add 1 
did not favor this ruling even 
though It was obviously going 
to happen. I would be very 
reluctant to support a cor­
porate or personal Income 
tax (without corporate Income 
tax Industry will continue to 
keep Texas No. 1 In the na­
tion In getting new industry). 
With a personal Income tax 
the same people will be bur­
dened with double taxation be­
cause they are mainly the ones 
paying the ad valorem tax.
1 believe we will certainly have 
to keep some form of ad va­
lorem tax. 1 would like to see 
t h e properties within the 
bounds of a school district 
left at the discretion of the 
local people so that they might 
I f  t h e y  choose supplement 
their schools as they choose. 
T h i s  might be possible be­
cause quote, “ In the Instant 
case plaintiffs have not ad­
vocated that educational ex­
penditures be equal for each 
child. Rather, they have re- 
commended the application of 
the principle of ‘ fiscal neu­
trality.’ ”

Since this ruling has been 
only to correct the equal edu­
cational opportunities within 
a state. It Is not unreasonable 
to think that soon there will 
be a ruling to equalize edu­
cation throughout t h e  50 
states. We are now talking 
on the theory of state con­
trol and that soon this will 
be voided with a completely 
federal take over and soclal-
