The unseasonably early 
spring and warm temp­
eratures have allowed John- 
songrass to get a running start 
on the 1972 High Plains cot- 
ton crop.

"E a r ly  control of this weed 
Is essential to make planing 
easier and avoid cotton yield 
losses,”  says Dr. Bob Met- 
zer, are a cotton specialist for 
the Texas Agricultural Exten- 
Sion Service at Lubbock.

A good weed control 
program can prevent establish 
ment of new seedlings by In. 
corporatlng chemicals such as 
Treflan or Planavln be­
fore planing.

But the most common pro- 
blem this spring Is that Joh. 
songrass has already become 
established In South Plains 
fields. Metzer says that Dow. 
pon and MSM.A or DSM.A may 
be applied to emerged John- 
songrass plants before the cot- 
ton crop is planted. Dowpon 
gives better kill than MSMAlf 
the air temperature Is below 
70 degrees; but planting 
should be delay’ed three to 10 
days after Dowpon application.

MSMA or DSM.A are sold 
under such trade names as 
Ansar, Daconate, Weed.E. 
Rad, and Bueno. They are 
hlghly-effectlve on established 
Johnsongrass and yet safe for 
cotton. But the two compounds 
need at least a 70-degree air 
temperature for good weed kill

Producers should direct the 
chemicals on the Johnson- 
grass and under cotton fol­
iage, not on top of the cot­
ton. The specialist says that

MSMA or DS.MA should not be 
used after the cotton begins 
to bloom because arsenic Is 
deposited In the seed.

These chemicals are also 
effective on annual grasses, 
volunteer sorghum cocklebur« 
grassbur and lakeweed. DSMA 
or MSMA may be mixed with 
Caparol or Karmex to control 
carelessweeds.

The rates of application are 
extremely Important , Metzer 
reminds. Dowpon should be 
applied at five to six pounds 
of active material per acre In 
20-40 gallons of water plus a 
surfactant for Johnsongrass 
control. DSMA or MSM.A 
should be used at one and a 
half quarts per acre I f the 
weeds are actively growing; or 
two quarts per acre to per­
ennial weeds If they are mots- 
ture.stressed. However once 
moisture stress has occurred, 
these chemicals are usually 
not as effective.

“ Johnsongrass may need to 
be resprayed or cultivated as 
regrowth occurs to get per­
manent control,”  the Texas 
A 4 M cotton specialist 
reminds.

He adds that cotton Is abet­
ter crop than grain sorghum 
for controlling Johnsongrass. 
Planavln or Treflan can be 
used as a preplant treatment 
and Dowpon or MSM.A can be 
used either before or after cot­
ton planting when the weeds 
have emerged.

In non-crop areas such as 
fence rows and ditches, John­
songrass can be controlled 
with Hyvar, Pramltol, or sod­
ium chlorate.

“ But regardless o f the met­
hod or chemical used, the her­
bicide label should be care­
fully studied and followed,”  
Metzer concludes.

Over 300 cotton farmers, 
glnners, merchants, bankers

and others heard four speak­
ers and joined In an hour-long 
question . and . answer period 
April 20 in Lubbock at a 
“ Cotton Contracting Semin­
a r ’ ’ sponsored by Plains Cot- 
ton Growers, Inc.

PCG President Ray Joe 
R iley of Hart, whocommented 
on cotton's supply-demand- 
price relationships and served 
as general chairman for the 
seminar, said forward con­
tracting of cotton is an ar­
rangement In which the prod­
ucer guarantees a supply of 
cotton to a merchant or mill 
In exchange for a guaranteed 
price at harvest time. "F o r- 
ward contracting Is with us.
It appears to be here for quite 
a stay, and our objective here 
today Is to Inform ourselves 
as best we can on how It 
works and how It can work 
better," he said.

Lubbock Attorney Bill Black 
ledge addressed the group on 
the subject of contract pro- 

visions and contract perfro- 
mance. Noting that cotton 
sales contracts, as all con­
tracts, are only as good as 
the parties that sign them, 
Blackledge went on to say 
“ Most of the problems with 
contract performance can be 
avoided If contracts are com­
plete enough that each party 
has a clear understanding of 
what ts expected of him.”

Contracts should contain 
.provisions, he state-l, to cover 
all foreseeable areas In which 
misunderstanding might arise 
According to Blackledge these 
would Include, but not be lim­
ited to, language clearly de­
fining the farm and acreage 
covered, deliverable qual­
ities, delivery deadlines,crop 
care during the grownlng sea­
son, harvesting and ginning re- 
qulrements, payment spec­
ifications, Hens and encum­
brances, when title tothecrop 
is to be passed, and whether 
or not the contract applies 
to shares of the crop that may 
be owned by landlord, tenant 
or spouse.

Possible means to gua­
rantee contract performance 
were Usted by Blackledge as 
an escrowed fund of earnest 
money, performance bonds, 

third party guarantees and let- 
ters of credit. “ However.”  
he stated, “ there are pro- 
blems with each of these met­
hods, and each will result in 
additional expense. But in 
my opinion, when a perfor­
mance guarantee Is thought 
to be necessary, the best of 
the lot may be letters of cre­
dit.”

Later, in the question and 
answer period, Jerry Boothe 
of Boothe Cotton Company 
commented that his firm In 
had In some Instances used

performance bonds. The cost 
he said, for a bond In the am 
he said, for a bond In h 
he said, for a bond In the 
amount of $40 per acre was 
about 30 cents, “ whlchl would

not consider to be prohibí- 
live .”

Riley, In his remarks on 
world cotton supplies and prl- 
ces, pointed out that the world 
suppley of cotton In 1971-72 
Is up by more than 1,5 mil- 
lion bales from 1970- 71 and 
than production In 1972-73 Is 
expected to be up about 2.5 
million bales while worldwide 
consumption is Increasing 
only 800,000 bales.

“ I f  these estimates prove 
correct,”  he continued "the 
world supply of cotton for 1972 
73 will again be up, but the 
Increase win bring the pro­
duction-consumption ratio up 
to only 139 percent, which 
would still be lower than the 
ratio In 1969-70 when world 
cotton prices started 
ward.’ *

Factors to be considered by 
producers In deciding whether 
or not to accept any given 
contract were outlined by Ag. 
ricultural Economist Dr. Jam- 
es Osborn of Texas Tech Uni- 
verslty. Dr. Osborn said be- 
yond the flrst step of com­
paring the price offered with 
expected production cost, the 
decision must hinge on the In­
dividual producer’ s assess­
ment of market conditions and 
his willingness and financial 
aWHty to accept the full risk 
Of market uncertainties, 

in a discussion of the cotton

futures market as a possible 
alternative merchandising 
tool, broder Mike Stevens of 
E, F, Hutton afvl Co, frankly 
told the group that “ TheNum-

up.

ber 2 cotton futures contract, 
which at the present time Is 
the only one active. Is no al­
ternative at all for West Tex­
as producers.’ ' He explained 
that deliverable qualities of 
cotton on the Numtier 2 con­
tract “ are for all prac­
tical purposes non-existent in 
this area, and the relation­
ship between West Texas cot­
ton and futures Is scant at 
best. So there is rea lly  no 
way at the present time for 
our producers In this area to 
use the futures market as a 
hedge against spot mar­
ket prices.”

Stevens went on tocomment 
that PCG and a lot of other 

people are trying to get 
changes made In the Number 1 
futures contract which would 
make It usable for cotton In 
this area. The Number 1 
contract Is based on 15-16 
Inch cotton, as opposed to 
I -1-16th Inch cotton which Is 
the base deliverable staple 
on the Number 2 contract. 
Both contracts now call for 
delivery of cotton either Low 
Middling White or above. Mid­
dling Light Spot or above, and 
with mlcronalre above 3.5.

The high mlcronalre and 
grade requirements, Stevens 
Said, plus the fact that Lub­
bock Is not specified as a de- 
livery point, are the principal 
reasons for Inactivity In the 
Number 1 contract. He added 
“ I have high hopes that some 
of these requirements can be 
changed and that Lubbock can 
be named as a delivery point.”

Famous Doctor Is 
Visitor In OM 
Home Town

Dr. Conrad Lam of Detroit 
Michigan, Internationally fam­
ed heart surgeon, who was 
reared In Tahoka, visited here 
with old friends for a few hours 
last Wednesday.

He was In this area to at­
tend dedication of the new band 
hall at Hardln-Slmmons Uni­
versity In Abilene on Saturday, 
and also to visit his mohter, 
Mrs. Ell 1 am. In Denver C ity 
and other relatives In the area.

He was accompanied to 
Tahoka by a brother-in-law, 
Jerry Fulton, husband of the 

former Margaret Lam and 
manager of Shook T ire  Co. in 
Lubbock.

Dr. Lam graduated from 
high school here In the early 
1920’ s, following which he at­
tended Hardin - Simmons and 
was a member of the famed 
Cowboy Band which toured this 
nation and Europe.

After graduation from medi­
cal school, he ultimately be­
came chief of the heart de­
partment at Henry Ford Hospi­
tal. He gained world-wldeputv 
llclty as the flrst doctor to 
perform surgery on the heart 
after perfecting a devise to 
keep heart and blood clrcual- 
tlon going tiur'.igtneoperiHon 
He Is now seml-retlred but 
still on the hospital staff.

A few years ago, Dr. Lam 
returned to Tahoka as speak­
er at the school homecoming 
program.

The first outbreak of Hog 
Cholera In the Texas Pan- 
handle In recent history 
has left many hog owners and 
animals health officials edgy 
over the thought of a widesp­
read epidemic.

The disease Is caused by a 
virus. The Incubation period 
Is from 5 to 10 days. The 
disease maybe Introduced Into 
a herd by contaminated feed, 
water or equipment. Raw gar­
bage that contains pork scraps 
may contain the virus. Add- 
Ing pigs exposed In transit In 
sales barns or stockyards to t 
susceptible herd will precipi­
tate an outbreak.
Symptoms:

There are no specific symp- 
toms of cholera. At first the 
pigs are dull, listless, show 
a decrease In feed con­
sumption, usually a diarrhea, 
weakness and temperature of 
108 degrees to 107 degrees 
(normal temperature Is 101 to 
103 degrees).
