Southwestern To Buy New Equipment
Southwestern Public Ser­

vice Company will Invest more 
than $196,000,000 In new equip­
ment and Improvements In the 
next five years. It was an­
nounced today by Roy Tolk, 
chairman and president of the 
electric company.

“ The area has turned Itself 
around economically and all 
signals are ‘ go’ for future 
growth. We must be prepared 
to provide the power that will 
be needed to keep pace with 
this growth and the power 
that will be needed to keep 
the environment the way all of 
us want It to be,”  Tolk said 
In announcing the expansion 
oroeram.

New generating facilities 
with a capability of 631,000 
kilowatts would be completed 
during the 5-year period, Tolk 
said, and , Just before the end 
o f the 5 years, construction 
w ill begin on a 350,000 kll- 
owatt unit scheduled to go into

service In 1979.
The new generating fac­

ilities  Include a 25,000 kilo­
watt gas turbine at RIvervlew 
Station, which will go Into 
service In mld-1973. This unit, 
while small In size. Is large 
In unique featues. Its ex - 
haust gases will be piped to a 
waste heat boiler, and steam 
from this boiler will supply 
60 percent of the steam to 
drive the presently Installed 
conventional generating unit at 
RIvervlew, By reusing the 
waste heat from the gas tur. 
bine, the efficiency of the two 
generating units is Increased 
by 20 percent.

“ We are working every day 
In every way that we can to 
conserve resources. We have 
experienced some shortages 
in gas fuel, but we have a 
commitment to our customers 
which demands that we find the 
fuels to meet their electric 
service needs,”  Tolk said.

Southwestern pioneered In 
the use of treated sewage 
effluent as cooling water at 
its Nichols Station, near Am­
arillo , beginning more than a 
decade ago. Now they have 
gone one more step and are 
using equipment that cleans 
up the treated water to the 
point where It can be purified 
for use as boiler feed wa­
ter. This Is being done on the 
firs t unit at Jones Station and 
Is projected for the second 
unit at that facility and also 
for the 1976 unit.

"When we have installed all 
o f the generating facilities 
proposed through 1976, we will 
save, on the average day, 
14,000,000 gallons of potable 
water through the use of sew. 
age effluent. That’ s the equlv- 
alent of the dally water needs 
o f a city of 100,000 people 
and Is a most Important con- 
servatlon consideration, ’ 
Tolk added.

Returning to the matter of 
fuel resources, Tolk said 
that the 350,000 kilowatt unit 
planned for 1976 will be built 
so that gas, oil, coal • or ev- 
en solid waste • can be used 
as a fuel.

“ This one Is actually going 
to have a garbage door on 
it, ”  he said.

Speaking in a more ser­
ious vein, he added, “ We are 
confident that our suppliers 
w ill find the gas that we need 
for fuel, but we will be pre- 
pared to burn other fuels If 
It doesn’ t turn out that way. 
We assure our customers now 
that. If It Is necessary to use 
coal as a fuel, every stand­
ard of environmental protec- 
tton will be met • and exceed­
ed, If possible.”

The 1976 unit will be locat­
ed north of Amarillo so that 
the sewage effluent can be 
purchased from the city.

A major transmission line 
project for 1973 Is a 230,- 
000 volt line running from 
Tuco Interchange, north of 
Abernathy, to Nichols Station, 
northeast of Amartllo. This 
w ill provide a second 230,000 
volt path or backbone for the 
Interconnected transmission 
system and make the move­
ment of power tietween major 
generating facilities and the 
areas of greatest use more 
efficient, reliable and econom­
ical.

“ It Is difficult to pin down 
exactly how many dollars will 
flow Into the economies of the

communities we serve be­
cause of this expansion p ro  
gram. We will purchase all of 
the transportation and office 
equipment bx'ally and as much 
of the supplies and materials 
as possible. Local suppliers

will provide the gas or oil 
fuel. Construction labor ac­
counts for about 22 to 25 per­
cent of the cost of a new gen- 
erating station, and It will 
come from local skilled labor

sources and amount to several 
million dollars. If the formula 
that says (xitttng one dollar 
Into the economy gener­
ates seven more dollars Is

valid, then we are talking a- 
bout a multi-million dollar In­
jection Into the economy of our 
area during this five-year pro- 
gram ,”  Tolk concluded.

and this makes It convenient 
for hikers, campers, explor- 
ers and the military.

High protein Juices are fla­
vorful, and the fish protein 
concentrate Is an odorless 
powder with 80 percent pro­
tein. Milk, protein powder con­
tains 29 percent protein.

Powdered fruit juices as 
such, aren’t new to the mar­
ket place.

During and after World War 
II, p<iwdered fruit juices first 
were developed by the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture’s 
Western I ’tlllzatlon Research 
Laboratory. At that time,how­
ever, some of the products 
lacked In flavor.

Since that time research- 
ers further developed and fort- 
Ifletl fruits and vegetables with 
flavor, protein and vitamins. 
A lso-In  the past decade-- the 
fruit juice Industry has had 
Increased demand In the qual­
ity of dehydrated products.

A county.by-county break­
down of the national allotment 
Was printed In the Federal 
Register of liecember 15. The 
11.7 percent cut on the High 
Plains compares with a na­
tional re<luctlon of 13 percent

from  11.5 million acres this 
year to 10 million In 1973.

Major effect of the allotment 
cut will hetoreducetotal price 
support payments to pro­
ducers In the coming year. 
The Payment rate for 1973 
again will be 15 cents per 
pound. Total Payments to in­
dividual producers will be 
figured by multiplying 15 cents 
times each farm’s payment 
yield times allotted acres. .As­
suming the same payment 
yield for 1973 as for 19- 
7 2, the total reduction In pay­
ments next year will equal 
the II. 7 percent reduction 
In acreage allotments.

As In 1971 and 1972, farm­
ers may overplant 1973 al­
lotments to any extend they de­
s ire  without penalty, there­
fore the allotment cut Is not 
expected to significantly af- 
f<»ct the number of acres that 
w ill lie planted to cotton on

the Plains In 1973. The 25- 
county allotment for 1972 was 
1,685,533 acres but an estl- 
mated 2,6 million acres were 
seeded to cotton last Spring, 
PCG officials point out.

Cotton produced on non-al­
lotted acreage receives no 
price support payment but Is 
leigtble for CommodltyCred- 
It Corporation loans at 19.5 
cents per pound, basis mldd- 
ling-inch, 3.5 to 4.9 mlcro- 
nalre at average location.

Harvest

The Sooth Plains cotton har­
vest reached a peak during the 
week before Christ mas and the 
U.S.D..A. Cotton Classing Off. 
Ices at Lubbock, Brown­
field , Lamesa and Level- 
land received samples from 
approximately 222,000 bales 
during the week ending F ri­
day, December 22nd, accord­
ing to W.K. Palmer, In charge 
o f the U.S.D.A. Classing of­
fice in Lubbock.

The U.S.D.A. cotton class­
ing offices at Lubbock Brown­
field, Lamesa, and Level- 
land classed samples from
241.000 bales during the same 
period, bringing the total clas­
ses at the four offices to 805, 
000.. Through December 22 
last year only 293,000 samples 
o f the 1971 crop had been class­
ed.

Estimates Indicate that ap­
proximately one-half of this 
season’s crop Is now out of 
the fields.

Grades were about the same 
as during the previous week. 
Strict Low Middling (41) was 
the predominant grade, mak­
ing up twenty-four percent of 
all cotton classed. Low Mid­
dling (51) made up 20 percent 
Strict Low Middling Light 
Spotted (42) 17 percent and 
Strict Low Middling Spotted 
(43) 10 percent.

Average staple length re­
mained about the same. Sta­
ples continued to be predom­
inantly 30to33.Seventeen per­
cent had a staple length of

30, 27 percent stapled 31, 
29 percent was 32 and 16 
percent was 33.

Micronalre readings were 
consider ably lower. Only 
twenty percent at sH «ettoo 
classed at Lubbock durfsg the 
week had micronalre relldlngs 
In the premium range of 3.5 
through 4.9,15percent "m iked 
3.3 through 3.4,35 percent was
3.0 through 3.2, 25 percent 2.7 
through 2.9 and 5 percent was 
2.6 and below.

The Agricultural Market- 
Ing Service of the U.S.D.A. 
reported brisk trading on the 
Lubbock market during the 
week. Prices changed dally 
and In some cases hourly but 
ended the week at about the 
same level. Prices ranged 
from $2.50 per bale over the 
loan for cotton with m icro  
nalre of 2.9 and lower to 
$37.50 per bale over the loan 
for high grade, premium mlc- 
ronalre cotton.
