A Tahoka farm couple, Mr.

were found dead In their home 
four miles northeast fo here 
Monday.

Justice of the Peace N.E. 
Wood ruled death due to asphy­
xiation. The victims were 
thought to have been dead 12 
to 18 hours when they were 
d lsco 'ered .

The bodies were discovered 
by their son, Walton Terry and 
John Curry, both of Tahoka. 
They broke Intothe house when 
the T e rry ’ s did not respond to 
a knock on the door about 10:45 
a.m. Monday.

Wood said the house w as full 
o f gas when he arrived and 
that the flame on a butane 
stove had apparently gone out, 
causing the gas to escape.

The couple was alone In the 
house at the time of the deaths 
according to Wood.

Joint services were held at 
10 a.m. Wednesday In the Ta- 
hoka First Baptist Church with 
the Rev. Jim Turner, pastor 
officiating. Burial was In T er­
race Cemetery at Post under 
direction of White Funeral 
Home.

U.S.D.A. Classing Office In 
Lubbock.

However, ginning, sampling 
and classing continued due to 
accumulated backlogs of cot­
ton harvested before the snow.

Samples from 1,252, 900 
bales had h-een classed at the 
Lubbock, Brownfield, Lamesa 
and Levelland offices through 
Friday, January 5th.

Personnel at the four of­
fices tested and classed sam­
ples from 239,000 bales dur­
ing the week ending the Ith.

Estimates Indicate that ap­
proximately three-fourths of 
this season's crop Is now out 
of the fields.

Grades were about the same 
as the previous week.

NEWS
BY MAX W. BAKER

The Department of .Agricul­
ture recently announced the 
termination of the Rural En- 
vlronmental Assistance P r o  
gram (REAP). Under this 
program, Federal cost-share 
was provided for the Install­
ation of certain practices de­
signed to conserve our natur­
al resources and to aid in 
reducing agricultural related 
pollution. In the Lynn County 
Soli and Water Conservation 
D istrict, these funds have lieen 
used for such practices as in­
stallation of u.'derground ir . 
rlgatlon pipeline, facilities for 
livestock water, parallel ter- 
races, diversions,waterways, 
and lagoons for collection of 
wastes from confined “ L ive­
stock operations” .

However, this termination 
ofHEAP does not affect the 
Great Plains Conservation 
Program administered by the 
Soli Conservation Service.

The area covered by this 
program Includes portions of 
10 states from North Dakota 
to Texas and Includes the 
Lynn County District. This 
program was Instituted dur- 
Ing the "Dust Bowl”  years of 
the 1930’ s with the prim ary 
purpose of converting land un- 
sulted for cropland back to 
rangeland as well as for In­
itiation of conservation mea­
sures for the protection of oth- 
e r  land In the Great Plains 
region which Is subject to 
extreme erosion hazards from 
high »winds and high Intensi­
ty , short duration rainstorms.

Funds are made available 
periodically and cost-share la 
provided for many ofthesam e 
practices as were available 
under, REAP. For more In­
formation and to make app-

llcatto’ , contact the Soli Con­
servation Service In Tahoka 
servln. the Lynn County Soil 
and Water Conservation Dis­
trict.

Texas llglslators, with new 
leadership In both houses and 
a swarm of first-term mem­
bers, report here January 9 
for their expected history 
making regular session.

They face a mountain of 
problems, the magnitude of 
some still unmeasured.

Revising the present method 
o f financing public school edu­
cation stands at the top of 
the list -  depending on a U.S. 
Supreme Court ruling yet to 
come.

If the High Court upholds 
a three- Judge federal court 
ruling In San Antonio just over 
a year ago, lawmakers are 
under order to revise the 
present sy stem which Is keyed 
to property taxes. A reversal 
could allow more time, hut 
the State Board of Education 
Is expected to vote January 
13 for a complete state finan­
cing of basic education costs 
spread over a period of sev­
era l years, regardless of the 
Supreme Court decision.

Lawmakers are hopeful of 
avoiding a major tax fight, 
but again the school finance 
case may completely upset 
those hopes.

Among other major Items 
for legislators’ consideration 
are these:

.. Reform of the legisla­
tive process Itself and state 
government In general. Includ­
ing a new code of ethics law, 
a revised lobby constrol act 
and revision of campaign fi­
nance reporting require­
ments.

-• Overhaul of state elect­
ion laws to provide a new 
method of financing party pri­
maries and possibly moving 
voting dates for primaries.

-  Court reform.
-- Redoing the legislative 

and congressional redistrlc- 
Ing of 1971.

A Good Year For Agriculture Production . . .  Cotton, 
C a t t l e ,  C i t r u s  S h o w  G ood Ga i ns  . . . Pecans 
Increase . . .  Commercial Vegetable Acres Expand . . .  Grain 
Sorghum, Peanut, Soybean Production Up From 1971.

All m all, 1972 was a very good production year for 
Texas. Cotton production probably showed the most 
dramatic increase. Estimated production now at 3,900,000  
bales is 1,321,000 bales more than 1971 Yield per acre for 
1972 was almost 100 pounds per acre above 1971.

Texas continuerl its dominance in the cattle feetling 
industry during 1972 For most of the year, it was and still 
IS the number one cattle feeding state in the nation It 
apparently will retain that honor for some time to come.

Cattle and calves on feed for slaughter in Texas 
feedlots number 2,225,000 head, up 29 percent from a year 
ago. Iowa is the second ranking state in the nation, with 
1,689,000 head, far under the total for Texas.

B A S ED  on Dec. 1 conditions, the 19/2 73 crop of 
Texas citrus is forecast at 17,200,000 boxes. Th is is 15 
percent above the production of last season.

Grapefruit production isexpecterl to total 10,400,000  
boxes, 13 percent above last year. Early and mid season 
oranges are forecast at 4 ,500,000 boxes, up 18 percent 
from  last season. Valencia oranges are estimated at 
2,300,000 Ixtxes, which is 15 percent above last season.

PECA N  production for Texas in 1972 wa«4tif«t-«at-«( 
71 million pounrfs, which wogid have l>een a new all time 
high Latest production figure, however, is 65,000.000  
pounds. Th is still makes it the second largest on record.

It IS also almost three times the production of 1971 
which was only 24,000,000 pounds.

Texas will produce about one third of the nation's 
total supply of pecans for 1972.

E X P A N S IO N  of the 1972 73 six major winter 
vegetables is forecast An estimated 57,000 acres will be 
planted to the six major winter vegetables in Texas The 
crops are cabtiaqe, carrots, cauliflower, lettuce, spinach, and 
broccoli.

This acreage will be an increase of nine percent over 
last season.

In the Lower Rio Grande Valley, acreage of the six 
winter vegetables is estimated at 39,200 acres, or 16 
percent above the 33,900 acres harvested last seayrn. 
Acreage of carrots, cabtiage, lettuce and cauliflower all 
showed significant increases. Acreage of spinach remained 
the same as last season while broccoli acreage decreased

In other areas, acreage is expected to total 17,800 
acres for harvest, w h it' is three percent below last year

G R A IN  S O R G H U M  p ro d u c t io n  in Texas at 
456,000,000 bushels was more than 50,000 bushels ahead 
of 1971. Texas produces about 45 percent of all the grain 
sorghum in the nation.

PEA N U T production was up in Texas this year over 
1971 by almost a million pounds. The 1972 prorJuction 
estimate is 456,000,000 pounds.

S O Y B EA N  production in the state in 1972 is almost 
double the production in 1971. Texas production for 1972 
is set at 5.670,000 bushels.

Forced Handwriting^
During a holdup at a gas sta­

tion. the robber handed the man­
ager a threatening note Some 
months later. «Hen a suspect was 
brought to trial for the crime, he 
was asked to make a sample of 
his penmanship for purposes of 
comparison

But he flatly refused to do so 
He invoked his constitutional 
protection under the F if th  
Amendment against self-incrim- 
ination

Nevertheless, the court ruled 
that he would have to make the 
sample or face punishment for 
contempt The court said hand­
writing IS not a form of testimony 
but a neutral objective fact

"The constitutional privilege,' 
said the court, "does not protect 
a man from being compelled to 
stand up, sit down. walk, speak, 
or submit to photographing or 
fingerprinting "

.Almost always, courts have 
ruled this «ay when an accused 
person is reluctant to demvxtstrate 
his handwriting In fact, he may 
even be called upon to write in 
an unnatural style if that will 
help clear up the case. Thus 

The defendant in a forgers trial 
was requested to write vumcthmg 
with a backward slant, since the 
document in question had been 
written that way

Again, the court said he would 
have to comply The court re­
minded him that the odd style of 
writing would be especially help­
ful in exonerating him if he was 
trulv innocent

Still, a defendant might prop­
erly object to the content, rather 
than the form, of the writing 
In another case, involving fake 
claims against the government, 
the defendant was asked to write 
down the specific names that had 
been used in the falsified papers 

This time, when he refused, 
the court decided he was justi­
fied The court said that by com­
plying with the request, he might 
be tying himself directly into the 
crime

Compelling him to do so, added 
the judge, would be “an infringe­
ment upon the spirit” of the con­
stitutional privilege
