W ill Lynn County Be 
One O f The 100

A recent survey by regional planning 
commissions predicts that 100 of the 254 
counties in Texas will continue to shrink 
In population as they have done every 
decade since the 1920 census was taken.

A statewide program Is under way to 
stabilize the population of these 100 coun­
ties, but admittedly It Is a hard struggle.

What about a purely agricultural coun­
ty whose main crop Is cotton? How about 
one of the counties of West Texas which 
has little for income except for oil, and It 
is produced by automated machinery Instead 
of people?

In our own area, we held our own l>e- 
tween the 1960 and the 1970 census. We 
are not listed In the 100 counties destined 
to shrink but neither are we listed In the 
areas most likely to grow in population, 
either.

The places where population will In- 
crease are those where the people are 
now - the metropolitan areas.

The key to a stable population and a 
growing population Is jobs. Most of the 
jobs these days are connected with Indus­
try rathei ibaii oil or agrlctilture. Thus the 
effort needs to be made towaiJ a., lodns. 
tria l pavToll If people are to remain 
in an area.

There Is a federal rural developmen', 
law which Can help with loans for rural 
Industry and businesses. But no amount of 
federal or state financial assistance can 
push industry Into places where It is not 
sound and reasonable for Industry to be.

Industry locates where there are mar­
kets, lalxir, raw materials and a demand 
for Us products. I f  all of these fac­
tors are missing, there will be no In­
dustry there.

While a lot of hue and cry Is heard 
deploring the crowding of urban areas, out 
In the rural areas where main streets are 
dotted with vacant stores, the tune Is dif­
ferent. Rural America needs jobs and pay­
rolls In order to keep folks at home.

Cotton Leaders 
Get A Welcome 

To Lubbock
A joint Invitation to attend 

the Southwest’ s most Im­
portant nitton rn’ eting, 
the Western Cotton P ro  
ductlon Conferenre, went nut 
this week to nearly a thnus. 
and producers and allied in- 
dustr\ representatives from 
the l.uM)ockrhamlierofCom- 
merce, the Texas Acrlclutural 
1 xtnesltm Service, an«l the 
Mains Cotton Growers, Inc.

This year’s conference wMÎ 
be held March 7-K at I ute 
hock’s Ko-K ' Inn, stated Ur. 
Po lvrt B. Meirer, Kxten- 
slon aftronomlst from Lut't*ock 
and a m>-mtier of the propram 
committee.

He Said the oj*‘ninp session 
will pet under way at S:4D 
a.m. with a discussion of the 
povernment farm program by 
Jim Carter, executive vice 
presid«-nt of Arizona Cotton 
Growers Association of Phoe­
nix.

The two-day mi*eting, which 
will feature a wide range of 
topics on cotton production, 
harvesting and marketing, 
is expected to attract over 400 
leading producers and repre-

sentatlves of the cotton In­
dustry from the southwerstern 
and southern states.

Among the Texans partici­
pating In the program are of­
ficials and specialists of the 
Texas Agricultural Kxtenslon 
Service, Texas Agricultural 
Kxperlment Station, Texas 
A *M  University and the U- 
nited States Department of 
Agriculture.

Also, re[>resentatlves of 
farm groups Including the Na­
tional Cotton Council, W.-st- 
« rn Cotton Growers Asscxda- 
tloe. Cotton Incorporatisl and 
the Plains Cotton Growers.

Other program partlripants 
will be officials of the Coop­
erative 1 xtenslon Services of 
Ariz.ona, New Mexico, and Cal­
ifornia, and numerous In­
dustry representatives and 
producers. In all, 45 sp*-akers 
w ill address the group.

The event will be prect-ded, 
as last vear, by a sjn-clal tech­
nical conference, this one on 
cotton diseases.

I ocal hosts for the event 
are Plains Cotton Growers 
and the Texas Agricultural 
Kxtenslon Service.

Weather Delays 
Harvest

The South Plains cotton har- 
vest was delayed another wtw'k 
to ten days by the rain and 
snow over the area,according 
to W.K. Palmer, In charge 
of the Lubbock Cotton Class 
Ing Office of the U.S.D.A. 
However, farmers were able 
to harvest some cotton be­
fore the unfavorable weather 
halted all harvest activities. 
Some ginning, sampling and 
classing continued due to ac­
cumulated backlogs of cotton 
harvested lefore the unfavor­
able weather.

Samples from 113,000 bales 
W ere tested and classed at the 
South Plains U.S.D.A. cotton 
classing offices at Lubbock, 
Brownfield and Lamesa during 
the week ending Krlday, Keb- 
ruary 23rd. This brought the 
tot al classed for the season to 
1,779,000 bales.

M >re cotton remains in the 
fields across the region than 
at any other time In history 
at this late period In the 
harvest season. Approxi­
mately ten percent of the c«X- 
ton crop remains inlhe fields.

Grades of cotton contlnue<l 
to decline as the liarvest near­
ed completion. Strict Low Mid- 
dllng light Sjxitted 42J w.is 
the predominant grade, m.ik- 
Ing up 17 percent of all cotton 
classed. Low MiddUr. Light 
Spotted '52) made up 14 pi*r- 
cent. Strict Low MiddllngSpot- 
ted '43) 13 p»Tcent and Strict 
Low M ddllne Tinged 44) 15 
percent.

Average staple length was 
about the same a.s the prev- 
lous week . Staples were pre- 
dominantly 29 to 32. Thirteen 
percent had a staple length of 
29, 38 p*-rcerit stapled 30, 
2t percent stapled 31 and 15 
percent waS 32.

Mtcroanlre readings re- 
malnded steady. Only 10 p*T- 
rent of all cotton rlass^-d at 
Lubbock had mlcronalre read­
ings In the premium range of 
3.5 through 4.9 8 [lercent
“ miked”  3.3 through 3.4, 28 
percent was 3.0 through 3.2, 
34 percent 2.7 through 2.9and 
20 p*-rrent was 2.6 and bidow.

The Agricultural Marki'tlng 
Service of the U.S.D.A. re- 
ported active trading on the 
Lulibock market. Prices were 
steady for cotton with m'ero- 
nalre of 3.0 and N-tter tmt 
were ilO.OO to SI5.00 jw-r hale 
higher on cotton with micro- 
naire of 2.9 and lower. Prices 
Tangl'd from S5.00 per bale 
over the loan for low grad«-, 
low mlcronalre cotton up to 
t60.00 |»>r bale over the Itian 
for high gra'Ie, premium mlc- 
ronaire cotton.

Tnere- 
fore the operation of a seed 
cotton loan program this year 
by the U.S. Department of Ag- 
rlculture m iy assume adckKl 
imiiortance.

For this reason I ublxxrk- 
based Plains Cotton G'-iw^rs, 
Inc. Is urging that the two year 
old program b*> continued.

In a letter to Glen Weir, 
Acting .Admlnl.sUator of 
USDA’s Agricultural Stabil- 
Iratlon and Conservation Ser­
vice, Pi.'G Kxerutlve Vice 
President Donald Johnson 
wrote "W-' recommend that 
the existing seed Cotton loan 
program be contlnu«*d In es­
sentially the sam<' manner as 
in 1972.”

Loaas were available to i>ro- 
ducers on unginm'd cotton In 
1971 and 1972. but on a some, 
what limited basis. Only afew 
gins on the Plains were ap­
proved as processors of field- 
stored cotton aivl many pro­
ducers were unaware of the 
ease with which loans could 
be secun-d.Consequently of an 
estimated 50,000 to 100,OCX) 
blaes stored In the fields this 
.season, loans were made on 
something like 1,000 bales.

Johnson did .suggest one im­
provement In the program. 
In 1971 and 1972 glnners who 
Wanted to handle se«-d cotton 
under loan wa-re requinsl to 
make application to, awl lie 
approved by, the Washington 
office of ASCS-

“ Assuming there will Iw a 
great Increae in Iieid-stored 
cotton this year”  Johnson 
wrote, “ this procedure may 
prove u meeessarydly slow. 
Tnerefore w-» suggest that ap­
plication blanks be placed In

county ASCS offices and that 
County ASCS Committees be 
empowered to give final gin a(w
proval.”

Tne ASCS looks to glnners
for assurance that field-stored 
cotton Is properly insured and 
for rejiorts of bale numbers 
and weights when the cotton Is 
ginned. And since the Washing­
ton ofllre of ASCS must de- 
pend on counlv .ASCS recomm­
endations concerning the re­
liability of glntM'rs In this re- 
s|«'ct , It Is only logical that 
county offices he given auth­
ority to make th*' final d»>-

cLslon. Johnson reasoti-s.
A FA'G check with the I ub- 

bock .A.SC\S offlr»' and with NXh 
I'roducers and glnners In­
volved In these loans for 1971 
and 1972 revealed general 
Satisfaction with other aspects 
of the program.

Loans 0.1 unginm'd cotton 
are made at Ihi' rate of 90 
percent of estimated value, 
taking into consideration the 
volume of cotton ricked plus 
producer or gin records 
of turnout and quality charact­
eristics from similar cotton 
glnm*d previously.

The field storage system 
Was developed and promoted 
bv Cotton Incorpor-ated, the 
jirixlucer - funded dollar - a 
bale program. Mich of the 
development work has done 
under research grants. Keyto 
the system Is a m'‘chanlz»*d 
“ rick compactor’ * which jiuts 
the cotton into fp'e-standlng 
ricks aide to withstand high 
winds and resistant to mois­
ture pi'm-tratlon. The rlrk 
comiiactor was developed 
at Texas Tech University un- 
der the direction of Uv. Mil- 
ton L Smith, Associate Pro- 
fi'ssor of inudstrial engineer- 
ing.

The obji'Ctlve of field stor-

age Is to avoid, economical­
ly , the ginning bottleneck that 
has plagued the Industry since 
the condlllons Its use can save 
up to #24 per bale In the total 
cost of moving cotton from 
farm to m‘ ll.

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BILL GRIFFIN 
SAYS

The rapid buildup of volun­
teer sorKhum plants In West 
Texas grain fields has caused 
much concern among farmers, 
seed producers and weed sc­
ientists.

These pests, he explains, 
compete with grain sorghum 
for nutrients, water and sun­
light. In addition, many of the 
off-type or weedy sorghums, 
because they are prolific see«i 
producers, contribute to new 
infestations In succeeding 
years.

"Now  that farmers are plan­
ning their cropping programs 
for the coming season,”  “ this

Is the time to give some at­
tention to controlling the prob- 
lem.

“ There are two primary 
sources of the off-type and 
weedy sorghums. One Is the 
planting seed; few. If any, hy­
brid grain sorghum seed are 
completely free of the undes- 
Irable types.

“ Another Important source 
are volunteer plants that grow 
from seed remaining In the 
so il from nrevlous years. 
These can come from off-type 
plants that went to seed In a

grain sorghum field or from 
sudangrass and forage sor­
ghum hybrids which were used 
for tempoiary summer pas­
tures and for standing hav In 
the fall and winter. If these 
crops were allowed to head 
out, a large number of the seed 
produced will b»-present In the 
so li and volunteer plants may 
be even a greater problem 
In following years.”

The length of time It will 
take to control the volunteer 
problem will depend on the 
severity of Infestation, the 
types of sorghums which make 
up the volunteer crop, weather 
conditions and the cultural 
practices used,

“ Relatively light Infesta - 
tlons of the tall, coarse-stem­
med off - type sorghums and 
m..y be virtually eliminated In 
one or two years. These type 
plants produce soft seed which 
are more apt to decompose or 
germinate during the off sea­
son, thus permitting volunteer 
plants tobe eliminated by free­

zing weather or by fall and 
spring tillage operations.

“ To encourage decomposi­
tion and volunteer growth In 
the fall or early spring,”  
Supak says, “ It Is a good prac­
tice to shred and disc Immed­
iately after harvest.”

“ In contrast, several years 
may be required to elllmlnate 
the tall, fine-stemmed, open­
headed weedy sorghums which 
resemble the sudangrasses. 
These types tend to produce 
hard seed which frequently

shatter before harvest, re­
maining dormant In the soil 
for several years.”

“ Both the weedy and off- 
type sorghums are virtually 
Impossible to control by any 
method other than rouging 
once they have emerged and 
are growing In a grain sor- 
ghum field. Although It is a 
fa irly expensive opi-ratlon, ro- 
gulng Is extremely important 
I f  crop rotation is n<it prac­
ticed and If the fields are 
s till relatively free of weedy 
sorghums.”

By far the best method for 
controlling volunteer plants. 
Is rotating grain sorghum with 
wheat or broadleaf row crops 
such as soybeans or cotton. 
Rotation with wheat Is desir­
able since it allows the fields 
to be clean-tilled during the 
spring and summer months. 
Rotation with summer broad­
leaf crops are especially good

since herbicides recommend­
ed for controlling gra.'sescan 
be used with these crops.

Farmers can help alleviate 
their problems with volunteer 
sorghums by buying seed from 
reputable seed companies 
which have a reputation for 
selling clean seed, by contin­
uous rogulng and by adapting 
good rotation practices In con­

junction with effective herbic­
ides.

KKFKCT OF DFVAl.UKD
