The question of crim e control 
has become a very personal thing 
In the lives of millions of Amerl* 
cans who, In the course of their 
t ra v e ls ,  have found them selves In 
the position of having to  walk at 
night the s tre e ts  of most major 
A m erican c ities .

Muggings and robberies , sex­
ual assaults and senseless Idl­
ings and beatings are  all too 
com m on, and too often the p e r­
p e tra to rs  of these violent acts 
have no rea l fear of being pun­
ished  even If they a re  caught.
T h is Is true  for a varie ty  of 
re a so n s . Including such factors 
as crowded court calendars that 
re su lt  In endless postponements 
of tra i ls  and the ascendancy of 
point of view that Imprisonm ent 
Is Irre levan t since it falls to 
rehab ilita te  the wrongdoer.

Despite argum ents to  the con­
t r a r y ,  the certa in ty  of punish­

ment Is going to make the norm al 
Individual think twice about com­
m itting g ross offenses against his 
fellowman. The Wall S treet 
Jo u rn a l reports  the opinion of M r. 
J a m e s  Q. Wilson, p rofessor of 
governm ent at H arvard  who “ ... 
p ro p o ses  replacing the en tire  re ­
habilitation theory of sentencing 
with a corrections system  of 
Iso lation  and punishment of dan- 
gerous offenders- not neces­
s a r i ly  In conventional prisons and 
not necessa rily  for long te rm s , 
but long enough to  Im press on 
them  that they will be In ca rcer­
ated every  tim e they are  con­
victed  of a serloMs c r im e ."

In th is enlightened age, we- 
have too often drifted  away from 
the  old Idea that the Individual, 
un less he Is Insane or otherw ise 
Incapable of controlling his 
actions or judging righ t from  
w rong, must be held respon­
s ib le  and accountable for his 
ac tions . After a ll, unless there  
Is som e advantage Is working 
h a rd , taking responsib ility  and 
try in g  to  be. In e ssen ce , a "good 
g u y ,"  what Is the point of going 
to  a ll the effort?

Cotton Farmers Are Asked 
To Participate In Survey

Cotton farm ers in seven coun­
tie s  are  being asked to  partic i­
pate in a cotton production survey 
for Cotton Incorporated.

Conducting the survey is Jim  
Schrib , associate  agronom ist. 
High Plains Research Foun­
dation. Schrib is contacting 
se v e ra l cotton producers InHale, 
Lam b, Hockley, Lubbock, C ros­
by, T e rry  and Lynn counties to 
keep records on cotton produc­
tion steps necessary  to produce 
a crop. A log is kept from the 
tim e  of the previous crop until 
the harvest, Schrib said . “ We 
want to know land preparations, 
seed  v a rie tie s , fertilization 
p rac tices , weed control, crop 
development and yield and

quality ,”  Schrib sa id .
After the data is collected It 

will be processed  at Standford 
'R esearch  Institu te  to  co rre la te  
d ifferent production p rac tices 
with ye Id and quality .

“ These reco rds will be of great 
im portance to  cotton grow ers and 
Cotton Incorporated as a tool to 
ex isting  resea rch  effo rts  and ini­
tia ting  new p ro je c ts ,”  Schrib 
sa id .

The survey is planned for five 
years  to  give fa rm ers  broader 
scope on which to  re-evaluate 
th e ir  operations, Schrib  said .

S im ilar studies a re  underway 
in the San Joaquin Valley of 
C alifo rn ia  and the M ississippi 
D elta, he noted.

EPA Accepts Labeling For 
Sandy Soil Cotton Herbicide

Farmers Can 
SaveOn Fuel

It now appears alm ost certain  
that cotton, wheat and feed grain 
fa rm e rs  after this year will be 
operating under a “ target p rice”  
type farm  program . P roducers, 
will be exhorted to produce abun­
dant supplies for the benefit of 
consum ers, and in theory at 
le a s t , will be Insured against 
financial losses by a payment to 
m ake up the difference between 
m arket p rices and a “ ta rg e t”  
specified  by law.

The Senate passed such a bill 
on June 8. The House Agricul­
tu re  Com m ittee on Friday, June 
15, was expected on the follow­
ing Monday to  report legislation 
built on the sam e philosophy. 
And, amid c rie s  of “ It can’t be 
done,”  House Com m ittee C hair­
m an Bob Poage of Waco was say­
ing he’d have the bill on the House 
floor by Thursday, June 21.

The Senate bill for cotton se ts 
a targe t p rice  of 43 cents per 
pound and ca lls  for producer 
paym ents equal to  the difference 
between that p rice  and the aver­
age m arket p rice  for S tric t Low 
Middling (SLM) Inch-and-a-slx- 
teen th  cotton as quoted In the spot 
m arke ts  during the firs t five 
months of the m arketing year, 
August through D ecem ber.

The House version Is expected 
to  come from  Com m ittee with a 
ta rg e t  p rice  of 38 cents a pound, 
with the payment based on the 
d ifference between th is  figure 
and the weighted average p rice  
paid  to  fa rm ers  for all cotton 
q u a litie s . Not yet se ttled  by the 
House Com m ittee on F riday  was 
w hether the average fa rm er price 
would be figured on the August- 
D ecem ber period o r on a 12 
m onth, January  through Decem­
b e r  b asis .

The change from  SLM 1- VA6 
Inch cotton In the spot quotations 
to  average p rices  paid to  farm ers 
w as pushed by Lubbock-based 
P lains Cotton G row ers, Inc., on 
the  grounds that spot m arket 
quotations do not accurately  r e ­
flec t p rice s  paid to fa rm ers . 
The House Com m ittee agreed 
with th is PCG position.

PCG Is a lso  as king that average 
m arke t p rice s  be figured on 12 
month period, using the last 
7 months of one m arketing year, 
Jan u ary  through Ju ly , and the 
f i r s t  five months of the next, 
August through D ecem ber, O ther­
w ise , cotton grown on the High 
P la in s , Rolling Plains and In 
Oklahoma, much of which Is m ar­
keted In January  and February , 
w ill have very  little  Influence on 
average  p rices  and therefo re , no 
effec t on payment ra te s .

“ The thing to  rem em ber In this 
r e g a rd ,”  says PCG Executive 
V ice-P residen t Donsdd Johnson, 
who was In Washington during 
House Com m ittee deliberations, 
“ Is that the payment will not be 
the  d ifference between a target 
p r ic e  and the p rice  received by 
any Individual fa rm er, but on an 
average of p ric e s , and how that 
average  Is figured can m e a n

But It Is h is to r­
ic a l  fact that the House is  “ tough­
e r ”  on lim itations than the Sen- 
a re .  “ So the picture Isn’t  very 
b r ig h t,”  Johnson concludes.

Farmers Can 
SaveOn Fuel

It now appears alm ost certain  
that cotton, wheat and feed grain 
fa rm e rs  after this year will be 
operating under a “ target p rice”  
type farm  program . Producers, 
will be exhorted to produce abun­
dant supplies for the benefit of 
consum ers, and in theory at 
le a s t, will be Insured against 
financial losses by a payment to 
m ake up the difference between 
m arket p rices and a “ ta rg e t”  
specified  by law.

The Senate passed such a bill 
on June 8. The House Agricul­
tu re  Com m ittee on Friday, June 
15, was expected on the follow­
ing Monday to report legislation 
built on the sam e philosophy. 
And, amid c rie s  of “ It can’t be 
done,”  House Com m ittee C hair­
man Bob Poage of Waco was say­
ing he’d have the b ill on the House 
floor by Thursday, June 21.

The Senate bill for cotton se ts  
a target p rice  of 43 cents per 
pound and ca lls  for producer 
paym ents equal to  the difference 
between that p rice  and the aver­
age m arket p rice  for S tric t Low 
Middling (SLM) Inch-and-a-slx- 
teenth  cotton as quoted In the spot 
m arke ts  during the firs t five 
months of the m arketing year, 
August through D ecem ber.

The House version is expected 
to  come from  Com m ittee with a 
ta rg e t p rice  of 38 cents a pound, 
with the payment based on the 
d ifference between th is figure 
and the weighted average p rice  
paid to  fa rm ers  for all cotton 
q u a litie s . Not yet se ttled  by the 
House Com m ittee on F riday was 
w hether the average fa rm er price  
would be figured on the August- 
D ecem ber period or on a 12 
month, January  through Decem­
b e r  b a s is .

The change from  SLM 1- V/l6 
inch cotton In the spot quotatiems 
to  average p rices paid to  farm ers 
was pushed by Lubbock-based 
P lains Cotton G row ers, Inc., on 
the grounds that spot m arket 
quotations do not accurately  r e ­
flec t p rices  paid to  fa rm ers . 
The House Com m ittee agreed 
with th is PCG position.

PCG is  a lso  asking that average 
m arke t p rices be figured on 12 
month period, using the last 
7 months of one m arketing year, 
Ja n u ary  through July , and the 
f i r s t  five months of the next, 
August through D ecem ber. O ther­
w ise , cotton grown on the High 
P la in s , Rolling Plains and in 
Oklahoma, much of which is m ar­
keted in January  and February, 
w ill have very little  Influence on 
average  p rices and therefore , no 
effec t on payment ra te s .

“ The thing to  rem em ber in this 
r e g a rd ,”  says PCG Executive 
V ice-P residen t Donald Johnson, 
who was In Washington during 
House Com m ittee deliberations, 
“ Is that the payment will not be 
the difference between a target 
p r ic e  and the p rice  received by 
any individual fa rm er, but on an 
average of p rice s , and how that 
average  is figured can m e a n

the difference between profit and 
lo ss  for our High Plains 
f a rm e r s .’’

The loan level in the Senate bill 
for p rac tica l purposes would be 

.se t at whatever level the Secre­
ta ry  of A griculture thought nec­
e s s a ry  to  keep U. S. cotton “ in 
lin e”  with world p rices .

PCG objected to this provision 
a lso  and asked that the loan be 
s e t ,  firm ly, at 90 percent of the 
average of world m arket prices 
for the preceding three years, 
with no S ecre taria l authority to 
reduce  It below that level. C ur­
ren t law governing the 1973 loan 
level is s im ila r  to that In the 
Senate’s new bill, and the Secre­
ta r y  has announced the 1973 loan

at 20.65, basis SLM 1-1/Í6 Inch 
cotton, as com pared to  a consid­
erab ly  higher level that would be 
justified by the “ 90 percent of 
the world m arket p rice”  
language.

Efforts .succeeded in getting a 
change in the loan provisions of 
the House Com m ittee bill, but not 
exactly  what was asked for.

Johnson says he hasn’t seen 
the exact language relating to 
the loan, “ but some have ca l­
culated that the loan under the 
House C om m ittee’s bill couldn’t 
be lower than about 26 or 27 

'c e n ts  for 1974, whereas there  
would be no lower lim it under 
the bill passed by the Senate.

The House Com m ittee version 
a lso  bases the loan and other sec ­
tions, It Is understood, on Mid­
dling one-inch cotton, the quality 
used p rio r to  1973.

The most d isheartening aspect 
of the Senate’s b ill, Johnson be­
lieves, was the $20,000 per fa r ­
m er lim itation on to tal paym ents. 
This was adopted by the Senate 
In the form of an amendment to 
the b ill reported  from  com m ittee. 
The cu rren t program , the Agri­
cu ltu re  Act of 1970, lim ited pay­
m ents to $55,000 per person per 
crop .

It rem ains to be seen  what will 
be done on the lim itation issue 
by the House. But It Is h is to r­
ic a l fact that the House Is “ tough­
e r ”  on lim itations than the Sen- 
a re .  “ So the picture Isn’t  very  
b r ig h t,”  Johnson concludes.

With the nationwide fuel sh o rt­
age now a rea lity , fa rm ers  as 
well as all Am ericans a re  being 
called  on to  s tre tch  each gallon 
of fuel as far as possib le.

Although fa rm ers  are  In p r io r ­
ity  group to receive special con­
sideration  for allocating fuel. I t’s 
s ti l l  vital that they take m easu res ' 
to  conserve fuel consum ption, 
em phasizes Henry O’Neal, ag ri­
cu ltu ra l engineer for the Texas 
A gricultural Extension S erv ice .

What are  som e of the keythings 
a farm er can do to  reduce fuel 
u se?  _

Reduce tillage p rac tices . Make 

ju st one tr ip  over the field, cov­
e rin g  as many operations as 
possib le . For instance, plant 
and apply herbicides or fe r ti­
liz e r  at the sam e tim e.

Invisible Fence
Barbed-wire fences may be 

harder to climb, and wooden 
fences harder to see through. But 
for sheer versatility, nothing beats 
the invisible fence erected around 
every piece of property by the 
laws of trespass and nuisance. 
Consider an example:

The Benson family lived next 
door to a vacant lot on which the 
owner kept a large pile of sand. 
Whenever the wind blew from 
that direction, sand would seep 
through the doors and windows of 
the Benson house.

Finally Benson sued the neigh­
bor on grounds of nuisance. In 
court, the neighbor argued that 
he could not be blamed for what 
the wind did. But the court held 
it was unlawful—a breach of the 
inv isible fence—for him to allow 
his sand to invade the Benson 
premises.

Washington, C. D. -  Second 

D istric t C ongressm an Ancher 
Nelsen (R-Mln.) has w ritten the 
head of the U.S. AID program  to 
request “ an im m ediate sus­
pension In U. S. fe r tiliz e r  ex­
p o rts  because of developing 
dom estic fe rtilize r sh o rta g e s ."

In a le tte r e a r l ie r  th is week 
to  John A. Hannah, A dm inistrator 
of the Agency for In ternational 
Development, Nelsen noted that 
" sh o rtag e s  In our supplies of 
boxcars and natural gas • the 
le t te r  used In the production of 
nitrogen fe r til iz e rs  - a re  produc­
ing a rela ted  fe r tilize r shortage 
fo r U. S. fa rm ers  at a c ritic a l 
planting tim e. Dom estic fe r tili­
z e r p rices have jumped between 
3-10 percent in recen t weeks, 
and it is possible som e fa rm ers  
m ay not obtain all the fe rtiliz e r 
they need for spring planting no 
m atte r what the p rice .

“ At least one fe r tiliz e r  dealer 
in my d is tr ic t has already 
reported  a c ritica lly  tight fe rtili­
z e r supply, and estim ated  he will 
not have enough to fill all his 
o rd e rs . O thers have indicated 
they have none to sp a re  even 
though expanded acreage this 
year could easily  decim ate their 
supplies.

" In  o rder to p rese rv e  scarce  
f e r t i l iz e r  re se rv es  for our own
fa rm e rs , future tax-supported 
fe r t il iz e r  exports should be 
halted  at least until dom estic 
needs are m et.

“ It is my understanding that 
approxim ately 462,000 tons of 
fe rtiliz e r valued at approxim ate­
ly $58 million have already  been 
authorized for shipment to  se v e r­
al foreign nations by the end of 
th is  July. It is my further 
understanding that AID antlcl- 
Pates financl-ig around 430,000 
m ore tons of fe rtilize r exports 
between now and D ecem ber. This 
policy makes absolutely no sense 
when the production of our own 
fa rm ers  is im periled because 
they  cannot obtain sufficient fer­
til iz e r  for their so il"

U. S. fertilize r exports in fls- 
ca l year 1972, com m ercial as 
well as tax-supported totalled 
$235.9 m illion. About 21 per 
cent of the exports were AID- 
financed according to  Nelsen.

Day, June 14th to  July 4th-wlll 
dawn on a nation at peace for the 
f ir s t  tim e in alm ost a decade.

Let us reso lve during this 
ce leb ra tion  to  honor A m erica to 
rem em b er with gratitude the sac ­
r if ice  of those who have made it 
possib le  to  enjoy th is day. Let us 
put aside our d ifferences and 
work together to  in su re  that those 
who have served  a re  given appro­
p ria te  recognition based , not upon 
popular judgem ents of the conflict 
In which they se rv ed , but upon

On D ecem ber 18, 1972, the 
p ric e  of gold on the P a ris  free  
m arket clim bed to an all-tim e 
rec o rd  high of $66.44 per ounce.

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COPIED FROM AUGUST24,1933
Last Saturday m arked the 

th irtie th  anniversary  of the J . 
S. W ells’ fam ily residence in 
Tahoka. They arrived  in this 
city  on August 19, 1903.

"When we a rrived  h e re ,"  
W. C. Wells s ta te s , "you could 
g raze  your stock on the public 
sq u a re . We set up a tent on the 
lo ts now occupied bydad’s house, 
and the next m orning he had a man 
d rilling  a well. A few days la te r  
he  took three or four wagons to  
Stanton to  buy lum ber for the 
house, the fourth residence, I 
believe to be e rec ted  in Tahoka.

"C h arley  Doak had built a house 
on the present s ite  of Higginbot- 
ham -B artle tt Co. He was Lynn 
County's firs t sh e riff and now 
liv es  at C edar Lakes, west of 
O’Donnell. W. R. Hampton; now 
of Clyde, had built a home, the 
house Just across the s tre e t north 
from  the Sunshine Inn. The other 
was the three-room  home of 
Ben Taylor, located on the s ite  
of the old Bob Haynes home. A 
few other fam ilies were living in 
te n ts .

"Sweet and King (B. G. Sweet 
and L. E. King) were building 
a s to re  building on the present 
s ite  of J . S. Wells ii Sons, and 
had received sev era l loads of 
stock  for the new business. Dad 
bought the sto re  from  Sweet and 
King that fall. R. D. M orris had 
a little  s to re  about where H arris  
& Applewhite’s building is , and 
W. R. Hampton had one on the 
lot now occupied by the firs t 
National Bank, and between the 
two the post office, about 10 by 
12 feet was la te r built. I be­
lieve M rs. Ed Henderson was the 
f ir s t  postm aster.

"How ever, when we arrived  
th e re  was no postoffice here . 
Mall was brought over to  Tahoka 
from  the postoffice at Lynn in a 
buggy by F. M. Sherrod.

"W ork  had just s ta rted  on Lynn 
county 's firs t court house, now

The St. C lair Hotel building^ 
T here  was a water well on the 
north  side of the square , but it 
only produced a s tream  of water 
about the size of a pencil, and 
people had to  stand in line to 
await th e ir  turn to  get a bucket 
of w ater. T here  was another 
well about where the city water 
plant stands, where we drew 
w ater by hand. It took us half 
a day to  draw enough water to 
fill up our forty  o r fifty head of 
s to ck . 1 thought we would starve  
to  death the f irs t y e a r ."

"T h e  next m orning after we 
a rr iv ed  in Tahoka, I went out

on the p ra ir ie  about where * Buck’ 
W alker’s house now is ,  and killed 
a big antelo|)e. T here  were lots 
of antelope on the P lains th en ."

The Wells s to re  is  the o ldest 
business estab lishm ent in Lyiui 
county and it is doubtful th ere  is  
a business house on the South 
Plains that has been in business 
continuously under the sam e own. 
e rsh ip , and m anagement for 
th ir ty  years . L am esa o r Brown­
field had not been estab lished  at 
the tim e . M r. W ells bought our 
Sweet & King, and o ld tim ers 
cannot reca ll any business in 
Lubbock that has been operating 
contlnously since 1903.

The Well’s fam ily has long 
been prominent in b u sin ess , pol­
i t ic s  and social life of th is  coun­
ty , and has had a big hand In 
building our p resen t little  c ity . 
J .  S. W ells was sh e riff  of Lynn 
county in the e a rly  days, and 
both he and sev era l of his sons 
have a various tim es held posi­
tions of honor as public offic ia ls.
