A ~umBer of the Fall River (Mass.)

pieces of cloth weekly, and the weekly
payment to employes of about $24,000. The
strike of operatives against the late reduc-
tion in wages was one of the causes that led
to the shutting down of the mills.

CLARA BELDEN, the actress, was recently
taken to the hospital in New York with a
violent conditign of insanity and died soon
after. = She was a native of St. Louis.

THe weavers at th® Pocasset mills, Fall
River, Mass., recently struck and the mill
closed. This mill employed seven hundred
hands and had a pay-roll of $3,400 weekly.
Brown mill was also closed by the strike of
the weavers. Thirtegn mills have been
shut. The strikes and closing of mills
have resulted in thie throwing out of em-
ployment over five thousand operatives and
cutting off of a weekly pay-roll of about
$30,000,

Tue funeral of Wendell Phillips, at Bos-
ton, was very generally attended, State of-

ficials and other prominent persons
being present. A post mortem ex-
amination showed  disease of the

heart, both of long standing and of
recent date. The heart was extensively
enlarged and fatty, with the blood vessels
supplying it nearly obstructed by the early
disease,

Joux D. HARRINGTON, the lawyer who
was recently acquitted at Jersey City, N.
J., of the charge of defrauding the Ameri-
can Legion of Honor, was soon after re-
arrested upon a similar charge.

WHILE firemen were recently working on
a fire in the factory of Kassmer & Klueh-
per, at Allentown, Pa., the walls fell out-
ward, killing five and severely wounding
eight firemen,

A LATE fire in the Standard Oil Works
at Long Island City, N. Y., destroyed oil
and other property to the walue of $73,000,

T. C. WELLS, of Lockport, N. Y., recently
killed himself at Dallas, Tex. He was six-
ty-five years of age, and once a prominent
merchant of Lgckport, but failed and went
to Texas to retrieve his fortune. He was
unable to find employment, and in such
straightened circumstances thatthe week
before his death he subsisted onone meal a
day.

THE WEST.

Tue stage of the Ohio River at Cincin-
nati on the 6th was over sixty feet and
still rising two inches an hour. The flood
equaled that of 1882, The gas-works had
been closed and the water invaded hun-
dreds of houses. At Athens, O., the river
was within five feet of the great flood of
1875, and rapidly rising.

FINANCIAL troubles recently caused the
wife of John E. Baughman, a well-to-do
farmer living near Doylestown, O., to be-
come insane and cut her throat with a
butcher knife.

THE region of country about Silverton,
Col., suffered recently from the most de-
structive snow storm of the season. The
snow was several feet deep on a level, with
prospects of being much deeper. Business
was at a stand-still, transportation blocked
and snow slides reported numerous.

RerorTs from the Upper Elkhorn coun-
try in Nebraska were that Kid Wade,
leader of a band of Niobrara outlaws and
horse thieves, had been hanged by Vigi-
lantes. It is stated that the Vigilantes
have headquarters at a place called “The
Pen,” at the mouth of the Long Pine, and
have arrested a large number of men in
various parts of Northern Nebraska and
taken them to ““The Pen,” where they were
tried and disposed of in some manner. It
was said to be positively known they had
lynched eleven men and equally sure that
others had met the same fate.

Two burglars entered the house of
Samuel Norman, at Chillicothe, O., the
other night, when Norman shot one dead
and the other was arrested.

THE rise in the Ohio River on the 7th had
reached the point attained last year and
the river was still rising. The Ohio Valley
was flooded and much damage done. Pitts-
burgh, Wheeling, Cincinnati, Louisville
and other points suffered severely.

THE recent arrest of Dennis Downer at
Detroit, Mich., led to the discovery that
the robbery of the Pacific Express car on
the Wabash Railroad last S8eptember was
a put-up job, in which the Express messen-
ger, Burt Loomis, was concerned. Loomis
and Downer were jailed at Wabash, Ind.

THE principal street of Hot Springs,
Ark., was recontly the scene of a terrible
tragedy between two factions of gamblers,
As Frank, Jack and William Flynn, broth-
ers, were riding in a haek, a rival faction,
seven in number, headed by Alexander
Doran, stepped out of a saloon and opened
fire on the Flynns from doubled bar-

reled shot guns  and Winchester
rifles. Jack Flynn was shot through
the forehead and died in a few

minutes; William Flynn was shot through
the breast; Frank Flynn received a shot
through the hand: Frank Howell, a friend
of the Flynns, who went to their assist-
ance, was shot through the back of the
neck and died an hour afseward; Robert
Hargrave, a bystander, was shot through
the breast, probably fatally, and J. H.

erats.  Inevitably, corruption and great
abuses have crept in and have been covered
up; favoritism, protegeism, nepotism, im-
beeility and senility have obtained secure
lodgment; demoixlization has followed, and
the public beheve t®ata fetid mass exisw, per-
meated with rottenness and gangrene, Now,
can this service be reformed and by what proe-
ess? 1 answer, yes.  And the process is:

Secondly, by a
pitiless and radical overhauling and purging
of the present service, An Augean stable can
not be cleaned with a tooth-brush.

One yesr ago I ventured to make publie
2ome opinions in regard to the taritl, recog-
nizing the divergence of views in the Demo-
eratic party and declaring that such diverg-
ence was the chiet obstacle to the success of
the party.

The soil has been consid-
srably impoverished, the cereal crops are less
bountiful, while the great improvement of
agricultoral implements, with the consolida-
tion of small farms, has greatly reduced the
demand for farm-hands.

Is it not the duty of statesmanship to

of material are used, and the manufactured
roduct is $348,000,000 in value. More than
wenty per cent. of her population find their
employment and livelihood in these industries,
Iron ore and conl and other raw ma-
terial are simply inexhaustible: her people
are educated, industrious and enterprising
and there is no reason why a thousand other
home industries should not spri up and

flourish in our towns and villages asthey have
sprung up and arve flourishing in the towns
sod  villages of New England.

Los AncgrLes, CAL,
Jan. 31, 1884, }

" To the Editor of the Courant:

I wrote you November 12, and
I promised to give you a shert de-
scription ot Los Angeles and the
country surrounding it. It 18 a
lively business place, with a popu-
lation of 22,000 inhabitants, It is
in the valley of the Los Angeles
river. The businesa part of the
town extends north to the toot-
hillg; its beandary is six miles
square, the Court howse beingin
the eenter of city, seuth and we-t
of whieh is all valley land, until
you strike the coast, which is forty
miles distant on the south and
twelve miles distant un the west.

Iu the city limits land is selhog
st 81,000 per acre; adjoining it, on
the south and west, at from $200 te
$500 per acre; and where $1,000
are paid, I figure it this way, the
land is worth $100 per acre, and
the balance 1a paid for climate,

On the north and east are the
foot-hills, with & great many emasll
but very nice valleys, comsidered to
be the most healthy part of Cal-
fornia.

We ean gzo up on top of the
ridge in'a ten-minutes walk, and
see the coast, to the west fifteen
miles distant, and on the east snow
all winter, just about the same dis-
tance; but we have ne wioter.

Yeu can buy enough for 25 cents
to last a week, such as green beans,
peas, tomatoes, cacumbers and rad-
dishes. The new crop of eranges
is coming in. You can buy them
for 15 cents a dozen; and the old
ones cost but 10 cents per dozen.

I have worked out in my shirt
sleeves every day since the 13th
day of Pecember, exeopt two rainy
days in December. We have
grubbed 15 acres, and built a barn
18x30 feet, and a chicken corral 6
feet high, 56x100 feet; set out 300
trees, and have hired but one day’s
work,and that was to help raise the
barn. I have had no cough this
winter.

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A DESPERATE COWBOY.

An Exelting Fight on the Streets of Mongs
rose, Col,, with a Cowboy Desperado -
Two Prominent Citizens Shot.

MONTROSE, CoL., Feb. T,

There is great excitement in town to-night
over the shooting of City Marshal C. B.
Murphy and Judge Edwards, a Justice of
the Peace and Police Judge, by a cowboy
named Watson, who was bound over in
July to the District Court for spitting in
the Judge’s face. He was fined §20 and
costs, which amounted toabout $115. About
dark the Marshal was attacked and shot in
the ankle or just above. The man being on
his horse, he fired at him, but missed. Sev-
eral shots were fired by citizens. Return-
ing in about half an hour, the desperado
drew his pistol on Frank Mason, wb'an
Judge Edwards came up and drew his pis-
tol on Watson, commanding him tothrow up
his hanas. Watson spurred his horse, went
a few feet, reined up, took deliberate aim
at the Judge and fired four shots, one ball
entering about three inches below the left
nipple. The town is in arms after the man
Watson, who has had more than a hundred
shots fired at him., At a corner his horse
fell, and persons, thinking he was hurt, ran
to pick him up, but before they could get to
him he was up and on his horse again. The
Marshal, Bob Mu h{. started in pursuit,
but did not ove e him. !

Not only did he threaten to kill the three
men already named, but heswore he would
burn the town, and it is feared by some
persons that he may return here yet to-
night and undertake it. It is now nearly
twelve o’clock and Sheriff Johnson has just
called to see your correspondent to give an
account of the first attempt to catch Wat-
son to-night. The Sheriff was returnin
from Colorow, a town between here an
Delta, and when about four miles north-
west from here he met his deputy, Mr.
Loftus, with the other officers. They had
followed Watson across the Uncompaghre
River, but he eluded them. Five armed
and mounted men were sent to Baldwin’s
Cowcamp to look out for Watson, and it is
expected that if he goes there he will be
captured, as there is but one man there.
The camp is twenty-five miles to the north-
east of here, where he could get a fresh
horse and a supply of cartridges, for which

urpose it is expected he will go there, as

e has doubtless made up his mind by this
time to fizcht a long hard, and desperate
fight. Watson is probably thirty-eight

ears old, a stout built man with heavy
{lnck whiskers, a determined looking face,
such a man as others would fear.

SNOW-BOUNR,

A Rallway Train Caught in_the Mountains
of Southern Colorado—Terrible Experi
ence of the Passengers—The San Juan
Country Snowed Under.

DENVER, COL., Fcb. T,

A special from Durango to-night says
that the snow-storm there has abated, but
the country is literally snowed under.
Bnow-slides between Durango and Silver-
ton have completely prostrated the tele-
graph and telephone wires, and Silverton
and all the upper portion of the San Juan
country is shut off from the outside world.
The Rio Grande train due in Durango on
Sunday arrived there this evening after
having been tied up for several days. The
train-men made renewed efforts to push
the train through, and by using several en-
gines and snow-plows succeeded in getting
in this evening. The passengers say they
fared better than could be expected under
the circumstances.

The train which left Durango on Sunday
evening, bound for Denver, after success-
fully crossing the divide, stuck in a bank a
few miles from Osier, a small station on
the downward slope of the main divide.
All efforts to free themselves proved futile,
and preparations were made by the pas-
sengers to pass the night on the mountains
as best they could. Next day the train-
men, assisted by the passengers, put forth
their best efforts to cut a way through the
banks of snow, but they were unsuccess-
ful. Provisions on the train were then be-
coming low, Up to that time the contents
of the express car had supplied food for
the passengers. Then the fuel gave out,
and some uneasiness beganto be telt.

Two of the trainmen volunteered to at-
tempt to reach Osier and get assistance.
They started out to weather the storm, with
the chances greatly a%ainst them reaching
their destination. They relate their ex.
perience as being full of the greatest hard-
ships and most perilous adventures. They
could not follow any trail and struck out

¢ overland towards Osier. At times the two
men were covered over head with snow,
and had it not been for the assistance one
was capable of rendering the other, both
would have perished. As it was, after
hours of the greatest fatigue, they reached
the snow-bound settlement of Osier,and in-
formed the citizens of the perilous position
of the passengers of the delayed train. A
relief party was at once organized and men
sta out on snowshoes for the train,
loaded with provisions. These men were
followed by others, and as the first relief
rty has returned to Osier after havin
anded their load of food to the distresse
passengers there need be no longer any ap-
prehensions of their safety, as plenty of
provisions can thus be carried in on snow
shoes.

Osier is near the famous Toltec Gorge, a
romantic place, where Eastern tourists are
wont to linger in summer and drink in the

andeur of the finest scenery in the Rocky

ountaine, All the available engines in
Denver and along the line of the Rio Grande
have been sent out to assist in the relief of
the snow-bound passengers.

A Block of Hounses Sink Into a Collery.

: WILKESBARRE, PA., Feb, 7.

The Borough of Hazleton, in the lower

end of this county, a town of 8,000 inhabi-
tants, was this afternoon thrown into a
fearful state of excitement by the caving
in of an entire square in the central part
of the borough. The drop was about three
feet, caused by the giving way of the tim-
bers in SBugar Loaf Colliery underneath,
Three or four houses, including a hotel,
were entirely wrecked, while numbers
of others were more or less injured. The
residence of Master Mechanic Clark, of the
Lehigh Valley Railroad shop, was utterly
demolished. Fortunately no lives were
sacrified or anybody injured. It is report-
ed here to-night that grave apprehension
exists in Hazleton concerning a further set-
tling of the surface, and much anxiety ex-
ists. This is the first town known to have
suffered from a cave-in directly in its busi-
ness center, and it naturally gives rise to
much curiosity among residents of other

WRATH OF THE WATERS,

Fhe Ohio River and Its Tributaries Overs
flow Ther Bank', Inundating the Ad-
Jacent Country — Great Devastution atl

Wheeling — Cincinnati, Pittsburgh and

Other Citles in a Bud Plight,

WuekLixg, W. Vi, Feb. 7.—To attempf
to adequately portray the condition of af.
fairs in this city is beyond the ability of fhe
most gifted of its citizens. One-half of the
city is submerged, from five to seven ‘thou-
sand people are rendered homeless, and the
loss in money will reach from $750,000 to
$1,000,009. At nine o’clock last night
the river had risen to forty-six feet
nbove low-water mark. From five to seven
feet more water I8 looked for. This will
raise the stage to fifty-two feet, and will
drive additional thousands from their homes
und cause a further loss of millions. Several
lives have already been lost here and at surs
rounding towns,

Wheeling Island, comprising about eight
Jundred acres, and containing a population
of 4.500, is entirely under water, and the
loss there alone 158 $400,000. Hundreds of
warehouses in the business part of the town
are portially under water, and streets in the
higher portion are piled high with barrels
of sugar, salt, oil and nails, bales of prints
and dry goods, and other merch andise,

From Bellaire, Bridgeport, West Wheel-
ing and Martin’s Ferry, O., and Fulton,
Wellsburg, Bendwood and Moundsville, Va.,
heartrending accounts of suffering come,
Some of these towns are entirely submerged,
West Wheeling, for example, not having a
solitary house out of water. Within a
radius of fifteen miles 20,000 people are
homeless, and a loss of $5,000,000 has
been sustained.  Deaths by drowning are
reported from several points. 3

010 CITIES UNDER WATER.

CiNciNNATI, Feb, 7.—The Ohio River
continues to rise, and thereis grave apgre-
Lension that the flood of one year ago 1s to
be repeated. At midnight the water cov-
ered the sixty-one foot mark, and was ris-
ing at the rate of two inches an hour. Dur
ing the greater part of the day it rose at the
rate of four inches an hour. It is raining
above here, and the Ohio and all its tributa-
ries between here and Pittsburgh are rising
rapidly. Here it rained the greater part of
Monday, all of Tuesday and T'uesday night,
and all day Wednesday. The gas is begin-
ning to fail, and by to-night it will be en-
tirely cut off. The pumps at the water-
works will probably be stopped within
twenty-four hours. The Board of Public
Works warn the people to use as little
water as possible, and the running of ele-
vators by water is forbidden. Only two o1
three railroad companies are able to receive
freight. Navigation on the river has been
entirely suspended and street-car travel has
been stopped.

CLEVELAND, Feb,, 7.—Thus far the
floods in Cleveland have oeccasioned but
little damage. The river has fallen some
what., A large portion of the flats are in-
undated, and factories and mills are par
tially under water.  Along Merwin stree
the water has entered the cellars, and is
doing some damage. The Connottor
Valley and the Valley railwayt
are still eut  off from communiction
with southern points, and are
partly covered with water for fifteen miles,
It is claimed that 26,000 feet ot timber wer¢
swept out into the lake. It is not expectec
that more damage will be oceasioned here
At Youngstown the river is within a few
inches of high-water mark and steadily
rising. About thirty families have beer
taken out of their dwellings in boat:
and wagons. Bottom lands are flood
ed and great damage must ensue if the
weather continues warm in  Northwestert
Ohio, Arlington is under water, and thow
sands of feet of lumber have been lost. Re
pofts from Warren and eother pojnts it
Trumbull County say the flood there is the
highest ever known.

At 10:30 o'clock last
night the canal gauge registered thirty-six
and one-half feet of water, which is within
eight feet of the highest mark of last year,
A number of distilleries, foundries, ete.,
near the river shut down last night, and
three hundred and fifty families were driv-
en from the point to no one knows
where. Trains on all the roads are delayed
by washouts.

Buried in the Rnins.

ALLENTOWN, Pa., Feb. 7.—The exten:
sive furniture factory of Crossman & Kluen-
ter was destroyed by fire last night, and five
people were Killed and seven injured. It
was probably ten minutes after the
alarm Dbefore the firemen  mounted
the building. The structure had been
vrected as fire-proof, hence there was
no hesitation in going in. The roof was
of brick, and arched with iron girders, but
hardly had the firemen put their ladders up
when the power of the steamn inside burst
the building with a loud explosion, and a
sheet of flame some fifty or sixty feet in
width swept out with a horrible hiss. lad-
ders and men went down beneath the falling
walls, and the men were buried in the
ruins.

The flames that illuminated the scene
died away almost as quick as they had ap-
peared to those who were watching the
progress of the fire, leaving all io darkness,
with the wounded lying almost within reach
of their friends. One of the first taken out
was Harry K. Kurtz, Superintendent of the
as-works, and son of W. Kurtz, a
roker of DPhiladelphia.

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A MODERN RESURRECTION,
