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Private Schools

In England the Labor Party, led by Harold Wilson, is proposing to do
away with what are called, in England, the public schools. These are, in
reality, private schools and include such famous schools as Eton, Harrow,
etc.

At present in England these schools accommodate about seven per cent
of the students, so to abolish them would place an immediate burden on
the English school system. Laborites oppose the “public” schools because
they turn out a disproportionate number of government and industry
leaders, thereby see them as snob schools or schools giving graduates
special advantages.

Those defending the schools see them as simply more efficient, doing a
better job; there is, of course, much tradition surrounding these famous
schools and many prominent families have patronized them for centuries.

Surprisingly enough, they are not overly expensive, but it's difficult to
obtain entry and impossible if such entrance isn't planned many years in
advance

In America private schools aren't threatened; they have, ironically

expanded greatly in the South, usually where massive integration was
ordered. Church schools, however, Catholic schools particularly, have
declined in number. Financing has been the Catholic problem, plus the
fact that the public schools in America often offer better educational
opportunity, more diversified facilities.

A traditional democratic strength and influence in the United States
has been the public school, where all come to learn with equal opportunity
and treatment. Aside from the metropolitan areas, where private schools
have always existed, the public school in America in most rural areas and
small towns has been a vital and formative part of our democratic society,
and should be.

While one would hope that the public schools in this country would
always graduate the vast majority of our students, in an admirable
democratic tradition, and with their unifying influence, private schools
have a right to exist. They do not, under the Constitution, have a right to
public funds for support, which some have sought for them as church
schools have faced hard financial times in recent years.

The Money

One of the benefits certain to derive from Watergate is better
supervision of, and reporting on, money collected in political campaigns.
The Watergate affair has shown that the accounting of those who handled

_the money for the Committee To Re-elect the President left much to be

desired.

.. John Dean, for example, reportedly admits he took some thousands of

the money to finance his honeymoon. More recently he has repaid this
somewhit unorthodox loan.

Others have unquestionably contributed, to both parties, and failed to
accurately report their contributions. In the 1968 campaign, there were
certainly strange maneuverings among Democrats. No one knew for a
time who would pay for many of the late Robert Kennedy's campaign
activities. Finally, the National Committee accepted that obligation. The
Democrats tried to renege on a huge telephone bill. There wre othex.
sloppy examples of financing and accounting.

Certainly 1973 was the year of the Republicans, if 1968 was the year of
the Democrats. What voters are entitled to in the future is careful, and
carefully supervised, campaign accounting by both parties, and Congress
- should enact the necessary legislation to make that a certainty.

CHICAGO -~ Falls are
among the most common acci-
dents in agriculture, yet they
are perhaps the most difficult
cause of injuries to guard
against, according to the Farm

Department of the National
o

the-job.

In a detailed study of 86
homestead falls, the Safety
Council found that 76 percent
of the falls resulted in serious
injury, and that 50 percent of
the victims were admitted to
the hospital while 33 percent
required hospital emergency
room treatment. The investi-
gation further revealed that the
yard and the kitchen were the
scenes of nearly 40 percent of
all accidents, and in more than
half of all the cases reviewed
the victim was simply walking
—not climbing up ladders or
running down stairs,

cording to the Safety Council.

Before you shrug off the idea
of stubble mulching as
“another investment in new
machinery,” you should check
to see how much of the
machinery you now own can be
adapted for this purpose. You
may find the cost surprisingly
low.

Certain tools tend to leave
more plant resudue on the soil
surface than others. For
example, a one-way disc plow
reduces surface residue by
50% each trip over the field,
while an implement with
24-inch sweeps destroys only
10%

The amount of residue you

need to leave will depend on
the soil type. For example
sandy Lype Solis require more
residues to be left on the soil
surface than clay loam soils
found in Lynn County. Sandy

soils should have about 1,250
pounds per acre of small grain
residue left for protection,
while clay loam soils need only
about 750 pounds per acre.
If you are interested in
determining just how much
residue you are leaving, make
out an area measuring three
feet each direction on three
different but typical locations
in the field. Remove all the
stubble from each square yard

area and weigh it in ounces.
Multiply this figure by 100 and
you have an approximate
residue measurement.
