G ins a re  snowed under with 
possib ly  the biggest backlog of 
unglnned cotton on the gin yards 
e v e r  seen  h e re . Most farm ers 
have all th e ir  t r a i le r s  filled , and 
m any a re  ricking cotton In the 
f ie ld s . Almost all the m llo h as  
a lread y  been harvested , and some 
fa rm e rs  a re  through harvesting  
co tton .

One sou rce  estim ated  to  The 
News that 40 percent of the cot­
ton has been pulled, and 30- 
p lus percent ginned.

F a rm e rs  hope for som e more 
fa ir  w eather, followed by ra in  and 
snow . The ground Is very  dry 
due to  no rain fall of any con­
sequence , and much m oisture 
will be needed la te r th is winter 
and next sp ring .

With cooler weather and longer 
h a ir  coats on cattle , Lynn County 
c a ttle  producers can expect In­
c reasin g  problem s with lice , p a r­
tic u la r ly  on anim als that have not
been treated  for other p a ra s ite s  
during the sum m er.

Only low numbers of cattle  lice 
su rv iv e  the sum m er. However, 
during the winter and fall, lice 
m ultiply rapidly and often cause 
in tense irr ita tio n  and unthrifti­
n e s s .

Some types of cattle lice  suck 
blood while o thers feed on skin

sc a le s  and h a ir . C attle should 
be trea ted  now while the weather 
is  s till  m ild and before signifi­
cant damage occurs to  Infested

ca ttle .
C attle  lice can be effectively 

controlled  with a number of ap­
proved insecticides applied as 
sp ra y s , dips or pour-on tre a t­
m ents, inform ation on these ma­
te r ia ls  is available from  the 
County Extension Office.

The agent further cautions that 
any selected  m ateria l for live­
stock  use be applied in s tr ic t  
accordance with the product label 
to  avoid personal or anim al in­
ju ry  or the creation of illegal 
re s id u e s  in meat or m ilk.

The South Plains cotton h a r­
vest passed the 500,000 bale m ark 
during the past week and is n ear­
ing peak activity , according to 
Paul R, Dickson, in charge of the 
U.S.D.A. Cotton C lassing  Office 
in Lubbock.

Sample receip ts at the four 
South Plains c lassing  offices have 
reached  a seasonal high of ap­
proxim ately  40,000 dally.

The U.S.D.A. Cotton C lassing  
Offices at Lubbock, Brownfield, 
L am esa and Levelland classed  
sam ples from 214,000 bales dur­
ing the week ending F riday , Nov.
23. This brought the total 
c la ssed  this season  to  572,000.

E stim ates indicate that ap­
proxim ately  one-third of th is se a ­
so n ’s crop is now out of the fields.

At this date last year only 
126,000 sam ples of the 1972 crop

G rades 31 and 41 continued to 
be the predom inant grades at Lub­
bock, making up 78 percent of all 
c la s se d . G rade 31 made up 30 
p e rc e n t. G rade 41, 48 percent 
and G rade 32, 10 percen t.

S taples were predom inantly 30 
to  32. Fifty-six percent had 
s ta p le  lengths of 30 and shorter 
and the rem aining 44 percent s ta ­
pled 31 and longer. Average 
s ta p le  length was 30.6-32nds of 
an inch.

M lcronaire  readings continued 
excellen t. Eighty-six percent of 
a ll  cotton tested  at Lubbock had 
m lc ro n a ire  readings in the p re­
mium range of 3.5 to  4.9, 8 
pe rcen t was in the high m lcron­
a ir e  range of 5.0 to 5.2 and 2
percen t was in the very  high 
range  of 5.3 and above.

The A gricu ltural Marketing 
S erv ice  of the U.S.D.A. reported 
in c re ase d  trading on the Lubbock 
m ark e t. P rice s  were steady from 
the previous week and averaged 
34 cen ts  per pound over the loan. 
Most lots w ere selling  in the 
p r ic e  range of 50 to  60 cents per 
pound.

Average p rices  paid for the 
m ost predom inant qualities in the 
3.5 to  4.9 prem ium  m lcronaire 
range  w ere; G rade 31, Staple 
30- 49.65 cents per pound. Grade 
31, Staple 31-53.40, Grade 31,
