The “‘big push’ 1is exactly
what we have in mind on the
High Plains, Johnson said, ‘“‘and
while the move is already under-
way we expect it to gain addi.

airing of the area's textile po-
tential at our annual meeting on
March 19.”" The meeting istobe
held at Van's Catering Service
just east of Lubbock on the Sla-
ton Highway. The program {is
built around the creation of new
markets for High Plains cotton,
primarily in open-end spinning
mills both on the High Plains
and elsewhere.

The Reporter-Bulletin article
points out “¢ . « an influx of
textile mills, to locate cheek by
jowl with the sprawling cotton
fields, would provide encou-
ragement and solidity to the
cotton growing community as well
as some very real advantages
to the mills themselves.” It
goes on to say that Texas
growers, particularly in the High
Plains area around Lubbock, have
been most anxious to develop
additional end uses for the par-
ticular type cotton that flourishes
in the High Plains.

micronaire cottons produce a
stronger more uniform yarn when
processed by open-end spinning
than when processed by conven-
tional ring spinning, and the yarn
from High Plains cotton is said
to be especially suitable indenim
production.

In agreement with what PCG
has been saying all along, the tex-
tile magazine article stated
“‘Confirmation of these findings
could open the door to huge new
markets for High Plains cotton
in coming years.”

Market demand for denim fab-
ric for use in jeans is expected
to continue strong both in the
U.S. and abroad for some time
to come. Textile analysts have
projected there will be a 42
percent growth in the sales of
jeans and jeans-cut trousers be-
tween 1971 and 1977.

One textile mill using open-end
machinery, Southwest Textiles,
is already in operation at Aber-
nathy, and two other such mills
are in advanced planning stages.

The Reporter-Bulletin article
singled out labor availability,
proximity of suitable raw materi-
als, availability of less expensive
natural gas, the Texas Right to
Work Law, and nominally priced
real estate and tax concessions
from local governmental autho-
rities as a few of the assets which
will attract additional textile in.
dustry to the High Plains.

“PCG hopes to exploit all of
these advantages plus the advan-
cages of our kind of cotton in
open-end spinning mills,’”’ John-

seeking ways and means of sa-
ving as much of it as possible.
This we faust do. One thing we
must not do during a crisis is
scarifice the health of our fa-
milies. The automatic dish-
washer has long been recognized
as a contributor to good health.
There are ways of conserving
some of the energy it uses with-
out losing the sanitizing of dishes,
which prevents the spread of
colds and flu through a family.
The following suggestions are
ways that a dishwasher can be
used and yet conserve energy.

Accumulate your dishes until
you have a full load. If you have
too many dishes for good washing
results, remove any pans or large
bowls and wash them by hand.

If your dishwasher has ashort
cycle, use this instead of the re-
gular full length cycle. Check
your dishwasher Use and Care
booklet and review the loading
procedures recommended by the
manufacturer to get the best
possible results.

Another energy saver iselimi-
nating the drying portion on the
dishwasher. Be sure the water
temperature is at the specified
140 to 160 degrees. When the
dishwasher reaches the end of the
rinses, open the door and the
dishes will dry from the resi.
dual heat built up inside. With
this method it is important touse
one of the commercial wetting
agents that help prevent spotting
and streaking. The drying por-
tion is the longest time in auto-
matic dishwashing and with the
heating element on consumes
more power than the other por-
tion of dishwashing.

When there is flu or colds in
the household, it is wise not to
eliminate the drying portion of
your automatic dishwashing. Use
the regular cycle with the full
drying time until the possibility
of transferring germs to the rest
of the family has passed.

A water tempergature of 140 to
160 degrees Farenheit is recom-
mended generally, and under nor-
mal circumstances should be the
rule in every household. How-
ever, when soft or softened water
is used in the dishwasher, the

temperature can be dropped a
little.
