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New Town Grew
Fast First Year

(by Frank Hill)

Following the organization
of Lynn County and estab
lishment of Tahok on April
15, 1903 the new town grew
rapidly, and by fall it was a
thriving little village.

Following is from the first
issue of the Lynn County
News, dated 9,
1903, published by Otis and
Inez Lilly, who had come up
from May, Texas, with a
small printing plant.

THE TOWN OF TAHOKA

Tahoka is the county site
Lynn County, and is central-
ly located in the county. The
town consists of two general
merchandise stores, W.R,
Hampton & Son and Tahoka
Mercantile Company; one
drug store owned and run by
M.E, Gilmore & Son; one
saddle and harness shop own-
ed by James Chambers; one
meat market, W.B, Davis;
proprieter; one restaurant
w0d confectionery, Messrs.
Agnew and Soap; three law-
yers, Jasper N, Haney, T.E,
Harper and T.M, Bartley.

There are two hotels, and
one being constructed. W.E,
Porterfield is proprieter of
the Caosmotolitan, W.B, Da-
vis manager of the Davis
House and F, M, Sherrod
will occupy the two story
building which is being con-
structed on the east side of
the square.

We understand that a stock
of groceries is to be placed
soon on the west side of the
square.

There are two grain and
feed houses to furnish the
town, R, D, Morris on the
north side of the square
and R, R. Sanders and R.A,
Henderson’s feed and livery
business on North Main.
There are two blacksmith
shops, J,W, Stephenson and
Pres Phenix; one barber
shop owned and run by W.E,
Henderson.

Our Post Office is in
charge of Mrs. Henderson,

Tahoka has one newspa-
per and job office that will

Exemptions are provided
for low profile tractors used
In orchards, vineyards, hop
yards, where vertical clear-
stantially interfere with nor-
mal operations. Tractors
used with mounted equipment
which is incompatible with
roll over protection standard
requiremtns such as corn
pickers, cotton strippers,
vegetable pickers and fruit
harvesters are exempt.

In summary, it appears

Egypt Is central to our
efforts to achieve a just and
lasting peace in the Middle
East, Our ultimate success
will depend in part on Egyp-
tian confidence in our inten.

Continuation of a pro-
gram for concessional sales
of agricultural commodities
to Egypt will constitute a
tangible demonstration of
our intended role.

In response to current
Egyptian needs, it is pro-
posed to export to that coun-
try 300 metric tons of wheat
wheat flour, (wheat grain e-
quivalent) financed under Ti-
tle I of the Agricultural
Trade Development and As-
sistance Act of 1954, as a-
mended (P,L, 480). Added to
previous allocations, the to-
tal amount of wheat, wheat
flour, (wheat grain equiva-
lent) provided Egypt under
Title I In FY . 75 will be
600 thousand metric tons,
This amount is based on
Egypt’s need for not more
than one fiscal year.

In order to enter into an
agreement with the Govern-
ment of Egypt for such a
sale under Title I, it is ne-
cessary that the President
fins and determine that such
sales ould be in the national
interest of the United States

Section 103 (d4) (3) of P.L,
480 prohibits the sale of
agricultural commodities un
der Title I of the Act to any
nation which sells or fun
nation which sells or furn.
ishes or permits ships or
alrcraft under its registryto

Hng, or selling and trans.
porting to Cuba medical sup-
plies, non strategic agricul.

Sales agreements may be

amde if the President finds
they are in the national in-
terest of the United States.
Section 103 (d) (4) also pro-
hibits sales of commodities
under Title [ to Egypt un-
less the President deter-
mines such sales are in the
national inteerest of the Uni-
ted States.

The considerations noted
above, however, make the
proposed sale important to
the national interest of the
United States noteithstand-

ing the prohibitions con-
tained in Sections 103 (d)
(3) and (4) of P.L. 480,

Section 410 of PL 480
prohibits sales under Title
I of P.L, 480 to a country
in vollation of Section 620
(e) of the Foreign Assis-
tance Act of 1961 as amended
which concerns expropria-
tion nationalization of pro-
perty of Americans without
taking appropriate steps to
discharge its obligations un-
der international law, Egypt

agreed to the establishment
of a Joint Committee to dis-
cuss compensation of Amer-
ican nationals and, on July
15, Secretary Kissinger de-
termined that such an agree-
ment constituted appropriate
steps uncer Section 620 (e).
The Department is currently
verifying and developing va-
lid United States claims for
negociation in the Joint Com-
mittee. Therefore, no wal-
ver of that provision is re-
quired to permit this addi-
tional sale of wheat, wheat
flour to Egypt under Title
I of P,L, 480, (Federal Re-
gister April 28, 1973).

MEMBERSHIP CONTRACTS

The NFO RE PORTER, Ap-
ril 1975, the official publi-
cation of the National Farm.
ers Organization, released
a story from Lancaster, Min-
nesota, indicating that the
National Farmers Organi-
zation had been rewarded a
judgement of $400 in back
dues against Jerome Cullin,
by Judge William Reincke.
The Article quoted Judge
Reincke as follows:

““The evidence discloses
that the defendant has taken
no action pursuant to the
termination provisions of the
contract to terminate the
same and therefore in my
opinion the contract re.
mains in full force and ef-
fect up until the time of the
trial. Since during the per-
iod the plantitf has per-
formed the contract and furn-
ished the considerations 3a-
greed upon, the denfendant
is obligated under the con-
tinuing nature of the con-
tract to pay the dues ac-
cruing during that period.’’

The judgement was for
six years’ dues accruing
within the statutory limita-
tions on liability in Minne-
sota.

headed by Zavala County
Judge Jose Angel Gutierrez,
arrived in Havanna, Cuba on
Monday for a 10 day visit
to the Communist con-
trolled island at the invita.
tion of the Cuban govern.
ment.

Accompanying the delega-
tion were four members of
the news media. They includ-
ed Ed Rable of CBS news
and his two - member cam-
era crew, and Guille Gon-
zales of the Corpus Christi
Caller - Times.

T'he group left last Friday
for Mexico City, paying their
own expenses to the Mexi-
can capital. After that they
became official guests of the
Cuban government, accord-
ing to Gutierrez.

The invitation to visit Cu-
ba was extended toGutierrez
in January by officials atthe
Cuban Embassy in Mexico
City. The trip was first an.
nounced for late January or
early February, but was de-
layed at the request of Cuba.

Later, the group made
plans to leave on March 3,
but again the trip was post-
poned by the Cuban govern.
ment,

Gutierrez said in an in.
terview beofre leaving for
Mexico City last Friday that
the RUP members would
have an audience with Pre.-
meir Fidel Castro.

“It has been noted that
Cuba has made great strides
in wiping out illiteracy, poor
housing, discrimination and
other problem areas that
South Texas Chicanoa aiso
face, '’ Gutierrez said.

‘“ In seeing the Cuban
model, we will see how we
can apply the improvements
that have made, dispite the
iifference that exist between

communism and capital-
ism,”” he added.
In talking about the trip

Gutierrez told the Sentinel
that the group didn’t need
any approval of the State
Department to travel to Cu-
ba.
