Income Verification Mandatory
In Food Stamp Program

All income received by
food stamp recipients must
be verified if it is expect-
ed to be received during the
certification period or |is
meant for use during the
certification period. This in-
cludes total salary and
wages, gifts or awards for
maintenance and bonuses
pald as income (such as the
crop bonus commonly given
by farmers).

Charges are occasionally
made that employers do not
report total wages pald to
employees, particularly the
crop bonus. However, local
welfare officials are some-
what skeptical of these re.
ports. Both the employee
and employer commit cri-
minal offenses when income
is intentionally reported in-
correctly to obtain benefits
or increase benefits from
the food stamp program. Lo-
cal officials feel it is not

likely ar would
conspire
to defraud the government,
Employers simply have no-
thing to gain when their cri.
minal offense when he in-
tentionally signs a false in.
come verification statement,
The provisions are contain-
ed in The Penal Code of Tex-
as, Section 32.32, subsec-
tion b.

It is recognized that some
abuse is possible in any pro-
gram. Consequently, an in-
vestigation unit has beencre-
ated by the State Depart-
ment of Public Welfare. This
unit is composed primarily
of former police officers who
are familiar with investiga-
tive responsibilities and the
proper legal procedures. If
you have knowledge of any
attempts to defraud the go-
vernment, you should report
it immediately to the wel.
fare office at Drawer H, Ta-
hoka or telephone 998-.4405,

These standards set
maximum permissible le-
vels of a variety of comta-
minants as classified by EPA
to be used in monitoring pub-
lic water supply systems,
These standards are due to
become effective in Decem-
ber 1976 and will apply to
most of the nation’'s 240,000
public water wupplies.

In the past, there have been
six orders, South Texas,
North Texas, San Antonio,
Central West Texas, Austin,
Waco and Corpus Christi.
If the voters approve the new
order in the current referen-
dum, these six marketing ar-
ea orders will be combined.
If they are defeated, there
will be nomilk marketing or-
der program in Texas, al-
though one may be establish-
ed at a later date.

Ballots were mailed to
producers on May 9, 1975
and the return must be post.
marked not later than May
19, 1975, The various mar-
keting co-ops received abal-
lot for each of their mem-
bers. These co-0ps may
choose to allow the indivi.
dual member to vote, or they
may bloc vote the entire
membership.

Producers are also being
asked to vote on a promo-
tion program. If the pro.
motion program fails, it will
not affect the order in any
way, but if it is approved,
it will be a part of the pro-
gram in the future.

FEBRUATY FERTILIZER
CONSUMPTION

February 1975 fertilizer
consumption was 14 percent
less than a year earlier,
but 16 percent more than
February 1973 , based on
reports submitted by State
Fertilizer Control Officlals
in 15 States for which com-
parable monthly data are
available. Total mixtures
were down 21 percent; how-
ever, materials for direct
application increased 4 per.
cent., The totals showed ton-
nages were down 8 percent
for dry bagged fertilizer, 20
percent for dry bulk, and 16
percent for liquid fer.

WORLD MILK PRODUC
TION

Preliminary data indicate
that declines in milk pro-
duction during 1974 in Aus-
tralia, New Zealand, and the
United Kingdom were almost
offset by increases in most
West European countries. As
a result, world milk produc-
tion (excluding the Commu-
nist countries) increased
slightly over that of 1973,

Among the Communist
countries, the USSR and Po-
land led in milk production
increases during 1974, with
output increasing by 4 per-
cent. This gain far exceed-
ed the increase in the non-
Communist countries.

Altogether, the estimates
from which this report is de-
rived cover countries which

account for about three.
fourths of the world's cow
mils.

The year past was not a

good one for dairymen. In
addition to highter prices
for important cost items
such as fuel and transpor-
tation, fertilizer, feedstuffs,
and labor, they were sub-
ject to lower returns for
calves and for cull cows to
an extent that generally was
not fully offset by higher
milk prices achieved during
the vear. In addition tothese
economic factors, weaher
factors served to hold down
output in Oceaniaand in U, K.
and Ireland. Also, a reor-
ganization of the Australian
milk price support system

may have contributed to the
1974 production decline in
that country.

At the end of 1974 and in
January 1975, production re-
covery seemed underway in
New Zealand, but Western
European production seemed
to be sustained only in the
Netherlands, Spain, and Por-
tugal. For the European
countries, it may be appro-
priate to discount early con-

ditions as an indicator of
full.year 1975 production be-
cause current high feed
prices may be restricting
winter milk output, while

summertime pasture pre.
sumably will not be limited
correspondingly by econo-
mic conditions.

Dairy cow numbers in
some countries deciined in
1974 by greater percentages
than the pasttrend. However,
in countries where dual-pur.
pose cattle are the norm,
cow numbers may be sus.
tained by prices for
slaughter cattle. While past
trends toward higher output
per cow may be alowed by
this development, the gen.
eral outlook is for increas-
ed milk output during 1975
in the major reporting coun.

21 percent below those of
a year earlier, but cumula-
tive August - February ex-
ports remained 12 percent a-
bove the level of the same
period last season because
of higher shipments in the 3
previous months. February
shipments to European Com-
munity destinations of 34,000
bales brought the cumulative
total during August- Feb-
ruary to 218,000 bales,down
9 percent from the same
months of last season. To-
tal 1974.75 shipments to Eu-
ropean destinations are fore-
cast to rise by about 7 per-
cent to around 800,000 bzles,
reflecting larger exports to
previously marginal U. S.
customers such as Portugal
and Finland, rather than an
overall rise in exports. In
fact, total cotton imports by
most West European coun-
tries are expected to drop
as much as 10 percent this
season, reflecting the deep-
ening textile recession in
that region.

February shipments of
265,000 bales to Asia and
Oceania lagged 42 percent
below year - earlier levels,
and held the cumulative Au-
gust-February total to near-
ly 1 million bales, 43 per.
cent below shipments for the
same period last season. De-

pending on settlement terms
of contract problems, 1974.
75 shipments to Asla may ap-
proximate half of last sea-
son's total.

Slightly higher February
shipments to Ghana and Ni-
geria increased cumulative
August-February ahipments
to Africa andthe Middle East
by 14 percent above those of
the same period last season.
