A.D Rippe- 
toe of Midland, division 
safely representative of 
Shell Oil Company, declared 
that for 20 years oil industry 
spokesmen have been warn­
ing of the impending oil 
shortage. Instead of doing 
anything about a shortage of 
fuel, Cimgress has consist­
ently taken action to 
discourage or impede pro­
duction, and tixlay is still 
dragging its feet.

Back in 1454. the 
government the price on 
well-head gas. and for 20 
years, because of the freeze, 
there has been little 
incentive to pnxlucc. Just 
one company. Shell, has 
been rejected by five 
Northeastern states on 
applkalions to build five 
refineries in that section.

Then, c-oal pnxfuc*ion was 
reslrkted at the behest of 
environmentalists, then the

depletion allowance was cut 
in 1464. politicians have long 
delayed construction of the

Alaskan pipeline, and hunt­
ing new oil fields has been 
discouraged.

Mr. Rippetoc cited many 
other instances in which oil 
development has been 
discouraged, including the 
development of nuclear 
cnergy
Dw ain Lusk was in charge of 
the program, and intnxluced 
the speaitcr.

A county-wide meeting to 

discuss pros and cons of the 
propvised new- Texas Consti­
tution has been set for 
.Monday, Oct. 20, at 7:30 
p.m. in the Lyntegar 
meeting nxtm in Tahoka.

All eligible voters of Lynn 
County are urged to attend 
this meeting to become 
better acquainted with the 
proposed new Constitution 
which will be voted on in the 
November 4 election, ac­
cording to Dan Curry and 
J.A. Pebsworth. who arc 
helping arrange the meet­
ing.

There will be a panel of 
five or six local citizens to 
lead the discussion, and

Representative F.L. Short 
will explain the proposed 
new Constitution provisions 
drawn up by the Legislature

Both gixxl features and 
bad features will be aired, 
and citizens will be urged to 
ask questions and present 
their view points.

Citizens o f O Donnell. 
Wilson. New Home. Grass­
land and Draw, and all other 
communities are urged to 
attend since this is the onlv 
meeting to date planned in 
the county to date on the 
new Constitution.

The News this week is 
publishing a resume of the 
provisions on the new 
Constitution.

A New Constitution For 
Texas? Will You Vote For 
Or Against? The Following

Analysis W ill Help You 
Decide

When Texas voters go to 
the polls Tuesday, Novem­
ber 4. 1475. they will have 
the opportunity- to vote on a 
complete revision of the 
state's Constitution for the 
first time in 100 years.

There will be eight 
separate propositions on the 
ballot. Fach proposal will be 
voted on separately, and 
each will be either approved 
or defeated by a majority of 
the voters without affecting 
the approval or rejection of 
the others.

You will find that there are 
a multitude of aigumcnts 
both for and against most of 
the amendments, and for 
and against a total revision 
or a partial revision of the 
Constitution.

Generally, proponents 
point out that the proposed 
Constitution is the result of 
much effort on the part of 
the first Constitutional 
Convention to meet in 100 
years, and citizens should 
not miss the opportunity- to 
reap the benefit of its labors.

However, opponents point 
out that the amendments are 
m t  the efforts o f a 
Constitutional Convention 
but that they are the efforts 
of the Legislature operating 
under the Constitution of 
1876 and its (Legislature) 
constitutional authority- to 
submit propxvsed changes to 
the people for their adoption 
or rejection.

They argue that this is 
prixif of their position that 
our present Constitution is a 
viable dvx'ument that can be 
changed when change is 
required under the orderly 
amendment priKess provid­
ed in it: that the present 
Constitution has been a- 
mended over 220 times and 
each time met a specific 
need at a specific time; that 
a number of the amend­
ments or sections of the 
Constitution and combined 
them or repealed provisions 
that were found to be 
unnecessary by a subse­
quent set of values.

Although TMA has not 
taken a position on any of the 
proposals because of the 
diversity of the membership, 
it has prepared the following 
analysis on each proposal so 
that .vou can study the issues 
and decide how you are 
going to vote. They arc 
presented in the order that 
they- will appear on the 
ballot.

Since Artk'le I, the Bill Of 
Rights, is retained as it 
appears in the current 
Constitution, it is not listed. 
PROPOSITION NO. 1 is the 
amendment revising "A rt i­
cle II. Separation of 
Powers"; "Article 111, The 
legislature": and "Article 
IV, The Executive"; all of 
which will paaa or fall 
logelher.

Article II restates the 
Separation of Powers among 
the three brarches of 
government: Legislative. 
Executive and Judicial. No 
change.

Article III. TW Leglala- 
tore. While the structure of 
the Legislature remains the 
same, new ptovisiont estab­

lished in this article include:
'Single-member senator­

ial, representative and 
congressional districts • This 
approach has been estab­
lished by recent redistrkiing 
legislation, and therefore, 
this provision endorses what 
is already- fact.

'Annual "General" ses­
sions of the Leglsiature- 
Voters have turned down 
this proposal several times 
in the past two decades.

Proponents argue that: 
the complexities oi a nxxlern 
society and the large amount 
of expe-nditures that must be 
overseen require that the 
Legislature convene annual- 
Iv to give full cxmsideralion 
to the problems of state 
government, budgeting of 
expenditures and estimation 
of expected revenues would 
be more accurate and more 
economical; that the com­
plexities of our six'iety and 
economy require a more 
responsive Legislature that 
would be available to meet 
the peoples' needs as they 
arise.

Opponents argue that:
budgeting for two years (as 
under our present system) 
requires the perspective of 
long-range planning and 
provides a more sound 
approach to the utilization of 
public monies; the annual 
requests by state agencies to 
expand their budgets would 
result in the expenditure of 
more funds and would not 
give state officials a trial 
perii-id in which to correct 
errors of earlier plans; the 
Legislature would be meet­
ing too frequently and 
considering tixv many piob- 
lems that should be sxilved 
by the people; to require the 
Legisladturc to meet every 
year would increase unnec­
essary governmental regula­
tion.

'.A salary commission- 
T he commission would 
recommend the maximum 
salaries and per diem 
allowances for the legisla­
tors. It would be composed 
of nine members who would 
be appointed bv the 
Governor. Lt. Governor, 
Speaker o f  the House. 
Attornev General and the 
Chief Justice o f Texas, 
acting together.

The commission would 
make a recommendation for 
maximum salaries and 
allowances for legislators, 
after which the legislators 
could enact a salary bill. It 
would not become effective 
before the regular sesskvn 
following the next general 
election.

During the last legislative 
sesskvn. legislators' salaries 
were raised fn>m $400 per 
month to $600 per month 
and their per diem allowance 
was raised from $12 per d a y  
to $30 per day- while the 
Legislature is in sesskm.

PropwMCMta argue that: a 
salary commission would 
remove legislative pay fn>m 
politics; it would put a 
constructive limitation on 
salaries; and adequate 
compensation would encvHir- 
age better qualified persons 
to serve in the Legislature.

Opponents contend that:

politics would not be 
removed by letting a salary 
commission appointed by

five elected offiiuls whose 
salaries are set by the 
Legislature determine the 
salaries and allowances ot 
legislators, salary and retire­
ment bi-ncfits arc adequate, 
to enhance salaries and 
benetits would increase the 
likelihiKid of "Professional 
legislators", and to remove 
legislative compensation 
from the Constitution would 
take away from the people 
their last cxtntrol over their 
elected representatives.

'Omitting executive (clos­
ed) sessions In the Senate 
(as allowed in current 
Constitution) -Proponents 
argue that executive (closed) 
sessions should not be 
permitted in governmental 
bodies as the public's 
business should be transact­
ed in public. Opponents 
argue that such sessions arc 
utilized only for the purpose 
of confirming the Governor's 
appointees, and to discuss 
the qualifications of these 
individuals publicly would 
give a member of the Senate 
an unlimited license to 
assassinate the character ol 
a proposed appointee with 
out any liabilitv for libel or 
slander.

'Fifteen-day "veto  ses­
sion" - Proponents argue 
that: the Legislature should 
be able to review anv action 
that the Governor has taken 
to veto legislation which 
came to him after the close 
o," the legislative session: 
and these sessions would not 
be called frivolouslv bc-i.iusc 
it would require the ix-tition 
of as nianv members ol the 
House and the Senate as 
would be required to 
override the tiovernor's 
veto.

Opponents argue that:
this IS a petty argument ol 
who has the last word; there 
has to be an end to the 
legislative process some­
time: and it the Legislature 
felt the matter was impor­
tant enough to spend the 
hundreds ol thousands ol 
dollars ntcessarv to hold a 
veto session, it should have 
acted on the legislation early 
enough to require the 
Governor to cither sign or 
veto the bill before the 
Legislature adjourned.

The latter provision is 
where -Article III. I he 
Legislature, overlaps with 
Article IV, The Executive. 
Article III provides lor the 
reduction of the Governor's 
veto power by permitting 4() 
representatives and 14 
senators to override a 
Governor's veto instead ol 
the IfX) representatives and 
21 senators now required.

Proponents argue that this 
makes it easier to override 
the Governor's veto Oppon­
ents argue that the Gover 
nor's powers arc limited 
enough, and to rc'duce the 
strength ol his veto would 
further weaken his role in 
the .administrativ'n of stale 
affairs

The pniposals In both the 
Legislative (Article III) and 
Executive Artieles (.-Artk-k* 
IV) include several innova­
tions: a regular review of 
existing state agencies by 
requiring the extension of 
their authority every ten 
years; the requirement that 
the Legislature consider 
gov ernmental reorganization 
bills; authorization for the 
Legislature to delegate some 
budget-execution authority 
to the Governor; a provisKvn 
for appropnating pre-inau­
gural funds to aici a new- 
govemor coming into offiee. 
setting the time of expiration 
of the terms of all appointees 
made by the Governor to 
state agencies to occur 
during the spring in 
c-idd-numbered years; per­
mitting the Governor to 
designate chairmen of state 
agencies, granting the 
Governor some limited 
removal authority o f ap­
pointees. and limiting the 
Governor to two consecutive 
four-year terms.

Proponents tif Ihewe varf- 
otts pmpoaals argue that: 
they would provide for a 
better transition between 
administrations, a smivother 
continuity of oneration in the 
Executive Department and a 
mandatory review of the

The way to 
prevent accidents is to spot 
and correct potential trouble 
situations before they hap­
pen.

Some o f the general 
precaution to take when 
working in and around farm 
and ranch buildings are 
listed below:

1. Keep buildings clean and 
free of trash and litter that 
could cause falls or feed a 
tire .
2. Keep buildings well 

lighted and supplied with 
fire extinguishers and light­
ning protection systems, and 
be sure the electrical wiring 
is sound.
3. Make sure stairs and

New methods in the 
instruction of reading and 
new materials available in 
the field were discussed.

Teaching is not a static 
field. Methods and materials 
are constantly changing.

Games for Migrants
Games are the big news in 

the migrant program classes 
this year. They arc being 
used to improve competency- 
in oral language. Oral 
language is basic to learning 
any other subject, so it is our 
emphasis this year. Our 
newest game, called "Fish­
ing Pond", consists of a 
cardboard box covered with 
paper and decorated to look 
like a fishing pond. The fish 
arc made of colored paper 
with a paper clip attached. 
The fishing pole is a stick, a 
length of yarn, and a 
magnet. The game can be 
used on many different 
levels to teach different 
skills. Kindergarten children 
must tell the color of each 
fish they catch. Older 
students work in pairs. One 
catches a fish, then reads the 
sentence written on the 
back His partner must tell 
the type of sentence it is 
(statement, question, or 
command). If he can not. the 
fish must be thrown back 
into the pond. The winning 
pair is the one that gets to 
keep the most fish. The 
same game w ill be used later 
to learn parts of speech and 
morphology.

With technological pro­
gress. the U.S. crop is grown 
on only 2 percent of the 
world’ s rice acreage.

With technological pro­
gress, the U.S. rice crop has 
become highly automated 
crop. Airplanes are used to 
seed and fertilize the crop 
and to control insects and 
weeds. Tractors, combines, 
and automatic loading ma­
chines harvest the crop and 
deliver it to the rice mills. As 
a result, less than 2
man-days of labor per acre 
arc involved in raising 
American rice as opposed to 
400 man-days of labor per 
acre in many other coun­
tries.

In buying rice, select the 
kind of rice -• brown, white 
milled, parboiled or instant 
•• and match the kernel size 
to your use. Short grain rice 
kernels cook moist and 
tender and tend to cling 
together, thus, a good 
selection for puddings, 
stuffings, rice rings, and 
Oriental cixiking. Medium 
grain kernels also cixik moist 
and tender, but are best with 
meat and seafood. Since 
long grain kernels do not 
stick together, they are used 
best for side dishes, in soups 
or casseroles.

Because rice of all types 
and sizes will be in 
conspicuous supply this 
month, it may he a gixxl time 
to plan some menus around 
rice.

With new fashions in fixxl 
today. brown rice is 
becoming a popular fixxi 
item. It is a prixluct that has 
been subjected to little 
pnx'cssing for only the outer 
hull has been removed.

purposes. In other words, 
House Bill 1535 is an 
exception from the (jeneral 
provision. Present tax laws 
will continue until the 
k'ljislature changes or a- 
mends them.

A copy of 
H B. 15.15 can be found on 
puKc's 225-227 of FACTS 
F()K YOU. September 14, 
1475. It is not [xjssible to 
estimate taxes at local levels 
until prcKcdures directed by 
House Bill 15.15 are 
announced. However, the 
follow injii points can be 
determined: ( I )  the State 
Comptroller w ill promulgate 
rules designed to determine 
the value of agriculture land 
lor ad valorem tax purposes 
in all taxing districts on the 
basis of the land's capability 
tosupiHirt livestiK'k. produce 
farm crops or forest products 
using accepted income 
capitalization methods ap­
plied to the average net 
income as determined nv the 
administrator. The apprais­
ed value directed by H B 
15.15 cannot exceed the fair 
market value determined on 
other basis. The fair market 
value IS to be based on 
average net income that 
would have been earned 
over the five-year period 
immediately preeeeding the 
valuation by a person using 
ordinarv prudence in the 
management of the land as 
determined bv the adminis­
trators. Ihe  fair market 
svstem of determining 
pro|ienx value will remain 
the same as it is now for 
other property until such 
time as the state legislature 
changes procedures as 
directed in the new proposal.

Beal property used in 
confined feeding opc'rations 
structures, for processing 
farm crops, forest prinfucts 
and structures designated 
lor residential use will be 
valued under the regular 
market value concept.

The state comptroller will 
develop appraisal manuals 
to bi' used by all taxing 
authorities which will in­
clude: la) method ol valuing 
ojH'n space land; (h) average 
net income figures for 
Itvesiosk. crops and
forest enterpnv'.

It is anticipated that the 
comptroller will classify the 
state's land by categories 
and arrange for a number ol 
standard larniing combina­
tions within each land 
classification. Then average 
income figures will be 
determined for each catc- 
gorv

Income capitalization rate 
of 10 percent or 2 percent 
greater than the average 
variable interest rate sjK'ci- 
fied by the Federal Land 
Bank of Houston. Texas, 
whichever is higher is 
established by Law (H.B. 
1535) and not a part of the 
proposed Constitution. For 
example, if the comptroller 
determines that designated 
farm has prexiuced a net 
income of $25.00 per acre, 
the appraised value for 
taxing purpose would be 
$2.50.00 per acre (10 percent 
ccjual $25.00. I percent 
equals $2.50 and l(K) equals 
$250.00). The assessment 
ratio would be applied to the 
assessed value to determine 
the amount on which the tax 
rate would be applied. 
Fxample - Assuming an 
assessment ratio of 50

percent and a $3.00 per $100 
value tax: 50 ps'i'cent of 
assessed value ($250.00) 
equals $l25.(X)timestax ra(e 
of S3.(K) per $I(X) value or a 
tax of S3, ■’5 per acre.

In summary, nothing can 
be predicted with regard to 
the amount of tax until the 
State Comptroller classifies 
the lands o f  Texas and 
determines what the net 
in.lime figure will be for 
each class and use of land.

tPA  - PRUBLEM SOLVER?
There is ample evidence to 

prove that a large number of 
Ihe Environmental Protect­
ion Agency's program to 
clean up the atomosphere.

The EPA claims 
these scrubbers have been 
proven to be effectivc by Ihe 
Japanese. II the electrical 
|x»wer companies put these 
scrubbers on these .16 coal 
burning electrical plants, 
they will produce a tiKith- 
paste-like sludge from the 
scrubbers that will cover 13 
square miles of surface, one 
liHii deep, each single year. 
You see many limes the EPA 
controls are worse than Ihe 
original problems. None of 
us can forget the tail gas 
catalvlic converters faux pas 
on Ihe 1475 cars.
(b) The American Electric 

Power ( ompany built the 
.lohn Amos C'oai Plant on a 
huge coal field near 
Charleston. West Virginia. 
This IS the largest coal 
burning electrical plant in 
the world. After the plant 
was built EP.A required that 
low sulfur coal be used 
rather than the West 
Virginia coal at that plant. 
Now coal is being delivered 
from western United Stales 
to St. Louis overland and 
then bv barge to Charleston. 
West Virginia. At the same 
lime these coal barges are 
going up the Ohio River, 
they pass coal barges 
c'oming from West Virginia 
hauling coal down the Ohio 
River. This latter coal is 
^■ing sold to Oermany and 
.iapan. Incidentally. Ihe fuel 
used for all this coal deliverv 
is oil -- which, as everyone 
knows, is much scarcer than 
coal. (WATER FOR TEXAS. 
September |4‘’5)

It is also worth noting that 
the U S  NEWS AND 
WORID REIMRT has re 
leased a few additional 
examples:

Overall, proponents of 
Proposition No. I feel that: it 
is an improvement in the 
continuity of stale go r̂n- 
mcni; it would provide a 
belter delineation of authori­
ty; and it would be less 
wordy and complicated. 
Opponents point out that; 
there is really no change in 
the basic structure of state 
government; if anything, it 
grants more power to an 
all-powerful legislative bra­
nch while reducing the 
power of an already weak 
executive branch.

PROPOSITION NO. 2 ere
ales a new Article V. The 
■ludiciary. which governs the

fHiwers and organization of 
the Male court system.

It proposes lo establish a 
"unified" judicial system. 
This means that all appellate 
courts would have both 
criminal and civil jurisdic­
tion; and that both criminal 
and civil cases would 
prix-eed on appeals from the 
trial courts of appropriate 
jurisdiction to a Court of 
Appeals and then to the 
Supreme Court.

It provides for the merger 
of the Court of Criminal 
Appeals and the Supreme 
Court. Those judges now- 
serving on the Supreme 
Court would continue lo 
serve until such time as the 
attrition by resignation, 
death or retirement reduces 
the number of the court to 
nine justices. Judges of the 
various courts would still be 
elected by the people for the 
same terms they now hold.

Proponents argue that: 
the unified system of all 
courts having both criminal 
and civil jurisdiction would 
give the judges of these 
courts a better overall 
perspective and reduce the 
likelihiMul of courts being too 
specialized and cases being 
determined on minute tech­
nicalities instead of their

overall merits; the system of 
administration o f courts 
would greatly expedite the 
handling of cases and the 
disposition of overcrowded 
dockets; and judges could be 
moved from different areas 
of the state to help speed up 
the clearing of dockets.

Opponents argue that: the 
unified judicial system 
would so diffuse the 
responsibility of judges that 
unreasonable results would 
be obtained; persons not 
trained and familiar with the 
intricacies of criminal evi­
dence and the criminal law , 
itself, should not be trying 
criminal cases; the adminis­
trative system could provide 
a vehicle for an unscrup­
ulous administration lo build 
up a successor by moving 
him from district lo district, 
providing him with a great 
deal of prominence; the 
udministrative control over 
the various trial courts would 
tend to reduce the inde­
pendence of the judiciary; 
and the proposal writes into 
the Constitution a three - 
fourths jury verdict in civil 
cases; and provides a right 
of the Mate to appeal certain 
criminal acquittals.

But alter receiving salvation can eternal life be 
lorfeiled? No one will deny that the scriptures warn 
men of the peril ot apostasy (falling aw ay).
There arc many, however, who assume that 
apostasy is possible only for men who never actually 
entered a true saving relationship with GikI. This 
assumption is contarv to the meaning of the English 
word "ap»>stasy". The word appears twice in the 
New Testemeni (Acts 21:21. II Thess. 2:3). It 
meaning can easily be understvKid from its greek 
synonym "apostasion". defined as "divorce or 
repudiation". An apostate, according to New 
Jcsiement definition, is one who has severed his 
union with Christ by withdrawing from an actual 
saving relationship with Him. .Apostasy is 
impossible for men who have not entered into a 
saving relationship with God. just as civil divorce is 
Impossible for men w ho have not entered into a 
marital relationship.

PROPOSITION NO. 3 cre­
ates a new Article VI. Voter 
(Jualificulions and Elections. 
It provides that a person w ho 
is at least 18 years of age. is 
not a convicted felon in 
prison. on parole or 
probation, or is not mentally 
incompetent, would be 
qualified to vote under laws 
enacted by the Legislature.

Proponents argue that this 
amendment establishes uni­
versal sufferage which is 
basically the rcquircmenl of 
the L. S. Constitution as it is 
now interpreted. Opponents 
pviint out that this provision 
would enable the Legislature 
to permit convicted felons to 
have a full restoration of 
citizenship, including the 
r'ght lo hold office, without 
pardon by the passage of a 
slaliilc pcrmilting such a 
[KTson to vole.

Opponent» argue lhalt
while the aim might be 
laudable, the words are 
subject to a broad interpre­
tation which would come up 
with ridiculous results in 
financing, programming and 
staffing; and the last 
Legislature had spoken to 
the problem of equalizing 
educational opportunity un­
der the existing Constitution 
and there is no need for a 
change.

The Permanent and Avai­
lable Seh(x>l Funds remain 
intact as do the Permanent 
and Available University 
Funds for the use of the 
University of Texas and 
Texas A i M  University 
Systems. A second "Higher 
Education Fund" financed 
by a lOc propery tax, 
would be available to 
establish an endow ment for 
all other state colleges and 
universities other than the 
A4 M and Texas systems.

Proponents agrue that all 
higher educational institut­
ions in the stale should 
have available lo them an 
endowment fund from which 
to keep their plant and 
facilities up to date without 
liMiking to tuition fees and 
the public treasury to do so. 
Opponents of this part of the 
proposal argue that there 
should be no endowment 
fund of public property and 
money sitting idle while the 
Legislature is forced lo levy 
new and additional taxes for 
the upkeep, maintenance 
and operation of the various 
educational institutions; that 
if public property and funds 
are collected, they should be 
spent to meet the public 
need at the lime without 
creating a bigger taxation 
burden on the general

The amendment calls tor 
an equitable system of free 
public schools below the 
college level. The system 
must provide each individual 
an equal educational op|ior- 
liinilv but mav provide liK-al 
enrichment of educational 
progra ms.

Proponents argue that:
lilts gives the authorilv and 
the mandate lo provide an 
equal opporliinitv for everv 
child in lilts stale lo have as 
complete an education as is 
imssihlc: this is what federal 
mandate requires; and 
citizens should meet the 
challenge and move forward 
lo accomplish it.
