Texans Approve Amendment No. 2 In General 
Election; Funding For Water Quality Assured

Continued progress to­
ward cleaner water in Texas 
was assured by the favorable 
vote on Amendment 2 
during Tuesday's general 
election, according to Hugh 
C. Yantis. Jr., Executive 
Director of the Texas Water 
Quality Board. Action by the 
voters makes possible state 
loans of up to a total of S200 
million for cities and 
municipalities needing funds 
to improve their waste 
disposal facilities.

The first $100 million was 
made ptissible by legislation 
passed in 1971 under the 
sptinsorship of Senator Tom 
Creighton of Mineral Wells, 
and Representative Bill 
Cl^^vton of Springlake. Also 
áVaisung in the passage of 
the bHI wc*K; cx-Covernor 
FVeston Smith, Gover­
nor Ben Barnes, and 
ex-House Speaker Gus 
Mutscher.

With the end in sight for 
the first $100 million, 
another $100 million was 
placed before the voters by 
action taken in the 1975 
legislature. Representatives 
Ray Hutchins«)n of Dallas 
and Lyndon Olson led the 
house com m ittees which 
acted on the bill introduced 
by Senator John Traeger of 
Seguin and Representative 
Tim Von Dohlen of Goliad. 
Senators Max Sherman of 
Amarillo and Kent Hance of 
Lubbock headed Senate 
Committees which approved 
the measure. Lt. Governor 
William P. Hobb, Jr., and 
Speaker Bill Clayton lent 
their assistance during the 
legislative session. Governor 
Dolph Briscoe issued a 
statement of support, and 
Josiah Wheat of Woodville 
headed a volunteer citizen's 
committee from across the 
state.

Producers from each of 
the 254 counties in Texas are 
selected proportional to size 
of operation. The small 
producer sampled rep re ­
sents many others of 
comparable size while the 
very largest producers will

represent only themselves. 
It is equally important for all 
farmers and ranchers receiv­
ing a questionnaire to 
com plete and return  it 
promptly. The individual 
rept>rt is confidential-avail­
able to no other government 
agency or anyone except the 
few persons required  to 
process the data. The slate 
and county estimates pub­
lished are available for 
everyone at the same time.

Good Time To Collect Soil 
Samples:

Profitable fertilization de-

nu tnen ts. Although most 
soils contain some of all the 
essential nutrents needed 
for plant growth, the 
amounts vary greatly be­
tween soils due to past 
fertilization and cropping as 
well as native fertility. Thus 
a soil lest is a good method 
for measuring soil nutrient 
levels.

The first step in soil 
testing is to use a map or 
sketch and divide the farm 
and fields into sam pling 
units or areas. If the area 
represented by each sample 
is too large, the information 
obtained may not be much 
better than a general 
fertilizer recommendation.

Under today's conditions, 
a major objective in soil 
testing is to determine the 
level of available nutrients in 
a soil so that fertilizers can 
be selected that will 
supplement the soil supply 
and provide enough for top 
yields.

Soil test results for 
phosphorus are especially 
valuable for fields that have 
received regular applications 
of phosphorus for several 
vears. The residual from row- 
applications of phosphorus 
may be difficult to measure 
until it is thoroughly mixed 
with the soil. In addition, 
many soils are high in 
potassium, but most arc low 
in nitrogen. The rate of 
nitrogen and time of 
application depends on the 
crop. soil, and other 
conditions. All this points to 
the importance of consider­
ing the level of each nutrient 
in a soil in selecting the most 
profitable fertilization prac­
tice.

If you have not included 
soil tests in your farm 
planning program, start now 
to prepare for next year. 
Information on collecting 
and mailing soil samples is 
available fioni the a>unt> 
Extension office or local 
fertilizer dealers.
