The Loulynn Post Office
in the West Point community
of Lynn County no longer
stands, but could its walls
have spoken, they would
have told of the spirit of the
pioneer whose name it wore.

Mrs. Lou Rusk of Tahoka
came to Lynn County in
October of 1920, for reasons
common to the era, and she
has stayed, through good

and bad times, with her
memories to keep her
company.

She was born July 4, 1894
in Hamilton County, and
went to school in the

one-room Pleasant Valley
School there. Her father,
Henry Jefferson Bulman,
was minister of the Mission-
ary Baptist Church in the
community, together with
his farming interests, and
today a bridge in Hamilton
County bears his name.

She was the youngest of
four children, and in 1908, at
the age of 14, Lou Bulman
was married to John Wesley
Jennings, a farmer in
Pleasant Valley, and two
children were born to them.
A brother, John H. Bulman,

and a brother-in-law, C. T.
lankersley, had bought lard
in Lynn County, and when
Jennings saw the poteatial
for farmers in West Texas,
he decided to move his
voung family there. He died
in 1922 and left a wife and
two small daughters who
continued to farm until
illness prevented more of the
hard work which farming
demanded.

T'he voung widow had to
make a living, so she was
reccommended by a neigh-
bor, the late J. M. Noble, as
one who could operate a gas
station and post office built
by a Mr. J. K. Quinn on his
land west of Tahoka. The
Postmaster General officially
appointed her, and the Post
Office was named Loulynn,
for the postmistress and the
county.

In addition to the jobs of
dispatching the mail and
pumping gas, she boarded
the school teacher, Dolphia
Carmack. In 1926, the
widowed postmistress mar-
ried a ranch foreman named
Robert (Bob) Rusk. She
already had horses, cows,

to Tahoka and Mr. Rusk died
thereafter.

Their children are Robert,
of Tueson, and Dorothy
Luttrell, of Lubbock. One of
the Jennings children,
Louise, lives in Sacramento,
California, and the other,
Altha Wayne, died in 1975,
There are nine grandchild-
ren.

After the family moved to
Tahoka, Mrs. Rusk worked
at Cobb’'s, then Ruther-
ford's, Department Store,
and during the drouth of the
1950’s, she drove to Lubbock
for department-store work.

She has lived in the same
house in south Tahoka since
1942, and says she thinks it's
“‘the prettiest place in
town.”" She has defied all
odds--having had a broken
neck, a broken back, and a
“worn-out heart,’’ she is
still strong, and much
of that going is done in a
1953 Mercury whigh she
acquired in the late "S0’s.
