Fatal injury can result when
a small child accidentally
swallows one of the new,
tiny, alkaline batteries. Now
in use in home movie
cameras, light meters and
similar equipment, the
batteries are disk-shaped
and about 25 x 5 millimeters
in size. When ingested by a
toddler, the electrolytes
leaking from the miniature
power source causes burns
to body tissues, particularly
if the battery lodges in the
throat or other areas.
Although the size of the
batteries makes them fairly
easy to remove, surgically,
the burns they produce can
cause death. All alkaline
substances must be con-
sidered potentially lethal
and should be stored in
locked areas, well out of
reach of children. Besides
batteries, other sources of
alkaline danger are
household cleanin
products, drain cleaner an
some lawn and gardening
aids
