week important meetings were held 
by the executive committee of the 
South Texas L ive Stock association, 
tbe cbject being to take action-upon 
sending a representative to Washing­
ton in behalf of the trail question. 
Hon. Coiumbuff Upson whi)e at the 
St. Louis convention had been so del­
egated and the woik cf the executive 
committee mentioned was piimarily 
to eecure the necessary ar^iount of 
money to defray ex p e fa s tT h a t there 
shemldlbeco delay in Judge Upi-onV 
start, four prominent members of the 
aescciation voluntarily assumed to 
meet the obligation, but were happily 
relieved of the bulk of the burden in 
a measure through the prompt circu­
lation of tbe following circular letter ; 
Drar  Sir :

The H'.xfcutlve Committee of this associa­
tion, at Its last mectlcg, p.'O’sed lesolutlons 
a.s f.alows:

“ It is necessary for the general welfare of 
the stock in lce -t of Texas, that special rep­
resentatives be sent before congress to work 
for its welfare in prucuring a national trail.” 
\ “That all classes of citizens ar« alike Inter­
est^, and are reqnet-tefi to aid in ralsir g tbe 
neces ary means to ilcirsy the expenses of 
d lega.fcè: ’̂

Of course, there has not been time 

to hare cr mplete returns frbm this in­
vitation, but with vim work ^Aas be­
gun locally and us is characteristiesOf 
many of San Antonio's liv-e, publié^ 
spirited fiiep-^especiaily the mer­
chants, the subscription list grew and 
will yet greatly increase.
, Such is the importance t f  tbe sub­
ject of a trail out o f Texas that'it is 
not too much to assert, that there is 
scarcely a resident of this city—t > say 
mvthingof tbe entire state—to whom 
the question of a national trail is not 
of direct interest interpreted in dol­
lars and cents to him.

Nor should funds be raised from 
any special source' or class; all are con­
cerned snd proportionate to their in­
terest, are chligaUd to contribute. As 
viewed by the best authorities tbe 
general and immediate welfare* o f the 
cau].3 interists of Texas depend upon

an open trail, and what depends upon 
the prosperity of the cattle industry 
needs no enumeration. 'When brought 
to their serious consideration it is not 
believed that any class of citizens can 
regard'themselves as other than inter­
ested [in this subject. The Pouth 
Texas associaticu, therefore, confi­
dently looks forward to a just and 
prompt response to their call iqr 
money> _.

The gehlleman. who has been se­
lected to go from South Texas iu this 
cause is well known by every 
one as being, for »he purpose 
the best man possible of selec­
tion. Judge Upson’s congressional 
career well fitted him to* grapple 
with any subject needed to be brought 
before our national legislators; he wiil 
command the respectful attention of 
the congressional committee and by 
his own excellent mental ability be 
enabled to do all toward success that 
can be done. In  this he will be aided 
by Capt. Henry Warren of Weather­
ford, aud the trail opponents may rest 
assured they have no pigmies to meet« 
but honest, fearless men who will in 
every honorable way seek success for 
their project aud whose hands are well 
held up at home.

A  Lega l V iew .

I f l i r .  Carrotbeis denies the germ 
^theory) and defies the germinator, 
with reierence to alleged Texas fever 
he is ably seconded by Judge Henry 
E. Barnard of San Antonio.

The presumption was strong, before 
the St. Louis stock conventioni that 
a possibly bitter fight would there be 
made against a national trail—the 
basis of the opposition to be the havoc 
created by the alleged Texas fever. 
And while that aspect of the subject 
was presented it was not in such shape 
as to seem expedient, then, for all the 
heavy Texas ammunition on the other 
side to be brought out and fired. 
Hence neither the very able exposition 
prepared by Dr. Cariothers, (which is 
to be printed in the' proceedings,) nor 
other equally powerful arguments not 
then pL seated are yet within the cog­
nizance of the public, but eventually 
will be.

The ability of Kansas to pass and 
maintain a legislative enactrnent clos­
ing the cattle trail through the west- 
frn part of that state is 
forcibly denied by Judge Ber­
nard. He asserts such action to he 
iii conflict with the F'edferal cjnsti u- 
ii6n and therefore a nullity. For 
authority on his,position he cites the 
(‘ase of Railway vs, Husen, U. 8. 
Sunreme Court Reports, pege 4G5. I f  
anyone w ill read the lengthy decision 
therein given the ground will be 
found covered fully, the court having 
decided as unconstitutional action 
taken by the Missouri legislatura in 
187 , toward suppression of cattle fever 
and 'the providing for dameges against 
railroads along which such fever was 

^claimed to.have been geimiuated or 
conveyed by transporting other cattle. 
It was held as interfering with Inter­
state conimeic6 aud only within tbe 
jurisdiction of congress to act upen.

“ It  is,”  685TB Judge Barnard, 
“ within the power; of Kausss to 
esthblish quarantine against sick cat­
tle, aud prevent the entrance into 
that state of such cattle. What then ? 
CaUie inspected and found in good 
health, as Texas cattle have always 
been found to be when arriving there, 
such inspected cattle cannot by any 
process be refused admission to any of 
the state’s highways, and Kansas can­
not prevent it. I t  is unreasonable, 
illogical—that cattle themselves in en­
tire health, can convey to other cattle 
a disease. I  believe with Chicago au­
thorities, the germ idea is an exploded 
theory.”

Oppiosimr the Trail.
.A  correspondent giving tbe ominous 

name of “ U Hearme,”  addressed an 
interesting letter to the Daily Exprès  
of Tuesoay last. Tbe gentleman 
doubts the p< int made by tbe Expre$a 
editorially ai d by other papers “ that 
all classes of citizens are alike inter­
ested”  in tbe succeesof tbe cattle trkil. 
He argues from tbe sUndpoint o f a 
“ little stock*feller”  that If it become 
necessary to slavgbter Texas cattle in 
tbe state and ship by refrigerated pro­
cess, those who are inlerested in grad­
ing up their stock w ill by sales, by 
weight get tbe justice and pay which 
is denied them when sales are made 
by tbe head only. He then argues:

“ Ait stock raisers would then vie 
with each other in a healthy emula­
tion to produce fat cattle, and we 
might then perhaps get some good beef 
to eat at hoioae. Buying by weight is 
also the fairest for both shipper and 
producer. Farmers would be obliged 
to*introduce the many grasses which 
would be successfully raised in Texas, 
but which DOW are entirèly neglected. 
'Again establish abattoirs and you em­
ploy men, and following in theijr waka>; 
come candle factories, soap workb^tan- 
neriss, stock yards, i'*e factories, etc , 
ail of wbjch bring in people of an in- 
dustrbins eisss, and Texas w ill prosper 
aud improve. This state of the busi­
ness wUi stop the arbitrary manner of 
i.Bl5 log which is adopted at the pc«a«nt 
Jdme.”

What be raya w ill not bd/denied; 
but it becomes a questtoo as to whether

or not the stockmen are ready or able 
to stand a radical change in tbe man­
ner of conducting their bueine^. <It 
would undoubtedly briDs^uin tomany 
who otherwise with an open trail for 
the next five years could tide over^ 
their present depression and ceaoh a 
condition preparatory to what may 
ultimatelyhecrme the better and more 
profitable method,—refrigerated meat. 
Until relief shall come to the great ma­
jority of cattlemen through some other 
source than by the perpetuation of the 
trail, the greatest good to the greatest 
number w ill seem the fairer position 
to hol^, There are few stockmen of 
this day who are not eudea^’oring and 
successfully so to grade their cattle up 
and improve their atock, thereby ob­
taining in the market a far better price 
even by the head than w’ould be paid 
fur common scrub cattle.

In  the meantime it is essential to 
theweliareof the entire cattle inter­
ests of the state that a nation<1 trtul 
shall exist, even if for no longer a 
period than five or ten years.

We learn the stock is in 
first-class condition and the little cost 
of raising the Norman horse in Texas 
is the satisfactory point in their ope­
rations.

The stud of the Sultan of Turkey is 
governed by the strictest of rules, some 
of which would sound strangely to 
American horsemen. Among them is 
the following, which khown to have 
been on record about one hundred 
years; “ After stallions shall have cov­
ered the mares you are to make the for­
mer {mss five or six times fn front of 
the latter, in order that the foals may­
be of the colors and f t̂rins of the stal­
lions.”

With one exception the “sales of 
Texas raised horses at the Bt. Louis 
market during the past season ranged

__between GO per hdad. One extra
lot raised in the vicinity of Ban Anto­
nio brought a much higher figure, and 
considering the range of {)rices paid 
for other horses, such as are raised in 
Missouri and Kansas, the showing is 
very poor inde« d. The principal call 
on Texas has‘been for mares, good 
brood mares, suitable for breeding to 
large stallions. “ Bo that we can breetl 
good stallions to them,”  says the Kan-^ 
eas man. “ The mares are too lignt, 
but will bring good, large, clean-limbed 
colts.”

At this time of year when men are 
resting from .all range w'ork and have 
leisure to quietly figure over the value 
of their stocks, the methods whereby 
this horse average can be increased, 
should be a fruitful study by horse­
men, and Whether we shall stock up 
the North with our prolific mans, 
wherewith to decrease < ur market for 
such as are raisui here or not, ought to 
l>e the thought.

Ttxas is a breeding ground for all 
kind of stock. I f  it is numbers, the 
state leads the world. I f  tor quality, 
we stand ahead of Florida and Louis- 
iaba, and about on a par with Arkau- 
sas, yet txceptieg that no general 
eflbrt is made to increase the value of 
our. horse stock, iht re is no rea.«>on in 
the world why Texas should not lead 
instead of dragging behind on the 
score of quality.  ̂ »

pastur^. Now you put him in the 
barn and feed him one quart of ground 
oats and a little corn meal for 180 days, 
at a cost of $12, including bay. The 
next six months’ pasture, at 25 cents 
a week, is $6. Another winter with 
two quarts of feed and hay, is $16; 
another summer’s pasture, at 371 cents 
a week, $p; and and the last winter 
four quarts of feed and hay, $20, 
when he will be ready for the butcher.

Now we have him at the age of 
three years at a cost of $71, and he has 
to be ^ gCKMi one to bring that price. 
Where is the prefit, allowing the ina- 
ipure to pay for the care of bim ? 
i This spring I tried a different plan. 
Having some two-year-<jld heifers that 
dropped their firstcalvesin June, I  put 
two ou a heifer and allowed them to 
stay until last week, when I  sold them 
to a butcher for $20 a piece, and he 8aid_̂  
they w f re the largest, fattest and nicest 
lot be had seen in forty years’ experi­
ence in handling cattle. Their average 
weight dressed was 300 pounds, which 
brought at least 8 cents, which would 
be $24 for meat alone, to say nothing 
ab< ut hide, etc.

Now, I have bought cattle in the 
spring at two years old at an average 
price of $17. when the farmer has had 
the care and feeding of them two years 
at a much less price than’ he could pos­
sibly rai.-e them for ; and here Is where 
I  think we all make a mistake. Is it 
not better to sell two calves at $40, 
even if they have consumed the milk of 
a two-year-old heifer for four months, 
than to keep them for three years and 
get $65 or $70 tor them? The manure 
i.s the same in both cases ; it makes no 
difference whether it is made by the 
steer or the heifer.

The Port W o ith  Refrigerator.
Tbe closing of the refrigerator works 

here is nothing against the profitable­
ness of refrigeration in Texas, with 
proper facilities and suffleieut^capi­
tal. The attempt to run considerably 
below,the capacity of the works, wt s 
attended with nearly the same expense 
as would the killing of larger numbers 
of stock, and tbe necessity of killing 
stock directly after purchase, for lack 
of su fficient pasturage, and feed yards 
connected with tbe establishment 
made each day’s work dependent on the 
purchases of the day before. With 
one slight cn^ption the meat trans­
ported well, arrived on time at Balti­
more, and in good condition and no 
sbipmecit was sold at a disadvantage.

The works were rented from the re­
ceiver, an^ the buildings being subject 
to sale at any lime prevented any ex- 
teasive QperaJtl»ms which involve the 
entering into contracts for definite 
periods, the,^limited operations also 
preventing siiipmepts to but one point.

The lessees of the works found gtvat 
ditliculty in purcliasing tbe beef re­
quired here, at St. Louis and Chicago 
prices, freights, Tbd-^ wUq w I^ 
iiePe realiziid more than they could 
haveebtained by shipping, and sftVer* 
al cattlemen who refused W Bell ttere 
lost from three to six dollars per bead 
by their shipment.

The Beef Season o f 1884.
The cattle f-eason of 1884 was only 

half good. The first six mouths every­
thing went along happily and the last 
was full cf trouble. Tbe season opened 
well after an average winter, the calf 
crop was goed, tbe betf fattened toler­
ably to that the first cut were in fair 
flesh. The trail cattle moved over a 
fair range well watered, and tbe spring 
found every portion of the state in 
ordinary fix txcept in the extreme 
80i:th where the country was very dry.

T b e ’ rail men driving on sptculatian 
and arriving eaily sold some cattle in 
Kansas, while later arrivals sold 
slowly; the buyers were there but the 
banks were not. Thera was very little 
profit in driving and the cattle were 
driven bng distances before sale. 
Some IV:w bunobes were not sold, but 
ranched. This state cf sfluirà was 
caused by the stringency iu money 
matters which ccmmenced in N e w  
York, preventing the loans annually 
made to Western steebmen. Itseflect 
did not tbow ou the sales of beef cattle 
until the last two months. The beef 
markets paid five cents for most of tbe 
c irn fed cattle and six cents for the 
best of them, also paying five cents 
for May and June beeves off*grass, a*3d 
then for two months an ordinary tour- 
cent market lasted to be., broken later 
in the sease n (ban usual. After the 
first break a wide difference was made 
in prices according to quality and to 
the close of tbe shipping season theie 
was a general lowering of prices. The 
early beeves were fairly fleshed but 
the later shipments were a very ordi­
nary let, as most ranges I'aihd to fill 
out the cattle. The weights of Pan- 
tnudle s eers were fully up to tb^ 
standard. Western cattle were lighter 
than usual and the drouth prevented 
Central and Smtbern Texas from 
sending hiany good weight beeves.

Now, the northwest ranges are in 
good fix, western ranges only fairly so, 
and the grass in Central and Southern 
Texas has grown almost entirely since 
the fall rains. The prospect of cattle 
wl’ntering well has bettered souiewha»  ̂
of late as with one exception of twenty- 
four hours stock have not made any 
movement from their ranges as a con 
sequence of severe weather. Texas 
st( ckrneu will mark the year 1SS4 with 
a close crop off both ears, as being the 
fi.st lime they had to scratch hard to 
meet their obligaiions; they havb been 
paying tiiilr debts, and thos? who 
bórroWrd heavily before Lave had a 
hard time getting through but man;

business was not found to be all wealth, 
and sheep raiseis squealed^ the sound 
was heard far and wide, and few come 
in to engage in an occupation where 
so lew who have already embarked 
have so little to say in its praise. The 
veterans hold the tort now and may 
expect to hold it until the sheep have 
worked out their salvation, redeemed 
their chaiactcr and satisfied people 
of the state that there is nìNÉfcy and 
profit in running them. We look to 
1885 to do much to this end.'

The busimss this week has been 
very similar to that for thee« rr« spend­
ing week last year, or 3 (160 600 pounds 
this week against 3 107 000 last year, 
i’he demand’ has been in«'*re general, 
and sales would bave been much lar­
ger bad the offers of manufactuiers 
beep accepted. This inqfroved de- 
inand"^4th the large sales for the past 
few weeks has given a bfttertoneto 
(he muike^ viiilicut any quotable ad­
vance in prices. It is no longer a mar­
ket favorable to buyers oy prices being 
easy. Wools, for which a few weeks 
ago t here was little or no demand, can 
now be more readil.y sold at prices 
then esked This is tbe main featuVe 
in tho improvement in wool. The im­
pression seenis tobe rooted in some 
people tliat an active market means 
necessarily a boom in prices. W e re­
peat what we have iu substance stated 
in reports of the past two weeks : Deal­
ers are free sillers at the quotable 
prices, and the tone of the market has 
been strengthened by the greater ac­
tivity. The increased demand has not 
been générai, but for special kinds of 
wool, sucii as tine territories, T« 
and similar wooJ.a. This week the 
transactions in scoured have been quite 
large, some of tbe hosiery mills having 
purchased supplies. W e note that 
some manufacturers are buying w«x)l, 
who.^e mills have shutdown, bt-lieving 
that it is a good time to buy at th* 
prices current, and that better sel«c- 
tions tfe made than some weeks 
heace. No higher prices are looked 
for by the bestauthoritiisuntil woolen 
goo s improve in prices. T-here is an 
abundauce of fail Texas and Califor- 
uiaand a good deal of ordinary terri­
tory wool still on the market, and 
they are not as firmly held as are the 
better wools, 'l’here- is not much de­
mand for XX Ohio and Pennsylvania, 
and full prices are not easily realized 
except for the best lots. Commission 
houses have showu a di8i»osition to 
closeout suiall lots before the end of 
the year, which is customary at this 
season. Some special lots of Spring 
Texas, suitable for cumbers, are worth 
21 cents, but the beet elolbiug is other­
wise worth leÇi'lb cents.

The dtmand for deiane woois has 
been fair, ard there is noaccumulation 
of Ohio delaine, but Michigan delaine 
is not so much sought for, although iu 
fair demand. “Tht re is still a good 
supply of Michigan and fleece here, for 
the demand has not been sharp fer X 
fleece. S< me of the mills which are 
large consumers cf Michigan wool have 
been stopp« d.

TÇhere is a good deal of intfuiry for 
fine fall Texas scoured at 39^'41c. 
Sume large sales of Montana at 19c 
have been made in Chicago to Eistern 
buyers.

A'̂  dealer retained from Ohio
reports that there area  gieat many 
lots still bold in soeond hand, more 
than usual, and that 35c V* tb is asked 
for them.

400 000 pounds. More wcol has been 
sold this week than reported, but sales' 
are not given out until wool is weighed 
and shipped.

Shearing in the Fall— Effort 
Arouse Wool Growers— 

Sheds'fv.r Sheep.

Editor Live Stock Jaiirnai :

Sir: In a late numl'er of the Joi'R- 
NAL you invite discussion ujjon tbe 
subject of fall <-heaiing. There are too 
questii DSto be cor.sid<red in connec­
tion with this subject, one is the profit 
in returns from wo'-l; the other is the 
iicaith of the bli?ep. A*» to the weight 
of two six months’ clips compaied 
with one twelve month’s clip, I have 
never met a wool emwe-r who has 
found by actual expeiiment which 
plan has the advantage; probably the 
difference is trifling if any; the most 
important item in this connection is 
the effect upon the wool. If length of 
s'apleinour flue wools is the grauti 
ol>ject of our shrewdest and most intel­
ligent breeders, is sought after by buy­
ers ¿s more desirable in all the woo] 
marts of the w orld, why cut il «»if at 
the end « f  six months? I  need n«»t 
state that this practice depreciates the 
value per pound, 1 must then leave it 
to the jucgmtnt ot «-ur feilow w«X)l- 
growers to determine in their own 
minds how’ much advantage it should 
have in weight to atone for the extra 
cost of shtaiiig and ptnuingoftbe 
sheep, with more or less rough hand­
ling during a week or ten days in the 
fall when grazing Is usually short and 
when sheep need to be on the rarige 
from daylight till dark. As to the ques­
tion ¿f health, in my mind, it hardly 
admrts of argument, andyetihave 
heard wool g'rowers say they thought 
sheep more healthy without a heavy 
fleece to retain the wet; if this be the 
case how t?an we account for the sud­
den de&th of lately shorn, strong sheep 
in cold storms, while these uushoru 
and weaker, have made it through all 
right? Such cases are by no means 
uiiconimon. In providing for the 
btdily comfort of my’ sheep I always 
try to be governed by the rules which 
apply to the human system and I  ask 
myself the reasonable question, would 
it be conducive to my health if caught 
in a drenching rain upon the range 
with a freezing norther blowing to lay 
f  i f  my garments (though wet to the 
skin) and bare my back to^he fury of 
the elements? Such logic when brought 
to bear upon my own case assumes a 
wonderful individuality and the chill­
ing effect produced brings a speedy 
solution to the question. Then if a 
covering o f frozen sleet is to be laid 
^pon the sheep, shall it lie upon 
the skin or be raised three Inches 
uDon the outer surface of the fleece? 
I f  sheep have tbe rcab I  would reemo- 
meud shearing before dipping ss a 
matter of economy in dippiog mate­
rial, and as a more efflcienc mode of 
curing, and in this mattei I  have had 
ail the experience I  want.

The efforts the Journal is mak-*
ipg to arouse wqcl growers to a realiza­
tion of their own rtfferests inlegrislative 
and other matters, le highly commen­
dable ; tbe task is not'an easy one, for 
the indifftrence that is manifested by 
the fraternity in this regard is simply 
amazing ; in personal conversation 
there seems to be a unity of sentiment 
in matters appertaining to cur inter­
ests, but when it «îoroes to combined 
action in a manner that shall 
recognition at Austin and at 
ington, each wool grower expects 
somebody else to do his part, and tbe 
county associations seldom get be­
yond the initiatory steps of an or- 
ganisatioo. I  have met a few sheep-

men who seem satisfied with the 
siinatioo and say i f  their business is 
.not self-supporting they will abandon 
it ; they do not ask that other inter- 
«s's shall be taxed to protect theirs, 
and are opposed to the introduction 
into assixjiatioD meetings of anything 
which bears the semblance of political 
di^ussion. I f  their theory were cor­
rect, the sulject would have a strong 
claim upon the consideration of wool 
growers; but, ho»vtver widely meu 
may differ upon questions «-f uatioual 
policy, it would 8«:em thit the sheep­
men of Ttxas might be united upon 
the ground of material interests as 
(jontrolled by state laws, and if those 
interests lead ua into politics let us fol­
low them through aud see to it that 
they are well guarded. A n d  if the laws 
of our state oiscriminate against us iu 
t ’ue matter of grazing. Or prove ineffi-
cieut to n g u la ie  the irausportatiCM of
our products to market let us take 
care that the mm wb«* receive our 
support shall represent our interests. 
In the excellent ctmmunication fr'm  
Colorado jour coriesponpmt recom­
mends shutting sheep out of the shed 
except during cold storms. Wlii e 
admitting that his letter contains 
'many vjiluatle suggestitm?, I  prefer to 
have my sheds well ventilated, and 
then let tbe sheep go in andcu|ai 
will. I build my sheds of cedsr pests 
and j)inc plank with four-inch battens. 
I have a cheap way of making venti­
lators which answer every purpose 
and which I place about twenty-five 
feet apart. I  drop a plank down one 
foot from the lidge on each side and 
fasten tbe ends by means of cleets un- 
derDtalh, making an opening one foot 
by two over this opening. I  put a 
roof two ' planks wide' with bitter.s 
thus exjindiDg it eix iccl es (>ver the 
opening \u all si('es, and raise this in­
fant r« pf six iiicte'b l y nailing it to 
piece8 2x6 itches, fi’aitd aei« ss « u the 
under >id«- just above the eaves anil 

'attaching these xfirnsly to (he main 
roof. \Vith a shed so constructed the 
atmosphere will be'^lwajS pure and 
c.ol.

The tvcol inajket does not present a 
hop» ful oullcok to the fl ckim-ster, 
but 1 took tbe ewe ‘ for better and for 
w o r e ;”  she bss b«en a faithful and 
efficieilt co-woikerin the past, and I  
propose to stand by her in the hi ur of 
adversity.

Comm(<n and thin sheep are 
dull and bring very little more money 
than a fortnight or so ago. The run of 
Texas sheep has ceased entirely. This 
is as it ought to be, for Texas flockmas- 
ters have no lat sheep, and bones we 
do not want even as a present. W e 
had some Texas sheep on the market 
the past week, and what is’more, too, 
they were fat. Did they sell? Why, 
certainly, and at pretty stiflT figures, 
by the way. These* sheep were not 
called Texas sheep. The owner called 
them Kansas sheep, when -the fact is, 
the sheep in question never had been 
in that state. This discrimination is 
prat iced by many to get more money 
from buyers. Now, if the owner had 
told the truth, perhaps he would not 
kave four d as ready sale for his sheep, 
as be did by calling them Kansas 
sheep. To explain this mystery, it 
can be done in a few words, by saying 
that the sheep came from Texas, bad 
been liought in our market early in 
the fall and stnk out to graze and feed 
in Illinois, and new wbinis-good ci n- 
ditibu, were breught in and sejd as 
product c f Kansas. From this on a 
great many Texas sheep fed in this 
state and >Illinois w ill arrive, and be 
sold as Colorado, Kansas or half- 
breed sheep. I  may remark 
that Texas sheep has gotten into bad 
repute in the East, and now good, fat 
and honest sheep must sail under 
another color. vVbo are to blame for 
this ?

N ew  Or le a n s , L a ., Dec. 15,1884.
The live stock quarters in the 

World’s Industrial and Cotton Cen­
tennial Exposition are unusually am­
ple, and are situattd ih the north­
western portion of Exposition Park, 
towards Bt. Charles avenue. There 
are six distinct buildings for horses 
an»i two for cattle, with stall room for 
KKIO horses and 500 cattle. The build­
ings for hors* 8 are in two parallel 
rows, indicated on the plan of the 
grounds. Each is 368 feet long by 60 
feet wide and 24 feet high, and have 
stalls on either side, permitting the 
beads of the animals to face outward, 
tbertby leaving a broad passage way 
th.ough the building. The buildings 
for the cattle stand at either end of 
thestiucture mentioned and at right 
angles with them. They are 375 feet 
long by 72 feet wide and 24 feet high. 
. In addition to structurrs tor live 
sto(‘k a regulation h* If mile track is 
laid cut adjoining the line of build 
irgs. The track and space enclos*^d 
will also be used as an arena for the 
display ot sti ck. These areas, com­
bined, contain 280x780 feet; the stock

exhibiticn covering 37 aircs of ground.
Over $125,000 hav<- been appro­

priated by the management for pre­
miums and the U'r'Cecsary expenses of 
making the live stnex display. This 
is by far a larger turn than has ever 
before bem devoted to a similar en­
terprise. The object of the manage­
ment in naking this piincely grant 
of money is to ¡secure the presence of 
the best examples of all classes of live 
stocK to be found on this continent.

Theac ‘ompanyiug illustration gives 
a very good idea of the appearance of 
the buildings and the race track. A l­
though this w ill be the largest live 
stock fair ever held in this country, 
it is only one of the many iutt resting 
features of the World’s Exposition.

The managers of the exposition have 
placed in the hands of Geo. Y. John­
son, superintendent of the department 
of agriculture a premium fund to be 
distributed as follows: Horses $12 0<K); 
breeding and dairy cattle, $12 OuO; fat 
stock (cattle, sheep and hogs ) $10,000; 
sheep $5 000; poultry and pet stock,
