As to tbe ravages of the Texas fever, 
Mr Longend^ ke said that seme cattle 
had dj* d on tbe neutral si rip this sea­
son or that fever, but it v as no fault of 
the drovers. Men bad bought these 
cattle en tbe trail and driven them on 
.«he lanae, where they took the 
fever. He said tba t ibvre were 
eome peculiarities about tbe diaease 
which were not cl«Mir*y under«iood. 
Cattle OD tbe diive north would-not 
letaiu tbe disease, while those taken 
thniugh OB tbe cars would carry it 
with ibem. There was much to be 
h arned about tbe cattle huaiueas by 
I he people of ibe state, bethought, 
b fore pressing judgment on the oaitle 
interest. In  the first place it should 
he undejrsKHHl that tbe largest caUls 
Interests of tbe state was the buying of 
oneand iwo year-< lo steers In Tjexas 
for grazing on tbe nutritious grasses of 
Kansas These stetrs, kept ondand 
two years on the range in this state, 
will average 200 pounds more than If 
kept in Texas. This is the largo end 
of tbe cattle business in Kansas, and 
to quarantine sgsiusi T« xas cattle will 
griutly ii jure this bmlneas.

The cattle inlerestot lAestern Kan­
sas is evidently in good bahds and it 
will without doubt, i>e well oared for 
in tbe legislatuie. Tbe Texas steer 
will be crowned king, and will be 
allowed to tramp around at will over 
^ihe weetern plains

TRE DAIRY.
The B aldridge C hora.

A newly patented cuuin called tbe 
“ Baldridge” from thè name of the in­
ventor, is likely to come into general 
use, as it does away with tbe dasher 
entirely, and the whole churning pro­
cess consifctsofturningahandleslowJy. 
By means of cog-wheels rapid revolu- 
tiong of certain wings inside of the 
old-fashioned shaped churn are pro­
duced. This churn has recently been 
tested in a most thorough manner by 
dairymen near St. Lous. Itch iirn s 
sweet cream in 2  ̂ minutes, and fresh 
milk from cows in 5 minutes. I t  is tbe 
work of a child to operate a five gallon 
churn. Mr. Henry Strong, the owner 
of the patent, received orders for 300 
churns in one week at bis show rooms 
at Nos. 1,12 and 14 So. Broadway, 8 . 
Louis. I t  is not every churn «hat will 
make butter from sweet milk under 
two hours hard labor

Tbe F arm  Cow.
There may be some excuse for going 

slowly in the improvement of the 
cattle which have to earn their ow'n 
liv trg o u  the range, and give but one 
source of income in tbe yearly supply 
of b ef, because tbe ranges In many 
instances will not support nor matuie 
better esi^tle, and tbe promiseousinter- 
minglijiig of stock would prevent tbe 
owner frrm  obtaining full benefit of 
his own investment, while neighbors 
would gain w ith him the benefit of 
the infusion of good bleed a t h s ex­
pense. The idea of the range is to get 
aU possible from it and at the least ex­
pense, and tbe character of tbe stock 
running upon it depend mostly on tbe 
shelter, water supply and the number 
to the acre. There can be no im ­
provement worthy of the name in tb« 
open range, nor can it i ay much to tbe 
owner until he can control his grass 
and hold tbe cattle in their bounds.

Tbe Farmer stockman, while avail 
ing himself of tbe open 1' nds around 
him, is frtquently in a position to breed 
bis cattle upward and from location of 
tht; fences around him may be as good as 
in a pasture, besides tbe land he owns 
may consist of some good grass 
prairies, which it is his aim and desire 
to get the most return from, yet he 
wi]  ̂ be m aking very little of bis sur> 
roundings if be does not raise eome- 
tbing better than average Texas s'tock; 
bis money is invested in land, and 
he needs an income from both the land 
and catde. To do this be must raise 
milk stock and better beef stock, not 
better stock to do on grass alone, but 
st(x;k which will do as well on summer 
grasses and'better on winter feeding. 
He must have an income from beef, 
ana an income from milk and butter, 
as payment for additional care, and fur 
tbe feed coi burned. I

W ith the most profound and earnest 
respect (or the Texas cattle, in the 
brubh of Eastern Texas or on tbe edge 
of tbe plains, in tbe extreme south of 
the state in Starr or Hidalgo, or on the 
northern borders of the Panhan­
dle, we can say tha t tbe native 
TeX.an will pay well enough 
on the range system or within ex 
tremeiy large pastures, but when’in 
640 acre tracts, fenced, the margin of 
profit becomes infioitely small, and 
the beef alone, on grass alone, will not 
pay much more than interest on the 
money invested, yet by judiciou- 
breeding, assistance of«the farm, in 
feeding, by a little management, the 
amount cf land mentioned properly 
stocked with ordinary good cattle 
there is money in it and plenty to be 
made.

Take 640 acres of average land under 
fence and a 100 bead o f«attle is ail tbe 
grass will support. I f  they are aver­
age (Central) Texas stock cattle twelve 
Ibree-y ear-old steers and about eight 
old cows would be a liberal cut at «he 
bunch, withnut^gefing too deep, and if 
the twenty head brought |20 n und, 
and its all that they would be worth, 
tbe income of ne t cash would be $400 
or about enouch to starve to death on, 
and it allows twenty calves over, (the 
increase being 40) to pay interest on 
the $15(X) on cst«le and $1800 in land, 
which would be a showing not lik«ly 
tô ŝay much of cattle raising on 
small scale. A t the very best the cattle 
would not turn out over $500 in grass 
beef, while with improved stock, 
Jerseys, Holsteins, Durbams ano 
other breeds, all but bulls being graded 
animals there are farmers who never 
sell a  dollar’s worth of grain who are 
making good yearly Incomes on leas 
than half tbe number, and on less than 
half the range.

There are farmers having plenty of 
cows yet it takes a week to make ten 
pounds of butter, still they do better 
by m ilking and gentling their stock, 
they find out the best anlhials and by 
a  very gradual process improve their 
qualities. They accomplish in ten years 
without change in cattle what tne pur- 
obase of a good Shorthorn or Holstein 
t^ull would aecon;tplish In three, and 
the «election has to be made after the 
Calf haa grown to the cow, and all the 
time there isqply the improvement in 
beef sale* tha t Heeding makes. I t  is s 
fight against the ahiqoal all the  time

Toe cow does not res| ond to >he fn d , 
nor give milk long, tbe steer is of small 
parentage and matures small and 
slowly. In  some cases exceptions are 
found bnt it is an up hill business, 
like a carpenter working blunt edge 
tools, or a blacksmith welding cold 
iron. There is neither the pn fit or 
tbe satisfaction to be found in handling 
the range sto<-k tha t there is in 
slock which have been bred for farm­
ers uses and which are profitable where 
land is higher. Tbe value of a farm­
ers’ cow is to be estimated by the 
quantity and quality of the milk, and 
a fairly good cow will pay for herself 
between calf and calf, in addition to 
her feeding. i

ment to be made in .thirty years, and 
unpaid principal to bear 5 per cent. 
No patents to 'be issued until afier 
three year’s.^occupancy. The bill i*
hedged with provisiocs to prevent the 
accumulation of large bodies of land 
in the hands of single proprietors. I t 
is a bill in the interest of home seek­
ers and bona fide settlers and as such 
should receive I the endorsement of 
those who have the best interests of 
the country at heart. I t  will give the 
first comera choice of land, and the 
use of lands surrounding until 'settlers 
file on all available for settlement. I t  
is such a bill as should have passed ten 
years since.

O n the first page will be found an 
adverclsement of the ' New York and 
Texas Land company efferieg to lease 
a very desirable range consisting of 
108,160 acres in Wheeler county. This 
probably is one of the few large Pan- 
handle tracts still available.

The C a ttle  M arket.
The market fur stock cattle and for 

yearlings and twos for spring delivery 
is very undecided at this time. Buy­
ers are plentiful, provided the risk of 
delivery in  the territories is assumed 
t>y the sellers, and sellers are numer­
ous and prices are low, provided only 
that the delivery is in T-exas and no 
where else. There is absolutely no 
trading done, yet bunches of stock cat­
tle (hpef oui) can be had at $13, and 
yearlings for $10, and two-year-olds at 
$14 in any number from a thousand 
head upward, the cattle to be such as 
are raised in  Central Texas. An |is.-u- 
rauce of an open trail would advance 
these prices fully $2, aud the arrival of 
spring before coutractiug would ad­
vance them at least $1 more. The con­
dition of the range in  the central por­
tion of state, and the uncertainty 
as to the movement of cattle north­
ward makes it for the present a very 
decided buyers’ market. This applies 
to the overstocked ranges of Central 
Texas for cattle in various marks aud 
brands, and does not apply to western 
cattle, which are seldocu effered for 
sale and which are not obtainable at 
less than last year’s prices, or about $4 
per head higher than prices above 
quoted.

No grass ’Texes or Indian catile are 
coming in to any am< unt, while the 
offerings of native and southwest cat­
tle were very ligh*. Tbe cry for na­
tive butcher and shipping steers is 
both urgent and loud, aud Easteri 
shippers are disgusted with the e ^ n t 
receip s. Michael Burns, agent of 
T C.E«stman, the largest cattle ship 
per and exporter in the United Srates 
told me tbe other day: “O b,'why 
don’t you induce farmers aud feeders 
to send in falcatile. I  am here every 
day and want train loads each day in 
the week.” I  told him I  could not 
hi Ip matters any.

Rufus Lindsay, of the firm of Sad­
dler A Co., also very large shippers, 
said that on an average over 150 car­
loads of shipping steers could fiud dis­
posal per day. And so it goes. Plenty 
of bliyers are here. Exporters, East 
ern shippers, interior shippsrs and 
home buyers. Then, the dre^ed beef 
shippers are to erme in.* W ^at are 
75 or 100 car-loads of cattle in each 
twenty-four hours, as we are receiving 
to meet the demand enupnerated 
above,? Simply nothing. Prices for 
the pa^t week ruled strong through­
out, and. on gopd heavy cattle have 
ad van ced \  fully J cent i^er pound 
Good pony steers of 950 to 1150 pound.- 
are in deinan<I\from all cla-sses of buy­
ers and bring laiDC.'i higher figures 
than at Chicago. Jo fact all grades i>f. 
cattle from common to choice bring 
fully as much, if not more, money that 
at Chicago. This fact can be explain­
ed on tbe score that buyers here were 
pushed lor supplies and bad to meet 
sellers’ views. I t is strange that some 
of our buyers do not desert us and go 
to Chicigo. They do not, however, 
for which we are much thankful: \

• The P rospec t for W ool.

One important feature of tbe wool 
m arket shows itself .-plainly at the 
close of tbe year. ItVis the time for 
taking stock, and as it is the time 
when the actual amount on band can. 
better be aacertttined than any other 
the figures of December 31st are of 
great interest to growers and dealers 
in wool. B ston being the great wool 
market, it ia tbe most important by 
which to judge the trade. In  Bostoi» 
tbe domes*ic wool on band Decemi>er 
31,1882, was, in round numbers 18 000 - 
000 pounds, on December 31, 1S83 
20,000 000, and on December 81, 1884 
26,500 000. tbe actual stock of domestic 
wools being 5,262 700 more than a year 
ago, and tbe stock of foreign wools 
being nearly a million pounds less. 
This of itself is not a good showing as 
there are four and a quarter million 
pounds to be sold before we are on the 
same footing as at the beginning of the 
past year. Yet if this stock taking 
had dated four months »ince the quan 
tlty  of wool unsold would appear much 
greater. Düring tbe past year Boston 
received about 10 000,000 pounds of 
wool less than last year. We don’t see 
any reason given for this, whether 
Boston'is loeing trade to other centers 
or if the wool , clip has declined in 
volume, or whether more wool goes 
direct to the factories from the 
growers. Probably both the lat­
ter have had some effect, for tbe 
first is not likely. Any way wool 
ruled lower during the past year by 
five cents per pound than during 1883, 
and 1883 was lower by two cents than 
1882.

To day every thing goes to show that 
we are on the up grade, ^ u r in g  the 
past week Boston sold Texas full years 
wools up to 22 cents, and so did New 
York. This means 18@181 cents h^re 
for our best wools, with a iSlight mar­
gin for speculation. The quantity sold 
was considerably larger than at the 
same period last year, and the receipts 
of wool were considerably less.

Those best informed are hopeful of a 
beneficial change, cr rather progress 
to a higher level, and the twenty cents 
which many Texas sheep raisers call a 
profitable basis may possibly be reach­
ed by spring. I t  will not be far short 
of it. We know clips of Texas wool 
which would bring over twenty cents 
to dayj^but they are such as have sold 
in times past fully two cents above tbe 
average of the fine and medium wools 
raised in the state. For such there is 
indeed a future filled with promise, 
while there is absolutely no prospect 
for wools of a lower grade, as valuies 
on  such have not changed a  oarticle 
from the prices of July and August 
last. These wools g^dow n  with a 
rush at the slightest depression, and 
rise with good tjmes by a. process so 
gradual as to be almost impercepti­
ble. The wools referred to are the in­
definite and slight improvements from 
Mexican sheep which rise to thedis-| 
tinction of low mediom. From such 
aheep raising no one ever made money

far in Texas has been that wool grow­
ers have never been able to rely upon 
tbe markets. In  these columns we 
have been careful to give the current 

on all clas-ses of wool in all the 
g wool nmrkets. But our sub­

scribers have frequentiy compl«intd 
with much reason, doubtless, that they 
cx)uld not realize for their clips sccord- 
ing to our reports. Not that ih^y 
have bad any reason to doubt the cor­
rectness ef our work, but they 
have very frequently been made 
the victims of fpeculators. Wool 

growers are not and sh(<uldnot be wool 
speculators. They sbeuld as a rule, 
act on the idea that the best time to 
m aiket their wool is when it is ready 
for the market. I f  they could rely on 
the market reports they would adopt 
this rule, and it is mainly for the rea­
son that tbe-y have not been able to do 
this that they have gone into specula­
tion. That is tosay, they have had bo 
abiding faith in tbe market quotations, 
and have either rushed their wool into 
the market, or withheld it from the 
market, according to whether as indi 
viduals, they fancied wool w ould rise 
oi fall. In  this game they have natu­
rally been at a grt at disadvantage, and 
much at tbe mercy of shiewd and de­
signing men who, speculators by ]na- 
ture, are in tbe trade as such, knd 
have many more chances to judge of 
the probabilities of tbe market. We 
have been in tbe field on more ocesr 
sions than one, and in the language of 
the time "know bow it is ourselves.” 
W hat Texas wool growers wsBt 
is an assurance, that, if certain 
grades of wool are quoted in St. Louis 
in a given day, as worth so much, 
they will be able to realize that much 
for euch grades. Let this assurance 
be given in good faith and let the hope 
it will encourage be realized, and we 
venture to predict that St Louis will 
get the bulk of the wool grown in 
Texas*.

One more suggestion in this connec- 
'tioD, we wish to make:

Wool growers complain that tbe 
classification of wool is very much too 
technical. That ia to say, the distinc 
tions mane by buyers is too refined for 
the practical purposes of the growers 
The grower knows tha t he grows 
oonrbing wool, or fine wool or coarse 
wool, etc., but when he reads of a 
dozen or more names ibr wools be is 
confused and correspondinvly at lault. 
We suggest, therefore, that in the 
classification of Texas wools two or 
three, or a t worst, four grades will 
cover all wool grown in Texas. '

I f  these suggestions are acted on, we 
are confident St. Louis will benefit by 
them.

Texas has a great future ahead of her 
as a wool producing state. We have 
in the state in  1885 from 8,000,- 
OOQ to 10,000,000 sh»ep, and if our 
next lamb crop is a fair one, we will 
have quite 20 per cent. more. We 
have room for 3,000,OOOJ sheep iu 
Texas, and it growers of wool can 
realize on their wool w ith certainty 
they will add to their flocks until they 
will be able to ship fully 120.000,000 
pouuds of wool in time. Can St. Louis 
business men take in this possibility? 
If  so, let tbfm  act on it, and do all in 
their power to encourage sheep hus-

W o rd s  o f W isdom ,
During the past week several wocl 

growers, s< me of them old friends cf 
OUTS, dropped in on us, and for a couple 
of hours our sanctum was the congress 
hall in which several statesmen (in 
embryo) outlined tbe true policy oi tbe 
national government in tbe matter of 
the tariff so far as it  effects raw wool 
and those who grow it, and of the state 
government in the m atter oi several 
bills that are likely to b e  before the 
legislature for consideration.

‘‘Wisdom?”
Not often in the history of a nation 

does so much of tbe real staff find out­
let to tbe epen air, as managed on 
that occasion to show up.

And yet, in spite of the fact tha t the 
seven wise men of Qothapi were sim­
ple innocents, in comparison with 
ourxrowd, our said crowd, one and all 
of us live in comparative obscurity, 
and of us tbe world, alas! knows noth­
ing. True is it that
‘Fall msay a fl wsr is born to blush ans«oi)
And wasto It’s sweetoeas on tbe oesert air.’>

But we didn’t start in on this occa­
sion to force into prominence men 
who are satisfied to remain unknown 
by tlie public. Our object rather was, 
and is, if possible, to force into promi­
nence one chunk of wisdom of many, 
which was unearthed by reason of our 
meeting. One of the crowd bad been 
losing some lambs, and he submitted 
the symptoms, whereupon, after a 
searching diagnosis, it was determined 
tha t tbe trouble was pnrumonia.

This, however, Is not the real chunk.
The disease having been given a 

name, we next solemnly proceed to 
determine on a remedy, and after so 
long a time, agreed tha t as long as 
fever continues, sbeep with pneumonia 
should be given plenty of freeh, pure 
water, to each gallon to which should 
be added about eight drops of tincture 
of aconite root and twenty grains of 
iodide of potash.

This was a big point gained, of 
oourse, but still vtbis was not the 
special chunk above referred to.

The discussion of pneumonia natural­
ly suggested other diseases to which 
tbe flesh of sheep is heir, and grub in 
tbe head came in for attention. One 
of our crowd had lost some rams by 
reason of this ailment and he was 
full up to bis chin, of the 
subject. He went into it  fn exten—, 
informed us that it is developed from 
eggs deposited by the gad-fly in tbe 
nose of the sheep during the months 
of July and August, which onoede 
posited in tbe cavities, soon hatch, the 
larvae cnw ling up the sinuses and 
adhering to the mneons surface, wheie 
it grows a td  mature« in tbe winter. 
Here was wisdem and no mistake, byt 
still it was not that very particular 
chunk.

Having completed bis lecture on 
the origin of tbe grub, onr lecturer 
next went fully Into his treatment of 
the grub, considered as a disease, and 
it  was “ meat” to tbe balance of ns to 
know that the die*ase can be removed 
by the injection into the ncttrils of 
the sheep tfflioted by means of a 
syringe, of a strong tea made ef to­
bacco stems, the nose of tbe sheep dar­
ing the operation held so aa to point 
down in order to allow tbe tea being 
thrown into the larnyx  and longs 
swallowed. Here wre semetbing well 
worth ksowing, and while reeembling 
a chunk cf wisdem, is stiU not that 
partic-nlar chunk.

Tbe fact is, that conferenceef which 
we have been taking note, was opened, 
held and adj< n rm d before tbat*par^ 
ticnlar chunk was shoved under onr 
noeee.

Those who are familiar with my 

predecessor in the fable business, will 
perhaps remember tha t he used to tell 
of a bound, who, having started a 
hare fiem bis farm after a long run, 
gave up the ebase.

I  was on a Texas sheep ranch about 
a month ago w htn I  met the owner, a 
rich New Yorker, and bis two neur 
neighbors, both young men of limited 
means, and both wool growers.

In  the course of the conversation in 
which we all took part, the New 
Yorker was quite severely tw it t^  by 
one of his neighbors because bis sbeep 
were in poor condition and dying rap­
idly. I t  appears tha t the party who 
was doing the tw itting had nothing 
to “crow about,” said his sbeepj also 
were not fat or healthy, and wer<p de­
veloping a rare capacity for pa«sipg.in 
their checks and journeying over tbe 
river of death to rest under the shad­
ows. The third man on the other 
hand bad fat sheep tha t fed well by 
day and rested well by night, arid 
could look old Boreas square in the face 
without a tremor.

After no little badgering tbe one of 
the other two, each of wbom oonfe.^sed 
frankly tha t he bad sadly negheted 
his interests, the one who had no very 
heavy bank account, sa id :

“ Yes, 1 have left others to take care 
of my businesa, while I  have run 
around with tbe boys frolicking and 
enjoying myself generally. And I  
have spent a good deal of money ex­
travagantly tha t m ight have been 
spent to better purposes in grain and 
hay for my sheep. But our New York 
friend here has been as careless as I, 
and where I  have thrown away one 
dollar he has gotten rid of five.”

To the reply of tbe New Yorker made 
in a spirit )f friendship, I  wish to call 
the special attention cf young wool 
growers in Texas.

Said he: “Granted ! I  have neg­
lected my business; and so have yon. I  
have gone in for fan rather than for 
profit; and so have yon. I  have squan­
dered money tight and left tha t ought 
to have been invested for the benefit 
of my flocks; and so have you. I  have 
lost heavily; and so have yon. And 
w hat is worse, I  have prospects of los­
ing still more heavily; and so have 
yon. So far there is a striking simi­
larity in onr conditions. Bnt 1 appre­
hend yon do not see, or fully appre­
ciate that there is a diflference between 

, and as your friend, only wishing 
to serve yon, and not to wound your 
feelings, I  will p<fint it out to yon. 
To start in w ith, 1 bad much from 
which to lose, while yon bad little. 
Of my abnndance I  lust heavily, bat I  
obnld afford it, alnce I  have consider­
able left, and I  now treat my experi- 
enoe as capital I  am far from mined. 
Yon, on the other hand, have lost 
heavily of your little and have nothing 
left, I  fear, and while yon, too, have 
experience as capital, yon have noth­
ing else, and are financially bank­
rupted. Our neighbor over there also 
started in  with little but has pursed it 
carefdHy, and bids fair to be a rich 
oaan. Like the bound in tbe fable. 
I  have been playing a t wool growing, 

a  sort of am naonent, content if  I

ourselves, we beg to be allowed to say, 
by way e f  a side remark, that, in onr 
humble opinion, what that .old sheep 
herder said in the premises had more 
meat in it, than all that was said by all 
of our financially better endowed 
wool growing friends in all the hours 
coDsnmed in that conference.

once more the wool grower was mak­
ing long sf ridea from out of the slough 
of despond in -which he bad been so 
long. The picture presented was by no 
means too rosy to pr«*ve true. The 
flnaocial afl^irs of the c< untrv is fas* 
improving, and when they move in 
that direction pas*̂  experiences teach 
us that business prospt-iity is near at 
band To back up my statement I 
will make extracts from % long special 
In the Missouri JRepubliccm of last 
Safurday now b«f>re me, dated at New 
York. The special is made froni re­
ports gathered by Bradstreet’s com­
mercial agency.. This agency is thor- 
onghly reliable, and each week give to 
the pibiic the result of th tir  labors 
Tn Bradstree'’s last Bulletin a de- 
taihd report ef the pricis of thirty-six 
staple artic>e8 of commerce, iucludirg 
spvent‘~en products, c«*tton, "wooi, 
print cloths, flannels, iron, steel, cop­
per, lead, tin, cogl^petroleum, naval 
stores, leather and lumber, from 1878 
to date, in which the latest figures 
reached in 1884 are compared wi«h the 
m 's t depres-ed quotations prior to 
1^2 and since 1878 This is gi/en 
professedly with a large amount of de­
tail to aid in the foruiing of an inteli- 
gent Judgment on Ihe approach of 
conam‘'rci«l cf^nditions favorsble to an 
upward turn in prices of staple com­
modities. This has been sugg*sted by 
the recent advances in prices of wheat, 
flour, corn.(lry „oods,C''ttoD, butterand 
hog produc’0. W heat is still going up 
and is active, the home and foreign 
demand being very large. Corn is 
also higher, aud provisions advancing 
fast. All these are very good signs.

The St. Louis cotton and wool ex­
change is an assured fact, enough of 
woolmen having joined the cotton 
exchange to enable tbe officers to 
order telegraph facilities for tbe use 
of wool dealer . The cotton compress 
has made arrang^^ments to s^ore and 
compress wo(.l and drummers will soon 
start for Texas to ta’k up tbe St. Louis 
wool market. This move alone ought 
to be encouiaglog to wool growers.

We had a quite lively sheep market 
the past week and prices are advancing 
right along. Offerings were liberal 
and of pretty good quality, consequent­
ly the p'ices realized were hands* me 
the range paid being fr<*m $2 60@4 37J 
per 100 ftounds, for c^mimon to prime 
heavy muttons. The bulk of sales 
were made at $3.25©3 75 to $4 00 per 
100 pKJunds. Common and medium 
sheep are selling well enough but are 
not bringing remunerative prices 
Plenty of Texas sheep fed in Mit-souri 
and Illinois willdte put on tbe market 
in a few days. They are fat and will 
command tbe same prices ss native 
sheep in tike condition. Farm*rs and 
feeders who bought Texas sheep in the 
tall will make large pn flts, that is 
certain.

A frtir amount of business wts 
transteted in wool. Tbe'demand was 
again in excess of the supply and 
mauy buyers were ruled out of the 
maraet altogether for wautof sufficient 
oflVrIngs. . .

I t  will be seen that since 1881 there 
has been a steady decrease in tbe 
sMpmentaof rifrigerator mutton, the 
sbipm tnta h s t  y*ar beirg only 1402 
against 8944 In 1881 Tbe shipments 
of ebeep on the bcof were the smallest 
in four years, showing a heavy de­
crease. In  this connteth n it may be 
in ereating to know .th a t while tbe 
exi>orte from Beaton of cattle showed 
5o00 head dt crease from 1883, they 
were much larger than any year since 
the embargo was placed upon tbe *n- 
trance of American cattle to^nglail^. 
Shipments of beef quarters increase 
6600 fv»r 1883, hut show a decrease of 
21 000 from 1881 On tbe whole our 
beef shipments have increased and 
our mutten shipments have decreased. 
This can only be accounted for by tbe 
fact that our cattle are better than our 
sheep.

British flocks have been increasing 
since the Queen set tbe fashion to ab- 
?«tain from eating lamb a year orso 
ago. This is one instance where fol­
lowing fashion bas been beneficial to 
tbe followers. If  we were so faithful 
in following such examples, I sh^^uld 
wish for.

EVlltor Texas Live Stock Jo mol: ^
By a somewhat singular coincidence 

we have beeh corrFsponding with sev­
eral breeders of pore blooded Angoras, 
especially Squire Peters, of Atlanta, 
Ga., suggesting the forma'ion of an 
Angora Goat association, having for 
its oijpct tbe registration of pore bred 
American goats.

Booth African goat farmers have also 
at the same time practically carried 
out the idea, their aim being to en­
courage the breeding of pore stock; 
aod offer to buyers the beet guarantee 
of genpine pure blooded Angoras. I t 
is a wearying and slow proceee, tbe 
improvementnf the thousands of cross­
bred fleecy goats now ranging over tbe 
African plains. I t  is very important, 
therefore, to improve the goat flocks 
and produce a better class of mohair 
than the generality of that exported, 
which only realizes miserable prices 
for the purpose of encouraging tbe 
American enterprise.

We corresponded with the Honor­
able Peter L. Bimmonds, British coin- 
misdioner, representing tbe wool 
interests a t all the European interna­
tional exhibitions held for tbe last 
twenty years. ‘ He is at present en­
gaged in making arrangements for 
the Antwerp International exhibition 
to be used this year under the patron­
age of H. M., the king of the Bel­
gians. Our friend immediately inter- 
jested himself to obtain all the inform­
ation possible on tbe subject of tbe 
Angora goat, and we have just re­
ceived from him most interesting news 
relating to the goat industry in the 
eastern province of Cape Colony, 8. 
A. On tbe first day of the quarterly 
meeting in November last of tbe 
Zwarte Ruggens Farm er’s association, 
(he most important busineess was the 
proposed measure for the registration 
of pure bred Angora mohair goats. 
This proposal gave rise to a most in­
teresting discussion.

One olj>ction raised against tbe 
measure was, that it would be no proof 
that tbe registered goats were tbe best 
that could be bad ; even tbe president, 
Mr. I. B. Evans, admitted that some 
very inferior goats bad been import­
ed, and further, that he bad seen in 
Asia Minor cross-bred goats which 
gave a better quality of hair than 
many of those imported into tbe col­
ony. H e-had seen a goat sent from 
Asia without a particle of mohair on 
it. Absolute evidence would not be 
placed on a goat’s purity of breed, be­
cause it was imported from Turkey. 
Mr Evans gave a description of his 
travels, 1200 miles .in Asia Minor in 
search of tbe pure bred Angora. He 
found it on a large plain, surrounded 
by snow-covered mountains most diffl 
cult to pass for man or beast.*

A cross-bred goat was not known in 
these regions for 100 years and tbe 
breed bad been traced hack for 300 
years, and to have come from Arm e­
nia. I t  was from these flocks be bad 
last brought out to the cap>e, but they 
were not now to be had without re­
sorting to smuggling. Mr. Lee en­
quired of Mr. Hutebeon whether be 
could give tbe meetiug auy enlighten­
ment as to what was tbe ideal of a 
purebred Angora goat] Mr. Hutch- 
eon replied that it was hard to say how 
long a time it took to get rise of the in­
ferior blood in cross-breeding. Some 
men knew well what they were about 
in making the proper selection and so 
reached their ideal sooner than other 
men, No rule or law could be laid 
down. There was a good deal of dif 
ferenoe of opinions to what was tbe 
best kind of mohair to produce. He 
might go on the recommendation of 
tbe commission because he bad given 
o rta in  goats a mark, but be might 
hereby spoil bis flock entirely.

All breeds that had been established 
were tbe work of men who had a de­
finite ideal before them.

The question was then asked, how 
maov generations of goats would it 
take—supposing the start was made 
with an Angora “ buck” rsm, and a 
common cape “ nannie” ewe, before 
the native blood would be worked 
out?

Tbe president asked one of tbe most 
extensive goat farmers to reply. He said 
that no douot, by tbe laws p f  physi­
ology the fixing of a pure progeny 
could be achieved by carerul seleotiun— 
so fixed that—«porte”—or breeding 
back—need not to be expected, but he 
could not from experi-noe give a posi­
tive answ er.' Mr. Evans aaid be 
hsd been told of an instance 
where tbe 7tb cross was effectual; but 
in other cases 18 or 14 crosses had A-.t 
produced the pure bred. But there 
wss the question what oonatituted 
pure bred!

Mr. Edwards oensidsred it the piio- 
geny of imported goats.

Mr. Maasdorp thought they ought 
to draw the line somewhere. Taey 
knew that a vsst lot of inferior Angora 
goats had been imported «which had 
turned out so much rubbish. His own 
flock be called half-bred; but where 
did balf-bied end and tbe other 
begin. They would find at times 
among the half-bred vastly spptrijr 
goats to the imported stock.”
THE PUKE BRED ANGORA RKSOLU- 

TION8.
In introdurieg this resolution tbe 

president said that tnls resolation had 
been well cooeklered in P*rt Elisa- 
hetii, and certain ammidments had 
been made to it.

Mr. Lee, eenior, corroborated what 
tbe president said, adding that the 
reerrlution had not only been gone 
through by the commission, but they 
were aeristed by some of the members 
of the Chamber of Commerce, the ag-

r cultural soritty and other iDflni*n-' 
tial gentlemen, and he had no doubt 
tbe members bad seen the amended 
form of the resolution, for it had been 
publiahed in the newspiq>e s.

The nsolutkHi was then read sec­
tion by section, the following claosee 
being amended by the meeting to 
tbeir present wording:

In view of tbe great danger of the de­
terioration of tbe pure breed of tbe 
Angora goat of this country, and tbe 
iNvat nri^esalty of preserving the 
breed—

I. This association is of opinion that 
a commission should be formed.

a  Fur tbe purpose of exim ining 
and approving of goats to be reaistend 
iu our books

b. That such commission consist of 
ten members, namely: J  R-x W. 
Eklwards. C. Lee. J r  . I. P. Van He**r- 
de>>, H  Masrtlorp, W  Rudidge, J. H 
Feathersfone. P  H. Mericke, *4. J. 
Hobeon, N Gardner.

c. Any person wishing to have bis 
goats rs(ti<<tered into our books shall 
make written application to tbe secre­
tary to that effect, who shall at unoe 
give the memlters of tbe eommUeion 
notice of such application, fixing tbe 
date for tbeir being on the applicant’s 
farm during April, May, Juue or 
July, to examine bis ^lats at a date 
not earlier than thirty days after such 
notice shall have been posted.

d. In case of all tbe ten members 
being unable to aet, tbe secretary shall 
atnk> off five names, thereby selecting 
only f iv e , and shall at once inform the 
other five that their services will not 
be required; in case a member of tbe 
commisnioD is unable to attend an­
other member shall be taken in rota­
tion from list of tbe commission.

e Tbe applicant shall pay ia cash 
the traveling expenses of the commia- 
!>ion

/ .  In DO case shall tbe owner of a 
goat act ss one of tbe commission in 
judging of bis own gnats, nor anyone 
interested in tbe judgment.

g  Tbe members of the commission 
to retire annually but be eligible for 
re-election. ^

II. Ao soon as possible afte'r said 
commission has arrived at tbe home­
stead of tbe applicant, he shall band 
over to them the goats in a shed or 
bouse, to be examined, and after tak- 
iog such evidence from him as they 
may require, tbe goats shall be exam­
ined by the oommission, but the own­
ers shall not than be present,

a. Each goat accepud shall, in tbe 
presence of tbe judges, be marked on 
tbe check, with a number by a brand­
ing iron,* and on the right horn by tbe 
private brand of the association 

b Each member of the commirsion 
shall there and then make a memo- 
randucu in his pocket nook of tbe 
brand number of each goat marked 
with tbe date, etc., and forward as 
soon as pcsdble a duplicate of the 
same to tbe secretary.

c In case of adfiVrenceof opinion 
arihiog between the judges, the ruling 
of »he m*̂ j >rity shall bs binding.,

III . No gO;*t shall be accepted by 
tbe commiSbioD but tbe progeny of im­
ported Angoran, and in ev« r̂y respect 
suited for stock getting purposes, free 
from disease, not younger than twenty 
months, and not older than six 
years, excepting a ram which may be 
accepted a t ten years of age.'

IV At the first general meeting of 
the association after the examination 
of any goats, tbe eecretary shall lay 
upon tbe table all oorreepondenee and 
memorandums having reference to 
tbe registration of goats in tbe so­
ciety’s books ; all being in order, be 
shall draw up a separate cert fica'e of 
eaoh animal, setting forth the num ­
ber, private marks, and age of each 
goat accepted by the judges. Bueb 
certificate, after being signed by the 
preeident and secretary, shall be band­
it d to the owner of such goats, provided 
be bas paid the expenses of the com- 
mi-«sion.

Mr H  Maasdorp would like to know 
what object would be aocomplished 
by adopting the resolution. I t  was 
said in the resolution that the An­
gora was in danger of deterioration. 
He could not see that; as breeders who 
had taken pains to improve and con­
serve the breed would not relapse in 
their endeavors to keep the breed 
pure.

Mr. Lee, Jr., said that farmers 
wanted a guarantee, a certainty, that 
they were purchasing tbe genuine ar­
ticle for stock getting purposes, and 
that could only be attained by a proper 
registration of goats, as recommended 
in the resolution now before the meet­
ing.

Mr. H. Maasdorp wonld move the 
following resolution:

’That in the opiniou of tbe meeting, 
since it cannot be shown wherein lies 
the threatened deterioration of tbe 
Angora, tbe adoption of tbe resolu­
tion would «erve no good purpose, and 
that the resolution ought to be re- 
jfoted.”

Mr. W. Berrington, in seconding 
the rest lution said that there was no 
necessity for a registration of Angoras, 
for while they had farmers like the 
MiS^dorps, Edwards, and others be 
could name, ^ho  kept their breeds 
pure, there was no fear of a deteriorar 
tion, for they made it tbeir study to 
breed the genuine article. He was 
positivelhat purchasers wonld have 
more confidence in tbe persons named 
than in any registration measures that 
may be adopted.

Mr. Lee, Br., was of opinion that 
Mr Maasdorp’s propoaition eo Id not 
be put. The rtaolutlon bad virtually 
been adopted by tbe asaociation; cbey 
could amend it, or alter it, but tbe 
sabstanoe mnat remain. R gistration 
was neoesMury. From hia own ex­
perience he tbongbt it eo. He bad 
paid high pricee for rams, on the aa- 
aarance that they were genuine; bat 
hq waa glad to sell them at a aacrlfice; 
for they were worthless; bat not until 
be had diaoovered that they had done 
him an incaloolable amount of dam­
age. ImparUal evidence, such *s a 
oommiUee, suggested by the resolu­
tion, could give us tbe beat gnarantee 
that the goats were pore. Tbe evi 
deuce of the breeder himself ia worth- 

Men would go on Lreeding, not 
wing what to purciiaae, and tbeir 

stock must aa a oob«eqnenoe go back. 
The question was, was the Angora 
worth taking care of? What bad 
they done in Eoglafi8> ^  France, 
America and Australia to secure tbe 
beet stock ? Just what tbia aaaoriatioo 
waa now talking of doing. The value 
of a flock from registered atoiA wonlc 
be increaeed 50 per cent above one no 
•o bred. There would be an all round

benefit from this registration and no­
body waa a loeer. (Applaoae.)

The president said tbe qa**stk>D bow 
was whether tbe goats to be selected 
were to be the progeny of imported 
goataor of half breeds of the country.

Mr. Rubldge' propoeed that the 
judges be oonfloed to pure breds and 
the progeny of pure breds—that was 
of imported and of the progeny of im­
ported goats, whether recently or not. 
if  they allowed cross-breds to be se­
lected then every fellow in the colony 
would turn ram breeder. This waa. 
seconded and after a good deal of dis­
cussion was carried.

The subject of ostrich branding then 
followed.

We are vfry desirrus of promoting
a similar Angora Goat ass«»ciation for
the United States, and shall have0
pleasure in receiving the views of 
Texas Angora breedeis, who may be 
willing to aid in its promotion. I t  is 
oer^in  that if we import pure bred 
Angoras that we avail ourselvis ¡of 
8 >uth Africa and Australian goats. 
Because we have no hope that tbe 
Tuikisj) goveroment will allow any 
further exports of Angoras, seeing
