Good 
times at the South and cheap prloee 
here account for this increased sale 
and consumption.

T. A. Catron of Waverly, Mo.  ̂ a 
prominent farmer and feeder, was at 
market with three cars of his stock. 
Mr. Catron says corn is abundant' in 
Lafayette and Saline counties, selling 
at 20c per bushel, but for lack of capi­
tal there will not be nearly as many 
cattle and hogs fed at usuat He sajs 
his country has about half a million 
dollars invested Ib Western ranching, 
which has heretofore been employed 
in fattening home stook. .
^ Crain A Lorimer, of Independence, 
Kansas, bad on tbe market 160 bead 
of 940 pound corn-fed Texas cattle 
which sold at $4*26. B . Btradom A 
Co., were the sellers. Hammond bought 
them.

The latest from foreign live stock 
markets is that best American cattle 
are quoted at 14 cents per pound dres­
sed in Liverpool. It seems thac 
American cattle exporters have opera­
ted rather heavijy within tbe past 
three or four weekis.

Dispatches were received here dur­
ing the past week, saying that cattle 
and sheep had recently been lost in 
Texas to the valke of $40,000,000. I 
have wondered lately where Cli Per­
kins and Joe Mulhattan weuld turn 
up next.

It is the old old story, every y|ear 
the “ Pilgrim newspaper oorrespon- 
deot«^’ swoop I down upon the 
range countries and lie Just as muoh 
as they please. The lies me generally 
believed in tbe East, while tbe conjra- 
dic ions seldom are.'

Cattle and 
hogs, good to choice, are Just now quo­
table at $4 00 to $6 00 for the former .

$1 50 to $2 00 of tbe prices current c-ne 
year sgo. But feeders have no good 
oau«*e for complaint as corn b  cheaper 
and plentier.

HORSE BOSSIP,

Th% borsetnan'a harvest is in the 
spring time when the ranch hands 
are preparing for the work of the 
round-uiTs. This demand calls for 
good th<ee and four-year old geldings 
fit for the saddle. This year the cadi 
vrill be strong although somewhat late, 
because of the nncerudnty of the north­
ward cattle movement, but when it 
starts up it will be strong. The first 
lots of well conditioned horses will 
bring $45 to $5o, according to stature, 
condiilon and age. There will be a 
fair demand’ for saddle stock on the 
Panhandle and Western ranges, where 
there hats been some losses. The early 
boTr̂ e, like the eairly beef, will come in 
for the sheskeis.

Shoeing.
The object in shoeing horses is to 

prevent the hoofs from being broken 
or otherwise injured, as would nat­
urally result from'being driven over 
our hard roads«hnprotected. It has 
often been remarked, and truly so, 
that “ No foot, no horse,”  which liter­
ally means a horse without sound 
feet is of but little value. The feet 
are the basis upon w^ich the whole 
superstructure rests, a beautiful and 
complicated piece of mechanism. Ilka 
all complicated machinery, easily de­
ranged ; hence the necessity of pre­
serving U in a healthy state, to ac­
complish which, shoeing has been 
instituted, which, when properly 
done, has the desired effect. The shoe 
has two very;important offices to per­
form : First, to preserve the hoof in 
its natural shape; second, to protect 
it f|om injury. In order to properly 
understand the principle of shoeing it 
ia necessary we should understand the 
structure of the horse’s foot. The sub­
ject of rwridg has imt escaped the fa­
tality which seems* to have attended 
every matter connected with the foot, 
the mosi opposite and contradictory 
opinions have been expressed regard­
ing it. Where such extremes exist, a 
line drawn between the two is usually 
the most correct. I will, thtrefore, 
assume that position. In a state of 
nature (and I piust take her as my 
guide) the growth of the hoof is about 
et|ual to its wear. When the shoe is 
upon it this wear is prevented. My 
object, then, in paring the foot is to 
uutke the removal of the hoof equal to 
the grawth of the foot. Where this 
prlneipte is not observed, the fact is 
sdon evident. -Some shoes are allowed 
to remain on the foot for a long time, 
the wall becomes unnsually long, the 
sole thick, the animal tripping at 
every step. These causes prove the 
necessity of proper parring as a sub­
stitute for the natural wear of the

Id be takenfoot for the shoe, care shouh 

to remove all the old stubs. The wall 
.«hould be lowered from the toe to the 
heel with the rasp, and thé sole 
should then be carefully pared with 
the knife, from the frog, removing 
only ragged or loose portions, or such 
parts as may conceal dirt or other 
matter producing unhealthy action.

At the Ute meeting of the New York 

State Dairymen’s msMXdation, held at 
Oswego, Dec. 16, a call wes made foe 
information as to the quantity of »«ilk 
required tor a pound of batter. A  
creamerly manager from Bradfmd.Pa., 
responded to this call with the follow­
ing figures: A mix)ed herd of 21 cows 
in the eight months from April to No­
vember inclusive, 1882. averaged a 
pound of butter to 23 pounds cf milk 
and averaged 202 pounds of butter per 
cow. Fourteen grade Shorthorns in 
the same time averaged a pound of 
butter to 20J pounds of milk, and 
averaged 241 pounds of butter per oow. 
Fourteen Hoisteins in the same time 
averaged a ponnd of butter from 24J, 
pounds of milk, and avera^^ 2S5 
pounds of butter per oow, and eleven 
grade Jerseys in tbe same time aver­
aged a pound o*.butter from 16 pounrs 
of milk, and in 10 months aver*-gel 289 
pounds per oow The record for the 8 
months having been lost, he c uld not 
give it in comparison with the 
other herds for the same length of 
time The gentlemen said he bad 
been iii charge of the creamery since 
1882, and bad endeavored to impress 
upon its patrons the importance of 
improving their stock, with what re­
sults the following statements . will 
show: In 1882, with an average of 
750 cows, it required 23 pounds of 
milk tor a pound of butter; in 1883, 
with 1100 cows, 21 pounds of milk 
made a pound of bu'ier, and in the 
s*ason of 1884, 20J (pounds of milk 
made a pound of butter and he ex­
pected to still further lessen the quan­
tity re«]uired.

Having followed 
the UAual course in such cases, heads 
being for the former, and tails for the 
latjter, and the latter winning, we 
chRnceit on, “ profanity,”  leaving the 
word as the printer set it up.

Mr . H ewins, of Hewins A Titus, 
Kansas ranchman and legislator, is 
credited with saying: “ The Texans 
do:not, in the establishment of this 
trail, propose to have it reach- the sea- 
coast, but to start from the north line 
of the state, or practically so. The 
great, cattle dealers of Texas do not in­
tend to jeopardise their own interests 
by opening up an avenue to seacoost 
cattle, but they are willing to jeopar­
dize the interest of cattlemen by re­
moving all restrictions.”

This is not fair on the part" of Mr. 
Hawins. There are men talk'inir of 
tb0 trail knowing nothing about it, 
but ha ought to know that where 
there are no restrictions there is no 
need of a trail, and there are no restric­
tions on Texas soil against the move­
ment of Texas cattle. Even a Texas 
legislator would know that there is no 
need to establish a road when all par­
ties prefer to cut across country.

The Condition o f  Stock.
At the time of going to press last 

week we had just a prospect of a severe 
storm clearing up, and Saturday fol­
lowing was bright and warm, with 
the wind blowing from the South. On 
Sunday and sinoe, every day has been 
bright, and clear. ‘ Not too cold, 
nor weatner to hurt stock ot any kind 
As reports have been largely circulated 
in regard to losses of stock, and tele­
grams have been sent to all papers 
giving accounts of heavy losses, we 
have taken especial pains to ascertain, 
BO far as possible, the actual status 
over the immense grazing grounds of 
Texas, and we find that our state-• 
meets in last issue are verified, and 
need no change.

All located cattle in Greer county, 
and in the Indian territory adjoining 
Texas, are in fair average oondition for 
the season, and not likely to sulTer 
more than usual if storms do come be­
fore the close of winter. We fail to 
find any stockmen in this wide strip 
of range who are even anxiq^ con­
cerning their stocks. We have heard 
good reports from Childress, Hall and 
Donley oonnties in the Panhandle, and 
further South in Motley, Cottle,Harde­
man, King, Knox and Baylor, from 
ranch managers ano owners, and the 
reports are reaesaring on all points, 
edthough the great storm; moved tbs

ing of grass in some, localities where 
drouth prevailed last summer, and 
where the cattle are obUged to rustle, 
with a vengeanoe,for something to eat. 
But even here there is'no general state­
ment which will cover the case, as in 
some portions of counties the stock are 
in mnoh better condition than in oth­
ers. Poeeibly the middle ranges of 
Texas want spring to arrive very soon, 
and for that matter the sooner spring 
does put in an appearance the better. 
The snow, sleet and rain together have 
put the firround in excellent fix, so that 
warm weather would not only insure 
the herds, but give us early beef to 
supply the markets.

There is no denying that the cold 
snap of last week was sufficiently se­
vere on the stock to cause considerable 
anxiety, bat without going outside the 
limits of veracity we^can safely say 
that many stockmen who are largely 
interested,, and who represent every 
portion of Western Texas, are satisfied 
with the result, and have no fear of 
anything in the near future in conneo- 
tion with the wintering of cattle. The 
losses in stock are principally in the 
herds moved late in the year from 
drouthy ranges, and in cattle located 
on streams where other cattle congre 
gated for wa^er dnriog summer.

Editor Texas Live stock Joimal:
I f  .this place had a personality it 

oonld be called, nHtber fish, flesh, nor 
fowl. It is neither a mining, nor 
ranching town, and is situated in any­
thing but an agricultural region, al­
though rain is all that is needed to 
make the desert blossom. In a rich 
mineral section, no mines are worked, 
two idle mills stand near town;althcéigb 
surrounded by ranches, no cowboys 
take the town, which is generally 
as' quiet as a Pennsylvania Presby­
terian village, aIthou{ih the principal 
places of business are saloons.

Being a county capital, court days 
are epochs to the ordinary citisen, 
Now and then the stockmen hold a 
meeting here, and the town too is 
enlivened every day by'' the travel 
from the mining districts of the Black 
Range of wnich Kingston is the centre, 
to Lake Valley, tne end of travel of 
the Atchison, To^ka and Santa Fe, 
railroad, and the location of the cele­
brated Sierra group of minea from 
which $4,001,000 have been taken with­
in two years.

The great growing problem before, 
or among New Mexico stockmen is 
whether the territory is overstocked 
or not, and you, the great Texas JAvd 
Stoeh Grower make fun of us 
by remarking that the “ Water hole is 
largely overstocked,”  and you “ sin­
cerely hope”  that your sta e association 
will not ask your legislature to enact 
a law preventing the introduction of 
diseased oattle from New Mexico, as it 
will be time enough, for the old cow 
will not have a calf before ne-xt year, 
etc. Now this is the unkiudest cut of 
all. Our territory, as large as New 
Englaud, called a “ water hole,”  and 
that only large enough to ' water one 
•ow. *

But indeed, all this seems no worse 
than some of our own papers indulge 
in, particularly the New Mexico Stock 
Grower  ̂ which tries to make peop’e 
living outside believe that New Mexico 
has all the stock she can graze, the 
ranges are all full, etc. The various 
local papers generally take the other 
side, and tell the folks outside, that 
there is plenty of range in New Mex­
ico.

The writer of this knows of several 
ranges around and contiguous to the 
“ water lot”  spoken of by you, which 
will fatten several hundred thousand 
head of cattle and sheep. As for the 
latter, there is abundance of range 
among the rough parts of the territory 
ha the bills and mountain spurs. But 
ask a ckttleman and ijse will teiJ you, 
“ No place for sheep, and no room for 
cattle.”  But this is theory, you know, 
all over this Western country. The 
cowmen already occupyin'g the coun­
try want plenty of room, and the only 
place to turn next is southward to the 
mountains and mesas of old Mexico, 
and obliterate the bloody border line 
between Texas and Mexico.\

But of this you have enough. I 
have no lands, cattle or range to sell, 
lease or put a man “ on to,”  but it doee 
seem strange that the New Mexican 
Stoek Grower should try to tell peo­
ple that this territory is overstooktd. 
No wonder that papers outside talk 
about our “ water hole,”  and tìieold 
“ cow and calf,”  from which every ex­
tra oalf must be sold when the ne^t 
one comes.

There is, I may say, no news from 
the range ; everything is doing well, 
even the hogs around the butcher 
shops which supply meat to the miners 
are improving. Cattle are as high 
when a man wants to buv as any place 
else in the country, except it noay be 
In the stall-feeding regions ardund the 
larger cities of tbs East.

But I most not close without pajring 
my eompliments to “ Sassy Sam,”  
the first continued story I have read 
since I was a boy. I  hope Slade has 
not bitten off more than ho can chew, 
for I am at a loee to know just what 
be is going to do with bis red-headed 
heio. l ie  is cenainly is at the end of 
the quandaries in wfaidi he is going 
to get “ S. 8 .”  the hero. I eball not 
mitlclse the profanity and the prolix 
style of some of the interludee be­
tween the advenlurea, accidents, and 
anomalous situatioos which go to 
make up the life of the story. I prom­
ise better in the future.

RANGE PAPER
OP THE NORTH WEoT.

Fort W orth, Te x ., Jan. 36, 1884. 
Editor Texas Live Btoek Journal:

Your 'Oorreepondent took r flyingj 
trip up the Fort Worth A Denver to* 
Henriettk and Wichita Falla Imt week 
for tbe purpose of ggtherinf in a few 
shekels and news items for tbe S t o c k  
J o u r n a l , and more especially tofiod 
out the oonditien of stock. He found 
shekels very **8cace”  and news items 
“ scacer;”  however, having a free pass 
over the road, he sncceedetlln making 
the round trip in very fair shape. Last 
week will be remembered until the 
next “ bad spell.”  as “ t^e worst spell 
of weather within the recollection of 
the oldest inhabitant.”  There never 
was 80 severe “ a spell”  before, and 
there never will be another probably, 
until tbe wind cbangca. All the cat­
tle and sheep in the country are dead, 
and tbe market for hides and peltries 
is so low, that the dead animals are 
not worth skinning. Tbe stock all 
being dead, it is but reasonable to con­
clude that their decaying bodies will 
so infest the circumambient atmos­
phere in the spring, that tbe entire 
human species i^Hl follow in their 
wake ere another Christmas rolls 
around, and mother earth, which only 
a few weeks ago was such a paradise, 
will become one ^ n d  scene of desola­
tion, without a Single inhabitant to 
enjoy its tirandleur and snblimity. 
This is about tbe way some of the 
chronic growlers talk. Well, all these 
calamities may come to pim in due 
course of human events, but let ns not 
take the holy horrors and all die off 
before we see even the sign of their 
coming. A  few warm, sunshiny days 
will raise the old cows’ drooping tails, 
and it is to be hoped they may have 
the same eflect upon their owner’s 
spirits.

On my return trip I fell in company 
with Mr Burk Burnett, ard knowing 
him to be a practical stockman, 
well as a man of too much nerve 
become panic-stricken at every change 
in the wind, I approached him tbusly: 

Have you been up to your ranch, 
Mr. Burnett?

A. Yes.
Q. Well, how did you find things 

up there ?
A, Very well. Much better than I ex­

pected, after listening to the bitter 
lamentations of the growlers. My men 
report bavieg found only four dead 
carcasses on my range this season, and 
I verily believe my cattle look better 
now than they did at this time last 
year.

Q. Wail, how do you account for 
these reports in circulation that stock 
are dying worse this winter than they 
have ever been known to do before?

A. I have no doubt but that men 
who had their ranges overstocked and 
grazed down to the quick in the fall, 
have lost very heavily this winter, but 
the fault lies in themselves, and not 
in the winter. They are like tbe greedy 
boy who sat down and devoured the 
cake his mother sent him, and then 
cried because it was all gone. jTexas 
cattle are good rustlers, but if forced to 
eat up their winter rations in the fall, 
nothing short of starvation awaits 
them in the winter, for they can not 
live on wind alone.

Q. What about these reports of cat­
tle dying by ^ e  thousand up on Bed 
River? •

A. I do not believe more than half 
of them at beet. There were a great 
many cattle driven from Southern 
Texas up into that country late in the 
fall, and they were barely on their 
feet when they arrived there, and if 
there has been any great mortality 
among the stock ef that-country this 
winter, itj has been among that partic­
ular class of stock«

Buch were the opinions of Mr. Bur­
nett, and they were fully substantiated 
by the opinions of other prominent 
stockmen whom I chanced to meet.

The low 
price of fall Texas has proved very at­
tractive and some houses have ŝ 'ld 
out their entire stock. This short 
staple wool is admirable for felting 
purposes, but it is claimed that the 
spinner never knows how much it 
costs him, so much of it goes into 
waste, as the short fibres fly freely 
from the comb. The spring Texas in 
is for the most part defective. Texas 
growers have Buffered recently from 
the cold weather, and one large grow­
er is reported to have lost flve thou­
sand sheep,out of a flick of fifty 
thousand.—Boston Commercial Bulle­
tin.

A  Sheep Shipment.
Recently a sheep raiser took a trip 

from Texas to Chicago, and in order 
to pay ex].«n8es shipped out four car­
loads of alleged muttons from the 
range. He.^id not know how much 
the sheep would bring on market, but 
went forward hoping that there would 
be a balance in his favor. After sev­
eral days the train arrived at the 
Union Stock Yards, and before un­
loading, several parties Inspected the 
sheep, making very uncomplimentary 
remarks regarding them.

Then the owner began to tumble to 
it, that his equity in .the sheep was 
not much. ^Then, after further con­
verse, he found that the sheep would 
not pay freights unless he added $150 
or BO to the market price in order to 
square it with the railroad company, 
to say nothing of the Stock Yards fees 
and oommissions.

The poor sheepman was in great 
trouble, and realized for the first time 
that he had made an ass of himself* 
by shipping < ut a lot of half-starved 
sheep to a market where the demand 
eomes frt̂ m butchers. He about recog­
nized that while be had no money 
without the sheep, he had no property 
with them, when a friendly voice 
said: “ Who are these sheep consigned 
to?”  He replied, ‘ ‘to no one but 
m yself”  when the friepd said 
farther, “ Tou skin out of h re as 
fast as you can. Yonr business here is 
done. L«et the railroad8,6nfir<>r from 
hauling these varmints, and let us 
hope that their property will bust ’em 
wide open.”

The sheepman left on the passenger 
train, and whether he returned to 
Baird the deponent saith not; 
wherever he is, he is a sadder but a 
wiser man to-day, and will possibly re­
member for a long time that it takes 
flesh besides skin and bone to make 
sheep which, will leave the owner a 
cent a-pieee, after paying the expense 
incident to a trip to Chicago.

In this connection it might be as 
well to observe that no improvement 
in the market for sheep will permit 
the shipment of sUrvellngs.

S h e e p n a e n  a n d  T h e ir  P r o s p e c t .
Sheep raisers, take them as a class, 

to-day have the best business in the 
state of Texas, but we r^ret to say 
many of them are not aware of it. We 
have no doubt, however, that the fact 
will receive credence latgr on as every 
industry rests upon its own bottom, 
that is on its own land, which will un­
doubtedly be the case ere many moons 
pass over our beads, because it is a 
fact notwithstanding the ups and 
downs—and changes, the mistakes 
made and sometimes the growling of 
sheep owners themselves.

There are two especial points con­
nected with sheep husbandry not to be 
lost sight of in comparing the sheep 
budness with other branches of live 
stock raising which can be conducted 
on a large scale. First the sheep bears 
a fleece which finds a ready market; 
secondly the sheep, if taken care of, 
will increase faster than either horses 
and cattle. Consequently the sheep 
has a better chance of returning a pro­
fit than horses or cattle, and will only 
be equaled as profitable fleece bearing 
animals when Angora goats become 
sufficiently numerous for high grades 

be sold at prices in accordance with 
their value as ffeece pooducers. To­
day, milch cattle and hogs* are rivals 
to the sheep only where market facili­
ties are handy for the products, but 
neither can be considered range stock.

Allowing a man p'lys no more for 
bis sheep than the sheep are worth in 
market, that Is allowing the lamb to 
be worth as much as its mother when 
the lamb is grown, the increase of a 
well kept flock ought to satisfy a 
stockman for his yearly income, and 
unless the lands* the stockman owns 
are capable of sustaining more sheep 
than he owns, the increase, or num­
bers equal to the increase, ought to be 
promptly sold. This increase or profit 
ought not to be less than 48 percent on 
the amount invested in sheep. Then 
there is a fleece which ought to 
pay e^enses, and at the prices 
of to-^y, apd the probable 
price of wool iî  the spring, every 
sheep in Texas above a hare-bellied 
Mexican ought to páy for the care 
and attention, for feed, and the dip­
ping of the whole flock.

With all the noise of sheepmen’s 
troubles, we can safely Bay that many 
hundreds of flocks in Texas are doing 
better than this; there are flocks 
which leave a profit over and above 
their keep every year, from fleece 
alone, since the owners have had 
bad tkem, and will continue to do 
so every year from this on de­
spite the ups and downs of the market 
for mutton and wool, and despite 
every other influence against the busi­
ness.

A sheep does not require more 
than an acre of good grazing in 
any part of Texas, if it is to be shel­
tered and fed during the winter. If 
the sheep are to be fed, even the land 
upon which the winter feed is raised 
can be deducted from their acreage, 
and even .allowing that the sheep 
could live over the winter without 
other feed or shelter on two acres per 
head it would be more profitable to 
raise the fetd and confine the sheep to 
an average ot one acre, unless the ex­
tra land coat nothing.

During the past week or two there 
have been examples which goto ¿>rove 
our statements and amidst the reports 
of troubles and disasters, we hear a 
voice from the "West saying; ‘ ‘I am 
preparing my muttons for the high- 
priced markets of the spring.”  Aye, 
“ and in-uringa full lamb crop.”

What more was there ever in the 
sheep busineKi than this ? And what 
ess is there in it to-day ? There is a 
prospect of 20 ceata for vood spring 
wools, and, a very safe outlook for 4 
cent spriag (fat) muttons, and we 
have never known better prices for 
muttons, nor very much better prices 
for wool to be obtained steadily for any 
length of time. True, pricés have been 
higher, and for a fact the prices of 
everything a sheepman wes obliged to 
buy corresponded with the prices for 
wool. The only thing absolutely lost 
is the abundance of free grazing which 
made sheep husbandry such a shift- 
lesibusiness, and in its place We have 
grazing on permanent homesteads re­
markably cheap.

For the sheep raiser who Is content 
to follow bis business and watch the 
markets, take every chance in his fa­
vor, incur no unnecessary exnense, 
who will breed and feed for siz» as well 
as wool, and trust for time to viudicate 
his wisdom in the choice of stock, 
there is not only promise bat assnrgnce 
o f prosperity even if the commence­
ment brings to light some difficulties 
hard to overeóme, besides other 
troubles over which he has no control, 
and which in time adjust themselves 
on a plane of equality through the 
laws of supply and demand. With 
sheep raising as with other callings, 
there are ups and downs. We cannot 
expect an exception in oiir favor, still, 
taking both together, and everything 
else affecting the business the sheep­
man to-day has much in his favor.

Feedinff Sheep.
As good reading for those who do 

not consider sheep are fit to be trusted 
with an ear of com, we select the fol­
lowing which is taken from the Ohio 
Fmrmer and is writen by a practical 
feeder.

As I  h^ve had some expeiienee in

feeding sheep, I will endeavor to give 
“ Young Shepherd”  some information. 
You, don’t need to grind your own 
com to feed wethers. I f you want to 
feed for the March market commerce 
about the 1st of December, say one 
peck of shelled corn to fifty sheep, and 
increase to one h^f-boshel by the 1st 
of January, and by the 1st of February 
increase to sne bushel. By this time 
you can feed all the corn they will eat, 
and by the 1st of March you will have 
them fat enough fur market Feed 
the most of your grain at night. Once 
a week give a teed of bran and oats 
with a little salt. I f  ground is bare 
give it on the ground. Give all the 
good hay they will eat up clean, in 
good, clean racks. Clean out the racks 
every day or every other day. Let 
them lie in the shed till 10 o ’clock or 
middle of day, and if raining or storm­
ing keep in all day, only while you 
feed and water. Early-cut -clover hay 
îs the best if well cured. Give a little 
good fodder at middle of the day if you 
have it. It won’t make any difference 
whether they have the run of a field or 
not. By tbia mode ot feeding your 
sheep ought to gain from fifteen to 
twenty pounds. I f it comes extremely 
cold feed extra while it lasts both grain 
and hay. Tend to them regularly and 
don’t try to make them eat some old 
muaty hay. You will find it pays, and 
I think it will pay extra well this win­
ter. Try this plan and let us know 
throughPthe Farmer how you come 
out. Let all join in who have had ex­
perience and discuss this question. Jt 
will be of interest to a great many. I 
advise all who have good flocks to take 
good care of them this winter, for “ it 
is a long lane that has no turn.”

Death o f  Mr. Denny.
As we go to press a telegram is re­

ceived by way of San Antonio an­
nouncing the death of Mr. Denny, 
senior member of the firm of Denny, 
Rice & Co., wool commission iher-
chants of Boston. Mr. Denny died of 
heart disease, after a short illness.

Messrs. Denny, Rice & Co. aie the 
beet known commission firm opera­
ting in Texas amongst wool growers 
and dealers, and in the several trips 
through the state made by Mr. Den­
ney, he be'eame known to many wool 
growers, who respected the old gentle­
man for his sterling business integrity 
in addition to entertaining for him a 
warm personal friendship. The news 
of his death will be received with 
much regret on the Texas sheep grow­
ing ranges. ^

The Condition o f  Stock-Cattle 
and Sheep Doing Tolerably 

W ell.

D e a r  S i r —Yours of January 21st. 

received. It is with pleasure that I 
write you a few hurried Unes, relative 
to the condition of stòck in this coun­
ty. It must be rememhsred that the 
writer î  much confined to the very 
limited area of his own rahge, by a 
due appreciation of the maxim, that 
the more closely a man attends to hjs 
own business, and the>more religiously 
be lets that of others alone, the better 
will-Jiis chances of success be; and 
thaï therefore he is not much qualified 
to speak of the condition of stock in 
general, throughout so large a county 
as that of Presidio.

It has been with Reeling of regret and 
much sympathy for the unfortunate, 
that I have read the accounts of heavy 
losses in many portions of the state. 
Private letters have also come to hand 
with seiious forebodings to follow if 
the winter should continue hard. 
However, as human nature is so con­
stituted, that the misfortunes of others 
are never feltro keenly as our own, it 
may not be unreasoi able that, while 
we read of and (having been there) 
fully appreciate the losses of others, 
yet we who are more fortunately situ­
ated, can, with increased thankful­
ness, regard our good fortune. The 
winter here has been much more 
severe than the last. Beyond that, 
my record cf this locality does not 
date. The rains came so late that we 
had only half a crop of grsBs to go into 
winter on, but the water supply was 
abundant, and many a parched up 
range has been-well supplied with full 
tanks and seeping springs, which had 
long been wanting. My own stock 
are in very good condition, but not so 
good as this time last year. None 
have died, neither have any as yet no­
tified me of any intention of passing 
in theif cheeks. Such of our prominent 
sheepmen as 1 have met, report all in 
fine fix. Mr. Lawrence Haley, one of 
the most successful wool growers here, 
and perhaps in the state, says that his 
are all in good order. He is blessed 
with a beautiful range. He is one of 
the progressive, solid sheepmen that 
are bound to succeed. He has tried 
many experiments in grasses, and 
gives his unqualified preference to 
Alfalfa, for hay or grazing. jAs yet 
the frost has not hurt it, whereas his 
Johnson grass has turned, and will be 
of no more account until it comes an 
in the spring, which he says it does, 
very early.

He has abolished that great trial to 
all sheepmen, the back-herder, and 
nins his bucks in an Alfalfa pasture, 
to his great satisfaction.

The flocks that I  have seen are all 
in good shape, and no word of com­
plaint has reached. The cattle of Mil­
let êt Co., which run in this section, 
are in very good order, and at this 
date the company are shipping beeves 
in first-class order. Last year these 
cattle looked very hard, being newly 
imported and not acclimated, i  know

of nobody being provided with feed. 
The stock here all run on. the old 
range plan. In fact, it is a work of 
great labor to collect hay enough for 
the loose hay contract for the troops at 
Fort Davis, and crops of all kinds 
have sufiered more or less from drouth 
for the past two years, I got only a 
little corn-fodder, but in' the fall I 
sowed all the plowed land in rye, and 
and have had some very fat rams and 
muttons on it until lately. It is now 
grÊ .ed down, but the indications are 
good for a fine growth in the spring. 
Rye for fall psistare and for lambing 
ewes is not to be despised, and I would 
strongly recommend its use to others. 
There are Imany parts of Texas where 
rye can be grown in the fall, and will 
stand green till late in the, winter, or 
perhaps all winter, aad grow again 
very ehrly in the spring. I f the rains 
are not enough in the spring to make 
a crop, it has paid enough by the pas­
ture it has afforded.

February and March have a very 
hard reputation here, so we are Bot 
out of the woods yet; but my observa­
tion has been, that a hard winter is 
seldom followed by a late spring, so I 
have hopes of a good seagon not far 
distant, and I think I may say that 
the condition of stock generally, is 
such as to carry them through a hard 
time should it come. YVfurs respect­
fully, S h e e p m a n .

St Louis and Texas papers are do­
ing their best to make St. Louis the 
distributing point of Texa.s wool. If 
for no other reason than that the bulk 
of the machinery, is on thè Eastern 
seabord, this attempt is not likely to 
succeed. Moreover, Western dealers 
are not so well informed on manufac­
turing credits, and could hardly afford 
to sell otherwise than on a strictly 
cash basis. The mills is this portion 
of the country are ia the habit of get­
ting from sixty days to three months

He has 4500 bead of sheep 
and says he has not lost a sheep, and 
they are doing fine.—Colorado Clip­
per.

Mr Donnel was in town yesterday 
from bis sheep ranch, and he said that 
out of 1200 sheep be had so far lost 
only 20 head. He reports sheep as in 
a veiy weak condition, however, and 
unless some relief can be sif >rded by 
moderation of weather, the losses will 
be beyond the expectations of even tbe 
most desjondent—Abilene Reporier.

Mr. Grigsby, who has a sheep ranch 
a few miles from Abilene, was in town 
yesterday, and said that his sheep loss 
bad been nothing to speak of, having 
lost only five bead nut of a large fltK;k. 
Reporte from Mr. Phillip’s sheep said 
that only two sheep had died during 
this cold spell Tbe chief cause of ¿uch 
great mortality among sheep is itbat 
they are sheared in tbe fall, and al­
lowed to enter tbe winter without 
clothing and suffering fn>m disease, 
are not provided with shelter, and last 
and most absurd of all. are expected, 
in addition to the already enumerated 
draw-backs, to live without feed. 
Sheep must be fed; and even if the 
shelter is wanting, if thev have en* 
t<̂ red tbe winter in a healthy condi­
tion, and are fed as they need it, they 
will thrive far better than giving 
them shelter for their bodies while 
their stomachs are being starved. Of 
those sheepmen who have met tbe 
fewest losses this winter, we find in 
each case a msn who has fed his sheep 
and not depended opon a snsterance 
dug from beneath the snow. Fm^lly,. 
eveiy sheepman shonld remember, 
that, as he does not himself endeavor í 
to face the weather naked, he should 
allow the samé right to his sheep, and 
cease to shear in the tell.—Ahilme Ref- 
porter.

Business has bwn paralyzed by the 
rough and increment weather of the 
past week or ten days. The blizzard 
was an old fashioned one, and pcLa 
stop quite efiTectlvely to proceedings in 
all branches of trade. At the present 
writing the weather has moderated 
and the snow is melting and things 
have started up once more. The live 
stock business was greatly cut down. 
Offerings of sheep were only moderate, 
and not half enough to meet the wants 
of shippers and home buyers. Bastern 
shippers did iiot mind the weather 
mUcb,and operated as freely as the sup­
ply would admit of. They were 
disappointed in not being able to ob­
tain more good fat muttons. Prices 
did not fluctuate much and were quite 
satisfactory The range was from 
^  40 to 4 25 per 100 ponnds for fair to 
good heavy muttons. There were no 
prime sheep offered, which explains 
the absi-nce of higher figures than 
those given above. Of course the bulk 
of the cfferings consisted of native 
sheep and T< xas sheep fed on corn in 
the l^rns of Missouri and Illinois feed­
ers; a fat Texas sheep of 90 to 100 
pounds brings just as much money as 
a native. Buyers do not make any 
difference. I have touched upon this 
subject quite often, and there is no 
use of my going into details again. I 
have seen the time, too, when corn-fed 
Texas sheep wowld command more 
money and be given the préféréeo®. 
Desirable Texas niuttons would 
now  ̂ even bring more money 
thahj. native* sheep. There are 
DO corn-fed Texas sheep in the Lone 
Star state; hence it would be folly on 
the part of the Texas flockmaster to 
expect $4 00 per 100 pounds on an 80 
pound sheep that has only wintered 
well. That we get some Texas sheep 
In mid winter is true, but the prices 
owners obtain are as l»w os last fall, 
when poor sheep were given away. I 
have advised Texas flockmasters to 
hold beck their poor and common 
sheep, but to no avail, however

J. C. Ilichardson of Fort Worth, 
Texas, sent to market last Tuesday 
300 head of poor Texas sheep of about 
55 pounds average, and obtained the 
magnificent sum of 60 rents per bead. 
There w’ere 168 head of sheep in a car, 
so it can he imagined they were a jack 
rabbit lot.

J. G Hanna, of Morgan, Texas, 
had 355 bead poor Texas sheep on the 
market Wednesday, and obtained 77Jc. 
per head. In both cases the sheep just 
brought enough to pay all chargee. 
Are such ex-imples not worth heeding?

The wool market was active to the 
extent of the supply, which was small. 
Plenty of buyers were around, and the 
demand was quite large to say the 
least. Prices are getting firm, and 
dealers expect an advance soon. We 
quote:

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The receipts of sheep are* rather lar­
ger than one year ago, aijid while the 
market is not overruh with good 
grades, the quality seems to be better 
than one year ago. W o have been 
pitilessly pelted with th< meet inferior 
stock, but there is a perceptible im­
provement when one goee back a year 
to make eomparisoDA But there is 
room for improvement. There is no 
very imminent danger of overdoing 
the production of good stieep. Raisers 
need not be alarmed if some of os who 
are taking microscopic obeervations

discover that the quality is improving.
It is a pleasure to chronicle the ar­

rival of good stock. Dnuoan McMar- 
tin of Wiota Iowa, was at market with 
98 head of superior 110 pound sheep 
and 106 lambe which averaged T5 
ponnds, *11 selling at |5 00 to Frank 
Hereby to ship East. The sheep and 
lambe were fed and raised by Mr. Mc- 
Martin.

Notwitbstanding the unjust and 
discriminating advance made in 
freight rates on dressed mutton, the 
burinese of slaughtering sheep here 
and shipping them East in refrigera­
tor cars is prospering. Banquo-like 
it will not be downed. At ibe same 
time the shipments of live sheep from 
here have materially, increased since 
the discriminatiDg dressed mutton 
rates were established. The shipments 
to Buffalo, New York and Boston 
have of late been large.

The local prices for dressed mutton 
aie |4 00 to $7.00 per 100 pounds, which 
seem a trifle low, but it must be re­
membered that the pelts are an impor­
tant consideration to the dressers of 
mutton. *

They tell us that “ the wool market 
is looking up.”  It does not seem to 
have “ looked up”  with a very stead­
fast or v^ry aspiring gait, but so long 
as it is leading upward or not going 
downward we can manage to get 
along.

The Chicago wool market grew very 
handsomely last year, while our neigh­
bors, the wool merchants of Ht. Louis 
did not do as much business as in the 
previous year. H ill St. Louis is a good 
wool market. Of course it does not 
compare with Chicago, but that does 
not say it is not good. “ Grammar 
class stand up. Decline the wool mar- 
ke 8.“

TRE LÂÊRIRG SEASOR.

A nd Spring M anagement o f  Farm  
Flooks;

E. F. Holloway In Am»riean (Pittsbary) 
ettocliman and|Fann«r.

As our country is growing older and 
our population s te a d y . increasing, 
our farms are likewise becoming more 
valuable in the same ratio ; and our 
flockmasters and herdsmen are not 
slow to perceive that their success de­
pends on making their flocks and 
herds produce the greatest results in 
the most economical manner, and 
that they must no longer mkke the 
hill sides and fence corners a place of 
protection for them, with the canopy 
of heaven for a covering, and their 
resting place a bed c f anew; but that 
ample shelter is required, both for 
protection and economical feeding 
during the winter and spring months.

We believe, in order to attain the 
greatest success with the flock, that 
special care is absolutely essential, 
and mora time necessarily required in 
taking charge of it during tne spring 
than at any other season of the year. 
We think pains should be taken to 
keep breeding ewes in good condition 
throughout the winter months, in, 
order that they may produce hardy, 
vigorous lambs, and to enable them to 
generate milk before dropping their 
lambs. Under these circumstances 
ewes will almost invariably own their 
lambs; but the absence of milk is as 
sure to produce the reverse. In order 
to secure! the above conditions we be­
lieve the kind of feed and the amount 
given of the greatest importance.

We think that vegetable food, in 
connection with meal, is perhaps the 
best to produce a free flow of milk and 
to keep the ewe strong and hardy. 
There are many vegetables that are 
good. The sugar beet is perhaps one 
of the best. Those vegetables that 
will as nearly supply the place of grass 
as possible are the most desirable. >We 
believe, also, that much depends on 
the judgment of the shepherd, as to 
the amount of food the flock should be 
allowed each day. It is an easy mat­
ter to over-feed, as well as stint, in 
feeding sheep, j ust as much as jn  any 
other stock, and often results in as 
great iibjury to the flock. The amount 
of feed we would recommend depends 
on the quality, food, and the size of 
the flock. In the ease of a flock of 50 
ewes, we think, with plenty of good 
hay (clover is the best) that bushels 
sugar beats, bushel bran, and 1 peck 
corn meal, given mornings and even­
ings, is about the proper amaunt. That 
the ewes may have an ample supply of 
milk when they drop their lambs, 
such feeding should commence one or 
two weeks before the lambing season, 
and be continued until plenty of grass 
brings relief to the feed. In the ab­
sence of vegetable food, plenty of bran 
should be fed in connection with other 
grains. Plenty of good water is also 
another nquisite. We suggest the 
above as the most practical lor the ma­
jority of farmers. Those who have 
preparations for steaming the food for 
their stock undoubtedly make the 
most out of it.

Wo think ewes should be bred to 
commence lambing about the flrsc of 
March. The lambs will then be found 
to grow much larger and stronger, and 
be a great deal more able to withstand 
the coming winter, aud not sustain a 
“ stunt”  in growth, as frequently hap­
pens with those dropped late in the 
spring. We think full compensation 
is realized on the first clipef wool for 
all the extra care and feed required by 
early breeding. Besides this, the lambs 
are not to care for just as other 
spring work requires over attention. 
It requires all the patience and endur­
ing perseverance one can command to 
take charge of lambs properly. Ewes 
should be kept in a warm house, and 
not be allowed to run out any on cold 
days, except enough for exercise; but 
with this care, one must not be out of 
sight long at once, but be on band 
whenever a lamb is dropped and see 
that it gets milk soon after, or it will 
become chilled, and be so benumbed 
that it must go to the fire and be rub­
bed and worked with perhaps a half 
day before it can be returned to its 
mother. Thus we see that prompt at­
tention saves labor.
' It often happens that ewes are not 
able to give birth to their lambs, 
èither because the lambe are large or 
out of proper shape, or it may be the 
ewe has been allowed to become weak, 
and consequently is not able to deliv­
er her lamb. A  little assistance at the 
proper time in such cases will often 
save the life of both ewe and lamb. 
In giving ewes such assistance one 
should be careful and not be too hasty, 
^ut use plenty of grass, and giv^ as­
sistance every time; the ewe labors. 
The grease will prevent so much irri­
tation, and facilitate the birth of the 
lamb. Ewes should not be allowed to 
drink much water at one time after 
having gone through such an opera­
tion. ♦As has been said, ewee should have 
good warm sheds ; so shonld all our 
flocks. These should be kept clean 
and dry, and well provided with bed­
ding» good ventilation, etc. ’ This re- 
qnires more care in spring, as sheds 
are more liable to become more filthy 
at this season than during winter. 
The h o ^  abould be eo divided that 
ewes can be kept sc|parate from the 
rest of the flock after dropping their

lambe. Title will avedd oonftislon, and 
the shepherd will have no difflonl^ 
in finding the proper noother for each 
lamb as it is dropped. Ewes with 
their young lambe can be kept in 
when it is desirable, to allow the others 
to run out. It will avoid having the 
young lambs trampled under toot, etc.

When lambs are from three to four 
weeks old, a pleasant day shooid be 
selected for trimming them. When 
this is accomplished the shepherd can 
then look over his young flock» just 
started, and feel that he will realize 
ample reward for this labor thus be­
stowed in the near future.
 ̂ We believe many flockmasters make 

a great error by turning their flecks on 
the ¿>asture6 in the spring, while the 
grass is young and innutritious, with­
out continuing to feed them some hay 
aud grain, thus allowing them to be­
come sjoured, and ̂ otherwise in an 
emaciated condition, and also losing 
many pounds of wool with the trim­
mings. We think the  ̂ best plan to 
prevent our sheep from becoming dirty 
about the tail is to shear the wool oif 
between the legs and around the tail 
before turning on pasture, while it is 
yet clean and will sell with other un­
conditioned wool. Salt should not be 
given too freely at this season, as the 
grass and Balt combined will cause 
them to run down by scouring. * 

Another important point is to see
that each hoof is'well trimmed and in1
proper shape to free iteelf of any filth 
that is liable to collect, especially if 
there is any inclination to foot disease. 
In doing this just as the flock is to be 
turned on pasture iu spring, when 
their hoofs are kept almost constantly 
moist by contact with the damp 
ground, the disease may be greatly re­
tarded, if not altogether averted. I f the 
flock is actually aflected with this 
loathsome disease, we would recom­
mend soaking each hoof, sound sheep 
and lame alike, in a solution of blue 
vitriol dissolved in water,5 or 6 pounds 
vitriol to 10 gallons water  ̂kept as hot 
as the sheep can bear it without scald­
ing them. A box should be used large 
enough to hold 5 or 6 sheep at once, 
thus allowing the liquid time to thor­
oughly soak, the hoof. The hoof should 
bo well cleaned and every loose parti­
cle pared oflT beiore placing in the solu­
tion. ) J

We are aware that we have not by 
any means exhausted the subject of 
managing the flock in all its b̂ ârings, 
but being confined to its management 
in spring, we will no longer occupy 
your aitention, but will close our com­
munication by encouraging the many 
flockmasters of our country to constant 
and unrelenting effort in advancing 
this great industry in which we are 
engaged. ’-y. _________

THE AKGORA GOAT.

A n Interesting Letter From South 
Africa. ' ^

Some Questions Answered.

Ban Joso Mercury.
C. P. Bailey, president of the Ango­

ra Robe and Glove Company, is the 
largest Angora goat breeder on the 
Pacific slope. This year he has 6000 
head, and their fleece will yield 20.(KX) 
pounds. Ic is bis intention te make a 
display of Manufactured goods and
fleeces at the New Orleans Exposition. 
Borne months ago Mr. Bailey, desirous 
ot obtaining all tho information possi­
ble relating to the goat industry, wrote 
to J B Evans, of Bouth Africa where 
Angoras brought from Asia Minor 
flourish extensively, and in answer 
received the following:

Ca p e  o f  G ood  M o p e , N ov . 10,1884. 
C. P. Bailey, Esq., Ban Jose, Cal'fornia,

M y  D e a r  S i r —Yours of recent 
date received I was much pleased 
with your letter and the circular en­
closed in it. It is most gratifying to 
be able to exchange ideas with* a 
brother Angora goat farmer in your 
part of the world I am much inter­
ested in any toing concerning the An­
gora goat in this country, but more so 
when reading the amount of its pro­
gress in other countries I have bad 
several direct communications from 
your country and from Australia, and 
from the descriptions of the climate of 
both countries, no doubt rests in my 
mind at all but there are many parts 
in both countries admirably suitable 
for Angora goat breeding, and there is 
little doubt but that in a Hsort time 
the industry will become a source of 
wealth to both countries, as it hitherto 
has been of this. In answer t o  your 
questions:

No 1. As a rule we only shear once 
a year, and that*-is done about the 
middle of winter. This is the greatest 
drawback ' the goat has, as in cold 
mountain districts the losses are very 
heavy some seasons.

No. 2. Ail does, pure bred and 
grades, sbed their coats regularly after 
kidding. Dry does and wethers fre­
quently do not sbed, and when shorn 
grow on until the followin g shearing 

No 3 Goats kept in floctp of 1.500 
will cost for herdlog and land rent 
one shilling and sixpence per year.

No. 4 In large flocks about 80 per 
esnt of kids r a i^  per year is a fair 
average» bat in small flocks 120 and 
130 kids are ftrequently raised from 100 
does.

A gentleman from Del Rio re 
ports but little lo-s of sheep from the 
recent cold snap in that section. One 
man, who had just fiuished dipping 
lost about a tbiirt of his fii ck in one 
night, whilst Mr Hewlett Griner’s 
flock—which are in splendid condi­
tion-suffered but slight loss During 
the cold spell they got badly scattered 
but Hewlett is not the least, uneasy on 
that score.— Uvalde Hesperian.
