Receipts to-day, %000 catttle, 21,000
hogs, 5000 sheep, or about as meany as
8t Louis receives in a week.

The cattle market is moderately ac-|
tive. Fat cattle, 1150@1500 pounds,
of common to extra guality have sold
at $4 50@5 80, with an extra lof or two
as high as $6 15. Messrs. R Strahorn
& Co. sold 16 head of 1479 poung steers

at the lattter price to New York buy-
ers. O°late there has been a very
good demand for so called Jittle cattle.
on acoount of the strong inquiry for
cattle to take into the country to feed,
and owing to the urgent demand for
something low priced. The aigh
priced cattle have not been wanted at
all on export account and have been
used entirely for consumption in this
country. \

Chi-ago beef packers have lately had
large orders for compregsed beet from
the British government, which have
doubt.ess had something to do with
impr«ving the market for common to
fair light cattlee. Word now comes
that a Russian comrany has orgsniz=d
with a large capital and hasa capsacity
for slaughtering about 90 000 cattle per
year, which will be marketed chiefly
in Great Bri‘ain. This, it is elaimed,
wilt be quite a sharp competition,
which it will be hard for America to
meet. However that may be, it seems
to the writer that the British' st ck
rsiser had better go out of the business,
with such hot competition from all
sides. The, prospects are that fr-m
this time on the English markets will
be fairly t1ooded with live and dead
meat from America, Canada, South
America, Helland, Sweeden, Den-
wark, Spain, Portugal, Russis, Aus-
tralia and New Zealand.

An effort is being madein certain di-
rections to have a vig slice of the T.x-
as cattle trade go to Cipcinpati, by
way of the Texas & St. Louis Narrow
Gauge This is a time of scheming
and plaonning, and something musi
come of all the hard thinking that is
being done now by those interested in
having the Texas cattle trade fiad the
best possible outlet. Tue proposed
plan would certainly be better for Tex-
as cattlemen than shipping to S
Louis, though there is one great ad-
vantage in shipping to St. Louis—the
Iatter makes a convenient féeaing
wlace, and is directly on the route to
Chicago.

Texas hogs are comiing to this mar-
ketin rather large numbers this spring
They are in good demand and asabout
all that come are corn-fed they gell
right along with other hogs, and it is
seldom that buyers can tell the dif-
ference between Texas and Iowa hogs,
when equally fat.

The hog market has been rather un-
even and wesk st an extremne range of
about $4 25@5 00 Just now prices are
decliniug 1 sympathy with thedown-
ward movement in prices for provis-
ions The print is that the specu'ative
pork prcduct deals are nesrly all held
oy countrymen who are ‘‘bulls)’’ or
in other words, who are holding fo
higher prices. Now the Chicago pack-
ers do ns! propose to let values go up
while these fellows are hclding the
bag: that is not what they are *‘here
for.””

In the absence of any legislation
upon the subject, we, the undersigned
occupants of the above mentioned coun-
‘ry, pledge ourselves to use every
means in ‘our power to confine =all
through cattle strictly to the trail. We
mean business, and the ends aimed at
muet justify any means which we may
deem expedient to use. Do not leave
home with the idea in view that ca'-

The Colorado Quarantine Law.

WHEREAS, There is prevalent among
cattle and horse stock in the states and
territories south of 36 deg. parallel
porth latitudea certain infeetious and
contagious disease known as Texas or
splenie fever, Spanish itch and other
diseases of a dangercus and contapious
nature ; and

WHEREAS, It is essential for the gat-
tle of Colorado to prevent the intro-
duction of and spread of all such dis-
eases within this state; therefore, be

. it enacted by the general assembly of

. the state of Colorado: el
chrtoé b It shall be unlawful for

any person or corporation, to bring, or
drive, or cause to be brought or-driven
into this state, any e¢attle or horses
having any infectious or centagious
diseass, or which have been herded-or

: brought into contact with any other
~ cattle Jaboring upder such disease, at

any time within ninety days prior to

. _their importation into this state.

SE0. 2 It shall be unlawfal for any
person, association or corporation to

or driven into this state, between the
first day of Apriland the first day of
November, sny cattle or horses from &
state, territory or country south of the
36> parallel of north latitude, unless
said cattle haive been held at some
place north of the said parallel of lati-
tude, for a period of at least ninety
days prior to their importation into
this state, or unless the person, associ-
ation or corporation owning or having
charge of such cattle or horses shall
procure from the state veterinary s\anl-
tary board a certificate or billof health
to the effect that eald cattle are free
from any infectious or contagious dis-
eases, and have not been exposed _at
any time within pinety days prior
thereto to any of said diseaes.

8rc. 3. Any person violating the
provisions of this act ghall be deemed
guilty of a misdemeanor, and shall on
conviction be punished by a fine of not
less than five hundred dollars ($500),
or more than five thousand dollars
($5000), or by imprisonment in the
county jail for & term of not less than
six months, and not“’éxoeeding three
years, or by both such fine and impris-
onment.

BEc, 4. If any person, association or
corporation shall bring or cause to be
brought into this state any cattle or
horses in violation of the previsions of
Sections 1 or 2 of this act, he or they
shall be liable, in all cases, for all dam-
ages sustained on account of disease
communicated by or from eaid cattle;
judgment for damages in any such
case, together with the costs of action,
shall be a lien upon all cattle and
horses belonging tosuch person, asso-
ciation or corporation within the lim-
its of this state, and the court render-
ing such judgment may order the sale
of said cattle or horses, or so many
thereof as may be necessary to satisfly
said judgment and costs, Such sale
shall be conducted as other sales under
execution.

BEcC. 5. Inasmuch as the public in-
terest requires that this act should take
effect at-once, therefore an emergency

It is said that an effort will be made
to establish a trail from Lampasas. via
Williams ranch thence up Pecan Ba-
you, to the N. E cornerof Coleman (-r
through Belle Plain ) to eld Phantom
Hill in Jones County, to Gyvsum creek
and then strike Salt Forkofthe Brszos
then up to the mouth of Dack creek to:

There will be no
such trail established ; stockmen are
not going to wander around the world
with their stock. There is a trail and
only one trail, and if that. is not used
there will be none at allin so short a
time that the natives will be astonished
to find how roon it disappeared.

Stockmen and Indian Lands.

The periodical scare, the threatened
expulsion of stockmen and their herds
from Indian lands, was started by a
telegram from Washington to the
Globe-Democra’ on the 21st. It is en-
titled to credit only because it states
that the new administration purpose
a radical change in pelicy toward cat-
tlemen, including the annullment of
their leases. Of course, the face of the
statement looks unpleasant for cattle
raisers, yet in all probability it
amounts to little more than that the
new administration desires to do jus-
tice and right in the peculiar matter
of Indian lands, and as the popular
supposition 1s that the cattlemen are
trespassing, the unwarranted conclu-
sion is that there will be trounle for
them in their occupation.

There are but two positiens to be
taken in the premises. Either the
lands belong to the Indians or to the
people of the United Statee. It is al-
most a matter of indifference to the
cattlemen who range uvon the Indian
lands. If the land belongs to Indiaus,
then the leases will stand, because to
anpul the leases will be eimply to de-
prive the tribes of a large revenue not
to be obtained otherwise, and to turn
back 1o waste vast ranges now. profita-
bly used by consent of the Indians,
which they themselves could not. and
would not be able to use. The land
cannot be ircsfored to the Indians;
they are in possession of it.

If on the other bhand the land Le-
longs to the people of the United States
it should be open for settlement, and a
cattleman is as good a settler as can be
found: One on the ground is liable to
exert settler’s rights to locate a few
acres, and range on the surrcunding
land until it is taken up by other set-
tlers. In neither case is the cattleman
liable to be hustled out of the country
without ceremony, Amny legitimate
change in the surroundings of a ranch-
man who is on leased land is fully un-
derstood and likely to be met as it
comes. When the administration go
oyer 2ll that is to be said on both sides
there is not likely to be any action
taken to the detriment ot the range
cattle interest. There is no conilict
between cattlemen and settlers. The
cattle raiser only takes a lease when he
cannot get atitle; he only pays fer grass
when he cannot get it for nothing, and
the settler only runs 'a amall herd for
want of a large one.

Low Prices in Lampeses.

Attention is invited to a letter from
Lampasas giving prices for small
bunches of cattle there. It istruly re-
markable how little men kpow of the
value of stock and how a’simple short
sge ef local cash will depréss a market,
Here are men actually contemplating
selling yearlings at a cent a pound,
because for a time they have depended
on specuiators; now when speculators
cannot make better prices for lack of
c¢ontracts they think there is no value
in what they hold. For the informa-
tion of those interested we can state
that the farmers had beiter put in
crops on credit or not at all, than sell
yearlings now at such prices. A man
might a8 well attempt tp sell wheat in
the ficld as yearlings before grass rises,
while there is no speculative demand.
When the stock are fairly fat, the cows
will pay $16 to $22, two-year-olds $13
to $16, the yearlings $9 to $11, and
three munths old fat calves will bring
$5 to $7 on any market in the United
S ates, such as New Orleans,Memphis,
St Louis, Kansas City or Chicago, af-
ter paying freights and commissions,
and to make mattera plain, the die-up
of stock in Laimpasas relieving the
overburdened ranges, ought to be guar-
antee that most of the cattle will get
fat.

We might add that these figures are
arriv:d at by consultation with a thor-
oughly posted Chicago commission
agent, who gives these figures as such
liable vo be realized on rAT stock of all
ages in a bed rock, busted, poverty
stricken market. It puts stock cattle
classing with Lampasas at about $12
average all told.

To Spay Cows.

A correspondent of the Drovers
Journal writes that paper on the man-
ner of spaying cows and sows. After
speaking of the complicated descrip-
tions found in scientific books, in
plainer Eoglish, he says: ‘At this
time, I will take up spaying heifers
and cows. They should notbs spayed
under one year old, as the parts are
not fully developed 20 as to make the
operation easy. They pever get too
old. Keep the animal off feed ard
water twenty-four hours before operat-
ing on them, so that they will not be
full. Some spay in the left flank,
others in the belly. I prefer the latter
as the mu-cl2s and tlssnebate very thin
there, and there will be but little
bleeding. There should be three or
fur men to make the work easy and
rapid. A place sheuld be selected
where a tackle can be rigged up, or get
a butcher’s tackle and tripod. Lead
tue anima' to the place and throw her
down, which can be done by making
a loop around her hind legs and pull-
ing her teet from under her, a man
pulling her over by the tail and a man
holding her head. Of course you will
want your tools all ready, viz: asharp
knif-, a large and a small pair of scis-
sors, a ‘large needle, such as harness-
makers use for stitching collars, a ball
of very sfrong small twine, and pail of
water. Having the animal down,
take a rope six feet long with theerds
tied together and strap it over the hind
legs, pass the tied ends between the
legs above the rope and you havea
firm loop on the hind lege; hitch the
tackle to the rope and hoist the hind
parts of the animal up until the back
is up about even with your breast.
Then take the large scissors and cut
away the hair close to the skin, two or
three inches in front of the bag on the
left side of the medial line. Then
with the knife make an incision into
abdominal cavity large enough to ad-
mit the hand, which should «l:ays be
washed perfectly clean. The animal
being empty and elevated, the paunch
and entrails are all out of the way.
Having introduced the hand into the
abdomen, direct it to one side of the
pelvis behind the paunch and under-
neath the rectum, just in front of the
union of the hips with the back bone,
and there you will find the matrix or
call bag, at the end of vvhich are the
organs of repr duction, ovaris. These
are hard lumps about thesize of a hick-
ory nut, and you will know them as
seon a8 you touch them, as there is
nothivg in the cavity that feels as they
do. Now you can pinch it oft with
your /thumb nail and finger, or the
better way pull it to the opening and
with the little scissors cut it off. Then
get the other one in the other gide the
same way (there are two ovaries) and
the work is done. Then with your
needle and strong cord, sewing up the
incision by taking the first stitch half
an inch from the edge of the open
ing, passing the mneedle clean
through hide and all the muscle cr
meat, on the other side ; bring the
needle and cord the same way, bring
the edges close together and sccurely
tic the end of the cord; take the next
stitecb | of an inch away, passing the
cord through all the muscles every
time and so on until the opening is all
clposed, and the work is well done, and
no fear need be apprehended. Always
have the knife, hand and everythirg
clean before commenciog on avother
one. Of course you should not do it
until the weather_is settled in the
#pring unless you h}ve a good, warm,
dry placein which to keep the animals
after. the operation. If the weathéris
pleasant turn them outand let them
run; should a cold storm come on,
house them.' If anyone will follow
the instructions here given, I think
they can performm<¢he operation, but if
anyone has heifers which they wisb
spayed and if they want to lcarn
by seeing it done, if they will pay my
expenses and pay me a small item for
my time, I will learn a whole club o
farmers or stockmen and ever after-
wards they can do if themselves with
out any trouble. By a number club-

bing together the expense would be
very light and the profits would be
great,

Cattle Badly Drifted.

It has been proven conclusively that
vast numbers of cattle from Mitchell,
Nolan, Fisher and adjoining counties
west, have drifted across the plains te
the Peccs during the past severe win-
ter.

There have been outfits at work over
there for the past month, and the re-
sult bhas been about 25000 -head of
cattle have been driven back. It is
the opinion of those at work there that
many cattle have even crossed the
Pecos. A large trail has been discov-
ered west of the pastures bordering the
plains, and this trail crosses the plaips
in a :southwesterly direction, and
would lana the cattle on the Pecos be-
low where the present outfits are at
work or will werk. This country

¢

| need not hesitate in the Jeast about|

sending catfi's tothe Pecos if th.y
want to get their catttle, The cattle
have surely gone there, and Devil's
river will not catech half the drift.
There should be eutfits, well e uipped,
sent to the Pecos at as early a date as
practicable, and kept there until all
the cattle are gotten out. The winter
bas been severe, and cattle have drift-
+d worse than at any time in the his-
tory of Texas: simply because of the
scarcity of feed. It will reguire the
combined efforts of the entire western
country to get the cows home to their
respective ranges.

If there is not a general turnout,
tnen those who do go to the front can-
not be expected to do much more than
cut the brands they represent.

Texas Stockmen and Deep Water.

The stockmen of Texas have always
taken upon themselves, when assem-
bleq in convention, to speak their
minds on any subject brought up for
discussion. At the last Austin meet-
ing the State Association endorsed
the scheme to obtain deep water at
Galveston, notwithstanding it was es
timated to cost some seven million
dollars, and to require several years
to complete the work and to obtain a
permanent depth of channel sufficient
to admit ocean-going vessels. The
stockmen would have endorsed it all
the more heartily had theé estimate of
cost been twice as high had the time

been materially shortened. The ex-:

pense would be but a trifling matter to
them since the whole nation would
bear it and a deep water seaport o the

coast would be un important factor in

their business, furnishing transperta-
tion by steamship for their ‘beef cattle
to Eastern marketsor to Europe.
Stockmen need deep water now, and
because they need it we refer to one of
the projects to obtain it. Captain

Bedford Pym pretende¢d no claim toor- |

iginality when he spoke of an iron pier
extending from the land and protected
by a floating breakwater of eubmerged
tanks. He eimply mentioned what
existed elsewhere. Hie plan is reason-
able on its face, although it may have
no merit but practical simplioity. *

At South~nd, situated on the coast
of Iissex in Kogland at the mouth of
the river Toames, a small ‘town ‘used
to boast of having the longest pier
jutting out from the English coast.
It niakes a seaport on ore of the most
expcsed points of the English coast
lipe. Awnd the little railroad cars,
loading from the steamers plying to
the port, carry the merchandiee to the
store houses on the main land. The
people of Southend lay no c¢laim
to enterprise and would probably
be very much surprised to know that
theinhabitants of a great city of Texas
were still using barges to carry freights
a couple of miles from deep water to
the main land, because there inter
vened a sballow sandy bottom; but
they would be still more astonished if
it were further stated that the people
of the Texas port would not put up
with deep water unless it be obtained
at great expenee, and unless it be
brrught right in to one particular
point of land, and that they are actu-
ally jeopardizing the very existence of
their town by turning a deaf ear to
every prej<ct which does not promise
the necessary depth a long time in the
future, ‘at a great ¢ xpenee to the gov-
ernment in the interval.

At the next meeting of the state
stock association it is to be hoped that
the project cf Professor Alex. Hogg for
a pier to be built out to deep water
will be endorsed with an amendment
including the project cf Captain Bed-
ford Pym, that said pier be protec'ed
bv a floating breakwater, the locslity

selected to be one where the-land and
“¢«ep water are_in closest proximi'y
The endorsement of stockmen might
not amount to anyhing mpre than to

very little favor

The Gr-er County Notice.

In -this  issue appears a notice
by stockmen of Greer to Southern
Texas stockmen, written urder the
supporition that an attempt will be
made to use Greer county as a quar-
anfine ground for coast cattle. As it
is important that the matter be under-
stood first as last for the good of all
parties interested, this notice should
receive the attention it merits.

At first sight it may appear to the
stockmen of the South as being rather
premature, but it is not so. There has
been & project on foot to do exac'ly
what the ranchmen of Greer oppose,
as beiog injurious to the interests of
all parties on account of the reasons
given, and the notice should be read
in its full sense of opposingon the one
band of the scattering of through
berds amongst Noerthern Texas cattle,
together with the guarantee of the
permanency of the trail,

The stockmen of Texas north of the
dead line as established by Kaneas are
in no wsy responsible for the state of
aflairs existing, nor dothey desire that
the changes not necessarily irju-
rious to themeselves be made so
by forcing their herds off their
accustomed ranges, either by owver
stocking a country fully stecked
or by running the ridk of loss of cattle
by infectious diseases.

The changes in the cattle businese
caused by the Kansas enactment ought
to be understood by this time, and it
will be readily seen that a cattle move-
ment that is sot a thorough movement
can be of no benefit The trail is open
and will be kept open, and through
herds can pass up to the Kansas line,
and failing to find ssle can be moved
West on the neutral strip where a trail
canoot be denied even to the extent
of pasturage for the time neccssary to
satis({y the provisions of the Colorado
law. It is not promising truly, but it
is the only guarantee of a profitable
through movement for Southern
stock.

Southern Yeearlings.

It is said that the Southern Texas
ranchmen consider less figures than
$10 as inconsistent with the heavy re-
quirements  knewn to-exist among
Northern ranchmen:—Tt otight to be
said also that rather than stock up
Northern ranches at such ptices they
had better wait awhile and see if these
prices cannot be ohtained at some of
the butcher markets. When a Texas
yearling goes up the trail at §10, it be-
comes lost for a time and reappears
again as a $45 beof steer, to help break
down ‘the fall markets. It mighs be
well to seek an outlet where the first
appearance would be the last. The
BToCK JOURNAL believes that the
yearlings had ‘better remain in the
pastures than go out on such terms.
While a good amount of judicious «ut-
ting might be done amongst the cows.

There iz a ehort supply of fine Territo-
ry and Kaneas wools, but there is
plenty of the lower grades. Corsider-
able Wyoming, Nevada, Uiah and
‘East Oregon is held at limits, which
prevent sales. Oagoe house has 300,000
pounds of Wyoming held at 25 cents,
and another has 1800 bales of I st Or-
egon. As much as 600000 pounds of
spring l'exas is still held out of the
market by a limit. There is very lit-
tle spring Calif yrnia now offering.

The Size of Sheep.

The sheen in Texas are very much
undersized as compared with sheep in
any other couuntry. Thisto-dayisthe
principal reason why the sheepof Tex-
as are selling sovery low. The use of
Merino blcod in breeding is often
charged with being the cause, and ad-
mitting that Spanish Merinos are not

noted for gizs, there is certainly a very |

great difference in the size of Texas
Meriros and some of the flocks in the |
Northern states. And to attribute the
difference in ‘weight to anything but
the Texas system of allowing sheeb 10
rustle for themselves, would be to fall
into a serious error.

that is on a basis of land owner-
ship. Twenty cent wocol means

90 pounds in June.

Now, let us figure how near we are
to it; 21 to 22 cents are Boston valua-
tions for good year’s clips, meaning 17
to 18 cents here.

To-day on the
markets fat 90 pound sheep at Chiergo,
8t. Louis or New Orleans will bring
the $3 50 per hu: dred, but the cost of
transportation is 35 cents per head
more than it should be, consequently

figure, making a total ayerage value
of a good sheep, 90 pounds on market,
t; pound elip, to be worth in cash be-
tween - now and June 30th, $3.17,
with lesser weights of fleece and car-
cass to correspond and better weights
and fleece to sell correspordingly
higher. This is a conservative state-
ment and on such basis the whole
sheep of Texas, including fleece, with-
out exception, if fattened, can be mar-
keted at from §1 75 to $4.50, the aver-
sge being about $2 50.

With these as standard prices, there
is still a good prefit in sheep., With
such prices ruling, the cause of all
failures in the sheep business must be
looked for on the range, in the details
of management and in the lack of con-
fidence and the want of knowledge to
appreciate a good business.

With the spring aud the lJambs will
comea brighter day for sheep raisers.
The markets are not much better than
scratching bottom, but the great rups
of stock which hold them down will
be checked, the markets will change
again and the level be somewhat high-
er. Then as business.revives in every
line (and no line of -business has es-
caped the depression), then will the

THE NEW ORLEANS EXPOSITION.

Vermont Sheep and New York
Sheep.

The premiums on Merinos havebeen
awarded at the New Orleans exposi-
tion. Vermont comes out far ahead
Of the $825 oftered, we get $475, or $125
more than all the other states com-
bined. The first andsecond premiums
were in money; the third, ‘“highly
commended ;”’ the fourth, ‘“‘commend-
ed.” Vermont gets 5 firsts, 3 seeonds,
1 third and 1 fourth ; all other states,
4 firsts, 4 seconds, 5 thirds, and 5
fourths. Vermont takes first on rams
of any age; first, second, and fourth
on yearling rams; first on ewes two

ears old and over; seeond on ram
ambe; first on flock (ram and five
ewes) and sweepstakes on ewee of any

age.

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FROM OREoON.

A Mild Stock Country in a Cold
R:gion.

Ox THE MALHEUR RIVER, OREGON. 1
March, 9th 1885,

Editor Texas Live Stock Journal: =

The Uvited States is a great coun-
try. This part of it is 28 different
from the Miesissippi Valley as is
China or farther India. The people
live in a primitive simplicity, follow-
ing their flocks and herds or engsged

find a people who are absolutely free
and among whom an- absolute equal-
iy exiats,

The climate is delightful. The cold
weather the past winter was not great-
er than fourteen degrees below zero.
On account of the elevation and dry-
ness of the atmosphere and the fact
that the air becomes almost motion-
less, when the thermometer falls s~
low, this degree of coldness was not
sufficient to cause suflering to stock
running at large. The past winter
was the most severe known here since
1561. Suvow fell about the middle of
December and continued steadily fgll-
ing until it lay on the ground nearly
two feet deep. Xiorses on the hills
pa:sed down to the bunch grass and ob-
tained food in abundance, cattle fed

«n greasewood, willows or sage brush,
ana sheep huddled under the juniper
trees and could not be induced to ven-
iure out. On the second day of star-
vation for the sheep the shepherds
went out early on the hills to collect a
band of horses with which to break
a trail for the sheep to their hay, the
=now k¢ pt falling, the whole country
kept gleamivg under a mantle of
white. But when  they had labored
through the dee¢p srow until noon avd
found no trace of thehorse-, the snow-
ing ceased, a mass cf white clouiis
were seen hurrying across overhead;
from the western horizon lay a bank
of dark blue clouds and fitiul gusts of
wind now cold, now hot came flying
from out of the west. The shepherds
shouted a joyful welcome and turned
homewards. The patient she:p smelt
the salt in the air, they looked hope-
fully at the junipers overhead which
now and theu threw off a load of snow
from their benaing boughs, and early
in the alterncon they scattered over
the hills where the grass appeared
above  the snow. This was the
“Chinook’” wind. In a few hours a
Japanese summer was at our doors,
every ravioe valley and canyon was
bo.ming with the water, aud in twen-
ty-four hours the western slopes were
as bare of snow a&s though an August
sun had poured its hotrays upon them
for that length of time. Tbus this
trade wind from the Pacific has blown
constantly night and day for the past
mon:h, until the only snow left is on
the foot hills or the mountains them
selves.

No sheep have'been lost here this
winter and no hor-es. The loss of
cattle has been very small, and was
caused by the negligence of the owners
iu not driving them from the bottoms
up to the hills where there was bare
ground.

This wind which Mr. Frank ‘Wilk-
son a correspondent for the New York
Sun derides in & recent letter as the
sin:oon of the territories is perhaps ss
ineflectual as he clasims on the eastern
slope of the Rockies, but in Oregon and
\Xashington at least it can be depend-
ed on,

The hills are like mountains in size
eovered with bui ch grass; water is
pleptiful Alder, willow, cottonwood
and birch fringe the streams. On the
hills are seen clustera of juniper trees,
and higher up, fir, pine, spruce, and
temarack cover the flainks of the
mountains. The rock is trap rock.’
Frequently in canyons I have seen
columns of basalt in blocks almost
peifect cubes, the edges beveled and
the joints as nicely fi'ted as mason’s
work, standing straight and covered
with a frost work of igneous rock
projecting over the top like a cornice
and rising upward in the torm of the
roof of « Chinese pagoda. This forma-
tion isfound in its greatest perfection
on the Columbia river. Architeets
whbo are tired of copying m'ght here
find a new order of architecture.

Towering above all the world stands
Castle Rogk, 1ooking seaward. Seated
on & mountain, i1ts western side verti-
cle, but its summit iz accessible to a
«] wber who has the heart of a llon
and the agility of a mountain sheep
Its ascent is like the ascent of the
tower of Babel. A nsatural stairway
leads one from the ground on the
northside around and around the rock
At one place one mus.climb up aslop-
ing rock sbout twenty feet. A misstep
here would land the climber on a reef
of f1at rock about three feet wide at the
foot of the slope, and if he miss-d gain-
ing a foot-hold there; then the distavce
of his fall is frightful to contemplate.
Ouace on top, although one can stand
onaflat zr a of perbaps a quarterof an
acre, no man is bold enough to crawl
to the edge and 10k down. The rock
feels as if a sparrow’s weight would
overturn it, the swimming dep bs
below seem to draw'you with irresisti-
ble force to the edge, and you are con-
tent to cling to the granite boulders
near the center and look away to the
fiocks of cattle or horses that dot the
hills around the agency miles below
like flies crawling on a carpet, or look
down upon Boise velley or across Ore-
gon to the shining neaks of the Cas-
cades. :

Another peak almost as high asOld
Iron-ides, one can ride to its swmmit
on horseback, and there see the world
io prespecive

Hunting ino most of the west is more
work than sport. Here the shepherd
has -his larder stocked with venison,
mountain sheep, antelope, elk, bear, or
ibex. It isas easy to kill deer here as
itisto Kkill sheep in the corral. A few
dsys since cur band of bucks were
feeding on the hills above the camp
in among the rocks. When we went
out to drive them in we found a band
of twelve mountain sheep grszing to-
ward the corral with them. A ecouple
of shots with a Winehester bronght
down twe of them and the rest scam-
pered cff.

The green grass is now two inches
bigh. The first salmon appeared in
the Mver a week since. The foot-hills
wocking bird is with us again. The
field lark, robbin, magpie and raven
steid with usall winter. Yours, ete.

The Bureau of Animal Industry—A
San Antonio View.

The editorial comment upon the
lengthy and animated letter from Dr
D. E. Salmeon, (all of which appeared
in the JOURNAL of the 14th inst.) So
fully covered the ground that little re-
mains to be added by the San An-
tonio representative, but further com-
ment on one or two points is jnstified
by the doctor’s unqualified assertion
that “a certain number of journals in
Texas have so persistently misrepre-
sented the work of this bureau,’”’ ete.
Dr. Salmon eshould not place all the
blame for this alleged misrepresenta-
tion upon the certain number of Texas
papers; he sbould also include the
great state of Illinois and yet other
statea to hear from. In the Chicago
Drovers’ Journal of the 12.h inst. ap-
pea1s & scorching editorial, the milder
portions of which we bere quote:

There can be but little doubt that
the change im the political situation
has brought about sowe relief from
the veterinary leeches wiuo have been
trying to fasten upon th's country an
extra load to carry, by declaring the
existence of pleuro-pneumonia which
does pot exist in thie country. Since
November it has been pretty generally
understood that Dr Loring, the great
patron of the Sanders Salmon crowa
of place-hunters would probably be
superseded And then it has been
pretty well understood that an at-
tempted raid on the treasury this win-
ter. through congress would be una-
vailing, and so the infernal lying
about the health of our cattie has been
temporarily stopped. Dr. Salmon is
credited with Laving said recently.
that there is now Bo vestige of pleuro-
pneuniopia in any part of the United
States except in the swill cow dun-
geons in and about the large cities on
the eastern seaboard. Where, we
should like to ask, is all that dreaded
disease which the doctor said last
~ummer was widely scattered among
the herds of Qinio, Illinois and Ken-
tucky ?

With the utmost precaution fresh
outbreaks of the disease are weekly
occurring on the little English island.
hut our might head of the incendiary
Burean of Animal Industry comes to
Ohio, Illinois and Kentucky, finds in
all a good many cattle suffering from
p eumonia, some from consumption,
aud some from tuberculogis. He finds
that the latter is slightly contagious;
that it has been communicated to a
¢ nsiderable extent from one animal
to others. Forthwith he declares the
disorder to be genuine, malignant
pleurc-pneumonia; calls in a lot of in-
terested p'ace-hunters; a lot of cross-
roads cow doctors, who, never having
geen a case of genuine pleuro pneu-
monia, kKnow no more than the worthy
doctor would seem t» know,
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Very well, Dr. Salmon pronourced
the disorder among the Jerseys to b«
the much dreaded disease. He scorned
and almost ignored a just nropesition
of a well known orgauization «f prac-
tical stockmen to make a practical test
of the genuiness of the alleged disease.

There never was a case of pleuro
pneumoniain the States of Ohio, Ken-
tucky or Illinois, ana it is high time
for the stockmen of the country to sit
down hard vpon the unscrupulous
schemers and veterinary tools who
care not if the value of the stock
of the land be shrunken one-balf
ju;:,i so their personal nests are feath-
ered.

Dr. 8almon will recognize the kind-
ness done him in expunging the more
violent portions of the sbove clip-
ping, and will understand that
it would be wrong to let the
erroneous impression go forth that
only Texas journals are so b 1d as ¢
call in question the benefits of the Bu-
reau of Animal Industry. How Dr
Sailmon can put in any plea before
Texans on behalf of his bure u in
the face of the federal law that no
lexas cattle can be hauled by the rail-
roads cuteide of Texas except such
stock as is sent to immediate market—
bhow hecan solicit admiration for or
faith in any such bureau is like God’s
mwercy—past finding.

If Texas stockmen ever in their lives
did an honest thing it wasin anticipa-
ting Dr. Salmon’s mccking advice,
“by honestly endeavoring to find a
solution to the present difficulties,”
and their endeavors led them to seek
the “solution at the hands of men
whose profeesion it is to explain these
things. And what was the re-ult?
Have scarcely any 'two veterina-
rians agreed upon any one "faci?
Have not experiments limited in
time and extent—such as the
celebrated white cow case, been given
as a criterian for all to abide hy? Have
these doctors discovered the ab=olute
cause of the so-called Texas fever?
If not, why should they be smazed
that common, every day, non-profes-
sional, but largely experienced stock-
men should refu~e to sccept with blind
faith the quibbling theories of vete-
rinarians who will not themselves
agreeupon apy common fact touching
the matter? How would Dr. S<dmon
have Texas ‘‘set about finding a prac-
tical remedy ?”’ By'blindly accepting
theories which cannot withstand the
dynamite of investigation ?

Even in the face of their exasperat-
ing experience, Texans will yet gladly
welcome to theirstate anyone wao will
aid them in locating, recognizing and

which seems to exist everywhere but
in Texas.

“As a friend of Texas interests’’ Dr.
Salmon ehould eviden<e his good will
by giving to the world cold, immova-
ble scientific facts, naked of the cloth-
ing of theory and incapable of blush-
ing in the presence of investigation,
reason and common sense.

the markets would pay them, or at
least tide them over to some better
plan for the future. So it remains for
them to get their s'ock in as gpod
shape as possible, and, following the
advice of the JOURNAL herecwfore
given to “market everyithing as beef.” |
Certainly the stockmen of the North-
west will wince a little to find their
expected good market glutted with
Texans and prices be somewhat less-
ened, but of course the stockmen of
the upper country could have intend-
ed nothing else when they so liber-
ally legislated to close every other
avenue.

CGuinea Grass Seed.

The shipment of seed from the Is-
land of Jamaica having been received
by Dis Carothers and Johnston, theze
gentlemen have very generouely set
apart a portion of it to be distributed
‘‘with the compliments of the South-
ern Texas Live Stock association’ to
all who are enough interested to write
to the asgociation office in San An:
tonio for a sample. With reference to
this grass the agricultural reports of
1878 say: “‘The seed is planted in the
beginning of April; admiis of the first
cutting during the last week of May;
makes very large bunches, and is to be
cut before extendivg to the height of
18 inches; in that stageit is very sweet,
tender, ard easily cured as hay. Ju
moderately fertilized land and favor-
»ble seasons it can be cut every five or
«ix weeks. The best means of propa-
gation is by root cuttings. Johnson
grass is sometimes wrongly called
(Guinea grass.

The plan sometime since suggested
in this column of shipping live st ¢k
from South Texas to New Orleans and
thence up the Mississippi river by
barge lines, has received considerable
attention from the pressof other statea
The plan has commended itself as ap-
parently feasible, but careful enquiry
madeby Col R D Hunterof S: Louis
has resulted ia learning that the rate-
by rail after reacaing St. Louis with
the cattie would prove prohibitory,
and the pro-rata claimed by the road
from here to New Orleans alone knifes
the project. This latter can be well un-
derstood. The Surset road has vainly
hoped that shioments of range caittle
Westward to IX1 Paso would be largely
made over its line, and they could ex
pect tc make more money than by en-
couraging shipments K «tward, where
their haul would be shorter. But isi:
clear that there is little, very little c¢
casion for siockmen to now send theiy
cattle West. Sh:pments by rail will
for the greater part be Northward to

Sheep and Wool.

The flockmasters who have recently
been in San Antonio and with whom
the JOURNAL man has had the pleas
ure of talking have ailbeen intelligent
men, and for the most part with large
experience. Iftheir opinions are v be
t:ken for aught, (and whose should be
entitled to more consideration?) then
it is fair to presume. that the outlook
for sheep owners is by o means a blue
one. There i» little or nothing to sug-
gest the possibility of a boom in the
slieep indvstry of the state; the winter
just passed has been very severe on
tlocks; the fall clips did not enrich the
producer by commandiug high prices,
and the spring clip do s not promise 10
reach start/ing bigh figures; but if the
ground be scavbued there will be a feel-
ing of reliet that matters were not
worse. The grass is up and weed’s al-
most abundaot; Jambiug is progressing
in S uth Tewas very favorably and
shearing has begun. Soof late wehave
met no sheep master who had made
the mest of his opportunities who was
anxious to chapge places with his
more troubled friend the cattle owner,
Circulars received from several
sou:ces, from Boston ra her indicate
that the spring wool market there
msy be expected to open not much
better than did last . fail. Our loeal
authorities by no means accept such
prognostications, believing that at least
three thirgs will operate to the advant-
age of T« X 8 wools, viz: exeellent ¢on-
dition of the staple, sho tage of foreign
woolsand an easier money market. If
the Texas spring clips cannot bring
wuch better prices in B »wton than dia
iast f»1! clips. then there-is ample capi
tal in S«n Antonio disposed to take ad-
vantage of such rates and reap the as-
sured profit that would ultimstely at-
tend an improved Kastern demand.
