THE DALLAS KEETING.

Harmonious and Successful Solu-
lution of the Problem.

The Trail a Fact—The Issue Fairly
and Friendly Met.

Congratulatibns In Order.

DALLAS, Friday, May 15, 1885,

Pursuant to published call, the dif-
fcrent executive commmittees and rep-
resentative stockmen assembled at the
Merchants’ Exchange, Dallas, at 11
a m., Friday, May 15.

The attendance, though rot as large
as articipated, was very good, there
being over one hundred gentiemen
present when President John N: Simp-
son rapped the meeting to order, speak-
ing as follows: '

“J don’t think it is necessary for
me to speak at length as to the reas-
ons why this meeting is called, &3 you
are all doubtless as familiar with the
questions to be discussed by this as-
semblage as I am. I bave this tosay
in regard to this meeling: If the
questicn of trail througjthe stateis a
very importsnt ore, it is ot only im-
portant to thcse men who are driving
cattle on the trail, but it is important
to the stockmen whose ranges this
trail passes through. To the men who
live in the Neorih, ‘'whose ranges are
affected by'this trail, I will say this,
that you are here and you are here
largely in the majority, the Southern
Texas men—the men who are driving
on the trail—are represented by two or
three men. Dor’t forget this fact.
Their absence frcm this meeting don’t
affect it at all, don’t in any way effect
their standing in regard to a trail.
When it ccmes to the law, they

have as much right to drive over the
public highways of North Texzs as
vou have to drive over the public
highways of Northwest Texas or as
you bave te graze your cattle on the
public land ycu are on. Bo when it
comes to law, I don’t know of any
legal enactment that does not affect
the men in SBouth Texas; Idon’t know
of any Jaw that gives us of the north
the exclusive use of that entire coun-
try to the exclusion of everybody
elee, and I would Ilike in
your deliberations. here that you
would bear this faet in mind. Now
this question in my opinion is one of
the most important ever come up be-
fore the live eteck aesociations. The
prosperity of the stock business in
Texas depends largely on what you
decide here to-day in regard to this
trail. Now, I would advise that yeu
go to work in a calm, dispassionate
way and if pessible agree on a route for
these Southern cattle to pass. If you
don’t do this they will mark out the
route and you will have to submit;
that is all there is about it. It you do
not sgree where they ehall travel they
will mark out their routeand travel it.
Well, that is going to create trcuble
and troublein the stock business means

money out of your pockets. I am sat-
isfiled you do not want to lose
any money over this. In this

I feel certain you fully agree with
me. [ Laughter. ] ith these
few remarks, gentiemen, I -will now
call the meeting to order.

On motion of C. C. Slaughter of Dal-
lag, 8, P. Cunningham of Fort Worth,
was"appointed secretary.

By President Simpson: |

“GENTLEMEN—I will srate further
for the information of those present
that one of the first and most impor-
tant questions that you should consid-
er is the matter of this syndicate’s cat-
tle that have been shipped to Harrold
and stopped by agents of the Panbhan-
dle asseciation. There are some 6000
head of these cattle that have been
stopped at Harrold. I got a telegram
this morning saying that the inspector
of the Panhandle association had gone
to Greer county to stop the herd of Mr.
Blocker, Now, I suppose, you all un-
derstand where these cattle are going
—they are going to Dallam county,
which is the very northwest corner of
the Panhandle. I would also say that
Mr. Geo. West is here; he has some
cattle north of Fort Griffin that are
going to Dallam county—to that syn-
dicate.”’ .

Mr-W- R. Cavitt of Bryan, made a}

motion to the effect that the chair ap-
point & committee of five on creden-
tials, which motion was duly carried.

Thereupon the chair appointed the

following committee:

W. R. Cavitt of Bryan, J. C. Loving
of Jack, Geo. W. West of Lavaca, W.
F. Lewis of Tom Green and J. R. Ham-
{lton of Dewitt.

By Judge J. M. Lindesay: “I under-
stand the object of this call refers to
and covers only the executive commit-
tees,”’

President Simpson: ‘“The call was
for the executive committees of the
different associations and to stockmen
who contemplate the shipment or
driving of cattle North this season,
and the only object in the call was to
gather together as many as poesible of
the representative stockmen.”’

Mr. Cavitt: “I move that the com-
mittee appointed be allowed to assem-
ble and that a recess of 20 minutes be
taken in order to give the committee
time to report.”’ M)

Motion carried and recees taken.

On reassembling, the report of the
committee was read by the secretary,
and on motion unanimously adopted
as follows:

We, your commsittee on credentials,
reportthe tollowing associations repre-
sented : The State Live Stock associa-
tion, the Southwest Texas Live Stock
association,the San Aptonioand Guad-
alupe asscciation, the East Texas Live
Stock association, Central Texas Live
Stock association, the Colorado and
Concho Live BStock association, the
Panhandle essociation, the Cheyenne
and Arapahce Live Stock asgociation
of the Indian Territory, the Pecos
Valley asscociaticn and the T, P. Lave
stock assoclation, being all ealled for
by the publication. We further find
a number of cattle cwners not repre-
senting asscciations, but interestea in
the shippirg and driving of cattle.
The executive committees of most of
the above associations are well repre-
sented, and we recommend that all
cattlemien presens be invited to partic-
ipate in this meeting. _

By Col. W.E. Hughes of Dallas: “Let
us get to work. I move that a com-
mittee beappointed with such number
as the comvention may see proper, say
five, eight or twelve, (wbatever the
pumber may be) to consider and re-
port upon w or not it is prac-]
ticable to lay out a trail from Harrold
and other points to the northwest; and

-ritory,

if practicable, to recommend to the
convention such a trail as in their
opinion will prove least injurious to
the cattle intereste. I think mest of us
recognize the neces-ity for such a trail.
Of course, no matter how the trail is
leid out, it will dot suit everybody.
We must expect, no matter what
route may be selected, it will meet
with some opposition, but it seems to

meth?r it would be well for us to
consider this matter, and if the sense
of the ention is for a trail, report

such a pne as will prove least damag-
ing tothe cattle interests of the state.
Now, 1 fake 1t that these people have
the right of ipgress and egress. If
they own lands anywhere they cer-
tainly bave the right of ingress to
to them. There always existed a
commeén law further than that ; if par-
ties own land which is surrounded by
my lots, they have the right to go
acroes my property to their own, of
course compensating me for it,”’

Col. Hughes continued his remarks
of thesame general tendency, conclud-
ing by offering a motion to the effect
that a committee of eight be appoint-
ed. First to inquireinto and declare as
to the praeticability of the trail. Sec-
ond to outline and eesiablish a trail
least injurious to the country threugh
which it passes. ;

Mr. J. F. Evars of Sherman sug-
gested that before the committee he
appointed it would be well to inquire
into the character of the meeting
Whether it is a mass convention of
etockmen as represented, or a' confer-
ence in which the different associa-
tions are represented. He requested
Col. Hughes to 80 modify his motion
to apprint a corference committee
from the different acsociations to dis-
cuss the matter of the trail.

Col. Hughes remarked he under-

stood that the report of the committee’

had been adopted, entitling all per-
sons pre ent who are interested in the
stock business to be parties to this
convention.

Mr Evans moved an amendment to
Col, Hughes’ moticn, that a conference

committee of three be appointed from |

each association.

President Simpson: *‘‘We would
haveto send cut and get mcre men.”
[ Laughter. ]

Mr~Evaus: ‘““Make it one, then.”

By JudgeJ. M. Lindsay : “In form-
ing the commitiee I think the chsair
would fully consider the different
couflicting interests. I gecond the
motion of Col. Hughes. ' :

The chair was about to put th
question when

Major W. A. Towers of Kansad City
suggested that it would be best to
compose the committee of gentlemen
owning or interested in the section of
country through which the trail must
pas. They are mcre familiar with
the country than the parties from the
south; parties from the south wodld
not be able to act as intelligently in
that watter as the people in the im-
mediate locality.

The motlon being put, the eame was
carried.

Spence Udell of Colorado City,
moved that the resolution just passed
be reconsidered, and that one repre-
sentative from each association be ap-
peinted on this comnmittee,

Major Towefs sargued still fur-

ther on hi§ suggestion that the
committee e appointed strictly
from the ¢ounfry where these

cattle are to pass. He sustained his
view in & good strong speech. .which
was well received. Judge W. R. Cav-
itt of Bryan here made a telling
eloquent address, breathing a spirit of
harmony. Space will not permit of a
stenographic report of his address
The points he made were: South
Texss and those in the dead line meet

.the Noith and the Panhandle in a

gpirit of harmony ; these interests, if
corflictirg should meet and reconcile;
that if the suggestion of the gentle-
man from the opposite side (Major
FYowers) was put iuto eftect the people
from thecentral, western and southern
portions of the state would say that
this convention met and the great
question tq come before th e meeting
was placed in the bands of a body from
one seotion of the state; if this is done
there will be discontent among the
stockmen of the state of Texas; whe-
ther the result is good or not, if reach-
ed through men from one section of
the state, it wiil never give satisfac-
tion ; it is better to have representa-
tives on this committee from the dif-
ferent parts of the state—this should
be done if we wish te accomplish any-
thing.

Judge Cavitt’s epeech was well re-
ceived and at its cloee elicited a round
of applauce. W. P. Herring of Em-
poria, Kansas, moved an amendment
to the resolution offered; that the
committee be composed of representa-
tives present—one from each locality.

By Col. Hughes: ‘I accept the gen-
tlernan’s modification.”’

[Some little confusion here ensued,
somewhat perplexing the chair, who
announced]:

“The motion now stands that the
cheir appoint one from each associa-
tion and three from the committee at
large to consider this trail question.
That will make it fifteen.”’

A general discussion now took place,
touching the appointment of this com-
mittee, particlpated in by Messrs.
Towers, Nelson, Jot Gunter and T. T.
D. Apdrewr, Mr. Gunter made the
peint that, outside of the Indian Ter-
Neorthwest Texas and Pan

associatione, there
members who  had
ever been in the Panhandle:
country—if = they. have it
been several years ago; that ~ountry is
under fence; they krow nothing of
the water courses. Andrews made a
teliing speech to the effect that the
committee be made up of men from
the different parts of the state—a com-
mittee of twelve, witha three from the
state, with an adviscry council from '
the Panbandle aesociation. Our
crowded columns will not admit of a
full report of Mr. Andrews’ speech in
this issue. : Rt

On motion it wasresolved that H. G.
Bedford be allowed to represent the T.
P. association.

Some little confusion here ensued,
Msajor Towers took the floor and being
recognized by the chair, offered a
writien substitute for previous resolu-
tions, as follows:

Resolved, that a committee of men
from the Panbandl!e and men of inter-
eat 1n that section be appointed to con-
sider the practicability of a trail, and
make such report as may seem best to
them for the general good of the cat-
tie interests ; also a commiitee of one
men from each assceciation as a com-
mittee of conference to consider the
interesta of the cattle business.”

A motion to table the substitute was
warmly discuzsed.

Col. Hughes suggested that two com-
mittees might report adversely, and
thought that the original resolution as
it stood would expedite matters; two
committees will create confusion ; one
section will pass upon the question in
one way and the other another way—
two an pistic reports. ,

Mr. O. H. Nelson offered an amend-
ment to the substitute: that the two
commi proposed in the substitute

Mr. Jot Gunter bere receiving the
recognition of the chsair made an able
pointed address, substantially as fol-
lows :

In one sense of the word the Pan-
handle and Indian Territory associa-
tions are here asking indirectly, some-
thing of this convention, in another
sence they are not—this convention is
askirg spomething of them ; the south-
ern men, the drovers of southern cattle
ask that the trail be established through
the Panbandle ccuntry; the gentleman
(Erobably referring to Judge Cavitt
(Rep) fails to understand, it
gseexus, that when he enters the
Panhand!e he has to enter some man’s
pasture and that man has the Jaw on
his side ; the men who drive through
any country against the wisbes of the
people in that country are asking too
much of the state of Texas and of the
laws of the state of Texas; the Pan-
handle is not here asking for a trail—
they don’t wanttheir property destroy-
ed by atrail; thousands of cattlein the
Panhandle have been lost through
this. Mr. Lee bas Jost a 1000, Maj.
Towers ha« lost a 1000 and Mr. Good-
night lest 800 head of beef cattle; the
majority of the men in that country
owu the land and have it under fence
and will protect themselves. Col.
Hughes may say they have the right
to go there ;—there is not to-day in the
Panhandle a public road, they may
have thé right but it is a right to be
enforced in the courts of the ccuntry
and not by arms. I support Mr.
Towers’ resolution.

Mr. O. H. Nelson followed Mr.
Gunoter, stating: He and his associ-
ates have tried to settle this question of
a trail; he went to St. Louis and
Austin on this question of a trail;
all that he and his associates

wsnt is a voice a8 (0 where the 1rail
is laid, if it is laid at all; suggests that
thetrail can not be laid withouta great
deal of money, but is willing to pay
$10,000 towards establishing a trail.

A motion to adjourn to 2 p.m. wss
put to the vote and lost.

. The chair intimated that in the ab-
sence of instructions to the contrary,
he would appoint five from north of
the Texas and Pacitic and five from
the south of that line. [Applause.]

A motion that the cuommittee be

M. Lindsay, said: ‘*We have been un-
ahle to arriveat any satigfactory report.
We hope, after further deliberation, to
be able to reach ome conclusion to-
night. In view of the magnitude of
the question before us and the great
interests involved, we concluded it
would be better not to act in haste and
would ask further time, and I think
we can be ready in the morning.”’

On motion, the committee were
given until the time asked for to ren-
der their report.

By Mr. Herring: ““Inasmuch as a
resolution passed this morning invit-
ing the lieutenant governor to ad-
dress the meeting, I move that a
committee of three to be appointed to
wait upon him and thata time be fixed
for hearing the address.”’

President Simpson euggested that
the lieutenant governor was not in
the city but would probably be in
Dallas in the morning.

Mr. Herring’s motion being seconded
by the secretary, same was carried.

Judge Cavitt suggested that a com-
mittee be appointed to go to his house
and ascertain if he will be at home
and report to the convention.

The chair appointed a committee
consisting of - W. P. Herring, J. B.
Wilson and John 8. Andrews to wait
upon the lieutenant governor and
ascertain when that gentleman wouid
be prepared to address the convention.

Adjourned to 10a. m. Saturday May
16th.

SATURDAY MORNING SESSION.

At 11:15 a. m. President Simpson
rapped the meeticg to order.

On motion the reading of the min-
utes of the previcus meeting was dis-
pensed with.

Judge J. M. Lindsesy, chairman of
the commijtee on traii reported ready.

W. A. Garner, secretary pro tem
then read the report, which is as
follows: :

Your committee of conference re-
spectfully report as follows:

1. The only safe and practicable
trail for Southern cattle to be driven
out of Texas is the old Fort Griffin and
Fort Dodge tiail, crosring the Texas
& Pacific railway near Baird, thence
by way of Albany and Doans, crossin
Red river near the latter place, ang
thence on the present trail for Cald-
well, for all cattle destined for the
Northeast.

2. For all Bouthern cattle going to
the North and Northweet, we recom-
mend that they adhere to the Dodge

.trail, on the north gide of Red river at

Doun’s to the North fork of Red river,
thence up the North fork as the trail
now runs, leaving the North fork near
Comanche Springs; thence to Eik

‘creek, thecce along the old Dodge

trail to a point west of Fort-Supply;
thence west to the east end of the
drift tence north of the Canadiar, to
tLe north side of said fence and as
near to it as practicable to the- Rifle
Pits on the north Palo Duro; thence
in a westerly directicn to Coldwater,
and up Coldwater to Buflalo SBprings,
and thrence in & northwesterly dnéc-
tion to the mouth of the South Car-
riz>on the Cimarron, nesar the Colo-

‘rado line.

3. Intheopinion of your committee
the«e are the only trails over which
Southera cattle can be driven without
great danger to them and to the cattle
located on the line of the drive, and
we believe that if the drive is confined

.to these trails it will furnish a safe out-

let to Southern cattle, with but little
danger to cat.le slong these trails.

4. Your eommittee further reeoms-
mend that a comiuittee cf thrce be ap-
pointed by the chairman to have such
bridges constructed on these trails ss
may be neceesary to enable cattle to
cross trails without dauger, and the
expenses of building said bridges “be
sssociations in
toe state in proportion to the number
of cattle represented.

5. Cattle driven on these tralls to
not be allowed to gresze more than two
an?lonehul miles on euch side of the
trail. -

Towers called attention to. the
fact that the expense alluded to in the
report is intended to cover the cost of -
bridges and nothing else. Judge Lind-
say, noting Msjor Towers’ suggestion
asked and was granted leave to amend
the fourth paragraph of the report by
ineerting the word *‘said.”’

D. (Tuck) Beaz of Fort Worth moved
that the report be adopted,

Major Towers: ‘‘I wish tosaysome-
thipg in regard to my position. I

represented interests that are antsgc.
nistic to this resolution in a certain
degree, and I don’t know but this trail
msy be made practicable. ' As to that,
nowever, I ad written to my
brother befcre I left Kansas City to
make an investigation of -this irail. I
thought some few days sgo that per-
hape, that was a solution of this trouble
and I hope that it will be. Yet, I can
not coneistently cast my vote for the
resolutien, but if the trail is practica-
ble or ifit can be made so, I will do all
I can in assisting it and making it a
success. [Cheers ] Isimply want to
define my position so that my vote .
would he understood.” :

Mr. Nelson : *“Before the vote is
taken I would like to have this ques-
tion discussed. I should like to have
the benefit of a full discussion. I don’t
want us toact too hastily. Of course,
as & committee we think we have done
well. If there is any oppoeition to it
in the convention I would like to have
it discussed.”

Judge Lindsay: *“I think the sug-
gestion of Mr, Nelson’s a good one. %t
would be well for the convention to
understand thorcughly the pur-
port of this report. Of course
we all understand that the great
question was the trail and to so
fix it as to give satisfaction. Our peo-
ple of the south demand and are going
to seek an outlet in some way.”’

Judge Cavitt objected 10 a discus-
sion of the report; did not see why it
was necessary to open the doors of dis-

sior. After considering it on all sides
it is better to let the report be adopted
without argument; seemed to him
the report should go through quietly
and amicably; thought the best way
would be to adopt it una: imously and |
let harmony prevail. [Applause. ]

W. P. Herring asked for a re-read-
ing of the report, which was done,
and then asked the ' hairman of the:
committee if that report meant ex-
actly as it read. Does it mean a trail
five miles in width ? :

“Yes, Bir;

Judge Lindsay :
miles.”’ ' Sikay

Mr. Herring here discussed the
width of the trail to which he ok-
jected, stating that three miles was
sufficient width for all purposes; said
he was particularly interested in this,
as the proposed trall extends along
some seventy miles of the land owned
by the Interests he represents; said it
was probable a three-mile trail would
be accepted without argument.

A motion having been put that the
report be received and committee dis-
charged, same was cuarried, Msjor
Towers voting in the negative,

The chair here explained that the
receipt-of the report and discharge of
the committee did not preclude dis-
cussion as to the adoption of the re-

rt.

Msjor Towers: ‘I move the chang-
ing of the five miles to three. I thin
that three miles is sufficient for all
practical purposes; ¢xcept at some
watering place three miles is suffi-
cient, one and a bhalf on esch
pide.”” BSeconded by Mr. Herring.

Capt. A. M. Britton of Fort Wort
moved the adoptiom of the report in
sections and same was seconded by
Judge Hamilton. Masjor Towers with-
drew his motion. .

Mr. Nelson said that thesubject had
been discussed by the committee in
every conceivable way; that every
point had been fully discussed, and
moved the adoption of the report.

Capt. Britton’s motion being second-
ed and put to vote was losat, 9 to 18

Judge Hamilton moved that the re-
port be adopted as a whole.

Capt. Britton moved to amend the
fourth section ef the rcport to read as
follows :

‘““Your committee further recommend
that a committee of three be appointed
by the chairman, to have such bridges
crnetructed on dzeeetrails as may be
necessary to enable the cattle 1o cross
the trails without demage, and that
sald committee be su:hcr.zed to raise
funds to meet such ¢xpepses by an as-
sesement sgainet the several associa-
tions in the state in proportion to the
number of cattle represented, or-other-
wise as they deem t or may be in-
siructed by the convention.”’

Mr. J, C. Lovlngy Jack, eeconded
the motien of Capt./ Britton,

Judge Cavitt suggested te Capt. Brit-
ton that his amendment cou/d come in
very well after the adoption of the re-
port.

Discuesion of Capt. Britton’s amenc-
ment wase quite lively for atime, inter-
spersed with question and answer from
both sides of Lthe house.

At theclose of this interlocutory epi-
rode, -Capt. Britton said : “I did not
offer this amendment because I imag-
ined there would be any misuse of
money in building these bridges. I
believe whoever is appointed to build
tbhem will use the money honestly and
cconomieslly.”

Judge Lindsay remarked that in a
certain sense the report of the commit-
tee was a compromiee report; did not
thivk the method of raising the funds
necessary for the construction and
maintenance of the bridges an equita-
ble one; thought the catile on the trail
should be taxed to pay for the construe-
tion of the bridges; when you: come
down to what is exactiy right and just
the owners of the trail cattle should
pay this tax.

Col. C. C. Slaughter of Dallas: ‘“‘As
a member of that committee and a
member of the Northwest Texas Cattle
Raisers’ association, I want to say
this to our association and our execu-
tive committee, we have labored as
faithfully as we possibly could in the
attempt to get a compromise on all
mutters concerned. e belleve that
an adjustment ef this question will re-
douna to the benefit of this association.
We believe the expenses to be incur-
red in buildiog these Lridges will be
taxed pro rata. This can enslly be done
by the chalrman. In the committee
we discussed this matter fully. - While
we did not feel at liberty 1o bind our
asrociation for the whole of this ex-
penee; we thought the only fair way
would be to have this ¢ xpense paid by
all the associations of the state. I con-
tend that our assoclation will reap the
benefit of it—mnot from the building of
the bridges alone, but by the estab-
lishment of the trail. lu my opinion
they will be repaid all money the
r.y out by the establishment of t.hz
rall, and for that reason 1 vote for it.
There is no other way out of it. Per-
haps, the proper way would be to tax
the cattle golng over the bridges, but
that would not buijd them; that may

“Judge Lindsay gave it as his idea
that three praciical men should be
appointed; men whose business and
interests are there and who know the
situation thorcughly. X

Col. Hughes agreed -with thie cbair
as to the authority of the executive
committee to bind its association, but
their suthority was limited to an as-
sessment of two cents per head, and

thay he understood this assessment.

Furthermore, we are no way jealous,
as the News would indicate, of the cat-
tle traflic going on' between Southern
cattle raisers and the Northern pur-
chasers. 'Al!l such transactions indi-
rectly bencfit us, and we are earnestly
interested in the uninterrupted suc-
cess of this traffic. The question now
at issue with reference to a trail for
southern cattie through our midst is
simply impracticable and next to an
impossibility, and we object to the
trail upon those principles only and
not from selfish motives as we have
been accused. We have, however, the
common law, order and equity on our
side and take the position to simply
protect our vested rights to the best
advantage pessible : and when we ask
the trall to he locaied through scme
section where it will do no damage to
vested rights it is not eimply to throw
the same burdens upon the shouldérs
of others, but'froma the fact that the
trail can be located in other sections to
the better satisfaction of all parties
concerned. This is what the commit-
tee has done and it is my belief ard
hope that the route sel=cied will prove
generally satisfactory.”’

The reporter was about to intimate
to Mr. Bunborn that for a single-hand-
ed talker he was a good one,
bul  that gentleman had gone.

If any
decent man wanting a few yearlings
expects to purchase at lower figures
than are now ruling, until winter
comes agdin, he is liable to find him-
self in error. :

WHEN a man comes .from New
Mexico or Colorado to buy cattle, he
will wade into the Gulf stream to buy
a bunch of yearlings at a quarter less
than he can get them on dry land. He
has no respect for location of fever
germs to weigh against twenty-five
cents per head. It is now believed
that quarantine laws are against men
—not against animals.

Stopping Herds at Tascosa.

On the 20th inst., a telegram coming
by way of Kansas City, was publish-
ed, to the effect that a herd of Southern
cattle had been stopped by the Pan-
handle people at Tascosa. A telegraph
dispatch sent by C. E. Odem to Hen-
ry Hamburg at Foit Elliott, 'brought
& reply to the effect that the cattle
were not Southern cattle, but be-
longed to Snider Bros., of Scurry coun-
ty. The cattle driven had ranged on
Doulbfle Mountain Fork of the Brazos
and were moved from a section con-
siderably north of the Texas Pacific
and were a class of cattle the Pan-
handle association had no objee-
tion to passing in any manner through
the range and had treated them as
neighborhood cattle, at the associa-
tion meéting. In the face of the in-
definite news as towho and what as-
sociation had stopped the cattie, the
stockmen of Fort Worth and vicinity
‘wait before passing judgment, -but
there is a faint impression prevailing
that way up in the vicinity of Tas-
cosa there is & splendid location for
the establishment ot a branch of the
State lunatic asylum. The cattle
were going {o Colorado and why and
wherefore they were stopped (if they
were) by Texas men, passes the under-

standing of any one in this immediate
region. 4

\ J The Colorado Quarantine.

The 7vribune Republican of Denver,
Colorado, ¢f the 14th inst contains the
following: It is considered to be the
views of the sanitary commission con-
trolling the matter: X

“If one can judge fromi the declara-
tions of the members of the (sanitary)
board, frequently made, the situation
is about as follows: All cattle coming
from regions not infected with Texas
fever, deslined for Colorado ranges, ro
matter o whom they may belong, will
be given a ¢ieau bill of health immedi-
ately upon theirarrival at the Colorado
line. Cattle from the (supposed) infec-
ted district in Texas, for Colorado men,
will also be given a clean bill of health,
providing they have been driven 4ll
the way,and have been long enough
on the road, to, in the opinion of the
board,: lose ‘their power of spreadisg
the Texas fever. Cattle that bave been
shipped any portion of the way from
infected districts will certainly not be

have Icst their power to spread the

fever.
It is not by any means certain that

cattle bound for Wyoming or other
points outside of Colorado- will be al-
lowed to be driven into the state until
they have remained the full ninety
days in quarantine. They can, how-
ever pats through the state by rail
whenever their shipper wishes. Colo-
rado catilemen do not want their
ranges eaten off by through herds.”

Hold Your Cattle.

Now that certain facts connected
with the movement of cattle to the
different states and territories in rela-
tion to the quarantine measures are
known and can be estimated at a true
valuation—and purchases are made by
Arizona, New Mexico, Colorado, Wy-
oming and Indian Territory stockmen
in utter recklessness as to every con-
sideration but price; stockmen of
Texas should stop and co>neider awhile
before parting with too many cheap
cattle. If numbers of buyers is cri-
terien to judge a demsand, there are
sufficient now present within our bor-
ders tuv buy every yearling and two
year old within tne state and then cry
fer more; and the only question to be
decided is price. These buyers are af-
ter cheap cattle and even if paying
two or three dollars more than present
prices, will still get cheap cattle out ef
the stocks in Texas. But these buyers
not only want cheap cattle, they don’t
know how cheap théy do want them.
They move from North to South and
East to West and back into the brush
again to find cut those who are not
posted as to actusal value of their stock
if shipped out in thin order to the
butcher. Texag stockmen cdn remedy
this if they stand together for good
prices—and it is ta be hoped that Texas
cattlemen will not again sell the year-
lings off the' ranches, as they have
been doing of late at the value of hide
and tallow. ‘l'here is an outlet for
every animal Texas has raised, at bet-
ter prices than our range demand has
quoted—for cows, calves, yearlings and
two year olds—and the outlet only re-
quires that the stock be fat to find a
ready sale.

The Trail Meeting.

And the happy termiration and gen-
eral acceptance of the final resultisa
m:atter of corgratulation for the peo-
ple of Texas;®who have been led to
believe that there was no feeling of
amity or commun ity of interest be-
tween the stockmen of the extremi-
ties of the state, The meeting has
done away with a sericus misunder-
standing, and its effect will probably
be a means of strengthenirg the state
association and enable it to become a
still more thorough means for the
united expressicn of the stockmen’s
decisions on all subjects of im-
portance within the state.

The meetirg 'ras called to define a
trail whereby cattle destined to north-
western portions of the Panhandle
and en reute to Colorado and the ter-
ritories beyord eould travel, and those
requiricg the establishment of a trail
did not wish it to bean injury to stock-
men whose ranzes must necessarily
be passed over, and those present of
the Panhandle asscciation were anx-
ious to be fet right as nof oppousing a
proper route to be established through
their territory if the inconvenience to
themselves and danger to their herds
could in a measure be obviated.

It was not claimed by anyone present
that a trail ought to cat in a northwes-
terly direction through the Panmhaudle,
nor was thereany desire manifested to
leave or abandon the old established
Fort Dodge trail, so far as-it served the
purpose, and the final arrangement ac-
cepted was that this trail should be
followed and that the land uncrth of the
drift fence near the morthern line of
the Panhaundle should constitute the
south boundary of a trail to run west-
ward the extent of the Ncrthern . tier
of Panhandle counties, so far as any
Texas jurisdiction extended. The ac-
tion was not accepted without debate,
but at the adjournment the impression
prevailed that the object of the eall
had not failed of fulfillment and that
the misunderstanding wil.ich had caus-
ed the meeting had becu fairly and
satisfactorily explained away, and the
news reczived in return to the presi-
dent’s God speed to the waiting herds
at Harrold, was re-assuring that
the trail as defined would be traveled
over in good faith to the desiined
ranges at Dallam and beyond.

The meeting was an evidence of the
benefits of an association, of the ne-
cessity of a thorough connection of the
district organization with the state
body ard of the unity and wisdom
that has enabled large interests to be
managed by the delegation of power
intothe hands of the tew for the whole
gocd of the industry.

' The first train cf grass Texas cattle
came in yesterday and doe honor be-
longs to Half Bros., of San Antonio.
Fourteen car loads sold straight at $4
per 100 pounds The steers were only
in fair flesh and averaged 563 pounds,
Scaling & Tamblyn were the sellers,
aod Mr. Samuel Scaling icformed me
that the price obtained was a good one,
and he would not kick if he could dis-
pose of all the Texas cattle that will
come in at such esatisfactory figures.
The balance of the Half Bro. ship-
ment consisted of coarse wintered
steers and $4 10 and $4.15 per 100
pounds was obtained. We had quite
a good run the past week, but again
consisted almcst wholly of native and
Southwest steers. Decent pony to
good heavy steers sold promptly and
brought firm figures. Prices are ad-
vancing right along. Heavy native
beeves of 1450 to 1600 pounds that
were neglected for so long are now ad-
mitted into full fellowship, so tospeak,
that is they are in better repute than
for months past, and will now sell at
sight at prices approaching their value
—and why?—because there hassprung
up a demand in London and Liver-
pool for American beef, and prices on
the other side of the oceaun—in the
land of the brave Briton—have ad-
vanced 2! to 3 cents per pound. The
exporting trade, which has been in a
languishing state since last December,
has suddenly revived and now eur
Eastman’s, Monroes, Waixel et al.,
are agiin sending out live cattle. Of
course, every little helps, and since
exporters have got to operating once

| more our market is booming. This

helps ont the sellers of all kinds of
cattle. Last week our exporters
paid from $ 50 to § per 100
pounds for steers of 1350 te 1600 pounds.
This i3 doing just as well as Chicago.
Qar dress beef establishment has
proved a grand suceess and consumes
from 300 to 500 head per day, and is in-
creasing its slaughtering every day.
This ™ establishment also slaughters
sheep and hegs. To say the least, we
had a healthy market the past week,
and what ig more, too it will continue.

# by reason of losses, some sell out and
some take twelve months careful labor
to work out and realiz2 on their invest-
ment, and those who' work out, we re-
gret to say, are those who should re-
main in, to continue by their energies,
to the end that they may reap the ad-
vantages to follow the whoiesale de-
sertion of the sheep business.

Daring the past six months, the
writer has met with many sheep
raisers in Texas, and in conversation
the fact has always or nearly always
developed,that the sheepman was hunt-
ing a buyer. And to such an extent
have sheep been offered for sale that
the actual offerings have swamped the
market and made the sale of anything
but a fat mutton impossible. The re-
sult can only be a reduction in the
number of sheep and a consequent rg-
action in the business unless that the
decrease here be more than made up
elsewhere to affect the markets of the
world.

Howisit? In Australia, our great
and overbearing competitor, there is no

increase~JIn the Unitel States out-
side Mere is a positive de-
crease, and neWwhere has the increase

been visible. 'The markets near the
¢2antral porlion of the wool producing
area of the older states are constantly
glatted and the work goes bravely on
towards the realization of the adjust-
ment of wool production to a profitable
&nd healthy basis. :
In this there is one thing worthy of
consideration. Whether or no there
i3 increase in supply there is always
an increase in consumption of wool,
uunless a general depression through-
out the country prevents the steady,
and usual purchases of clothing, and
this we know is the condition sur-
rounding the industries ot the country
now with a liability to change for the
better, and the first indications of the
change are to be sten in the recogni-
tion by all parties that the wool mar-
ket although ruling low has an vpward
tendency. Itis two years since the
commencement of the reaction, and
one half may be said to be accom-
plished. The sheep raiser who attends
to his flocks will receive his reward.

AN IMPORTANT FOOD REFORM.

Production of Chemica'ly Pure
Cre-m of Tartar—Total Elimina--
tion of all Lime Impurities.

New Discoveriee in Reflning—A
Long Stride Toward Pure
Food.

From the New York Tribune,

Discoveries of much imrportance on
account of the relation they bear tc-
ward a more wholesome food supply,
and consequently upon the public
health, have been recently made in
the process of refining cream of tartar.
(Cream of tartar, as is well known, 1s a
bitartrate of potassa purified from the
crude tartar, or argol, which collects
in & crystaline deposit upon the bot-
tom and sides of wine casks during
the fermentation of the wine. This
tartar, in its crude state, contains lime
and other impurities, which no pro-
cess of refining known prior to that
here described was able to entirely re-
move. It has been possible, it is true,
to neutralize the lime to some extent
by theaid of chemicals, ard this meih-
od was resorted to in orde- t> procare
eream of tartar in small quantities
for pharmaceutical puvrgoses; but it
was open to serious objection in view
of the fact that the chemicals employ-
¢1 for this purpose were not alwa;.
washed out, but remained in quanti-
ties that were uncertain and preju-
dicial to it quality. The supposed
impossibility of removing the lime
has, accordingly, caused cream of tar-
tar to be classed and #sold s pure when
it did not contain more than five per
cent of thisimpurity. Theraajor part,
however, of that used in ¢ommerce, or
for culinary purposes, contains the
tartrate of lime to an extent much
greater than five per cent, not infre-
quently being found, upcn analysis,
debased to a degree equaling one-
fourth or more c{ its entire weight.

In a report uponsthe subjc :t of food
adulteration made to the New York
sStat > Board of Health by Professors
Chandler and Love, it is staied that
of 27 samples of cream of tart~r bought
from dealers as - pure, 16 we ‘e adulter-
ated with various substances from 3 to
93 per « 2nt, whilecf the rémainder all
contained tartrate of lime, some as high
as 10,59 per cent.

The serious character of this adulter-
ation is morereadily appreciated when
it is recollected how largely cream c*
tartar enters into the preparation of
the food of every family. In connec-
tion with soda in baking powder it is
the chief agent now employed for rais-
ing and making light and digestible
all our biscuit, cake, and othe~ pasiry,
and is besides, in many eommunities,
superseding the old-fasbioned yeast
for all leavening purposes, so that it is
employed to some extent in almos
every meal of which we eat.

In fact, hardly one organiza-
tion adjourns before another is about
to gatner. We had only three na-
tional conventions this week, ana it

tional convention was the first, and
to-day we are seeing the last of the
Supreme Lodge Knights of Honor,
while the National Aessociation of
Railway Ticket Brokers came in 1Tues-
day and are still *holding the fort.”
No doubt of it. for we treat all ‘“within
our gates’’ witi, a lavish and generous
hand. We show ’em the sights, and
we have a great number, and throw
in the carriages, and then here we go.

Globe Lemocrat.
A mass meeting of wool mérchants
and friends of the wool interest in St.
Louis was held at the Cotton Ex-
chang> at 2:30 o’clock yesterday after-
noon.
