STATE WOOL GROWER'S AS-
SOCIATION.

Fourth Annual Meeting Held at
Austin.

A moere perfect day could not bave
been fixed upon for the wool grower’s
meeting than was last Wednesday, the
3d inst. It had been hoped that this
time and place would pring out a
large attendance but the recent heavy
rains and consequent delay in ranch
work necessitate the absence of very
many of the members who otherwize
would have been with us. Aftersa
dinner of fair staying quality the
members gathered in the parlor of one
of the hotels. At half past1 o’clock
the meeting was

CALLED TO ORDER ~

By Preeident H. J. Chamberlin,
who said:

“It is time for our annual meeting.
We need not have any particular for-
mality nor shall I lay it upon you,
tut we may a8 well proceed at once to
transaet such business as in our jpudg-
ment needs attention. We had best
proceed at once to the election of offi-
cers for the ensuing year. I think
something should be done in the way
of persistent labor toward arousing
more interest in our annual meeting
for there is now need of persistent
hard work for this asscciation to do.
What is best to be done is what we
ought to do.” ‘"

R. R. Claridge, the secretary, ex-
pressed himself as favoring the elec-
tion of an entirely new board of offi-
cers, although he had no fault what-
ever to find with those of the past year,
but deemed a change of possible bene-
fit. The following

OFFICERS WERE ELECTED
to serve during the ensuing. year:
Captain A. E. Shepard of Presidio,
president ; M. Mcllhanny of Callahan,
first vice president: Jno. A. Maurice
Kinrey, second vice president: A. F.
Corning of Llano, third vice president;
C. B. Metcalfe of Tomn Green, secre-
tary ; J. P. Devine of Bexar, Treas
urer. -
REPORTS.

The secretary thea reported on be-
half of the committee on double deck
cars, of which committee he had been
made chairman last year. He sdid
his committee had been instructed to
get up a memorial with co-operation
of the wool growers to ask of the rail-
road officials that their respective roads
would supply double deck cars for
gsheep, but before his committee could
get its work in shape anciher petition
was sent broad cast ever the siate and
very generally signed by sheepmen ;
this laiter petition called upon the leg-
islature to compel the roads to furnish
double deck cars. By such acticn the
work of his committee was taken out
of i's hands and decided to drop the
work.

The report of O. S. Newell as chair-
man of the scab law committee was
read by the secretary. Mr Newell
wrote that he regretted his own ab-
senee from the meeting ; that his com-
mittee on scab law had nothing to re-

port; that they believed the
only preventative of scab is
to fence in the sheep. He

also took interest in the double deck
matter and the wild animal bill passed
by the last legislature and stated that-
he (Newell) and J. T. Woodhuall came
to Austin and did all they could to-
ward urging the legislature to offer the
bounty for wild animals, which was
dore.

A letter from a Bexar county sheep-
man was read. The writer urged that
the bounty for wild animals killed
should be incressed.

‘The treasurer read his report, show-
ing expenditures for past year to have
been $217.75; cash on hand now $92.

A letter from Albert Chapman, sec-
retary of the Nutional Wool Growers
association, ecalling upon this associ-
ation to remit to him their assessment
of $100. The chairman stated that
$200 should be sent to the national
body and that association aided in
every way in its work as it is capable
of much benefit to the sheep industry.
It was also said that Texas sheep men
should take more interestin the na-
tional body and thereby command
more consideration in that direction.

€apt. Shepard said he could not see
how the money could be raised; the
assessrents sent out by this associa-
tion had not been liberally or prompt-
ly replied to and money so far raised
had been by personal contribution by
a few members and toat plan is now
s:.rongly objected to.

A frer discussion of the matter and
upon the suggestion of Mr. Chamber-
lin (who by request of the president
consinued as chairman) it was decided
by the meeting that that the custo-
mary assessment of twenty-five cents
on the $1000 assessed valuation accord-
ieg to county assessor’s returns be
levied, that in every county
in which there were sheep
a committee of two sheep owners be
appointed to personally collect the as-
sessment cn members in their particu-
lar county; that this meeting appoint
a committee of three to select the coun-
ty committees of two. The chair ap-
pointed as the comaunittee of three, R.
R. Claridge, P. J. Moss and Louis
Kells. ;

THE NATIONAL ASSOCIATION EN-
e DORSED. \

Mr. Claridge offered the following

resolution, which was unanimously

passed : k

Resolved, That we recognize and ap-
preciate the aid rendered the wool in-
dastry of the United States by the Na-
tional Wool Growers association, and
that body should, and that it be en-
couraged and sustained by the State
associations, by good words ard mate-
rial support.

PLACE OF NEXT MEETING.

The places of meeting for the next
three years having been fixed upon
last year at the third annual mee
the subject was given further cosider-
ation at this time. It was decided to
hold the next annval meeting at Abi-
lene instead of Fort Worth for the
reason that Abilene is much more of a
wool center. .

L. Kells was elected a member of
this asscciation. It was decided not to
put the association to the expense
of printing and distributing the pro-
ceedingr, but that the report in the
BTOCK JOURNAL, Stockman and other
papers would fully answer all needs in
that directicon.

Mr. North of Austin, made at this
time, by permission, an animated’® -
pithy and sensible talk on the marked
inaction of sheep men of I'exas toward
having ‘the scab law enforced, which
law he pronounced good but not en-
forced, and blamed the sheep owners
at large for its lack of effectiveness.

George Crosson, the venerable but
hearty flockmaster of Presidio county,
Joined in the discussion and related his
experience. Others discussed the sub-
jeet, aud the sentiment of the' msjqrity
seemed to be that a deep dry well and
a double-barreled shot-gun were good
remedies when judiciously used.

A vote of thanks was tendered Mr.
Chamberlin for nis services for several
years past as president of this body.
Mr. Chamberlin promised his unabated
interest and action on behalf of the

state. A voteof thanks was also ten-
dered Mr. Wickland, the. retiring
treasurer.

The association then adjourned its
session to meet in June, 1856, at Abi-
lene.

FROM TOM GREEN COUNTY,

The Combination of Agriculture
with Stock Raising.

Editor Texas Live Stock J onr;al :

As an evidence of the growing ten-
dency in this part of the country to
cumbine agriculture with stock rals-
ing, permit me to send you a short ac-
count of a very pleasant ard profitable
day spent in a visit to the ranch of
Mr. C. D. Foote. In responsetesan in-
vitation from Mr. Foote, Mr. M. B.
Pulliam and the writer started out one
fine morning last week en route for
Nine Mile creek, via Ben Flcklin.
After leaving Ben Ficklin, the first
thing that attracted our attentlon was
the way the country was heing fenced
up. Verily the time is not far distant
when we will have to travel through
lanes all over this country, even asthe
custom is in the neight.orhood of your
own city. On our arrivalatthe raneh,
Mr. Foote straightway took us out to
see his farm. Here we saw two hun-
dred acres of as fine rye as can be
grown anywhere being harvested, and
I assure you it was a sight calculated
to gladden the heart of a man with
stock to feed during next winter. Mr.
Foote called our attention to the fact
that it had been unusually dry all
spring, indeed this was attested by the
parched and cracked appearance of the
ground. He said that for some reasin
or other all the rains had gone round
his farm, but notwithstanding the dry
spring the rye crop is a grand success.
As soon as the rye is harvested, this
field will be broken up and planted in
miliet. Inthe same enclosure is piant-
ed ten acres of Johnson grass, and
fifty acres ef cane sowed broadcast.
The cane ehows as pretty a stand ae
could be desired, looks h\ealthy and
flourishing and promises az abundant
crop. Mr. Foote will certainly get
two and pcs3ibly three cuttings off this
field and it ought to make an immense
amount of feed. Returning to the
house, we were shown the uses to
which a windmill could be put.
Everything en this ranch is worked
[ to the .best advanlage, t wo pastures,
one of one thousand the other of nine
teen bundred acres converge at the
well and there are large watering
troughs in each pasture supplied from
tanks which hold 18,000 gallons of
water, so-that if from any cause the
millshould be stopped for a few days
there is an abundant supply of water
on hand. Over one of the small tanks
is a most conveniently fitted up dairy,
a long trough running through it into
which the water is pumped from the
well and passing out frcm the other
end, runs down into the tanks. The
vessels containing the milk are placed
in this trough and are constantly spur-
rounded by cool pure running water.
The churn is a swinging arrangement
something like a cradle, and is worked
by a walking beam attached to the
windmill. This department is presided
over by Mrs. Lamburn, and for abso-
lute cleanliness and purity cannot be
surpassed. The butter is turned out
in rich yellow pound rolls branded
Etnd finds a ready sale at 50 cents a

pound. A feed mill isalsorun by wind
power and grinds all the feed required
on the ranch in the winter.

After dinner we drove out to the
pastures and here“saw a very hand-
some herd of Shorthorn cattie, the most
of them looking tat and happy, al-
though Mr. Foote told us that owing
to the fact that he did not raise any
feed last year they had not wintered as
well as they might have done; hew-
ever, he pomises them as much as thy
can stand up to the coming winter.
Some of the young cattle are as pretty
as pictures. Harry Levy and Steve
Sterrett two very handsome two year
old bulls are beauties, and so much
alike that it would be impossiblo to
distinguish them if Harry did not
have a white spot on his left shouider.
There is another thing I must mention
before closing, and which promises to
be fraitful of good, and thatis a ‘‘grass
nursery’’. This is ten acres which Mr.
Foote has fenced cff and prepared for
the purpose of experimenting with all
kinds of grasses. There are a number
of different varieties of splendid win-
ter grasses growing wild on the prai-
ries, which he intends to cultivate and
find out which will produce the best
results. This is a most interesting fea-
ture and will undoubtedly turn out to
be a very profitable study.

In this ranch there is altogether

l 15,000 acres and it will very shortly be
all under fence. When that is done and ;

all the plans of its enterprising and
practical owner are completed it will
be one of the finest estates in all Texas.

Dear Sir: [ have your esteemed

favor of the 2lst inst., and in reply
will give you m 7 views briefly in re-
zard to the several points you make on
Texas fever. I have had some little
«xperience in importing cattle here
from KEurope; alse from different
points in this country, Illincis, Masea-
chusetts, Kentucky and Tennessee,
and will give in detaid some of that*
experience. My views may requirea
more lengthy dissertation than my
usual snort style of business corres-
spondence, bat [ deem it imnortant
for the officers of the government to
acquire correct views on this question
and it can only be done by actual ex-
periment and experience.

In March 1884, I bought a male and
some females from a herd of cattle
brought in from Hplland, the females
being forward to dalve and pot quite
twoyears old. In due lime they had
their calves—very fine and handsome
calves. 1 also brought in scme Jersey
cittle, some from Illinois, Kentucky
and Tennessee. 'Fhe most of these
were yearlings; some two and three
year clds. They all arrived in very
fair condition and were immediately
put on a pasture aleng the Trinity
river north of the city of Dallas. They
seemed all to thrive very well and no .
signs c¢f sickness appeared among
them until Jaly. Then some of the
older Jerseys began to be droopy, de-
clined to eat; evidently bowels were
vound up. I gave them the custom-
ary laxative of salts. This, however,
[ found weakened them so much
that I tried other measures such as
injections of wsrm soapy water, etc.
Evidentiy the kidneys were also affect-
ed, and [ gave them some spirits of
nitre. Their urine wculd almeost be
blood-red and a strong¥fever would set"
in each day. I lost three animals, so
I determined upon scme other treat-
ment. I found an old fashioned rem-
edy for ‘‘red waters’” or fever, to be
this: Take the bark from the shoots
.and roots of the pop-gun elder, filling |
a gallon vessel full up with nearly a
gallon of water, and boil it down to
two quarts, drench the animal in two
doses. This treatment worked sad-
mirably where the dilease was
taken 1n time. My fine registered
Jersey bull was taken suddenly sick.
Presented a most dejected appearance.
Ears drooped and almost upable to
stand on his feet Urine perfectly
réed. I adminiatered a strong tea of
the elder bark in two doses, which |
seéemed immediately to start his se-
cretions and in 48 bours he was decid-
edly better and walking around; his |
urine being perfeetly clear again
This treatment seemed to succeed in '
every case. The Holstein cattle were
all sick and recovered. Due attentjon
being given to keep them out of '{k)xe ‘
sun and have a good cool place to |
stand. TheJerseys, two-years-old and |
over, were also all sick and recovered. '
The yvounger stock, say yearlings, have
never been sick at all.” o special care
was taken of them and they remained
out in the pasture without any shelter
whatever except some large trees.. In
the pasture there were jmapy plants,
briars, herbs, e¢tc, which acted as a
topic to them, and they doubtless dene
better than if they had been taken into |
the barn and pampered with feed. ,

Towards the latter part of S2ptember |
during the protracted draquth and when |
grass and herbage became dry and |
wiry, eome of our finest animals be-
came sick sgaln but with different
symp‘oms, fever strooger, bowels
bound up, but urine perfecily clear. I
administered the same doee of elder
bark tea, but withouc avail, and I loat
one animal. Evidently this was a
different disease from the one ear!y in |
the season. I then give them a pre- |
y aration ss follows:

The receipts of hogs have been unu-
sually iarge for some time, but since
Thursday there has been a falling off,
receipts numbering 6393 on Friday,
5177 on Saturday and 4059 on Monday,
while for the previous ten days the
average daily receipts were over 10,000
—pretty good for Kansas City. The
iccrease in the receipts of hogs since
January 1, to date, a8 compared with
the same time last year, amounts to
nearly a quarier of a mililon. The de-
cline in prices has no doubt affectea
the receipts and they in return have
affected prices as reduced supplies on
saturday and Monday csu<ed and ap-
preciation in values amounting to 10

GoxzALEs, TEX. May 28, 1885. -

The rainfall in this section has not
been so great as elsewhere in thestate,
though abundant. Grass is very fine
and crops were never more promising.
The oats harvest is progressing finely,
and the yield will be good.

But few cattle have been sold for
delivery from ' this section and only
two herds have passed :up the trail to
date. Your correspondent believes
that the sa'es from this immediate
geotion for northern delivery will be
small. The ccrn-fed beef has now all
beer sent to market, but the prices re-
ceived have not been entirely satisfac-
tory. Some of it went to Galveston,
Houston and New Orleans, and some
were sold to the Columbus packery.
When our feeders learn to use less
grain and more hey, and optain choice
selections of steck for feedingand pay-
ing especial attention to obtaining
only those which are already in good
order, they will find their prcnts
larger.

Bat little wool has been brought to
Genzales and sold, but woolmen have
carried their fleeces to Cuero, where
they have obtained saticfactory prices.
Not many sheep are raised in this see-

MR CoNVERSE of Ohio in speaking
to wool growers generally manages to
get theré with both feet. This presen-
tation of figures to the. National asso-
ciation is very good. It is no secretin
the trade that wools that are not car-
pet woolp enter the United States by
payiong the carpet wool duty, and it is
well known that not only,is the sheep
industry destroyed by thg lowering of
the tariff, but the country is robbea of
the revenne the duties ought to bring,
by tricksters in the tradé. The wool
trade needs examination,

The Sheep Business As it is.

Very little more than three years
ago the' whole of the United States
was looking towards the state of Texas
as affording good epportunities tor
those who desired toengage in the busi-
ness of stock raising. Sheep having
wintered well, the profits and success
in that business seemed apparent to all.
The sheep in the state were climbing
upward im values, and until the re-
duction in the price of wool there was
no check to the popularity of the
business, as failures to manage sheep
right and make tbe business prefita-
ble were attributed to neglect and
other causes that brought them about,

1t is not intended here to go over
the ground covered by the last three
years’ transactions in sheep, but
rather to suggest te the farmers and
stockmen of the older states that the
opportanities cflered by Texas three
years since in the line of profitable
sbeep raising, bear no comparison to
the same sort of offers of to-day. That
whereas, the excitement consequent of
the rush to Texas to engage in the
sheep business prevented any bar-
gains being obtained three years ago,
the reversed position ofthe industryhas
the contrary effect for the advantage
of thepurchaser, who can now obtain
what he may want at less than a fair
valuation instead of the former fancy
price fof the same article.

The gradual but sure decline in the
price of wool has caused so much dis-
appointment that sheep raising has
declined to such an extxent as. to
afiord many opportuzities to purchase
sheep at prices very much below the
just and . eareful valuation based upon
the income to be derived by sale of
the wool and the increase. Tkree

. years ago sheep sold up to the highest
notch, because the country was full of
investors who were willing to take a
rosy view of the situation, whereas to-
day the disappointment has caused
a loss of confidence in what is a frue
basis of calculation.

You take a thousand sheep well
wooled and.. of good carcase, and vou
offer them to-day at an amount equal

to twice the income derived
from the flock during the Ilast
tweive months, and ‘it will be
difficult to find a buyer, Yet offer and

safely guarantee 20 per cent on an in-
vestnyent, and you can command half
the money in the United States. The
sheep' is in unmeérited disgrace here
and has only one solid triend now to
three or five admirers of three years
ago. The solid friend exists because
that friend has been able to carefully
stndy the relation the sheep industry
stands as compared with other occupa-
tions, and because the friend realizes
that the sheep still furnishes a divi-
dend equal to any other stock for the
amount of money invested and the
amount of -labor required to be be-
" stowed. The admirers have gone be-
causge they only looked on one side ot
the question, and because they do not
look beyond -the sheep, nor consider
that other lines of stock raising, and
that farming aiso and mercantile busi-
ness too, at times fail to pay the divi-
dend expected.

The reduction of wool values re-
duced the profits in sheep raising, at
the'same time it and.other causes re-
duced the prefits of the merchants;
we have also kuown farmers fail to
receive pay for their labor in cultiva-
ting ‘'cotton, we have known wheat
(the seed costing $1723 per bushel) to be
ploughed under as a failare, and every
occupation in life to be visited by de-
pression and failures at times, but we
have néver known the failures to re-
sult in other lines, in the steady depre-
ciation so often apparent in the sheep
business. Notonce alone have sheep
been sacrificed by farmers to after-
wards return toa higher standard of
valuation than before. It is not un-
reasonable to suppese that it will occur
again.

If it appesredthatsheep had no pros-
pect other than a continutd decline in
prices, it might be well to go along as
we have until a change is come, but
to-dsy that change we have been look.
ing for is evident, as the price for wool
is appreciating by the same gradual
and almost imperceptible process by
which it fell, and every item by whieh
a calculation. can be based can be
gshown as evidence tending toa restora-
tion of wool values to & basis more
nearly corresponding with the place
sheep have held in farin and ranch
business before.

At present prices sheep are a good
and safe investment, provided that the
purchaser will see that the bad man-
agement of the flock is no way respon-
gible for lceses. At present prices of
wool and mutton the sheep will pay
good cividends as ever could be cred-
ited to them, and the opportunities of-
fered to obtain cheap homesteads in
Texas combiccd, gives to the farmer-
stceckman a greater assurance of a per-
manent home than when the values
were held above working figures and
had so many irfluences surrounding
them to cause a fall down.

As it ig, the sheep husbandry is tak-
ing a new and strong lease of life, and
the combination of farmer and stock-
man is working out asalvation for the
best abused business in Texas to-day,
and the sheep is again forging to the
front as the moat profitable class of
stock for the man of moderate means
to run and as thefriend by whose aid
the poor man reaches opulence and
comfort.

St. Louis, June 1, 1885.

We had quite a lively time the past
week with the wool growers cf this
great nation. The convention astem-
bled in the regal and spacious Cotton
and Wool Exchange, and there the
wool growers deliberated for twodays.
True, the National Wool Growers’
Association is not a very large body,
still it represents a mighty industry
and of wvast importance to every in-
habitant of these United States, Of
course, what makes this bodv com-
paratively emall and select is from the
fact that the delegates are the repre-
gsentatives of state associations. The
fine hall was beautifully decorsteg,
and the Cotton and Wool Exchange
had dozers of committees at work
and they all discharged their duties
with a faithfulnees and fidalily that
is proverbial with cur committees.
More I need not say. The delegates
were :

When the delegates were seated,
President Columbus Delano, Acting
Mayor Geo. W. Allen, Gen. W, T.
Sherman, President of the Cotton and
Wool Exchange, Jerome Hill, Mr.
William Senter, and Mr. J. D. Gold-
man ascended the platform, President
Hill stepped forward aré made a neat
speech of” welcome. Mayer Allen fol-.
lowed. Gen. W. T. Sherman is a
good speaker, and here is a sample
paragraph :

“Your president, Mr, Delano, is an
old friend and acquaintance of mine,
I'he people of St. Louis, I can assure
you, are Kindly, well-bred, honest and
whole-souled. When they extend a
hearty welcome to any convention, all
the guests can feel certain that they
will receive royal cheer. The city is
mediterranean, so that 8 man can go
direct all over God’s creation.”

After several other speeches, the
convention proceeded to business,
The report of the secretary, Mr. Chap-
man, was read and it was an able and
interesting document. Debate follow-
ed and much business was transacted.

In the afternoon Commissioner of
Agriculture Colman made an inter-
esting address. I do not intend to

ter as the speech will be found
reported elsewhere. I can say that
the convention did lots of good work.
On Thursday the delegates were taken
in ecarrisges to the cofton compress
warehouse and there witnessed the auc-
tion sale of woo!; were shown how cot-
ton was compressed,handled, inspected
and graded. The president of the as-
sociation, Hon. Columbus Delano, and
a large wool grower, was so taken with
our manner and methods that he
would ship his wool to St. Lcouis.
Just think of Ohio sending its wool to
St. Louis to be handled. Mr. Con-
verse, an ex-member of congrese, also
of Ohio, was captivated with what he
saw at the cotton compress. A hund-
red million pounds of wool can be
handled in a day if necessary, so vast
are our warehouses and so numerous
are they. :

Mr. B. Jansen of Nebraska, and
others made arrangements on the spot
to send their wool to St. Louis. Yes,
success is sure to come aod perch on
our banner. The movement to make
8t. Louis one of the greatest wool mar-
kets gathers strer.gth as it rolls along.
The official statistics of the Merchants’
Exchange show an increase in the re-
ceipts since January lst over a year
ago of about 33 per cent. and this in
the face of a late clip throughout the
entire west. Kansas and Nebraska,
which are among the largest patrons
of this market, have, as yet, shipped
but a few of the smaller flocks of fat
sheep, while the general shearing will
mot take place bhefore the 5th to the
15th of June. Three or four weeks of
heavy rains have put the wool in ex-
cellent condition. Last week in five

The markets east are demoralized on
common and thin stock ard do not
bring more more money there than
here. Common to medium Texas and
Western sheep sold at range of §1 .65 to
$2.50 per 100 pounds. There is no
mouey in she:p at these prices. I
would advise Texas flockmasters to
send only heavy, fat sheep and none
others. These are in good demand and
bring from $350 to $3 75 per 100
pound.

Native sheep, common and thin, are
dull and are also quoted at very low
figures.

C. C. French and Adams of Fort
McKavett, Texas, had a half adczen
car-loads of good, fat Texas =heep of
97 pounds average on the market and
obtained §3 65 por 100 pounds. They"
made a split shipment of the eonsign-
ment and sent some to Chicazo. The
price obtained up there was §3 80 per
100 pounds. Now count up the addi-
tional shrinkage, feed, etc., and see if
15 cents per head pays to go to Chicago.
Farther comment is unnecessary.

Texas sheep may be quoted at from
$165 to $3 65 per 100 pounds in ex-
tremes. A fancy pative sheep will
hardly bring $4 per 100 pounds.

They are coming in beiter averszge
condition than formerly, though cne
can see some hard customers every
day. This market could use a very
large number of fat Te xas sheep every
day. In fact there is very little dan-
ger of crowding the market with fat
sheep suitable for making mutton.

Saeep and wool continue as yet to
command steady prices. The prices
also seem to be on a comparatively
solid basis, and if they are not very

‘high they are fairly reliable.

Mr. C. C. French and Mr. Adams
of French, Adams & Co. were here
and had on the market from Fort Mc-
Kavitt, 1228 head of 96 pound shorn
Texans, mostly wethers, which sold
at $3 80 Ly Reynolds & Co,  The gen-
tlemen were well pleased with the
transaction and soon expect to market
another shipment.

One lot of 429 Texas sheep averaging |
77 pounds sold at $2 50. Receipts of
low grades have not been excessive,
but ample.

Business in the wool market has
been inclined to quiet, owing to mod-
erate receipts. Bat with a good de- |
mand all cfferings of Texas wools have
been readily sold at fully former rates

during the summer.

FROM ST. LOUIS.

Addresses to the Wool Growers.

COMMISSIONER COLMAN’S ADDRESS,

MR PRESIDENT AND GENTLEMEN
or THE NATIONAL WooL GROWERS'
ASSCCIATION —I tender you my most

sincere thanks for the kind invitation
extended to me to address you on this
ooccasion. In justice, however, to my-
selfand to the important position I
occupy, I should state that I did not
expect to address you, it at all, before
to-morrow, by which time I hoped to
prepare a far more elaborate address
than I have been able to do in the
short notice you have given me. 1Itis
hardly necesm? to say that in taking
control of one 0f the most important
interests of the government, an inter-
est which numbers one-half of our eg-
tire population, and in which is -en-
gaged more than one-half of the entire
capital of our nation are most deeply
concerned..for, upon agriculture eveéry
interest is based—I repeat, that steps.
ping into an cffice of such importance
and magnitude with only a few week’s
experierce in it, I have had no time,
no thought to give to such an address
as would be appropriate to so import-
ant an occasion, and important an in-
terest as you here represent. I hoped
that leisure would be afforded me by
to-morrow to more carefully present
my views before youv.

“I have come here, however, to as-
sure you of the deep interest I feel in
the sheep growing industry of this na-
tion, and tosay to you that the depart-
ment over which I have control will
do whatit can in every legitimate way
to promote its welfare. The magni-
tude of this Induatry is well illustrated
by the table of the annual products of
wool in a few of the states tributary to
the S%. Louis market, which appearon
the blackboard before you and which
reads as follows: A »nual production of
wool tributary to the St. Louis market:
Texas 47,742,000 pounds; New Mexi-
co, 26,610 000 pounds; Missouri, 8,636,-
000 pounds: Colorado, 7,490 000 pounds;
Illinoi=, 6 761,000 pounds; Kansaz, 4,-
930,000 .pounde; Arizona, 4,876,000
pound:s; Wyoming, 3,588,000 pounds;
Utah, 3,385,000 pounds; lowa, 2,983,000

ounds; Monwana, 2,794,000 pounds;

vevada, 2,312 000 pounds; Nebraska,
2,002 000 pound-; Mississippi, 1,760,000

ounds; Arkansas, 1,363 000

dahe, 1,125,000 pounds; Dakota, 1092,-
000 pounds; Indiana 200,000 pounds;

1 total, 129,648 000 pounds,

“This would surprise most people,
and especially those who have notex-
amined cour statistics of wool and
sheep production throughout the na-
tion. It is hardly necessary for me
to refer to the important figure sheep
husbandry mekes in successful agri-
culture. The ‘‘golden hoof’’ of the
sheep is appreciated and spoken of by
all our enlightened and progressive
agricultural writers. Their value in a
groper 8y stem of farming is too well

nown for me to dwell upon, and as
our country grows older, as the fertil-
ity of the soil becomes exhausted, by
the production of the cereal crops,
their necessity for,the purpose of giv-
ing rest anc restoration to our lands
will become more and more apparent.

They turnish the healthiest ot ani-
mal -food for man, their wool makes
clothing for our bodies, and no stock is
so valaable in destroying the weeds,
sprouts and underbrush 6f our farms.
Good farming, distant from our cities,
cannot well be carried on without a
flock of sheep.

Appreciating fully the importance
of this great industry, in which so
many million dollars are invested, I
would be recreant to the high trust
that has been conferred upon me if I
did not in every proper way endeavor
t ) promote it. '

‘““But an important question is how
can the profits of this industry be in-
creased ? And bearing upon this are
& number of questions worthy of se-
rious consideration. Leaving the-
tariff aside, as having been frequently
and exhaustively treated, there are
some other ways tha! the government
may greatly assist the wool growers.
Those who are trying to grow supe-
rior qualities of wool recognize the ne-
ceasiLy of practicing the most rigid
selection smong the animals used for
breeding, selection for weight of fleece,
for its even distribution over the body,
for length of staple, for fineness, etec.,
and for thesize, proportins, vigor and
healthfulness of the animal,have long
been practiced with-muecn skill by our
breeders. But some of them recognize
the importance of going deeper into
the subject, and studying with greater
minuteuess the qualities. of the indi-
vidual fibre.

*‘They not only want to know the
effect of season and climate and food
and locality “upon the evenness,
strength, elasticity snd felting qual -
ties of the fibre, but in addition to this
they desire intormation as the
effect of breed, family, and age upon
the same points. They want informa-
Aion as to how these qualities of the
[ fibre differ in wvarious parts of the
flecece. With this knowledgeobtained
from trustworthy sources, and after
studies of sufficient length and thor-
oughness, it is easy 10 see how the se-
lection of the breeding flocks can be
carried further than it bas been in the
past. The fleece might be made more
even in regard to these more ob:cure
qualitiee of the fibre, a8 well as in
length, fineness: and even distribution.
In this way the value of the fleece
would be greatly increased, for this
value is based largely upon its weak
points, just aa the strength of a chain
depends upon its weakest link.

“*A beginning of this class ef studies
ha< been made by the department, and
I intend to have published a well illus-
trated report of them, for the informa-
tion of sheep growers, at an early day.
This study requires delicate instru-
ments and apparatus, that are very ex-
pensive, but if it leads to the results
that have-been hoped for, it will be
money well invested. Such studies
will require too great an outlay of
time and money to be made by indi-
viduals, and, if made at all, it must be
by the government, and it seems pro-

and fitting that the government
should come to the assistance of the
wool ‘growers in such investigations
and experiments as this.

“It has also already been a matter of
consideration with me what could be

pounds; f

done by the department fo lessen the
logs-8 from communicable diseases
among sheep. 8)far the flocks of this
country have been free from the terri-
ble disease of the Old World known as
‘sheep pox,’ but it is a serious question
if we should not impose a short quar-
antine on imported sheep to secure us
against the introduction of this and
other diseases. The scab of sheep,
while not so prevalent a8/ in former
years, still causes heavy losses in some
portions of the country. The depart-
ment is also in receipt of information
that the western and particuiarly the
southwestern ranges have become so
infested with tapeworms as to threaten
the destruciion of the industry
in those sections. The states
on the Sounthern Atlantic seaboard
have long been talked and writ-
ten about ag peculiarly suited to sheep
busbandry, tut in spite of the atten-
tion given to the subject sheep hus-
bandry nas not increased there/as we
bhave had reason to expect. hy is
this? Many have goue there and at-
tempted to go into sheep growling on
a large scale, but for some reaso ey
have given it up and failed to realize
their anticipations. The reason for
this, I am told, isa mysterious disease,
which almoet certainly appears when
sheep are kept there in flocks of any
considerable size. 1t is called rot, but
it aiffers from the rot of Europe in not
being caused by the fluke-worm in the
liver. The symptoms somewhat re-
semble that disease and suggest the
theory that it may be caused by a
somewhat similar parasite.

*‘These are all very interesting and
important questions, and the depart-
meut of agriculture will endeavor to
collect information in regard to thewn.
It will make investigations and seek
the remedy by which such losses can
be prevented and the profits of sheep
husbandry correspondingly increased.

“I will state, Mr. President,’” said
Mr. Colman in conclusion, ‘‘that these
few remarks have been written since
I left here, ard perhaps do not do me,
or the department which I represent,
justice ; but, sir, they are presented
nurriedly for what they are worth.”
[ Loud applause ]

At the conclusion of Gov. Colman’s
addrees a letter was read from Mr. B.
W. Cubb, acting president of the Mer-
chants’ Exchange, extending a cor-
dial invitation to the delegates to visit
the rooms of the exchange.

ADDRESS OF MR. CONVERSE.

Hon. George I. Converse, congres-
sional representalive from Ohio, de-
livered a very able address. ‘Your
honorable commissioner has suggested
that I should speak,”” he began, ‘“‘but
I did not expect to have any sugges-
tions to make, and what suggestions I
may msake are after very little reflec-
tion. I am not famiiidr with the
matter of publishing the report which
has been referred to. and therefore,
can say nothing about it one way or
the other except that what we need
upon this entire subject of wool grow-
ing and protection to wool interests—
what we need is all the light we can
get from every eource, whether it.be
from shows, exhibitions of flocks or of
fibre, or comparing of hands, or read-
ing of history, or studying ef efforts
that are being made abroad to drive
us from the market. No matter from
what source it comes, we want all the
information and light we can get.

A few weeks ago—four or five weeks
ago—]I was at the department of sta-
tistics at Washington on other busi-
ness and I inquired orf the chief clerk
there if he could give me any statist-
ics upon the subj-ct of the importation
of wool, and be furnished me a few
a few itemus he then had, and which I
consider of very great importance as
adding to the stock of information nec-
esrary for wise and proper action upon
the part of the wool growers of thea
country, as well as fur wise and proper
action upon the part of officers of the
government and the law-makers of the
government.

“I do not desire it to be said in the
way of criticism or suggestion, but
that it struck me, as our honorable
commissioner was proceeding with his
close analysis of the subject which he
did present, that that was not, the
great question for us now to consider.
The discussion of evenness of fibre, of
its length, of its fine: ess, of purity of
blood, of the evenness .of distribution
of the fibreover the body, and all that
with the necessity of adding to the
intelligence of the people upon this
subject—that is not the great overshad-
owing question at this time. The ques-
tion is shall the wool industry succeed,
or shall we bé driven from our own
markets. That is the question. [Ap-
plauge ] I mean that is the present
question.

“*Tne 1mportation of wool was 59,-
995,082-pounds during the first three
quarters of 1885; if the importation du-

ring the last quarter is in the same ra-
tio then the importation of wool for
this year will amount to 79 993 442
pounds, or in round numbers, 80 000.-
000 pounds. As one of the curious
facts, I would mention that the rev-
eoue thus far received for the importa-
tion of wool this yesris $2 082,149, and
during the entihre year, calculated upon
the same basis which I suggesated a mo-
ment ago, the revenue for the entire

ear upon 80,000 000 pounds—will be

2776198 Gentlemen, bear these fig-
ures in mind if you please; two million
and three-quarters in round terms.

“‘Let us go back and see the impor-
tations of las: year—87,703 931 57
pounds—only 7 000,000 more than ‘the
importation this year. The revenue
derived during last year was $4,532 -
825 82 Compare the revenue for last
year’s importation with the revenue
for this year’'s importa'ion, and what
is the lesson? Over 4,500,000 last year
and 2,750,000 this year upon rearly the
same importation. It is as plain as
the nose upon & man’s face that the
revenue laws of the United States are
being perverted to the destruction of
the wool interests of this country. The
revenue laws are not enforced as they
ought to be. The wool that is being
imported now is not paying even the
revenue which the laws of the coun
require it to pay, and I think that this
association ought to call the attention
of the officers of the government to
the fact that the wool interest is surely
being destroyed by the inefficiency of
itsown officersin the administration of
the laws as they now exist, although
these laws are insufficient for the pro-
tection of the wool interests of this
country.

‘*And perhaps it is proper to explain
here. I understand that large quanti-
ties of wool are being imported and
brought in as low ¢n§o wool, when,

after they are brought in, they are

¥

d
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either assorted, or, perhaps, cleansed
or manipulated in some way, so that
large proportions of the wool go into
the comhing or carding wool grade
that ought to p:gY a higher revenue. I
am strengthened in this conclusion by
going back to the preceding year. In
the fiecal year 1883 the importation of
wools amounted to' 53,049 977 pounds
But the revenue derived from these
53,000,000 pounds, as compared with
the 87,000,000 for last year and 80,000‘-
000 for this year, showed that the
revenue in that yesr was $3,174 977,35
showing that the 53 000 000 pounds of
imported wool paid three-fourths of a
million more doilars than the 80.000,-
000 pounds will pay the present year.
Go back still her year to 1882.
The importation year was 63 016,-
738 pounds, and the revenue derived
f.om it was $3,856,674 96. There was
over $1,000 000 more paid for t* e reve-
nue in 1882, with 63,000,000 pounds of
wool, than is paid now with 80.000,000
pounds of wool. It requires noreason-
ing, gentlemen, to show that as the
amount ofrevenue decreases, the power
to import increases. Competition from
cheap wool abroad is izcreased in prc-
portion as the amount of revenue is di-
minished, 8o that the wocl-growers of
the gountry are interested in having
these revenue laws rigidly and henest
ly enforced, whatever they may be.

““We proauced in this country 320,
000,000 pounds of wool or thereabout.
The copsumption of this country, al-
though I cannot state exactly what it
will be, will be more than 350,000,000
or 360,000,000 pounds. With the im-
portstbere will be a total of 375,000,000
pounds of wool in this country, so
that you see that with what you pro-
duce, with what has already been im-
ported, there must be a surplus of
wool left over urused this year, as
there was last. It is this surplus that
is forcing prices down year after year
Never was so much pulled wool in the
market as now, as I understand it.
That i3 owing to two reasons: First.
wool has been growing cheaper and
cheaper gince the last two years, since
our present tariff law was enacted and
men have neglected their flocks.
Many have died. In myown country
thousands upon thousanda of sheep
have been slaughtered and their flesh
fed to the hogs, their pelts going into
market., How can you compete, gen-
tlemen, with woo! which can be
grown in Australia, as it is said now,
and put down in the docks of Aus-
tralia at from 7 to 8 cents a pound?
You eimply cannot do it; it canrot be
done, and the Englich government is
8o managing its Australian possessions
a3 to make their wvast public do-
main an enormous wool growing
country. They have perennial pas-
tures there. There is little of
expense, except simply the priceof the
flock, a little washing and the cost of
skearing and taking the wool to dock.
England desires to obtain control of
the wool market of the world. Shede-
sires to monopolize, as she will, unless
our government takes action upon this
queetion within the near future; she
wiil menopolize the wool markets of
thie world and will exac! whatever
price for wool the chooses in case of
war. .
‘“Why, gentlemen, the wool growers
associations are not actuated entirely
by selfish motives in the movement
that they are making. Of course it
would be destroyed or its value greatly
impalrea. It produced, or has in the
past, $§100,000 000 anpually in the value
of wool, and $40,000 000 for mutton
raised, making $140 000,000 of produc-
tions for the United States for a year,
We might raise comething else, and,
with great loss, we mightgo into other
industries; but. gentlemer, remember
one thing, wool ie more important as
an element of defence in the United
States in case of war than even powder
and arms. [Applause.] You may
make guns, you may make powder,
upon very short notice, but you can-
not grow fl .cks and produce wool up-
on short notice.”’
