The Lone Star state of the southwest 
is stretching out her arms to grasp all 
other portions of our nation in frater­
nal embrace, annihilating space, and 
to prepare the way for a more perfect 
knowledge of each section. Although 
Texas, covers an area of 26-5,780 square 
miles, a domain of greater extent, more 
topograpnical diversity, and variety of 
productions, than any European em­
pire except Russia, yet to-day, she is 
êss known to remote pKirtions of our 

(̂ wn country, than to Europeans, for 
'hey have heard of "the promised 
land,” whose genial climate and gener­
ous soil, yield bountiful returns to the 
farmers toil.and carpeted with perpetu­
al venlue, her trackless prairies, upon 
whose broad acres graze thousands of 
cattle, sheep and horses ; and the flood­
gates of emigration, have emptied into 
our state thousands of the bone and 
sinue of crowded Europe.

Teutonic thrift, industry, and perse­
verance have dotted our farming dis­
tricts with neat comfortable houses, 
surrounded by well kept gardens and 
small'farms. In the matter of acquisi­
tion, and general prosperity in our
state, the Dutch element takes prece­
dence of ether foreigners. On the line 
of the International railroad forty-eight 
and a half miles from Austin, is the 
largest German settlement in the 
state. New Braunfels the county seat 
of Comal county ; an orderly little 
town of 30<i.( inhabitants, is the centre 
of a community who quietly plod 
along in their resptetive occupations 
Their nice large academy, public 
schools, and comfortable churches,indi­
cate a people appreciative to all that 
lends to enlighten and improve their 
youth. One and a half mile from 
the town the Ccmal river' leaps from 
its mountain heme, emptying its cool, 
crystal waters into a pebbly basin, 
than deei^nicg into a bold, "rushing 
stream winds around one side of the 
town; and upon its banks, the hum of 
machinery fills the air with the music 
of industry and progress, as the fleecy 
staple is oeing woven into beautiful 
clothes and in the fields the golden 
heads of wheat and grains of corn, burst 
their bondage to become life-giving 
food fCr man.

From this German settlement to 
Austin, the country is most lovely, but 
t :e crowning beauty of the state is

AU.STIN.
There she sits upon her emerald 
thrones, and dips her feet into the 
blue waters of the Colorado as it 
noiselessly and swiftly glides onward 
to the restless old gulf; rippling, and 
whirling around the stone pillars that 
support an iron bridge, which links 
the foot of Congress avenue to the 
banks upon the farther side of the 
stream. At the bead of this avenue 
(which is the principal business street) 
are the capital grounds, where a large 
force has been all winter busily en­
gaged erecting a grand capitol, destined 
to be one of the largest in the Tnion.

A railroad track has been built all 
around thefouDdation of the building, 
running out to the quarry, where the 
huge white rock are rent from their 
ancient home, dressed, and then 
brought in on the cars. As one 
watches this gigantic work, he 
can almost imagine himself viewing 
the erection of the "Tower of Babel,” 
not from the confusion of tongues, 
but the immensity cf the undertak-1 
iDg.

Austin is justly styled the "City of 
Churches,” averaging one church for 
less than every thousand inhabitants. 
The gray walls of 8 t David's Episco­
pal Church have been renovated, and 
the finger prints of "Old Time” erased 
from this sentinel who has kept guard 
so many years upon the loftiest hill 
in our city. The handsome new Cath­
olic church so overshadows the small 
unpretentious one in the rear, that, 
one almost forgets the little sombre 
building. I
'"Borne was built upon seven bills,” 

but our Austin upon almost seventy 
times seven, and the handsome Routh- 
ern Presbyterian Church points its 
spire heavenward from the top of one 

^ h lle  from another elevated portion 
61 the city the Northern Presbyterian 
p ^ s  forth its invitation to worship. 
The ^ u th e rn  Mothodists have re­
cently completed a spacious church 
upon tbAsite of the old one; and the 
Northern Methodists are represMtted 
by two small churches, one immedi- 
acely in the rear of the Cipitol 
grouilds,. The ^p tis ts , CumN rtaod 
Presbyterian, Linhenua and Bwedhb 
denominations ark well represented 
indifferentportions of the city, and 
the Jewish Synsgogoh is a beautiful 
little house of worship. There are 
several churches for the accommoda­
tion of tbs colored portion 6X our pop- 
ulatioD. Their new one not yet com­
pleted compares favorably with thoee 
mentioned.

T H E  STA r®  CH A R ITIES 
For her unfortunates are located bei^  
The large comtortab's lunatic asylum 
with all the modern appointments for 
the health and comfSwt of >ts helplees 
inmates stands at the northern ont- 
skirits of the city and is siuroonded 
by beautiitilly shaded noands,to which 
all of the lonatics, (except those of 
the most violmit mahKiy,) nave access 
forexowiak. Thisasylnm, affords the 
combined jadvantagea ot home com- 
forta,aidfliM medical attaDdance, and 
tha «ipayM on of argot eyed atten­
dants. ■

The blind institute, is a laige* bnild- 
ing, occupying the second highest ele

U j

vation in our city, and presents quite 
an imposing apiearac-.«, while its 
beautifully shaded lawn affords a cool 
attractive play ground for those tight- 
less wards of the state, who are unablo 
to fully realize the beauty of the home 
provided for them ; wh»>re every facility 
for mental culture Is afforded, mut-ical 
taste, and talentseeic^^artict/larij well 
developed in these uniortunates, many 
having attained considerable proficien­
cy. Concerts are frequently given by 
them. Which are highly appreciate«.! 
and encouraged by oar citizens.

The deaf and dumb institute rears 
its lofty walls upon an eminence half 
a mile from the bridge, on the other 
side of the river; they have a tine 
orchard garden and grounds. Here a 
large numbei' of mutes receive the 
combined advantages oi a comfortable 
home, and the very best scholastic 
training, and area happy set of cbil- 
dreu and youths ; the girls are 
content and happy, though deprived 
of the use of woman's chief weapon.
, Public schools are rno»t excellent, 

and the negro has ujm d  advantages, 
though 'ifparate sc'o«x>ls. There are 
several private institutions, and the 
Cotholio's have nearly completed one 
of the finest buildings in tbe state, 
their new convent.

Our state University hss ouly 
one wing completed, which is 
such an imposipg building 
that strangers presume it is

4ini8h(<], but when it is completed it 
Fill stand a worthy monument to tbe 
memory of those who made provision 

for its construction and existence, and 
will be the peer of any institution of 
learning upon the American conti­
nent.

T1LOT.SON INSTITUTE,
A large, five story brick bui'ding 
looms up in tbe eastern portion of tbe 
city,and is an institution for advanced, 
negro pupils, male and female. It is 
well managed and has quite a large 
pupilage.

Austin being an educational center, 
has attracted as permanent citizens 
very many refined, cultivated peisons, 
and about forty of the leading stock­
men and their families reside here, 
thus securing to our city a most de­
sirable BOfiiJ circle. The advsn'ago 
of our dcfiartments oeing located here 
is apparent, and the convening of a 
legislative body which represents 170 
organized and -56 unorganized «counties 
gives activity to business and au in­
creased gaiety tothesccial circle.

It is true it costs more as 
a primary investment, but the calves 
will sell on an average for more than 
four times that of an ordinary calf. 
In other words, instead of only getting 
$.3 for a calf, they will bring an aver- 
of $25. This of itself shows a decided 
advantage to select this breed.. A s a 
town or family cow it has pecnliar 
merits in its exceeding gentleness 
and affectionate character, and makes 

very pretty family pet and an adorn- 
nt of the lawn. I t  is deetined to

The Racine, Wis., berries 
command a little better price. Those 
from Green Bay, Wis., and the Grand 
Traverse region uf Michigan, still bet­
ter the close of the season, giving the 
northern producers good prices. Chi­
cago is one of the largest receiving and 
distributing points for strawberries in 
the whole country.

It receives from nearly all produc­
ing districts west of the Alleghaniee, j 
and distributes as widely. On a single | 
day recently 32 cars of berru s were re- i 
ceived over the Illinois Central rail­
road from points nouth of Centralia, I 
111., each car containing 300 cases of 
24 quarts each, or 12,000 quarts, a total 
for the day of .384,000 quarts over a 
single line of of road. To be sure, th’s 
runs through the largest strawbeiry 
growing region in the West.

Strawberries have this year been 
shipped from Southern Illinois to Bos­
ton, a thing impossible in former 
times, but now made practicable by 
the use of our modern refrigerator oars. 
'That the strawberry is the king of 
berries, is demonstrated by the fact 
that we never tire of it. We eat it 
with the same relish at the clo^e as at 
the beginning of the season and are 
sorry when it finally leaves us for 
good. Of lat:- years the quality of the 
fruit has been greatly improved by 

^he cultivation of new and improved 
vkricties, which have demonstrated 
the ir^ lue  as market berries. To the 
the old^^a^nd-by, the “ Wilson,” we 
are largelyTndebted for the develop­
ment which misbeen made in grow­
ing strawberries ror market.

.1 When the writer was a boy the only 
strawberries be knew anything about 
were the wild onee growing in the 
meadows and pastures. He had ar­
rived at voting age before he ever 
tasted cultivated strawberries. Since 
then a .wondeifol change has taken 
place. Instead of being grown in 
small beds in [private gardens solelv 
for home use, strawberry growing now
occupies tbouBuds of acres of land, 
furnishes emplOTment in its season to 
tens of thousands of pickers, and loads 
whole trains of cars with its fruit.

Formerly the strawberry season 
lasted only two or four weeks at the 
longest. Now it lasts for months. The 
South sends us its first berries, while 
the snow drii^ are yet visible, and 
thenceforward our markets are sup­
plied till the last fruit grown hi 
Northern Wisoonsin aud Minnesota ia 
harvested. The range of prices 
through the seráon is well illustrated 
by a rope suspebdedat opposite points, 
one end a ĝ ood deal higher than the 
other and sagging in the middle. The 
high end represents prices of the first 
berries from Donisiama uid  Flcnida.

■ The Neutral Strip.
Western Kansas ranchmen who own 

nothing in the Neutral Strip but cattle 
are still howling mad because a tew 
Texas herds must necessarily cross the 
strip to reach the Colorado line, where 
their contracts call for delivery; and 
these Western Kansas ranchmen are 
exciting themselves over huadreds of 
thousands of  ̂ imaginary cattle 
that exist only in their weak 
minds. Tke^e Neutral-strippers are 
doing their level best to advertise 
their country as one of the finest and 
best tracts of land in existence and as 
a country capable of .supporting not 
only 200,000 cattle, but two hundred 
thousand families also, and furnish a 
good round'Bum to the government in 
taxes—a something that it never has 
done before. The Neutral-strippers 
have a good thing, but if they don’t 
behave with some show of decency 
and stop their caterwauling, the bal­
ance of Western Kansas who are not 
ranching on the strip will join Texas 
in a petition to dispose of the land in 
such manner as to benefit more than 
one white man to each 250,000 acres. 
The moving herds want a right-of-way 
over the public lands of Uncle Sam 
and to drink of the living waters that 
are as free to one man as another. li  
the Neutral strip men claim to own 
the land, they will need some court to 
try the title.

From this country reports are con- 
tlicting. We hear first that the secre­
tary of the interior has sent a force to 
cut down the fences unlawfully con­
structed on the public lands by the 
Neutral Strip ranchmen. Then again 
the report is that the secretary has 
been hired by the ranchers of the Neu­
tral Strip to drive , out the farming 
settlers and stop thé few Texas herds 
crossing the strip. The fact is that 
the Neutral Strip ranchmen {|re m'-st 
of them . satisfied to pass  ̂ across the 
strip the few herds contracted to Col­
orado parties, while the balance don’t 
know how to make a virtue out of 
necessity.

Indian Discontent.
A W a s h in g t o n  telegram of the24tb 

sa^s that the Cheyenne Indians are 
liable to break out because their lands 
are leased to stockmen. It is very 
likely to be the ease. These Indians 
derive a very nice revenue for the 
lease of lands they still continue to use 
for every purpose they have for any 
land, and they are not sat sfied.

As the special agent making a visit 
to the reservation said ; “The Indians 
have no desire to bee* me farmers or 
try to become self-supporting as long 
as the government supports them in 
idleness and they receive a cash pay­
ment for leased land. The Dog sol­
diers prevent those inclined to wotk 
from working.” The presnpaption is 
that the Indians are fat. A fat full- 
blood Indiap is always in a chronic 
state of discontent. Between the 
clothing and rations furnished by the 
government, and the beef and 
money furnished by the cowmen, 
the remnant of game in the teriitory 
and the splendid grass to feed the In ­
dian ponies, the Cheyenne Indian is 
better provided for than bis wildest 
imagination could picture, but if he 
was not dlssatislicd it would be on ac­
count of a sudden deterioration of tbe 
blood.

agement and careful feeding must be 
had to produce 16 to 20 quarts. In 
place of the 3-year old steer weighing 
in market 900 pounds, good cattle of 
early maturing blood must be pro­
duced to weigh 1000 pounds before 
reaching tbe second year. Th^ sheep 
in tbe county should be furnishing 
acceptable lambs for the butcher, and 
bucks for sale to sheepmen instead of 
having to be shipped long distances to 
tbe greater markets; and the mules 
marketed * here fr om Tarrant 
county farms ought to come under the 
stand at 15 hands. All this can be 
done by the general farmer and with* 
out much more attention th^n^is 
usual and at an outlay for good males 
to run with the stock.

While the general and gradual im­
provement instock must necessarily be 
followed, the position of Fort Worth 
as a stock center is such as to offer a 
golden opportunity for the blooded 
stcck farmer. I t  is so recognized by the 
breeders who make yearly sales here 
of jacks, bulls, cows, heifers and stal­
lions in large numbers, Kentucky looks 
to Northern and Western Texas for a 
market, and Illinois, Missouri and 
Kansas is constantly shipping stcck 
which has to undergo a certain accli­
mation. The importations are gen­
erally attended with some loss. The 
ways of tbe breeder are hard at first, 
but the harvest i^ood and lasting.

The county has now a good reputa­
tion, but it must be improved upon. 
There should be more Jersey heifers 
sold at Fort Worth and a large propor­
tion of them should be raised and their 
qualities be developed in tne county. 
Tbe ranchmen should buy more bulls 
here and do so under the guarantee 
that the home-raised animal requires 
no acclimation. All this should be 
and is being done by experienced 
men. There are pioneers in the busi­
ness who have wealth and experience 
to back them, and^ who will make 
Fort Worth known far and wide'as 
the center at which every class of 
stock can be purchased from the 
breeder. Tarrant county is well situ­
ated for this line of business, and 
should be prepared to exhibit and sell 
at spring and fall sales, a lot of merit­
orious animals sufficient in number 
and quality to make it an object for 
stockmen to look here for what they 
need instead of making their period­
ical irips elsewhere for what they cau- 
notiiow get at home.

killing of James Lee, who was MiiJi-1 
ken’s partner in the court-house con­
tract here, was commenced Monday ; 
last. The defense asked for a separa- ' 
tion of the case, and the examining ! 
trial of Fred DeSmith has been in ! 
progress the entire week. Over one i 
hundred witnesses aresubfo aaed and ’ 
the trial will consume the coming | 
week. Intim e interest in the tria 
has been manifested by tbe public and i 
the prejudice of some was apparent j 
shortly after the killing occurred to­
wards James Milliken. This has now | 
subsided, and tne almcst universal ’ 
sentiment is that although the killing | 
is regretted by ail, was Justifiable, j 
This la brought about by the testi­
mony which shows that Milliken and 
Lee were partners in tne contracting 
business, and that I^ee bad been rob 
biug Milliken by putting “dead 
men’s” ñames on the pay rolls. After 
the admission of I^ee to this effect.a set- 
tiementof the partnership began, Mil- 
liken agreeing to keep quiet as to Ijee’s 
defalcation. While the settlement 
was progressing, Lee told Jessie Hitt- 
8on that he intended to leave Weath­
erford, but before going he would kill ■ 
Milliken and the boss on the court ' 
house building, applying a vile epffii-1 
thet to their names. Miilikeu was  ̂
informed of this and similar threats 
on the evening previous to the killing  ̂
and armed himself for protection. On 
the morning of Lee’s death he went to 
the office where tbe shooting occurred, | 
armed and waited until Milliken 
came in, Milliken having an appoint­
ment at the office with the proprietor. 
Upon seeing Lee, Milliken exclaimed 
excitedly, “James Lee,” drew his  ̂
pistol and fired the fatal shut. The j 
theory is that Lee intended to kill 
Milliken on sight, went to where he , 
knew they would meet, and seating j 
himself so as to command a 
view of both entrances to the office 
awaited the appearance of his intended ' 
victim. WÜO, however, was a little too 
quick for him. Lee was a man of a 
quarrelsome disposition and a danger­
ous man, while Milliken is noted for ; 
his quiet disposition and good nature.

Ths house of Malone, Waller & Co., 

known tor years as the Mississippi &

The Don Carlos Ranch—A , New 
and Novel Business.

All kinds of beautiful ponies greeted 

our eyes as we reds up to the Don Car* 
los ranch. There were blacks, grays, 

, duns and spotted ponies of all sizes 
and description, and all seemed happy 
and contented as could be.

We were met by Ccl. B. H. Van 
Bsub, the urbane and genial proprie­
tor, who bade us “light” and come in.

“This is a grand scene, colonel,” 
said we. i

* C)h, this is nothing,” baid he, “just 
' wait and 1 will show you something 

you have never beheld before.”
After partaking of a most delightful 

dinner, as the colonel only knows how 
to get up, we lujunted our ponies and 
were soon cantering over the bills and 
valleys. ' —

Wa rode on for perhaps a mile, when 
we came upon a bunch of ponies, per­
fect beauties, spotted in different col­
ors. cantering on playfully.

“ These,” said the colonel, “are wbat 
I have been working for years to ob- 
taiu.”

‘When I first went into the busi- 
nei^,” continued h e ,' “I bred and 
rained nothing but the pure Shetland, 
but finding it did not suit the times 
aud would only do for children of four 
or five years old, but when a child 
gets to he seven or eight years old they 
are too small for use, and it then oc­
curred to me that I could breed some- 
thing a little larger and just as orna­
mental, and therefore I breed and raise 
an animal a little larger and which are 
in great demand foi ladies’ phaeton 
jHinies.”

“Now you see that pair of geldings,” 
continued he, pointing to a beautiful 
pair of sDotted little darlings,,“ that is 
the kind I have most dem an«^r; they 
are goo<i workers and of fine quality, 
being a cross between the Shetland and 
the beautiful Zicatecas of Mexico.”

Riding on further we came upon a 
large herd of brood maree, with their 
spotted foals playfully grazing abou^ 

^  Now there is the smallest colt you 
ever saw, said “ the colonel” as he 
t>ointed to a mischievous little SheUaud 
colt, it being not over 14 inches high 
and not over ;> or 4 weeks old. It was 
a new and novel scene to see all 
these little beauties playing and 
prancing about.

Oa our way back we passed several 
buuches of fine ponits of various 
and ail colors.

Arriving at the stable and barcMhe 
f'olonel then showed us a part o f\u s 
fine breeding stallions, first catue 
“ Egypt,” a wee little imported East 
India pony standing about 3b inches 
high; he is of a silky grey color and, is 
considered the smallest breeding stal­
lion in the United »states. He is the 
colonel’s favorite and the little pony 
is much attached to him.

Then there Is “Vanderbilt” a beau­
tiful black and white spotted Shetland, 
a perfect model of a horse.

Then comes—“Jay Gould,” another 
imported black and white spotted 
Saetland, but much smaller than Van­
derbilt.

Next he called out “Bengal” a cross 
between a thoroughbred Shetland and 
Zacatecas mare.

“Waterloo” came prancing out as 
proud as the hero of that bloody 
ground. He is also sired by an imported 
Shetland stallion and Z icatecas mare, 
his color is maltee and white spotted, 
commonly called mouse color and 
white.

“Clem Howard” the last of this in­
teresting string was brought out; he is 
a beautiful snow white and a magnifi­
cent model of a horse. He was sired by 
a thoroughbred Saetland ana his dam 
is a Iteautiful Kentucky pony.

These are a few among the string in 
hÍ9 stable and are beyond doubt the 
fia t St ever brought to this country.

The Don Carlos Ranch is located in 
the hills of Bexar .county on the San 
Antonio and Boerne road twenty- 
two miles from San Antonio and three 

similes from Leon Springs, the post- 
otiioe and school bouse where they 
have a daily mail. It contains about 
-> W acres of well watered land with 
plenty of shade for stock.

The Don Carlos Ranch has gained 
great popularity as a health resort, 
aud Col. Van Riub now acts as host 
to quite a number of guests who are 
enjoying the southern breeze and 
mild climate.

As far as social life is concerned the 
colonel is fortunate having for neigh­
bors Major J. W. Eokles, a retired 
ottteer late of Ihs United States army, 
who also has a fine ranch; Capt.
Deats and the celebrated Fink A Co. 
ranch on one side. On the other side 
is the well known Smith ranches and 
the farm of Mr. Max Aue, the polite 
postmaster. These are all men of 
wealth and refinement and they 
make Col. Van Ranb’e their head­
quarters while in that portion of the 
country.

Col. B. H. Van Raub is a portly, 
man, small in height, and thirty-nine 
years of age. He has been engaged In 
the horse raising business quite a num­
ber of years and consequently has no 
little experience.

“Past^ Present and Future” of the 
Texas Cattle Industry.

Interesting Address Delivered a t 
the Annual Meeting of the 

Texas Live Stock A s­
sociation.

T h e im m en se  am ount of business 

transacted by th e state association  last 
w eek so crow ded th e  colum ns o f the  
T e x a s  L iv e  S tock  J o u r n a l  as to  
delay  u n til th is  issue th e  publication  
of th e  fo llow in g  in terestin g  paper read 
before th e gath erin g  o f 1200 m em bers 
of th e association . T h e correctness of 
th e  report w as guaranteed by th e  ose 
o f th e  J o u r n a l ’s n e w ly  patented  
auduphonostenograph.

By permission of the president, 
Captain John T. Lytle, the Honora­
ble W. H. Crain (now secretary of 
war of the United States) stepped to 
the platform and in the clear, musical 
voice so characteristic of him, deliv­
ered the following

ADDRESS :
Gentlemen of the Aa^oetatfon i The 

immeusiiy of the subject, “The Past, 
Present and Future of the Cattle In­
dustry” of our great Lone Star state 
is such as to justify the belief on my 
part that I could sooner exhaust my 
bearers than my subject. Nor can I 
hope to dofull j js ice to such a theme.

Amid recent discoveries seeming to 
punt to the north pole as having pos­
sibly been the location of the Garden 
of Eden, and while that is not yet 
definitely decided upon. I wish here 
to put in the claim of Texas for that 
distinction. If we look over the beau­
ties of her splendid landscape, ovel* 
her broad prairies and high bills; the 
fair sky above the superb vegetation 
upon, aud the wealth of minerals be­
neath what is known as “Texas,” they 
all loudly proclaim this as the master- 
work of the Great Architect, and we 
are readily led to contemplate the 
strong probabilities of this having been 
the only original Garden of Eden. 
All personages ever mentioned in con­
nection witn Eden are represented in 
Texas to this day. We know that 
Adam must have dwelt here. His 
very name is a by-word with us, and 
used often with much effect when we 
are emphatic. As for Eve. certainly 
the presence of her beautiful daugh­
ters in Texas to-day, proclaim this as 
having been her hoiue. The abund­
ant supply of decendants from the old 
serpent adds to our many proofs an­
other. 1 need scarcely mention the 
raising of Cain in Texas. He is fre­
quently raised h<!̂ re. It is most proba­
ble that it was in one of those rain> 
spells for which our fair state is so 
justly reuowned that the patriarch 
Noah started the live stock shipping 
business by putting out to sea Jrorn 
Galveston. Tnere was then for the 
last time “deep water” in that haruor. 
You are all familiar with the history 
of Jacob’s live stock experience. 
Jacibwas a South Texas stockman.

might not become me to inquire too 
closely as to how Jacob’s acquisition' 
of speckled cattle gave rise to what in 
more modern times became known as 
“Mavericks ” But Jacob was a suc­
cess in cattle raising and to some ex­
tent set a good example by seeking to 
improve the breed. Jacob was the 
first successful cattle raiser of Texas. 
It would but tire you| to recite in de­
tail the stirring events of the countries 
which followed Jacob’s start in the 
business, but all evidence goes to show 
that throughout the passsige of time 
the cattle business greatly prospered 
in this once Garden of Eden.

T H E  N E A R ' PAST.
It would, perhaps suffice for me to 

go not back of the exciting period em­
braced in the years 1861 65. Consid­
eration of what has been done in the 
past thirty years, what has been ac­
complished up to the present year, 
1SV15, will afiord a basis upon which 
we may closely guess at the prospects 
and outcome of the future. In the 
past thirty years no one industry of 
our great country has commanded 
more attention or employed more cap­
ital ; no one industry more greatly 
(Hincerned tlie people at large than 
the production of meat for the 
millions. Let us begin with the year 
1SG6. Then Texas contained in round 
numbers 2,750 000 bead of cattle 
These were of that valuable breed 
known as “pure Texas scrubs,” or 
“Longhorns.” Then as now South 
Texas was the great breeding ground. 
That immense district known as the 
Panhandle wias practically a te'n'ci in- 

unknown and uninhabited 
except by roving, rascally Indians. 
Time would fail me to attempt a re­
cital of the deeds of those daring, en­
ergetic and restless csttlemen who 
pushed into that valuable portion of 
the state and pushed the good Indians 
into a future state not laid down in 
our geographies. By 186S the cattle 
in our state numbered 3,000 <XKC It 
was in that year that the first great 
cattle trail northward was laid out by 
John Chisholm, running as it did by 
what is DOW the great metropolis of 
Texas, Fort Worth, and on by Gaines­
ville, entering at Red river crossing 
what waa then the Indian Territory, 
now known as the state of Oklakoms. 
To drive great herds northward and 
there find ready sale for our Texas 
Longhorns became the occupation of 
many energetic cattlemen of South 
Texas, and the majority of them found 
it a profitable manner of disi^ing of 
their surplus stock. Certainly in 
these closing years of the nineteenüi 
century—when so soon we will b^ in  
to write “ 1900.” it does to the new 
eoeratien seem strange that ever 
exans sbonld have tô seek a market 

by a long and weary drive of their 
herds, when now at our very doors 
the civilized world is clamoring for 
the entire product of the immense ca­
pacity of our state.

The cattle industry continued to 
proeoer and increase. 'From poeeeesing 
2,75u,000 head of stock cattle in 1866, 
our cattlemen increased the number of 
their animals to 9 500,003 head of 
stack cattle in 1885, ten years ago, 
and the figures are exclusive 
of the enormous number of* cat­
tle which eere driven out to the 
Northwest and sold. In 1878 another 
important trail ! was opened up. This 
was by Capt. Jotin T. Lytle and.:jDbl 
J. F. Ellison. Traffic over the trails 
continned without interruption until 
the year 1886, a year made so memora­
b le ^  the return of the Democra*^ to 
the admiuistration of national affairs, 
the prosperity of the pest ten years hav­
ing so am|^y jostified the change. But 
it was in tnat year that the cattle trails 
froau Texas were closed forever. They 
did not close from any voluntary act oi 
those who had so long found them 
their path to riches. Indeed, every 
effort was made to seeure frenn the na­
tional government a grant for a tndl, 
but all efforts failed. Two prominent 
causes oouspired to dose the traUe. 
The enonaeas sake Texas cattte 
made to the Ndrthveit had Ingely

T

filled up that country with stock ana 
the territories bec îme \ast matoiiog 
grounds for the cattle from the naiioa- 
al breeding ground—Texas. Human 
nature soon asserted itself. The abil­
ity of Texans to produce and sell 
young cattle at cbesper rates than the 
Northwest people chose to accept for 
such ae they had, caused them to seek 
anything upon which they oiuld de­
bar Texas cattle from the upper caun- 
try and thereby destroy exasperating 
competition. Now and then there 
bad developed among herds in the 
Northwest a disease among the cattle, 
very fatal and of varied characterist­
ics which for the waut of a better title 
and as a stab at our state was called 
“Texas fever.” The disease was long 
a mystery and the basis for it was 
sought everywhere but in the right di­
rection. The sarcasm of its title can 
be appreciated when it is stated that 
Texas fever was never fouud in Texas. 
The disease then itomirably answered 
the purpose of the ifitereeted parties 
who sought to exclude Texas cattle 
and destroy competition, but what 
seemed so succeesfully planned to that 
end was nothing more than building 
for Texas wiser than they knew. All 
states and territories quarantined 
against Texas; then against each 
other. Tnere was quarantine and 
counter quarantine. This alone neces­
sitated prompt action on the part of 
Bouth Texans to seek out some other 
channel through which the surplus of 
cattle could be disposed of. When it 
became apparent that neither by the 
drive or by rail could the rapidly in­
creasing numbers ef Texas stock be 
sold, tne idea of refrigerators was 
seiz^ upon and the wonderful success 
of those numerous institutions in our 
state to-day show bow ultimately ben­
eficial to our cattle industry was the 
seemingly harsh quarantine restric­
tions of years gone by.

T H E  PRESENT
Finds the cattle Industry of the greet 
Lone Star State prosperous beyond the 
wildest dream of stockmen of ten years 
ago. From out of the gloom of 18S5, 
the business has emerged into the bril­
liancy of success. From having in our 
state in 1866 2,750,000 cattle, we have 
in 189515,-500.000. This immense num­
ber is in the main the aggregate of 
what ten years ago would have been 
considered small herds ; but long since 
it was fouud that stock farming, that 
is tne improvement of blood and rais­
ing of feed could only produce the best 
results, for the capital and labor invest­
ed. Hence to-day the animals ma­
tured by our many farmer-stockmen 
average in weight 1800 pounds; every 
animm is of imnroved blood. The ex­
tensive refrigerators located at San 
Autooio, Austin, Abilene, Victoria, 
Corpus Christ!, Columbus, Dallas  ̂
Colorado, Aransas Pass City, Fort 
Worth, Mobeetie and San Angelo, 
with their direct railroad connection to 
the coast of Texas, have ample facili­
ties for disposing of the natural yearly 
increase resulting from our 15,iKK),000 
cattle. Th^ success of the refrigerator 
idea in Texas is due to the tenacity of

T

countries of the globe. The producing 
capacity of this state has not kept nace 
with the demands of a steadily increas­
ing population over the world.

So far as the people of the globe aie 
concerned since the late Russian war 
of 1S86, tbe masses have been enabled 
to more freely eat beef and never be­
fore was there greater aggregate pro­
duction. Texas will in the future con- 
tinne to reap liberally large prices from 
her beef supply and situated as she is 
as to location, climate and capital, 
she will ever hold in supremacy the 
lead as tbe slaughter house of the 
world, and the cattle nursery of this 
country.

The prices now obtained for our pro­
ducts promise well for the future. The 
veterans in the cattle iadostry of 
Texas have done their work well; they 
have placed before the people of the 
world fine Herefords, Shorthorns, 
Durhams, Holsteins and Polled Angus 
from off our splendid stock farms; 
they have demonstrated the wisdo^ 
of feeding and mercifully providing for 
their cattle; they have reaped a rich 
reward. May the rising generation 
be equal to the task of conducting to 
further success the immense beef in­
dustry of the grandest state in our 
grana union, the Lone Star state of 
Texas. [Prolonged applause.]

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Sheep Hurdles.
If fanners understood the full value 

of thé portable pen or the hurdle, very 
few would be without sheep to act as 
scareugers to clean up the weedy waste 
lands around the farms and to pro­
perly turn the stubble into a manure 
which is evenly distributed without 
cost for labor. Here it is certain that 
sheep are not^tim ated at their value. 
A cold calculation in the value and in­
crease to be derived frofn a few sheep 
will bear very fair proportion to the 
income desired from a few milk cattle, 
as the local markets are always ready 
for a few fat sheep at remunerative 
figures and the income from the wool, 
and the steady increase from a small 
bunch of sheep cuts a respectable fig­
ure not to be despised; but.the trouble 
of a small bunch always stands in the 
way, and this one source of revenue 
and of benefit to the farm is neglected.

The hurdle need not be composed of 
expensive material, and only needs to 

( be capable of giving the few sheep 
, grazing room for a day or two at the 

time. A small boy to look after them 
for a few minutes each day to drive 

j; them to water can furnish all the 
^attention recpiired, and the result in 

benefit to the land and from the actual 
income derived will make many a 
friend for the sheep in a vicinity where 
the sheep is no\ now known. It takes 
only a light, but strong pen or hurdle to 
do away with the worry and trouble of 
constantly herding a small flock of 
sheep. __________ •

The Sheep Business.

H e n 'y  S tew art In C oun try  G en tlem an .
The time to go into business is when, 

a good many persons are getting out 
of it. This applies especially to sheep 
keeping. I am not very old, but I can 
remember several ups and downs in 
this business; but the downs only last 
a short time, and everything gets 
lovely again very soon. The golden 
fieece becomes tarnished for a while, 
but it soon brightens again, and gets 
as bright and as brilliant as ever. Just 
now sheep are down. Good store ewes 
are selling in the markets, and can be 
picked out of droves for |ii 50 to Î4 a 
head, which may be made to bring a 
Iamb next spring worth more than the 
cost of the dam, and give a fieece that 
will pay for their keep, and so stand 
their owners next summer just noth­
ing at all. This is not bad for a time 
when a good many sheep owners are 
wild to get rid of their sheep, and go 
into something else not half so good. 

,V'4t is thus very clear that this is a good 
time to begin to Ween à fiock. This 
season of the year is the very best, be­
cause it will soon be the breeding 
time, and one can make suitable ar­
rangements for the next season’s 
lambs. Bolling and even hilly land 
is the most desirable surface, and 
limestone gravel that iâ  dry and free 
from swamps or low wet places is the 
best soil. Clear lunning water that is 
wholly free from marshy banks or 
borcOTsi or well water, which is pre- 
feraWg/ is indispensable, because 
wherever there are low wet places, 
there the much to be dreaded liver 
fiuke and the lung worm are to be 
found, with lung disorder and foot- 
rot; and these are more troublesome 
than all the other complaints of sheep 
put together.

He who keeps sheep with pleasure 
and profit must *be patient and perse­
vering ; careful, thoughtful and watch­
ful ; ap’. to learn and {f]uick to' apply 
wh^t he learns,and endowed with good 
common sense and foresightedness, 
more sheep go to the bad becai^e of a 
neglectful owner, or one whose tem­
per is cross and who scorns little de­
tails than for any other reason. A 
great essential is to secure a good lot of 
sheep to start with, and not too many 
at first. Above all things -pure-bred 
ewes should be avoided. They are 
more exacting than the native grades ; 
they cost several times as much 
money ; the fleece is rarely worth any 
more than the common sheep, and the 
lambs are worth no more than those 
of half-bred sheep. But pure-bred 
rams are indispensable. For market 
lambs, the black-faced breeds furnish 
the beet sires.

on the Texes Pacific. There isa lot 
of a few thousand pounds at Cisco ; at 
Abilene the Sanderson clip is held at 
16̂  centa. There is none at Sweetwa­
ter and very little at Colorado and Big 
Springs.

The wool growers still complain that 
the Missouri Pácific system, by its 
treatment of shippeis, is trying to kill 
the sheep industry of Texas, and there 
is a deep rooted feeling feeling that a 
remnant of the industry will be left 
alive, to get accommodations from 
some outlet the future must bring.

We had a pleasant dall this week 
from Mr. Joe Ogden. He 'informs us 
that be has traded his flock of sheep to 
J. M. Duke for stock cattle. In the 
trade he estinoated his thsep at 12 00 
for the nown sheep and $1.00 for 
lambs. The cattle were estimated at 
$12 50 round. Joe says he wants it un­
derstood that he is not a sheepman 
any longer.—.Brarfy Sentinel.

Mr. M. Northington of Jones county, 
one of the few surviving Texas veterans 
of the war of 1846, came in with his 
wool clip yesterday, and brought us 
some specimens of his Johnson gra^s 
ssven feet high, and fine oats, millet 
and rye. Mr. X. says he made a fine 
crop of barley which he cut for hay, 
and his millet just heading is a very 
luxuriant growth. Oats will make 
him 60 bushels per acre.—Abilene Rr- 
porter.

The Jack County Wool Growers  ̂
Association met in the court bouse 
and was called to order by J. T. Hen­
son, president. The object of the 
meeting was to select a suitable per­
son to be recommended to the county 
commissioners court, to fill the office 
of sheep inspector of Jack county, Mr. 
Powell’s term of office having expired. 
W. D. Townsend and J. J. Wy- 
nant were put in nomination. The 
question* being called for Mr. W. D. 
Townsend was duly elected as the 
choice of meeting.—Rnral Citlzeiu

Mr. John Adams, of the firm of 
Mauger & Avery, has returned from 

^ x a s  and more than confirms all we 
have said about the great loss of 
sheep in that state by the storm last 
winter. He says in the northern sec­
tion on the line of the Texas and Pa­
cific railroad, the destruction of sheep 
was fully if not more than 25 per cent 
And furthermore, he states it as his 
firm belief that the state will not 
shear over 30,000,000 pounds this year, 
fall and spring clip, and he thinks it 
never reached 33,000,000 pounds any 
year. All reports, therefore, about 
that state raising 60,00o (XJO pounds of 
wool in 1685 are farcical and not based 
on knowledge or verity. The clip this 
year is, however, in very good condi­
tion and better bred than ever before. 
—New York Economist.

The Anv rican Stockman says : It is 
the business of the farmer to raise 
young horses for the market, and he 
should attempt to j^ k e  this business 
pay him at least r reasonable profit. 
To do this the brood mare and the sire 
should both be meritorious animals, 
and the young colt should be carefully 
reared. When the young animal has 
attained its prime, then ii should be 
marketed, and another colt be made to 
take its place. In this way a good, 
young and high-priced horse should 
be put on the market ever^ year, and 
a younger one growing into money. 
The farmer’s teams should be made up 
principally of young horses. It is very 
seldom that a farmer can afford to 
w ^r a horse out. It is his business to 
raise them for some one else to wear 
out, who must have mature and well 
developed horses.

The Boston Advertiser says In 
woolen goods trade has been quiet and 
agents have secured few duplicate or­
ders for manufacturers. Still the tone 
must be considered better than a year 
ago, when some large failures of cloth­
ing manufacturers and dealers had 
occurred,and auction sales of blankets 
were demoralizing prices.

OUR ST. LOUIS LETTER.

Getting a  Vermont Consignment 
of W ool—Sheep Transac­

tions

This city is being extensively adver­
tised as a great wool centre, with new 
methods and erjoung facilities and 
privileges of which^^ather markets are 
denied. All this is true. People are 
finding out very fast, too, that we come 
up to expectations and even more than 
this. Our advantages are being util, 
ized; in a word, we are pushing things 
and make Chicago, Philadelphia and 
other towns hustle to even make a de- 
cent'Showing. Olir receipts are very 
large, the week’s receipts being twice 
as large as the corresponding one last 
year. Can any other wool market in 
the country beat this? I fear not. 
Well, enough of this. It is not boast­
ing, but only stating facts, yet, of 
course, being so rosy it appears as if we 
could not restrain from congratulating 
ourselves. This market has been thor­
oughly advertised by ourselves and 
by our enemies. They tried to cast 
ridicule upon us, but it does not suc­
ceed. To show how far our circulars 
have gone I will state that on last Fri­
day a prominent commission salesman 
received a consignment of a car load of 
wool from the state of Vermont. Just 
think of it, Vermont skipping its 
near neighbor Boston, the leading (?) 
wool market of the country, moving 
along placidly, refusing/to go ashore at 
Philadelphia, flitting by Chicago and 
coming to 8 :. Louis. This is indeed 
as the old saving goes, “carrying coals 
to Newcastle.” The dissatisfaction 
with Boston is quite general with both 
the Eastern and Western wool grow­
ers. St. Louis has the buyers and they 
pay quite decent figures to say the 
least. * What more is wanted.

Cherbino A Williamson of Middle- 
bury, Vermont are the parties who 
shipped a car load of fine Vermont 
grown wool to this market A. J. Child 
is the receiver.

The sheep market shows but little 
chauge. Common and medium Texas 
sheep are quite plentiful and bring 
very low prices. Texas, flockmasters 
are aware of this and are shipping 
with their eyes open. Good and ex­
tra heavy ^eep  will always command 
fair enougn figures. To prove this let 
me give a few sales :

No extra fat Texas sheep were of 
fered and would command more than 
in the sales above. Native sheep are 
likewise slow on everything except 
choice. The markets East are not 
very flattering and lower. They stili 
stick, however.

Hon. W. Vernon of Buena Ventura, 
Concho county, Texas, marketed a 
train load of sheep the past week. 
They averaged 77 pounds and brought 
$2 -50 per KM i^ n d s . Coet of trans- 
portating, coiifmission, etc., 82 cents 
per head. Mr. Vernon told me he was 
not satisfied with the prices, but be 
could not have gotten more elsewhere.

Claude Anson, Eagle Cove, Texas, 
marketed a large fiock of medium 
sneep, a little coarse,-the other day and 
obtained S2 50 per 100 pounds, average 
weight 83 pounds. Cost of transporta­
tion, 9u cents per head.

W. D. Perryman, Denison, Texas, 
had common Texas sheep of 73 pounds 
and got $1.70 per 100 pounds. Cost of 
transportation, 69 cents per head.

W. J. Chambers, Muskogee, I. T., 
816 sheep of 76 pounds, at $1.70 per 100 
pounds. Quality common, average 76 
pounds and coet of transportation 54 
cents per head.

Plenty of Kansas woolis now com­
ing in and as the quality isquicegcod, 
the prices are 2 cents per pound higher 
than last season. This shows that 
Kansas flockmasters are taking some 
pride in their business and are crying 
to improve their breeds and methi>d of 
cariog for their sheep. <

Bomeof the Texas wool new coming 
in shows a mixing and is sandy. Com­
mon and inferior wool is dull and low­
er to sell. Receipts of wool this week, 
1,887,344 poands; last week, 1,^.397 
pounds. 8hipments this week, 1,082,- 
454 poonds; last week, 1,352,279 ¡Munds. 
The movement was quite free. Prioee 
fluotuated but little, yet at the close 
were about one-half cent lower than 
those of the preceding few weeks, and 
beet sustained on oleu, bright l<ks of 
medium ofottiing or combing and 
coarser staple of on w washed—inquiry 
running mainly on these. Values

were weaker on short sandy and all 
erades of fine -the heavy fine and dirty 
being the least wanted. Receipis were 
rumiing more on Kansas and Texas.

The receipta of cattle have been quite 
light-the past three or four days.

The quality of the supply on 
sale were very fair, the bulk of the 
offerings, having been corn-fed. To­
day the offerirgs (only 390) were so 
light that trading was restricted. 
However, the few native shipping 
steers on wale averaged IKX» tol276 
pound:« and sold at $4 feO tofo 05 Corn- 
fed Texas steers averaging 1109 pounds 
sold at f4 95, aud half-fed Texas steers 
averaging 1<> 16 pounds, sold at $4 00 
Texas half-bred steers, corn-fed, aver­
aging 1144 pounds, sold at $5 Oo, and 
Colorado half-bred steers, corn-fed, 
averaging 1229 pounds at $5 03. Cows 
were in light supply and sold at $2 75 
to 13 75 ; occasionally a choice lot 
would bring higher figures. There was 
but moderate trading in Stockers aud 
feeding steers. |

The principal interest in the live 
stock at this point at prei^nt is cen­
tered upon bogs, which are in large 
receipt. There was a. time when 5<X)0 
hogs were considered a fairly large 
supply for the market, but now lO.üOO 
are considered a moderate supply. 
On Friday the receipts were 10,461; on 
Saturday 11,176, and to-da^, 10,207; 
still the market was active, the de­
mand having been good from home 
packers and shippers to £a.stera mar­
kets.

It is a foolish pol­
icy to weaken the market by taxing it 
with o i^ e  not at all fit for beef, bat if 
it mual bs shippers will do will to 
keep them sepmrate and not ciunt 
upon the good cattle floating those 
that are not good. Ship only beeves 
to market, snip them as fisst as they 
are ready to come and the market will 
take of itself.
