fair to good $3 10 @3 70. Prime Texans 
and. Indians would have brought 
more. Texas cows and bulls $2 50(^ 
3 00, The demand exceeds the supply. 
Native cattle scarce and good ones' 
wanted. Texas sheep dull as the 
markets east are demoralized.

Receipts of cattle on Tuesday werek 

4374, yesterday 3630, and to-day 79!̂  
head. The market has been and is 
weak and slow for all classes except 
Stockers and feeders, and the best 
quality of corn fed steers for which 
there were some inquiry, still the mar­
ket was by no means ' active. ‘ To-day 
there we no sales of grass Texas steers 
except a few tailings. Yesterday 
grass Texas steers, averaging 750 to 
1043 lbs, sold at $3 @3 45, and grass 
Texas cows, averaging 748 to 80i lbs, 
sold at $2 40@2 65. Aoiong the ship­
pers of grass range cattle to this mar­
ket within the past day or two were 
the Word A Bugbee Cattle company.

utilized the common wastes to the 
production of the chief food supply of 
the nation, we will restore order out of 
chaos and bring our range cattle in­
dustry to a degree of prosperity that It 
has never yet enjoyed.

$30 per head in Colorado; $30 to$35 
per head in Wyoming, and $35 to #49 
per head in Montana.

fh e  successful work of our associa­
tion will accomplish these results, and 
the gathering together enmasa at the 
annual meetings of our National Cat­
tle and Horse Growers association of 
cattlemen from Texas to Montana will 
bring about a clear understanding. 
The plan of our national association of 
individual membership will prevent 
the organization from falliug into the 
hands of self seeking poUticlans who 
on a plan of organizition oonfiaiog 
membership to limited delegates from 
associations of dairymen, breeders, 
farmers and stockraisers as in the 
Chicago association is certain to ooour.

Joseph H. Nash of Santa Fe, New 
Mexico, has been appointed quaran­
tine inspector of stock at the New 
^Mexico and Texas line in Lincoln 
county, vice J. W. Phillips, removed. 
Inspector Phillips is alleged to be the 
quarantine ofil36r who recently ad­
mitted some infected Texas herds.

A strange and virulent disease has 
broken out among the horses near 
Lander, Wyomiug. The animal be­
comes stiff in the loins, drawn in the 
fianks,. refuses tc eat, though drinking 
freely, becomes rapidly emaciated, and 
death ensues in a week’s time.

W. J. Wilson of Denver; J. W. 
Chatfield of Aspen; S. S. Orean of 
Douglas county, and Henry’ Gebhard 
of Elbert county, Colorado, have each 
located ranches in Garfield and Etgle 
counties, bn the White aod Gnmd 
rivers. These ranges are on the Pacific 
slope of the continen'al divide, and 
are the finest in Western Colorado, 
the total drive will be in the neigh­
borhood of 12.(KX), mostly steers.

HOW WAS PH ALLAS BEATEN?
--------------- r

Taking Sides at Fleetwood And 
W ishing he Could Meet Harry 

W ilkes Again.
N. Y. Sun, Aug. 17.

The assertions made after the Harry 
Wilkes-Phallas trot, that Phtllas had 
been pulled, an“ the denial of Bither 
printed in »he San, were the talk of 
Fleetwood Parx yesterday. It was 
agreed on all hands that Puallas is not 
a horse to let a competitor like Harry 
Wilkes catch up eight or ten lengths 
and pa?s him, and that PhalJas either 
mu.st have been in no condition to 
trot or was not driven to win. Some 
of tuGse who take the latter view say 
that Phalia?, up to the very start, was 
declared to be in first-p.’a=s shape, aud 
could hardly have gone wrong all in a 
moment One old timer who saw the 
trot declares roundly his opinion that 
the fault was not with the horse.

“ IfPhalUs had won’”  he said, “ it 
would have been a sort of conundrum 
to find a horse to match him against 
Now it’s different.”

Z E Simmons, who raised Harry 
Wilke«, was at the trot, and thinks it 
was fairly done, “ fhe track,”  he said 
yesterday, “ was in no condition f>r 
any two horses to trot over. Harry 
Wilkes is very fast and has bijaten 
many fast one-i (his record is 2:15 am  
Phallas’ is 2:13T], and Pnallas uevilr 
had just that s.>rt of ar competitor be- 

ffota. In scoring before the start, hii 
shoulder boots not being projierly ad­
justed, Harry Wilkes hit niuiself end 
broke continuously, and that and l̂lie 
track accounts for the slow tim ^ in 
my opinion, the reason whv ^Phallas 
was beaten by him is that Pha'ias, iu 
all Lis jrrevloas races, has alw'¿ys 
beaten tbe horse he was co.mpeted wiih 
in the first half mile. When he tried 
it on with Harry Wilkes i.e found that 
Wilkes wcpld stay with him and go 
as fast as lie could; and not only th.ar, 
but he had plentv of speed to spare in win this trot.
the Isst half mile.”

It is dcub ful whether another 
match will be arranged between these 
two horses. Mr. France,'it is under­
stood, wishes Ltd dispose of Hurry 
Wilkes, but has as yet set no price on 
him. The Fleetwood people would 
like to see anollier match on a better 
track.

Lew Dunham, the trainer and dri­
ver, sajs that Irish Lad, record 2:23]. 
has not been taken from his charge, 
bat being sick with pinkeye, has been 
sent to Newark to recruit. ^

Alden Goldsmith has been out West 
lately, and says the way the green 
trotters came out surprised him. “ You 
cannot calculate with these new trot­
ters and drivers,”  hesaid. “ The hors< s 
seem to grow out iu the woods, and no 
one knows anything about them, and, 
with drivers that nobody ever heard 
of, they show so much speed that the 
drivers have nothing to do but hold 
the lines over them in the circuit. The 
old drivers can’t-make any combina­
tion to beat them. Maybe the old 
guard can get the best of them on the 
grand circuit tracks, but I tell you the 
countrymen down them qutJiVest.”

In the face of the beaten honie’»rMord, 
which »bow» that laet -year he beat 
SgiaEglef^a 2:16| by trotting at Chica­
go. the fiiurth heat of a race, in 2:13}. 
At Providence, on August 1, 1884. be 
trottfd two heats in 2:15 and 2:13}, 
and at Belmont Course, Philadelphia, 
on Aiig'int 15, made three heats in 
2:15; 2:14| and 2:151, which were the 
fasuat first, second and third beats 
ever trotted by any stallion. On July 
4 or thU year Phallas defeated Max^y 
U'd)b at Cleveland, in a match for 
t ) iKM). In three straight heats, 2:15 ; 
2:15:1 and 2:20j and at New York 
Driving Bark, on July 24, he defeated 
Mejoltoi in 2:16; 2:18} and 2-26} ; and 
thus It was that tne aihged match 
with Harry Wilkes was brought about.

THE TROT.
We clip also from the Philadelphia 

Ite'crd tbe following description of 
the trot:

“ The horses made their appearance 
fur tbwfirst heat about ten minutes 
after 'io’clock, and each was greeted 
w l t ^  round of apnlause as they were 
warmed up. Ed Bither, in a purple 
silk Jacket and cap, o.cupied the seat 
iu Phallas* forty-six pound sulky, 
while Frank Van Ness, »porting a 
black and red silk cap, handled the 
ribbons over Wilkes whose sulky tip­
ped the beani at fifty-two pounds. 
Wilkes drew tbe pole and three false 
scores were made before tbe word go 
was given for the first heat, the geld­
ing breaking each time just before the 
wirs was reached, and when, at the 
fourth attempt, an even start was 
effected, h  ̂leh his feet before a dozen 
yards of the journey had been covered, 
but recovered himself quickly and 
showed half a length to tne good as 
the first torn was rnade. This advant­
age be held to the half mile, where 
Van Ness let out another link and the 
wheels of ¿fia ^ulky were clear of Phal­
lus when the pair flashed past the 
three-quarter post. From that point 
to the head of the stretch the position 
was unchanged, and just as a lively 
and exciting finish was, looked for 
Phallas broKe, and WilkeS passed 
under the wire with two lengths the 
best of it in 2:16.

“ The word was given for the second 
heat after one false start, and again 
Wilkes broke badly before the club­
house was reached, a trick that left 
him six lengths at the quarter. At 
the half he still had four lengths the 
worst ( f it, but soon after passing that 
point he closed the gap with amazing 
ease, Phallas coming back to him as 
taough anchoied. Wilkes passed 
Phallas easily at the three quarter 
murk, and getting a lead of two 
lengths on tbe turn into the stretch 
held it to ihe wire, where a round of 
cheers was given him. Time, 2:20.

‘ Thesecuid trial saw them started 
for the third heat, and, as usual, 
Wilkes was out of his stride iu the 
first hundred yards, the break being 
sp bad that Phallas was at least ten 
lengths away when the gelding ar­
rived at the quarter, Phallas having 
aiso made momentari' break in round­
ing turn. The leader going very 
strong; increased his advantage all 
the way to three-quarters, where he 
was a full distance to the good. Here 
he made another short break, and 
Wilkes managed to close up some < f 
the gap which separated them. Th¿ 
stallion was not to be reached, how­
ever, and came home the easiest of 
winners by a dozen lengths in 2:21], 
his multitude of backers shouting 
thr^mselves hoarse yith  di light.

The horses werp sent way a for tie  
fourth heat“a^the firsi trial, and 
Wilkes again /breaking, Phallas was 
leading by /an open length at the 
quarter, /between which point 
and half the . gelding
gainet^»lowly until he was ou 
almt^even terms. The race was a 
a one t • tbe turn, where Phalla.s 
b;x)ke very badly, and gave Wilkes a

P H A L L A S  VS. H A R R Y  W ILKES.
LKentucky Live Hiock Record.j 

This trot came otf aC Belmout Park, 
Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, ou 
Thursday August 13, and in the in­
terest of fair square trotting it would 
have been infinitely better if it-had 
never occurred. The public believe 
the rece was not trotted on its merits, 
and are almost of one opinion, that it 
was a big hippodroming scheme to 
skin tbe public out of their money. 
iSuch trots as these do more injury to 
trotting and breeders of trotters man 
many imagine, and if the the public 
are correct in the opinion that this 
was not really on its merits, the trot­
ting turf will not get over the injury 
done in the next twp years. »

From all we can learn Harry Wilkes 
was notin good condition, the dist­
ance was waived at Cleveland and 
he was sent a mile and had to be 
whipped out in 2:18. The frequent 
breaks he made in his race with Phal­
las showed clearly he was 
not up to the mark, but no excuse 
is given why Phallas was beaten sj 
easily, except he was the favorite four 
to one over Wilkes, and more money 
could be obtaiued by his defeat than 
by winning. It is with regret that we 
feel compelled to be so plain and ex­
plicit, but we believe the best interests 
of trotting demands it. The track was 
in good order for speed, though aulitile 
dusty, and the crowd present (over 
5.00J) expected to see a good contest, 
but in this they were disappointed.

Thè Philadelphia Record speaking 
of the trot says : On the whole the fact 
that such a consistent performer at low 
figures as Phallas has proved himself 
should be beaten so easily created a 
widespread belief that the race was not 
trotted strictly on its merits, and nota 
few men, who are not generally caught 
napping, characterized it as “ a hippo-

ANOTHER VIEW.
/ [The Spirit of the Tieaes.]

N ew  Y o rk  Cit y , Aug. lb.—There 
has been so much controversy over the 
recent Harry Wilkes-Phallas race that 
I ask the privilege of pointing out a 

Tew facts in connection therewith, 
which app-rar to have been unobserved 
by such portion of the comnaunity as 
can only see a “ put-up-job”  in every 
race.

The track at Belmont was in miser.i- 
ble condition, owing to heavy rains 
that had made many gullies and much 
unevenness. The rnauagement filled 
iu these washouts with new loam, but 
could not succeed In equalizing the 
fo/ting, therefore i the horses were 
mucu w'orried by stepping ou the soft 
places thus filled in, and were often 
thrown out of stride and unbalanced 
sufflcieiltly to cau-:e breaks and slow 
time. Then this condition of the 
track caused the pole-horse to travel 
an average of fully 15 feet from the 
pole, which of itself would make a 
marked difference in the time. Good 
judges make the extra distance thus 
traveled equal to a loss of two or three 
seconds in time, while the poor foot­
ing would account for fully two or 
.three seconds more, different judges 
thus estimating the disadvantages as 
an equivalent of fourjto eix eecouds in 
time, as compared with good tracks. 
With these drawbacks, and with prop­
er allowances made for the apparently 
slow official time, say four seconds, 
the four heats would then stand at 
2:12. 2:16, 1:17], 2:14|. At all eventsit 
is generally conceded, that the track 
was very bad and that both contest­
ants traveled considerably overa mile 
each heat. We thus find it easy to ac­
count for the slow time, but the friends 
of Phallas cannot so readily under­
stand why he was beaten. Let us 

utnalyzathe race a little and compare 
It with previous races on the same 
course. V’ ery fortunately, jusf one 
year ago, Aug. 15, 1884, Phallas was 
there started to beat his record of 
2:13} which he failed to do, but he did 
accomplish the remarkable feat of 
trotting .tbs three fastest consecutive 
heats ever trotted by a stallion, the 
fastest beat being in 2:14}, or only 1} 
seconds faster than the first heat re­
cently won by Harry Willies in 2:16, 
from‘Phallis, on the same track under 
the marked disadvantages as stated.

That same day, in 1884, Jay Eye See 
also trotted his two great exhibiton 
miles in 2:11 and 2:10}. Tbe track was 
then in good condition and both 
horses were able to go the distance

second beat'^at dajT hi« 
from the quarter to the thrt e- 
p prole in Just 1:04; the down 
from |he quarter to the half- 

mile pole in 30} seconds, and tbe np 
grade from tne half to the three- 
quarter pol6 Id 33} seconds, equal to 
1:04 for this middle hair mile. In 
Phallas’a fastest mile, 2:14}, made the 
same day, he trotted the down grade 
from the quarter to the balf-miie pole 
in 32 second, apd the up grade from 
the half to the three-qoartsr prole in 
35} seconds, equal .to 1:07} for the 
same middle half mile. Iu the féc­
ond mile of the Hari-y Wilkes-PbaUas 
race last wfek, Harry Wilkes broke 
on the d rwn grade,^  ̂losing many 
lengths thereby, and histime wasjust 
33] sccDcds from the qtiarter tó the 
haif-mile pole, where ne\^gau to 
again go level and true. Fromi the 
half to the three-quarter V'rl  ̂ he 
climbed that long up grade in juisri 31 
seconds, thus making the middl^half 
mile in 1:04], or oniv half a se^nd 
slower than Jay Eye Sae’s middle! hnjf 
mile when the track was fast and 2:10} 
recorded, while Harry’s 1:04] i» 2} 
secDnrs faster than Pnsllas’s middle 
half of a year ago In his fastest heat 
of 2:14}. This comparison telli the 
tale. Harry Wilkes trotted up n|ll at 
a 2:04 gait, while PhalUs toiled up 
hill (in 35] seconds) at a 2:22 gait; and 
appeared to be pulled back by Bilher, 
as Harry passéd Jhim near tne t)brei- 
quarter pole so easily, but, as a m|atter 
of fact. Phallas made this same (quar­
ter in 35} fceconds last year in his fast­
est heat of 2:14}, or only or c-quarifer of 
a second faster than this yt-Hr, which 
proves his performance of iflis ysar to 
be better than that of last year when 
the track is considered,-with the extra 
distance travelfd. This tell-tale knid- 
dle half in 1:04], with the la.st quarter 
up a long hill in 31 stconds, *’h t,r- the 
cat out of the bag,”  and exposfsj Mr. 
France’s well-kept secret. PHaJlas 
was beaten beeeuae he was bitted 
against the fastest horse he ever met— 

' a much faster horse than hinteelf 
With a good track 2:10 to 2:12 Would 
have been made by Harry Wilkes if 
Phallas could have forced himTout. 
Compare this performance witn Jay 
Eye tSee’s middle half.

Now, as to the circumstAUtial fea­
tures. Phallas had defeated iiaxy 
Cobb and MsjoUca wi;-h such consum­
mate ease that Mr. France was almost 
inclined to underrate H^rry, and; pro­
portionately, 10 overrate Phallas.] He 
is a very contervaiiveand unassubaing 
man, aud before tie  race told hi« 
driver, Van Xes->, (hat he feared the 
result, notwithstanding Harry wilkes’ 
great spetd, as Harry had been in­
dulged for a week, and not apting 
satisfactoriJyL In consequense, otvner 
and driver had but $100 on Harriy be­
tween them. Oa the other Ijand, 
Bitner and Crawfoid' were so qonfi- 
denc about Phailas that ihe '̂ backed 
him with $2,000. Afcer tho sdeond 
heat and Harry Wilkes’ wondtrfui 
up hill trotting, Bither’s eyes ¡were 
opened and the netting < dds we}e r̂ .- 
versed mainly owing to the effoi^ of 
Bither and Crawfoid to hedge.

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Horse Raising in  Montana.
A year cr two ago there was a great 

rush for the horee imlastry. Every- 
bfxly atemed tocooclude at occe that 
bor?e were the beet property im; iLs 
coaulry, urices wcLt ouc of rea.=ou 
TliouaaLd 9 were driven ia from Ore­
gon and WaBLiLgtoa Terrkory. The 
market gfuttsd a'>d horsee, of coarse, 
took a turnb!e Ep. to that date the 
territory had nVver. been able to pro­
duce a supply of horsea for the home 

' matket, but such a large influx , of 
mares and the advent of railroads, cut­
ting off so in a ^  of cur stage lines 
soon changed tn:a order of things, and 
the horse-grower, in a few years, found 
himself confronted with the market 
problem. There was sale in the states 
for h *  product, but prieea were not up 
to wnat they had heretofore been in 
Montana; not up to what he had 
baeed his calculations upon, and he, of 
course, hesitated to sell. But time has 
rolled on and on and the horse-grower 
has at leng-.b come to the conclusion 
that he noust accept th^^^tuation, that 
the states furnishealh^ only sure and 
reliable market, and-ne is b^ginniug 
to avail bhi seif of it. True, prices ate 
low, but ilie only question is, can 
horses t e rai.-ed at a profit and sold at 
these figures? If so, it will be a per­
manent industry, and last probably 
longer than any otner branch of live 
stock growing. If not.it must be aband­
oned, for there is na other market but 
the states to rely upon. We have 
figured this matter closely, and when 
we Consider that there is so much less 
danger from the severity of the winter 
than on other stock and that they are 
80 well adiapttd to the highland ranges 
of ,cur s^ttltd valleys we readily con­
clude that toey are fully as profitable 
as eitber caitJe ur shtep, and by proper 
grading may be I'litde even more so. 
I f the common 1 pound horse of 
the day, so numeious among our herds 
will pay, it is ea-y to seen that 
there is n <»n<y in a, 1 3( h p u.'.d h )ise 
orinJb* f « ! - » ' f . e r  v, ili g’ « ¡< r if j
his mile in tl.r^e iiiluju.-. mi «1 m liie 
fine likle\ l ariisge Mo - t ; anda-ye^r.-i 
progress r* ► 'i-cu-iry i-* b uati i«» 
into the pr' diic'Jon of the best.

If 
the National Cattle and Horse growers 
■aoriation can regulate this matter it 
would be doing good work.

T hebe  seems to be an epidemic of 
T sxa cattle fever up north, where no 
Texa cattle are, and no Texas cattle 
hawe been. This is what makes Texas 
eattiemen complain. They are not so 
innefa afraid of the truth as of iguor- 
imQe and misrepresentation.

T h e  famous Benjamin F. Butler 
ot Maasachnsetts, recently added to the 
nmka of the cattle barons, is said to be 
acting as attorney for them in the 
matter of the presidents proclamation 
taming the cattlemen off the Chey­
enne and Arapahoe reservation, or in 
regard to the other one ordering the 
fencing on public lands to come down. 
We see that the advice of a Chicago 
paper in the premises is "not to 
Qxmkey with the buzz saw”  and it is 
oor sentiment also. Ih e  cattlemen 
don’t seem to recognize Benjamin.

T he  Fort Worth Evening Mail re- 
oentlj brought before the people the 
necessity for opening up the eight first* 
if̂ laBS roads leading from Fort Worth, 
and Hon. A. J. Chambers is interest- 
log  himself to cause it to be done by 
cdrcolating a petition to the commis­
sioners court to that effect. This is a 
very important'county matter, and 
should be satisfactorily settled for all 
time. At present most of the county 
roads are in very bad order, not even 
intended to be direct. All Tarrant 
ooonty roads are not public roads at 
present. Individual y interests have 
ceoeed them to be twisted and turned 
in all directions. The law says 
’ ŝtraight roads.”  . Let Tarrant county 
comply with the law.

They Go.
The removal of cattle from the 

Cheyenne and Arapahoe reservation 
ie prpgreesing as rapidly as the condi­
tions will permit. Several of the larg­
est cattle owners have removed their 
sDDtire herds except such stock as es­
caped the recent round-up. For fif­
teen days past the area of coantry 
compricing the leases has been the 
Cbci^r of activity in which immense 
berda of cattle, droves of horses and 
mo aimy of cowboys were central fî *- 
ana. Within the past two weeks 
more than 75,000 head of cattle have 
bcen.driven off the reservation,.which 
nnmber added to those already re­
moved make a total of over 100,000. 
The estimated number remaining is 
betweoi 60,000 and 70,000 head, and 
these will'be taken out as speedily as 
possible. Only a few weeks beyond 
tlw date fixed by President Cleveland’s 
(ooclamation will be required to clear 
the entire reservation of all cattle 
which do not rightfully belong there. 
Cattlemen accept the situation cheer- 
foUy. There is no grumbling so far as 
learned, but concerted action among 
the IssBocD to comply with the execu­
tive anandate. The loss is estimated 
at Mims ranging h:om ten to twenty- 
five tbonsand dollars. Thebulk of the 
stoek ia being driven and shipped to 
western ranges. This is a special tele­
gram from Little Rock, Arkansas, to 
the associated press.

The sensation caused 
by the low rate made stockmen con­
sider if it would be good traveling 
there over the grass of the Nation, but 
none were satisfied to risk a herd over 
an unknown country, whiliat other 
convenient reads existed. One man 
however, made the trip from Red 
Fork to the Texas line, but from thg 
character of the country he crossed, 
pronounced it no good . In 1885 how­
ever, one more ventuersome than the 
rest, put his beef on the road and de­
termined to strike a |60 Chicago rate 
or none, hut rumor hath it that he 
paid  ̂ |90 at Hunnewell, for the cattle 
he had remaining after the flies had 
stampeded the herd out of the timber 
that obstructed the road to Red Fork.

From this it would seem that a low 
rate is a good thing to have if you can 
get it, but that if you cannot get it 
without running enough tallow off the 
cattle to pay the freight, to say noth-
Ing of having the stock worried with Messrs. Jno. 8. Andrews & Co., of

Texas is not in a very independent 
position as regards railroad transpor­
tation. We certainly require more 
roads, more competition, but we can 
hardly consider a road in the neigh­
borhood of 3Û0 miles from the line as a 
factor in the cattle trade, unless some 
natural features present themselves as 
favoring the country necessarily 'trav­
eled by beef on foot. Texas has need 
of the Ban Francisco road and will use 
it freely, when it materializes. • At 
present, like our railroad trails to the 
northwest a considerable majority 
being on paper, no practical benefit to 
the cow business is visible.

D e a r  Si» —In your issue of August 

29 appeared a caTU from A. G. Evans, 
in which he aays, " I  can only say that 
I do not know any such person as Col­
onel H. E Barnard; never saw him 
that I know of, and never heard of 
him till now.

Necesdüy will force many a  sheep 

mao to shear his sheep this fall, but 
it would be far better for sheep raisers 
if not another pound rf wool was 
placed upon the mbrket until the first 
of next May. The wo'>l market fur the 
past three years has been rtverstocked, 
and the extent of the supi>ly has not 
been known. Ths estimates of 
quanllties are various aud ua- 
certain, and if clippibg this 
fall is general, it may be an 
other jear betöre the shrin£''ge in the 
quantity of domestic w«^l becomes 
evident. It is to the iutereM of sheep 
raisers that the actual condition of 
afiairs ue known throughout the 
country, so that-it can bê  seen what 
has become of the sheep business.

The people who are intimately ac­
quainted with the sheen industry of 
the West and Bouth know that the 
cfiicial reports showing a slight de­
crease in nunibirs do not Igo deep 
enough to show the actual change, but 
the clip of wool will show it at once if 
there can I) *̂ a let up in shipments.

“ Necessity,”  however, ‘ knows^ no 
law.”  There is a justification fora 
man discounting the future in oasie of 
deb*, but at this time unless necessity 
is the justification, as in csee of debt 
or scab, the sheep should carry the 
fleece until spring.

We are bound to do something for 
cursilves. The sheep busiuees has 
few friends, yet if united to do what is 
In tlie power of the industry to do for 
itself it could he made the strongest in 
the land.

The W ool Trade. '
The New York lOjonomist opens up 

the wool report in the following cheer­
ful manner: “ The tone of the mar­
ket 1̂  one of strength and houyancy, 
w hich is more noticeable on low and 
medium cls.s-es than oh the finer 
sorts. An advancs of 2 to 4 cents has 
b.*en established on the lower grades 
of scoured w’ools during the week. 
The demand for all sorts of domes ic 
lleeces aud pulled wools has been very 
animated all through the month of 
August in all markets on the seaboard, 
but sellers have promptly met buyers 
witliout secaring any great'prefit, be­
cause they are fully cogui/.ant that the 
wooden goods trade is far from being 
strong aud vigorous, and consequently 
prices for most classes of woolen goods 
rule low  ̂ K /en worsteds are low, ex­
cept the very choicest, which are in 
great request aud commanding good 
enough prices.

The Boston Advertiser of August 27 
says: “ The firm tone which baa teen 
manifested for the past few weeks 
continues, aud wool is still' selling 
freely at full prices. During the past 
seven weeks the sales foot up about 
29,500.000 pounds, against 25,509,000 
pounds for the same time last year, 
and about 21,300.000 pounds for the 
same period in 18S3 The continued 
demand for wool by manufacturers is 
rather more than has been expected, 

^ s  it was supposed that most of the 
mills would be filled up after their 
heavy buying: but they are stili in the 
market, and dealers find no difficulty 
<to sell their wool as fast as they can 
open it. The demand for woolen 
goods continues brisk and manufact­
urers are taking orders freely at last 
year’s prices, while raw wool is fully 
Ic, if not more, less than a year ago, 
which leaves them a fair cAance for a 
profit, and they are taking full advan­
tage of it, as the large sales of wool 
prove. While tUe mills are free buy­
ers at ruUug prices, they will not open 
at much advance, and dealers have 
been contented so far to see their goods 
sell without trying to strain prices up 
to any extent. With stocks more or 
],ess depleted, the feeling on the part 

r o f dealers now is firmer, and on some 
grades more money is asked, while 
among the sales reported this week 
rather better figures have been the 
rule in some instances. Tbe country 
market is strong, and many lots of 
wool sold during the past few weeks 
could not be replaced at the price 
that they brought, which also strength­
ens tbe views of dealers who do not 
want to b3 entirely cleaned out. The 
stock In Ibis market is still liberal, 
however, and while many dealers are 
sold largely ahead of their deliveries, 
thty have yet plenty of wool to rpeet 
tbe wants of customers as soon as they 
get their goods opened. In Ohio and 
Pennsylvania fleece wools the sales 
show some falling oflT in volume of 

' business done, while the transactions 
reported are in numbsrs of instances 
at advanesd prices. Tbe stock of jlne 
foreign wools in this market is ibea- 
gre, and prices here cannot compete 
with (}uotAtions abroad, which will 
cause importations to rule light, to 
holders of fine fleeces are not offering 
their best goods except at better fig- 
ares. Oos sale of 50,000 poinds X X  
Pennsylvania at 34c shows that this 
class of goods Is steady, while No. 1 
Oaio fikdces were sold at 32|c, against 
sales reported last week at not over 32c 
snd some,dealers are now holdiag No.
1 fleeces as high as 33c. Michigan 
fleeces are also firm, and sales of X  are 
reported as high as 80c, ths range be­
ing 29 to 80 c. A  week ago some d ^ -

ere were asking as high as 30c, but 
sales were made as low as 28 to 29c.

Territory wools continue to be 
sought after, and eales are la'ge, while 
prices are fully su t̂tained. Fine me­
dium wools are wanted and choice 
lota are bringing better figures. Texas 
wools have been freely placed and the 
prices are fully sustained, one sale of 
40,000 pounds being made at 23c, while 
5 000 pounds Georgia brought 2oc. 
Choice combing aud cte^aine wools are 
firm, but sales were moderate owing 
to light supplies. In unwashed and 
unmerchantable, transactions were 
liberal with prices steady. Pulled 
wools continue to improve, and the 
prices reported are at full figures. Tbe 
best figures reported were about 
oi),000 pounds super at 27 to 31c. 
Scoured wools are moving freely, with 
one lot fine scoured reported at 60 to 
5oc. while all fine grades are fully sus­
tained. California spring is moving 
fairly, but does not show relatively so 
much improvement' as most other 
grades No movement in California 
fall. '

Foreign wools are in light stock, and 
sales are very meagre. One lot of 
2,(00 pounds Australian at 37 to 38c, 
and about 800 pounds N§w Zealand at 
30e was all the fine wools reported, 
while the sale of carpet was fair, but 
no price rej^grted.

The Philadelphia It ?cord of August 
27 says of wool: Manifests for tbe 
month to date, 28,094 bales, and for 
the same time la.st year, 2-5,739 bales; 
sales for the week, 1,700,COO lbs. against 
3,150,OCX) lbs, for the week ending Au. 
gust 20. The market has continued 
active and strong, although the vol­
ume of business is bdt little more than 
half that of the previous week. The 
decrease in sales is a necessary se­
quence of the large movement of re­
cent weeks, which has materially re­
duced assortmentr. Tbe trade has 
been largely occupied in packieg and 
delivering wools on account of former 
orders and’ in opening ucd grading 
new wools for the inspection of buyers 
All desirable lots ofiered at the prices 
current a w’eek ago have found ready 
sale; but in many instances sellers 
have advanced .their limits and have 
declined to accept the rates then quo­
ted. Quarter blood weds have been 
the subject of considerable inquiry this 
week, and prices generally are fully Ic 
per lb higher at the close, although 
some of the earlier transactions show 
no advance. The entire market is 
very strong, with a hardening tenden­
cy; but aside from this improvement 
in quitter bloods there is no quotable 
change from la's! week. Manufactur­
ers are free buyers, but confidence in 

.the future of the wool market is equal­
ly marked amon^j^ealera, and a large 
percentage of the scales is to the’trade, 
who evidently expect to resell their 
purchases at a profit later in the sea­
son. There is a general feeling of 
hopefulness owing to the decided im­
provement in the condition and pror- 
pecta of the goods trade. Country 
markets are active and strong, and at 
many points in the West a further ad­
vance in prices is noted.

Bradstreet’s report gives au account 
of the w’ool manufacturing interests of 
New England, derived from 247 con­
cerns, and the largest and most impor­
tant outefa total of 526 reported by the 
census of 1880 Seventy-seven of these 
are operating more machinery than 
one year ago; 131 the same, and 28 are 
operating less machinery; 11 were idle 
at the close of July in 1884 aud 1885. 
These figures show a measurable revi­
val of the MfooJ manufacturing busi­
ness, and it is believcd^that an increase 
in prices will come with the reviving 
demand. It also appears that a large 
number of factories that were on short 
lime last year are on full ’ time now, 
while others have increased the time, 
though still running short. Seventy- 
one factories run more hours than last 
year, and only twenty a less number 
of hours. Bradstreet’s says:

Foremost among the communities in 
which the industry la more flourish­
ing than six months ago or a year ^go 
are Woonsocket, Burrillville and Wes- 
ly, R. I ; Stafford & Rockville, Conn ; 
Franklin, Fitchburg. Worcester, Mon- 
son, , Hinsdale and North Adams,

figures than are now current, but not­
withstanding the sale of nearly 25,000,- 
00<1 lbs. in some six weeks, prices for 
washed and unwashed fleeces have 
scarcely varied. Manufacturers are 
free buyers, aud many of the trade are 
free sellers Generally speaking, 
when manufacturers want wool it is 
better to meet the demand than to 
hold on. for pric?s that are seldom real­
ized, but the prospects ahead are en­
couraging for a general improvement 
in all kinds of business.” ,

From the above itwill appear how 
slow but surely the wool ¡trade and the 
prospect for sheepmen improves. It 
has hi ell the effort of this paper to col­
lect from such sources aa.Are relied up­
on by the merchants, wool manufac­
turers of the East, and the wool trade 
generally, the facts and figures going 
to show how we as wool growers Stand 
in the light of present events, in regard 
to\he future. It is evident that a 
change for the better is taking place 
sufficiently strong to justify a wool 
grower to go on with his wool grow­
ing with a feeling of security that as 
he produces a good clip so he will re­
alize on that clip a price that will re­
munerate him for his labor and outlay. 
We have faith that the general busi­
ness of the country is reviving, and
that the readjustment of values 
W ill place the sheep interest where it 
was in the way of profit, although at a 
sacrifice of five years progress.

If every sheep raiser in the United 
States could kee;> from shearing until 
spriug there would be a much stronger 
feeling and stronger prices than if we 
clip the wool and put It on the mar­
ket. Anyway the sheep business in­
telligently conducted is safe.

Fcom* present appearances the out­
look for a wool corner is quite flatter­
ing. Dealers give it out that the crop 
is about all in—“ it was short you 
know,”  they say—so prices must ad­
vance. They are appreciating right 
along, but will dealers succeed in 
carrying their point? This remains to 
be seen. Several “ ifs”  stand in the 
way If the crop is considerably small­
er than last year. If the crop is all in 
as asserted by dealers. I f the demand 
from miilmen is urgent. I f millmeu 
can afford to pay the prices demanded 
by owners. Speculators have taken 
hold, and so far they have succeeded 
in doing“ what they started out to do 
namely, push up prices. It is a wel 
known fact that the receipts at the 
leading wool centres of the country 
have fallen oflT roundly. To-day, the 
least, the receipts are very insignifi­
cant^ small. Now what bothers woo 
hahtuers, speculators and statistians, 
is whether there is much wool still in 
the hands of farmers and wool grow­
ers. Speculators say there is none 
held back, while other parties are ar 
guing to the contrary, and say that 
wool growers finding prices advancing 
are in no hurry to ship. This is puz­
zling dealers, tbe general conclusions 
however, is that there is but little 
wool in the hands of growers. One 
thing is certain, prices are creeping up 
slowly but surely. No doubt many 
growers now wish that they bad not 
been in so great a hurry to market 
their wool. Lamentations for one’s 
precipitancy can do no good; it is far 
better to act stoically. Of course there 
js a cause for it there is about 3 cents 
per pound difference in tbe price of 
Texas wool now and three months 
ago. The other day a prominent wool 
speculator confidentially informed me 
that he bad made from 4 to 6 cents per 
pound profit on some wools. “ It took 
some grit my boy to do ir,”  he added. 
A manufacturer’s agent, a large buyer, 
told m3 S iturday on the floor of the 
Cotton and Wool Exchange, that all of 
St. Louis’ wool speculators are making 
money “ hand, over fist.”  “ They all 
bought largely, Rad you must remem­
ber that our commission salesmen had 
lots of wool laitspring when we would 
get from three-quarters to a million 
pounds per day. You must also re­
member tb^^it sold as fast as offered. 
Manufacturers bought very liberally, 
but it must be confessed that our wool 
speculators ?lso took hold liberally. 
We expected that prices would in all 
probability advance and speculators 
thought so too. The rise has proved 
larger than we expected. Tnis is the 
way all talk, and I think myself that 
the “ ifs”  mentioned above will cut no 
figure.

The sheep market the past week 
ruled dull and uninteresting. Offer­
ings were moderate and not of the nest 
quality. The East is demoralized and 
prices are very low for good ones. The 
Middle states are marketthg their 
sheep and are glutting the markets. 
At this point common sheep bronght 
from $2@2 75; fair $2 8 5 ^  15; good 
$3 25@3 65; Lambs $2.5004 00 per 100 
pounds; Texas |heep $203; Colorado 
$203 15. Kansas $203 25. This is 
about all that can be said about the 
sheep market.

given as premiums for sheep; $1,650 tor 
wool. The first premium for Texas 
fine wool will be $20 in cash; second 
$10 First premium for Colorado fine 
$20; second $10. The same for Kansas 
and Nebraska. For the best sample of 
medium clothing wool, to be determ­
ined by brightness of fleece, beauty of 
grade (such grade to consist of from 
high one-fourth to half blood), light 
shrinkage and general good condition, 
the premiums are the same as enu­
merated above. Premiums of like 
amount in csish are to be given for beat 
sample of combing wools. The states 
that will receive premiums are Mis­
souri, Illinois, Kentucky, Iowa, Ar­
kansas, Kansas, Nebraska, Texas and 
Colorado. Each state will receive 
some $500 in premiums; then the Bt. 
Louis Cotton and Wool Exchange of­
fer premiums. *

The wool market the past w’eek was 
quite active, and near the close ad­
vanced. Choice tubwashed, on ac­
count of its scarcity and the strong lo­
cal competition between buyers, has 
advanced over oue cent, and is now 
over 6 cents per pound above the low­
est point touched a couple of months 
ago. At this figure, however, it seems 
a little high in comparison with un­
washed, though the Remand paay/juE- 
tify it. Receipts have b?en in excess 
of those for the corresponding, week of 
last year, but they have not equalled 
half the amount of sales froin stocks on 
hand. Manufacturers Continue free 
buyers at the increase^fprices notwith­
standing their claipa that the heavy 
orders for goods hRî e resulted as yet in 
but slight advapbes on the manufac­
tured article./W e quote:

Sheep Rearing in  Russia, 
Consul Stanton, of St. Petersburg, 

says that in many districts in Russia, 
especially'in the southern and Asiatic 
steppes, sheep are the most important 
of domestic animals. The common 
breed is fo.und throughout the empire, 
but in the south,^he district in which 
the finer races abound, they are kept 
only by the peasants, who, except in 
Tamida, do not rear the fine wool 
species. The common sheep embrace 
ihany subordinate classes, the leading 
ones being the Kirghess and the Wal- 
lachian. Of late years very little has 
been done to improve tbe common 
breed of sheep, but recently English 
and Turkestan sheep have been im­
ported lor the purpose of crossing 
with these animals. The development 
of the Merino sheep is due entirely to 
governmental measures. At the com­
mencement of the present century 
sheep .were imported from Bpain, 
Switzerland, France, Saxony and 
Silesia, the government providing 
large sums for this purpose and en­
couraging the introduction of fine 
Merino sheen in ever3' possible man­
ner. > At first Rursiau l)rfceders kept 
up the breed of fresh importations, 
but ceasing t5 do this, the Merino 
sheep, under climatic influences, be­
came an animal with coarse and thick 
wool. According to official returns, 
there were in 1880 in European Russia 
and Poland 48.195,<XjU snetp, 37,301,000 
being common and 10 807,000 Merinos. 
Compared w’ iih 1876, litiie or no altei- 
ation has taken place in the whole 
number. Common sheep increased 
slightly and Merinos decreased abou  ̂
fifteen per cent. The domestic trade 
in New Russia is 'cbi« fly in the hands 
of Jews, in the Don uiatiiet in those 
of Armenians, in Great Russia in 
those of Russians, whilst Tartars mo- 
hopolizB the trade in the districts of 
Saratov, Pcn?a, Simbirsk and Volga. 
These dealers travel from village to 
village buying u-' pirg’« lots which 
are resold to Urgi d»»pltr<. Tallow 
boilers coniura- ut>- u* 2 500,100 sheep 
annually. Thr; c j »rser wo >1 is med 
for manufsc*u:ing mill:ar3’ cloth and 
is generally ^o'd Dnwsi-hta. Tne for­
eign export trade Is chit ti .* carried on 
at the ports of Odes«̂ a, Riga and St. 
Petersburg, the -wool Uciug ihoroughly 
washed. The leading wool markets 
are at CharkofiT, Ekaterinoslaff, Pol­
tava, TambofiT and Pensa. About 
36,000 tons of Merino wool, valued at 
from £1,600,000 to £2,000,000, are an- 
nnally produced in Russia. Tbe Vis­
tula and Dm  wools are most in de­
mand, the former for its fineness, the 
latter for its cheapness.—[Elxchange.

A Nantucket sheep shearing used to 
be one of the great agricultural jubilees 
of the goed old Bay State. The shear­
ing pens consisted of a large circular 
enclosure, which was surrounded by 
small pens with gates commnnicating 
from the interior to the outide of the 
circle. On the outside sails were 
spread upon the grass and a canopy of 
sails or of boards was erected to pro­
tect the shearers from the sun. The 
centre within the small pens was di­
vided into three cireniar pets, one
within the other, and the inner circle' «*1 ,
of all was divided again into three 
parts, ail these diflierent compartments 
communicating with each other by 
numerous gates.

The sheep were djiven into the first 
circular space, which they completely 
filled, so that they had but little 
chance to jump about; j the gate was 
then closed upon them. Now came a 
lively part of the ceremonies. The 
sheep bad to be separated and distiio- 
uted among their respective cwher?, 
and thi.s was no small task, w ^ n  it is 
to be considered that ther^/were as 
many as 60 or 70 propri^ors. 'The 
men and b.jys, to the nmnber cf some 
hundreds, commence^the work of 
picking out of th^fi<kk the sheep 
owned by their /emplbyers, which 
were distingui^ed by a peculiar 
mark.

The ^m and for sealed land was so 
great thaWp-uertos) for a single tlcok cf 
sheep fetch^ as much as $400 a year 
and the scarcity of hands being, felt 
the farmers sen\faome mrcey to Ire­
land to bring oiit relatives. Things 
went on well for a couple of years, but, 
at the conclusion of the war of our 
Ceiled States, the price of wool fell 
while the depreciation of South Amer­
ican currency caused a jiorre^onding 
rise in wages^nd'idTftema of fa,rmÌEg 
exper.scsrj'The wars of Fiores ana Par­
aguay'. anjd the troubles of the interior 
caused a disastrous increase of taxation^ 
that weighed almost exclusively on 
the sùeeD farmers and producing 
classes, who saw their splendid profits 
vanish, from before their eyes, and 
sheep farming for a long series' cf 
years did little more than pay the cur­
rent expenses.

Bat greater trials were in stpre for 
them T’ne increase of . sheep 
was so rapid, doubling in 
five or six years, that there 
was no large purchasers fer the extra 
stock, nor lands whereon to place it, 
and the amount of wool being propor­
tionally increased its price auft’sred a 
further serious decline. And yet we 
see how the sheep industry has pro. 
gressed and been the means of pro­
ducing wealth- to those that devoted 
themselves to this pursuit. In the 
comcdercial world an immense amount 
of capital, credit, intelligence, and en­
ergy has been employed for yen’ 8 by 
the commercial body without such 
satisf ctory results. Whilst Irishmen 
who settled in the country 1-5 or 20 
years ago without eaj ital, and devoted 
themselves to sheep f .rming anJ cat­
tle raising, are to-day the wealthiest 
men, and largest land owners of the 
Arirentine Republic.

Now I believe Texas and adjoining 
states possess superior advantages for 
sheep raising over Buenos Ayres. Its 
wool as compared with other cooaferies 
suffers this disadvantage, on account 

prevalence on thè Argentine 
pastures of a small seed of the wild 
clover, called carabella which it is 
difficult to eradicate. The machinery 
used in England for cleaning wool is 
not adapted to cope wKh this draw­
back, and it is one of the chief reasons 
why, comparatively speaking, so little 
Buenos Ayers wool finds a place into 
the English market. It is exported to 
other countries, and made np into 
jeans, then shipped to the European 
markets.  ̂ ,

recc the movements of the day, and to 
d<"ci«ie upon any ma'.ter in dispute 
which might unluckily happen; but 
generally everything .went on like 
clockwork.

Shearing then commenced in good 
earnest; -50 sheep weie c«.nsidered a 
good day’s wo?k ; it was told that lUO 
sheep had been sheared by an expert 
shearer in one day. T’he price paid 
o'er head was four cents. Among so 
large a flock ¿Í sheep, and under cir- 

icumstances so exciting, it is not much 
to be wondered at that some of the pea 
animals shouid be roughly handled. .

The milch ewes w.̂ re first sheared, 
that they might be turned to ~;h,eir 
lambs, who appeared to be very impa­
tiently waiting for their dams in a 
pasture neir-by, and a more clamor­
ous set of y.' ur g animals we never be­
fore heard. I'he fleeces were rolled up 
and packt«l i-i carts, or piled up in 
heaps as they were taken tif. The 
whoie flock would not average mo 
than 2', to 2k pounds to the &
The wool was not of the best quality.

Fopmeriy a shcep-sh^aring, like a 
country muster, waksynoaymoua with 
great riotlDg ; but the temperance re 
form produced a happy change. Visit­
ors used to say that the sheep were 
roughly handled, and that the sharp 
shears cccasionally took off slices of 
the skin with wed. But the shearers 
used to say that “ mutton flesh heals 
quick," and perhaps the sheep got 
used to it. There were- -at one tiwie 
about 15,COO sheep on the island that

Awere not fed at any time^of the -year, 
and their only shelter in the winter 
was in swamp-holes. The bucks were 
taken up in September, and kept by 
themselves until the 1st cf November, 
when they were turned cut again ; so 
the lambs did not make their appear­
ance until the 1st of April The soil of 
the large “ commons," which resem­
bled a western prairie, was sandy, al­
most destitute cf trees and affording 
scanty herbage.

The last census returns only showed 
1376 sheep on ¿he Island of Nantiickef, 
an»l the sheep-sheirings there, like/the 
whale ships, are, I suppose, no longer 
to be seen. ______

Call for the National Convention 
at Chicago in November.

The following circular has been is­
sued from the Chicago office of the 
National Cattle Growers’ association :
