New conditions are daily form­
ing and , practical experiments are 
everywhere being made. From an in­
telligent press is continually emanat­
ing all that is of valne with reference 
to the daily change. Thus results, and 
all that.they imply, are given to the 
world to be acted upon from practical 
standpoints. Newspapers are val­
uable to those they are intended to 
serve in proportion as they receive 
support. I t requires money, brains 
and hard work to make a good paper, 
and the man who brings these to bear 
In his business should be liberally re­
warded. A live, progreesive stock 
journal in any given section of the 
country, stands to the stock business 
in the relation of an insurance on the 
money invested in stock. I t  is always 
on guard in the stockmen’s interests 
and always fighting his battles. No 
business man thinks for a moment of 
doing business without securing a 
policy 6n his entire establishment and 
he pays an annual premium of from 
two to four per cent on the money in­
vested. So the stockmen should 
encourage by the most liberal patron­
age every stock paper that serves 
them. There are educated, experi­
enced, well balanced men publishing 
papers wholly in the interest of the 
stock industry and who are weekly 
sending out brave utterances in their 
behfalf who are simply making a liv­
ing. They are doing a work that is 
worth thousands of dollars in the in­
dustry, yet many give them no aid or 
comfort beyond the borrowing of their 
paper from some more thoughtful 
neighbor who is a subscriber. Stock- 
men, if they desire prosperity in their 
busines8,.;rtlould. go to the relief of their 
stock papers and enable them to mould 
public opinion in such way as to give 
them^the protection to which they are 
entitled.
♦ CATTLE g r o w e r s ’ ASSOCIATIONS.

The history of every department of 
trade or business 'calling throughout 
the world demonstrates the" impor­
tance and necessity of associated efiort 
in order to advance the interests of all 
concerned. Governments are created 
and administered on this principle 
and Bocipty could not exist wi*̂ ĥout 
recognizing the (ximmunity of inter­
ests. The cattle ranges extend from 
the Gulf of Mexico on the south to the 
forty-ni jth  parallel on the north, an(  ̂
from the Sierra Nevada mountains on 
the west to the valley of the Missouri 
on the east.

Scattered and onorganiaed as these 
interests have been in thè past they 
have received but 'little consideration 
frmn the powers that be, and in conse- 
qnenoe suitable laws are oonspi(»oas- 
ly absent from the statutes at large. 
As an indastiy the stock growing 
bnsinees is one and the same, from the 
gulf to.the British line, and there ex­
ists no reason why the whole body of 
men engaged in the calling should 
not meet and agree upon such meas- 
nree as will be prodoctive of the com­
mon good and at the same time com­
pel the rec(^;nition and respect of the 
law-making powers.

AfiSOCIA'TION ASSESSMENTS.
Following ont the ideas above set 

forth, a word may bê  said about the 
payment of asseciation dues.  ̂The as­
sociations and the newspapers work 
hand In hand and the combined influ­
ence of the two has cleared^ the bulk 
of the range country of the oow-thief, 
who formerly gave such .trouble to 
honest ranchmen, and by virtue of 
the security thus gained largely in­
creased stock values. With no cer­
tainty of ever again seeing thp cattle 
tamed looee;on the range, capitalists 
were not disposed to invest, and stock 
herds were a drug in the market. 
But after the formation of asso(fia- 
tions and their active support by the | 
press the thieve had to go. This 
made (»ttle investments as safe as 
other recognised legitimate securities 
and the monied men at once b^gan to 
take hold of the business ; this equal­
ized values on all classes of cattle and 
soon had the effect of bringing stock 
'‘raising to the front as a leading and 
profitable calling. With the prompt 
payment of all dues and assessments 
to the associations and a doubling up 
of newspaper patronage, stockmen are 
still paying less than one-fourth the 
amount they would have to pay for 
insurance on a like investment in^aiiy 
other personal property, and the in­
surance would be no more complete or 
absolute.

In order that local regnla- 
lions be not offensive and detrimen­
tal to other sections, and for the pur­
pose of a wider field of associated labor, 
state and territorial organization be- 
(K>mee necesssary.

Tbeee bodies being composed of 
practical men from every locality, can 
prepare rules that enable all lo work 
in harmony and for.the general g* lod. 
They can inflaence and shape leg ela­
tion so as to protect all alike, a< [opt 
snch measures as will guarantee the 
safety of their herds and accompilish 
all at the minimnm expense. There­
fore, every state and territory shonld 
have its local and central aseociations, 
and every man eng;aged in the bosi- 
nesB should be a member. Bat the 
necessity of the work does not stop 
here. The world over human nature 
as a whole is alike, and seifishnees is 
a(x>mmon factor therein. As each 
lo(sal association has some conditions 
peociliar to itself, and can only work 
with its neighboring organizations by 
virtue of compromise, so the various 
states and territorial organizations are 
sometimes found to be working in 
harmony with a local conception that 
is highly detrimental to the welfare of 
other states. The wisest laws and 
those promoiire of the greatest good 
have only been enacted by means of 
compromise. The g;reateet good of 
the entire stock interests of the coun­
try pan only be secured by intelligent 
disoasBion, grave deliberation and a 
willing spfrit of oenDpromise: To this 
end the stockmen of all sections 
should meet in «unnal conventioa aa 
a national body, under such roles and 
regulations as will insure to each, all 
of the benefits to flow from individnal 
memlMtsblp. Asa wtKde, the stock

I  arrived in this western town on 
the morning of the 16th inst., which 
is distant from Fort Woith 150 miles. 
The City of Albany is the connty seat 
of Shackelford county, and is the 
terminus of the western branch of the 
Houston & Texas Central railway. 
The town has a beautiful location 
about the geograpuical center of the 
county, and now has a population of 
about 2,000 people, who for entj^rprise, 
vim and progreesiveness will compare 
favorably with any western town 
which I  have yet visited, and like all 
the other northwestern towns, it owes 
Its success largely td the stockmen. 
Amongst the many beautifhl and sub­
stantial buildings ef Albany, 1 take 
pleasure in mlaking mention of their 
court house which is one of the most 
handsome and substantial buildings 
u the state, which cost the county of 

Shackelford about f60,000. The City 
of Albany has one advantage over 
many of our interior cities, which is 
found in the fact that the country is 
reniarkbaly healthy, situated as it is 
about 1,600 feet above sea level. The 
noil of Sbackelforci is much like that of 
Taylor and Mitchell counties, and it 
contains gyi>sum in large pioiiortions, 
wfaiL-h renders it highly productive.

I ere i = .itbo productions being as 
follows: VV neat, 28 bushels; oats, 80 
bushel; corn, 40 basheis, which proves 
boy ónci question, that Shackelford 
county Will eoon become au important 
Lgricuitural county., Much- of this 
c-juuty has been fenced up in large 
pastures by cattle and sheepmen, and 
the stock interest of no portion of the 
state is in better condition, or has a 
setter future than in this county.

Your correspondent had the pleas-, 
ure of meeting quite a number of the 
prominent stockmen and woolgrowers 
while in Albany, among whom we 
take pleasure in making mention of 
Reynolds Brothers, who are large cat­
tle owners both in Texiis and Montana. 
Mr. Mathews who ownes a cattle 
ranch on the Clearfork of the Brazos, 
Messrs. Holdstein Bros, who are large 
woolgrowers, and own a model ranch 
a few miles from Albany. I  also met 
Mr. Bartholemew who is also largely 
interested in cattle. I  had the pleas­
ure of meeting Mr. Proctor and several 
other gentlemen from M.ssouri who 
own a large pasture on the Clearfork 
of the Brazos, but a few miles from Al­
bany. The pasture of this company 
contains about 120,000 aerts, which the 
company own by purebuse. We also 
met Judge J. R. Fleming, Mr. 
Arch Moore, G. W. P. Coates who are 
both interested in stock. A U of these 
gentlemen with many others whom 
I  met aro friends of the S t o c k  J o u r ­
n a l .

The real estate and live stock inter­
est of Albany is ably represented by 
Messrs. Webb & Webb,-who came to 
this city from Hous ion about one year 
ago, and who during that short period 
have built up a large business. This 
enterprising firm are fully alive to the 
interest and development of their sec­
tion of the state, and they spare nei­
ther labor nor money in the matter of 
inducing immigration to their county.
I take great pleasure in giving these 
gentlemen the indorsement of the 
L i v e  S t o c k  J o u r n a l , and to those 
who either desire to purchase lands or 
live stock in Western Texas, I  would 
say write to Messrs. Webb <fe Webb, 
whose card will be found in this issue 
of the paper.

I  shall leave the 
pare atmosphere of this qniet western 
town ffrith many regrets that I  can 
not stay Ic-nger.

About AssociaUons—Texas to 
Furnish the Steer Cattle— 

General News and Notes.

E dito r Texas LlVe Stock Jon ina l:
Colorado cattlemen heartily endorse 

the views recently expressed by Col. 
R. G. Head, general manager of the 
Prairie Cattle company at Trinidad, 
Colorado, in relation to the propriety 
of the range cattle growers having an 
association limited in membjership to 
those engaged in range cattle industry*. 
I have seen this summer prominent 
cattlemen from all over the range 
country and have had frequent con­
versations with them in relation to 
Colonel Head. They are all proud of 
his wonderful success as a cattleman, 
working his way up from a poor Texas 
cowboy to the head of the largest cat­
tle company in the world. They feel 
that the business has been elevated by 
his advancement and they look to 
him, as one of the bulworks of our 
range industry. Colonel Head says, 
there should be, in his «pinion, a 
strenuous effort made by range book­
men to adopt a line of policy that will 
promote harmony among them. He 
has no faith in a National Stockman’s 
association, as the general interests Of 
the country are too diversified to ad­
mit of any harmonious organization of 
the kind. The range stock interest of 
the country should in his judgment 
be organized. Two-third-i of the cat­
tle breeding ground of Texas, he says, 
is free from the influences that produce 
Spanish fever; that a line can be 
drawn across that state, beginning at 
Eagle Pass on the Rio Grande, and 
running northeasterly to the Red 
river, north of which ail cattle that 
are bred will be free from the fever 
imparting elements. Texas is a nat­
ural breeding ground for cattle. They 
cannot be bred with success or profit 
in the northern states and territories. 
Already the ranches of Montana, 
Dakota, Nebraska, Northern Colorado 
and Wyoming are being depleted of 
stock cattle. Lytle & Stephens of 
San Antonio, Have pi rued 10,000 head 
of cattle this year on a range south of 
the Platte,in Nebraska,and have found 
abundance of room for them. Fine 
Ernest, one of the largest cattle grow­
ers of Northern Colorado, is disposing 
ofallhlsshe ciittle and will run his 
range with young steers in future. 
There is room iu Nebraska for thou-v̂  
sands more cattle. Several large 
ranches in Dakota are clamoring for 
more cattle. Texas is the state where 
the supply is to come from. Within 
two years, Mr. Head predicts, the 
range cattle interest will be again 
prosperous, but its future is largely in 
the bands of the cattlemen themselves. 
There must be harmony and unity 
among them. A dead line must be 
fixed and agreed upon, which will ad­
mit of the driving ol healthy cattle 
from that state to northern ranges 
without obstructions. If cattlemen of 
Texas and of the north will agree upon 
such a line, there would doubtless be 
no difficulty in getting the state and 
territorial legislatures, which have 
quarantined against Texas cattle to 
adopt it. Colonel Head farther says 
that the ranchmen of Colorado and 
New Mexico will be fully represented 
at the meeting to be held in Sc. Louis 
next month, that a great deal of good 
can ba accomplished, and he earnestly 
advises ail cattlemen to attend.

Frank G. Bloom, of Trinidad, is 
driving 1,800 head of the cow kind, 
from his range in Bent canon. Las 
Animas county, to Lincoln county, 
New Mexico, for the purpose of ex­
changing them for steers.

Jacoba Gr^arri of U Albuquerque, 
bought last Week from Colonel Head 
of the Prairie Cattle company 500 head 
of fine graded yearling heifers, for 
which he paid $18 per head, and drove 
them to his ranch east of Albuquerque.

Dr. Paaren, state veterinarian for 
Illinois, is either the most active or 
the most imaginative man in his busi­
ness in the country. I t  is a poor 
month for the country when the doc­
tor does not find some poor, sickly 
animal to make report upon to the 
state and with which to astonish the 
country at large. If  it is not Texas 
fever in the Kansas herds, it is pneu­
monia in those of Iowa. He has re­
cently deserted the cattle however, 
and is in hot pnisnib of the horses of 
the west. He has found an outcrop­
ping of glanders in Iowa, a trace in 
Dakota, a rich lead in Montana, and a 
wide vein in Arkansas and Texas. 
The doctor must be. very omnipresent 
sort of a fellow.

\  Mark Withers who brought a lot of 
cattle up the trail ffrom Texas to Chey­
enne the past summer, has just re­
turned from White river where he has 
delivered 2, ^  head to J. C. Mee, and 
800 head to William A. HamiL Mr. 
Withers says the feed and weather 
were eioellent, but that the last 100 
miles of the drive was through the 
roughest country he ever saw. He 
says it took six days of hard work to 
get the herd through 90 Eoilee of the 
canon on Douglas creek. Mr. Withers 
will leave for Texas in a few days.

I An editorial in the Breeders Gasette,

of October 8, entitled, **Qeneral Rath'or 
Than Local Quarantine Regulations 
Demanded,” sounds very well and if- 
the topic had been treated in an hon 
est way, based on statements of fact, it 
wc uid have been productive of good, 
but as handled it is full of 
base slanders^ against the Colorado 
state veterinary sanitary board, the 

entire state of Texas and the agents of 
t ke burean of animal indnatiy. The 
Colorado quarantine laws were framed 
to shut out disesscd rattle and not to 
interfere with inter-state traffic in 
healthy cattle, and the Colorado sani­
tary board has administered the law 
in  sach a fair and honorable way as 
to give relief to the great breeding 
country of the south by opening an 
oDtlet for this season’s drive, and at 
the same time, native cattle of Colo 
rado have been protected against dis­
ease, for not a single cs’ie of Splenic 
fever has occurred this season in Colo­
rado. As to the agents of the bureau 
of animal industry, their work c.̂ .a 
speak for itself in thn’r .MLniial reixiruj' 
which I understiind w i:l bhortly be 
published. We caa say for nino- 
tenlhs of the cattlemen of the west 
that the western agents of the bureau, 
have conducted their work to the sat­
isfaction of the major portion of the 
western interests, and as the entire 
range country hasonly three employes 
in tne bureau to the seventeen em­
ployes in the country that Sanders 
claims to esnecially represent, it would 
be more in place for Sanders to give 
bis attention to affairs of the bureau 
in'.his section. If the western agents 
of the bureau bad joined hands with 
Sandei-s’ friend, John Clay, Jr,, and 
stopped the drive of healthy cattle 
from the south, we wager considerable 
that Sanders would have commended 
them. As Sanders by mean discrim­
inations has attempted to impungetbe 
work of faithful officers, I would sug­
gest that he furnish the public with 
full statements of the blockade, near 
Camp Supply, Indian Territory, of 
healthy Texas herds destined for Col­
orado. , P e r c y .

Profit on a  Thoueand Yearlings.
A gentleman writing to the editor 

about the Doesibilitiee of m aM ^ and 
losing money in Texas, and afc^t in­
vestments generally,, concluded by 
asking for an example of how money 
can safely be turned over here without 
risk. He makes matters easy by 
stating that he believes |2  land will 
pay out, no matter where it is located, 
but asks if we can give some plain and 
simple, practical way, to make money 
without the element of risk in the 
calculation, and that will show a legit­
imate profit on the investment from 
the start.

We endeavorto do so here that all 
may read and jew  may doubt that 
there is a viaiUe margin in Texas in­
vestments although to keep' within 
simplicity of statement we sacrifice a 
portion of probable profit, that we 
would make if some risks were taken.

In order to avoid complications in 
regard to stock cattle, that is, to pre­
vent quesUon of increase complicatiBg 
a simple oalculaticm, we will take 1,000 
yearling steers at a price generally 
ruling and run them one year, then 
sell out the ato^ab two year olds, then 
begin-again and do likewise, rimphr 
gaining the years growth, never stock- 
raising, nor keeplog bolls, nor cows or 
anything but yearlings and two year

old steers. We wfll buy the land, E. E. CHASE 
fence it, stock it, and run it at least 
expanse without any men« than a 
simple saddle hone for use the year 
round, and then make as much money 
as any legitimate business ought to 
p»y.

To run 1,000 yearlings as a 
thing we will take 6,400 acres, (10 sec­
tions) or six and four tenths of an acre 
to the young steer. I t  is a liberal al­
lowance. We will need 12 miles of 
fencing which can go up at the high 
cost of $200 per mila Will allow 
$1,000 for house and little horse pasture 
and provisions for one man, also $800 
lor labor and incidentals. We buy 1,000 
Central Texas steers at $9.00 per head.
At such a price we can get them de­
livered in the pasture. After running 
them one year the growth of this 1,000 
will make them worth $14.00 per head 
at the pasture, or these steers can be 
shipped to the beef market and sold at 
$14.00 net, leaving a margin of $5.00 
per head.

Here we have $2,600 for 10 per 'cent 
interest and $2,400 extra, leaving a 
man with his money to invest again 
in yearlings or stock cattle as he 
chooses. There is risk of a few steers 
dying. It is a very light risk and 
there is money enough in the $800 al­
lowed for living expenses to cover it. 
The figures are all safe and fluctuations 
up or down do not vary the result. If 
yearlings go up cr down,*- so do two 
year olds, and the calculation might 
show a better result if two year olds 
were bought and carried to threes, and 
running a bunch of stock cattle wouTd 
pay as well as either. The whole cal­
culation hinges upon the original coat 
of the land. Pulting it as an invest­
ment and taking the changes in the 
past 10 years into consideration and 
judging the future by the' paet, the 
land as the permanent investment wil- 
pay best—in the end. There is noth 
ing perishable about the matter, and- 
there ia no dead capital, no waste, no 
fancy work, no labor, there are less 
chances against this calculation than 
any other that can be put to actual 
test, on grass alone. The cattle are 
better worth the selling than the 
purchasing price for the reason that 
they are not worked down while in 
pasture. They have better and more 
ample feed in the winter than on the 
overstocked public ranges, and the 
two year olds will have a chance at 
both the range and the beef markets.

Then again ; if the owner does not 
wish to sleep 365 days in the year he 
may build up his property by culti­
vating a farm. He noay begin by 
raising sorghum, millet and Johnson 
grass, economising space, using two 
acres instead of six to the steer, and 
gradually increasing the capacity of 
the ranch until the income will double 
the above figures. What is the matter 
with making a little money by baying 
up a few colts and breaking them to 
saddle and harness, or to keep a Jack 
and a few mares and turn out a few 
lively young colts each year, to eke 
out or increase the Jncome? Men 
must do something, and the man who 
cannot use a good ten section pasture 
to good advantage to insure paying a 
handsome profit, each year, must 
wilfully or ignorantly, begin at the 
wong end of his business and work 
backward.

The above calcu lation does not show 
what would be called a bonanza. Men 
are prone to expect too much from 
Texas but we can safely say that with­
in reasonable distance on either side cf 
the Fort Worth & Denver railroad, 
and north and south of the Texas 
Pacific going west from Fort Worth, 
there are opportunities for stock far­
mers and such a field for the upbuUd- 
ing of elegant estates such as this world 
will never see again when the coun­
try is once joined fence to fence, into 
regular pasturage and faiming lands.

In this country there are men 
making handsome incomes on far lees 
than the amount aoove given, who 
have become wealthy while paying 
intereet on nearly their whole invest­
ments, aa they have built up their 
fortunes from nothing, and it is only 
stating truth that health, happiness 
and wealth is the reward of economy 
and industry here, if the man coming 
will exercise one-half the discretion 
and judgment that a farmer has to, 
in order to obtain a mere living upon 
the smaller tracts east and north of os 
in the (dder states where the price of a 
product determines if it is produced 
at a profit or loss. Here the question 
is simply shall the profit be large or 
small.

Profitable Cattle,
[National Lire Stock Journal J 

There is no question at all of the 
great profit in early-maturing cattle. 
There is necessarily a greater economy 
of feeding as a result of this charac­
teristic, and it should be so carefully 
kept in view by the beef producer. 
The enonnouB difference in the cost of 
feeding an animal till three years old, 
or feeding him till four years old, has 
been frequently and forcibly shown in 
the columns of The Journal, and in 
days not long since gone by, a steer, 
marketable at three years, and weigh­
ing 1400 or 1500 pounds, was regarded 
as a great triumph for his breeder. 
Since then we have this easily dis­
counted, and many two-year-olds well 
nigh up to the three-year-old stand­
ard. There seems now, however, to 
be a d em a^  setting in for cattle well 
matured i^^n early age, and size, as a 
main desideratum, is being regarded 
lees and lees. Animals weighing 1200 
to 1300 seem to be in greater demand 
than those weighing two or three hun­
dred pounds more; but it must be 
b ee f. Young cattle that will, at sev­
enteen to twenty months, weigh 1200 
to 1300 pounds, and yet that are suffi­
ciently matured not to lack fiavor, 
seem to be the most profitable animals 
to bring to market in these days. In 
raising beef animals the breeder must 
alFsys have in his mind’s eye the 
standard or model which he wishes to 
attain, and his selection of breeding 
cattle must always be made with that 
model as well as health and constitu 
tion in view. I t goes without saying 
that this particularly applies to the 
male. We do not speak now soinuch 
of pedigree, for he is in this case dee- 
tined to be used on grade cows, but his 
breeding must be sufficient to secure 
the perpetuation of the qualities which 
have induced his selection and as a 
final and chief factor in your ultimate 
decision—look at his calves. For this 
reason, we shoujd say that for the pur­
pose in view it would be wiser not to 
buy a very young bull.

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Sheep Gk>\ngr Up!
The itee in the price of wool is csns- 

logiheep to go upward once more 
We have noticed that there ia a de> 
mand for sheep that has spmng np 
during the past three months/^nd it 
bids fair to strengthen as sheep raising 
is shown to be the best basiness in the 
■late for men of moderate means.

There is no reason now why sheep 
raising should not pay. One thonsand 
good ewes should produce $1,000 worth 
of wool and $1,000 worth of good 
lambs at present prices, giving a hand­
some income on the investment. The 
1000 sheep should not require more 
th an ' 1000 acres pasture and the pro­
duct of 25 acres in com or taoae grass. 
The business will pay on such a basis, 
c onsequently sheepmen shouid keep a 
stiff upper lip, and giye their flecks 
every attention possible, knowing 
there is a good reward in store for 
them, and a steady, remunerative in­
come.

Sheds and Pens on a  Sheep Ranch.
The greatest blessing can be made 

the greatest curse ou a sheep ranch. 
We allude to pens—sheep pens a»nd 
sheds. The proper use of sheep pens 
and sheds on a ranch or farm is to 
keep the sheep in comfort while they 
are not and cannot be grazing; to pro­
tect them against the inclemency of 
the weather at night; to keep them in 
comfort; to retain their healthfulness; 
to keep them warm only at night. 
But a sheep shed is not intended to 
starve sheep in by any means—especi­
ally by day.

The night now Is long, and getting 
longer. Sheep must be kept out all 
day long. The shepherd mast get his 
breakfast bofore day, carry his grub- 
bag full for dinner, and have his sup­
per after dark. He must be with the 
sheep, restraining them and closing 
them together, so that the strong ones 
will not run down the weak ones. He 
must give the sheep ail the range has 
to give, and let the sheep be put up 
the shortest possible time. Then will 
the pen and shed be a blessing to the 
shepherd and the sheep, and one and 
both get warmth and comfort thereby.

The writer had occasion some time 
since to visit a flock of sheep. The 
grass was good, the sheep had an 
abundance of range, had no scab, the 
shepherd had nothiug to do except to 
attend t > the flock, and still the sheep 
were thin. The day was two hours 
old and the she ip were just out of the 
pen. I t  was easy to perceive why the 
sheep were thin and starving. Two 
hours cut off their feed in the morning 
and one hour out off’ at night flxed 
them. The pens and sheds were too 
eonvenient and gave the shepherd an 
ODportnnity to loaf away his time in 
the comfortable house his thoughtful 
boss had provided, while the boss’s 
interest was being neglected and al­
lowed to go to rack and ruin. The 
owner was being ruined by his own 
providence. The feed stored up for 
the hard days of January and Febru­
ary and early March, was wasted 
while the range was good, in October, 
November and December. The conse­
quence was that there was disaster on 
that sheep ranch, and the poor sheep 
were damned for the ignorant care­
lessness of a faithless shepherd.

The owner of a flock is liable to the 
same error. The sheep must eat to 
live and to thrive. The advantage of 
this great state is that there is cheap 
grass for them. Nine months in the 
year the sheep only need careful herd­
ing; the other three they require a 
little feed in addition, and a little pro­
tection against the sudden changes in 
the weather. The sheep will pay for 
all it receives. You can take almost 
as good a percentage off the backs of a 
flock of sheep as you can out of a 
range herd of cattle in increase. But, 
it may go on i record that sheep will 
not live or thrive or pay  in any way 
if two-tbirds of the twenty-four hours 
the stock are ofiT the grass an’d chew­
ing each other’s wool for want of grass 
or feed. The sheep business requires 
care and proper handling, and the 
flock ne'ds training. The shepherd 
can do it if he wants to; and to-day, 
as we write, if the owner flnds his 
flock is in thin order he had better 
come dowu to hard pan himself, and 

I t  off the expense he is at for shep- 
•’“'feed and rations.

sorts of capers on the ranches. It 
seems to us t h ^  have more money 
than brains. They are buying fall 
wools there now at from 16c to 21c, 
and it costs 3 cents a pound, all 
charges, to land the wool here. This 
week the Callaghan clip and the Mar­
tin clip were bought there to come 
here at 17}o and 16e respectively. Now 
we all know that there is always a 
vast difference between the spring 
clip of wool and the fall clip, and we 
also know that the Callasrhan spring 
clip sold here a few months ago at 16c. 
We then pointed out the cheapness of 
Texas and palled, wools when they 
could be scoured to cost only from 3Qc 
to 45c a pound. One New York house 
has alrea^ bought 1,000,000 pounds pf 
Western Texas fall wools at 16c to l$c 
and they are in search of another 250,- 
000 ponnds at the same figures—[U. B.

Sheep have never come to market in 
the fall of the year so lively as at pres­
ent. One day last spring we received 
the largest number on record, but one 
day the past week we received over 
10,000, being the second largest arri­
vals on record.

The large numbers of sheep have 
seemed to be contributed by nearly all 
sections. The far Northwest has been 
especially active in forwarding good 
fat muttons. On the whole the quality 
of the sheep received this fall has been 
very good, and the large arrivals are 
by no means due to the annual thin- 

; ning out of sheep not worth carrying 
' through the winter. I t is time of year 
to thin out the sheep that do nothing 
but'eonsume feed, and farmers in this 
part of the country are doing that with 
a vengeance.

The Northwestern roads are now 
shutting down on double decks for 
sheep.

I t seems to the writer that the rail- 
roàds and other corporations and indi­
viduals are figuratively sitting down 
on the sheep industry simply because 
they knov they can. Doubtless the 
action of the Northwestern Railroad 
Pool association in discaimng double­
decks, was brought about by the press­
ure of the Southwestern association. 
Now it will be harder than ever for 
the people in the Southwest to get the 
double-deck cars for which they have 
been so long praying. The railroads 
advance the absurd plea of the in_ 
creased ri^k and difficulty of handling 
stock in double-decks. Why do we 
not bear of this between Chicago and 
the seaboard. The trunk line^ lead­
ing from here to the sea represent all 
kinds of road beds, and some of them 
make as sharp curves and steep grades 
as any that are made in the West. 
Take for instance the Baltimore and 
Ohio going through the mountains. 
For sharp and frequent cuiwes the 
Northwest or Southwest have nothing 
to excel it, and yet we never hear of 
any difficulty coming from the use of 
double-decks. The whole business is 
simply this: The double-decks are
harder for the railroads to utiliza on re- 
turn trips.

The wool market is not exactly sus­
taining the boom which a month ago 
seemed to be o h , but prices are gener­
ally being held about steady, holders 
are firm and there ia nothing in the 
present outlook to indicate that any 
decline will take place in the wool 
market under the present year’s crop.

Quotations are: Washed—Tub, good 
medium 25 to 29c; tub, coarse and din­
gy, 22 to 26c; fine, 25 to 27c; coarse, 23 
to 26c; medium 26 to 29c; low medium 
24 to 28c. U a washed—Fine hoavy, 14 
to 18c; fine light, 18 to 22c; medium, 
18 to 24c; low medium, 17 to 20c; coarse 
16 to 19o; carpet stock, 13 to 15c; buck 
fleeces, 12 to 14c. Wools from Mexico: 
Lowest grades, 112 to 13c; part im­
proved, 14 to 17c; beat improved, 17 to 
19c. Lowest grades, 12 tol3e; low me­
dium, 15 to 18c; medium, 17 to 20; fine, 
15 to 17c-

;icle being obtained from Soain and 
Zlordova, where the jtfoors originally 
wrought the manufacture to great per­
fection. The sound skjns which ar­
rive from the Cape of Good Hope are 
arger and superior in "Strength and 
;bicbness to any other variety. East 
India skins are small and light, and 
ate generally converted into leather 
or ladles’ shoes and upholstery. Those 
from Mexico, known as ‘-Tampico” 
skins, bear a very high character. 
Compared with sheep-skins, those of 
goats are much superior in texture, 
strength, and durability.—[Boot.and 
Shoe Trade Journal.

I  see that the Journal of Fabrics 
and Dry Goods Bulletin of New York, 
under date of October 17, has an elab­
orate report on the wool situation. 
This report was sent out by the associ­
ated press and printed in all the lead­
ing dailies of the country. The re­
port is very bearish and will make the 
cold shivers run through the reader, 
particularly if he is a wool grower 
Without further ado, and at the ex­
pense of ignoring yon, Mr. Editor, by 
interfering with your prerogatives, I 
clip toe report in question and em­
body it in my letter. Here it is : 

“Since Angnst 1 prices have advanc 
ed 15 to 33 per cent on domestic wools 
from the lowest point touched for 
many years. The qualities chiefly af­
fected were medium and, low grades. 
The despondency of wbolmen in Eu 
rope and Australia over the resjalts of 
the last London auction sales is very 
great, especially so ip fine wools. Low 
as prices ruled before the L ondon sales, 
they suffered a decline as the sales 
progressed. The principal support of 
the English Market came from Amer­
ica. A cabl^ram just received from 
Australia states that the auction sales 
of the new clip have opened at a de­
cline of 5 to 10 per cent. With such a 
tone in the wool centers of the wwld, 
it is useless to speculate on a continued 
rise, or even sustainment of the pres­
ent prices ftNT any long period.”

Now I  do not want to go <hi record 
as endorsing the above. I t  might be 
the views c i a pessimist, and a very 

one at that. However, I  must

adndt that some parte of his repent «re 
true, partioolarljr the depreciation in 
valnee within the past fortoight. 
Then, toe, the buyers do not appear as 
ni^ent for wool as a month ago. Deal 
ers at this point are not greatly 
alarmed, and say they can stand the 
declines that have already taken place. 
They seem to make light of the above 
report. I  most confess that onr wool 
market is hot greatly demoralized and 
holds out better than the eastern ones. 
A fair number of sales were made and 
prices the past week have not oome 
down much. Offerings, of coarse, 
were «anall. Speculators are well sup 
plied yet, and if they can not obtain 
their figures refuse to part with it 
Will they be able to do this all winter ? 
This remains to be seen.

The sheep market got another “black 
eye” the past week. The run in the 
east was excessive and prices d^lined 
largely. Poor Chicago was demoral 
ized and prices off 50 to 75c per 100 lbs 
on all grades. We had a fair run and 
values came down about 30 to 40c per 
100 lbs. Our local and canning de­
mand is very large and decent figures 
are paid for good muttons. Prices 
ranged in extremes from $1 85 to $3 25 
per 100 lbs for common to choice 
Native Texans in moderate sup­
ply and brought from $1 75 to $2 75 
per 100 lbs. Early in the week $3 per 
100 lbs was paid for a fancy bunch of 
Texas sheep, but it could be obtained 
later.

We quote wool as follows :
Tubwashed—choice at 35c, fair at 32 

to o3c, 1 ^  or diugy and coarse 27 to 
30c; Unwashed—choice medium cloth­
ing and combing 24 to 25c, fair 22 to 
23c, low and coarse 17 to 20c, light fine 
21 to 22c, heavy do 16 to 19p; Kansas— 
choice medium at 21 to 22c, fair to good 
do 19 to 20c, low 12 to 14c, light bright 
fine 18 to 20c, heavy or earthy 14 to 16c; 
Black and slightly cetted or burry 2 
to 5 cents per lb less; hard burry quot­
able at 10c for Southern to 14 to 15c for 
Western; Texas—choice 12 months’ 
growth at 22 to 23c for medium and 
22} to 23c for fine, choice 6 to 8 months’ 
19 to 21c for medium and 18 to 20c for 
fine; Western short and sandy at 14 to 
16c, and carpet stock at 12 to 17c.

THE SHEEP W DUSTRY.

Address of Hon. A. M. L*arland of 
niiiiois to  the S tate Wool 

Growers’ Association.

RANGE PAPER

Gentlemen of the Illinois Wool 
Growers’ Association : At this twenty- 
first anniversary of the organization of 
our association, 1 have to regret that I 
am not privileged to congratnlate yon 
in view of more aospicious surround- 
ings than those at present environing 
the sheep hnsbandry of the United 
States. Wool prices, for several years 
unsatisfactory, still rnie low. The 
clip of 1885, though prodneea at more 
than average expense, by reason of the 
preceding long and severe winter, is 
passing into the bands of bnyers at 
prices which afford inadequate return 
for the capital and labor involved in 
the ownership and manipulation of 
the flocks of the country.

As a partial offset to this we have 
the fact of recent improvement in 
prices at the principal wool centers, 
and thé general admission of buyers 
that a still further advance is among 
the probabilities of the near future.

DEPRESSION IN  PRICES.
The cause of the depression, which 

has undoubtedly p>8sed its lowest 
point, notwithstanding in persistent 
discussion among woolgrowers, seems 
to have escaped that general recogni­
tion which it should secure to permit 
for its teachings their greatest weight 
in adding to the wisdom of flock 
owners in the future.

Many speakers and writers trace all 
the misfortunes surrounding the wool 
market to the tariff reversion of 1883, 
which repealed the advalorem duty on 
foreign wools. This view is unfortun­
ate in two respects. (1) I t  is unsup­
ported by the evidepifee of facts with 
which every woolgrower should be 
familiar. (2) In so far as woolgrowers 
are induced to accept such conclusion, 
their minds and attention are diverted 
frona the only policy by which sheep 
husbandry can ever he made profita­
ble in this or any other country.

TH E WOOL TA R IFF.
The necessity for a tariff for the pro­

tection of woolgrowing in the United 
States against foreign competition is a 
proposition that needs no argument 
before the Illinois Wool Growers’ asso­
ciation. Our record, so far as the 
passage and maintenance of defensive 
duties may be concerned, has been 
made by assertion and reiteration at 
every meeting since our organization. 
My own position with reference to the 
tariff of 1867 and the changes since 
made in that law is also well-known 
to those of you who ha;^ laborea with 
me for the past 21 years both in this 
and the National associations. You 
know that 1 labored for the passage of 
the law of 1867, and that I  opposed 
the 10 per cent reduction of that tariff 
made in 1871 and the 20 per cent re­
duction made in 1883. But the de­
mand for reduction prevailed, and the 
eleven per centum advalorem duty on 
fine wools and 10 p »  centum on long 
wools, imposed by the law of 1867, 
were removed despite the protests and 
vigorous opposition of the wool pro­
ducers of the country.

In the majority of instances where 
expressions have been given the wool- 
growers in all parts of the country de­
mand a restoration of the duties on 
foreign wools imposed by the law of 
1867. In the propriety of agitation ih 
this behalf I  have not been able to 
agree with many whose opinions are 
entitled to great consideration. This 
for several reasons :•V

1st. The existing duty of 10 cents 
per pound pn unwashed wools will 
keep out of the country nearly cr quite 
all the wools which would be kept out 
if the law of 1867 was restored. In 
proof of this it should be remembered 
that more foreign wools were brought 
into this country in some years while 
the law of 1867 was in force than have 
been imported in either of the two 
years since the redaction of duties.

2d. ^Agitation for tariff increase at 
this time tends to diyert the attention 
and energies q/ woolgrowers from 
what in iny opinion is the only means 
by which their industry can be perm­
anently advanced. For proof of this 
one needs but to read the resolutions 
and speeches of meetings and men 
who seek to ascribe the depression in 
wool values to reduction in the wool 
tariff. The corollary.of this is that if 
the tariff of 1867 can be restored, prices 
of wool will in consequence advance 
to those ruling in times past—a con­
clusion not at all likely to follow tariff 
increase should such increase ever be 
secured.

3d. There seems to me no possible 
ch^ce of bringing congress to recog­
nize the propriety of restoring the 
tariff of 1867. The movement for fur­
ther redaction, jf  not eventually suc­
cessful, will quite surely counteract all 
efforts at increase. The house of rep­
resentatives that el<)cts an avowed free­
trader to its speake: ^hip, and puts into 
his hands the form \tlbn of its commit­
tees, need not be looked to with any 
hope for an increase in the toriff on 
foreign wools. In  my opinion there 
are to be found more practical means 
of advancing the interests of wool- 
growers tnan employing oar time in 
begging congress to do something 
which we have ĝ ood reason to believe 
it  will not do.

HOW RELIEF IS  TO BE SECURED.
Nothing connected with the intnre 

of woolgTowing in th e ’United States 
seems plainer to me the fact that 
the margin of profit to the woolgrower 
is hereafter to be determined by the 
faculty and economy with which wool 
is produced, rather thak by the influ­
ence of any national législation, be 
this what it may. A tariff can be 
frùned to keep* foreign wools oat ot 
oar markets; bat in my opinion no 
law can be devised that will regulate 
the prices of wool in this oonatry. *

Wool, like com, and wheat, and lum­
ber, and iron, and many other articles 
the prodnetion of which is defended 
by tarifflaws, mast take its chances in 
the rivalry between buyers and sellers, 
and will go up or down, as impelled 
by circumstances beyond the influence 
of congreaeional legislation as com 
pietely as they are nnlnflueneed by 
the resolutions and speeches of those 
woolgrowers who seem to have their 
eyes fixed on the tariff as a pivot, 
around which they have circled, until 
persnaded that relief or depression to 
their business is ganged by congres­
sional enactment, and that when these 
are favorable little remains bat to en­
joy the prosperity that comes to them.
IMPORTATIONS UNDER T A R IFF REDUC­

TION
The prediction I ventured to make a 

year ago with reference to the amount 
of foreign wools to be brodght into this 
conntry under the reduced tariff has 
been verified. Importations have not 
increased daring the two years opera 
tion of the tariff of 1883 in greater ratio 
than under the tariff of 1867. Impor 
tations for the fiscal year ending June 
30,1885, wi|^e 70,596,170 lbs., being 
7,754,481 Ibe. less than for the preced­
ing year—a falling off of something 
more than 10 per cent. These figures 
are significant, showing as they do 
that the reduction of the tariff on for­
eign wools baa but slightly, if at all, 
Increased importations, and when the 
increase in our population is consider 
ed there certainly has been no increase 
whatever. Less wool of the first-class, 
or fine wool, was imported during the 
past year than during many of the 
years oi the operation of the tariff of 
186T/' Of the 70,596.170 lbs. Imported 
within the past year, but 11,475,889 
lbs., or 16 per cent—one pound in six 
—was ot the first-class, or fine wool 
This is the equivalent of about three 
ounces per bead of our population, and 
is leas than the average amount of 
similar wools imported for the entire 
16 years under the operations of the 
old law.

In view of these facts it seems clear 
that we can consistently charge but a 
moiety of the existing depression to 
the removal of the advalorem duty on 
imported wools of the first and sec­
ond classes. If foreign competition 
has crowded down wool prices in the 
United States, how is it that the im­
portations of foreign wools show so lit­
tle increase ? Wool is low—too cheap 
for ’ profitable production on many 
farms as a leading feature of husband­
ry. But most other farm prcducts are 
likewise cheap. Cotton Is now sold 
for about one-half its price in 1870 ; 
wool is selling at above one-half its 
price in that year. Corn, and oats, 
and hay will now show as great reduc­
tion on prices rullng^in 1870 as is dis­
closed by the values of 15Y00I at the 
same periods.

I am not to be understood as seeking 
to prove that wool is not selling below 
the price at which it can be profitably 
produced under the system prevalent 
in many portions of the country. Nor 
do I  say that tariff reduction may not 
have contributed in some measure to 
that result. The demoralizing effect 
upon woolgrowers has been such as to 
give buyers an advantage they were 
quite ready to avail themselves of.

If we look outside of our own coun­
try we find that the depression in 
wool values is by no means 6on fined 
to the United States markets. Wool 
is cheap in all the great wool producing 
countries—forced down by rapidly in­
creasing production and temporarily 
diminished inquiry on the part of 
buyers. With stocks of woolen goods 
piled up waiting for buyers who took 
hold charily, or not at all, manufactur­
ers have lately been taking only such 
wools as they could get at their own 
prices—just as millers buy wheat at 
low prices when it is plenty and forced 
into sale ; just as cotton manufacturers 
buy cotton at seven cents per pound 
now, when 10 years ago it was selling 
for a much higher price ; just as pack­
ers and shippers of meat will, and do, 
take advantage of a glutted market 
and light demand, and force prices of 
cattle and hogs down 10 per cent to 
20 per cent in a single day.

A COMPARISON OF PRICES.
For some years past the tendency in 

prices of farm products has been down­
ward. This is the era .‘of low prices, 
but it by no means follows that the 
planting and ' raising of the leading 
products thus affected is to - be aband­
oned. Wool growing, like corn grow­
ing and weat growing, will continue 
to be one of the great factors in our 
agricultural wealth despite the fears 
and prophecies of thoee who have 
lately predicted its early decadence. 
The sooner the flock owners of the 
country bring themselves to believe 
this and determine to succeed, in spite 
of low prices, the better will it be for 
themselves and their busi ness.

Very few of the leading products are 
nearly as high now as they were 10 
years 1̂ 0. As we woolgrowers have 
heard so much of the tariff of 1867 let 
08 take the year 1875, which was ex­
actly midway between the passage 
of the tariff of 1867 and its modification 
in 1883, and compare prices. A com­
parative review of the Chicago market 
•héws the following as the averages 
for the two periods :

I t  will thus be seen that the price of 
wool, in  common with the prioa of 
neorlj or quite everything else, has

fallen. Wheat at 87 cents in Chicago 
means bankrnptcy to the farmer who 
raises it and freights it to market. 
Wool at present prices affords no 
margin for profit to the men who are 
compelled to bay and pay for thé land 
from which their sheep are fed. In ­
fluences geoeraLJn their operation, 
and largely ontside of legislation, have 
combined to bring about this rasult. 
Those affecting woolgrowers have been 
too generally overlooked. What was 
a few years ago thought to be a vast 
desert stretching from the Missonti 
river to the* Rocky Monntains, h  
proven to be an available pasta 
ground for doable as many millions 
sheep as Americans boast of to-da; 
This, and the substantial increase 
the shearing capacity of our floe! 
combined with a slackened dema; 
on the part of manufactarers, hi 
brought the product of fine and m 
urn wools so nearly up* to the dema; 
that buyers have been enabled 10 na 
prices, and they have of course ke 
them low.

IMPROVEMENT W ILL COME.
No practical man will ignore the 

necessity for a change from the pres­
ent status. And it must come speedily 
or many now in tue business of wooî- 
growing will turn their capital and 
energies into other channels. The 
change will come. There are too 
many hard earnéd dollars in the busi 
ness for it to be allowed to go down. 
In my humble opinion the sheep hus­
bandry of the United Slates will not 
be crowded to the wall by a change of 
two or three cents in the duty on for­
eign wools. ,

I  have tried to show that tariff re­
duction is but partially responsible lor 
the fall in wool values. Neither do 
believe that an increage"' in tariff, if 
ever secured—of which I confess to 
li,itle hope—will bring the relief sought 
for. Relief must come—and I believe 
it will come—through the efforts of 
woolgrowers t.hemselves. They will 
learn to grow wool cheaper than they 
have heretofore growü it, and thus 
widen the margin of profit now re­
duced to nil. Through this field leads 
the r<)arl to that prosperous future I 
here predict for Ameriean sheep hus­
bandry.

We will raise wool cheaper than we 
have hitherto raLed it. Not by keep­
ing our sheep at less expense, but by 
keeping better ones. An extra pound 
of wool to each fleece in the United 
States will maEe sheep husbandry 
profitable at present prices ; and the 
men who expect to stay in the busi­
ness of wooJgruwing will have to 
bring up the weight of their fleeces, 
and the quality as well. This will be 
found easier 0! accomnlishment than 
forcing buyers to advance prices of 
wool. Woolgrowing has been reason­
ably profitable during the past 15 
years, or, if you please, since the tariff 
of 1867 was enacted. Not because 
prices have been higher than before ; 
but because more pounds ( f wool to 
the sheep have been grown. Making 
due allowance for defective statistics, 
I tc. ink it certain that the weight of 
fleeces has been increased 40 per cent 
during the past 15 years. The time 
for adding the neceesa -̂y pound to 
each fleece—an increase of say 20 per 
cent—has arrived ; and th086¡ wool- 
growers who desire to stay in the bus­
iness must not shut their eyes yfo its 
presence.. They must disposeydf every 
sheep that will not at present prices, 
pay for its keeping ; and they mu:ii 
bend their energies to the improve­
ment of those animals that are re­
tained. They must grow more mut­
ton as well as more wool. The corru­
gated pelt of the typical Merinos 
must be distended by a liberal 
addition to their carcasses, for which 
there is always ready sale when in fair 
condition for i-laughter. The sheep 
husbandry of Eogland was once on a 
woolgrowing basis. About the middle 
of the last century attention began to 
be directed to carcass development, 
and now sheep are regularly kept on 
English ft*r«-», the rental of which 
would buy a good stockfarm, acre for 
acre, in some parts of Illinois, every 
year. True, meat will sell for consid­
erable more in England than in the 
United States, but as shown by the 
table just now read, the prices of meat 
producing animals have been better 
sustained than any other item on-the 
list.

CONCLUSION.
And now, gentlemen, after*20 years’ 

continuous service at the head of this 
association, I  come to lay down its 
honors and duties, to be taken np by 
some abler man. For the compliment 
paid me by so many re-elections, and 
the fealty you have shown me when 
criticised by men who know me less 
intimately than you do ; for the per­
sonal friendships shown by both old 
and new members, I  retiirn my 
thanks, and assure you that I  shall 
ever look to the associations and 
friendships^ formed at these annual 
gatherings as among the most cherish­
ed of my business life ; and their ret 
roepect will ever call up memories 
covering a period which, let me hope, 
has been as pleasant and profitable to 
yon as it has proven to me.

yet the cattle bnsiuM in Texas has 
paid it year in and year out.

A sto^m an said to the writer late­
ly, “I  have land and stock amounting 
to 150,000 at present prices, but I  am 
paying 18 per cent discount on $20,000,* 
renewable every three months! It 
loads me down.” Yet no one would 
consider him in any bad if the 
rate of interest was the legal rate (12 
per cent) and paid annually. And he 

'Sald further, “ I am in better fix than 
most of them.”

This reference is made, as the circu­
lation of the J ournal is very exten­
sive, in order to show that there is 
need of money in Texas, for loans on 
real estate and to be pot out upon 
ample security, at a remunerative rate. 
There is room for ten mortgage com­
panies where there is one; and there 
is need for the adjustment of interest 
on loans to the legal rate.

The B uck  Peddler—The C attle  
D rive to  N ew  M exico—S a le s  o f 

C attle—Feeding on the Plains.

' fhe bock peddler is how approach­
ing the last days of his agony. The 
time to dispose of his wares has nearly 
run its course and he does not come up 
as smilingly as in former years. I t  is 
questionable what his profits are, and 
he is loatL to talk of his business. 
This same Yankee brother has hereto­
fore had a bonanzsi in the buck trade. 
He had new beginners and tenderfeet 
to sell to, but now all is changed. Ex­
perience has taught sheepmen of West 
Texas that they could not afford fancy' 
figures for their stock rama. The price 
of wool and mutton has heretofore 
been so low, that, with the utmost 
economy, fiockmasters could with 
difficulty make ends meet. The heavy 
transportation charges are an unsnr- 
mountable difficulty, until some en­
terprising feeders come on our mar­
ket in the spring, buy and drift north 
to the feeding grounds of Kansas, Ne- 
brasxa and Missouri. It coets now on 
an average of one dollar per head to 
market one mutton in the east. The 
charges are irregular and uncertain, 
except they are always high. The 
size of cars are 28, 30 and 83 feet and if 
the shipper has a full car load he is 
nearly certain to be confronted by a 
28 foot car.

* * * * *
Several herds of cattle leave to-day 

for New Mexico where grass is cheaper. 
The drive would have been very large 
this fall, but for lack of water on the 
road. The inquiry from the west and 
southwest is on the increase and "it is 
probable the drive next spring will be 
the largest in the history of West 
Texas.

^ Beef is not going forward to as great 
an extent as was expected. The low 
prices will be the cause of holding 
over considerable beef. These cattle 
as a rule will be placed in pasture and 
“cut” out early in the spring, before 
the general run commences. During 
the past week several steer trades were 
made. Holmes A Herndon, Crosby 
county, bought of M. Dillon this 
county a lot of one and two year old 
steers at $12 to $16 per head. R. P. 
Robertson also sold to parties in Crosby 
connty, twos, threes and fours at $17 
and $20. This seasou.’s shipment of 
beef will not be as heavy as last year, 
bat if the winter is fair, pastare beef 
will go early in the spring. A ranch­
man on the plains is feeding 300 good 
cattle and will market by January 1, 
1886.

This is án innovation and something 
new. Feeding cattle on the plaint 
how and with what ? Johnson grass, 
sorghnm and millet is what he is feed­
ing with. These products were seeded 
last spring and all did well and are 
now in stacks and are being converted 
into beef. This sucoeesful experiment 
will mark a new epoch in this part of 
the world and will be watched with 
more than asnal interest. We shall 
see these caftle when they come in for 
shipment and will note their condi­
tion and prices realized, for the benefit 
of the readers of the J ournal. H.
