Glutted Market—How Market are 
Busted—Hogs and Horses.

The market let down considerable 
the past week,’ ’remarked a commiseion 
salesman at my elbow when I  asked 
him bis views on the subject. The 
“ let down'”  was quite marked that is 
certain. In  my special dispatch to 
the St o c k  Jo u r n a l  of last Thursday 
I  made the market pretty bad and it 
deserved it all. Our receipts were by 
no means excessive, but this statement 
is not applicable to the other leading 
stock centers. A ll  the markets were 
glutted w ith stock and prices declined 
right along; kept going down, down, 
down until the lowest notch in years 
had been reached. As prices depre­
ciated the receipts kept on increasing. 
This is ever the case. -Demoralize 
values and farmers and shippers take 
alarm and just crowd the market with 
stock. I t  seems to be human nature 
to look out for one’s self or his inter- 
eet first, and holders of stock when 
they see prices coming down roundly, 
act on the impulse to get there before 
the break increases. And it is by just 
such action that they bring about the 
result they so much wish to avoid. 
Now i f  Missouri, Illinois, Nebraska 
and Iowa feeders and farmers had 
taken things coolly at the beginning of 
last week and not got scared t h ^  
would have fared better. To ship on a 
declining market is a very bad policy. 
To say that many feeders and shippeis 
lost lots o f money is only stating a 
fact. W hy, up in Chlciiga oU some 
days native cattle were selling from. 
25 to 60c per 100 Ibe less than country 
prices. Add to this freight, oommis- 
sion and feed charges and note the 
result. From the way cattle oome to 
market there must be a great number 
in the country. Besides this, the 
latest in tel^ence from London and 
Liverpool shows the cattle crops 
o f England and SeoUand to be larger

than in years, while Denmark —^  
Sweden are also shipping to LoMdon 

The run o f grass Texas and Indkos 
was light in this market and tbit 
prices did not oome down more
25 to 30c per 100 lbs. Up in Cfateego 
the decline was over (1 00 per 100 Iba. 
Native cows and Texas bolls were 
quoted at Chicago at (1 00 to 150 per 
100 lbs.

Yesterday the market was slow on 
light receipts. The oanners, Dieered 
Beef company a^d home butchers wete 
about the only buyers. To-day alow 
and unchanged.

Jost at this time a good deal o f dis- 
f oasioii ia goiag on in the eastern preee 
relative to the range ooantry and a 
vast amoont of ig;noranoe is being dis^ 
played by thoee engaged therein.

The permanent cattle ranges o f th ( 
west are the arid regions. Lurgeareae 
on ttie edges o f these regitms have 
been ntilized as ranges in the past, bat 
the ikrmer with bis fdow has now 
taken poesession o f sooh places and 
the herds are virtoally driven to the 
bad lands and sections wbrnreagricalt- 
tore is a failnre. Thia movement is 
strictly in harmony with the laws of 
natnre. Every district o f ooantry in 
the United States that is sasceptihle to 
cultivation and that without artificial 
water sapplies w ill respond to the 
touch of the husbandman is the legiti­
mate inheritauce of the farmer, and 
w ill sooner or later (all into his hands. 
Such lands are not suitat)le to range 
purposes for the reason that whenever 
the natural rainfall is sufficient and 
frequent enough to produce a grain 
crop the grasseis remain green and full 
of eap untii the frost kills them. W ith 
the coming of the frost goes all the 
nutriment of the grasses not matured 
and the woody fibre remaining w ill 
not support animal life. Thus the 
simple fact that any given region af­
fords a cared and nutricious grass for 
winter feeding is proof positive that it 
is not adapted to agriculture, and the 
ordinary farmer would only fail if  he 
attempted to live by the plow. There 
are millions o f acres of this arid region 
only suited for grazing fields and in 
the future legislation touching the leas­
ing or sale of the public domain, the 
leading idea to be kept in view ia the 
one question of properly separating 
the arid regions fit>m the agricultural. 
W ith rare exceptions the talk about 
herd owners bulldozing and drivihg 
out would-be settlers and farmers is 
pure fiction. For the reasons above 
set forth the farmer who would at­
tempt to settle and make a farm on 
any cattle range in the arid regions 
would be deemed a lunatic by all well 
informed persons. W ith more light 
on western range subject, and espe­
cially more information as to the char­
acter of the landsj occupied by the 
roving herds, a wonderful change 
would come over the minds of the 
eastern people. There is really no an­
tagonism between the grazing and 
farming interests of the west, because 
there cannot be acc ^rding to the nature 
of the country any conflict. Nature 
has drawn the lines of demarcation 
and until that same nature overrides 
her own laws there can be i^one. 
BREEDING GROUNDS AND MATURING 

RANGES.
The Providence that overlooked the 

formatiofli uf the grassy regions of the 
great west so shaped the character­
istics of His creation as to adapt them 
to the future uses of men to the fallest 
extent. Climatic and productive con­
ditions, though differing as widely ss 
the antipodes, are all in harmony with 
the uses for which they were origin­
ally intended. The sunny slopes and 
verdant vales of the south are the nat­
ural breeding grounds for the bovine 
race, and there the largest known per 
cent, uf offspring is secured among 
the herds. The per cent of increase 
vaties of course, in the diilerent herds 
becapse of differences in the manner 
of handling them. Charles Goodnight, 
lor instance at the Pala Duro ranch, 
on Bed River has for a number of 
years branded 9& per cent of calves. 
Other ranchmen get from 70 to 95 per 
cent of calves in the southern country. 
Experience in the southwest shows 
that under proper management, an 
abundance of males, plenty o f water, 
the range not crowded and few steers 
in the herd, 90 to 95 per cent of calves 
may always be raised. On the other 
hand there is less tendeifoy to put ou 
flesh than in the more northern 
country. W hile the grasses are abun­
dant and possessed of sufficient nu- 
ritive qualities to build muscle and 
>one and give the animals a round 
and shapely appearance, they have not 
sugar and starch enough to lay on fat 
rapidly. They remain green and in 
growing condition too great a pnr i^n 
of the time. Bo that if an anin h! g»'s 
fat, it is of that soft nature tbac will 
not stand rough usuage and long 
transportation. There are some ex­
ceptions to this rule, because the range 
country is, in the language of the cat­
tlemen, “ spotted.”

But as a whole, or speaking in gen­
eral terms, the above statement is cor­
rect. The reverse of this is true in the 
north country. The climate is cold 
and severe. Changes are sudden and 
of great extremes. As a breeding 
conntry it has not so far in its history 
proven a success. ^  There are some 
small valleys in the mountainous dia- 
stflots where ranchmen have been 
able to give proper care to their 
herds, that have shown good results in 
this direction. But the great open 
plains, where the larger per cent of 
the cattle range both in summer and 
winter, and the country that w ill ever 
remain the gnrazing fields of the west, 
is not a profitable breeding region. 
The average calf crop, for a series o f 
years, is not over 45 per cent. W ith  
uniform and proper methods o f hand­
ling, including the removal of' the 
bulls from the herds daring the winter 
and spring months, this per cent 
might be increased. This, however Is 
not likely to occur for the reason that 
the open plains reach virtually from 
Montana to Texas, and cattle drift by 
the thousands across state and terri. 
torial lines and out from under control 
of any state Or territorial laws that 
might be noade to govern the matter.

To amend for this’ short-coming in 
the matter of breeding, nature has giv­
en other and most magnificent resoor- 
ces. Conditions exactly the reverse of 
those named as existinE in  the south­
west are here found. The grasses start 
early in the spring, grow rapidly for a 
few months, and then cure brown and 
hard. Weeks and months of dry sum­
mer weather drive the juices firom the 
grass, leaving ths sugar, starch and al­
bumen crystalized in stem and blade, 
so that it is almost impervioos to the 
a^ion of water or the elements. With 
the shooting of grass in spring the 
cattle begin to thrive and by the time 
they have shed their winter coats and 
rounded ihto handsome form, the 
washy natmiBeof the grass has cbangEd 
to that above describkL The system 
has been made over so to speak, and is 
now ready to take on Cat. The nato- 
rai and concentrated grass is like oil 
cake in its nature and lays on tallow 
almost as rapidly. Cattle not only 
fottoi very fn t, bat the flesh is hard 
and Arm. In  harmony with natnrea 
law they are preparing for the cold 
winter by gaining a supply o f tallow 
to keep np the animal beat. The 
shrewd <^)eiatMB o f the North have for 
yean beoi buying yoang Soatbem 
steenand placing .on their rang­
es to mmtan» and prepare for the Eas­
tern markets. Experience has dem­
onstrated that a T%xas tsre-yeaiHdd 
placed on a Montana range and doaUe- 
wintsceda would w dgh 2M> pounds

more tiluui it would i f  left ou its native 
range for the same length of time. 
This being true xt gives a wide and 
hopeful uiargiL for transactions in 
heathy, yoUng Southern cattle. The 
increased w ^ght in these steers mdds 
■D laig^ a per cent to the market value 
that with rejMHiable prices in the 
South., there is. in the opinion of most 
ranchmen, ae large a profit and a surer 
retoTR in mgtuiing than in breeding. 
The Southern or breeding country 
profitably turn off to the Northern 
ranchmen three or four hundred 
thousand bead of two-year olds annual­
ly  and the N(srth can mature them. 
Hence the great importance of a mntu- 
ial and satiiucU»y understanding be­
tween northern and southern (sections 
iOf the range ooantry. .

C A T T If OOMPAKIS8.
The range ooantry east of the Rooky 

Mountains covers an area of open coun­
try two or three hundred milee ease and 
west, reaching from British America 
sonth to the Gulf of. Mexico. Cioing 
south the bend of the mountains ia to 
the west and the plain ooantry on the 
36th parallel is not far from six hun­
dred miles east and west. Over this 
wide expanse of almost treeleas plain 
the cattle roam at will, and are 
frequently found hnndreds o f miles 
from their home range. Freedom of 
action is the ineorance on their lives, 
for they walk in front of the blizz&rd 
until they find shelter or the storm 
abates. When spring comes a small 
herd is found scattered over an area of 
perhaps hundreds of miles. They must 
be gathered and the calves branded. 
To facilitate this work the round-ups 
have been instituted and the Spring 
hunt for cattle means an organized ar­
my of cowboys scouring the whole 
country. Mess wagons are loaded 
with provisions and a cook employed 
who drives the four mules or horses 
and cooks for the ten or fifteen cow­
boys attached to the mess. Theso boy s 
are sent by the ranchmen in ones and 
twos with from half a dozen to twenty 
or more wagons, owing to the number 
of cattle they represent. The man 
with three or four hundred. head of 
eattle finds them as widely scattered 
as are the ten thousand of his neigh­
bor. In  order to gather his cattle he 
must have a representative with the 
outfits in the various directions whence 
the cattle drift. This creates an annu­
al expense that is beyond the lim it of 
the purse of the small holder, while to 
the owner of thousands of head it is 
but a small per cent on the number of 
animals gathered. Thus the round­
up system, while it is imperfect in its­
elf, and enables ranchmen to find all 
of their strays and return them to the 
home ranch, is too expensive for the 
owner of a few hundred cattle. I t  
coats as much to run a bunch of five 
hundred cattle on an open range and 
find all of them in the spriug as it does 
to run three thousand. And it costs 
virtually as much to run three thous­
and head as it  costs to handle ten 
thousand. Under these circumstances 
and conditions there is a present and 
growing tendency among small opera­
tors to pool their issues andorganizo a 
cattle company out of the combined 
herds. By this means the annual ex- 
r -nse per «capita is reduced, in many 
iu'iiances, from three dollars to less 
than one.

The large companies are made up as 
rule of combined capital from the east, 
taken in small blocks, and very fre­
quently the funds so invested are wid­
ow’s savings or the orphans legacy. 
Hence they appeal in strong terms to 
the V'Ublic ior the same kind and de­
gree of protection that would be ac­
corded to them if  invested in any other 
class of business or securities.

ness men of every section and calling, 
and that they are entitled to and ocen 
py like social positions with other 
men. Bat it is slow to realize that 
tbeee men are carrying into tbe stock 
business, the system and method at 
tached to, and essential to other lines, 
and that ra|M changes demand that 
the stockm ^ possess in a high degree 
the elements o f business sac- 
cess and that facnltiee need 
to be in constant exer 
else. Temporary success may be the 
result o f sheer lack, good fortune«-or of 
circumstances. But those who build 
for the future must consider the effect 
of railroad exm sion , immigration, 
and changing legislation, and must 
recognizs that the impetus given by 
the infibx and increase o f population 
has an increasing momentum and that 
;his fio wing tide never ebbs. - ,|

The stockman needs to consider the 
changing conditions of production, the 
future market, who the paying cus 
tomer is to be, wbnt character of meat 
le will demand, how and where it 
w ill be prepared and how transported 
!o the consumer. These are vital ques 
tioEs which ignoring he must suffer. 
Instead oi an attempt to return to 
methods of tbe past, or to perpetuate 
tho-t<* o f the present the effort 
fab'-n d be t anticipate the inevitable 
and move iu advance of pitesure. '

I t  is to éucli subjects ts these that 
a s s o c i a i and emventions need to 
address their labors. During the past 
isw years cieat chaLges have passed 
like shadows o: floating clouds over the 
cattle covered plaine. The era of 
change, it may be has only been in­
augurated, and until a final position 
has been reached, they may be as 
frequent and varied as the colors of 
tbe kaleidescope.

Reviewing the history of this inter 
tere.st in our own state, we find that 
a few years past for want of home 

arket and of transportation tnat the 
rice of cattle was at the minimum, 

and profitable only from abundant 
range and inexpensive keeping. Then 
railroads came within reach, the buf* 
falò and the Indians surrendered the 
plains to the white man, and the can­
ning process is inaugurated, our beef 
is consumed in the east, and our stock- 
cattle find market in and' furnish the 
foundation lor tbe great herds of the 
northwest; these conditions present to 
our native herds the greatest possibili­
ties and under them maximum priQps 
are reached. The natural progress of 
trade soon demands-a lietter class of 
meat, and is responded to by the in­
troduction of dressed beef. Having 
failed to anticipate the demand and 
improve our herds, this demand is 
garnered by neighbors who have built 
upon stock that we furnished, and 
Texas beef fills the low grade de­
mand. They can at a loss o f one cent 
per pound, and of one hundred pounds 
per steer on what our neighbors real­
ize. These are causes that have af­
fected us especially ; financial condi­
tion affect all sections alike.

For the future in addition to causes 
previously referred to we need to con. 
aider the lessening of the demand for 
stock cattle in the northwest, their 
home supply o f steers, and the effect 
of competing breeding grounds. 
While our cost r f  production is afliect- 
ed by increased work and too crowded 
open range, or the cost of laud, fences, 
leases,Soreating water facilities, etc.

Open range w ill soon,^become im­
practicable; is a'i^eady in great part 
abandoned. The necessity for own­
ership of land is daily becoming great­
er and this Will result in a reduction of 
the size of many herds, increase the 
number of ranches and place them 
directly under the eye and control of 
the owner.

I f  this forecast be correct, the ques­
tion is, whether in the changed condi_ 
tion, the alvantages w ill prove equal 
to increased expense, whether im-
provement in quality, increased pro­
duction and reduetiou of losses, with 
convenience of handling and market- 
ihg can be made to justify the neces­
sary outlay. We are among those who 
believe that it will, and that the inter­
ests of the various sections^of our great 
state w ill harmonize, and that the im­
mense grain districts w ill require and 
w ill mature the steers that grazing 
sections produce and that from her 
own stalls her bullocks w ill, proudly 
tread the scales, and that Texas with- 
her area o f 167,875,600 acres shall truly 
become the meat house for inefeasing 
Eiillions.

Grasses and Forage Crops.
f National Live Stock Jonmai.] 

Bulletin No. 17, issued by Prof. J. 
W . Sanborn, o f the Missouri Agrical- 
tnral College, at Columbia, treats of 
grasses and forage crops. The profee. 
Bor’s report opens as follows:

The College Farm has attempted to 
test many of the grasses and forage 
crops that are seeking public favor. I t  
has met with an experience that is 
doubtless common. Moet o f ourjgrass 
seeds, not o f common growth, have 
proven teilnree with me, from a reason 
that deserves attention. Seed that is
of rare use is probably held over by 
dealers until the percentage of germ­
ination, is small—BO small that the 
spontaneous^ growth o f the soil smoth-

John-
son grass {sorghum,'haiapense) has 
been enoonraged too far north—a result 
o f ths high praisvs given to it in the 
Booth, its natural habitation—and 
does not think it likely to prove popu­
lar in the North; and its price, 25 cents 
per pound, with a bushel of seed re­
commended per acre, makes it quite 
costly.

H e reports^indifferent succees wit^ 
alfalfa or lucerne {Medicago sativa). I t  
requires a deep, dry, soil and a warm 
climate; is slow in seenring a good hold 
o f the soil, necessitating patience on 
the part o f those who try it. H e does 
not recommend it to the: tillers 
of tbe average Missouri farm.; ■ On the 
other hand red clover meets with his 
unstinted favor where it thrives as well 
as it does in Missouri. H e says: “ Clo­
ver can easily be carried to four tons 
per acre in two crops growing 7,200 
lbs. of dry matter per,acre.”  ' Vetch 
{vida sativa) uná sanfoin are relished 
by stock, the small peas of tbe vetch 
being very rich, and its tender vine 
nutritious and palatable. His own ex­
perience has not been favorable to its 
growth, but he thinks the winter vetch 
would do better in this climate and re 
alize something of the praise accorded 
to it abroad. ' /

Prickly comfrey has made a fair 
growth from the cuttings, purchased, 
but is not relished by the cattle on the 
college farm. Prof. Sanborn believes 
our farmers have a plenty of better 
and more a va lló le  crops at command 
for stock fooJT The eeja bean is a 
Japanese product, which analysis 
shows to bo very rich, but the profes­
sor wants a little further experience 
with it before giving it bis unqualified 
endorsement. Ha says: “ That it w ill 
I  have no doubt, and that it is very 
nutritious is quite certain. When I  
have found what the animals w ill do 
with it in quantity, I  w ill report more 
fully.”

Egyptian corn, or rice corn, while 
chiefly praised for its drought-resisting 
qualities, eave upon the most ground 
at the college farm a good yield of fod­
der that was relished by-the .stock 
Prof. Sanborn, however, regards the 
corn plant as preferable.

Of the rural branching sorghum, or 
wild maizs, the professor’s report 
makes more flittering mention. 
“ When cut to the ground new and o f 
ten, an increased number of shoots 
spring up and gain a luxuriant leaf 
development for a second crop, which 
cows are very fond of.”  His conclu­
sion Is, that it “ will warrant attention 
by those who are looking for some sub­
stitute for our common corn and clo- 

îr.”
This report concludes as follows:
W e have not in view, at present, for 

a climate of average rain-fall and of 
fair soil, the superior o f these crops 
(corn and clover) for their seasons of 
growth.

For three years I  carried on very 
careful experiments during the sum­
mer season with green food versus dry 
food for cows, weighing food, growth 
or decline in weight of cows, weight of 
milk and weight of batter. W ith  the 
present price and plentitnde of good 
pasturage, clover, timothy, and grains 
in Missouri, I  very seriously doubt the 
propriety o f handling daily, in little 
lots by high-priced labor water-laden 
green food for our dairy or other herds.

The college expects to have about 
fifty of the more promising varieties 
of grasses under culture in quantities 
sufficient for cattle testa. I t  now has 
thirty acres of pasture in mixed grass­
es of eight varieties, s'own in the fall 
of, 1883 and spring of 1884*

I f  our reports seem untiiuely to the 
public, they w ill remember that the
feeding problems that interest Misson- 
ri most cannot be carried on at this 
place from lack of suitable buildings, 
which are unprovided by the state.

One who is acenstomed to railway 

traveling can scarcely realize how 
much he is dependent for safety upon 
the engineer. Added to the' responsi­
bility o f their station, engineers are 
also in constant danger of accidents 
caused by tbe tricks o f jealoas rivale.

This rivalrv, it is said, sometimes 
prompts to the doing of ntterly mean 
tricks. A  Nfckle Plate engineer after 
bis very first trip was laid o ff becanee 
he had “ cut oat”  all the bearings c f 
his engine. H e was re-instated, how­
ever, after he proved that some rival 
bad filled his oiling can with emery. 
Another new engineer was snspended 
for burning oat the flues o f his boiler. 
Through grief at the loss of his posi­
tion he died, and then a conscience- 
stricken rival confessed that he had 
put oil in the tank so that it foamed 
and showed water at the top gauge, 
when in reality there was scircely n 
quart in the boiler !

These intense jealousies, trir*ther 
with the terrtb'e auxi^tv liocMent to 
their work, has a terribly straining 
effect oa the nerve, and statistics tell 
us that, though Liocomotive Engineers 
may look strong and vigorous, they 
are not all a hearty class. Ex-Chief 
Engineer A  S Hampton, Indianapo­
lis, Ind., (D iv. 143) was one of those 
apparently hearty men, but he says: 
“ The anxiety, strain and jolting came 
near finishing me.”  His sufferings 
localized in catarrh of the bladder, but 
he used Warner’s safe cure faithfully 
for twenty weeks and now exclaims, 
“ I  am a well man.”

A Big Cattle Suit.
[Kansas City Live Stock Record ]

A  counter suit was conamenced in 
the United States Circuit Court, Sit- 
urday, by the Cedar Valley Land & 
Cattle Co. against Coburn & Ewing, 
who a few days ago entered a suit to 
compel the Cedar Valley Land & Cat­
tle Company to fulfi 1 a contract with 
the 1) aiiu restrain them from interfer­
ing with themanageaient of the ranch 
under Major Ewing.

The plaintiff represents that it is am 
English corporation, and was orgai? 
izsd in December, 1884, in London, 
England, by Duncan Stewart, Lord 
G totgeG . Campbell, James Graham, 
Thomas Kingicote and George D. 
Fisher, for the purpose cf purchasing 
through Major W . N. Ewing the Pala­
duro and Dixon Creek ranches, situa­
ted in Randall and Deaf Smith coun­
ties, Texas, from Colonel William 
Munson. Acting for the company 
Majo* Ewing they allege made a con­
tract for the purchase of the ranches 
named and the cattle, horses and mules 
then upon the ranches, acting as the 
agent of the Cedar Valley Land and 
Cattle company. I t  is set forth that 
three remittances were made to Co­
burn & Ewing in completing the sale 
and transfer of tbe randies and stock 
to-wit: December 31, 1884, '$99,791 80; 
May 5,1885, $139,912 50; and June 18, 
1885, $179,935, making a total of $419,- 
639 30 P la iptiff alleges that defend­
ants, instead of purcbaiing^the proper 
ty at the lowest price, as directed to do 
by tbe company, paid over $18,000 
more than the price at which Munson 
was willing to sell. They also charge 
that defendants kept as a commission 
on the sale o f the property about $40,r 
000; and farther that defendants also 
retained i $60,000 in cash and in lieu 
thereof conveyed to*Munson tbe First 
National Bank building in Kansas 
City at a valuation of $75,000, subject 
to an incumbrance of $15,000, and al­
lege that that property was worthless 
than $45,000. The company seta forth 
that on learning c f these alleged facte 
in August, they asked for an account­
ing of the transactions by defendants 
but were refused, and failing in tbis 
endeavor commenced this action, ask­
ing the court to compel defendants to 
make an accounting. Plaintiffs are 
represented by Hon. George W . M c­
Crary and Adams & Field, and defend­
ants* attorneys are Karnes A  Esa oi 
this city and Waters A  Chase of Tope­

The Victoria Advocate goes Into a 

long statement to prove for our batis- 
f action that the Fort Worth stock­
holders of the Texas Continental Meat 
company, would probably attempt to 
defeat any private sale o f the Victoria 
and Fort Worth works. In  this, the 
Advocate is mistaken. The Fort 
Worth stockholders have no objection 
to any adjustment whatever, provided 
there is no intention to sell them also, 
the second time. They, the Fort 
Worth stockholders, feel thoroughly 
convinced that the primary object of 
the establishment at Fort Worth was 
to refstablish the concern at Victoria 
which was already bankrupt, and that 
they were led in by misrepresenta- 
tioEw to subscribe stock and money tô  
secure creditors, who were also stock­
holders in the original company.

The Fort Worth stockholders do not 
admire the method by which the re­
ceivership was brought about, nor do 
they believe that the embargo on the 
sale of the Fort Worth works, while 
there is none on the Victoria works, is 
a square deal. They would like te 
know why, if  the Victoria works can 
be sold for anything bid, there shall 
be no bid received on the Fort Worth 
plant under 132,000 ?

It  is true that there is somp diff^- 
ence betwee» the parties, and a law­
yers fee paid by the company here, 
that is by order of a majority of the 
directors, and before it was known 
that Captain Higgs and the vice-presi­
dent had a receiver appointed, is 
sought to be recovered from the local 
treasurer here, and when Mr. Prid- 
bam telegraphed sJbout a purchase 
this item only (icvolvicg $2,500) was 
in the way, and the telegram returned, 
said there \rould be no objection to 
private sale i f  this claiih was aband­
oned. I t  is not sufficient to prevent a 
sale at $80,000 for both works, nor do 
the company attorneys or the Fort 
Worth stockholders believe that this 
item hae bad any effect to prevent the 
acceptance of any bona fide offer. In  
short the Fort Worth stockholders 
have no visible evidence that the re­
ceiver has had any proposition for 
them to accept.

Not a few of the cattlemen have of late 
been in Ban Antonio and are endeav- 

y ' '  oring to forecast the future with re­
gard to range and beef cattle. Opin­
ions greatly differ as to what next 
spring w ill bring forth in the way of 
prices. There is a well settled idea 
that beef values w ill improve steadily, 
but the enormous losses of range cattle 
last winter by the northwest; the 
probable dabbling congress may pos­
sibly do in the Cherokee strip matter 
and antagonistic state action toward 
Texas cattle, allthese are thought likely 
to have a bearing on the quotation s of 
ones and twos next spring. On the 
other hand the comparatively short 
calf crop in Southern Texas this year 
is believed likely to somewhat en­
hance prices on yearlings next year.

These things the noble army of live 
stock breeders aud raisers discuss as 
they gather in the welcome shade of 
the Southern hotel, and at the end of 
the “ session”  are no nearer a solution 
of the matter than when they began. 
A t best they can only “ wait'and see, 
what they shall see.”

The A ran sas Road.
President Lott has submitted a for^ 

mal proposition to the citizens of Bee 
county w ith reference to the Aransas 
road passing through Beeville instead 
o f via  Gtoliad. Mr. Lott’s letter is ad-, 
dressed to F. O. Skidmore, who to­
gether with John 1. Clare and Capt. 
A . C. Jones of Bse couuty,has done so 
much toward securing the road 
througfi Bee county. Mr. Lott very 
frankly admits that since the Mackey 
road has been sold to Huntington, Go­
liad is not so desirable a point for the 
Aransas road to reach as it was. Mr. 
Lott requires o f the Bee county sec­
tion $100,000, to be paid in install­
ments o f $30,000 and $35,000 In  his 
letter he further says: “ I  desire to call 
your at'tention to the fact that we are 
trying to make this a popular stock 
road; our cars and locomotives ordered 
for that special traffic are all o f the 
best class; cars 33| feet long and will 
hold 20 per cent more cattle than the 
average stock oars now used for the 
Southwestern traffic. To the stock­
man to aid in building this road means 
more money for his cattle, because he 
can reach a market quicker and cheap­
er than heretofore. To the. land owner 
it means a demand for his lands far in 
advance o f any figure qpon which he 
can earn interest by grazing them.”

Waldron, the horseman, 
w ill depart for Texas to-morrow to 
join his stable of runners that have 
been sent forward to make the fall 
campaign in the Lone Star State.

The annual meeting o f the 
W yom ing stock growers w ill be held 
in Cheyenne on Monday, the 26tn 
inst. There is much important busi­
ness to come up for discussion and a 
very large attendance is expected.

J. W . Snyder ̂ as ordered 120 cars to 
be loaded with cattle at Iliff, Colorado 
The Snyder Bros, w ill ship some 3,000 
head of beeves in all from this point. 
They go over the Union Pacific and 
the Chicago & Northwestern railway 
to the Chicago market.

One day lasc week the the Holt L ive  
Stock company sold to a Nebraska 
farmer 2,000 big American wethers, to 
be taken to that state to feed for 
mutton tlie coming winter.

The state veterinary sanitary board 
having satisfied themselves that there 
is now no need of quarantining 
against the states of Missouri, Ind i­
ana and Ohio, Governor Eaton at 
their request has issued a proclama 
tion revoking the same. These states 
have been subjected to quarantine 
since April 4, 1885.•

During the past sixty days many 
hundred head of big unbroken horses 
have passed Denver by rail, going east 
from Northmn Utah, Ilah o  and Or­
egon. Moa|i o f the stout * native 
horses find ready sale at Kansas City. 
They are larger and far superior to the 
hores that come up from Texas. Those 
we have looked at were animals that 
would weigh from 900 to 1,100 pounds, 
standing from 15 to 16 hands, up head­
ed and rather stylish. They w ill 
make good farm or street car horses 
when broken. They sell for about $70 
at the Missouri river.

Last week 105 cars of cattle arrived 
in the  ̂ Pueblo yards from Durango. 
They were feeders and beef steers be­
longing to the Carlisle Bros. The Rio 
Grande railway divided them into six 
trains and hauled them over the two' 
great chains of mountains, the San- 
gre Christo and Core;os, aud through 
theToltec Gorge, at a rate of speed 
that covered the distance of 350 miles 
in 23 hours.

A  bunch^f 185 native steers, right 
off of the range in Mesa county, on 
the Pacific slope, sold In Chicago one' 
day last week as follows, viz., those 
weighing 1,300 pounds at $4.80, those 
at 1,270 pounds brought $4.70 while 
those only weighing 1,100, brought 
$3 60. .

The 
trade outlook is better than a year ago;

ures. The railroads have patched up 
their difficulties, and such has been 
the demand for coal for industrial and 
domestic purpose»—a sure sign of the 
times—that the price has advanced 
quite sharply of late, and W all street, 
which is always, after all, quick to 
feel the indications of things, and is 
another good barometer, has advanced 
sharply of late. Manufacturers have 
more orders ahead than a year ago, 
and w ill do very well upon their 
spring goods. W ith a run of sharp 

'  cold weather from now to Thanks­
giving season, heavy clothing w ill be 
moved and the outlook for heavy 
goods improved thereby. The worst 
feature of the situation is the condi­
tion of foreign markets, and the de­
pressed state of trade in England. As 
w ill be seen by the table given below, 
prices of domestic wools, with the ex­
ception of California and Texas fall 
No. 1 fleece, and lamb’s super, vary 
but little from a year ago, but foreign 
wools are not so strong. A  cable from 
Melbourne reports that the 'sales 
opened there on the 14th, although 
not much wool is yet offered. A  good 
average wool can be bought at 9 to 
9§d, and a choice lot at 10̂  to lOjd, 
such as last year was sold at l2^d. An­
other cable received to-day by Cham­
berlain Bros. A  Co. from John Sand­
erson A Co.. Melbourne, reports that 
the season is later than last year ; 
bidding moderately brisk. There 
is a large attendance of buyers, 
but foreign buyers are operat­
ing cautiously. Prices are 20 to 25 per 
cent below list season’s rates; 5000 
bales were olTered, but 30 per cent were 
bought in. Few choice wools have 
been yet offered. The tendency is, 
therefore, to lower prices there. The 
London outlook is weak, for the Eng;- 
lish goods market is in a very unsatiB- 
hu3tory condition. Trade on the Con­
tinent is also far from satisfiustory, and 
i f  there is any chance for the better 
Melbourne and London w ill quickly 
show it.

During the early part of the week 
the sheep market wa? brisk and ad­
vanced 25c- But later with large runs 
of common natives and 14 double- 
decks of Montana ^beep in one day 
the advance was more than lost. So 
it goes up and down, and the rub is 
that the “ ups”  are always on very 
small supplies, while everybody catch­
es fits on the days when values are de­
pressed. Doubtless the sheepmen in 
the Northwest are making the most of 
double-decks as they w ill soon be a 
thing of the past, provided the rail­
roads have their own way.

The shipments of dressed mutton to 
the East in refrigerator cars are steadi- 
ly increasing, the business this fall be­
ing much larger than ever before. 
Slowly but surely the demand for 
mutton is increasing, and there is to­
day a mnch larger proportion of peo- 

' pie who eat mutton than ever before. 
Borne was not built in a day. The 
Americans are not naturally mutton 
eaters, but the consumption demand 
fbr good muttons is growing steadily. 
I t  is all nonsense to t^ k  about dis­
couragement in the s'l^Mp raising busi­
ness. There has been a good deal to 
make raisers feel blue but the industry 
has surely seen its worst. Prices for 
all kinds of products are sô  low that 
producers seem to be poor id the midst 
of plenty, but while this is true prices 
are so low that a panic or anything 
worse than what we Have had is ren­
dered fdirly impracticable. What, we 
want is to remedy and regulate extor­
tionate transportation charges and im­
prove our methods, and brighter days 
are sure to come. A  gentlemen from 
the upper Columbia river country says 
even at loc a pound for wool or about 
$1.00 per fleece of 7 pounds, and 2c per 
pound for muttoh on the hoof, sheep 
raising in that state is one of the most 
lucrative branches of industry. Some 
facetious traducer of sheep husbandry 
now thinks that nothing is very profita- 
ble in that great and litt le^n ow n  
Northwestern state, but suc^is by no 
means the case. As is generally well 
known that is a bunch grass country. 
The grazing of cattle has in many 
cases killed out the grass. But in its 
stead has appeared a short grass which 
comes up thick and nearly covers the 
ground. This is excellent for sheep, 
and the more it is trampled, the hard­
er the loose soil is packed, the better 
this short grass seems to grow.

At any rate Oregon and Washington 
territory men are in many cases ex­
changing cattle for sheep and find that 
they pay much better. The cattle 
could eat nothing but the bunch grass 
while the economical sheep have been 
thriving on a variety of small under­
growth and plants that had been re­
garded as utterly worthless. '

Shippers are not satisfied with the 

refusal of the roads in the Northwes­
tern Traffic assc elation to accept double­
decked car-loads of sheep. The ra' ' 
for such was fixed some time ago at 
<)o0, and single-deck car-loads at $30. 
Bhippers put deexs into the Northern 
Pacific cars at their own expense but 
they did not go through and great in­
dignation is the result. I t  is claimei 
that, a double-deck car-load of sheep i!> 

-vrorth only half an much as a car-load 
of steers and weighs less. About 4tf,000 
sheep have been shipped from Monta­
na this season and 30,000 more are to 
oome.

Never, within the memory of the 
oldest inhabitant, has there been such 
a run of sheep to this market at one 
time as that which last Sunday and 
Monday brought forward; the total re­
ceipts of Western sheep being all of 
120 loads, while there were some 20 
odd loads of lambs from Canada. The 
efiect of these heavy receipts, follow- 
iug on the heels of last week’s market 
which up to that time was the worst 
of the season, can better be imagined 
than described. In  short, salesmen 
were completely in the hands of the 
buyers. Reports from all other mar­
kets were equally as bad, and regular 
New York buyers held off altogether 
or offered from $2 to $2 25 for such 
sheep as two weeks ago would have 
sold readily at $3 25 to $3 65, and sel­
lers were forced to cut loose - at these 
ruinous prices, as was predicted in our 
last report would be the case with a 
continued heavy run. The Central 
yards were early filled to overflowing, 
and a large number were yarded in 
the hog pens and. taken over to the 
Erie yards. In  conclusion we would 
say that i f  shippers continue to seed 
forward this class of ŝ  ?ok they may 
look for barely what their pelts are 
worth in return.—[Buffalo L ive Stock 
Journal.

For a couple of years past the wool 
trade has been conducted with more 
caution than formerly, but more re­
cently it would seem s i i f  some deal- 
eiB and manufacturers became cracked 
at the eleventh hour, for they have ' 
been operating in a reckless manner in 
Texas, i f  not here, and mill owners 
have stood silent observers, knowing 
that the rise in prices of different 
classes o f the staple has been too rapid 
and marked to prove healthy, or en­
ables them to *‘get out”  without losses 
on early orders. Three months ago, 
aye, six months ago, we told the 
whole trade that there was a great 
slaughter of sheep and the clip would 
prove short i f  the mills were put to 
their speed, and any purchases made 
while the market was abundantly sup­
plied, at the low nrices then pi ̂ vail­
ing, could not fail to prove a good in­
vestment. The whole press at the 
time was full of articles decrying the 
sliver dollar as worth only 83 cents. 
W e denounced this as a base lie. The 
American silver dollar to-day is ihe 
best silver dollar in the world, and our 
coinage to-day is as pure and o f more 
intrinsic worth than any other dollar 
in the wOTld. As we then remarked, 
if the silver dollar was only worth 83 
cents, everybody ought to have bought 
wcol with the same while they could 
pass all they had off for 100 cents. So 
we op me 1 t'>e eyes of the trade to one 
delusion at least. But now they have 
gone off on a wild tangent the other 
wav. Of those buyers who went to 
Texas, Califot-nia, etc., we w ill say 
nothing more than simply this—they 
have acted madly, but those who went 
to England and elsewhere have hardly 
done any better.—[U. S. Economist.

I  am not a little puzzled as how to 
begin this letter. Quite unexpected 
things have happened since my last, 
and the wool and sheep mar­
ket took a turn that was
indeed* surprising. True the wool 
market has not suffered greatly, 
yet o ff to a greater extent than desired 
by sellers. Dealers, however, make it 
appear lightly and predict advances 
even if  they don’ t believe it.' The 
sheep market has gone to the dogs, and 
the reader w ill thus observe that hav­
ing no good news to dilate on I  am 
slow in giving out unfavorable news. 
Manufacturer’s agents are not buvintr 
to any considerable extent even at the 
declines, and appear to hold back and 
await developments, as they seem to 
labor under the impression that the fu­
ture w ill bring lower prices. Borne of 
the long-headed wcol dealers are im­
pressed with the idea that values de­
preciated greatly within the past 
month. The run of sheep to market 
has been excessive, while the prices 
are the lowest in years, and the wool 
thus thrown on the market has been 
very large. I t  seems that almost every 
sheep breeder and flockmaster in the 
Middle and Eastern states are going 
out of business, or else the number of 
sheep in the country has been greatly 
underestimated. This is about all I  
can say of the wool market. A s to the 
sheep market it was a bad one indeed. 
Prices have come down roundly on all 
grades from common to good. Prices 
are now lower than before the war. A  
couple of days ago a shipper on our 
market had some 700 Kansas sheep of 
60 pounds in thin flesh. A  neighbor 
of his had about the same number of 
sheep, and the quality a little better, if 
anything. They come ou the same 
train. A . remained on this market 
and B. W ent on to Chicago. After A  
and B. had si>ent a few days at the 
stockyards A  , who was located here, 
telegraphed to B . who was in Chica­
go, as follows: "Just sold out at $1 85 
pqf hundred pounds. How  much did 
you get up thert?”  The answer was 
prompt and read as follows; '^Offered 
them at |1 25 per hundred and no bid. 
I f  I  can slip out unobserved w ill do 
so.”  This is only a sample one. 
Gould give naany more. W e had a 
very large run the past week, and the 
bulk of the sales were made at |2 250 
250 per 100 pounds. Butchers and 
fseders took a great number. Shippers 
did bntiittle as {Hicssare lower at Chi­
cago and Pittsburfl^ than here. The

range paid here was from $1 2503 00 
per 100 pounds, according to quality, 
but let me add that vmry few brought 
the last named figure. Chicago was 
"chuck full”  and they were given 
away. Many consignments when sold 
did not bring enough to pay freight 
charges. The prospects for an improve­
ment soon is not very flattering., T ^ -  
as sheep were somewhat scarce and 
brought from $1 25@2 25 per 100 lbs.

Texas flockmasters are advised to 
hold back their stock until snring 
No matter i f  your sheep are as fat as 
hogs, hold them back. To ship is to 
pay out hard cash at this end of the 
line to meet expenses. W e quote wool 
as foilows:

Texas—choice 12 months’ growth a 
22 to 23s for medium, and 224 to 23 for 
fine, choice 6 and 8 months’ 19 to 21c 
for medium and 18 to 20c for fine; 
Western—short and sandy at 14 to 16c, 
and carpet stock at 12 to 14c.

The Texas Wool Clip.
8peci|Ll to the Qlobe Democrat.

Ba n  A n t o n io , Te x ., October 20.— 
The lower grades of wool clipped in 
this Ssction, which o^ned five weeks 
ago at 124 cents and have been climb­
ing ever since, reached the top notch 
to-day in the sale of the Dawson clip, 
of Presidio county, at 22 cents per 
pound. The clip consisted of 57 bags, 
averaging 200 ]Munds each, and we'i 
six months’ wool. I t  was bright and 
clean, and was taken from Texas-bred 
Merino graded sheep. This is the 
highest price paid in Texas this season 
and is 2 cents higher per pound than 
this ¡market has yet shown I t  was 
bought by the visiting ageqt of a Bos­
ton house. The competition among 
the buyers this season has been tre­
mendous. Boston and other Northern 
houses have had their agents in the 
field for some weeks, some of them 
taking the road with small wagon and 
camp outfit, visiting the ranches and 
buying there. Without exception, 
woolgrowers who have sold oh the 
ranch have been badly nipped, fre­
quently selling at 15 cents, and visit­
ing town two aays afterward, finding 
the same grade going at 17c and 18c;.

a very attractive character. I t  seems 
very desirable that our ewn manufac­
turers should enter the same field, and 
share in the merit and profits of this 
industry.

Especial' interest also attaches to 
this industry here, as it Is now settled 
beyond question that the raw material 
can be grown in the United States at a 
cost fo the shepherd of no more than 
good merino wool; while to-day the 
higher grades of mohair sell readily 
for from 38 to 50 cents, and tbe supply 
of domestic growth is not a tenth of 
the domestic consumption.

W e have seen within a few days 
samples of mohair from the first cross 
of the thoroughbred Angora buck with 
he comihon Mexican ewe goat, the 
iff een-sixteenths grade and upward. 
B'rcm the fourth to the seventh cross 
he fibre would be undistinguishable 
;o the inexperienced buyer from the 
hor^ughbred fleece; and for many 
fabrics wouid have all the valuable 
properties of the pure-blood fibre. A ll 
these seven grades are now utilized in 
one or more of the nine mills we have 
enumerated; the lowest in the manu­
facture of coarse, heavy feltings and 
blankets, and the highest in a furni­
ture plush, the equal in appearance 
and quality of the best foreign goods.

W e repeat with emphsais there is 
room in this mohair industry for en- 
terprbe, inventive genius w d  most 
profi sole employment of capiMl. W e 
hope our msnufectqrers w ill not be 
blind or indifferent to their interest in 
the matter.

Speaking of pigs we are reminded of

I our vision in Oregon. The Oregon 
hog is fearfully and wonderfully made. 
His nocturnal ancestor, who “ woohéd”  
at us from the Jimsons, when a boy, 
or terrifled us in the night visions 

I when we had hooked too many 
douahnuts from the cupboard, would 
not own this d^enerate son o f ‘ the 
Pacifle slope. H is 1 «^  are of the slim­
mest and longest, his nose expensive 
and acute, his ears a horror to breed- 

lers. From his ears to his tail his 
bristles stand out “ like quills o f fret­
ful porcupines.”  Nature, in fashion- 

: ing him, took the jackass for a style of 
beauty and the jack-rabbit as the type 
o f fleetnem. W e assured some of our 
Oregon friends that an Iowa farmer 
who was reported to have an Oregon 

I hog on his premises could not get 
credit at any country store for ten 
cents’ worth of tobacco, even i f  he 
pledged the whole of his pig crop' to 
pay it in the fall.

W hat a field Oregon would be for 
I Col. Curtis to introduce those brindle 
hogs o f his into! Bend some of them 
out there, Colonel, and see i f  you 
can’ t improve the Oregon Log in val­
ue from 15.49 to the value o f those of 

I your own state, which Uncle Sam 
says is twice as much or $10,96 per 
head. _________

Importance of Swine Breeding.
Enthusiastic swine breeders, of a 

statistical turn o f mind, occasionally 
, ti^^  show by figures the comparative 
jimporlance of the hog growing inter­
est of the country. But no great^array 
of figures, is needed to satisfy the farm­
er of moderate means, that hog-raising 
is one of his surest and quickest ways 
of makiug'money. I t  takes less capi­
tal than in the rearing of horses or 
cattle, and it brings returns much 
sooner.

The greatest drawback in swine 
breeding is the liability to losses from 
epidemic diseases which so frequently 
sweep through the country. Y et the 
greatest prolificacy and rapid growth 
of hogs, render it possible to soon rc • 
cover from these losses and still come 
out ahead of even the fast horse men. 
A  friend recently remarked that he 
had followed the showing of horses 
for many years, though from a lack of 
sufficient capital, not as largely as he 
would have liked. A t the same time 
he kept a lot of good hogs at home; al­
most immertiately on returning from 
the fairs in the fall he had to sell hogs 
to pay bis horse showing expenses. 
Since then he handled fewer horses 
and more hogs. Now  instead>f stan­
ding near the foot of the roll as a 
breeder of good horses and hogs, he 
has advanced to the foremost rank as 
a breeder o f Imported swine.

ing on the hooks and pronounced it as 
good as we bad seen—even that that 
h&d come np from the corn-growing 
regions. There was probably not so 
mneh lard about it, but it was better 
bn that hccouat for retail pnrposes on 
the block, to be used while fresh. The 
porkers before slain were fair sized 
in fe rs , tip ping the scale beam, as obr 
butcher friend informed ns, at about 
200 lbs each. The flesh looked so nice 
and temi^ting we ordered a roast from 
the loin o f the biggest pig and had it 
baked for dinner, and w ill now aver 
that this alfalfa pork was the sweeteet 
and best-flavored hog flesh we had par­
taken of in the past twenty years. The 
conclusion flashed upon ns at once, if  
this was a sample o f Colorado meat 
made from the wonderful alfalfa plant, 
that w ill yield from four to eight tons 
to the acre, and grow npon every hill 
side, then the h<^ and alfalfa may be­
come a power in the land.

nature Them Early.
Other things being equal, the men 

who made the most money from rear­
ing pigs haye learigtd to mature them 

I early. To do this it is n e c e^ ry  to pro­
vide good, warm quarters fonhe breed­
ing stock and young pigs during the 
cold weather, and feed as, liberal as 
possible with a variety of nourishing 
food. I t  costs just as much to sustain 
the animal life, and the shorter time 
that life has to be sustained, in order 
to obtain a given result, the greater 
w ill naturaUy be the profit.

/ Bo Stock Pays Better.
I t  is claimed with considerable jus­

tice, that there is no class o f stock that 
! receives so little attention as the swine, 
and no other kind of stock w ill better 
repay a little care and attention. 
Swine have always Ibeen allowed to 
root for themselves principally for a 
subsistence, and to go witi^ meaner 
quarters, poorer feed and more filthy 
drink, and in every way be subjected 
to worse treatment than any other 
kind of stock. Swine should be treat­
ed atTeast in au intelligent manner^

I and in a way that w ill insure health 
as well as thrift.

'  Improve the Stock.
Farmers who wish to improve their 

stock of bogs, or to have choice pigs 
next spring,' shonld now be looking 
up their breeding stock. I f  already I supplied with good sows, they can well 
afford to buy pure bred boars. I f  the 
sows are not as good as the farmer 
would like,¡it is all the more impor­
tant that be use a well-bred boar, ât 
the same time he would do well- to se­
cure one or more well-bred sows of the 
same breed as the boar he selects for 
use w ith his common stock. iBy bo do­
ing he can soon be well supplied with 
hogs that w ill afford him handsome 
profits in the rearing o f them, howev­
er close the margins may be on which 
farmers with les£ faith in pure-bred 
stock may have tf work.

Smeet-Fiavored Pork.
In  Colorado more than elsewhere, 

attention has beeikpaid to demonstra­
ting the value o f the alfalfia as a food  ̂
for growing swine, and now some 
pleasing stories are told of the quality 
o f food made from it. The L ive  
Stock Record o f Denver relates this: 
W e were passing a little market place 
en Fifteenth street the other day, 
when the butcher hailed us w ith the 
remark: “ Here, now, I  have some 
genuine alfkl/a-fattened pork about 
which you have written so much. The 
pigs were raised in  Boulder, and I  
have the word of one o f the most re­
liable men in the county that they 
never had other food than alfalfia since 
they were sucklings. Last winter 
they ate the dry hay w ith the cows, 
and since the new grass started in the 
spring they have grownjand fattened

When a Hog Coughs.
In  swine, as in man, many fatal dis­

eases are preceded by a cough ^or a 
difficulty in breathing, which may not 
necessarily imply a cold. This may 
prove to be a simple disorder that w ill 
remedy itself without serious cons« 
qnences, or it may prove a symptom 
of some disease difficult to combat 
Whether accompanied or not by other 
symptoms, let the removal of this diffi 
culty in breathing or coughing beyour 
first 'sonsideration, and you'may pre­
vent the development of some perhaps 
fatal disease. I f  the patient has been 
confined in a damp, unhealthy pen or 
yard, removal to more wholesome 
quarters may effect a ready cure. I f  
the food has been less carefully pre­
pared, a little attention in thi^ matter 
may also remedy the trouble. I f  the 
conditions have all been favorable, and 
you find an apparently healthy and 
thrifty pig suffering ip the manner de­
scribed, administer- a powder consist­
ing of two drachms each of Epsom 
salts and sulphur. Give it in a pint of 
fresh milk, and follow the dose with a 
meal or two of soaked oats, which w ill 
alleviate the cough.

The greatest profit w ill come from 
food consumed during mild, weather 
before the storms of winter set in.

Whatever may have been thought 
of them earlier there is probably no 
breed of hogs in the world that has 
more friends than the «Poland-Chinas 
—a strictly American production.

Among the more intelligent and 
progressive class of pork-raisers there 
is a constantly growing desiro to pro­
duce more lean in proportion to fat 
than the ordinary corn fattened hogs 
affbrd. This is a good reform in the 
growing of pork, and the favorite 
breed of hogs soon w ill be the one that 
has the largest proportion of lean meat 
to the amount o f fat.

I f  it is worth our while to breed 
Berksbires or any other o f our domes­
tic animals to a particular form or col­
or, or for any special purpose, we 
should not fail to p'ersisfc in tlie direc­
tion of our aim, ever striving for the 
highest standard of perfection in all 
desirable points of economic value as 
well as of beauty. The old-time Berk 
shire was prized for its choice hams, 
shoulders and bacon. These always 
have and always will find ready sale 
in the best markets of the world.

The Heat Canning Establishment.
|.New Mexico, Demlng Tribune.]

W e had the pleasure o f visiting the 
new establishment recently erected by 
Hessrs. Aaron Schulz and John A . 
Raithel. I t  is located on *he bank of 
the river bed east of town, jnst across 
the irailroad track from the section 
house. The buildings are located near 
the center of a. -160 tract, where offal 
can be disposed of in the river bed, to 
be washed away when there are heavy 
freshets.

The slaughter house is located a con­
siderable distance &om the dwelling, 
also near the river bank, and though 
net large is of snfficient capacity to 
handle a large number of cattle. The 
yard for the handling o f beef cattle is 
already in operation, and there are to 
be other yards as adjunct to it onq^for 
sheep and the other for hogs. Abund­
ance o f water is supplied by a «wind­
mill, and it is distributed by pipes to 
the yards and wherever needed to the 
slaughter house.

The canning ^tablishment is lo­
cated just next tathe dwelling of Mr. 
Raithel, and is bnijt of brick. I t  has 
the.boiler, from the Erie City, Penn­
sylvania works, located ontsiae of the 
main building, but the engine is in­
side, of 12 horse power.  ̂The building 
is two rooms, one o f them devoted 
to cooking and canning the meats. 
These must first be placed in coming 
pickle for about two weeks. Then it 
is cooked in tanks by steani, and after 
testing for whatever climate it is going 
into it is canned in the usaai style. 
Another windmill supplies this build-
iDjg.

The cellar for the oaring of beef is 
constructed under ground w ith ample 
capacity and can be used for ice cool-» 
in g in  the summer months.

There is a commodious house con­
structed for a smoke house with six 
apartments for smoking either beef or 
hams.

Everything is built in the most sub­
stantial and thorough manner. The 
present capacity is far beyond pjeeent 
neoessities, but it is expected that the 
demands upon it w ill grow rapidlyvj 
A t  present they are killing from three 
to ten beeves daily.

The activities of stock-brokerage in­
volve exhaustive drain of vital energy.

The yconger section of the broker 
tribe indulges in an annual regatta o f 
its rowing association, in bi^e ball con­
tests with the callow athletes o f popu­
lar colleges, or in friendly struggles 
among themselves, in which the 
“ Gtood Boys”  are pitted against the 
“ Bad Boys”  in go as-yon-please pedes- 
train matches in the Central Park, in 
Bacchic dances to the entrancing mu­
sic of Itelian organ-grinders, in tre­
mendous attempts at Qrasoo-Roman 
wrestling, and in exasperaiing“ tug of- 
war”  contests at either end of a stout 
rope. I t  also revels, in company with 
the elder, in the otmeerts of the Glee 
Club, and never fiiils to make the an- 
uual song festival at Chickering Hall, 
or the lees frequent nne in the Brook- 
lyn Academy of Mosic, a grand suc­
cess in respejt of entbusiasm, flowers, 
and numbers. A t  the Christmas s^- 
son it luxuriates in the blowing of tin 
horns and bugles, smasning of broker 
hats, ptliing with blown bladders, wet 
towels, and surreptitious snow balls, 
and in the sly insertion of the cooling 
crystals between the collars and necks 
of unsnspecting brethren. Hot pen­
nies are sometimes substituted.

A  Manitoba insurance 
agent, looking like a Russian bear in 
his fur cap and hairy coat, enters the 
gallery. H e is a blizzard to the brok­
ers. They rub their hands, swing 
their arms aad outdo the jiantomime 
o f a halt-frozen stage driver. Elo­
quence effects them strangely when it 
springs from their own officers. Cat­
calls. cheers, howls and whistles testi 
fy to their high appreciation. The lees 
there is of it  the better they like it 
“ I  am sorry,”  is an exordium that 
evokes conttteting counsels, such as 
“ H ire ahall,”  etc., etc. “ Thankyou, ’ 
was the staple speech of one of the 
best secretaries the exchange ever had, 
and never failed to bring down the 
house. The hilarity aud practical jo  
cosity at rare intervals everleap due 
bounds, and prevoke fistic encounters, 
in which case the impromptu Sullivans 
and Morriseys are parted and vhen 
punished by temporary suspension 
from all privileges of the exchange.

Rule 5: The following rules will
govern the trans ¡>ortation of men in 
chtfge of and accompanying live 
stMk shipped under contract over the 
mes within this system : One person 

w ill be allowed to go free with one, 
two or three cars ; two persons with 
four to seven cars, and three persons 
with eight cars or more in one ship* 
ment. One person only w ill be allow­
ed with any number ol cars of hogs 
or sheep.

Rule 6: No return pass w ill be 
given for less than two cars in one 
shipment, from* one consignor to one 
consignee. One’ man may return 
free for two or three cars, two men 
for four, five, tix or seven, and three 
men for eight care: or more in one 
shipment.

After an exceedingly demoralized 
state of affairs in the cattle market we 
begin to have something better to re­
port. A t least since prices have 
touched a lower point than has been 
reached in several years,'and the tre­
mendous gluts are being gradually 
worked off, there is a feeling that the 
worst has been seen. Never in the 
history o f the cattle trade have the 
feeders and drovers and ranchmen had 
quite such a shaking up as that re­
ceived last week. The receipts were  ̂
liberal, though by no ) means ae 
large as we have had many a time 
But somehow the markets of the whole 
country seemed to be glutted. Prices 
in New York for a time were as low 
as here, saying nothing about freight. 
Then in the latest cable from L iver­
pool this week reports prices for the 
beat American cattle at ll^o per pound 
dressed, being the lowest rate that hao 
prevailed since the opening of the ex-

The above exhibit is one that shows 
badly for this year as compared with 
last year. But i f  misery loves company 
nobody ought to feel very lonesome, 
because from the above it w ill be seen 
that every article in the list except 
corn and oath is quoted at a good round 
reduction in rates.

Stockers and leaders probably nevei 
sold lower than during the past week, 
five aud eight hundred pound cattle 
selling at $2 00 to $3 50.

I t  is a settled fact that in the East, 
where so many beeves have lately been 
produced, there w ill be a large reduc­
tion in feeding this winter.

In  western Iowa, and in some other 
portions which usually turn off large 
numbers of cattle, it is said the chole­
ra has cleaned up the pigs so cloee that 
many farmers, who ordinarily feed 
one or two car-loads of cattle, w ill not 
do anything in that line owing to the 
inability to get hogs to follow the cat­
tle.

Where corn is fed in the ear as on 
most Western farms the waste with­
out hogs to follow is very great. To 
some extent this might be overcome 
by shelling the. corn, but grinding and 
scalding is still better and insures 
against waste without the bother of 
hogs.

1 do not wish to hold out any false 
hopes, but it seems to me that there 
never was a better time for Texas, men 
to try their hand at corn feeding than 
now. There will be no dearth of fat 
cattle, but the profits of next spring 
w ill certainly be larger than lask, as 
the corn is abundant and the cattlé are 
much cheaper t'nan one year ago.

This information is given gratis and 
with the hope that it may do some 
good. The stockman however is not 
asking any sympathy, but lie does de­
sire fair treatment. His business is 
being revolutionized and this too in 
the .face of the most stringent money 
market for the past 10 years. He has 
t3 change base frem the old to the new 
dispensation and the change hurts 
him. He w ill survive the change, his 
pulse is getting more regular. H.
