The best heavy “ native’’ hogs are notv 
worth .$1.40. It seems odd that we do 
not get more Texas hogs than we do. 
IJut each 3'(air the receipts of Tex.as hogs 
are’incr.-Jsing; some very’ well bred 
hogs arcf now coming from the South- 
we.st.

Commission men at Chicago, par- 
tieularly those wiio are members of the 
Live block Kxchange, are now receiv­
ing letters from sheepmen in the cotin- 
trv, urging them to exert their ¡nfluc''ce 
to .secure double-deck} cars for sheep. 
Ma.u)' .«trong letters have bcien received 
b\* the pre.siuent and seeret.ary of the 
Chicago Live .Stock Exch.ange. oh this 
matU.-r. Tliis isg’oo'l. Let the matter 
be agitated. It will bring about the 
consummation so devoutly* to be wished.

The sheep market has, been very good 
lately, and value.' have been strength­
ening, especially on good grades. 
Good fat .sliC' p and lambs have lately- 
<old well at $4 0<J to §5 00 for sheep, 
and $-1 Ob to *5 75 p<î  C'wt. for lambs. 
Inferior to fair .sheep, however, have 
sold slowly at $2 W to §3 50. The 
qualiti' has been very poor latelv. The 
dre.'̂ sed meat men ate the chief buyers, 
and it ma}' be truly said that they have 
2>hiced Chicago in the front rank of 
American sheep markets. The large.st 
ret-eipts here in oru; month occurred 
last December, when TO;‘,000 head of 
sheep arrived. During Jannar^' just 
closed wc received 103,0 K>, being the 
second largest run on Tecorl for a 
month. With double-decks in the 
\Vest the worM will soon be a-stoui-jhed 
to sec what proportions the Chicago 
sheep market will reach.

I'niini-shed stock seems to be rushing 
in from nearly all quarters and there U 
now almost a continual scarcity of ripe 
well fed stock on the market. / As an 
old .stockman here Says,: “.if money
must be had, it is.better to .borrow at 
ten or twelve per cent., apid hold the 
cattle nntil matured, than to rash them, 
in their present nnripe condition, into 
markets alreaidj overstocked with just 
such unsuitable cattle.*'

Whereas, During and prior
thereto, the prices which grass-fed 
rang«* steers have brought in thv mar; 
kets of Kansas City, I.ouis and Chi­
cago have been below what the owners 
considert.'d to be their' value; that the 
range owners, after carefully inyestiga 
ting tlie manner of shipment and .*iale of 
■stotirs lu.'retofore in vogue,  ̂have come 
to tlie conelu.sion that such loss, is 
eaused by a glut of these markets; that 
the eomnu.Siiion men receive the same 
eonnnission, no matter for how little 
they sell the cattle consigned to them; 
th:U tlie priees imposed an the shipper 
at the Stock-yards, when the cattle are 
refused for‘.sale, are e.'thorbitant, amf 
that it is believed that if the commi.s 
■sion men were paid a cotniniH.sion on the 
amount for wjjieh each steer sold net, 
instead of 6U cents per head, as at pres­
ent, the interests of j all concerned 
would be advanced; that it is hdi'^Ycd 
the range cattlemen can, by agreement 
among them.selves, so arrange the fu- 
tuni shipinents of cattle that at no time 
will there be put upon the markets 
more than enough beef to supply the 
immediate demand, thereby greatly 
enhancing the prices; that it is believed 
th.A by concerted action on the part of 
the range cattlemen, the charges now 
imposed by the owners of the stock 
yards iit iGnsas City% *‘st. Louis and 
Chicago, can be reduced at least 60 per 
cent or more, so as to enable a shipper 
to hold his cattle there for such« a time 
as he may see fit, without ruin to him­
self ; therefore, be it

Resolved, That those complaints be 
made a part of the business of the con­
vention, and that a committee of per­
sons b'e appointed by the chairman, 
to report such, or .̂ pme plan by which 
our grievances may be remedied.

The resolution Vaa referred to the
committee on resolution.«! '>

A eoinmunic!i|tion from A. II. Swan, 
of Wyoming, stating, he did not believe 
that concerted action can bo depended 
on by the cattle-owxers of the north 
west and southwest for mutual benefit 
Wî s read.

A letter of congratulation was read 
from Commissioner Colman of the Ag-' 
ricultural Department. It also con­
tained that gentleman’s regrets at his 
inability to attend, and read a paper 
on the animal Industry of the United 
States, as he had been invited to do. 
The communication ivas received with 
applause.

An able and interesting^ paper by 
II. M. Mundj, of El I’aso,'Texas, on 
the subject of the “ Live Stock In­
terests of Northern Me.xieo,” w as read 
hy Reading Clerk Brooks, Mr. Mundy 
liaving found himself unable to attend. 
At tbe conclusion of the reading of the 
address it was on motion of Mr. Simp­
son, of Texas, received and ordered 
placed on the minutes as part of the 
proceedings of the convention.

Col. Simpson, of Texas, was elect­
ed vice presideat of the Conven­
tion, and took the presiding chair. I). 
McCaskill, of the Huerfano County 
Cattle Growers’ association, read a pa­
per, which at the request of,‘ihe'6om - 
mittee, he had prepared upon the sub­
ject of fencing the public domain. Mr. 
McCaskill’s paper was one of the 
strongest addresses that has thus far 
been read before the convent ion. He 
said that the order of President Cleve­
land, removing the fences from the 
public domain, was of mure benefit to 
cattle, as a class than they could legis­
late lor themselves in a liictinie. 
i On motion of Mr. Cooper, of Colora­
do, it was resolved that all papers pre­
pared at the invitation 'of the commit­
tee upon that subject be published« in 
the proceedings as edited by the exec­
utive commiittee. Kx-Congressman 
Belford, who held a j^roxy as a dele­
gate to the Convention, otf« red the fol­
lowing resolution:

Resolved, That the committee on 
resolutions be directed to inquire into 
of the revising of the land laws of the 
United States, so far as they appertain 
to the occupation of the public domain 
and to report ty this convention b j/es-  
olation or otherwise.

Judge Belford was invited to ascend 
the platform and ^address tlic conven­
tion on the land laws of the country.

Mr. Belford attacked the land policy of 
the Interior Department, and gave 
Land Commissioner Sparks a turning 
ovftr. ‘

Dr* Moore sharply criticised what he 
chitiçiicterized Judge Belford's appeals 
to ^ctional prejudice. He wanted no 
Xojth, no Sontn  ̂ no East, no M'est t*j 
be^ivcognized by the cattlemen of the 
piaiils. The doctor also condemed 
someof,Iudge lielfonl's sentiment as 
partaking too much of a political tone. 
The doct-or vvas app .̂udcâl, and the Rt̂  
lie 'stir produced bÿ Belford’s remarks 
quieted. /
THE COMMITTEKf OX RESOLUTIONS UK- 

«ík’KT.
Governor Routt resumed the chair at 

the close of Dr. Moore's address, and 
announc î̂d that the committee on res- 
olutiopS wa.s ready to report. The 
resolUtious offered in the convention 
hayiiig 'oeeu referred to the committee 
on Resolutions the committee did not 
report a regular set of resolutions, but 
either indorsed or recomended the re­
jections of t-he resolutions, which had 
bèen referred it. The memorial reso­
lution jfrom the Cattle-I ¡rowers' associa­
tion of Xew Mexico, “ That it is the 
sense ùf this asso<5iation, that it is in 
the intierost df thÿ .stockmen of Xew 
Mexico that a çhange be effected in the 
manner of .selling cattle in the stock 
y.ards at Kansas City, Chicago andclse- 
wliere, whereby the commission men 
shall receive a certain percentage on 
the amount'realized instead of á cer­
tain price per head, the committee re- 
portedfthat it unanimously recommend­
ed that the resolutkm be referred to the 
evecutive conlmttTée, when appointed, 
of the range á.ssoeiation, with the rec­
ommendation that it appoint a sub­
committee to confer w ith the commis­
sion nicu with the obj êct of effecting a 
change in the maaner i^ charging com-  ̂
niis.sion  ̂from per capita to percentage. 
The ri'port wa.s adopteil.
' The resolution of Col. Sirap.son is as 
follows: ‘ i

other and from the whole of the cattle

dlegarding the silver resolutions of­
fered by Dr. Mpore, the committed re­
ported that wdiilc its members W'lsre, 
personally, in hearty accord with every 
wôrd of the resolutron, they considered 
the «lucstiou beyond the provitlonee bf 
the Jiange Conventi-jii, and therefore 
irrelevant.

Dr. Moore addressed tlie convention, 
in favor of the adoption of Iho résolu-;

Where.as, It i.s thoroughly understood 
that indiscriminate and ill-timed ship­
ments often times result in enormous 
losses to shippers through the machina­
tions of certain combinations of men, 
which e.\ist in all market centers, who 
seize the opportunity given them by 
overloading the markets to adjust prices 
and value to th^r own interests; and

Wherea.s, The pre.sent consolidation 
of the entire range cattle interest into 
an international organization pre.sents 
better facilties than ever before for con­
trolling and directing all matters perti­
nent to the above named' interest; 
therefore, be it « ;

Resolved, That the chairnliini of this 
convention appoint a committee of 
five for the consideration of tlie e.stab- 
lishment of a bureau for the regulation 
of beef shipments: and.

Resolved', That thi^ committee 
report to the executive committee of 
of the Internation:d Range Cattle and 
and Horse Growess’ irssociation, at its 
earliest practicable day, apian by which 
the frequent overloatiing -of markets 
and that con.seqiient «lemoralization 
may be averted, to as great an e.xtent 
as 'po.s.sible.

The comiqittee al.'ío offered the fol-' 
lowing, which was adopted ; '  ̂-

Resolved, That in the judgment of 
3*our committee, it would be wise for 
the e.xecutivo committee of the Inter­
national Range Cattle and Horse Grow­
ers’ association, when .such committee 
U elected, or appointed, without delay 
to take steps to form  ̂ detective sys­
tem to be directed by af competent of­
ficer, centrally located.]

Representation to the annual meet- 
iDgs:aball be by delegates, tvho are to 
be elected from the various assooiation.s 
on the following basis : One delegate 
for each association, and one addition­
al delegate for each 50,000 head of cat­
tle Within its body, or fractional

No person shall be eligible as a dele- 
cate who is not directly engaged in the 
breeding or growing of cattle or horses 
on the ranges, and is not a member of 
some association.

The officers of the association are to 
be a president, secretary, treasurer and 
an executive commîtféc, to consist of 
one member from each state and terri­
tory withip the juri.sdiction of the asso­
ciation, and not los.s than five shall con­
stitute a quorum. There is also to be a 
vice-president from each s^te and ter­
ritory.! The president apd secretary 
are to be ex-officio members of the ex­
ecutive committee. Officers shall hold 
their positions for one year.

The vice-presidents shall be named 
at the annual meetings by the delega­
tions from the various states and terri­
tories. The other officers to be select­
ed by ballot. î

Eîich association is to pay an entrance 
fee of f25, and ^25 annual dues, to be 
paid in advance. Assessments arc not 
to exceed 2c per head. The executive 
committee is empowered to fill vacan­
cies in their ‘number or among the offi­
cers of the association. \ >

The secretary is to givaa bond to the 
a.ssociation in the sum of $50,000. The 
executive committee s to meet imme­
diately after its appointment for organi- 

' zation, and it shall have entire control 
of the business of the association during 
adjournment.

Denver is fixed as the permanent 
headquarters of the association, and 
annual meetings are to be held, begin­
ning on the second Tuesday in Febrna- 
rv. Special meeting.s may be called by 
the prc.sident upon tlie written request 
of a majority of the members of the ex­
ecutive committee. It shallbethe du­
ty of the executive committee to organ­
ize, operate and manage a bureau for 
the prevention of the spread of conta­
gious di-seases among domestic animals, 
a bureau for the prevention and pun­
ishment of all crimes against the inter­
ests represented by the association, and 
a bureau :on transportation of live stock.

.Fach these bureaus. Is to be uikUi- 
the immediate control of men skilled,* 
faitiifiil and prudent in their respective 
departments, and they are to gathèr, 
record and disseminate among tne 
members of the association; all informa­
tion tltcy may gain of interest. These 
report.*) are fo lie made wlien iXMpiired 
by the executive committee. ,

Tlie executive committee is to keep a 
black-list of all men doing business in 
range cattle, such black-list to be under 
the immediate supervision of the bureau 
for the prevention and punishment of 
crime, but no name shall, be placed uj)- 
on the’! black-list whicli has not been 
first submitted to the executive com­
mittee. The executive committee is to 
determine what officers -shall draw a 
s|ilary and the amount, and also to llx 
the pay of the employes.

'  DKB.ATINO THK REPORT.
Tlie reading of the report was lis­

tened to 'Yith the utmost attention by 
the . delegates. Ex-Senator Dqrsey 
moved that the report be considered 
seriatim. This was done and there was 
no objection to tlie report until the ba­
sis of representation was reached, w hen 
Mr. Dorsey moved to make .the repre­
sentation one delegate to every 10,000 
héad of cattle.

A long discussion followed, in which 
sentiment seemed to be about equally 
divided and the result was that action 
on this section was postponed until lo- 
rporrow. The only other objection to 
the constitution Was on the ^  o cent 
per head assessment clause. A resolu­
tion to make it one per cent was dis­
cussed, and Tt went over until to-mor­
row, with the representation clause. 
Tlie constitution was adopted, and then 
the convention adjourned until to­
morrow morning at o’clock.

DenVKK, Col., January JO.—ThoCon* 
vention concluded its labors at late 
hour this afternoon. Tho basis of rep- 
re.sentation, the disputed question 
which came over from yesterday, was 
finally settled by a compromise, and the 
association will be entitled to one dele­
gate f6r itself and one additional for 
the first 10,000 cattle, and* Additional 
delegates 25,000 cattle »hereafter.

A paper by Philip H. Hale,-editor of 
the T exas Live Stock J oeknal, upon 
the subject ‘ of “ Range Papers,*’ was 
read by the secretar} . A communica­
tion from the Colora’do SiTVer Alliance, 
urging the convention to ^press its 
opinion iijion the question of silver 

,coinage, w'as read and placed on file. 
A paper by John A. Clough of Denver, 
upon the subject of “ Shipping Beef 
Cattle,” urging the establishment of 
extensive beef slaughtering interests in 
Denver, and show'ing the advantages 
of Denver for such business, was next 
rend b}- the secretary. A paper by 
Granville Stuart of Montana, on “In­
dian Industries; They Consist of Cat­
tle and Horsestealing,” w'as next read 
by the secretary. Thé address treated 
at length of the annoyances suffered 
by the white settlers of M«ntana from 
the Crow and |ilackfoot Indians. It 
was also a strong arraignment of the 
government’s Indian policy. M. Simp­
son of Texas, said in his opinion there 
were a great many provisions in the by­
laws which it was not feasible to carry 
out at the present time. He referred 
to the various bureaus which it vvas 
proposed to form. The result of a dis­
cussion on the point raised by Mr. 
Simpson was “ that the executive com­
mittee was authorized to put such bu­
reaus into active operation as the com­
mittee should see proper.

The election of officers was then 
proceeded with.

Colonel K. G. Uoad^f Trinidad, one 
of the heaviest cattle owners of South­
ern Colorado and Texas, was unani­
mously chosen president.

Col. H. M. Taylor was chosen secre­
tary in the same manner, but declined 
the position on the ground that iie pre­
ferred to remain with the, Bureau of 
Animal Indnstiy, which position he 
would be compelled to give up if he 
accepted the office of secretary of the 
association.

J .  C. Leary of New Mexico was 
elected as secretary, c.x-Governor Routt 
of Colorado, as treasurer, and 
as Sturgis of Wyoming as seniorVice- 
president. Governor Routt resigned as 
treasurer, but the convention declined 
to accept the resignation.

At this time of ycaç it is customary 

to  kill off tho dogies. At this time of 
year it is not uncommon for the weath­
er to turn cold—severely cold, windy 
cold. The zephyr iVhich in Montana 
is called a “blizzard,” and in Texas 
tlie “ norther,” is the same species, in 
fact is the same animal—an. expected 
hut unwelcome visitor. Sometimes the 
norther or “ tail end” of the blizzard 
strikes westward, and; sometimes it 
reaches directly south and is lost in the 
Gulf of Mexico. Owners of -ranch 
cattle don't like northers, and the cat- 
Uo don’t like northers, cither, and drift 
before them until they find a resting 
place—sometimes i*esting in respect­
able numbers huddled in a heap, aud 
good for nothing but bones and hides.

The number of range cattle (estU

This is sufficient, although it 
would be advisable to show up how 
much the sheep interests have suffered 
here by reason of the failure of the rail­
roads .to ' give us the double-deck at 
cattle rates. If any one has held back 
muttons by reason of the high cost of 
transportation it should be so stated. 
This is in i^ rtant; spring is nearly Upon 
us, shearing and lambing first, then 
mutton shipments. The markets arc 
paying prices that will justify the s^ip- 
ment of .sheep if we could have the same 
rate of transportation for a full car of 
sheep asior a full car of cattle. There 
is no doubt that sheep interest would 
prosper under such conditions. W'd 
liave reason to hope that .something 
will be done in this matter, and we 
should push the moA'cment all wo can.

This  ̂ -was rebutted 
by affidavits that the cattle were! ex­
pelled from the territory, by Captain 
J«ec Hall, agent of thè Kiowas and 

I Conianches, on whose reservation they

and Federal capitols, sea ports and 
border cities where tariff “for revenue 
only” is collected. Generals,armies, etc 
do not go out on the Frontier and un 
settled wastes to hunt up cattle of for­
eigners, but find in the populous por­
tion of the country more army sup 
plies, recruits, horses and equipment: 
which are not generally found on cow 
ranches, the owners of which as a rule 
live in the cities. One advantage is 
unmistakable, if John Smith buys or 
leases a body of land for grazing, Henry 
Jones,, who has located on a section of 
640 acres adjoining, cannot turn his 
cattle loose on John Smith’s grassland. 
It is the duty of Mr. Jones to keep his 
stock off Mr. Smith’s property, or he is 
liable to severe penalty, damages, fines, 
pounds, etc., thus saving miles of wire 
fence. By long residence in Mexico, 
investing large sums of money in Mex­
ican produce for shipment to New 
York, covering a series of years, I  can 
state in jnstice to the Mexican people, I 
was nevdr plundered or robbed by the 
citizens or the government, and the. 
property and capital I controlled was 
always respected and protected.

' Gcotlcmcn ;—Tho meeting of stock­
men at the city of‘ Denver, who raise 
cattle on theo*pen ran^e by conditionii 
of the p i.st, which made tlicir business 
and profits e:\sy, are now rapidly pass­
ing away. AH lands within the limits 
oi'tlie I’uited States adapted to tillage 
.are wanted by Qur rapidly increasing 
population, and tile human family can­
not afford to turn over eight òr ten 
acres of laud to One cow, when half of 
this land would sti.staiii a small 
family hnder proper cultivation.

Thè rangeman must see the difticulty 
which conironts him in the United 
States. I’residential orders, Texas 
land board complications, last but not 
least is the cold and severity of our 
winters, which now seem't o  be ou the 
increase. 'I'he freezing to death of 
thousands of cattle this winter on the 
northern range, points to certain facts; 
cattle must «'i.-.ve shelter and forage pro­
vided for them, or the cattle must go 
to a range where the severity of the 
winter is much less, and where natural 
shelter and grass are better than in 
Texas. ^

Northern ihixico and especially that 
portion of it which lies above PeidniS 
Negras, on tho Rio Grande, is literally 
tUe only open range cattle country now 
unoccupied. It is well watered and 
grassed, and the rugged hills wliich 
run panillel with it, afford the best pro­
tection against storms. Going west of 
thi« range of hills or moimt.xins, the 
fierce north wiuds which sweep over 
Te.xas tliree months out of twelve, are 
almost unknoiifjn. Thetdevation makes 
it healthy fqr .xicu and cattle. The 
Te.xas I’acific which .skirts the Rio 
Grande on the Texas'side gives it rail­
road facilities. The draw back to the, 
oocup.xtion of this most valuable coun 
try by Texas stockmen is a want of con­
fidence in the government and fear of 
hle.xican revolutions, etc. So far as prop­
erty. cattle, horses or sheep are endan­
gered, civil wars in Mexico are matters 
of history, bat their causes and conse­
quences are very little understood.! We 
have on this side a  caucus and conten­
tion system ; in Mexico cannon and Win­
chester rifles are frequently used wihen
