It is in order to talk and write about 
the interstate commerce law. A great 
deal of this is being done here just at 
present, and the majority of the talk is 
against the ‘ daw.”  Some of the deal­
ers tell mo that the aforesaid law is a 
detriment to our live stock trade if to 
nothing else, and that it is the cause 
of the curtailment of our receipts, 
which,' I  must confess, are somewhat 
smaller than usual. Others deny that 
the law is working a hardship more to 
stockmen than to any other class of 
shippers. And thus the talk goes on. 
One thing is certain, we are not ship­
ping just at present as much stock as 
formerly. ButJ.his may be attributable 
to some other causes.

Business in the cattle market the 
past week was fairly active, and al­
though prices at the present writing 
are not as light as a week ago, still are 
satisfactory. Offerings were moderate, 
all things considered, the bulk of which 
consisted of wintered Texans—fed in 
Missouri and Kansas—that brought 
from $3,75(34.30 per 100 lbs. for steers 
of 920 to 1125 lbs. Good to heavy na­
tive steers brought from $4.40@4.90 
per 100 lbs. Fancy steers were scarce.

The Colorado Sanitary board estab­
lished the following rule: All cattle 
south of the 37th parallel north lati­
tude, and east of th ) 100th meridian 
west longitude, and 'dl cattle south of 
the 34th parallel of north latitude and 
east of Pecos river in the state of Tex­
as, which have been shipped any por 
tion of the way to this state from south 
and east of the definite lines hereinbe­
fore named, be required to consume 
not less than 75 days in quarantine or 

' on route upon the trail before they will 
be allowed to enter this state. All 
native cattle which shall have been six 
months north o f said parallel 37 north 
latitude and west of said 100th merid­
ian west longitude, and all native cat­
tle, Qr cattle which have been six 
months north of latitude 34 and west 
of the Pecos river, shall be entitled to 
''certificate of health on inspection if 
fr/und free from disease and proof is 
made that the regulations of this rule 
have been complied with. A ll cattl^ 
admitted or to be admitted into this 
state from points south of said lines, 
which are being driven by trail, and 
which are intended for points north of 
the Arkansas river in this state, or 
points beyond, are hereby required 
to strictly confine themselves to tbe 
defined and established trail on range 
41. This revokes and supersedes all 
previous agreements and regulations.

T h e  False  W o o l T a r if f i*

The Ohio Wool Growers’ association 
se^d out the following address of Mr. 
A. &  Green, relating to the inequali­
ties and injustice of the wool tariff, 
which is worthy of a reading by every 
man engaged in growing-wool:

Having been honored by request of 
your association to address them, I  ask 
your indulgence to my hastily-prepar-. 
ed remarks, and that you will charita­
bly overlook the faults and believe that 
with my modest etforts I wish to do all
in my power tb aid the long-suffering 
industry, wool-raising. At tne present 
time tnere is little issue betyireen the
two political parties, the tariff being 
the only great one, and neither party 
seems to have the courage to come out 
squarely for or against it, the party in 
power being satislied not to force an 
issue, and the party out of power being 
afraid to put the word “ protection”  
boldly on their banners for fear of the' 
doubtful states; therefore, if we wait 
for congress to action this question, I 
feel the wool industry is doomed, but 
we must join hands. Democrats and 
Republicans, and demand of our repre­
sentatives a revision of «the tariff on 
wool and woolens that will wipe out 
present inequalities that are fast de­
stroying us. Some ask for the restora­
tion o f the tariff of 1867. This iVould 
give relief ; others ask for 13 cents per 
pound duty on unwashed wool and that 
changes should be made |in the duties 
on goods to correspond. I am afraid 
we can not get either, and if we did the 
result would not be as beneficial as"we 
anticipated ; but if we have an amend­
ment passed to present tariff 
to correct its irregularities I 
know that within three months 
Ohio fine wools would bring 40 
cents at your door. At present wool 
is divided into three classes—clothing, 
combing and carpet Clothing wool 
under 30 cents value pays 10 cents per 
pound on unwaslied, 20 cents on wash­
ed and 30 cents on scoured ; over 32 
cents pays 12, 24 and 36 cents respec­
tively ; combing pays only the same 
duty on unwKsbed ; therefore, except­
ing Australian, all combing wools are 
brought in washed at half the duty of 
washed clothing. This leads to fraud 
by the classification of washed clothing 
as combing, but the greatest wrong to 
wool-growers is in carpet w.ools, the 
duties being 2i cents per pound on 
wool under 12 cents, 5 cents on wool 
over 12 cents, either washed or un­
washed. The average duties on wools 
imported in 1886 were, on clothing be­
tween 40 and 50 per cent, on cobming 
between 30 and 40 per cent., on carpet 
about 30 per cent. The result has been 
an importation of over 100,000,000 
pounds carpet wool in 1886, 60 per 
cent, of which has been used for cloth- 
ing purposes  ̂and as a large percent 
age was scoured, more clothing was 
made from these wools than from the 
clips of Ohio, Pennsylvania and Michi­
gan combim d. Many watch carefully 
the import .nous of wool and regard 
with jealous eyes the Merino wool, 
feeling that it competes with ours, but 
carelessly scan the figures; 100,OuO,000 
pounds of carpet wool that can not af­
fect us ; we raise Merino. ,

The Australian Merino wool now 
imported costs from 80 to 90 cents per 
pound scoured, while Ohio Merino will 
not in any Eastern market bring over 
66 cents per pound scoured. The im­
ported Merino brings more, as it is 
used for purposes that our wools are 
not suitable for. Only a few years ago 
1 sold Cape Merino wools 10 cents per 
pound less than oCirs to cheapen them, 
'i'hat was competition, but to-day there 
is none. You ask why this change of 
values? There are hundreds of sots 
of cards to day running on carpet 
wools that formerly used our Merinos. 
Only a few days - since *one of my cus- 
tomqrs asked ms for East India carpet 
wool. I said “ Why have you given 
up Ohio fleeces?”  He replied, “ East 
India scoured costs me less than half 
the price of Ohio. 1 prefer Ohio, but 
it costs too much.”  I  have a sample 
here of this wool and also a sample of

did not cost the manufacturer over 20 
cents per pound scoured. Every pound 
of this wool is driving out a pound of 
Ohio scoured. Even with the insuffi­
cient duties the importers are not sat- 
isfie<|, but purchase wools in the un­
washed state, scour them with alkalis 
and hot 'water, cleansing them of 60 
per’cent. impurities. The government 
decided that these wools are only 
washed and admits th^m- at 2è cents 
per pound, or equal to 1 cent per 
pound in the original state. I have 
with me a letter offering carpet wool 
under 6 cents, so as to enter them at 2è 
cents duty. The writer says: “ Should 
these wools advance beyond the .12- 
cents limit we will put in enough low- 
priced wool to keep them below.”  One 
importer had the effrontery to ask Sec­
retary Fairchild to permit them simply 
to declare that the wool cost over or 
under 12 cents, probably never over. 
Even Fairchild, with his free-trade 
ideas, decided that was going too far.

Gentlemen, thè wool-growers have 
the power to correèt this by demand­
ing an amendment to the present tariff 
that washed wools of all classes shall 
pay double the duty of unwashed, 
scoured wools treble, and that wools 
washed in any other way than on the 
sheep’s back pr pelt shall be classed 
as scoured, and wool containinp* less 
than 12 per cent of impurities shall be 
classed the same way. It will -meet 
with opposition, from those who have 
grown rich while you have grown poor- 
er,but most of the manufacturers will in­
dorse you in your demands, and your 
1,000,000 o f votes can not be ignored by 
congr^s. This movement is sprea'
ing. Texas growers are moving, and 
there are none more active than those 
of Missouri—states that we could hard­
ly look to for such a movement. I 
have taken so much of your time I will 
pass the wrongs of ring waste, noils, 
tops," etc., but *' these points should be 
covered in the amendment, and I will 
only speak of one point more. Scour­
ed clothing wool pays 30 to 36 cents 
per pound, while the average duty on 
scoured wool on̂  goods imported in 
1886 was less than 18 cents per pound, 
and about 100,000,000 pounds were im­
ported. This is about equivalent to 6 
cents per pound on washed Ohio 
fleeces. The Philadelphia Wool Mer­
chants’ association has taken a very 
active paH in this question and so far 
have been unaided by the merchants of 
any other city. They are desirous to 
aid you to further your interests, and 
at the same time have no desire to an­
tagonize those of the manufacturers. 
Our interests are identical, but we 
must not overlook the fact that the 
resent inequalities have made some 
ew rich and not fear the results of our 

action as far as they are concerned.

So far as we can form an opinion, 
afte) careful and unprejudiced study of 
the situation in all its bearings, we see 
nothing disheartening or discouraging 
in the present outlook.

The stock of medium wools of all 
classes is more closely sold up than 
ever before in the history of the trade.

The only stock remaining of the old 
clip in sufficient ambunt to influence 
prices of new wool consists of a mod­
erate amount of fall Texas, all held in 
Eastern markets; and an unknown 
amount of fine heavy Western and ter­
ritory, the importance of which, we 
think, has been somewhat exaggerated 
in view of the nearness of the new clip. 
This stock, which has been the chief 
cause of the decline in Eastern mar­
kets since January, is bow well reduc­
ed, and what remains is in strong 
hands.

But for the defects in the tariff this 
fact alone would make an advance here 
inevitable.

There has been a moderate demand 
in Boston for Texas wool and sales are 
noticed of 2,000 lbs. fall at 19 to 20c.;
92.000 lbs. fall at 16 to 19ic; and
20.000 lbs. fall on private terms. Very 
little spring has* sold, and but  ̂little is 
on the market.

N e w  Q u aran tlw e  R ules*
The bureau of animal industry has 

issued new rules for the government of 
thtt'4a^»artment which are much more 
stringent than those hitherto in force,

and can be made effective in confining 
pleuro-pneumonia and other infectious 
'diseases. Texas cattlemen, id the ab­
sence of any state quarantine law, will 
welcome this new effort of the com­
missioner of agriculture as a proper 
move in their favor. The new rules, 
which supersede those now in force, 
may be briefly summarized as follows :

The chief of the bureau of animal ih- 
dustry is required to send inspectors to 
points where he has reason to believe 
any contagious disease of cattle exists. 
The inspector is required, in case he 
finds the disease actually exists,.to im­
pose temporary quarantine, notifying 
the owners and warning them not to 
remove the quarantined animals, under 
the penalties imposed by congress. 
Thé chief of the bureau of animal in­
dustry IS required to report to the com-' 
missioner whenever he is satisfied that 
contagious disease exists in a .'locality, 
and that there, is danger of its spread­
ing to other states and territories, 
whereupon^ the commissioner will 
quarantine that locality, cause the dis- 
easled animals to be slaughtered and 
the infected premises to be disinfected. 
Should any animal be permitted to go 
into such premises before the disinfec­
tion IS officially declared complete, a 
second disinfection will be^ ordered at 
the expense of the owner.. All quaran­
tined animals will be regarded as af­
fected with contagious disease and any 
person moving them from the infected 
district will be prosecuted.

The chief of the bureau may cause 
exposed animals to be slaughtered 
whenever it is déemed necessary to 
prevent the spread of the disorder 
from one state or territory to another. 
Provision is made for the appraisal of 
and payment for the slaughtering of 
animals. Whenever it is deemed nec­
essary—by the chief of the bureau to 
supervise and inspect any lines of trans­
portation doing business in more than 
one state, and the boats, cars and 
stock yards in connection therewith, he 
is required to designate suitable inspec­
tors and make necessary regulations 
for the quarantine and disinfection of 
such boats, cars and stock yards as are 
suspected of being affected with dis­
ease. Whenever any inspector is pre­
vented *r obstructed or interfered with 
in th( performance of his duty, he is 
requir t to call upon the police authori­
ties fo: kid and protection, and, if t̂ his 
is deii odÿhe is then to call on the Unit­
ed Si.ites marshal for force and to file 
^information with the district attorney. 
Should it be found impossible to en­
force these rules in any state, the com­
missioner, if he thinks th« exigency re­
quires it, will declare the state in quar­
antine, and any person removing ani- 
msis therefrom except upon certificate 
of an inspector of the bureau, will be 
prosecuted _______________

O ond lilon  a n d  Prospects o f tlie C at­
tle In terests.

The rains have put a new face on 
the range cattle business in Texas. 
Two weeks ago, when cattlemen were 
confronted with the probability of a 
drouth and no feed or water for their 
herds, they either had to sell at what 
was offered, in order to save anything, 
or send their cattle to the Indian Ter­
ritory or elsewhere to graze, which few 
were in position to do. Between the 
upper and nether millstones of neces­

sity and shrewd buyers, some were 
likely to be crushed. But now a new 
face is put on their prospects. The 
rains have supplied them with water 
and grass, and they can hold their 
herds on the accustomed ranges until 
buyers are ready to pay fair prices, or 
they can, in a short while, with good 
grazing, ship to market a fair lot of 
grassers, which are now bringing 
enough to pay for the transportation 
and a fair profit. The effect of the 
rains has been, therefore, to puh the 
cattlemen of Texas in a more inde­
pendent position, and to enable them,* 
in a measure, to ask prices.

There have also been good rains in 
the Northwestern states and territories. 
This, too, will help Texas stockmen. 
The Denver Range Journal says: 
“ Should the expected spring rains not 
come, very few Colorado cowmen will 
care to increase their holdings. On the 
other hand, a rain that would insure 
an abundance of grass would decide 
many cattlemen to buy.’ ’ This means 
that they will want Texas cattle to fill 
their ranges if the rains come to pro­
vide grass. Well, the rains came, and 
Texas has the cattle. They can be had 
at decent prices, in any quantity, but 
they are not to be*given away.

The mortality amongst qattle in Mon­
tana and the far Northwest was so great 
Jast winter that some of the ranges are 
comparatively vacant. They must be 
filled up, and if the cattle companies 
who suffered the losses are able to buy, 
they will want thousands of Texas 
cattle to take the place of those whose 
bones are bleaching on the plains. 
But it must not be thought that Texas 
will sell an animal to take the place of 
every one thaï; died. Th some cases 
the proprietors are so crippled by their 
losses that they can’t buy, and in other 
cases the- range was overcrowded, and 
there is no desire to stock it up again 
by fresh purchases and importations.

But, looking at the situation fairly, 
considering everything for and against', 
the Stock  Jo u r n al  can congratulate 
its readers that they are fully fifty per 
cent, better off now than they have 
been for a long time, and we believe 
the signs favor them still more.

Sh ipm ents o f L iv e  Stock*
For the past thirty days1;here has 

been considerabe movement in live 
stock shipments from points out on the. 
Texas & Pacific railway west, and the 
Missouri Pacific, and Gulf, Colorado jc 
Santa Fe railways from the south. The 
Missouri Pacific company here have re­
ceived about 1600 cars from Texas & 
Pacific western points and Gulf, Col­
orado & Santa Fe Southern points. 
These went to Gibson, Vinita, and 
Russell Creek, stations in the Indian 
Territory, and are being driven to the 
ranches from these points. The Mis­
souri Pacific also hauled to these points 
about 1500 cars ffom points |>n their 
line south of here.

The Gulf, Colorado & Santa Fe re­
port 274 cars which went to Ardmore 
station on their new line in the Indian 
Territory. One hundred and ninety- 
four of these cars were from points 
south of here on the Gulf, Colorado & 
Santa Fe, and 80 cars were fromJSouth- 
ern points on the Missouri Pacific.

The Fort Worth A Denver hauled 
360 oars, which were unloaded at Hen­

rietta, Harrold and Vernon. These 
were from points south on the Missouri 
Pacific and Gulf, Colorado & Santa Fe, 
and were shipped by the following 
parties: J. T. Hale, 13 cars; Sam 
Lazarus, 17 cars; J. H. Stephens, 100 
cars;S. B. Serack, 17 cars; A. P. Rach- 
al, 67cars; H. D. Rogers, 48 cars; A.
H. Bierce, 78 cars.

The movement is confined chiefly to 
yearling and two-year-old steer cattle, 
but there have been some stock cattle 
shipped from western points on>the 
Texas & Pacific. The shipments above 
enumerated for the past thirty days will 
aggregate about 90,000 head, and evi 
dences the fact that Texas will keep up 
her record this year in the way of fur­
nishing the Northern ranches with 
young cattle to mature into beef.

In d ia n  C ontracts—A  b ig  Sale—South ­
ern  T ex as  R eef—T exas H orses—

St . L o u is , April 19, 1887.
The Indian contracts referred to in 

my last were awarded. The prices 
ruled lower than last year and it is 
said that the sum total of about fifty 
thousand dollars will be saved by the 
government. The largest award went 
to Mr. John Simpson, manager of the 
Continental Cattle company.. He ob­
tained contract at the Rosebud agency 
for 6,500,000 pounds at $2.95, and at • 
Lower Brule agency, Dakota, for 1,150,- 
000 pounds at the same price, and is 
interested in some of the other con­
tracts. The deliveries will be made be­
tween now and October. Roughly 
speaking, Mr. Simpson has sold for 
himself and company in one transac­
tion grass beef amounting to over 
th r e e  hundred  thousand  d o llars .  ̂ '  

The company will also make large j 
shipments from the Montana range as 
usual to Chicago.

The contracts at the Osage school,
50,000 pounds, at $2.87 at Cheyenn e _
and Arapahoe agency, 3,000,000 lbs., 
and at the Comanche and Kiowa 
agency, 3,000,000 lbs., went to D. R. 
Fantat$2.39.

The contract at the San Carlos 
agency for 1,800,000 pounds at $2.27 
went to Jos. H. Hampson of El Paso.

A number of contracts were let at 
various prices, the highest figure for 
beef on foot being $3.95 for 82,000 lbs. 
at the Colorado River agency.

The offerings of grass cattle recent­
ly selling at market are principally 
from Southern Texas. Two years ago 
very "few Southern Texas stockmen 
thought of shipping beeP to market, 
who are now shipping freely. - It is the 
right track. The natural market for/ 
Texas is the butcher market, and 
Southern Texas is just learning to 
utilize an almost unlimited capacity 
for producing fat stoex.

Some Texas sheep were in the mar­
ket during the week and sold at fair 
prices. Mr. Speed of Henrietta had 
some in, weighing 88 lbs. or there­
abouts, and bringing 2} and 3 cts. 
Sheep raisers had best ship in muttons 
as soon as they are fat. Prices may 
not be high, but will not be very ncuch 
higher. Mr. Holstein of Albany was 
on the market with sheep. The agent 
at Albany had billed his sheep through .

T lie  Skalkief u l uae o f L im e  a n d  A lu m  
In  Ckeap B a k in g  Poardera.

Many food frauds, such as chicory 
coffee or watered milk, although they 
are a swindle in a commercial sense, 
are often tolerated because thev do not 
particularly affect the healtn of the 
consumer; but when an article like 
baking powder, that enters largely into 
the food of every family, and is telied 
upon for the preparation of aluiost 
every meal, is so made at to carry 
highly injurious, if not rankly poison­
ous, elements into the bread, the bntire 
community is endangerea, Una it is the 
duty of the prek& to denounce the prac 
tice in the most emphatic terms.

Among the important discoveries by 
thé food analysts is that by Prof. Mott,' 
the U. S. government chemist, of large 
amounts m lime and alum in the .cheap 
baking powders. These are, one the 
most dangerous, and the other the 
most useless adulterant yet found in 
the low-grade^ inferior baking 
powders. It is a startling fact that of., 
the many brands of baking powders so 
far analyzed» none of them, with the 
single exception of the Royal baking 
powder, was found free from both lime 
and alum. The chief service of lime is 
to add weight. It is true that lime, 
when subjected to heat, gives off a cer­
tain amount of carbonic acid gas, but 
a quick-lime is left^a caustic so pow­
erful that it is used by tanners to eat 
the hair from hides of animals, and in 
dissecting looms to more quickly rot 
the fiesh from the bones of dead sub­
jects. A small quantity of dry lime 
upon the tongue, or in tfie eye» produ­
ces painful effecU ; how much more Se­
rious must these effects be Oh the deli­
cate membrhnes of the stomach, intes 
tines and kidneys, more particularly of 
infants and children, and especially 
when the lime is taken into the system 
day after day, and with almost every 
meal. This is said by physicians to be 
one of the causes of indigesthm, dys­
pepsia, and those painful diseases of 
the kidneys now so prevalent. Instan­
ces of the most serioits affections ot the 
latter organs from drinking lime water 
found in some sections are noted in 
every medical journal.

Adulteration With lime is quite as 
much to be dreaded as with alum, 
which has heretofore received the most 
emphatic condemnation from every 
food analyst, physician and chemist,for 
the reason that, while alum is probably 
partially dissolved and passed off in 
gas by the heat of baking, it is impos­
sible to destroy or change the nature of 
the lime in any degree, so that the en­
tire amount in the baking powder 
passes, .with ail its injurious proper­
ties, into the stomach. When we state 
that the chemists have found twelve 
per cent., or one-eighth of the entire 
weight of some samples of baking p( 
der analyzed, to be lime, the wick 
ness of the adulteration will be 
ent.

Pure baking powders are one of the 
chief aids to the cook in preparing per­
fect and wholesome food. While those 
are to be obtained of well-established 
reputation, like the Royal, of whose 
purity there has never been a question, 
it is proper to avoid all others.

A pamphlet recently issued by Prof., 
£. W. Hilgard brings out a point which 
has hitherto received little attention, 
but may prove to have an impòrtant 
bearing on the question of profitable 
cultivation of soils by me^ns of artifi­
cial irrigation. It is that the supply­
ing of water to the land without corres­
ponding arrangements for drainage 
brings to the surface the neutral salts, 
which manifest themselves by a pecul­
iar efiBorescence, and injure or̂  destroy 
the crop by corrosive action on the root 
crown. Of course the effect is cumu­
lative, and after the lapse of several 
years may become so great as to ren­
der it impossible to obtain from the 
soil an adequate return for the labor pf 
cultivating it.

This matter is all the more impor­
tant,' as it is precisely those lands re­
quiring artificial irrigation to render 
them fruitful which contain the great­
est amount of alkali. And in most ca­
ses the water available for supply is 
also strongly alkaline. As it rises, 
through the soil it carries with it the 
objectionable salts from beneath, and 
they are left by evaporation on the sur­
face, being concentrated there in a 
more or less shallow layer. The ma­
terial not only acts by corrosion on the 
plants, but it also prevents what is 
known as the flocculation of the clay 
contained in the soil. The most thor­
ough cultivation only succeeds in 
breaking up the clay into clods, a con­
dition which is entirely unsuited to 
nourishing the cereals during the pe­
riod in wmch they grow when circum­
stances favor it. ,

The alkali soils art* very abundant in 
California, and notably so in the fa­
mous San Joaquin Valley, where is 
raised a large part of all the wheat that 
is grown on the Pacific slope. The 
characteristics above referred to have 
been known for years, but it has been 
notedr within a snort time that not only 
is the area of these soils increasing 
under the irrigative process, but that 
they are actually developing in places

even prove that they are destined to be 
of much greater consequence as bread-

itherto been conceded to them.

wEere they did not exist before. A 
similar state ofthings is reported to exist 
in Northern India, but it would ap­
pear to have become-more pronounced 
there than on the western shore of our 
continent. The government of that 
country finds itself confronted by the 
v e^  grave necessity of carrying out 
difficult and costly remedies or of 
abandoning in large part its system of 
irrigation. In both cases the required 
remedy is twofold. It is not only re­
quired to provide drainage which will 
carry off the w*ater from below without 
allowing it to rise again to the surface, 
but the water itself must be purified or 
a supply obtained from other than 
present sources. It is found, for in­
stance, that the waters of the Tulare, 
Kern, and Buena Vista Lakes contain 
so much alkali as to be absolutely unfit 
for the purposes of irrigation.

These facts have an especial bearing 
upon the question of the wheat supply 
of the woild. They indicate that the 
problem is one the conditions of which 
are far from beinjg all solved as yet. 
And particularly it may be noted that 
they tend to show the unwisdom of the 
claim that the wheat-growing areas of 
the Mississippi valley will soon, be lim­
ited to the supply of home wants be­
cause of the vasf increase in production 
of India and our Pacific slope. It may 
be laid down as an incontrovertible 
fact that wheat culture is the very 
vOT^t adapted to an alkaline soil, and 
cannot long be continued profitably 
where that is the prevailing feature. 
The roots, cotton, fruits, and'especially 
grapes, are fat* better suited to such 
areas, and will probably have to be de­
pended upon in the not far distant fu­
ture as the chief support of the agifi- 

 ̂ culturist over a large part of our West­
ern coast, as well as in what have been 

I talked of as the inexhaustible wheat 
lands of the British Empire. Mean­
while it is matter for thankfulness that 
no such limiting facts have cropped 
out with regard to the wheat areas east 
of the Rocky Mountains, and it may

A  Las Vegas telegram says : Con­
tracts are open for acceptance here for 
the purchase of 50,000 head of New 
Mexico stock cattle. Gen. Benjamin 
F. Butler of Massachusetts, the owner 
of the Mora grant, situated in North­
western New Mexico, will fence the 
property, comprising nearly 650,000 
acres, and stock the same with cattle 
this summer. The outlook was never 
blighter, throughout New Mexico and 
most of Arizona for a prosperous year 
for cattlemen and the live stock inter­
est. It is freely predicted that ship­
ping steers will be worth from 3è to 4 
cents per pound on the range before 
the year closes.

The San Angelo Standard :—Com­
modore Foote brought in on Thursday 
the steer he has been experimentally 
feeding, and sold it to Bob Fairbanks 
for $40. The steer has been fed 100 
days on sorghum stalks, the seed hay­
ing been cut off, and has used in that 
time' a little over half a ton, which the 
commodore estimates cost him about 
$6. Unfortunately the steer was not 
weighed when the experiment began, 
but he gained very rapidly, and on 
Thursday he tipped the scales at 1300 
pounds. The commodore says that he

has made $20 on an outlay of $7, is 
very enthusiastic about the result and 
says there is far more profit in the 
business than he at lirst anticipated.

San Angelo Enterprise:—Loomis 
and Ostrander have bought from Guión 
A Blanchard, 1200 head of stock cat­
tle at $9- and from Smith Bros. 1500 
head of sheep at $3.50. J. Fred Sohutt

Pearsall News:—None of the stock- 
men of Frio county eeem/to have taken 
hold qf the scheme of fattening cattle 
on prickly pear and cotton seed, as 
yet. We think it would be a paying 
investment, as others have tiled it to a 
great advantage. The cost of prepar­
ing to feed this way is comparatively 
nothing. All that is necessary is to 
have some long troughs built, and 
have a machine for chopping the pear, 
which will cost $50. It is made so that 
you hitch a horse to it, and start him 
to going aroundvAud in an hour you 
have plenty of pear chopped up very 
fine, (which stock eat readily with cot­
tonseed) to feed 400 or 500 head ot cat­
tle. The machine is simple in con­
struction and seldom gets out of 
Any one contemplating this mode 
feeding can get an idea as to how the 
machine is made by calling at'the

The 
purchase also included about 50 hor­
ses, and the necessary wagdns, etc., 
usual to a cow outfit.

It is 
intended to mature all steers on alfal­
fa and corn.

Silver City, N. M.,‘ Enterprise:— 
From James Nimick, secretary and 
treasurer of the Oak Grove Land and 
Cattle company, an Enterprise reporter 
learns that the ^company has recently 
increased its capital stock to$l,000,000. 
The general manager. Col. P. R. Smith, 
has consummated the purchase of the 
Lake Palomas grant, consisting of
300,000 acres of mie grazing land, 7000

head of cattle and 5000 head of horses. 
The grant is in Old Mexico and adjoins 
Grant county on the south. The lake 
is several miles in extent and is the 
source of the Rio Janos, several miles 
of which is also in the grant purchased. 
The company has also purchased 
several water-holes on this side of the 
Mexican lino, and w'ill keep its stock in 
both countries.

Mr. Smith recently purchased 
1100 head of Texas brood mares, which 
are now being driven to the Oak Grove 
ranch, where they will bo held for 
breeding. The company is now run- 
ning about 5000 head of horses and 
cattle on its Oak Grove range, and with 
the addition of the new purchase, 
when it has been fully stocked, will 
have one of the finest and most exten­
sive ranch properties in New Mexico. 
Col. Smith and Mr. Nimick will make 
their headquarters in Doming.

Dr. Carothers’ new departure for 
fattening beeves on cotton-seed naeal 
should open up an avenue for' labor 
heretofore never thoi^ht of by the 
small lanl owners wfmso means are 
limited. There is not an hone.st man 
in the country who owns a small tract 
of land, upon which grows plenty of 
prickly pear, but can get all the thin 
beeves to fatten on the shares that he 
can feed, and the party from whom he 
gets the beeves will cheerfully advance 
enough cash to purchase the cotton­
seed meal upon a guarantee that when 
the beeves are sold the amount so ad­
vanced will be refunded. Grass beeves, 
four, five and six years old, that are 
marketed from this secUon every year, 
weighing from 600 to 880 pounds, could 
be made to weigh just double that 
amouhu by close attentibn and fed on 
prickly 4)ear and cotton-seed meal, 
which can be done in\hree months’ 
time, thus paying the laborer or small 
land owner, from 600 to 800 pounds of 
beef on each animal he fattens, less 
the actual cost of the cotton-seed meal, 
which would cut but a small figure in

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A  writer in the San Francisco Over­
land Monthly relates what he .knows 
about old-times among the Texas cat­
tlemen as follows: **Stock raising in
the West began to be a business about 
the close of the civil war, when meat 
as well as other kinds of food rose in 
the Northern states to hitherto un 
known prices. Texas at that time was 
almost a wilderness, known to the out­
er world chiedy as a refuge for out­
laws, who, flying from justice and dis­
guised by aliases, false beards, and 
quaint costumes, wandered hither and 
tnither oyer the unsettled country. 
The Mexican ranchers owned immense 
herds of semi-wild cattle of inferior 
breed, whose wild eyes and cruel horns 
were in keeping with their foreboding, 
raw-boned aspect and fierce tempers. 
These, roaming over the prairies in 
herds from fifty to one hundred thous­
and, were of little value to their own­
ers in the absence of any market. 
When beef began to be_ scarce at the 
North a few government- contractors 
drove small **bunches" of cattle from 
Texas over the weary trailf which has 
since become historic, for the use o f the 
Northern armies.

The 
profits were enormous; the secret leak­
ed out; men with large capital and un­
fettered by government contracts 
*started in,' and until the easy-going 
Texas rancheros discovered the experi­
ment that was being made, and ‘cut 
things finer,' capital was doubled and 
quaUrupled in two to four months. 
Great numbers of Eastern speculators 
engaged in stock driving; competition 
decreased the profits—Urst to one hun­
dred per cent., then even lower, until 
in the eyes of the men who first start­
ed, the business was played out."
