Texans are proud of their country for
‘many reasons, not the least being the
immense state land domain and the
use it has been put to for the purpose
of keeping taxation off of the shoulders
of the people.

Taxation is levied ordmanly for the
government of the people, for public
works and buildings, and to establish
public institutions, such as universities,
schools, asylums etc. In some states
the taxes become burdénsome ; the ordi-

nary process of government costs mon-
ey ; its building after building have to
be erected ; public institutions of learn-
ing, and for the care of the sick, the
blind, the felon, the lunatic, all have to
be proviied for from the same source,
and as assessments are raised the pro-
portion of taxation is increased. It is
necessary, benficial, but burdensome.

In Texas the taxation is light for the
reason that nearly every public institu-
tion is endowed. In- other states the
system of schools may be as perfect as
possible but the people have to pay tor
it to the last cent. In Texas the school
fund derived from land sale, will
eventually reach from sixty to seventy-
five millions of dollars, and the inter-
est alone will be amply sufficient to
educate all the children without re-
course to taxation. With millions of
dollars in the treasury belonging to the
public schools. thirty million acres
more of school lands are on the market.
In addition to the general school fund,
each county has an-endowment of- 17,-
712 acres of land, and the revenue from
sale or lease goes for educational pur-
poses. The capitol building now in
course of construction, costing $3,000,-
000, was paid for with land.

The Agricultural and Mechanical Col-
lege was endowed with land

The University of Texas was endowed
with land.

The asylums for the deaf, dumb,
blind, insane and orphans were all en-
dowed with land. ;

Land pays for very much in Texas
that is paid for in taxes elsewh.re.
State taxation amounts to 374 cents on
the hundred dollars. The eounty taxes
are limited by the constitution to one-
half the state tax. All assessments are

at about one-half the true value

Mauy rancheros have
been obliged to market just to get rid
of the surplus, and not so much to
realize, and nearly always send out the
scrub stock, keeping the best for
the good- priceg that are to rule next

San Antonio Woeol Market.
There has absolutely been“ no change
in the wool market since last report.
Receipts have been rather slow of late,
owing no doubt to the recent rains tem-
porarily suspending shearing, but the to-
tal stock in store reaches- now from
3,000 to 3,500 sacks. No sales are report-
ed except a few small lots of undesirable
~wools at prices that in no way could
govern the gencral market. No new
buyers Lave arrived since last week’s re-
port, which excites some surprise, as
usually by this time the majority of the
foreign buyers are in and sempling
the stock on hand.. It is said that the
bulk of the wools this fall will be much
lighter than usual on account of the
heavy rains throughout the southwest-
ern portion of the state. As to prospects
it is impossible to make an intelligent
prediction. The money stringency in
the East will no doubt op:rate -against
an active or /early season, and may ma-
terially affect prices, while on the other
hand the héalthy and firm condition of
the English wool market may fully off-
set their intluences and give buyers and
speculators conficence. One thing is
certain, that San Antonio will open late
and may drag on slowly and to great
length. This will have a tﬁdency to
cause heavy consignments by the grow-
ers to Eastern commission merchants,
and if this class of business men are ac-
tive they will make up what they lost
last spring, when they got no business
from here. It is the general im pression
among the selling men that wool will
reach 18 cents for desirable light me-
diums. This would be an average of
from2to3 cents per pound less than

IN THE PANHANDLE,

Greer County Geulc rs Want llomo-
stead Rights.,

Austin Statesman.

Mr. Henry Oliver, of the attorney-
general’s office, who accompanied
Commissioner Hall ou his tour through
the Panhandle, arrived in Austan on

“ the delayed train this morning. Com-
missioner Hall and Mr. Oliver got into
Fort Worth on W ednesday evening,
and were delayed there several hours
on account of the washouts alopg the
line of the railroads caused by the re-
cent heavy rains. ‘Both gentlémen had
to choose a circuitous route home by
way of Dallas, Mineola and Palestine.
Commissioner Hall having business at
Jefferson parted with Mr. Oliver at
Mineola on Thursday wmorning, and
will probably get home sometime to-
day. Commissioner Hall visited the
counties of Donley, Gray, Hemphill and
Wheeler, in the Panhandle, and also
Greer county. At Mangum Mr. Hall
addressed a meeting of the actual set-
tlers of Greer county, and explained to
them the position in which they stood
under .he laws of Texas. Three reso-
lutions were submitted to the settlers
present, and were voted on.

The first was: ¢That the commis-
sioner of the land oftice file all applica-
tions herelofore made or that may be
made hereafter for homesteads, to con-
sist of 160 acres to heads of fzunilius,
and 80 ~acres to single persons over 18
years old, and that we are willing to be
governed by the old government sur-
veys and survey our homesteads atour
own expenses.

““I'hat we are willing to survey a like
amount at our own expense, under the
rules and regulations of the commis-
sioner of the land oflice, and have
designated as public school land ; that
said homestead files that have aheady
been located be approved no matter
where they may be located in Greer
county.
are fit for agricultural purposes, except
subject to the rights of actual settlers.”

The second advocated the applica-
tion of the land law of 1887 to the lands
in Greer county; and the third which
was almost unanimously carried was as
follows:

“‘Resolved, That the delegate sent to
Mangum, to meet Commissioner Hall,
be instructed to ask at his hands:

“First—That the lands of Greer coun-
ty be not resurveyed, but accept of the
government surveys.

“Second—To recognize our home-
steads of 160 acres.

“Third—To not lease any land in
* Greer county, east of | \ldngum till aft-
er the first of January, 1838.”

Buckskin Joe, of Oklahowma fame,
introduced this latter resolution. This
gentleman has now a colony of per-
sons located at Navajoe in the dispu-
ted territory of Greer county. A peti-
tion numeroud) signed was forwarded
to the governor, praying that he con:
vene a special session of the legislature
to enact laws which would enable
homestead rights to be acquired in the
county. ~ Mr. Hall made 1t quite clear
to the assembly that under the present
laws homesteads could not be acquired
within the county ot Greer; that the
land law of 1887 did not apply to that
county as to other counties, and ad-
vised them for the present to lease
their lands and then await legislative
action. To lease the lands most of

-them appeared very reluctant. They
wished a homestedd of 160 acres, pure
and simple, and nothing more. The
feeling towards Texas was of extreme
loyalty, and all were willing to be
within the state’s jurisdiction.

Mr. Oliver says the eastern portion
of the county, notably, possesses lands
of great fertility, while the western
side is considerably taken up with low
hills and canyons. The county is well
watered.

The actual settlers of the Panhandle
expressed themselves, without excep-
tion, as being entlrely pleased with
the commissioner’s execution of the
new land law.

That no lands be leased that.

There were no signs whatever ot
there .having been any discontent or
apprehension with regard to the opera-
tion of the land law. . The actual set-
tler throughout the wide domain of the
Panhandle has been well secured and
protected by the commissioner, and
the nesters realize the fact and showed
their appreciation of it in cxpwssmg
their indorsement of the commission-
er’s policy.  The land traversed {by
the commissioner and Mr. Oliver hav
a large proportion of arable or agricul-
tural lands, and it is probable that at
least two-thirds will be classified as
such. The classifiers are all going
ahead satisfactorily with their work,
and are doing their work properly in
perfect accord with the people of the
region in which they are operating.
The men chosen show every quali-
fication for the work they are pertorm- |
ing. This work is being done as expe-
ditiously as possible, and in a few
weeks the lands of the Panhandle will
be on the market.

The whole country offers a desirable
field for immigration, where good
homes may be procured at very little
cost.  The little farming which is be-
ing done there now is successfully car-
ried on. In Wheeler county a settler,
at whose house the travelers stayed one
night, showed them a field of corn that

could not suffer much by comparison

anywhere. He assured his guests that
he had not suffered from drouth. The
country on the whole had a fresh,
green appearance; Frass was good, and
cattle in corresponding condition.

The Fort Worth & Denver City rail-
road is doing a great deal toward the
settlement of the country. They are
pushing the road on at a ver
rate through the heart of the
dle.

Major Adamson, immigration agent
for the road, accompanied Messrs.
Hall and Oliver, and in that gentleman
the company have a man who is de-
voted to the populating of that region
with a class of people who will make
the best of it.

The Southern Kansas road is also
making much progress in the construc-
tion of their road, which will mtcrsmt
that of the Fort Worth & Denver.

The party were received with cour-
tesy wherever they went.

The Beef Prospect.

The continued sale, or gift, of stock
cattle to the buying interest will eventu-
ally result 1 good to the live stock
trade. The longer it is kept up the
greater will be the reduction. The
process is demoralizing while it lasts,
and every day that it continues those
who are marketing good cattle suffer,
by the sacrifice.

It must not be forgotten that hereto-

fore the United States has produced an
excess of cattle.
cattle sold for seven cents, the produc-
tion of cattle in Texas was greater than
at this time, and the shortage was
simply in fat beef. Then all the sur-
plus went west. To-day all the sur-
plus of whatever grade goes into the
general markets and the present pri-
ces show the result. In 1882, with every
man trying to increase pfoduction,
orices were high. In 1887, with a
small supply on hand and every one
trying to decrease production, prices
are low. There: is not enough really
good beef cattle to supply the market,
yet actions prompted by fear, igno-
rance or necessity continue to hold up
to the.surface a view, which by en-
tirely covering the background shows
on the surface a state of affairs which
in reality does not exist.
"It seems, however, that there is actu-
ally no remedy to be now applied to
prevent the flood of unmarketable cat-
tle on the market. The strong man,
strong in mind and finances and with
his ranch or farm affairs permitting,
can wait. It will pay him to wait.
The others may follow the procession.
Concerted action i8S now an impossi-
bility. 'I'he change that is desirable
will shortly be brougnt abdut bya
process which cannot be stopped until
excessive production 1s absolutely re-
duced to a scarcity. In the meantime
Texas stock raisers can be congratu-
lated that meat can be produced here
at less cost than in any other section of
the country.
