It is useless to say that it
is very fine. The. gentleman has
raised a sorghum crop regularly every
year for 15 years, and is decide(f in the
opinion that a better return can be had
from the same amount of labor in the
culture of sorgum than from any other
crop. 'He makes from 500 to 1700 gal-
lons a year, and regards $50 an acre
an average yield. The seed he esti-
mates as worth nearly as wauch as the
same amount of corn per acre. He
has never made any. sugar as yet, but
is bent on a 'closer acquaintance, and
study in the future of the possibilities
of the crop.

“The thing that would contribute
more solid wealth to Dallas for the
outlay than any other one enterprise,
is the erection of stock yards’ said a
prominent man to the JOURNAL repre-
sentative Wednesday. ‘‘Thousands of
cattle that are annually shipped North
as feeders should remain in the center
of the corn districts of Texas until they
are fattened ; as it is now they are sold
in Kanzas City and Chicago to the corn
raisers within a radius of 200 miles.

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Wool Traffic and Classification.

A St. Louis Globe-Democrat of re-
eent date has some information about
the wool situation. The undervalua-
tion of ring waste, so as to virtually
bring in scoured wool under the ten
eent duty, was strongly brought for-
ward, the waste being actually scour-
ed wool. These things are but imper-
fectly understood in Texas. We un-
derstand  learly enough, however,

that there is in fact a very shadowy |

tariff on wool. We know, and know
it very well, that there is no ten cent
duty between our wool and foreign
wool, and we naturally infer that we
are robbed. To-day if sheep were
actually protected by the tariff, they
would be regarded as good ploperty to
tie to, but sheepmen know too well
that there is a congress, and they don’t
trust that congress anymore than they
do the New York customs valuer. The

best way to keep up the price of wool.

is to keep down the number of sheep.

A table given in the article referred
to shows, us regerds American wool
production, that now-.the imported
wools more than equal the whole
American clip, aind goes on to say that
the result is that the people of the
United States consime annually in
round numbers 300,000,000 poinds of
scoured wool, equal to about 600,000,-
000 in the raw state, one-half of which
is produced in this country and one-
half 1s imported. The wool men
unanimously argue that with proper
laws, properly executed, every pound
of this wool would be raised and manu-
fictured in thiscountry. It is further
argued by the wool dealers and the
growers as well that the business must
remain more or less depressed until
these conditions are changed, and that
demorahization will prevail so long as
undeualuatl(ﬁl ispermitted. In con-
nection with the present dullness it is
urged that to-day more than at any
other time in the pastis this country
threatened with an inundation of for-
eign wool, and that a free trade inter-
pretation and administration of the
tariff only increased the gravity of the
situation.

That the tariff law is constantly
evaded by the importers, and that un-
dervaluation is made by the custom
kouse officials, it is maintained here,
there can bé no denial. The very con-
struction of the tariff law affords the
widest latitude for importers and those
interested in giving its productions a
wrong construction. As an instance of
the wrong committed, there were last

“year 86,000,000 pounds of carpet wools
imported, and of this amount not over
30,000,000 pounds were used for car-
pets, the balance being used for cloth-
ing, aithough admitted to duty as car-
pet wools. While the goods from these
wools are very iuferior and really a
swindle, by their apparent cheapness,
on those who can least gfford it, they
take the place of more than the scour-
ed wools from the three largest wool-
growing states of the country—Texas,
California and Ohio.

It is the same thing over and over
again; the tendency of the times is to
rob the producer until production is
stopped and values take an upward

A Mohair Circular.
79 and 81 Spring St. 2
NEw YORK, Oct. 15, 1887,

Since our last circular letter to you
regard'ng mohair, there has been no
movement in this article. The stock
has to-day a nominal value only, and
is now almost a drug on the market.
Quotations are fair, but there are no
This state of trade would be
serious and worthy of grave considera-
tion by the mohair growers were it not
for the fact that wool, which is more of
a staple in trade, has been also re-
markably slow.

The trade reports from every section
of-the country show mostbusiness to be
thriving, but detailed statistics show
wool to be one of the few trades which
have not participated“in the revival.

We believe that wool cannot long re-
main in its present dormant condition,
but will show more life and activity as
soon as the manufacturers gain confi-
dence. They carry light stocks and
their goods are moving well. When
they feel sure of the permanency of
this good feeling on the goods, they
will undoubtedly enter the market for
. raw supplies. Mohair should then
show life.

Though we have no favorable report
to make, still .we are hopeful. Your
consignments of the spring clip are
fully insured and carefully stored
in our warehouse. It will cost us some-
thing to hold your consignments, but
we have no alternative. :

The sales we made last season of do-
mestic mohair were at too low prices
to satisfy us, and yet they were in every
instance full market values, and, in
fact, better than anything -obtained by
outside houses who handled a few lots.
We féar that prices will be equally un-
satisfactory this season. .

We shall push sales as much as pos-
sible, without sacrificing prices too
much, and we hope soon to close out
all the spring clips now on hand. We
urge you to be patient and we will do
the best that can be done.

A grower wrote us some time ago
that he considered it a mistake for
growers to all ship to one house. We
can tell that man, now, however, that
if the mohair clips had been . put upon
the market in different sections, that
the industry would have gone to pieces
by this time. It is only by keeping a
stiff upper lip that we have been alle
to make the sales we have.

We are sparing meither labor nor ex-
pense in pushing this stock, and it will
not be our fault if mohair does not sur-
vive the depressed condition of trade,
and yet be a source of profit and satis-
faction to many. :

The ranch trade is now suffering by
reason of a lack of demand for youang
cattle, which usually came from the
North. The state would like to have |
cleared off all surplus stock before ac-
cepting the change coming upon us,
whether we like it or not.

The new .cattle-raising system is
forced upon stockmen of Texas very
much as a beef steer is sent to market,

|

To sell a calf, it ujust be fat; to sell a
yearling, it must be fat, and so on.
With a pasture full of cattle, the fat-
tening of stock is not an easy process.
“But it must be done. Whatever
may be the cattle movement of next
year, an entire revolution must take
place, and the dead almost come to
life again, before anything like a
strong, old-time demand for yearhng
cattle can be raked up. Such a revo-
lution is possible, but not probable.
There is now only one great market,
and that is the beef market. Matur-
ing beef at the same time that we are
begging peopie to come and buy year-
liugs does not look exactly correct. It
is all right so far as it goes. Fewer
yearlings go out of the state every
year, but more Texas men are being
converted to the maturing rystem
every jyear, and after a time the foreign
demand will be largely replaced by
local purchasers.

The change in the trade means that
young cattle will be sold in small lots,
and this will never be done satisfac-
torily until young stock are sold by the
pound. This trade will’be helped as
soun as the Fort Worth stock yards
are i operation. Indeed, the trade of
this character is very unsatisfactorily
condusted now, because there is no
ceutral trading point where cattle can
be held cheaply and exposed to the
sight of an intending purchaser. It is

We do not regard the future as either
black or blue. That people of colder
climates are going to continue thé pro-
cess of raising cattle and selling for
less than cost we do not for a moment
believe.

Consequeatly our contidence in the
business is unshaken, and while the
lowness of present values forces us to
recognize the loss of profits on pres-
ent sales, we can look complacently
backwards on the 1mmense profits in
the past, and have no doubt of good
legitimate profits in the future.

Taken all in all prices have advanced
full 20 cents per hundred since my last
on desirable grades of Texas and Indian
cattle. Desirable grades are in good'do-
mand from all classes of buyérs. The
East is not. being overrun at present
with cattle from Ohio, Indiana and other
states, and this gives Western and Tex-
as cattle a chance. Eastern shippers
were quite free buyers the past week,
and took the tops of Texas and Indian
offerings without much hesitation.

The season is drawing to a close, but
commission salesmen inform me that
they expect fair runs of Texas cattle for
some time to come. There are more
Texas cattle in the country than people
expect, and as long as decent cattle get
any kind of show, so long will ranch-
men ship to market. The range now
paid is from $2.25 to $3.00 for medium to
very good Texas. Indian steers of 900 to
1150 1bs, bring from $2.60 to $3.35 per 100
Ibs. Thin and common Texas ca‘tle
dull of dispodal at from $1.40 to $2.10 per
100 l1bs. Texas cows bring from $1.60 to

PRISE,

A River Turned Out 0f RBed.

Without doubt one of the greatest
mining achievments of modern engin-
eering is the construction of the Big
Bend tunnel on the Feather river, situ-

" ated in Butte county California. Feath-
~ er river is formed by the North, Mid-

dle and South Forks, which rise in the
Sierra Nevada mountains in Plumas
county, run southwestward, and unite
in Butte county to form the main
Feather.

The river, including the forks, is 250
miles long, and enters Sacramento
river at Vernon in Sutter county,
about 20 miles above the city of Sacra-
mento.

It is well known, among gold miners,
that the richest and most productive
gold mines of California have been the
beéds of rivers, and the ¢‘Feather’
stands pre-eminent as to richness
wherever 1t has been possible to work
it. Lo i, old miners have known it
for jyears under the wpame of *‘I'he
Golden Feather.”

Prof. Horaceq C. Burchard, late di-
rector of tune United States Mint, in
speaking of the gold-producing river
beds of California says: *‘‘Lhey are
the natural sluices of thousands o1
square miles of auriferous ground, the
wash from which has been distributed
on the beds, bars, and benches, where,
by a natural process of concentration,
the gold was redeposited in such man-
ner that it was easily accessibie to the
The bars, which at
low water are dry, are exposed to the
operation of the miners, and from many
places in the bed of the river—where
it was possible to turn the river out of
its channel by means of dams and ca-
nals, or flumes—the miner soon fonnd
the ways of abstracting the precious
mental from the sand and gravel in
which it rested. The Big Bend of
Feather river, however, whose gravel
deposits have been estimated in value
from $£100,000,000 to $150,000,000, has
hitherto baflled the skill of man to rob
it of its treasure. This vast amount of
wealth has been guarded and preserv-
ed for ages by the minimum, constant
flow of one hundred thousand miners’
inches of water rushing through a nar-
row canon qf from 1500 to 2000 feet
deep, which rendered it impossible to

—wing-dam-or-flume. - Yet, while riature

has thus seemingly placed impregnable
barriers against man’s encroachments,
she provided, at one point at least, a
way whereby these obstacles could be
overcome through the intervention of
modern engineering skill.

There is a little stream running
through Dark canon, which empties 1n-
to the West Branch of the Feather and
from there into the main Feather.
Dark canon is several feet lower than
the bed of the main Feather, at the
point where Big Bend begins. A tun-
nel was commenced in Dark canon,
and a bore 12x16 feet drilled through a
spur of Big Bend mountain a distance
of 12,007 feet, or nearly two and one-
third miles in length out to the moun-
tain side of Feather river, at the upper
end of the Bend. Just below where
the upger end of the tunnel taps the
river a dam was constructed which is
to force the water through the tunnel
into Dark canon, out of which it will
flow 1nto the West Branth, and then
into the main Featner again. This
will leave about fourteen miles of the
river . bed exposed to sight during the
seasons of low water, which is from
seven to nine months in the year.

This stupendous undertaking re-
quired the services of one hundred
men, working night and day, for about
five years. and has just recently been
completed. At the head of the tunnel
six gates of iron and steel, 44x8 feet,
will let the water in or keep it out. In
times - of 'hiﬁh water the gates will be
closed, and the river will run along its
old bed, to be turned out of its course
and through the tunnel at low water.

The pust yield, from those parts of
the Feuther accessible to mining opera-

tions, is sufficient evidence that the
most sanguine anticipations of the pro-
jectors ot this grand enterprise will be
fully realized. The famous old Cape
Claim, below Big Bend, yielded $680,-
000 in forty-two working days, and
from 3300 lineal - feet of half-worked
river bed. In fact, the river-channel,
both above and below the Bend, has
proven itself immensely rich.

The -sales for the week comprise
1,661,000 lbs of domestic fleeee and
pulled, and 568,000 lbs of foreign,
.making the week’s transactions foot
up 2,229,000 lbq';o against 2,707,500 and
2,278,200 1bs’ for the two previous
weeks’ transactions. ¢ -

The wool market has been almost
without any new features. Receipts
have increased, but they are still some
40,000 bags behind last year in domes-
tic wool, and the receipts of domestic
woqgl for the week are less than those
for the corresponding week in 1886.
The improved tone which we havé™no-
ted now for two weeks past has been
maintained, and prices of desirable
wools are generally conceded to have
toughea bottom, and wool can hardl
be bought as readily at the prices.jrul-
ing two weeks ago. A percentage of
the wool on the market in the hands of
commission houses is held above quo-
tations. There is less pressure to sell.
and the general inquiry is fair. Money
is more easy, but there is still a certain
absence of oconfidence which checks
trade and causes manufacturers to be
inclined to have dealers and commis-
siow houses carry the wool for them.
