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The importance of getting rid of the
prairie dog 1s justly attracting very
much attention just now, but their ex-
termination will never be effeeted until
the effort to exterminate them is made
throughout their range at one time.

The reports from the several mark-
ets show that while the prices have
not materially changed more cattle
have sold at good prices, indicating an
actual improvement. The fed cattle
are not of as good quality as the ear-
ller part of the season, causing a fall-
ing off in the number of good, fit
cattle.

Steers three years old and over are
g0 scarce throughout the country that
the demand for them as feeders is
going to be very strong for them in
the fall. Most of the cattle fed will be
two- year-olds and yearlings and there
will be a good profit in feeding them,
but there are enough consumers who
prefer the meat of the matured pteer
to create a demand for which the sup-
ply will be altogether inadequate.

The lack of good feeding qualities is
the cause of very great loss every year,
and is the explanation of the unfortu-
nate results experienced by many far-
mers during the last feeding season.
Good fepding quality comes with good
blood, and this fact is becoming more
gene kpown and more thoroughly
appreciated every year, and the ‘dis-
crimination in favor of the well bred
steer of the beef form must continually
become stronger.

The reports from the markets indi-
cate good average quality in the cat
tle now arriving. There is a discrimi-

nation in favor of the light, “handy-,

welght” steers that are smooth and
well finished The well bred cattle, of
course, furnish the most of this class.
The prices in the English markets are
holding up well, so that the market for
good, heavy beeves is also satisfactory
and the number bought for the export
trade is liberal. That export orders
were urgent is the explanation of the
10 to 15 cents advance on prices of the
previous week.

Favorable conditions throughout the
winter, subsequent rains to make the
grass excellent and good breeding is
making the grassers better than usual
and some that have already gone to

arket have brought very encouraging
prlcgs. Some of the sales of grass
steers have brought prices that would
have made a cattleman’s eyes bulge a
year or 80 ago and are making some
of the pocketbooks bulge now. In-
deed, the fed cattle are not selling very
much ‘above the grass fed cattle just
now.

Throughout the country tribu-
tary to the Denver market conditions
are more favorable to the stockmen
and the Denver Stockman says that a
number of those who brought feeders
to that market have taken them back
to the ranges, where they have the
best pasturage known for years, rather
than sell at a price they consider too
low.

BETTER BREEDING OF CATTLE.

That there has been a very great im-
provement in the standard of Texas
cattle during the last dozen years is
a fact generally recognized, and enter-
prising breeders on a few of the great
ranches are now producing animals so
highly graded that for the purposes of

the feeder they are practically almost
equal to the pure bred. And yet it
{s undeniable that generally through-
out Texas even on those ranches where
fmprovement has been sought the
quality of the cattle is far below what
it should be.

This is owing to the fact that so
many ranchmen have used gradé bulls
in their herds instead of pedigreed
bulls. This is now seen by many of
them to have been a grave mistake
and one that has cost them many
times over the price of a sufficient
number of pure bred sires in the lower
prices they have received in their steer
sales. But there are yet many Wwho
are continuing this error. - Oh many
rangesvthis is done because It is im-
possible to buy enough pure bred sires
that are natives or acclimated, and the
owner of the herd is unwilling to incur
the risk of l1oss by buying bulls not im-
mune. With many, however, the pur-
chase of grades is a mere matter of
mistaken economy. They do not think
it will pay to procure a pure bred,
high-priced sire to serve scrub cows.
Really, the lower the quality of the
cow the more is the need of and the
greater the profit in the service of a
bull of the very best pedigree and in-
Mividuality.

All our cattlemen in time must come
to a recognition not only of the im-

rtance, but of the necessity of us-

g pure bred sires as the only ones
that can be relied on to produce for
the market the quality that will make
cattle raising’ profitable. Not only has
the English and the Eastern demand
become more diseriminating, but pub-

With the use of better jacks, animals
15 to 16 hands high and of good form
as well as good pedigree, a great im-
provement can be made in the standard
of Texas mules, and for good mules of
serviceable size there will always be a
satisfactory market, They have long

been and must always be the work an-

imals of the Southern farmer. The use-
| ful age is much longer than that of the
horse, they can endure more labor
without injury and they are not so li-
able to disease as the horse. While
they will probably consume as much
hay as the horse, they do not require
more than two-thirds as much grain.
Their form and movement makes them
better fitted for work in growing crops
than horses. They are easily broken
and seldom become frightened or ex-

sheep as can live on the pasturage,
and then feed wheat bran. The sheep
will scatter this added fertility all over
the orchard, feeding it and thriving
while benefiting the trees. They will
eat every apple that falls, worms and
{all, and thus destroy thousands of in-
| sect pests. The sod and the orchard
will improve from the presence of
the sheep.

The kind of mutton that is required
for the export demand and that brings
the best prices 48 that which has plen-
t of lean meat. It is the most palat-
able and stands shipment without
shrinking or softening. Such sheep
also command the best prices when
sold for home consumption. They are

|

not produced by stuffing them with

rich feed. The sheep for this purpose
should be of good blood, early matur-
ers and of excellent constitution. All
the feeds necessary for making the best
mutton can be raised in Texas and the
cheapness of land and favorable cli-
mate should be an incentive to Texas
farmers to turn their attention to the
| production of sheep and lambs that
| will bring the best prices paid in the
market.

At one time in the older states of
the Union nearly every farm had its
bunch of sheep and the income from
the wool clip and the occasional en-
Joyment of good julcy mutton as a
change of diet more than repaid the
farmer for all the expense and trouble
| of keeping them. The agricultural pa-
pers of the ‘country generally explain
the absenceé of farm sheep by the dep
redations committed on the flocks by
the worthless dogs of the country.
Complaint has also come to the Jour-
nal of the injury frequently done to
flocks by the ravages of dogs, This is
a subject that ought to be presented to
the next
with a petition asking that some meth-
od of protection be given to the sheep
on the farm from destruction by dogs.
The industry is one too important to
the agricultural prosperity of Texas
for it to be rendered unprofitable by the
numbers of worthless curs in the state.

The bald statements of market re-
ports are often full of valuable instruc-
tion to the intelligent stockman, nor
does it need any very high order of in-
telligence to see what a commentary
gsuch reports make on the value of
quality in any class of live stock. In
the Chicago Drovers’ Journal of the
19th, which happens to be the market
paper nearest at hand, it says of the
sheep market of that day: “There
was a good deal of common and infe-
rior stuff on the market, which had to
sell at very low prices. The good sheep
sold quite well. Lambs showed a
stronger tendency for all that were de-
sirable. Buyers, however, made a
strong distinction between the best and
the inferior grades.” The sales report-
ed showed $3.66 per 100 pounds paid
|for the lowest grades, while the best
brought $6.75, a difference of $2.10.

WAR NOTES.

The deplorable amount of sickness
In Gern. Shafter's army has caused
grave apprehension throughout the
country and every avatlable transport
has been ordered to Santiago for the
purpose of removing all that can safe-
ly be removed to some point in the
United States. The number of sick
approaches 4000 and there are about
2000 slck among the Spanish prisoners.
There is not much yellow fever as yet
and the cases nre mild, but the whole
army is so debilitated by malarial
diseases that there is reason to fear
that vellow fever will become a fearful
epldemic if the troops are not very
goon taken from dangerous conditions
that surronnd them. Gen. S8hafter has
represented the situation strongly. to
the government at Washington and
the transportation of the army will
proceed as rapidly as clrcumstances
will permlit.

Four mmune regiments have been
detalled to garrison Santiago and that
force will he promptly strengthened
should it become necessary. Sanitary
work is being pushed by Governor
General Wood but the ignorance and
stolid indifference  of the Inhabitants
of the city render the work slow and
difficult

Gen, Miles s moving steadily on his
way across Porto Rico to S8an Juan,
meeting no resistance. The United
States troops receive the most enthus-
fnstlec welcome at every town on the
way and the Inhablitants are seemingly
over-foyed at the prospect of being an-
nexed to this government.

/with the cugtoms of mankind from the
earliest history to the present, have
been called to maintain the boundaries
of nations, and even national existence
itself, by human warfare.

In the progréss of humanity, the ex-
isting countries of the civilized world
have seen fit to enter into an interna-
tional treaty for the betterment of the
conditions of those subjects or eitl
zeng, who, by their laws, are called to
the performance of this duty.

By Its international code all military
hospitals under its flag become neu-
tral, and can neither be attacked nor
captured.

There was perfect ac-
cord between the military and the Red
Cross relief. There was neither med-
leal nor hospital work save through
and under the treaty of Geneva. The
Red Cross brassard flashed on the arm
of every agent of relief, from the med-
ical director at the headquarters of the
king to the little boy carrying water
to his wounded lleutenant; from the
noble Empress Augusta and her court
and poor Eugenia, while she had one,
to the patient, tired nurse in the low=
liest hospital or tent by the wayside,

No record of needless inhumanity or
cruelty to wounded or sick stains the
annals of that war,

I walked its hospitals day and night.
I served in its camps, and I marched
with its men, and I know whereof I
speak. The German, the Frenchman,
the Italian, the Arab, the Turko and
the Zouave wers gathered tenderly
allke, and lay side by slde in the Red
Cross palace hosplitals of Germany.

For the
young man, it {8 best for him to take
a regular course in some A. and M.
college. Those who have not the time
to spare would do well to visit some
large orchard during the shipping
season and get points by observation.
Different soils and different parts of
the state require different varieties to
fruit profitably., There are also some
methods of preparation of soils, culti-
vation of orchards, flghting injurious
insects and plant diseases, and ship-

A representative of the Journal eall

terviewed Mr. M. L. Kaufman, ¢ the
manager, upon the crop situation, es-
pecially with a view to whéat. Mr. Kauf-
man says:

“The yield in North Texas is large.
I estimate the average at 22 bushels
per acre. In the lower Panhandle the
iyleld is.lighter and not up to expecta-
tions. Wichita will average about 15
{bushels, while in Baylor and some oth-
ers of the wheat counties up there, the
crop is very light. The damage by the
harvest rains is mot so great as was
feared some weeks ago, and the qual-
ity of wheat coming to market is good.
I estimate the wheat crop of Texaas this
(year at 8,000,000 bushels.”

Speaking of other crops Mr. Kauf-
man expressed the opinion that we
would have enough cora for home con-
sumption and that the crop this year
would be the largest in Texas since
the big crop of 1895. He said oats
‘had suffered more from the rains than
wheat and that cotton at present, so
far as his observation extended, was
in first-class shape and promised a
bountiful yield.

Mr. Kaufman desires the Journal to
call attention of farmers to the impor-
tance of properly shocking and capping
their wheat. He says that a large
'percentage of the damage to the crop
this year by rain was caused by care-
(less and improper shocking and fail-
ure to cap the shocks.
