TEXAS CATTLE KING.,
The distinction of being the greatest 

individual cattle and land owner In 
the world, is enjoyed by Major George 
W. Littlefield of Austin, Tex. Beside 
a recent purchase of 284,000 acres In 
Hockley, I.Amb, Bailey * and Cochran 
counties, Texas, Major Uttlefleld owns 
a ranch of 120,000 acres In Mason coun­
ty and a r^nch In New Mexico, which 
is best described by the statement that 
Its river frontage Is about twenty-five 
miles, the ranch including the land on 
both Bides of the river. Add to this 
imperial domain his farms In New Mex­
ico and Texas, and It will exceed In 
acreage the famous King estate.

It Is difficult to realize the magnitude 
of this recent purchase. A strip of 
land two miles wide from Austin to 
Dallas would be about the same thing.

Microbes 
settle on the bodies or the beaká and 
In the hair o f  the mosquito and often 
their sting Imparts the germ of dis­
ease. The agricultural department Is 
taking particular pains to. study the 
question of eradicating these pests and 
the mortality rate In the South will de­
crease should an* effectual remedy be 
found to »radicate this pest.

“  ‘What farmers must concern them­
selves with,' said Mr. W.qiss, 'are the 
tick parasites, suoh as cattle lice, sheep 
tick and cat fleas. These Insects, which 
can hardly be seen with the naked eye, 
are breeding most of the diseases from 
which live stock suffers and they mul­
tiply to an alarming extent. The reme­
dy suggested Is to prevents the In­
crease of species and this Is largely 
the.work of the entomology division,, 
aided with the microscope.'

“ Astonishingly  ̂ clear, transparent 
mountings were made by Mr. Weiss 
and insects gmaller than particles of 
dust and sinAll enough to enter the 
pores of aninnals, were magnified to 
several hui%red diameters, so that 
they appeared In strangely grotesque 
shape'». For instance, the cat flex, 
which is a disease breeder, resembles 
a lobster when magnified. It has Us 
shjell and Its hooks and tongs and a 
me.!;; -,<inister countenance. The sheep 
tl- V ,.-> much larger, and under the lens 
looks very rnui-h liks an ant with a 
huge beak. But the most dreadful-ap­
pearing monster Is the cattle louse, 
which is armed with shell, hooks and 
tonga, beak and augur. This irlsect, 
which Is scarcely perceptible to the 
naked eye, burrows Into tjie hide of 
cattle and eventually kills them with 
scab. Mr. Weiss is now preparing a 
number of plates for the biological de­
partment pf'the University of Colora­
do. He Is a member of the Microscop­
ical society of Denver.

DR. W. A. KRIGHT, STATE VETERIRA* 

RIAR, TO PREYERT SPREAD 
OF CORTAGIOR.

A crushds against conta^ous dis­

eases, dangerous to man and beasL has 
been Inaugurated by Dr. Vf. A. Knight, 
veberlnary surgeon for the state of 
Texas. Recently Dr. Knight Issued a 
proclamation, calling upon the owners 
of Infected animals to isolate them from 
other stock, and in case of death to 
cremate the bodies, or bury them at 
least two feet under the ground, as re­
quired by law. Fines of not less than 
8100 or more than 8500 are imposed aa 
a penalty for violation.

The most deadly disease with which 
the sanitary board has to cope Is known 
as charbon, caused by the anthrax mi­
crobe. The parasite Is long and slender 
and Jointed, which clogs up the blood 
vesst Îs and produces death In from 
three to fourteen hours.
, When  ̂ seen by a  reporter. Dr. 
Knight said: “ As result of my
Investigation of specimens, in which I 
made bacteriological and mlcroscepital 
tests, I am convinced of the fearful 
possibilities of the disease known as I 
charbon, and If the state of Texas does |

REMEDY FOR BOLL WEEVIL.
A. K. Anderson, a resident of Bren- 

ham, Tex., recommends the following 
as a remedy for the boll weevil; “ Take 
nine gallons of water, one gallon of 
kerosene oil, one bar of S-ee«it soup and 
whittle up Into this mixture. Boll In 
a wash pot until It mixes, then spray 
this solution on the cotton and the boll 
weevil bugs will die.

JUDGE GROSSCUP TAKES ACTIOR OR 
BILL FILED IR THE FEDERAL 

COURT'at CHICAGO.

The temporary Inunctlup asked for 
by the governmeut againsC the mem­
bers of the so-called packers' combine 
Is now in force.

CAUSE DF T ^ A S  FEVER
CORCLUSIORS REACHED BY DR. CARY 

AFTER CAREFUL STUDY OF 
THE SUBJECT.

In A sumnlary on the cause ̂ and pre- 
ventlon of Texas fever. Dr. Cary of • 
the Alabama experiment stations says;

“ An animal sick with Texas fever 
cannot Infeat or transiqlt the disease 
to healthy cgjtle. The only known 
meana by Which "the micro parasite 
that causes Texas fever can be trans­
mitted from diseased cattle to healthy 
4»nes. is through .two generations of 
the Southern cattle tick.

“Tick free cattle never have Texas 
fever as long aa they are tick free. 
Cattle with Texas fever have or have 
had tteks upon them. All cattle must 
acquire Immunity after hlrth by having 
one or more attacka of Texas fever. 
Immunity to Texas fever is nol Inher­
ited. Southern bred cattle have Texas 
fever when very young (suckingcalves) 
and are usually but slightly affected by 
It. The older the animal the more se­
vere the fever; the older the animal 
the greateiT tly» mortality.

"All cattle north of the government' 
qusrantine line ore susceptible to 
Texas fever os are all Southern bred 
cattle raised on tick free farms snd 
tick free town lots. Immune cattle 
will lose their Immunity If kept free 
uf ticks for txvo nr mure years. In hot 
xveather Texas fever Is usually more 
acute and fatal than In cool seasons. 
The best time to bring Northern bred 
or foreign bred cattle Into Alabama Is 
between Nov. 1 and March 1. It is 
safer to bring yoxiiig sucking oolvea 
Into Alabama for acclimation than cat­
tle over a yt*«r old.

“ Su«'klng calves (two to four months 
old) <un be shipped Into the South b|( 
express fed milk from a Southern bred 
and Immune row and be made Immune 
by natural tick Inoculations, with little 
(lunger of loss,

"One or two inoxulatlons with de- 
fibrlnaled bluud from an Imumne anl- 
miil will produce a relatively safe Im­
munity to Texas fever. The best age 
for Inoxulating with defrlbrlnated 
blood Is a year or leas. The bast time 
Is between Urt. tO and March 1.

Orchards, corn and small grain crops 
n Delta county, Tex., were considerably 
damaged by heavy rains, but condi­
tions have Improved greatly during the 
past week. Smith county suffered to 
the same way. F’ences were leveled 
and the crops exposed to the ravages 
of ca'ttle, which arenumerous In that 
section.

Truck growers In the vicinity of 
Alto, Tex., are preparing to ship their 
Immense crop of tomatoes. The out­
put wlll be much larger than was ex­
pected early In the season. Estimates 
place the number of ciir.'i to bo shipped 
at about RO, exclusive of the large out­
put of the Morrill Orchiird comp.any 
at Laa Frultas. Worms are at worg, 
but the crop Is too for advanced for 
them to do much duniuge.

Since the recent rain prospects for 
good crops In the vicinity of Ladnpa- 
SRS, Tex., have much Improved. There 
wilt bo a autistantlal yield of cotton 
and forage crops, ('orn Is late, but 
with frequent rains during tho growing 
and maturing season, an average crop 
wlll be expected. The oet crop will 
be very short owing to lai'k of spring 
rains. W’hlle the rain would have been 
of more benefit to the farmers If It 
had come a few weeks earlier, still all 
are thankful now. Stockmen are also

in high aplrta, as all tanks and water­
ing places are full to overflowing and 
grass Is coming by leaps and 'bounds.

There have been twenty solid car­
loads of Irish potatoes shipped to pie 
different markets from Jacksonville, 
Tex. The average price received by 
the growers la $1 per bushel. Some haVe 
gathered as much as 100 bushels to the 
acre, but seventy-five bushels to an 
acre Is an average crop. Considerable 
quantities of peaches and some toma­
toes have been shipped during the laait 
few days, all of which brought fancy 
prices. The prospect for a heavy to­
mato and iieai-h crop was never better.

One of the most successful farmers 
In i'pshur county or, for that matter. 
In Texas, Is T. J. Covey, who resides 
three mllaff south of Coffeevllle. A 
few years ago he began planting ribbon 
cane and selling the syrup to neigh 
hors. Each season he Increased the 
output and the. demand continued^to 
grow. Finally he discarded the old 
style of evaporation and put In a mod­
ern plant. His syrup sells hy the bar­
rel, at forty cents per gallon. Other 
agriculturists In that section might 
follow his example to advantage.

OVERPRODUCTION NOT LIKELY. 
—During the past decade the pro­

a crop have been observed from time 
to time, but The Journal I» Inclined 
to the belief that they are unfounded.

In the luejintlme, ns the 
urea given to rice Is expanded, the 
consumptive demand Is capable of u 
still greater expansion through those 
ugeiu'les that the rice association hns 
put In motion In / this behalf, and 
which every grower ought to feel that 
It l.s hls hounded duty trr advance 
through nn active membership In the 
association and co-operation In its 
work. With Judicious marketing nml 
earnest work In promoting a  ̂ larger 
consumption of the Southern cereal, 
every acre available for rice growing 
In the United States may be profit­
ably employed In that agriculture and 
the demand remain unsatisfied so far 
ns domestic supplies are concerned."

PF.M'Il AND PLUM ROT.—Our ex­
periments In. the treatment of mo- 

, nllla, the rot of peaches and plutna, 
lusi year were not ultogethef siflĴ s- 
faclory, says Prof. M. B. Waite of ^ e  
United States department of agricul­
ture. In fact, that has ht»en the usual 
experience of Investigators all over the 
country for several years past. The 
fact Is that spraying with bordeuux 
mixture' either entirely prevents or 
greatly , reduces the moullia fungu.. 
but themixture Itself is Injurious to 
the foliage. This has varied with the 
strength of the mixture used and the 
amount of lime It rt>ntalt)s, and In 
unexpininabis ways It haa varied In 
illlTerent seasons, times and places. 
We hesitate to advise any one to spray 
peaches »nd Japanese plums after the 
foliage Is out, on account of the dan­
ger of Injuring the leaves. The Injury 
Is of two sorts—first, the short-hole or 
corrosive effsct,”̂ y  which the fungi­
cide scorches and cuts holes out of the 
leaves; amk second, the defoliating ef­
fect, which comes on gradually, from 
a week to a month, or even two or 
three iVionths, after the spraying Is 
done.

There Is no question about the de­
sirability of spraying before the buds 
opfin, or at the time they are swelling. 
This win prevent peach leaf cull, and 
will also be advantageous for thp mo- 
nllla. For this purpose, the standard 
bordeaux 6-4-60 formula—that ia. six 
pounds bluestone, four pounds lime and 
fifty gallons water—can be used, or 
even more concentrated If necessary. 
The trees should be sprayed umil they 
are blue. If any spraying at all is 
done, after the foliage Is out, It should 
be done with a formula containing 
three pounds of bluestone to nine 
pounds of lime In fifty gallons of water.

Tbe Journal Institutei
FEUt'ING FOR BUF.F.—It Is a 

well established principle in animal 
.nutrition that a young animal 

makes more economical gains than an 
older one, and that the amount of food 
for a given gain Increases us the age 
of the i^imal advances toward ma­
turity. says a Minnesota station expert. 
Therefore the policy of feeders should 
be to make u.se of early maturity as 
far as practicable. In coses where 
lands are cheap and pastures and 

1 coarse fodders or feeds can be had In 
¡abundance. It limy yet be desirable to 
take more tlmO In finishing a steer for 
market, and thereby secure a greater 
weight with a smaller amount of grain.

i MANAGEMENT OF HENS.—In an 
: able article on the management of
i hens, C. B. Barrett writes; 
i When it is not practicable to run the 
I Incubator, eggs may Y>e placed under 
I two or three hens at the same time 
jin order to have a good-sized bunch 
I to fdllow the chosen mother. A small 
I compartment in the pdultry-house may 
I be built outside to accommodate one 
I sitting hen each. I prefer to separate 
j the hens whenever I can do so without

I with food and water to last several

RETAI.IATION THREATENED.

and dairy Interest# for urging the pas­
sage of tha Grout bill, have a fishy 
flavor. OU'o will continued to be'man- 
ufactured, sold and served over board­
ing-house tables, notwithstanding the 
fact that it may no longer masquerade 
under an assumed name. One packer. 
In a “ warm" Interview, declared that 
many of the largest creunierlcs In the 
country do practically nothing but 
gather up cheap, stale butter, work 
fresh milk or cream with It, give It 
the same kind of coloring that Is now 
given butterine, after which It 1s placed 
on the market as “ fresh creamery but­
ter.”  While the Grout law practically 
puts a prohibitive tax on tVe sale of 
colored tt doe# not Interfere
greatly with the sale of butter put 
through these processes.

greatly iileased to read in the .report 
of the central experimental farm of the 
Canada department of •’ agriculture, 
from the horticulturist, \V. T. Macoun, 
an account of the experiment there 
mad* with whitewash. Mr. Macoun 
states that npple trees were sprayed 
with whitewash In an experiment made 
to test Its value as a retarding Influence 
In the spring. The trees were Infested 
with the oyster shell bark louse, one 
of the hardest sc ales to kill, and when 
the whitewash came off during the 
summer It̂  was found that scales had 
disappeareej. and the bark of the trees 
was brighter and cleaner than that of 
those which had not been sprayed.

The formula used was: I.lme, 60
pounds; water, 24 gallons,'and skim 
milk, 6 gallons. It made uthlck mix­
ture and rather hard to spray, but 
made a good cover. Experiments were 
then made with the same for scale di­
rect without the milk, and It was lound 
that It did not stick so well, but It was 
found that two sprayings were quite 
Biifflclent when using 2 pounds of lime 
and 1 gntton of water to five trees. 
Later on It was found that It was the 
(iiustic property of the -lime that 
loosened the scales, and that repeated 
Sfu-aylngs were not needed. It was 
shown llmt the tirne for the application 
Is In the autumn. The tim ada report 
says that (lie ■cvhltewash did not kill 
the .San Jose scale. Wo are of tlie 
opinion that this was from the wash 
not iM'lng made so ns to stick long 
enough. Here It has destroyed every 
scale on which It was appllecf. San Jose 
Included. Dissolve a little .glue In the 
hot lime as It slacks, nnd make the 
wash with this In the same proportions 
ns advised .-ind apply tt In the early 
spring, and we do not believe there Is 
n scale of any kind that will not be 
smothered by It.

But If the whitewash killed only the 
shell scale or hark louse. It will 

lie n vnlunhle appllc.atlon and well 
worth the making, for there Is more 
damage being done to the apple trees 
all over the country by the oyster shell 
scale than by the San Jose. It Is a 
little slower In killing the trees, hut It 
will,kill them n'll the same. Such a 
home+y remedy as ■whilewnsh may not 
suit the ultra scientific workers, who 
cannot he satisfied witli anything less 
than the expensive gas treatment, but 
we urge tiie plain tanners to try this 
simple remedy. Even If your trees have 
no scale on them, they will he cleaned 
and helped by a coat of whitewash. If 
the white color Is objectionable, mix 
some sifted hardwood ashes with H to 
darken the application and the ■wash 
will he all the better for It. A friend 
who attended the horticultural meet­
ing nt Buffalo, said that the whitewash 
eemedy was the only sensible thing he 
heard expressed there In regard to the 
scale.

UNCLE SAMS GOAT FARM.—The 
United States has become very 
much interested in the raising of 

choice Augo ra goats, says the Wash­
ington Tlraea Sixteen miles below 
Washington, in Maryland, the govern­
ment Is conducting experiments with 
the Angora goat .the largest farm t)f 
the kind In the country. Fifty-one 
choice animals were recently shipped 
to ex-Secretary of the Navy AVni.

Whitney’s stock farm, near Boston, 
nnd 1500 goats were sent to another 
big ranch at Oakland. Maryland.

Potash Is effective In making rats 

and mice scaroe about the house. The 
drug should be left in places frequent­
ed by the pests. Camphor gum will 
keep mice a-way from" clothes closets, 
bureaus and cabinets.

There should be In every well regu­
lated home laundry a cupboard, with 
lock, or a high shelf, out of reach of the 
children. On this ought to be kept 
preparations for the rernoval of stains 
which defy soap and ,water.

A correspondent in New Mexico asks 
how blood stains may be removed from 
buckskin; she has used a paste of bak­
ing soda and water, with the effect 
that they were made worse; turpentine 
and coal oil ^brought equal results. 
Lemon Juice is recommended for this 
purpose.

Use of borax will "set" the red in a 
tablecloth and make water soft; alum 
or vinegar will preserve the beautiful 
tints of flower and vine In st)irt;wai8ts 
and muslin gowns; salt will prevent 
the colors from running in black and 
white prints, and the dlnginess In black 
hoe; hay tea will enable us to wear 
with satisfaction gray linen.

An effective cure of ringworm may be 
brought about by following these di­
rections: Take a harp n^dle, prick
open eyer fresh head; then^wash with 
strong catnphor; It must be very 
strong; it wdll smart about one min­
ute, then that Is the l4«t. cured a 
very bad one on me. I used the cam- 
phor twice. It Is also good for prickly 
rash.

White lace or ribbon, no matter how 
badly soiled, can be cleansed by soak­
ing for a day or two In clean suds. 
Squeeze and press It unttl̂  quite clean; 
rinse, and, while still damp, press the 
lace by hand, ' shaping It Into the 
smoothness required over the knee on 
a towel, or pin it to a clean Ironing 
shoot fastened firmly on the table. A 
little coffee may be used In the rins­
ing water to give it the prized creamy 
tint. The white ribbon may be pressed 
by winding smoothly around a bottle 
or glass case.

An essential of the household 
Is the family medicine chest. Concern­
ing this a writer in the May Ladies' 
Home Journal says: Medicines for
family use should be kept In a locked 
cabinet hanging out of reach of chil­
dren. Such a cabinet should be sup­
plied with spirits of camphor, spirits 
of turpentine and linseed oil in pint

bottles; sassafras oil and sweet oil Ih 
bottles holding at least four ounces; 
quinine. In a tin box with a screw top 
(the safest form In which to buy and 
keep quinine); five or^teii cents' worth 
of Epsom salts in a low glass or china 
Jar with wide mouth (pint fruit cans 
do well for the purpose); a few sticks 
of lunar caustic, wrapped In paper and 
kept from the light, also In glass; and 
a small, wlde-mouth bottle of menthol 
crystals.

“ What can I use to make my little 
girl's hair grow?” is asked. There are 
a number of available remedies, but 
clearly It Is not In the province of this 
department to recommend any of them. 
A physician or druggist shquld be con­
sulted and his advice acted upon. "Fall­
ing of the hair results from many 
causes: fever, fright, use of dyes, ner­
vous disease, blood poison or scalp ail­
ments. Ezcema of the scalp is the most 
common disease. This may be cured 
by washing the hair with sublimate 
soap twice a week. A solution of resor- 
ctne, 56 grains; one-half ounce of alco­
hol and one and one-half ounces of 
pure glycerine should _be thoroughly 
applied each night.

In order to organize odd minutes Into 
fruitful hours one must have a con- 
«Istent scheme and keep the mean? of 
carrying It out within reach, says Ham­
ilton W. Mabie. Too many people read 
the books which come in their way In­
stead of putting themselves In the way 
of getting the right books. They bu^ 
and borrow without thought of plan, 
because they do not understand that 
reading ought to be a resource as well 
as a recreation. Decide in advance 
what books you will read, arid do not 
taVe up with those which drift In your 
direction. Do not burden yourself with 
a scheme so extensive that it discour­
ages you; do not, at the start, plari 
courses of reading so vast that you are 
weighted down with their magnitude.

To each pint of wa­
ter add enough common washing soda 
to equal the bulk of a hen’ s egg; heat 
It and apply while warm. If the var­
nished surface is moistened with this, 
then let stand a few moments. It can 
be scrubbed off easily (using the solu­
tion on the scrubbing brush). All for­
eign «material will be removed from the 
wood and It will be Just as It was turn­
ed out of the mill.̂  Blnse off with clear 
wajer, and when ilry It may be re-var­
nished or anything else desired. One 
advantage of this method is it leaves

the edges clear cut Instead of uneven 
and blunt, as the sandpaper will do.

If the following recipe is followed sn 
unusually delicious pot roast will be 
tho result: First, brown a sliced onion 
In plenty of dripping and then put in 
your beef. Brown It evenly on all 
sides, pour over It the contents of a 
quart can of tomatoes, add a bay leaf, 
a sliced carrot and suffieJent' water to 
half cover the beef. Cov¿r tightly and 
stew till tender. Add the seasoning 
jyhen It Is about half done. A good- 
ilzed  pot roast will require to cook 
about three hours. It is best to simmer 
gently. When It is done, remove It to 
a platter,'and strain the gravy. Return 
It to the kettle, thicken it with a little 
flour and add a can of mushrooms 
(with the liquor drained off); let cook 
for ten minutes longer, then poür It 
over the meat and garnish with pars­
ley.

CURATIVE VALUE OF FRUIT.
The curative value of fruit Is being 

more an^ more Insisted upon by those 
who make a stud^ of detetlcs. Grapes 
are recommended for the dyspeptic, 
the consumptive, the anemic and for 
those having a tendency to gout and 
liver troubles. Plums, also, are said to 
be a -cure for gouty and rheumatic 
tendencies. The acid fruits, especially 
lemons and oranges, are particularly 
good for stomach troubles and rheu­
matism.

It Is not sufficient, say the advocates 
of the fruit cure, to eat a small quan­
tity at breakfast or dinner. One should 
eat from two to eight pounds of grapes 
a day, or. If oranges are the curative 
agency, the number to be eaten In a 
day may vary from three to six.

A healthy condition of the body de­
pends, upon a perfect balance of foods 
taken. There are many other factor.<i 
entering Into the question, but this fea­
ture must not be forgotten. Few peo­
ple there are who can keep healthy 
without fruit.—The Syracuse Clinic.

PURE BREEDS FOR VITALITY.— 
In some unexplained way there has 
been an opinion permitted to be­

come quite general that breeders of 
poultry who are breeding for utility 
purposes have but little use for pure 
bred fowls. This Idea or belief has 
become so well grounded In some local­
ities that very Intelligent people will 
have nothing but the fowl of mixed 
breeding for their purposes. All poul­
try breeders want health, vigor and 
constitution, and to this end many be­
lieve It can be obtained only In the 
common or mongrel fo^l. At the same 
time these breeders .wish to try. to 
breed fowls o f the makeup of one of 
the purebred breeds for other qualifi­
cations. They want the hardiness of 
the common fowl and makeup of the 
best pure bred fowl obtainable for 
their particular purpose, whatever that 
may he. They want them to he pretty 
much of the same eolor, and In select­
ing those for the market they will not 
t,ake any that fill their Ideal for breed­
ing purposes. Some of them go far 
enough fo work for. a betterment In 
shape or laying qualities and In view 
of all these peculiarities tTiey are not 
willing to accept a breed that already 
ha.s them to a marked degree for fear 
they will lose the one Important qual- 
lfl<ntlon of constitution.

We ha ve watc hed the efforts of the 
fancier and we fall to see where It is

necessary to iRjure any of the meat 
or egg qualities by selecting for fancy 
points. A great many of Ahem Ios»j 
sight of these utility points in Making 
selections, but they do not all agree In 
this method of selection. Egg produc­
tion Is one of the chief and practical 
qualities of the pure bred fowl. It Is 
as susceptible to proficiency as to any 
other desired quality and this is 
brought about on the same plan of se­
lection as any other desired trait. The 
most essential elements of the fowl 
that will meet the greatest demand 
must be endowed with praetlcabllU.v. 
It Is a mistaken Idea that constitution 
is gained by exposing fowls to rigorous 
weather, enduring them to Inclement 
weather and compelling them to get 
their feed wherever and whenever it 
happens to come In sight, giving them 
plenty of opportunity to hustle for It.

It was our pleasure recently to watch 
the unloading of some ppultry by some 
poultry breeders. In conversation 
with a couple of them I learned that 
one person obtained 1 cent more per 
pound for his poultry than another. 
After they had gone away the buyer 
was aeked why he paid more for one 
lot of fowls than Jhe other. He said 
that the lot that brought the best price 
were all of one kind (one of the well 
known breeds) and would dress out 
better and sell foi/ more when dressed. 
He was then If It wax because
they were all of one color or plumage 
that made them valuable. To thlŝ  he 
answered that It was the feather and 
color that Indicated the breed and 
that shape and meat were Indicated by 
the knowledge he had of that breed.

The utility of poultry can be had In 
various channels, each, being followed 
by. the use of pure bred fowls. Thef* 
■vvâ  a lime when cross-bred fowls 
■wer% supposed to be quite the thing 
and some still adhere to this, belief, 
but by a better development of the 
pure bred, it has been fully demonstrat­
ed that It Is quite as profitable to keep 
for utility purposes. A great many are 
Interested In the fancy side of the 
poultry business, but the vast n\ajorlty 
of those who keep fowls are working 
for more practical results than exhib­
ition! points. There is always more or 
less fascination to the business of 
breeding poultry, whether It be by the 
fancier for the showroom or by the 
farmer for market. To the latter the 
more proflis he can make out of the 
business the greater the fascination, 
and to the fancier the more fine points 
the better he likes the business. Rais­
ing choice tdble poultry and producing 
eggs or breeding blfth scoring fowls 
will always find advocates, and any of 
these three branches can be made to 
yleldTTTiandsome return. The all pur­
pose fowl Is to-day nearer a pure bred 
fowl than it was a decade ago. Utility, 
as applied to poultry, means that kind

PREPARING FOR THE DROUTH.— i 
It docs not require a very great 
amount of foresight to predict that 

we shall have a  severe dry spell again 
during the coming sumrtier, says a 
timely writer in Dairy and Creamery. 
Last fall and winter were very dry, 
and so far this spring the rainfall In 
the Middle West has been very light, 
considering the season. Up to this time 
there ha^ not been a rainstorm of any 
duration and nb great rainfall except 
upon one accasion, and that before the 
frost was out of the ground, the water 
running off Instead of soaking Into the 
subsoil.

The reserve supply of moisture for 
growing çrops Is stored In the depth 
of the soli. This reserve has been ex­
hausted, and there Is a dry stratum of 
subsoil between the surface and' the 
permanent water supply that lies deep 
In the soil. This dry stratum tends to 
prevent the upward movement of the 
deep-lying -wati-r supply, and thé crop's 

^or this year must draw their moisture 
from the upper soli. This alone Is 
enough to Create a seeming drouth, and 
to affect the growtji of grass and other 
crops.

The rainfall has been below the nor­
mal for so long that we shall not be 
free from danger of a severe drouth 
until we have had a rainy season to re­
store the normal quantity of water In 
the subsoil, whléh is becoming more 
unlikely with every week of clear 
weather.

With all these facts before us, it fol­
lows that we should prepare for the 
drouth by planting crops which can be 
used to furnish green forage in late 
summer. The best years only furnish 
a full supply of pasture for six weeks 
or two months In the year, the remain^, 
der of the time being a season of short 
pasture. The need for auxiliary feeds 
at this time is never so fully realized 
as after having a supply, the difference 
the proceeds frqtii the dairy are no­
ticed.-

Corn furnishes the largest amount of 
green feed of any crop that can be 
grown In this country. It should be 
drilled or planted very thickly In rows 
between May 13 and June 1. It Is best 
to plow the land as early as possible 
and harrow it at frequent Intervals 
unti time to plant. This gives the weed 
seeds a chance to germinate, and the 
harrowlngs kills the weeds while they 
are small, making later cultivation 
easy. We prefer to plant thickly In 
rows to, sowing or drilling the corn, as

BLIND STAGGERS IN PIGS.—Dllnd 
staggers, or, in medical parlance, 
epilepsy In pigs. Is quite common. 

It may be the effect of various cuaaes. 
In whatever way brought on, the con­
dition Indicates imperfect nutrition of 
the brain and nervous system. This 
may b* brought about by unduly stim 
ulating food, as constant feeding upon 
commeal and confinement. A wet, un 
comfortable bed often leads to the dis­
ease in young pigs. Of course, a too 
close breeding developes this disease. 
Th8 symptoms of an a,ttack of epilepsy 
are sometimes different In different an­
imals. Sometimes the pig stands and 
fiDths St ths mouth; then, after a few 
moments, staggers and falls as If In 
fit. After lying a while; It recovers and

ems In Its normal condiUon again,
ivnperhaps for severay days, when symp 

toms 'Will occur again, often proving 
fatal. Sometimes the pig forces hIs 
nose Into a corner o f the pen and stands 
trembling for a few moments, and sud­
denly darts around the pen a few times 

' asbS Jhlle motionless upon the floor. 
-When symptoms of staggers are de- 
vtfoped in small pigs they should be 
glY-en a good dry bed and ten or 
tirelvs drops of chloride of Iron twice 
a  day for a few days In their foodi As 
a  preventive ■when pigs show symptoms 
o f disease, withhold the food mainly 
and feed sulphur and powdered char- 
ceal -for a few days. Supplying dry, 
comfortable quarters and fedding the 

' young pigs with a  good supply of milk 
and occasionally a mess' o f boiled fla-x- 
aacd will be particularly good, as con- 
teM n g a  large portion o f oleaginous 

-matter. A few cabbages, grass and

“Call early and avoid the rush.” 1s a 
good axlum when applied to the selec­
tion of a boar for the herd. Stock- 
raisers frequently make the mistake of 
failing to put In an order for him until 
he is needed, the result being that the 
applications are all received by the 
breeders about the same time, and It 
Is difficult for them to fill the requlre- 
mentn of thilr patr^iyi. The boar should 
be bought early and placed In quaran­
tine long enough to determine whether 
or not he is afflicted with any disease.

RAISING HOGS AS A SCIENCE.—On 
a farm, Just sixteen miles south of 
Kansas City, an experiment Is be­

ing maile which is being watched With 
Interest by stwk raisers all over the 
Hulled States, nays the Cincinnati En­
quirer. The owners of the farm have 
invested more than $80,000 In pedigreed 
and registered hogs for the purpose of 
ascertaining whether breeding fine hogs 
exclusively can be mada profitable. 
The owners of the farm have no other 
livestock to demand thenr attention ex­
cept 100 cows, and the dairy is an aux­
iliary part of the hog farm, for every 
qiniTt of milk from the cows is used to 
feed pigs.

It has been maintained by agricul­
turists that hog raising alone Is not 
prolltahle unless some of the animals 
are sold for food, but the owners of 
this hog farhi south of Kansas City 
are confident that their Investment of 
more than $80,000 In registered animals 
will yield a large profit before a year 
Is passed.

The farm 1h  owned by "Winn & Mastín, 
and contains 1800 acres. There are 
twenty barns ^  the place, and ten of 
them are used to shelter hogs. There 
are 600 registered animals on the place, 
and some of tho boars cost as much,as 
pedigreed bulls or horses. One boar 
called Corrector in the herd books cost 
$2500; another, called i Proud Perfec­
tion, cost $2000.

ECONOMICAL HOG RAISING.—Ev­
ery hog raiser should • prepare a, 
pasture for his hogs, and a good 

one, not just one or two acres for fifty 
or more hogs to run on all season, says 
an authority, “̂ t  a good large pas­
ture and plenty of range, as it is a 
great profit with little cost, and it will 
not pay to keep hogs In dry lots the 
.year around. They will net make you 
much money afteY you count up the 
cost of the feed. Brood sows should be 
on grSM alone In the summer after the 
pigs aiW weaned. This is the way I 
treat my bows, and It accounts In t>srt 
fer the good litters hi the spring. The 
feed that we uae we raise on'our farm, 
and it is mostly corn and oata This 
Is what we give our p l^  and hogs, 
and to our sows we give bran and 
shorts while they are suckling pigs and 
they do well on this kind of feed. With 
this feed you can develop bone, muscle 
and grewth. After the pig la 'wsaaed 
we give him corn and oats ground to­
gether, one-third oats and two-thirds 
corn, with a mixture of shorts and 
bran la abont equal parta with plenty 
of grass, n ils  cauaos tho best devel- 
gnaisai an* grgifih.

BONE MEAL FOR HOGS.—Prof. ’W. 
A. Henry, of the Wisconsin Ex­
periment statlan. In reply to a ques­

tion us to tho necessity of feeding bone 
meal to pigs, writes as follows:

’’When pigs are kept In normal con­
dition and receive a variety If feeding 
stuffs, it Is usually not necessary for 
the stockman to use bone meal. If he 
feels that bone meal Is necessary, a 
tablespoonful a> day to each pig, put In 
the slop, would be sufficient to get any 
possible benefit. ,It will be equally well 
as a rule to allow pigs- to have free 
access to hardwood ashes, and this 
should always be done or some other 
substitute given. Pigs, which cannot 
root In tho earth, no doubt receive 
benefits therefrom. Gritty matter prob­
ably kills Intestinal worms and may 
correct the abnormal conditions of the 
stomach or Intestines. In the great 
corn districts hogs .are sonstantly los­
ing In quality’, as la shown by the com­
mon complaints of "too fine bone.” 
“ broken legs at shipping time.”  “sows 
have too few pigs,” “ pigs born weak, 
and so on. Bone meal, ashes, rotton 
wood, coal slack, slacked lime, mortar 
and similar substances arv'all helpful 
lu feeding plga All of these, however, 
singly or combined, cannot make up 
for the loss of a suitable variety of feed­
ing stuffs, some of which shsuld be rich 
in muscle-balldlng food (protein) nsA 
ash fer the bones.

After the first few weeks of lU Ilfs, 
It can easily be left In the stable dur­
ing the day and both mare and foal be 
better contented. As soon as It begins 
to eat, a little clover hay should be 
given. An animal should never have 
more food than It will eat clean before 
the next feed is givenKcgularlty, both 
In time of feeding and amount of feed, 
should be strictly observed.

Another matter Ujat Is apt to be over­
looked Is that of regular exercise. A 
large paddock should be provided where 
the colt can be turned out dally. If 
more th^n one Is kept. It is safest to 
turn but' one out at a time, especially 
in cold weather. Exercise toughens 
their muscles, promotes digestion, pro­
duces an appetite, purifies the blood 
and fortifies the system against dis­
ease.

feed a home Is a question not 

alwaya correctly answered, says an ex­
change. The horse, doing slow, but 
hard and exhausting labor, should have 
all the clean, sound grain he will eat 
ntree times a day with as much clean, 
sweet hay at night as he will coiisumo, 
though we seldom find hay so fine and 
good that all will be eaten. Ths grain 
during the heat of summer should be 
oats, in cooler weather oats and corn, 
while In winter the corn may consti­
tute half theTatlon.

If cut feed be used, half oats and 
half corn, grouhd ti>gethcr, may be 
used, and this niixed with one-third of 
Its bulk, not weight, of bran. When the 
animals .ire fed whole grain this mesa 
should be given two or three lime- a 
week at evening ns a change.

The ordinary farm hor.se idiould be 
given as much oats ns he will eat three 
times a day In summer, and 1«* allowed 
grass or hay at night In their proper 
season. When not at work, on Mun-

Growth li/a  colt should ronstit large 
ly of bone r>̂ d muscle. Fat Is not de­
sirable. The question may bsr asked, 
how can we feed liberally and yet pro­
duce muscle instead of fat. If we 
study the jcomposltlpn of different fe.d 
stuffs, we find they are divided Into 
two general classes; Carbohydrates 
or heat-forming substances, and nitro­
genous or flesh-forming, the lattef be­
ing composed largely of protein. Corn 
contains about 66 per cent of carbo­
hydrates to 7 per cent protein, showing 
that It Is more of a heat or fat produc­
ing than a nvuscle producing feed; thus 
to feed corn largely to a growing colt 
would obviously be a mistake. Oats 
contain $ per cent of protein and 47 per 
cent of carbohydrates,, while wheat 
bran contains 12 per cent protein and 
40 i>er cent 'Of carbohydrates. To copi- 
bine the three will give much better 
satisfaction than to feed one kind of 
grain exclusively. A miked feed is 
more palatable and more dtgestlbU 
than any other.

Few farmers are willing to accord 
the proper value to wheat bran. They 
Imagine because It Is to light It hit but 
little feed value. Its greatest value 1« 
In combination with other feed. It Is 
laxative and olds In digestion. Itf 
practical value la greater than its aci- 
entlflc value.

South, now assembled, that the church 
distinctly repudiates all the acts of 
concealment, misstatements or unfair^ 
ness on the part of any and all’ persons 
representing the I’lmrch In the prose­
cution of the elalm before congress, 
either Intentional or otherwise, and 
whether the same did or did not affect 
the vote or opinion of any senator or 
representative.

"2. That we Indose fhe purpose of 
our bishops In their communication to 
the United States senate, and do here­
by ratify and confirm their conditional 
tender of the money and make their

GREAT IRRIGATION SYSTEM.—The 
largest irrigation system in the 
United State#,'’ and one of the best 

In the world, is in Chaves and Eddy 
countlea In Southeast New Mexico. 
These are In fact, four combined sys- 
tema three of which II* In New Mexl- 
i<io, and the fourth Just across the line 
In Texas, says the El Paso News. The 
main caqal of the latter will be forty- 
two miles long. The three systems In 
New Mexico are known as the North 
canal, the South canal and the Hager- 
fnan. Th* North canal Is more than 
thirty-flve miles long, and with Its 
reservoir of 2,000,000,000 cubic feet ca-> 
pacity Is expected to meet all demands 
of 100,000 acres o f land. The South 
canal,. In its two parts is some sixty 
miles or more In length, has three res- 
en'olrt of 10,300,000,000 cubic feet ca­
pacity, and Is considered as more than 
sufficient for 200,OOO acres. The aggre­
gate for the three systems Is 1294 miles 
of canals and ditches, and 13,000,000,000 
cubic feet of storage capacity, com­
pleted and projected, ample to reclaim 
500,000 acres of adjacent land. The 
systems cost $3,000,000 and have result­
ed In the building of th® Pecos 'Valley 
and Northeastern, a standard guage 
railroad, 372 miles long, to ship pro­
ducts Irrigation has produced.

Louisiana ExperlmenAtatlon, says;
“ We have had extensive experience 

In the growing of «-hat might be called 
the forage crops for hog and stock pur­
poses, and upon such soils as we have 
In Louisiana neither the artichoke nor 
the chufa Is as profitable to grow as 
many other crops that we could substi­
tute In Its place. We ace growing very 
successfuTIj^ "In 8#veraT~parts of this 
state, hogs upon a moat economical 
sca-le by adopting the following policy: 
In the fall of the year rust-proof oats 
are sown, which ripen early In May. 
Upon these oats the hogs are turned, 
small areas at a time, and as soon as 
the oats are destroyed a crop of sweet 
corn is approaching maturity in an­
other lot. Upon this the hogs are turn­
ed, a-nd so attractive Is the corn that 
at this stage they will devour each stalk 
ear and all.

“ From the cornfield they ar* turned 
Into an adjacent lot of early sorghum, 
where they demolish the stalk In the 
same way. From this they are turned

nuts. From this they are tumedinto a 
cornfield with early whippoorwill peas. 
Of course. It Is needless to say that 
they will greedily devour all of these 
plants. From the cornfield they are 
turned into s« ’eet potato patches, which 
lasts them until late In the fall,’ when 
the hogs are ripe for the shambbles.

‘^n this way the hog is made to 
gather his owu crop, feed himself, and 
bhy a rotation of crops a small area 
wilt be able to furnish a large amount 
of forage. There is one farmer In this 
state who last year retlsed sl^^-seven 
hogs weighing' over 250 pounds apiece 
upon leas than ten acres of ground 
sown a-nd harvested In the above de­
scribed manner, and the only absolute 
money cost to him was the labor In 
cultivating the crops, which was very 
small.

“ I regard the sweet potatoes and 
Spanish peanuts as being, perhaps, the 
most profitable feed we can grow. I 
may say, further, that by the a'ddlllon 
of an alfalfa patch, which Is ready for 
the hogs In early winter. If sown In 
October, we can carry the hogs the 
whole year through upon fresh fields 
and pastures new, all o f which will -be 
both nutritioiuuand fattening, and In 
this way raising can be carried on bet­
ter In the state of Louisiana than in 
any other portion of the country. It Is 
estimated that several o f our farmers 
are by this process raising hogs at a 
net cost of less than half a cent a 
pound.”  f

BLACKBERRIES IN OKLAHOMA.— 
The frequently failure of raspberry 
snd strawberry plants to make 

a good growth and produce fruit In­
creases the amount of Importance at- 
tacRed to blackberries, says a press 
bulletin of the Oklahoma Experiment 
station. This crop grows on almost all 
kinds of soils In Oklahoma. It does best 
on the sand loams, and when well cul­
tivated makes a very rank growlh. 
The Early Harvest, Snyder and Klt- 
tallnny are all doing well at the ex­
periment station. The Dallas, Lawton 
and Minnewaska are gaining favor in 
some localities. The dry season gen 
erally cuts the crop of late berries 
short.

The plants should be set two to four 
feet apart In row s'six to eight feet 
apart. The plants should be kept In 
rows, and all planta that comeup In 
the cuMIvated apa*-* between the ro«-s 
should be removed. If the plants are 
allowed to produce canes at will they 
will soon form dense matted rows 
which should not be more than one 
foot In width at the ground. This will 
make picking and cultivation easier, 
and give bettel- feeding groynd to the 
plants that are to besir frulL

Th* cultivation should begin in the 
early spring and continue through the 
summer.  ̂ Shallow, level cultivation

PREVENTIVES OF B LA C K LE G .- 
American cattlemen have gen­
erally become acquainted with 

the dred disease known as black­
leg, or symptanatle anthrax—many 
of them to their great sorrow. 
While the disease has been 
known in Europe for a long time. 
It Is only of late years that it has pre­
vailed in the United States in anything 
like epidemic fofm. Prevlobs to this, 
occasional cases were encountered in 
different sections of the county, but not 
In sufficient numbers tl attract atten­
tion outside of the Immediate neigh­
borhood. For this reason, and owing 
to the fact that the nature of the dis­
ease was not understood, each Individ­
ual observer applied to It such a name 
os was suggested by the symptoms; 
hence. It has been spoken of as “ black 
quarter”  and "quarter evil.”

The cause of this disease Is a germ 
known as bacillus of symptomatic an­
thrax. wblch was first described by 
Bollinger & Neser In 1878. but most 
careiully Bt'ildlcd and Us principal 
characters studied by Arlaing, Carne- 
vln and Thomas a few years later. The 
germ lt.self is very hardy, and Its spores 
(seeds) remarkably so, and from this 
fact It may be Inferred that the disease 
Is highly Infectious and would spread 
rapidly under anything like favorable 
condltlonp. But this Is not the worst 
feature. It not only travels like wild­
fire, but It. also Imitates this agent of 
destruction In Its results. Blackleg Is 
one of the most fatal dlsea-ses that at­
tack the brutsV-reatlon, and no cura­
tive remedy tor It has been discovered 
that possesses any real value. It is a 
disease peculiar to cattle and should 
not be confounded with a'nthrax. which 
attacks horses, mules, sheep, goats and 
sometimes men.

The characteristic symptom thdt is 
noticed after an animal has become in­
fected with blackleg. Is a tumor or 
swelling, usually located about the 
thighs, shoulders or neck; hence, the 
various names of "quarter evil,” etc. 
On pressure a peculiar crackling sound

the clothing of a herder and 'depqiJted 
in far distant localities. It is claimed 
that cattle have contracted the disease 
by being driven over Infected lands 
many yeai% after the disease had dis­
appeared, and even after its existence 
had been forgotten. It Is also claimed 
that streams of water have been known 
to carry and deposit their deadly freight 
over long distances from tAe originally 
infected fields, and that outbreaks of 
blackleg have resulted therefrom.

The germs enter the animal’s body 
through scratches or wounds In the 
skin, or through Its food or drink.

So far as known there Is no remedy 
that will cure, or even materially miti­
gate a case of blackleg after It has 
taken hold, and nearly all the animals 
attacked die. So fatal is the course of 
the disease that In many Instances cat­
tlemen hav* been compelled to relin­
quish their buslnesB and engage‘ in 
some other pursuit In order to save 
their capiat.

While blackleg is so relentless In Us 
ravages after It has once nrade Us at­
tack, it is probably the easiest of all 
severe animal diseases to prevent. This 
is done by vaccination, on practically 
the earn* principle that underlies vac­
cination of the human subject for the 
prevention of smallpox; for while In 
jhie latter case we immunize aginst one 
disease by inoculating with a similar 
one that Is essentially milder, in the 
prevention of blackleg we employ the 
specific virus deprived of a portion of 
Its virulence by artificial meai^.

The disease Is rarein calves under six 
months old, also in cattle over t«-o and 
one-half years old. Consequently, It Is 
the young-cattle between six and thir­
ty months of age whlctt should be vac­
cinated. Mo#t of the animals that die 
from blackleg are between one a'nd two 
years old. The vaccination will do no 
harm to the calf or to the full-grown 
animal, but it has been found that the 
protection which it affords to the young 
calf Is part lost before the animal 
reaches maturity; so that If, young 
calves are vaccinated, they should be 
vaccinated from six to twelve months 
later.

■Vaccinations may be performed at 
any time, but, if convenient. It Is pref­
erable to vaccinate in the spring or 
fall.

Some seventeen years ago a French 
scientist named Arloing discovered the 
method o f vaccinating against black­
leg; and it was Arloing, and not Pas­
teur, who made the first vaccine for 
this pur^pse. Not only so, but Pasteur 
never had anything to do «'1th the dis­
covery, manufacture or sale o f blackleg 
vaccine. No such vaccines are made at 
he “ Institute Pasteur," Paris, or, so 
far as we know, within 600 miles of It.

The original blackleg vaccine made 
by Arloing was the type of our 
"double”  vaccine—t«-o "strengths”  of 
virus being provided, of which the 
weaker was to be administered first 
and the stronger aboi^ eight days af­
terwards. But ow ln yto  the great In­
convenience of haiwllng large herds 
twice within a short time, a demand 
arose for a “ single” vaccine. This de­
mand was first met by Prof. Thomas 
Kltt, of Germany. ^

It is but natural that the cattleman 
should select the remedy that he can 
apply with the least trouble and ex­
pense. and for that reason the “ single” 
vaccine has become extremely popular. 
However, In cases of small bunches, 
high-grade stock, or. Indeed, whenever 
it Is possible to handle the cattle a 
second time, the use of double vaccine

is strongly recommended, for there Is  ̂
no denying the fact that It is sure an<l 
more lasting In Its results than any 
single vaccine can b*. In very large 
herds, however, the single vaccine is 
used, and as shqwn by actual statistics, 
with excellent results.

MAMMOTH DUCK FARM.—In the 
oldest and largest duck farm In 
this country over 36,000 ducklings 

were batched last year. This Long 
Island farm has four distinct depart­
ments—breeding, batching, brooding 
¿nd fattening.

It requires a building over 200 feet 
long and twelve wide to shelter the 1400 
breeding dlicks. During the very cold 
weather the birds are not allowed out 
of the'building. , As they are divided 
Into flocks of fifty. It requires a sepa­
rate yard outside and pen Inside the 
building for each flock. Each yard has 
running water. One attendant Is busy 
all the time -arlth his branch.

In the hatching department over a 
hundred large size Incubators are used. 
A building half underground Is re­
quired, *o as to be free from changes 
in tha temperature. Every day ma­
chines are started while ethers are 
hatching. An expert Is conetantly on 
duty. The eggs are tested after they 
have been In the machine ten days, so 
that Infertile ones naay be removed. - 
This process is repeated about the 
twenty-first day. It Is important to- 
get the bad eggs out of the machine. 
The ducklings are left In the Incuba­
tors from twenty-four to thlrty-stx 
hours.

Prom the Inchbator, cellar the duik- 
lings go to the first hovers of the large 
brooder house. This building Is 400 
feet long and 30 wide. In the center Is 
a large hot water heater. A very elab­
orate pip* system extends throughout 
the building. The ducklings are. kept 
as near the heater as possible f*r the 
first days. Heat la a great requisite 
the first few days. It must be uniform. 
The little fellows are fed every two 
or three hours. Not very much at a 
time is the rule.

As the duck grow older the are 
mpved Into large pens and farther 
away from the source of heat. Plenty 
of drinking water Is supplied. The 
ducklings are allowed no water In 
which they can swim during their 
stay in the brooding house.

Just as soon as the feathers begin 
to appear the ducklings go to the fat­
tening pens. These are 100x40 feet, 
with one-third water. As the duck­
lings are divided into flocks of 100, it 
win be seen that to accommodate 38,- 
900 a large amount of space is requir­
ed. Three and four feeds dally are giv­
en. When eight weeks old the.duck- 

■ding is ready for the market. He 
weighs about six aiTd one-half pounds. 
It requires the services of seven men 
and a team to run this farm. Over 
five carloads of beef scraps and twenty 
of grain were if8ed last season.

The duck's diet consists of corn meal, 
gn'een food (such as sea cress, «-heat 
and winter rye), bran and flour.—New 
York Mall and Express.
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gas under the skin. This gas becomes 
very abundant as th# disease progress­
es, a-nd a few hours after the death the 
tissues are so Infiltrated with It that 
the animal is s«-oUen out of all sem­
blance to Its former self. If the tumor j 
be cut Into, a dark-colored, frothy fluid 
may escape, which carries the charac­
teristic odor of the disease. Loss of 
appetite, dullness and general debility, 
with subsequent lameness, stiffneBS 
and inability to stand, follow In more 
or less regular order, until the animal 
finally dies In the course oITwo 'or'three 
days. Occasionally the Infection Is so 
great and the growth of the germ so j 
rapid, that the animal succumbs In a 
few hours—even before the *p$)e*r- 
ance of the .tumor.

As already stated, th* spores o f” the 
blackleg gerrt are very hardy. It Is 
quite likely that they may live for years 
In the SOIL In the dust about sheds or | 
barns. In the meshes of clotjilng, m ' 
such foods as hay, oata or fodder: or. 
Indeed, almost anywhere except In 
places where a continued high temi»*- 
raturc is maintained. It Is quite easy, 
therefore, to understand how th* con- 
tagrlum could be carried by birds or 
insects, by the shipment of food#, or in
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
