loss of *sheep last winter.

The necessity of salt for sheep has
been demonstrated by experiments in
France, three lots of animals
were fed alike jexcept that one bunch
had no salt, one lot half an ounce every
day and the others 3% of an ounce daily.
Those that had half an ounce gained
4.5 pounds each more than those which
had no salt, and 1.25 pounds more than
those which had more than a half
ounce. So it seems that too much salt
can be given as well as too little. The
salted sheep had 1.75 pounds more of
woel and a better fleece than those
that had no salt, showing better results
in the wool; that is, larger profit than
in the flesh.

where

In regard te the use of substitutes
for wool the American Wool and Cot-
ton Reporter gays: There is undoubt-
edly less wool in the United States
than there was a year ago. It is a set-
tled fact that the next Awusralasian
yield will be light. It is true that prices
are firm in London. It is also true
that the strike in the American Wool
company's mills is diminishing. All
these are ‘“bull factors” in wool. As
opposed to all these factors is the sim-
ple fact that when wool goes above 50
cents (‘Ieap the use of substitutes in-
creases rapidly. That is to say, such
has been the rule of late years. Wheth-
er that rule will hold in the future no
one can, of course, say.

The United States census gives the
total number of goats of all ages as
1,371, Of this number Texans owns
627,8333. New Mexico comes next in
the list with 224,136. 'These goats are
not all kept to furnish mohair. The
relative numbers in Northern states is
very small, but they are bound to in-
crease rapidly in these, as goats can
be utilized with much advantage in
helping to clear up brush lands in
areas from which the timber has been
removed during recent years.

LAMB CROP IN SOUTHWEST.—
Speaking of the condition of sheep
and lambs in the Southwest, A. J.

Knollin, who lately returned from the

vicinity of Roswell, N. M., sald t0o a

reporter:

‘“The lambing season has now well
progressed and the shearing season {s
on. I thiunk it safe to say that the per-
centage of lambs this year will be the
largest on record in the valley, The
average crop for years has run around
70 per cent, and a crop that touched 78
per cent was considered very good,
Last year, if I remember carrectly, the
average for the district was between
70 and 75 per cent, Our own flocks
aevraged 83 per cent that year, but we
were a little better previdea with fa-
cilities than were the bulk of the sheep
growers, so that accounted for the
larger lambing. This year they are
figuring on an average® of around 88§
per cent for the Roswell district. On
that basis there will be a tetal of
about 100,000 lambs brought ferth in
that section, or perhaps 300,000 for the
whole valley. For our Individual aver-
age this spring we expeet to reach 90
per cent, which is eonsidered a high
average. in any section eof the West.
Roughly speaking, the lambing aver-
age in the district this spring wiil ex-
ceed last year's by about 10 per cent.
Very favorable climate cenditions, as
well as the mild winter on sheep, have
been the eause for this state of af-
fairs.

“There aré a great many Wethers
feeding areund Roswell that wildl be
ready for market earlier this fall than
is usual. The regular time for fat
wethers to come to the market from
that part of the country is around Sep-
tember. This year the entire start of
grass and its good condition wildl make
an early movement possible, and I
think the‘ movement will begin along
in June. There are, at a general es-
timate, about 50,000 wethers to come
from that part ef the valley. If the
present prices of fat sheep are main-
tained, and
Middle Waeast this fall will cause a good
demand for the Mexican lambs, there
is no reason why the season Just
opened will net be a record breaker.”
