Railroad News.

Mr. M. V. Brownfield returned 
from Hereford Monday, where he 
went to oonfer with the Colorado 
Hereford & Gulf Railroad people. 
He reports having had a very 
satisfactory m eeting with them, 
and tha t the prospects for Terry 
county securing the road very 
flattering, He says th a t ju s t as 
soon as the bonus is arranged , 
the Company will have engineers 
in the field surveying the line. 
He met Mr. Will Ellwood, who 
had ju s t arrived a t the ranch 
from DeKalb, 111., who had been 
sent out by his father to look 
after the railroad m atte r, and 
who stated  th a t they would do 
their p a r t tow ards raising the 
b o nus. The line will ru n  for a 
d is tan ce  of 52 miles through the

the bonus from tha t in terest will 
amount to 8107,000,

Mr. Littlefield has, a lio , agreed 
to donate 840,000 in cash, and 
three townsites in his pasture, 
and all the other large land hold­
ers on the route north  of T erry 
county, have agreed to give 
their part of the bonus.

Mr. Brownfield has arranged 
with the company tha t where 
any of the Terry county citizens 
prefer donating land instead of 
money th a t it will be accepted. 
Though he states tha t they do not 
want to take a less am ount than 
80 aores in any one tract. If any 
difficulty should arise on account 
of a donation being too small to 
am ount to 80 acres of land, two 
or more parties can join together 
and m ake the donation. The 
com pany will agree to allow 810 
per acre for all lands donated 
within five miles of the road , S3 
per acre for th a t more than  five 
miles and less than  ten, and $6 
per acre for tha t more than ten and 
within fifteen miles n f the road, 
This proposition will be to th e 
advantage of m any persons who 
m ay not wish to pay the cash, 
and can easily spare  the land.

8orse Thief Arrested.

On last Sunday afternoon 
Sheriff Geo. E. T iernan re ­
ceived a  phone m essage fr :m  
the Sheriff of Sourry county n o ­
tifying him of the escape of one 
Bill Davis from the Snyder j a i l . 
Sheriff T iernan notified hi3 Dep­
uty, Geo. M cPherson, a t Gomez, 
and other parties in different 
parts of the county  to look out 
for him. As Mr. J. T. Hamilton 
was bringing in the mail from 
Meadow Tuesday afternoon, he 
met a young man some five or 
six railea from Brownfield, who 
inquired the way to W olffrath’s 
ranch. As he answered the de­
scription of Davis and the further 
fact th a t his horse was about 
rode down, M r. Hamilton at 
once concluded th a t he was the 
party  w anted, Mr. Hamilton 
came to town and notified Sheriff 
T iernan, who a t once started  in 
pursuit, going by way of Gomez 
where he was jo ined  by Mr. 
M cPherson. They went to the 
Wolffrafh ranch  and learned that 
the p arty  had passed H ere late 
in the afternoon, going in a 
westerly direction. They con­
tinued the pursuit and found him 
a t the Townsend place, about six 
miles east of J . W. Cone’s ranch , 
where he had stopped to spend 
the night. Davis made no re- 
sistence and was brought back 
back here W ednesday, and as 
soon as Sheriff T iernan could 
make arrangm ents to s ta rt, he 
and Mr. M cPherson left for Ta­
ti oka w here they met the Sheriff 
from Snyder.

Davi3 is a youth about 18 or 20 
years old, but has already estab­
lished the reputation of a very 
hard character. There are sev­
eral indictm ents aga inst him in 
Sourry county for horse-stealing. 
After he made his escape from 
ja il he stole a  horse which ho 
rode as far as Lubbock county, 
then turned tha t horse loose and 
stole another one, intending, as 
he stated, to ride into the m oun­
tains of New Mexico.
