Articles of agreement made 
and entered into this the 10th 
day of June. 1908, between the 
Southwestern Engineering and 
Construction Company, party of 
the first part, and M. G. Aber­
nathy, M. V. Brownfield and 
William H. Shaw, as trustees, 
and M. G. Abernathy and M. V. 
Brownfield for themselves and 
for all others who beoome parties 
hereto by subscribing to the 
agreement, parties of the second 
part:

The party.IoLthe first part 
agrees that it will construct and 
operate ^’standard guage railroad 
from the town of Hereford 
Deaf Smith County, Texas, 
through the Castro, Lamb, Hook- 
ley, Terry and Dawson counties; 
thenoe in a southerly direction to 
a connection with the Texas & 
Pacifio Railway In consideration 
of the payment to it of the bonus 
hereinafter mentiened and con­
veyance of a right of way 150 
feet wide, running from the 
north line of Lamb county to the 
south line of Dawson county,

Stnco last issue of the Herald 
there has been some active work 
done towards raising the railroad 
bonus.

On last Saturday afternoon 
there was a meeting held at 
Gomez, which was well attended. 
Judge Copeland was made chair 
man and talks were made by 
Rev. J. M. Lane, Dr. Maddux, 
Rob’ t Holgate, Dr. Griffith, A. 
P. Moore, Dr. Ellis, Rev. J. C. 
Lewis and others, after which 
twelve farmers affixed their 
names to the contract.

Monoay afternoon a meeting 
was held in Brownfield. Capt. J. 
T. Gainer was made chairman and 
Percy Spencer Sect’y. The tax 
rolls were examined and it was 
found that the apportionatement 
of the bonus on the lands of 
those who had already signed 
the contract amounted to about 
$50,000,

Enthusiastic speeohes were 
made by Capt. Gainer, M. D. 
Williams, J. S. Powell, Judge 
Copeland and otheis. In his 
speech, Capt. Gainer referred to 
the fact that a bad feeling had 
long existed among some of the 
people of Gomez and Brownfield, 
and he now thought the time 
has come when all resentments 
between the two towns should be 
done away with. On motion of 
JohiiS. Powell, it was unani­
mously carried by a rising vote 
that hereafter all bad feeling and 
resentment among the people of 
Brownfield and Gomez no longer 
existss, they will hereafter work 
in harmony, with the single end 
in view, and that it be to seoure 
a railroad for Terry oounty, let 
it go where it may.

A committee of sixteen was 
then appointed to go into differ­
ent parts of the county and see 
those who had failed to sign the 
ontraot. The Secretary was 
instructed procure a list of the 
nam s of non-residenis who own 
land in Terry county and send 
etch one a oopy of the contrajf 
for their signature.

On motion Capt. J . T. Gainer 
was elected permanent ohairmari 
and Percy Spencer permanent 
seoretary, The meeting then 
adjurned to ccme together again 
in Gomez on Thursday evening 
to receive the report of the com­
mittee. /
At the meeting ih Gomez Thurs­

day afternon, the oommittee re­
ported about $10,000, subscribed, 
making a total of $60,300. The 
co nmittee Was instructed resume 
its work, 8nd meeting adjourned 
to reassemble this afternoon.
