Death of J. F. Proctor.

After a prolonged illness, J. F. 
Proctor, of Brownfield, died at 
the home of his son, A. N. Proc­
tor, of Nugent. Jones county, 
Texas, on the 7th of this month. 
Mr. Proctor was stricken with 
paralysis on the 3rd of last 
March, at the home of his 
daughter, in Williamson county. 
Some five or six weeks ago he 
brought was from Williamson to 
Jcnes county by his son, Mr. 
Harry Proctor, of Yuakum coun­
ty, who had been with him from 
soon after ho was stricken, 
When Harry left him he was im­
proving and it was intended to 
bring him home after a short 
stay with his son in Jones county. 
At his bed side when death came 
were his wife, his son, A. N- 
Proctor, and his daughter, Mrs. 
Jessie Davison, of Boyston.

J. F. Proctor was born in 
Jackson county, Missouri, April 
24, 1831, where he lived until 
1854, when he moved to Texas.

He was residing in Burnett 
county when the war commenced, 
where volunteered and served 
until its close in the confederate 
army. After the war he m o^d 
to BelPcounty, where he lived a 
short time and then moved to 
.Coryell county, where he re­
sided 80 years. He moved to 
the-Plains in 1898, and settled in 
Floyd county, where he remained 
until about eighteen months 
ago when he moved to Brown­
field, which was his home at the 
time of his death.

Mr. Proctor, accompanied by 
his wife, had gone baok east to 
visit his brother and other rela­
tives when he was stricken with 
paralysis, and received the 
most devoted attention that a 
wife and fchildren could show 
him, but was never able to utter a 
word to them from the time he 
was stricken.

Mr. Proctor was a devoted 
husband and kind father, looking 
to the interest of his family at all 
time. As a citizen he was al­
ways ready to assist in anything 
he thought would benefit the 
people and country, He always 
had a host of friends wherever he 
lived. He leaves a wife and six 
children to mourn the loss of his 
kindness and presence from the 
family cir.ole, which can never 
be replaced; and Brownfield and 
Terry county have lost a citizen 
who had the esteem of every one 
who knew him.

I have 
never been an office seeker, and 
as the office of Justice of the 
Peace here is one with little pay 
and less honor attached to it, I will 
withdraw my name from before 
the voters of Precinct No. 1. and 
in doing so I wish to thank those 
who have proposed to support 
me.

Joint Resolution amending Section S, 
Article 7, of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas, increasing the amount 
of lax that may he voted on school 
districts and providing for a majority 
vote of the property tax paying vot­
ers of such district to vote such tax. 
Section 1. Be it Resolved by the 

Legislature of the State of Texas: That 
Section 3 of Anticle 7 of the Constitu­
tion of the State of Texas be so amend­
ed a9 to hereafter read as follows: 

Section 3. One-fourth of the revenue 
derived from tiie State occupation taxes 
and a poll tax of $1 on every male in­
habitant of this State between the ages 
of twenty-one and sixty years shall be 
set apart annually for the, benefit of the 
public free schools, and in addition 
thereto there shall be levied and col­
lected an annual ad valorem State tax 
of such an amount, not to exceed 
twenty cents on the $100 valuation, as 
with the available school fund: arising 
from all other sources, will be suffi­
cient to maintain and support the pub­
lic free schools of this State for a period 
of not less than six months in each 
year, and the Legislature may also pro­
vide for the formation of school dis­
tricts within all or any of the counties 
of this State by general or special lav/, 
without the local notice required in 
other cases of special legislation, and 
may authorize an additional ad valorem 
tax to be levied and collected within 
such school districts for the further 
maintenance of pJblic free schools, and 
the erection and equipment of school 
buildings therein, provided that a ma­
jority of the qualified property tax pay­
ing voters of the district, voing at an 
election to be held for that purpose, 
shall vote such tax, not to exceed ’ in 
any one year 59 cents on the $100 val­
uation of the property subject to taxa­
tion in such district, but the limitation 
upon the amount of distinct tax herein 
authorized shall not apply to incorpor-

use of the Governor's mansion, fix­
tures and furniture, and the cornpen- 
sation of the Lieutenant Governoi at 
twenty-five hundred ($2500) dollars 
per annum.
Ee it Resolved by the Legislature ol 

the State of Texas:
Section 1. That Section 5 of Article.

4 of tile Constitution of the State of 
Texas be amended so as to provide that 
the Governor of the State shafi receive 
as compensation for his services, an 
annual salary of eight thousand 
($8000) dollars and with the use and 
occupation of the Governor's -mansion, 
fixtures and furniture, said Section 5 
as amended, to read as follows:

Section 5. He shall, at stated times, 
receive as compensation for his ser­
vices an annual salary of eight thou­
sand ($8,000) dollars, and no more, and 
shall ‘have the use and occupation of 
the Governor's mansion, fixtures and 
furniture.

'That Section 17 be so amended as co 
read as follows:

Section. 17. if, during the vacancy in 
the office of thi governor, the Lieuten­
ant Governor should die, resign, refuse 
to serve’ or be removed from office or 
be unable to serve or if he shall be im­
peached or absent from the State, the 
President of the Senate, for the time 
being, shall in like manner administer 
the government until he shall be suc­
ceeded by a Governor or Lieutenant 
Governor. The Lieutenant Governor 
shall receive an annual salary of twen­
ty-five hundred ($2,500) dollars per 
year, and no more. During the time he 
administers the government as Gov­
ernor, he shall receive in like manner 
the same compensation which the Gov­
ernor would have received had he been 
employed in the duties of his office, 
and no more. The President of the 
Senate, for the- time being, shall, dur­
ing the time he administers the gov­
ernment, receive in like manner the 
same compensation which the Governor 
would have received, had he been em­
ployed in the duties of his office.

Sec. 2. The Governor of this State is 
hereby directed to issue and have pub­
lished the necessary proclamation for 
the submission of this resolution to the 
qualified voters for members of the 
Legislature of the State of Texas, as 
an amendment to the Constitution of 
the State of Texas, to be voted upon on 
the day of the next general election of 
the State of Texas, which will be held 
on the day fixed by law therefor. All 
persons favoring said amendment shall 
have written or printed on their bal­
lets as follows: "For the amendment
to the Constitution fixing the salary of

Joint Resolution to amend Section 13: 
Article 5, of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas, so as to'provide for 
subsequent redistricting of a county 
into commissioners’ precincts, defin­
ing the manner thereof; for submit­
ting same to .he electors of the State, 
and making an appropriation there­
for.
Be it Resolved by the Legislature of 

the State of Texas:
Section 1. That Section 18, Article 

5, of the Constitution of the State of 
Texas, be amended so as to hereafter 
read as follows:

Each organized county in the State, 
now or hereafter existing, shall be di­
vided from time to time, for the con­
venience of the people, into justice pre­
cincts, not less than four and not more 
than twelve. The present county 
courts shall make the first division, 
Subsequent divisions shall be made by 
the commissioners’ court provided for 
by this Constitution. In each such 
precinct there shall be elected, at each
